A time to heal

As the signs of death are cleared
from Middlebelt Road, the surviving
relatives and friends of victinu from

Northwest Flight 255 and the work-
ers who salvaged the bodies and
plane parts now must repair them-
selves, emotionally

Passengers from Rochester, Can-
ton Township, Troy, Uvonia, Plym-
outh, Franklin, West Bloomfield and
Bloomfield Hills were among those
who perished in the plane.

The complete passenger list has
not been released pending identifica-
tion of remains by relaUves.

There are few answers this week,

including what caused the deaths of
at least 157 people in the plane and
on the ground in the nery crash of
Flight 255 shortly after its takeoff
from runway 3C. The moddied DC-
9's momentary ascent quickly
stalled, as its left wing listed into the
Avis Rent A Car building on Middle-
belt Road.

Moments later. as smoke billowed

and metal-melting fires raged,
Middlebelt Road under I-94 became
a mass grave. When daylight came,
hundreds of volunteers, police offi-
cers and firefighters saw vividly the
carnage scattered for a mile about
them. The yellow bags used through-
out the night to covec bodies
appeared brighter after an early
morning rain.

HOWEVER, THERE was some-
thing merciful about the Sunday
crash. Not only were dozens of
homes and businesses spared, but a
4-year-old girl miraculously sur-
vived. The burned, broken body of
Cecilia Cichan -of Tempe, Ariz., re-
portedly shielded from fatal harm
by her mother's body, was the only
living thing pulled from the wreck-
age.

Werner Spitz, chief medical exam-
iner of Wayne County, said it's one of'
the worst plane crashes he's ever
worked on because of "its size -
number of people killed - and the
massivity."

"It's a very slow process. We've

positively identified about half of the
victims. We will complete our identi-
fication process by late Thursday or

The investigation into the cause of
the Sunday night crash of Northwest
Flight 255 to Phoenix will take a
long time. The legal aftermath will
take longer.

Attorneys familiar with such cas-
es estimate "at least two years,
maybe longer."

One of the first accident liability
cases to come from the disaster -
perhaps the first - is expected to be
filed this week by attorney Richard
Schaden, partner in the law firm of
Schaden, Heldman, Lampert, Katz-
man and Tiecher of Birmingham and
Denver, Colo.

Schaden was hired Ammediately to

' often deal with death. That doesn't

 mean they grow accustomed to it.
Many of the local police, fire and

medical workers called in to do their
jobs after the crash of Northwest
Airlines Flight 255, Sunday, said

· they never felt more humanly frag-
: ile than when they went home Mon-
, day morning.
· "One hundred and fifty bodies just
: laying there - in pieces," said Paul

Bush, battalion leader for the West-
:land Fire Department unit at the

crash site. "How can you not react
· to a sight like that?"

On duty with Bush were Westland
· firefighters Mark Wilhite, Sgt.
' Ronald Anderson, Sgt. Thomas Ben-
net and Capt. Marvin Liberty. All
had similar reactions to the human

wreckage intermingled with debris
from the DC-9 over I-94 and Middle-
belt Road.

Police officers from Canton Town.
ship, Rpdford Township and West-
land used the same word - "grue-
some" - to describe what they saw

"It was a gruesome sight, lt'S hard
to believe there was so much devas-
tation." said Joseph Bommarito. a
19-year veteran of the Redford
Township police department

"AS MUCH blood and guts as we
see, this was still upsetting," he said
"Seeing the children was the most
upsetting "

Bush said the large number of
bodies. with only one survivor re-
quiring rescue, was perhaps the
most frustrating part of the entire
experience.

His expertise as an emergency
medical technician wasn't needed.
just his talent for being able to cover

up a corpse with a yellow· plastic
sheet and not become ill in the pro-
cess, he said sadly

The Romulus doctor who pulled
the lone survivor.

"It was a little eerie when we
came in, and you could see the plane
and the wreckage below," Fries said.

Despite the crash, which killed
more than 150 people. Fries said she
wasn't afraid to fly Northwest. "I
figured Northwest had one (accident)

"We've had a total of three cou-
ples cancel. That's six tickets. Con-
sidering the high volume of tickets,
that's not bad," said Mary Marthey
of Book Couzens Travel at Roches-
ter. "Two out of the three rebooked
on other airlines, and the third is
staying home They're just afraid."

Following Sunday night's crash,
Northwest Airlines established a
new policy providing a full refund to
anyone who cancels a flight. "Nor-
mally, it's a full penalty if you can-
cel," Marthey said.

As of Tuesday afternoon, Uniglobe
Funtastle Travel in Livonia had no
cancellations. In fact, they had new
flight bookings, including on North-
west "But I must say, business has
been very slow today. I don't knov
what that means," said agent Dee
Aubrecht,

THE FEW flight cancellations
that Air World Travel, Westland, has
had since Sunday'§ crash have all
been for Northwest Airlines. But
owner Nancy Devereaux Mid the
number of cancellations is not con-
sidered unusual.

Kaye Britton, owner of Farming·
ton Hills' Kaye Britton Travel Ltd.,
hamit noticed a run on cancellations
after the Northwest crash.

"We have not had cancellations

because of the flight but we didn't
have that much activity in the office
either. Yes, that's unusual," Thomas
said.

EVEN THOSE forging ahead and
booking flights are expressing tear

and concern about flying - in gener-
al, and on Northwest Airlines in par-
ticular

"They (travelers} have mixed
emotions," said Ruth Katz at Trans
Global Travel Inc. Farmington
Hills. "They all have something to
say. Most are saying. 'Can we avoid
Northwest?' "

Travel agents also admit that cus-
tomers have long been concerned
about lhe airlines, particularly with
flight delays, baggage and mechant-
ca] problems Sunday's crash is just
the king on the troubled cake.

Aubrecht of l'niglobe in Livonia
offers travelers a different perspec-
tive on reports of troubles in the
skies. "I just tell people that once the
media gets a hold of things. they
chew it to death," she said.

Interestingly, some travel agents
are reporting increased inquiries
about other forms of travel, espe-
cially trains.

Thomas of Omega Travel said her
agency received three calls Monday
for train transportation. "Whether
that was planned In advance, I don't
know." Certainly, that many calls in
one day & unusual,she Mid.

Cohen and Vanos lived. The plane
crashed on takeoff Just outside De-
troit Metropolitan Airport Sunday
night.

Family members declined re-
guests to be interviewed. They joined
the families of other victims at the

airport Tuesday to identify remains.

COHEN, A 1980 graduate of
Plymouth Salem High School. was
'absolutely fabulous - the best.

said Diane Pomish. her high school
counselor

''She was a great student and a
beautiful girl. the kind of kid that al-
ready in the 10th grade was mature
When I started the career center she

helped me manage it, she was so re-
liable.

"We have 400 kids, and you can't
have total recall of all of them but

not with her. She was just special.
We were especially fond of one an-
other, and often had lunch together.

Some say it's simply curiosity, oth-
ers say gawkers seek to overcome
their dreary lives.

Alvin Parker, 27, walked to the
barricades from his home on Smith
Street. He had stories about the

plane cruh
"We had been home about 10 min-

ules when R hit," said Parker. "(My
wife and D thought it was a tornado.
SDe grabbed one kid, I grabbed the
other, and we headed toward the
ba,ement "

Parker, whose wife works at the

airport National Car Rental. admits
he has been nervous living near the
airport. Flight 255 would have flown
over his house, he said.

"I wanted to ask the landlord to

lower the rent because we're living
in a danger zone," he said, half-smil-
Ing

ANOTHER MAN, carrying a mo-
torcycle helmet, said he rode his
bike from the eastside. He declined

to give his name.

"I heard there was people down
here stealing stuff," he said. "Man,
that's crazy."

Police arrested seven people for
looting at the crash scene.

Gary Stollak, a clinical psycholo-
gist and Michigan State University
professor, said the most troublesome
gawkers are those who travel dis-
tances especially to see damage.

Theirs is more than just a passing
interest, Stollack said. This group in-
Nudes people who "lead lives of qui-
et desperation" and are seeking
thrills.

Still others live helpless, impotent
lives, and enjoy seeing people hurt,
Stollak said.

"At the lowest level, these are

people who go to see pit bull and
chicken fights/' he said.

Still others seek status in attend-

ing such tragedies. They can tell sto-
ria to friends afterward, he said.

SOCIAL PSYCHOLOGIST and

Oakland University professor
Ronald Hansen had a different view,

He said: "In fact, I don't know why
people are drawn to such things."

But he said part of the attraction
is the movement and interesting ac-
tivity

"People are drawn to that because
of ita novelty," Hansen Mid. "It's not
necessarily a negative thing either."

 HE PLYMOUTH FIFE andDrum Corps is in need of some
$40,000 for new uniforms.

The corps uniform (which
will cost about 1500 each to replace) is a
replica of that worn by George Wash-
ington's Life Guard (1776-1783). The
current uniforms were purchased
through a federal grant available for
the 1976 Bicentennial.

The corps uses 1 0-hole wooden fifes
and hand-made rope tension snare and
bass drums. The music played by the
corps spans the 17th through 20th ren-
turips

Founded in 1971 as the first fife and
drum corps in the Midwest, the Plym-
outh Fife and Drum Corps has earned a
reputation as a seasoned musical com-
pany.

The corps is made up of students,
ages 12-18 from the Plymouth-Canton
area, who are dedicated to preserving
the heritage and art of fifing and
drumming.

DURING A SINGLE season, which
runs from April to September, the corps
travels 7,000 to 8,000 miles to commun-
ities in Michigan and other states giving
50 to 60 performances.

The corps has performed in Washing-
ton. D.C., New York, Connecticut,
Pennsylvania and Canada. This year, as
in years past, the corps entertained in
the villages and towns along Michigan's
shoreline.

Members recently returned from a
one-week trip in Massachusetts, which
also included Ontario, Canada.and New
York. At Fall River, Mass., the corps
played five performances in one day.
The corps also was the opening act at
Boston College for a show honoring Po-
laroid's 50th Anniversary and featured
the Pointer Sisters and Steve Allen. At

Plymouth, M=., the corps delivered a
proclamation from Plymouth Mayor
William Robinson.

Every spring, the group holds a
Bowl-A-Thon to raise money for trav-
eling expenses. This year they raised
$6,000. It costs about $12,000 to go on a
tour, and the corps' annual budget is
about $26,000. Because much of the 45
members' fund-raising efforts are to
meet tour costs, the raising of money
for new uniforms depends on the com-
munity for support.

IN PROMOTING the fund-raiser, the
corps has performed for local service
clubs and will send out a mailing to 500
people.

So far, not that much has been raised
but some service club pledge are still
anticipated.

The corps, which will gladly accept
all donations, has put together a list of
suggested donation and what each will
purchase: one uniform, $500, coat, $250,
hat, $100; pants, 175; vest, $50; and ja-
bot (a trimming attached to the front of
a blouse, bodice or shirt) $25.

Checks can be sent to: Plymouth Fife
and Drum Corps Uniform Fund, P.O.
Box 176, Plymouth, MI 48170. The
chairman of the fund-raising campaign
is Ron Loiselle of Plymouth, a business
consultant and former city commis-
sioner.

If you have lived in Plymouth for just
a little while, you have seen the corps
perform in parades and at Plymouth
Fall Festival. You may want to express
appreciation for the group's musical
skills, dedication, and finesse in repre-
senting Plymouth throughout the state
and nation.

Most colleges in Michigan and many
across the country will jack up tuition
this fall by substantial amounts. This
occurs after several years of 0-5 per-
cent increases.

As this tale unfolds, keep in mind:
• Michigan public colleges stijl

charge some of the highest tuitions in
the nation.

• The current rate of consumer in-
flation was 2 percent percent last year
and less than 5 percent this

year. 
WAYNE STATE University set an

example during the recession by freez-
ing tuitions. It upset other schools, but
President David Adamany, correctly,
saw tuition as a real barrier to low-in-
come students.

Gov. James Blanchard twisted arms
in 1983-86 to persuade public colleges
to hold tuitions to the rate of inflation.
He sought to use increased state reve-
nues from a) the improving economy
and b) the '83 temporary personal in-
come tax increase, to pump an increas-
ing proportion of Michigan's resources
into education.

And the voters rewarded him accord-
ingly in 1986.

30 what's happening this year?
The University of Michigan-Dear-

born got a 6-percent increase in state
funds. But it saw fit to boost tuition and
fees 7.9-8 percent. Chancellor William
Jenkins' reason: "Faculty salaries are
our number one priority for the seventh
consecutive budget cycle."

Even good ol' Wayne State gol 6.1
percent more from the state and saw fit
to increase tuition 5 percent.

MICHIGAN STATE is due for 6 1
percent more from the state, and West-
ern Michigan University 6.6 percent
more. Both are increasing tuitions in
the 9-percent ballpark.

Closer to home, Oakland Community
College kicked tuition up 11.5 percent.

Vice Chancellor Anthony Jarson argued
that OCC's operating costs per student
and total tuition are still below neigh-
boring districts.

at what I interpret to be clearly racist
coat,$250, treatment by U.S. immigration officials
50; and ja- at the Detroit-Windsor border.

A few days ago I went to Windsor for
the evening with two friends. As usual
we were stopped at the border on the
way home and asked our country of cit-

friend or I were American citizens. We
gave her several pieces of I.D., year and

. place of naturalization, and any other
information she wanted. The only thing
we did not have was our proof of citi-
zenship - our naturalization certifi-
cate.

We were told that the computer sys-
tem was down, so our naturalization
could not be verified; therefore we had
to prove tc them that we were Amen-
can citizens. I told the officer, as I was
informed during my naturalization pro-
cess, that as an American citizen I was
not required to carry proof of citizen-
ship when crossing the Canadian border.
She agreed with me but said the officer
outside did not believe I was an Ameri-
can citizen so, therefore, it was my bur-
den to prove to them that I was an
American citizen.

I told her I had been living in the
United States for 15 years and that I
was a student at the University of
Michigan. She said that doesn't tell her
a thing about my citizenship and that I
may have to stay there. perhaps all
night, until I prove to her that I am a
citizen of the U.S. My Taiwanese friend

and I were harassed for 45 minutes be-
fore we were released.

I am appalled at the racist treatment
I received at the immigration border.
Simply because I am not white and An-
glo-Saxon, my word cannot be taken
concerning my citizenship. As a non-
white, I am expected to carry proof of
my citizenship, whereas a white Ameri-
can is not. The next time we gasp when
reading a story about black South Afri-
cans being forced to carry passbooks by
the repressive South African regime, we
should stop and consider our own offi-
cials.

The fact that I have no discernible
accent should be irrelevent. However, it
causes me to wonder whether persons
of color with foreign accents might be
treated even more harshly. I realize this
is a minor incident compared to how
non-citizen, Spanish-speaking immi-
grants are harassed, both on the borders
and within the borders. since the new

immigration laws. The treatment I
received is reflective of an overall

trend of increased harassment and dis-

crimination of people of color.

It angers me when I read in the news-
papers the reference to third world
non-Americans as aliens but no such
reference to European immigrants
This reference, with a very negative
connotation, means being treated as
less than human. I got a taste of this
last weekend at the Detroit-Windsor
border when my Taiwanese friend and I
felt like dehumanized aliens. The use of
this term itself is racist in that it is used
exclusively for those of third world
countries.

At a time in our country when racial
tensions are high, one might hope gov-
ernment officials would be sensitive to

the feeling of minorities, especially
those working m the immigration office
and dealing with people of color contin-
ually

The treatment I received at the im-

migration office will do nothing to ease
tensions in this country. As a minority, I
expect the same rights and privileges as
any other American citizen. But it's ob-
vious that that does not hold.

Western Wayne County was well-
represented at the recent Seventh In-
ternational Summer Games of the

Special Olympics.
A Wayne-Westland softball team

brought home the bronze medal for
third place in the international
event. The games were held July 31
through Aug. 8 at the University of
Notre Dame and St. Mary's College
in South Bend, Ind.

"It was fant,stic," said Susie Pid-
sosny, Special Olympics area direc-
tor for Wayne County. "The kids all
just really had a super time."

The Special Olympics program
provides opportunities for athletic
competition and achievement among
mentally retarded people.

The winning Wayne-Westland
team included 14 players ranging in
age from their mid-teens to early
20s. Each member of the coed team
received a bronze medal.

Coaches for the softball team

were: Bill Deyonker, Shelly Phillips,
Charlie Hallman, Marlene MeGee
and Carol Painter.

PIDSOSNY WAS able to attend

the games in South Bend for several
days. The opening ceremonies for
the international event were impres-
sive, she said; seeing the spirit dis-
played by the athletes was also im-
pressive

"You can't help but share in their
enthusiasm."

The approximately 5.000 athletes

at the International event represent-
ed all areas m the U.S. and wme 70

other countries

They don't speak the language,
but when they get together they have
a way of communicating," uid Pid-
sosny, a Canton resident.

The relative clogeness of South

Bend made it possible for more local
people to attend and to cheer for the
local athletes, she said. This was
Pidsosny's first time at an interna-
bonal competition, she plans to at-
tend others.

Suburban Wayne County had some
25 or 30 people at the international
even,t, including coaches and people
who went "just to go and see what
was going on." Michigan had some
90 athletes who competed at South
Bend, representing the 33 geographi-
cal areas of Michigan Special Olym-
pics

Athletes competed in a number of
areas, including track and field,
gymnastics, weight lifting, basket-
ball, soccer and swimming. Exhibi-
tions were held in equestrian events,
volleyball and table tennis.

ATHLETES ALSO participated in
individual skills tests, receiving
medals for first through third place
and ribbons for fourth through
eighth place. Individual skills tests
were in such areas as base running,
throwing a ball, hitting and fielding

"Every athlete that attended
came home with something," Pidsos-
ny said. Special Olympics athletes
participating in the games at South
Bend were 8 and older; there is no

upper age limit for Special Olympics
competition

The Wayne-Westland softball
team was the only team from west-
ern Wayne County at the internation-
al competition. A great deal of com-
munity support made it possible for
the local athletes to attend, Pidaosny
said.

The Wayne-Westland team had
won a gold medal at the state soft-
ball tournament in 1986, Pidsosny
said. The team's name was then

drawn from among those placed in a
hat, the local athletes were pleased
to have been chosen, as were volun-

teen and staff people involved in
Special Olympics.

"We had a fantastic time," Pidsos-

ny said. "1'm really pleased that our
team was allowed to go."

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Estate taxes threaten assets Financial Position

Having worked many years to pro-
vide for themselves and their family
(which includes four children), Mr.
and Mrs. B are beginning to see the
proverbial "light at the end of the
tunnel." Mr. B, the sole income earn-
er, is looking forward to retirement
within the next five to seven years.
He and Mrs. B, ages 55 and 48, re-
spectively, live in Farmington Hills.
They have a son and a daughter in
college, and two others have com-
pleted college.

Mr. B earns $55,000 per year, and
the family has additional unearned
income of approximately $24,000 in
the form of interest, dividends, capi-
tal gains and tax-exempt income.
Additionally, Mr. B is receiving a
pension of $10,000 per year as a re-
suit of early retirement from a pre-
vious employer.

The B's have a mortgage on their
home of $59,000, which was just reft-
nanced to take advantage of lower
interest rates. Their credit card bal-
ance is nominal. The B's have accu-
mulated a significant amount of as-
sets.

In addition to their residence and

household furnishings, they have as-
sets of cash and cash equivalents,
and a combination of stocks, mutual
bonds, single premium annuities and
cash value of life insurance. Their
total net worth is in excess of
1700,000.

Mr. and Mrs. B have life insurance
coverage of $10,000 on Mrs. B, and,
in a combination of universal life,
single premium endowment and re-
tirement policies, approximately
$390,000 of coverage on Mr. B. He
also has a long-term disability in-
come insurance policy, which pro-
vides benefits of $2.700 per month.
payable to age 65.

Both have wills, but no other es-
tate planning documents. Thev have
been paying for college costs for
their children through Uniform Gifts
to Minors accounts. The major con-
cerns that they have indicated for
their financial future are:

• providing for retirement,
• reducing income tax liability;
• building wealth;
• hedging against inflation,
• providing security for family.
Mr. B said he has ample time to

manage his financial affairs, and his
investment temperament would be
characterized as relatively conserv-
ative He has said that he has no de-

sire to become involved in such high-
risk investments as options or com-
modities.

He asks· "What is the proper bal-
ance of investments for me? Am I

overly weighted in insurance invest-
ments and bonds? Should I balance

my stock and bond portfolio?"

CERTIFIED finandal planner
Dan Boyce of the Center for Finan-
cial Planning, Birmingham, re-
sponds to these questions.

"I am concerned about the heavy
concentration of assets in the bond

market, particularly at this stage of

our economic cycle The long-term
bonds and bond funds are subject to
substantial losses if interesl rates

rise over time." Boyce said
He suggests keeping the individual

bonds and trusts for income pur
poses but consider gradually shifting
out of the substantial municipal bond
fund holdings.

Currently Mr B does not need the
income his bonds are producing, and
our advisers suggest balancing his
portfolio with conservative growth
investments, such as funds and in-
come-producing real estate Boyce
suggests that he cheek to see if his
bond funds are part of a '»family-
group of funds. If so, he might find
an attractive stock fund to transfer
the assets at no cost.

Lastly, Boyce is concerned about
his lack of attention to inflation

hedges, particularly since this is one
of Mr. B's stated goals. "There is
nothing to protect his investment
portfolio if we experience a sudden
surge in inflation. Both stocks and
bonds will likely be hit hard in that
scenario."

Boyce suggests 5 to 10 percent of
his assets be gradually cyNed into
gold stocks, precious melals and pos-
sibly collectibles.

THE COUPLE has wills that were
last reviewed in 1981 and which will

govern distribution of their property
upon their deaths. The wills operate
only as to property that is owned in-
dividually by the person who dies.
Jointly owned property passes to the
surviving spouse by law. Currently
all of the assets are jointly held, and
the surviving spouse will be entitled
to ownership of all of the assets. This
ownership may create both probate
problems and federal estate tax
problems upon the death of the sur-
viving spouse.

To the extent that the assets of the

surviving spouse are in his or her
own name, ail of the assets will be

subject to protate, which can be a
time-consumine, and expensive pro-
cess. To rhe, i nt that all of the as-

sets owned & the *.urvivng spouse
exceed $600.14,0, federal estate tax
may be gent-raied, which could have
been avoided. Currently, every tax-
payer has a unified credit against
federal estate taxes at death (or for
gift taxes during lifetime) which will
protect $600,000 of property from
transfer taxes. In addition, any as-
sets given by the person who died to
a surviving spouse pass free of es-
tate tax by virtue of a "marital de-
duction

The implementation of a living or
revocable" trust with proper fund-

ing can avoid such estate tax. Mr. B
is aware of such trusts but is unsure

of how they work. Alan J. Ferrara of
the law firm of Couzens, Lansky &
Roeder of Southfield explains: "The
living trust is designed to provide for
both a 'marital trust' portion and a
'residuary trust' portion to the sur-
viving spouse. (See diagram.)

The marital trust portion can be
put under the full control of the
spouse. The residuary trust portion
also would be available for use as
needed by the surviving spouse. But
because there are minimal restric-
tions placed on the use of assets in
this residuary trust, this portion
would not be included in the estate of

the surviving spouse. The restriction
states that the surviving spouse can
receive all income from the residu-

ary trust, and also have the use of
whatever principal is necessary for

FERHARA SUGGESTS that by
properly allocating assets into the
residuary trust, the unified credit in
both estates can be used, thus elimi

mating estate taies on both deaths
'In this Bituation, 11 all assets. in-

cluding life insurance proceeds

net estate to approximately U mil-
lion), are paid to the surviving
spouse, lax on the first death would

Without such a trust arrangement,
on the death of the surviving spouse
the tax would be approximately
$153,000 (presuming an estate of $1
million) In the event that a living
trust relationship is establi.ihed, the
tax would be zero "

In addition, the living trust can
provide for the eventual distribution
to all beneficiaries, including any
distributions to children upon the
death of both Mr. & Mrs. B. The chil.
dren's trust can provide for immedi-
ate distribution of gifts if it is felt
that the children are capable of han-
dling such amounts of money, or can
provide for a payout of income and
principal over a specified period of
time. Any special needs for particu-
lar children could be taken into ae-

count, as well as provisions for dis-
tributions to grandchildren in the
event that one or more of the chil-

dren died before their parents
Ferrara recommends that the hus-

band and/or spouse be the trustee
and control the trust assets. A deci-
sion will need to be made as to who
the successor trustee will be after
the deaths of the husband and wife.

Often a family member is used as a
successor trustee, although it is corn.
mon to use a banking trustee if it is
desired to have an independent, pro-
fessional administrator.

Plymouth Canton might have
some big holes to fill offensively, but
it's a situation in which Chiefs, being
in better shape defensively at this
early stage, can survive unul they do
SO

"We play in such a tough league,
you definitely have to concentrate on
defense," Morgan said. "If teams
can't score against you, they can't
beat you."

Canton lost its entire front line of
forwards Steve Rudelic, Pat Fredric
and Dave Dahlberg to graduation,
and that trio accounted for 90 per-
cent of the goals the Chiefs scored
last year

WHILE MORGAN will have to do

a rebuilding job up front, the offen-
sive situation may not be as dire as
it seems since Canton has an abun-
dance of halfbacks, making the mid-
field positions a team strength.

But senior co-captains Jim Hadde,
a fullback, and Todd Nichols, the
stopper. head a defense that will
play a pivotal role, especially early
in the campaign while the new of-
fense is getting its feet wet.

Senior Dan Nashlon also will start
again at fullback, and junior Bill
Teller brings back experience to the
position. But the Chiefs will have to
find a replacement for graduated
goalie Dean Barberio. Junior Marty
Adamian is the leading candidate to
fill that void.

"He's quick." Morgan said, "and
he's improved his distribution, get-
ting rid of the ball effectively once
he has control of it.°

THOUGH THE Chiefs will be
without two-time, all-league half-
back Scott Morgan, Canton remains
strong at that position since every-
one else returns.

Junior Jeff Tutor has been a start-

ing mid-fielder since his freshman
year while Rick Menary and Jamie
Nesbitt, also juniors, were the other

"We've got a lot of experience
even though it's a young team," Mor-
gan said, '*and we have some size,
which we haven't had.

Steve Marshall, one of only eight
seniors on Canton's 25-man squad,
and junior jerry Staszel are the only
returning players with experience at
forward.

BUT THE Chiefs may have
received the offensive help they
needed in a pair of transfer players.
Junior Dave Presley sat out last sea-
son after switching from Plymouth
Christian, and sophomore Nick Stan-
kevitch is a newcomer from Sterling
Heights Stevenson. In addition,
freshman Quang Quach could be a
surprise at forward.

"There's some hidden strengths
here," Morgan said. "I think we'11
hold our own. We'11 be in every
game, but Churchill, Stevenson and
Salem are as good as they've ever
been.

MORSE DESIGNS products -
furniture, space-savers, cabinets
- with an eye to precision.

"When I design a sweater
drawer," she cited as an example,
"the customer knows exactly how
many sweaters will fit. I measure

Although yOu may be
tempted to cut down on the
cost of your ad by using
abbreviations, surveys indicate
that many people don't
understand such abbreviations
as EIK (eat-in kitchen) or WSW
(white side wall) tires and won t
take the time to figure them
out.

4. Include phone number and
specify hours. Be sure to let
potential customers know when
and where to call. Surveys show
that even if a person is verv
interested in your item or
service, he or she will not call
back after the first attempt. stay
near the phone during the hours
you indicate you will be
available.

5. Run on consecutive days.
Your ad will not get results if
people don't see it! Therefore, it
is important to set up a
consistent and consecutive ad
schedule with your telephone
salesperson or outside sales
representative.
