Plymouth voters this year may be
asked by the city commt=ion to OK
higher property taxes in one form or
another to build a dwindling reserve
fund account, according to city man-
ager Henry Graper.

Supervi;or Maurice Breen said he
doesn't expect to recommend a big-
ger tax bite on Plymouth Township
property owners for municipal ser-
vices

Graper and Breen, appointed and
elected, respectively, as chief execu-
Uve officers of their communities,
last week looked at the year ahead
during separate interviews with the
Observer.

TlIE CITY'S surplus fund. which
can be compared to a personal sav-
ings account, now stands at about
$100,000, Graper said.

That figure, considering a general
fund budget of $5.1 million, is well
below a safety net of 10 percent ree-
ommended by some accountants.

Sharply rising property values
may be part of the solution. But any
strategy. Graper emphasized, will be
determined by the city commission.

Voters may be asked to give per-
mission to capture all revenue re-
sulting from rising property axes,
ments.

Another option, Graper suggested,
is to ask voters to approve a special
millage for police and fire opera-
lions, reduce the current general op-
erating levy by that amount and then
capture all revenue resulting from
property value increases.

Then, again, the commission may
choose not to accept av inflationary
increase.

BREEN, WHO presi€les over the
township which has more growth
than the city and a heallhier reserve
fund, said he doesn't see a need to
tap taxpayers for more revenue - - --
now.

Instead, they heard parents lam-
baste trustees for allowing teachers
to show movies dealing with witch-
craft and Satanism.

At Issue are "Winnie the Witch,"
an animated cartoon filmstrip, and

the movie "What Friends Are For."

Shown to kindergartnen and first
graders, "Winnie the Witch" is set in
medieval times. It deals with a Lord

Mayor who is incapable of running
his town. The Inept mayor Is bailed
out by a witch who casts spells, con-
jures the dead and enlists the help of
a black cal named Lucifer.

"What Friends Are For," Bhown to

middle school students studying di-
vorce, involvel two girls whose par-
ents have sepalkated. One attempts to
make her dad's new wife disappear
using witcheraft

Most speakers at the meeting
were members of Citizens for Better

EducaUon, which is appealing the
administration's decision to permit
the teaching materials.

School board president David Art-
ley said the board will decide the ap-
peal within 30 days.

DIANE DASKALAKIS, who orga-
nized CBE. objects to material in
both movies.

"Winnie the Witch" teaches chil-

dren to espouse witchcraft, said
Daskalakis. "What Friends Are

For." under the pretext of helping
children deal with divorce, embrace
Satanism and the occult, she said.

"I'm begging you to stop this non-
sense," said Daskalakis, who said she
believes the films are contrary to
the Bible's teaching» and represent a
violauon of First Amendment right,

Since founding CBE lant year,
Daskalakis has petitioned state legis-
lators, given presentations at
churches and conferences and con-
ducted numerous interview:

Having put in hours and houn helping set up
for the ice festival. the DPW's above-and-beyond
call came - broken water mains. Those same

frigid weather conditions that made it almost
ideal for the ice sculptures raised havoc with the
city's water system Water mains began freezing
up and breaking throughout the city, almost like
popcorn popping. At least that's the way it must
have seemed to the boys down on Arthur Street
as six mains broke last week - four in four days!

Reacting to the broken water mains alone in-
volved a total of 202 hours (straight time and OT)
for four men for an additional 50 hours beyond
the ice festival and other duties.

Of course. those involved appreciated the ef-
fort The Mayflower Hotel, co-sponsor with the
city of the ice festival, was among those fully
aware of the extra effort the DPW put in on its
regular duties and emergency calls In apprecia-
tion. the hotel set up a "soup line" in the base-
ment. serving hot chill to crew members on a
drop-in basis.

Residents who had their water restored didn't

have the opportunity to set up soup lines or oth-
erwise express their gratitude. On behalf of the
affected homeowners in the city, the Plymouth
Observer recognizes the Department of Public
Works for jumping into the frying pan and com-
ing out unscathed.

That's why in this age of pub-
lie school bashing it was a pleasure
to be at Birmingham Seaholm High
School Friday

There Frank Donatelli. an adviser

in the Reagan White House, gave a
perfectly fine speech about educa-
tion. Jobs and focusing on the Yutuit.
He was in Birmingham as part of the
annual Loren Fischer Memorial

Speakers Program. Fischer was a
Seaholm student who died in 1982.

leaving behind a legacy of courage,
optimism and spirited determina-
tion She was the type of person who,
suffering from a fatal disease, would
organize a J-Hop from her. hospitat
bed

So it was fitting that Donatelli,
who worked with Loren's sister An-

drea in Washington. would urge a
gym full of high school students to
face the future with confidence, high
self-esteem and a focused view.

dents wanted to talk about, at least

not those who asked questions,imme-
diately after the speech or those 100
or so honors students who met sepa-
rately with Donatelli.

They wanted to know why we
funded the Contras in Nicaragua.
Why didn't we demand more of our
allies? Why did we spend so much on
foreign countries when money was
needed at home? Why were there so
many indictments issued or pending
against Reagan administration offi-
cials? Why.are we spending so much
on Star Wars? Why does the Justice
Department oppose affirmative ac-
tion?

If you get the idea that the stu-
dents were reverting to a '60;-style
game of trash the establishment,
guess again. In the special question-
and-answer period after the speech,
a good portion of the students identi-
fled themselves as Republicans and
many groaned when a fellow student
asked a thoughtful question that crit-
icized America's role in Nicaragua.

DONATELLI *NSWERED the
questions ably but dropped no bomb-
shells He toed the administration

line. He said he felt no obligation to

present the pro and con of all argu-
ments.

I am there (in the White House) to
serve the president as long as I im
useful to him." he said.

State criminal laws protect the
public by setting minimum stand-
ards of behavior which everyone
must follow. Those who intentionally
break these laws should be severely
punished. The Vincent Chin case out-
raged the public because the court
allowed a brutal murder to go virtu-
ally unpunished.

But the solution to the problem of
racially motivated crimes is to pun-
ish the crimes - not the ignorance
which leads to the ctimes. The state

has no authority to forbid racial ha-
tred per Ie. Therefore, the state has
no authority to punish it. HB 4113,
hove¥er, attempt, to punish racial
hatred u a "thought crime" an idea
straight from Orwell's "1984" by
piggy-backing the offenie of racial
hatred onto a real crime.

Rumors have a way of growing as
they're passed off from one person

experts, the people in the mailroom
may be among the most likely to
know what's really going on. That's
because they're plugged into the
grapevine. something many mana-
get-s aren't, and at least have the ad-
vantage of knowing there's a rumor
going around pertaining to the com-
pany's quarterly standings

"One can't be an ostrich. One must

be aware of the impact of the Infor-
mal system," said Dan Braunstein,
chair of Oakland University's mar-
keting and managing department.
"The grapevine Is highly efficient
for transmitting informaUon, but
I'm not testifying to its validity."

No one really knowl how rumon
are started. Some employees play a
hunch and put R on the rumor mill
for verification, according to Dome
studies. Others embellish factual in-
formation to appear better informed
than they really are A third B.*800
was offered by Larry Boliman. pr€*
fessor and -ociate dean ol the Ual-
versity of Detroit'§ college of busi-
nes: administration.

There's a correlation biti-
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management groups and grapev-
ines," said Bossman of Bloomfield
Hills.

'However, while managers and
supervisors do know what's going on,
those secretaries really really DO
know what's going on. They're not
given enough credit," Brady uid. "If
top management is smart, they'll use
the grapevine."

Brady said management usually
doesn't take advantage of the rumor
mill because it doesn't want employ-
ees to jump to conclusions and is
aware of the fact that situations may
change "But it depends on the per-
sonality of managen and supervi-
mors.

Marketing research
could be worthless
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In recent years, a growing number
of small businesses have taken ad-

vantage of the marketing research
process asa means of collecting use-
ful information to assist with deci-

sion making
The iniportance of marketing re-

search 14, an organization goes with-
out saying No business owner or
manager ean expect to accurately
guess what the needs and wants of
his- or her market are on a regular
basis, let alone be one step ahead of
the competition in best satisfying

those needs over the long term.
Marketing research is one tool

that allows management decision
makers to find out, in very specific
terms. what customers think about a

particular business or an industry in
terms of its perceived strengths and
weaknesses

WITH THIS information, the com-

pany may then capitalize on its
strengths while resolving any prob-
lem areas

It may sound well and good, but
the marketing research process has
been often abused by both big and
small business.

One area relates to businesses that

develop research systems that ulti-
matply heqi meet management's
needs rather than the needs of the

marketplace
As one example, an association

representing some industry may un-
dertake research to identify the edu-
cational programming needs of its
membership (such as workshops or

' conferences). The association prom-
ises to pursue those programs that
members request by majority. But
the research is designed to present
the results the association wanted to
obtain rather than those of its mem-

bers

IT ISN'T difficult to do when you
consider that the association has the

freedom to choose what market seg-
ments .will be interviewed where,
what kinds of questions will be asked
(or omitted), as well as how and

when the study will be conducted.
In situations like this one, "re-

search" is used to confirm what

managment wants to happen rather
than what the market would other-

wise dictate.

Another area pertains to compa-
nia that have little understanding as _
to the types of research (and subse-
quent data collection methods) that
are most appropriate given a partic-
ular decision situation.

Rather than "researching the re-
search" that is available and will

provide the most objective and accu-
rate results, these companies may
lock themselves into using the same
(or their favorite) research technique
over and over again.

AS A result, the data collected

may be useless - yet used as though
it came down straight from Mount
Sinai. This can be especially dis-
tressing when the results have a far-
reaching effect on the ways particu-
tar businesses and industries go
about doing business among current
and potential customers.

Next week we will discusss how

market research may be used to ob-
tain the *'right" results for your new
or existing business.

It was a bone-chilling day in Bir-
mingham, but Barry Williams, star
of -Promises, Promises," didn't

mind having to be away from his
home in Malibu, Calif. "I know what

it's like there," he said with practi-
cality.

Williams was happy to be in 4!r-
mingham, where he has been on-
stage starring in the Birmingham
Theatre production of the Broadway
musical hit . "Promises, Promises"
since Dec. 30.

He was looking forward to seeing
' his parents that weekend. "They'l] be

coming this weekend to see the
show," he said. "It's my dad's 44th
anniversary gift to Mom - a five-
day trip to Detroit." He laughed
good-naturedly

Williams also was pleased because
this was his first day off since the
show opened, he said, and after the
interview, he was going.to play ten-
nis at the Franklin Racquet Club
with the actor who plays his boss in
the show.

Many television viewers know

Williams from the five years he
starred on "The Brady Bunch," play-
Ing the oldest son, Greg. The show
originally aired through 1974.

THE HANDSOME actor has

appeared on television in the series
'Run for Your Life" with Ben Gaz-

zarra and in "That Girl"and "Gomer

Pyle," which were directed by John
Rich, who also directed "The Brady
Bunch."

Williams has only good things to
say about the latter show. 'It's my
favoritiTV tamily,"- he--explained.
But he certainly -wouldn't classify
the part he played as one of his fa-
vorites. He prefers "meaty roles,"
and mentioned this on more than one

occasion during the interview when
he talked about his background as an
actor.

Don't get the idea that Williams is
just some Pollyanna. But he admits
to being a guy who has a positive
outlook on life. He prefers doing
comedy on stage and straight dra-
matic roles in films. He doesn't want

to get depressed by a character he
portrays, so he keeps the serious
stuff for his more brief performanc-
es, as in movies.

The versatile actor said that dur-

ing his career he has done "a ton of
different things - episodic TV and
several musicals a year, for the last
dozen years." On television, he re-
cently appeared as a .rock star on
"Highway to Heaven" and as a rid-
ing-stable Casanova on -Murder, She
Wrote."
