Superintendent John Hoben is
looking at the gloomy prospect of
having to “buy moon suits and respi-
rators’’ in order to comply with a re-
cently passed asbestos law.

The federal Asbestos Hazard
Emergency Respunse Act requires
school districts to inspect all schools
for friable (flaking) asbestos. For-
merly used as a fire retardant in
buildings, friable asbestos is be-
lieved to cause lung cancer.

Plymouth-Canton schools expect it
will cost $120,000 to do the inspec-
tion and draft a management plan.

“This discounts the inspections we
had in 1980 and 1982,” said Hoben.
“All schools are being compelled to
go back and inspect bricks and mor-
tar; any type of wall or wire cover-

costly

ing or building materials that may
have friable asbestos.
“We think it's rather extreme."
The district already has spent
more than $300,000 removing asbes-
tos from school buildings.

“WE DON'T have any more fria-
ble asbestos,” said Ray Hoedel, asso-
ciate superintendent for finance.
“I'm not the judge, but I think this is
way overrated. As long as you take
air samples periodically, there’s no
danger.

“It’s the friable stuff that gets in
the air which is the concern of every-
one.

“We thought we were pretty well
covered on that. But now they're
looking at ceilings, cement floors,
brick, mortar and chalkboards. It's

“All the settlements reflect gener-
ally a 7-percent increase,” said
Norm Kee, assistant superintendent
for employee relations.

Kee was unable to provide con-
tract specifics.

“Some groups received a percent-
age that can't even be figured be-
cause of things they chose to buy out
of the settlements,” said Kee.

Current wages for the employee
groups also were unavailable from
school officials.

With the exception of the aides’
agreement, which is retroactive, all
the contracts take effect in July. The
aides, who were working under a
contract extension, ratified a settle-
ment retroactive to July 1, 1987.

“I believe one of the more signifi-
cant aspects of all these ratifications
is that they all go through June 30,
1990, said trustee Dean
Swartzwelter.

“With some of the tough situations
we may face in the next couple three
years . . . I'm pleased and gratified
we're going to be working as a team
as far as labor relations. Maybe we
can solve a few of our financial
problems.”

to routine yard work.

Arbanas, 59, of Garden City, was
altacked by a neighbor's unlicensed
pit bull terrier, suffering two punc-
ture wounds (o his right forearm be-
fore successfully fending off the ani-
mal and retreating into his house.

A RASH of attacks on people
across Michigan, ranging from tod-
dlers Lo senior citizens, has the state
Legislature mulling several bills on
stricter control of vicious animals.
But some communities, including
Livonia, are adopting their own ordi-
nances.

“I'm still being treated by my
family doctor,” said Arbanas, two
weeks after the March 8 attack.

He said the antibiotics he takes
four times daily make him feel sick.
But the twice weekly series of injec-
tions he receives as prevention
against rabies doesn't bother him
much.

““There’s lots of kids in the neigh-
borhood. I'm just so glad this didn't
happen to one of them. It was trau-
matic. It's the first time I've been
bitten in my life.”

The fact that the dog's owner
received three violations from Gar-
den City police is of little consolation
to'Arbanas.

“I would certainly go for stronger
laws,” he said. “I'll circulate peti-
tions.”

State mulls bills
to curb attacks

State lawmakers are considering
two pieces of legislation that would
control vicious animals by imposing
stricter guidelines on pet owners.

House Bill 4897 introduced by
Rep. Willis Bullard, Jr., R-Milford,
would mandate destruction of a dog
after the first serious attack on a
human. Owners of animals that at-
tack people would be charged with
dnvoluntary manslaughter if the inci-
Jent resulted in death, a felony if the
attack resulted in serious injury, or a
misdemeanor in all other cases
where a person is bitten. In addition
to dogs, the bill would cover exotic
animals. Livestock would be exclud-
ed.
A separate bill sponsored by Sen.
Joe Mack, D-Ironwood, focuses ex-
clusively on controlling pit bull ter-
riers. Owners would be required to
register their pets with the state De-
partment of Agricuiture, tatoo the
animal, and carry a8 minimum of
$100,000 in liability insurance.

House judiciary committee chair-
man Perry Bullard, D-Ann Arbor,
suggested a subcommittee study
both proposals offered by Bullard
and Mack in an effort to see if a
compromise can be reached. The

While a limited number of new
landfills will be built, the plan would
prevent communities from using
them unless they filed a solid waste
reduction plan with the county by
Jan. 1, 1991.

mals. But he doesn’t want to see one
breed, like pit bulls, singled out.

“Pit bulls are considered a macho
type of dog. Some are bred as fight-
ers, but | haven’'t come across that in
my experience. That could go with
any breed.”

Garden City, which does not have
a specific local ordinance, controls
dogs like most other communities,
requiring they be licensed, receive
shots to protect against rabies, and
be properly secured on their owner's
property or on a leash at all other
times.

Animals running free are sent
home with a warning to the owners,
Tencza said. Tickets may be issued
in chronic problem cases. If an
owner can't be found, the animal is
taken to the local dog pound.

Communities that don't have local
lockup facilities send the stray mutts
to the Westland shelter of the Michi-
gan Humane Society.

LIVONIA'S PROPOSED ordi-
nance would require owners of dogs
with a “known propensity” to bite
humans to have a minimum of
$100,000 in liability insurance, and
provide proof of insurance to the
city clerk. A state bill offered by
Sen. Joseph Mack, D-Ironwood, of-
fers this same provision for owners
of pit bull terriers. That bill is cur-

A vicious dog is defined as one
that has bit a person at least once,
according to the proposed Livonia
ordinance.

The new regulation would also re-
quire owners (o display warning
signs on the premises and a similar
sign on the dog’'s pen or kennel Des-
ignated dangerous dogs would be
securely leashed and muzzled when
off the owner’s property.

The ordinance would also ban dog
fighting or training dogs to attack
humans or domestic animals.

A vicious attack by three English
bull terriers against three members
of a Livonia family (including two
young boys) early last December
precipitated the local ordinance, ac-
cording to Livonia animal control of-
ficer Thomas Burger.

“The attack on the family brought
it to a head,"” said Burger.

A legislative committee of the city
council has scheduled an April meet-
ing to discuss the ordinance.

Plymouth Township is in the pro-
cess of reviewing all of its local ordi-
nances, and rules banning the keep-
ing of vicious animals as pets will be
addressed, according to deputy po-
lice chief Chip Snider. Action is ex-
pected next month.

In Canton Township, there is no lo-
cal ordinance governing the control
of vicious animals, according to ani-
mal control officer John Swalley.
But dogs must be confined to their
own yard and animal control offi-

nance regarding animal control, ac-
cording to ammal control officer
Mike Anderson Dogs must be l-
censed and secured Anderson says
he and fellow anmimal control officer
Charles Dickey use their own judg-
ment 1n dealing with strays

The city of Plymouth doesn't have
an animal control officer. Police
handle complaints regarding strays
Dogs must be secured and licensed

Redford Township requires all
dogs to be secured unless being
walked on a leash, and to be lL-
censed

Exactly one year ago, two pit bull
terriers attacked and severely
mauled a 55-year-old township man
in front of his Grand River vacuum
repair shop He was bitten on the
face, arms and legs before being res-
cued by a passing motorist who beat
back the dogs with an ax handle

The victim underwent three oper-
ations and 16 days hospitalization
The dogs were destroyed and for a
time, township officials discussed a
plan to ban pit bull terriers. That ef-
fort fizzled.

Prior to the pit bull attack, an 11-
year-old Redford girl fell and broke
her hip while being chased by a Ger-
man shepherd while on the way to
her school bus stop. She spent a
month in traction at Botsford Gener-
al Hospital.

The dog's owner was charged with
allowing the animal to roam freely
in that incident.

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Irish bill finally gets hearing in state Senate

Responding to pressure from De-
troit-area Catholics and Irish-Amer:-
cans, state Sen Rudy Nichols, R-
Waterford, held a much-delayed
hearing on the MacBride Principles
last week

Nichols, whose district includes
Rochester, Rochester Hills and Oak-
land Township. chairs the Senate
Judiciary Committee where the bill
had been stalled since May Support-
ed by Gov James Blanchard, the
legislation passed the House 97-0
last spring

State Sen Robert Geake, R-North-
ville, saild the Senate Republican
leadership was told by the U S. State
Department that the bill would und-
ermine foreign policy

The MacBride Principles, similar
to South Africa’s Sullivan Principles,
are guidelines designed to end em-
ployment discrimination in Northern
Ireland They call for the public ad-
vertising of jobs, hiring members of
under-represented religious groups
and equal access to training pro-
grams.

The state of Michigan invests pen-
sion funds in the British nation.

The principles don't require di-
vestiture. They do mandate share-
holders to vote their shares of stock
in favor of resolutions urging adop-

tion of the principles as corporate
policy

Catholics are unemployed to an
extent 2%z umes greater than are
Protestants in Northern Ireland, ac-
cording to Britain’s Standing Advi-
sory Commission on Human Rights.

Bill supporters from Wayne, Oak-
land and Macomb counties filled a
Senate committee room and wit-
nessed a heated, four-hour hearing
The session is expected to resume
April 14

TESTIFYING WERE were state
treasurer Robert Bowman, Detroit
councilman Jack Kelley, govern-
mental representatives from North-
ern Ireland and leaders from the
Irish-American community

Bowman testified in favor of Sen-
ate Bill 144

“We are, in general, in support of
non-discrimination legislation,” said
Bowman. “It helps us all, whether it
be in South Africa or Northern Ire-
land

The principles “are an excellent
step, and maybe only a step' toward
alleviating religious discrimination,
he added.

“Currently we are already voting
that way. But we feel better when
the Legislature is part and parcel of
this process.

“We believe we can abide by the
MacBride Principles and still max-

EACH PRESIDENTIAL cam-

The campaigns have the right to
approve candidates for both district
and at-large delegate slots. They
must approve at least three men for
each male delegate position and
three women for each female dele-
gate position they have been allocat-
ed. District conventions on May 7
will choose between them.

Delegates aren’t legally bound to
vote for their candidates, either on
the first ballot or any other time. In
fact. Gephardt Monday dropped out
of the race. But the fact that they
have been screened by the cam-
paigns indicates some degree of loy-
alty

Jackson wins districts; locals like Dukakis

Jesse Jackson's overwhelming
victory in Michigan’s Democratic
Party presidential caucuses Satur-
day carried over to this area’s three
Congressional districts.

Even though western Wayne Coun-
ty voters preferred Massachusetts
Gov Michael Dukakis, Jackson will
receive the majority of the dozen
convention delegates assigned to the
multicounty districts.

ONEY DEVOTED to the prevention of
child abuse is shamefully inadequate

ing the serious problem and obvious need for se-
cure and permanent financing.

OUR STATE budget reflects a “wait until it
happens™ attitude. Approximately $1 billion is
spent annually picking up the pieces of children’s
broken lives through the corrections department
and protective and mental health services.

Our legislators have offered no consistent di-
rect contributions in the state budget to prevent
abuse before it happens.

A meager $1.2 million was provided to the
Children’s Trust Fund last year through the
Michigan Income Tax form's contribution box to
provide educational, prevention and intervention
programs [or the state’s parents and children.

With a reported 45,000 cases of child abuse in
Michigan last year, that simply is not enough.

As the originator of the CTF check-off box,
state Rep. Debbie Stabenow, D-Lansing, so aptly
puts it: “In my book, we are paying a large por-
tion of our $6 billion state budget for picking up
the pieces of child abuse. There is such a demand
for financing for after-the-fact problems.”

THE CHILDREN in this state who suffer inju-
ry. molestation and neglect at the hands of par-
ents they are told to love and trust deserve more

than an after-thought and charitable contribu-
tions.

The grief and shock of child abuse is no secret.
Each notorious case brings the grotesque prob-
lem to the forefront.

But there’s a good chance the 45,000 reported
incidents of child abuse last year could have been
prevented.

We support CTF and its work in ‘providing
parental classes, crisis centers, sexual abuse
programs for kids and Latch Key programs in
Oakland and Wayne counties.

The check-off box and private direct charita-
ble contributions are the only financial means
available through the state to prevent abuse be-
fore it happens.

In a society where a child is abused every 15
seconds, we definitely need much more.

No longer can the malignancy of family vio-
lence remain behind the protective locked doors
of the family home.

NO LONGER can we close our eyes and our
pocketbooks to a problem that is marring our
present and future generations. The abused child
of today will almost certainly become the abuser
of tomorrow.

Statistics bear out that claim. Ask state cor-
rections officials. More than 85 percent of the
inmates at Jackson State Prison were abused or
neglected as children.

The fact is abuse is not an isolated result of
poverty or ignorance. In the so-called best of
homes, you will find sexually, physically and
emotionally abused children.

The facts are that the best way to prevent
abuse is education. Butzeducation costs money.
Too many parents don’t know how to be parents.
Too many parents unleash their anger and stress
on their children. And too many children carry
the guilt and behavioral patterns into their fu-
tures.

For a problem that so affects the state's chil-
dren and their families, more than direct and in-
direct taxpayer charitable contributions are nec-
essary.

We want a leader who
is willing to address
that issue. And we
don’t care if that leader
is black, white, yellow
or brown.

From past experience I know this
is all perfectly normal behavior —
for a 13- or 14-year-old, but not for
one several years younger. | realize
that it's been nearly eight years
since I last had a 10-year-old but it
seems to me the the rate of develop-
ment has rapidly accelerated from
the pre-teen of the turn of the decade
to the pre-teen of the late '80s. Ei-
ther that or the 10-year-old’s older
brothers were cases of arrested de-
velopment, late bloomers.

“Don’t worry,” the brothers keep
advising on their trips home from
college. “He’s OK.”

I WASN'T REALLY worried. I
rather enjoyed the fact that he had
decided to bathe and brush his teeth

daily and comb his hair hourly. Sud-
denly the kid who never cared what
he covered his body with was into
“in" clothes. “In" clothes this month,
apparently, are jeans without knees.
The more strings hanging from them
the better.

1 wasn't really worried until he
started locking the bedroom door.
Why would a 10-year-old lock the
door of the bedroom, the same bed-
room previously occupied by col-
lege-age brothers?

I gave him the “little pig, little
pig. let me come in" routine, banging
on the door, threatening. He opened
the door claiming he was doing
“nothing.” The light bulb went on. At
the first opportunity I asked his
brother to inventory his magazine
collection, Sports Illustrated swim-
suit issues and worse. The owner
found they were missing from the
top shelf of the closet and were in
with the youngster’s Mad magazines.
They were repossessed and trashed.

The kid says I'm ruining his social
life. 1 discourage phone calls and
refuse to drop him off at movie the-
aters and remove him from in front
of the mirror if he’s there for more
than 15 minutes. I find myself fre-
quently shouting at the top of my
lungs, “I am bigger than you. I am
older than you. I am still in charge
here. That's why!”

IN THE LATEST go round, he
charged child abuse. and threatened
to sue. He couldn’t find even one of
the only three pairs of jeans he ever
wears. All were faded, very faded,
with saucer-sized holes in the knees.

HE CAME as a candidate for the Democratic presi-
dential nomination. Before he left, the Rev. Jesse Jack-
son became the students’ history teacher, counselor and
role model.

The candidate's recent morning appearance was a un-
ion twice blessed, blessed for Jackson who got in and
out of town before the rest of the pack, and blessed for
the 1,550 suburban high school students who, in absorb-
ing his message, became a part of history.

The students were not alone in basking in his light.
Teachers and administrators reported a warm glow
that lasted throughout the day Sometimes with
surprise, all remarked about how Jackson, though obvi-
ously campaigning, geared the bulk of his talk to the
needs of his student audience.

HERE WAS A candidate who gave more than he like-
ly got from that appearance, who did more than nibble a
fruit or shake a hand to win votes. :

For many of the total 1,700 in that audience, Jackson
didn't need to become president to have an impact on
their lives.

Ask the more than 100 students who gathered in front
of the podium in response to Jackson's request that
those who use substances “make your choice today.”

It was a gimmick, no question, but one in which Jack-
son carefully minded his charges. First he warned pho-
tographers to avoid shooting faces; then he repeatedly
ordered the students to face him so none could be identi-
fied by a camera.

Who could question motives after witnessing the stu-
dents' response to questions about drugs and guns?

Although the students read and
speak English quite well, there's still
a culture shock when they first ar-
rive in this country.

“Even the houses are different,”
Marlow said. “There is a culture
shock. It'll be interesting for them.”

The group that visited from West
Germany last year was surprised to
see the U.S. flag flying at many sites.

“They thought we were extremely
patriotic people,” Marlow said.

The colleague of theirs who put
the program together became ill;
there also weren't enough student
applicants from the U.S. for the pro-
gram.

“So it had to be canceled,”
Falkner said.

Financial constraints can make it
difficult for ‘U.S. students to visit
West Germany, Falkner has found.

“It depends on the area.” Some
communities find it easier to send
students to Europe than others do.

The details of arranging visits
abroad can also present problems;
the number of U.S. high school stu-
dents who study German is also rela-
tively small.

Eight dozen cookies
whenever an empty tin is returned
by mail. The grandparents live in the
Detroit area. Their only family lives
in the deep South

In every visit to their home I in-
clude in my prayer a thanksgiving
for the care their daughter and
granddaughters express to this older
couple. I often see generous and sus-
taining expressions of care and re-
gard for parents and grandparents
Seldom have I seen it as constant
and extensive as in this family

The family has not always been as
distant from one another There
were years nearly two decades ago,
where the family was in close prox-
imity. Their daughter had married
and lived in a neighboring communi-
ty. The births of granddaughters
were family celebrations Then
came the tragic death of their son 1n-
law, and daughter and grand-
daughters moved into their home
For nearly two years, grandparents
were more like parents. Marriage
created a second home, this time
miles distant to the south.

WHAT IS the bond in this family?

After five years in the trade direc-
tories business. Crunk claims he has
retained exclusive rights to sell the
directories in North America -
agreements worked out with each in-
dividual publisher. He earns a com-
mission en the boeks he sells.

Solving woes of
ailing businesses

Multi Financial Services, a Bir-
mingham-based financial services
and management firm, has in-
creased its annual revenues 40 per-
cent since 1983 by turning more than
90 percent of the failing companies
it advises into moneymakers.

The company’'s turnaround man-
agement services comprised 60 per-
cent of its $1.5 million 1987 reve-
nues. derived from firms with annu-
al sales of $2 million to $200 million.

Fees range from $75-$200 an hour
to between 1 percent and 10 percent
of a client's annual revenues, de-
pending on difficulty of turnaround.

“Eighty percent of the companies
that come to us are losing money,
and the other 20 percent are break-
ing even or making a modest profit,”
president Gregory Kelly said. “We
specialize in keeping companies in
business that otherwise likely will
fail.”

Kelly, whose background includes
law, banking and accounting, be-
lieves Multi Financial Services has
saved 15,000 jobs.

“If all of our clients had failed,
even with help, that's how many peo-
ple would have been displaced,” he
said. “By keeping our clients func-
tioning, their 15,000 combined em-
ployees keep working."

High costs, slow cash flow and
persistent calls from creditors put
Denis Moore in a bind. His company,
Moore Flame Cutting of Sterling
Heights, a manufacturer or steel
plates, was about to go broke when a
white knight galloped to its rescue.

With aid from Multi Financial
Sevices, Moore was able to stem
costs with tighter inventory control,
obtain capital and work out a less
stringent payables plan.

This enabled the maker of plates
for steel and paper mills and the au-
tomotive and coal-mining industries
to avoid closing his doors for good.

“Many failures are the result of
the wrong management team,” Kel-
ly said. “Just because you're the boss
doesn't mean you're the right guy for
the top job.

“The smart owner hires people
better than he is, if available. And
the odds are getting better to get
someone better because there’s a
highly educated pool of candidates
out there.

“Most owners will not do this be-
cause they're stubborn and will not
delegate, but in some cases it's the
only way. In others, adding a quality
leader to the management team will
suffice.”

Multi Financial relies on word of
mouth, seminars and referrals from
attorneys, accountants and bankers
to add clients. Gerald C. Myers, a
crisis management specialist and
former chairman of the board of
American Motors Corp., is chairman

its feet

“We would not have made it with-
out Multi; right now we’re going
through some tough times, but with
what I've learned we should do OK,”
Moore said. “Multi set up a payables
plan with our creditors, brought
money into the company and taught
us how to watch our cost-to-income
ratios.

“1 don't think of Multi as having
managers or accountants in the
strict sense. We aren't told what we
did so much as what we should do in
the future. There's no doubt we
would not have pulled out without
his help.”

The bags retail in stores locaily for
$150, he said.

“One U.S. dollar gets $800 Kore-
an,” he said. “They are making mon-
ey because of the power of the
American dollar. We're making
money because the product costs
less (directly from the manufactur-
er) than from a local retailer.”

The owner
has to know right away that there’s a
problem and is willing to do what
has to be done to correct it. Then,
what we can do works.”

THREE TYPES of CEOs ap-
proach Multi Financial, Kelly said:

e The CEO who's not sure why
he's there and is going through the
motions.

® The CEO who's there, really
wants to make the company profita-
ble, has the skills to do it but needs
direction.

e The CEQ who's there, wants to
make his company profitable but
does not have the skills to do it.

CEO No. 1 is not accepted as a cli-
ent. CEQ No. 3 is advised to sell the
firm after initial attempts to help
fail. CEO No. 2 offers the ideal situa-
tion, Kelly said.

Companies younger than 5 years
and those 25-35 years old are gener-
ally in the greatest danger of failing,
according to Kelly.

Kelly says older companies fall
because they do not react quickly
enough to changing economic and le-
gal conditions and because the tran-
sition from older to younger genera-
tions of decision-makers is generally
not very smooth.

Kelly offers this recipe for busi-
ness {ailures:

TURNING A business around usu-
ally involves credil consolidation or
making arrangements with creditors
to pay off debts on a set schedule,
Kelly said

“We work with creditors every
day, and if they know a professional
is involved they'll usually accept the
payables plan proposed,” he said.
“The CEO might not be able to do
this on his own because he is part of
the problem, and the creditor might
not cooperate.”

The same goes for a company

whose bank calls a loan or for a firm
told by the Internal Revenue Service
1t owes money it cannot pay

“There are three phases we use lo
fend off the bank or the IRS," Kelly
said “We show how the company
will stabilize, how 1t will improve
and what collateral it has

“We will pinpoint the company’s
problem areas and make necessary
cuts to stop the hemorrhage. Nobody
wants to collect what you don’t have
Banks and the government want all
they're due, but they're willing to
ra:t for it if assurances are realis-
ic.”

What's to stop companies from
taking these steps themselves?

“Nothing,” Kelly said. “But we use
our experience in making the pres-
entation. We know what to stress at

the nght imes, and we have more
credibility because we're independ-
ent and didn't cause the problems

“We do this every day You may
do it once, and because you're not
experienced it'll be a gamble. Would
you do brain surgery if you weren’t a
surgeon” Either way, if the patient
dies you lose.”

Other avenues for improvement
include streamlining of operations,
marketing, cost accounting and nec-
essary redistribution of manage-
ment responsibilities.

The disadvantage of joint owner-
ship is especially noticeable where it
is used as a substitute for a valid
will. If the couple dies in an auto ac-
cident and there is not will, the en-
tire property will be distributed by
the estate according to the rigid,
unalterable rules.

Finally, unmarried joint tenants
can increase tax liability for their
heirs by owning property jointly.

Clemmer, Pace pair up for mini- series, movies

ONNIE CLEMMER and Bill
Pace, two well-known

names in Detroit television,
are now tackling the Holly-
wood scene, with some success.

Clemmer, who was a TV-show
personality, and Pace, a producer-di-
rector, shared the same dream of
creating quality productions. Now,
as partners and vice presidents in
Longbow Productions, they are
working on several projects, includ-
ing a network TV mini-series and a
feature film.

They have moved their base of op-
erations to Los Angeles but have a
third partner, their financial one, in
the Detroit area. He is Southfield en-
trepreneur Dick Kughn, president of
Longbow.

“We’re new guys on the block,”
Clemmer said during a recent visit
to the offices of the Observer & Ec-
centric. Pace arrived later, to join
him in the interview, where they dis-
cussed how their move to Los Ange-
les has helped them develop TV and
film projects.

THEIR FIRST production is a
mini-series they are co-producing
with Lorimar (where “Dallas” and
“Falconcrest” are produced). The se-
ries, which will run in two-hour seg-
ments two nights on CBS, is about
the 1925 murder trial of Dr. Ossian
Sweet, a black doctor in Detroit who
was defended by Clarence Darrow.

Not long ago, metropolitan De-
troiters had an opportunity to see a
drama about this same trial, in an
original play presented locally (Ar-

- thur Beer did the play at the Univer-

sity of Detroit), but Clemmer said
that play was not their inspiration.
“We had started research the previ-
ous year,” he said.

Briefly retelling the story,
Clemmer said it’s about a 30-year-
old black doctor who wanted a nicer
home than Paradise Valley and
moved into a white area. Racial
threats led him to ask his brothers
and friends to help him defend the
house. Weapons were smuggled in,
and when whites rushed the house,
.the blacks opened fire, killing and in-
:juring two of the attackers.

: Sweet and his friends were put on
.trial for conspiracy to commit mur-
,der, and eventually were acquitted.

' The Sweet trial is known in aca-

demic circles and to historians,
Clemmer pointed out. A network TV
dramatization would bring the ele-
ments of this important, emotion-
charged case into focus with a wide
viewing audience.

“Darrow came out of retirement
to take the case,” he said. The fa-
mous defense lawyer had just fin-
ished the Leopold-Loeb trial and the
Scopes Monkey Trial. “Darrow
called it the single most important
case of his career.”

DESCRIBING THE plot implica-
tions, Clemmer said, “It's coming to
terms on an intimate black and
white drama, as well as a large-
scale social drama.”

“We originally took it to PBS, but
they already had a Darrow project.
They were doing the life of Darrow.”
Clemmer and Pace were told by a
contact that Lorimar was looking
for something special. The partners’
project proved to be what Lorimar
wanted.

“You're going to hear they're not
open to quality drama anymore, they
(producers) just want slash and
trash,” said Clemmer, who is grate-
ful that isn’t true.

Getting the project off the ground
was difficult. “The real test was sell-
ing the writer,” Clemmer said. They
managed to get Hollywood's Joel
Oliansky, “a highly respected writer.
Once he was committed, CBS went
for the deal.”

Clemmer said he and Pace have
been in and out of Detroit several
times, doing research on the produc-
tion. Helping them is researcher
Susie Levin of Southfield, who was
an intern working with Clemmer
when he was at the WIBK-TV show
“PM Magazine.”

“NOW JOEL is writing the script,
which will take several months. He
will direct and we hope to have a
summer shoot,” Clemmer said.
Some weeks later, Pace said by
phone that the script was delayed,
due to the Writer’s Guild strike.

Part of the mini-series will be shot
in New York, but Clemmer said
some film has been shot of the his-
torical area — the Garland-Char-
levoix area on Detroit’s east side —
where the racial cofifrontation oc-
curred.

He wasn’t ready to announce the
cast. “We have a very good idea who
will be portraying the 68-year-old
