For the last year-and-a-half, vot-
ers in the Plymouth-Canton Commu-
nity School district have been saying
no to higher taxes that would sup-
port schools.

The board of education appointed
a committee to find out why, and the
group is in the process of gathering
information from the commuunity. .

“We're very ready to move for-
ward with this,"" said Pam Nuttall,
one of 14 members of the core com-
mittee.

The group, called the Community
Researching Educational Workings
Committee or CREW, is made up of
parents and educators. It has been
asked by the school board to “identi-
fy alternate ways to better utilize
and improve strengths” in the dis-
trict, and “provide alternate solu-
tions and recommendations to over-
come our weaknesses.”

CREW will begin its research by
surveying the community to ‘‘get
their input as to how they feel about
the schools,” Nuttall said. i

ONCE CONCERNS have been
identified, CREW will work with
subcommittees to come up with solu-
tions to those problems. The com-
mittee has a list of about 20 people
willing to serve on subcommittees,
Nuttall said.

CREW committee members were
chosen because they expressed con-
cern about the schools. As a result of
the failure of tax hikes — the most
recent being the June defeat of a
Headlee override that would have
raised $3.8 million for the district —
several staff and programming cuts
have been instituted in the district.

Some committee members said
when the reality of those cutbacks
became clear, they decided to get
more involved with finding solutions

to the district's problems.

solid waste

The authority responsible for
sending sewage from Plymouth,
Canton and Northville townships to
be treated in Ypsilanti is now consid-
ering the matter of solid waste.

The Western Township Utilities
Authority was formed by the three
communities to enter into an agree-
ment with the Ypsilanti Community
Utilities Authority. Once a sewer
line is built to link the communities

to YCUA's treatment facility, the au-

thority will start sending sewage
there instead of to the Detroit plant.

Now WTUA is turning its attention
to garbage.

“THE WTUA is formulated in
such a way . . . that it could handle
it (solid waste) in a similar fashion to
how we will handle the sewage

said Maurice Breen, Plymouth
Township supervisor and chairman
of WTUA

One of the things officials must
consider is a report from the Wayne
County Solid Waste Planning Com-
mittee. The report, due out in final
form within the next 30 days, will
outline ways in which communities
can reduce their solid waste produc-
tion

Most solid waste currently goes to
landfills, but communities through-
out the country are seeking other op-
tions as landfills reach capacity.

Before taking any action, the
WTUA is going to review the county
report.

“The WTUA has the authority to
pursue solid waste disposal, which
could be recycling, landfill, separa-
tion, incineration or all of the
above,” said James Poole, Canton
Township supervisor.

Festival chief

He goes from sausage chef to president

Plymouth’s Ken Holmes was
elected this year's Fall Festival
president — an honor he wouldn't
have dreamed possible 10 years ago.

The city’s four-day Fall Festival,
featuring entertainment, food, fun,
arts and crafts, antiques and more,
kicks off Thursday, Sept. 8.

“I had such a stuttering problem I
could never get up there in front of a
group. 1 wouldn't open my mouth in
public,” said Holmes, taking five at
Ann Arbor’s Environmental Re-
search Institute of Michigan, a clas-

'sified facility where he works as a
research technician.

“In 1978, I was part of an Indian
Guide program at the Plymouth
YMCA. Another fellow and I were to
give a slide presentation at a meet-
ing of 30-40 people,” said Holmes.

‘“The guy who was supposed to do
the talking never showed up. The di-
rector said, ‘Well, Ken, it's up to

you.'

“It was time to panic. But there
was no time to panic. There was just
a few minutes. So I did it. I found out
it really wasn’t all that terrible.”

Since then, Holmes and public
speaking have become pals.

THE EXPERIENCE ‘“forced me
to deal with it, and it opened up ave-
nues I never thought would open up
for me. So I felt I owed something,”
said Holmes.

For years, Holmes has played chef
in the Y's Fall Festival booth, which

Retail stores in Plymouth are suf-
fering from lower sales this summer
due mainly to the heat wave.

Many stores in the downtown
shopping district have reported sales
below last year's levels, said Mary
0'Connell Roehr, executive director
of the Plymouth Community Cham-
ber of Commerce.

The main reason for this decrease
in business is that the heat wave has

forced customers off Plymouth?

Plymouth clothing stores to a slump
in the women's clothing market
since August 1987. The slump began
with the introduction of shorter
skirts at higher prices that were only
popular with a small group of cus-
tomers.

Mee estimates that sales in her
clothing store are 10 percent lower
this year than in 1987.

Throughout the rest of the year,
there will be some sort of sale or
special retail promotion going on in
Plymouth every month, Roehr said.
Because of temperatures in the
high 90s, this summer’s sidewalk
sale, July 29-30, attracted substan-
tially fewer customers than in previ-
ous years, she said. However, a sec-
ond attempt at a town-wide sale will

be made with the annual Fall Festi-
val, Sept. 8-11.

IN OCTOBER, store owners will
be giving out candy to children dur-
ing the annual Pumpkin Caper to fa-
miliarize parents with local stores.

The chamber will sponsor a beau-
tification promotion for downtown
stores later this summer to attract
more business. Roehr said store
owners need to look at the appear-
ance of their stores through the eyes
of their customers.

“You can never make a second im-
pression,” she said.

According to Roehr it is important
for store owners to be aware of the
competition and to figure out how to
best compete.

As a member of the small-busi-
ness and retail committee, Mee said
the best way for store owners to suc-
ceed is to promote their own stores
without depending completely on
town sales. She also advises that
stores keep consistent business
hours.

“WE'VE TRIED to put on a festi-
val aimed at families.

, HOLMES' INVOLVEMENT with
Fall Festival is just one of the things
that makes him good company.

Holmes, who was raised near Ma-
rine City, drove a tractor by age 7.

“You grow up quick when you live
on a farm,” he said. “Tinkering with
things always interested me, A trac-
tor, mower, cultivator — something
was always broken.”

Holmes took his talents to elec-
tronic trade school, and later to sev-
eral labs and the radio observatory
at the University of Michigan.

“It was the most interesting job I
ever had,” said Holmes of his obser-
vatory post.

‘“Most of the objects we looked at
were extra-galactic, outside the Mil-
ky Way,"” he said.

Holmes, a senior engineering tech-
nician for U-M, did data gathering
for graduate students, and designed
electronic circuits and equipment
for the radio telescope.

AS A RESEARCH technician with
ERIM, Holmes, retired from U-M,
builds radar equipment.

ERIM was affiliated with the Uni-
versity of Michigan until 1972 when
students protested U-M's involve-
ment with defense work. Today it's a
private, non-profit research and de-
velopment institute that deals with
electronics technology, computer
science, optics, and remote sensing
devices.

It performs work for the U.S. mili-
tary, the space industry, universities
and the private sector.

Holmes' late father, George
Holmes, was a combat photographer
in World War II. He created the film
‘“Battle Babies,” a movie about war
orphans and a 2-year-old boy from
Okinawa in particular. The Japanese
recently did a sequel to “Battle Ba-
bies” — government property Ken
Holmes and his brothers and sisters
have never seen.

But that's a another story for an-
other time.

In the meantime, Holmes hopes
"everyone enjoys our festival."

Township police
get drug test kits

The Plymouth Township police de
partment has been given a drug test-
ing kit that will help them arrest
suspected drug possessors faster

The kit, worth $86, was donated by
the Ford Motor Co. It allows officers
to test substances “right on the spot”
to determine if they are narcotics,
said Erik Mayernick, the township's
investigator

In the past, substances that were
suspected to be narcotics had to be
sent to a laboratory for analysis

Those caught with the substance
were released until the lab results
were received by the department. It
took “several days” for the depart-

ment to get the results, Mayernick
sald. Until then, there was no war
rant issued for the suspect’s arrest
Now we'll be able to charge them

right away.” he said

The on-site test is to be used “just
to confirm the officer’s suspicion
Mayernick said The department
will continue to send suspicious sab
stances to a lab

The kits contain a series of vials
filled with chemicals. If certain
chemical reactions take place when
the substance is dropped in, it indi
cates that a narcotic is present

The kit is disposable and is good
for 80 tests

In one case, neighbors wanted to
stop yel another major shopping de-
velopment by proposing a park in its
place. They lost

In another scenario, residents
fought to keep a wildlife preserve
from turning into a municipal golf
course. They won a round

Both are different verses of the
same song — namely. suburban resi-
dents looking for ways to slow devel-
opment

Once peaceful enclaves shielded
by woods and open land, suburban
towns are fast becoming mini-ver-
sions of the same concrete and
highrise landscape many residents
chose to escape by moving away
from the big city

Both sides, homeowners and de-
velopers, are defending what they
consider to be their rights and at-
tacking the other side for overstep-
ping boundaries

When some residents of the Lake
Pointe subdivision in Plymouth
ch)unshlp heard of plans last year
for a new Meijeristore to be built in
their neighborhood near Haggerty
and Schoolcraft, they sprang mto ac-
tion

Afraid the mega-Meijer, a huge
supermarket/department store,
would increase traffic, residents
fought to halt the rezoning of the 32-
acre parcel from industrial to com-
mercial. Residents also questioned
the need since the Meijer chain has
stores operating in nearby Canton
Township and Northville.

“SEVERAL OF US felt that they
were really looking for a prime site
'n Livonia, but couldn’t find 32 acres
of continuous property,” said
Loraine Potochick, a spokeswoman
for the homeowners. “They want to
draw (customers) from Livonia and
Redford and we still have open land
here.'”

Potochick’s group met with Meijer

altorneys and attended township
planning commission rheetings (o
register their concerns

“It's not an easily accessible area
The roads do start and stop. Also, we
couldn’t believe their attorneys say-
ing (Meijer) wasn't servicing the
area. That's not logical. There's a
Meijer’s three miles down the road
at Eight Mile and five miles the
other way in Qarton I love the store
I shop there all the time. But I still
don’t think this is the best use of the
land "

What the group really wanted was
a YMCA at the location to service
Plymouth, Canton and Northville,
but Potochick’s research revealed
that the organization was interested
only if a site was donated. A park
was the homeowner'’s second choice.

The township board delayed the
rezoning decision until after a spe-
cial election in November 1987
(prompted by the protesters) which
asked homeowners whether property
taxes should be raised to buy the
land for a township park. The ques-
tion was soundly defeated.

According to Meijer's timetable,
the proposed 195,000-square-foot
Plymouth Township store could be
operating in another 18 months. But
planning director James Anulewicz
says no site plan has been submitted
for approval with the township. L

“"UNFORTUNATELY WE'D ALL
like to freeze frame where we are in
time,” Anulewicz said. “But that
isn't likely to happen. Fifteen or 20
years ago, we were rural. Today
we're suburban, there’s no question.”

He said the township is on a
chartered course of paced develop-
ment.

“With each development, we look
for a number of objectives. This
community is oriented toward resi-
dential but with an understanding of
the need to service those people with
commercial development and have a
workplace nearby — some office
and industrial.”

Ficano: Budget
undermines jail

Wayne County’s jail can’t operate
efficiently because the county execu-
tive won't give.it the money, sheriff
Robert Ficano said Wednesday
morning.

Ficano took the offensive in a dis-
pute between himself and county ex-
ecutive Edward McNamara over
which official should operate. the
jail.

The sheriff alleged McNamara
has deliberately underfinanced the
jail, failed to adequately staff the fa-
cility and negotiated wage increases
with jail worker unions while failing
to add more money to the jail budg-
et

“THE JAIL budget is purposefully
under-funded to deliberately curtail
and deny the sheriff the necessary
tools to do the job,” Ficano said.

Ficano alleged the county execu-
tive:

® Approved a 1987-88 jail budget
based on 1,500 inmates — 200 below
thé traditional jail average.

® Failed to fill an average 100
jail positions, prompting excessive
overtime payments.

® Awarded raises to AFSCME
and other jail unions without adjust-
ing the budget.

“The only finger Ed McNamara
should be pointing is at himself,” Fi-
cano said.

McNamara has filed a motion in
Wayne County Circuit Court to wrest
control of the jail from Ficano, al-
leging the jail isn't being operated
efficiently.

McNamara, however, said all
county departments have been un-
der-financed due to the county’s on-
going budget difficulties.

“Everybody’'s under-funded,”
McNamara said. “The successful ex-
ecutive is one who can live within his

limits.”
“This all “goes back with our
agreement with the state,”

McNamara added, referring to a De-
cember 1987 agreement designed to
end county debt. “We promised the
state we'd balance our books and
here we have a department that's §2
million in debt. What we’re saying is
if you can't do it, we'll do it for you.”

The wage increases, McNamara
said, were implemented too recently
to have much impact on this year’s
jail budget.

McNAMARA FILED a motion in
Wayne County Circuit Court last
week to have the executive’s branch
take over jail operations.

The motion was filed because of
cost overruns, particularly involving
overtime for jail guards and because
jail conditions haven't improved
since 1971, McNamara Administra-
tion officials.

Jail operations have traditionally
been the responsibility of the sheriff,
an independently elected county offi-
cer. McNamara, however, an-
nounced plans for a county correc-
tions department that would be part
of the executive's branch.

The issue is expected to appear
Aug. 29 before chief Wayne County
Circuit Judge Richard Kaufman.

McNamara filed his motion under
a 1971 lawsuit brought by jail in-
mates. That same lawsuit prompted
the 1-mill county jail tax approved
by voters earlier this month. In addi-
tion to deciding the fate of
McNamara's proposed corrections
department, a ruling on the motion
would also determine whether
McNamara or Ficano assumes re-
sponsibility for building the new jail.

The overall plan calls for the area
south of the expressway and west of
Sheldon Road to remain residential
only. The work environment is north
of the freeway between M-14 and
Five Mile — extending in a westerly
direction from Livonia's industrial
corridor along Schoolcraft, Anu-
lewicz said

There has been one consolation to
Lake Pointe homeowners. Develop-
ers looking at sites on Haggerty be-
tween Schoolcraft and Five Mile
have consulted the group about
plans

“l have a feeling the township
steered them in our direction,” Poto-
chick said. "At least we've won the
right to be recognized.”

Luckier in its fight, at least for the
time being, are residents of West-
land and surrounding communities
who banded together earlier this
year to block an effort by Westland
city officials to create an 18-hole
golf course in a section of the Wil-
liam P. Holliday nature preserve

The course was proposed for 118
acres of wetlands in the preserve
north of Warren and west of Hix,
raising the ire of environmentalists
A grass roots campaign aimed at
stopping further erosion of the coun-
ty’s park system was mounted. A

The protest group, calling itself
the Holliday Nature Preserve Asso-
ciation, attracted 140 citizens to a
meeting in Livonia in late March to
plot strategy to defeat the plan.

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Schoolcraft gets o
police academy

It's Police Academy | for School-
craft College

After months of planning and
campaigning — Schoolcralt was giv
en permission to establish a police
training center at its Radcliff Center
in Garden City

I'he academy, Schoolcraft's first
was approved by the Michigan Law
Enforcement Officers Training
Council last month

Wayne County Sheriff Robert Fi
cano and a number of area police
chiefs lobbied hard for the site. A co-
alition of area legislators, including
state Sen. William Faust, D-West-
land, also pushed for the western
Wayne County academy

The training council, empowered
by the state to create police acade-
mies, had declared a self-imposed
ban on new facilities. Legislators
said the moratorium occurred be-
cause the council was underfinanced
and understaffed. The academy was
approved, however, without violat-
ing the ban

“THE POINT we made was that
we're not adding a new academy,”
director Ken Frayer said. “This is a
replacement for the old Wayne
County academy.” That academy,
operated through the sheriff's de-
partment, had been held at Cherry
Hill'High School in Inkster

An estimated 40 departments will
send officer candidates to the acade-
my. Livonia, Westland, Garden City,
Plymouth, Canton and Plymouth and
Redford township departments are
expected to participate. Schoolcraft
criminal justice students will also be
required to participate, Frayer said.

There were concerns the new
academy would draw students away
from existing academies in Oakland
and Macomb counties. Boosters
downplayed those concerns, howev-
er, saying the goal was to expand the
number of police officer candidates,
not take students away from other
academies

Academy classes will begin during
spring term 1989 They will run for
12 weeks. Classes will be offered two
to four times per year. Police de-
partments throughout {Michigan in-
creasingly seek officers with college
or community college training, law
enforcement officials said

It will take at least $13,000, pri-
marily for renovating a college lock-
er room, to get the academy run-
ning, Schoolcraft officials said. Addi-
tional renovations may also be
necessary Academy staffing would
cost an estimated $35,000 per year.

An advisory board has been creat-
ed to oversee academy activities. Its
members include Chief William
Crayk of Livonia, chairman, and
Chief Fred Dansby of Westland, vice
chairman. Alternate members in-
clude Chief Carl Berry, Plymouth
Township, and Chief Joseph Davies,
Van Buren township. Department
executive Anthony Shannon will rep-
resent the Wayne County Sheriff's
Department

“One of the unique things about
this academy is that it will be run by
the chiefs themselves,” Frayer said.

Academy instructor Frayer, a
Schoolcraft criminal justice profes-
sor, is also a former Detroit police
lieutenant with 31 years professional
experience.

Schoolcraft offers an associate’s
degree in criminal justice. It also
provides in-service training for area
departments

GOV. JAMES BLANCHARD and his financial
whiz kid. state Treasurer Robert Bowman,
struck a rich vein with the pay-now, study-later
| prepaid college tuition plan.

The plan. known formally as the Michigan Ed-
ucation Trust. promises that an investment today
{ will result in guaranteed tuition in the future to
! any of Michigan’s public universities and com-
munity colleges.

The public response has been impressive. In a
five-day enrollment period, 82.495 people sent in
$25 along with application forms. Although these
people aren't committed to participating (con-
tracts will be sent out by Labor Day and must be
returned in 60-90 days), no one else can enter the
program until the next enrollment period, which
could be a year away.

THERE ARE a number of reasons for the
public interest: People recognize both the value
of education and its steadily increasing cost; the
plan seems like a tax-wise investment to those
who can afford it: although the state spent noth-
ing on advertising, the plan got loads of free pub-
licity through newspapers and television.

Amid all this hoopla surrounding the plan,
some are waving cautionary flags. Some skeptics
suggest the state is overplaying its hand, that the
trust fund investments cannot be assured of out-
distancing tuition increases and that the legisla-
tion that created the trust did not require the
state general fund to make up any deficits should
the fund’s investments fall short.

Some take a different tack. They say that in
order to ensure the fund’s solvency, the state
government will browbeat universities into
keeping tuition rates artificially low, thereby
jeopardizing the quality of education in the state.
Indeed, Oakland University this year cut a pro-
posed 20-percent tuition increase in half as a re-
sult of Gov. Blanchard’s encouragement.

Several other universities followed suit. Ironi-
cally, others suggest tuitions will grow faster
than necessary because the trust fund becomes a
third-party source for money.

However, the request by ihe PVVA has put the
spotlight back on this governmental omissicn.

This request should spur the city to create a
task force or committee to study the question
and come up with some guidelines before a final
decision is reached on the PVVA request.

A monument lasts forever. Future generations
should have faith that these “monumental” deci-
sions were not arbitrary but based on guidelines
and sound principles.

Right or wrong, the large public
involvement in the fund makes it
likely that the state legislators
would bow to public pressure and
make up any deficits.

ALTHOUGH SOME of the criticism is reject-
ed by fund spokesmen.as the wailing of disgrun-
tled financial consultants worried about lost
commissions, many of the questions are legiti-
mate and deserve the straightforward answers
provided recently by Bowman and others.

Still, it should be clear in all residents’ minds
just exactly what the Michigan Education Trust
is all about. It is a chance for peace of mind for
parents who want to ensure that tuition costs will
not prevent their children from attending the
college of their choice.

That's it, clear and simple. It is not a guaran-
tee that money invested now will do better than
money invested in other vehicles. It is theoreti-
cally possible that tuition rates might increase
annually by just 5 percent during the next 20
vears. In such case, the trust will not refund the
difference between tuition costs and the value of
the investment. Nor should it. The fund is not a
way to make money; it is a way to cover future
tuition costs.

LIKEWISE, PRUDENT investors may believe
they can do better on their own, particularly if
they would have to borrow to meet the fund’s
paymeént. Why not invest monthly and make in-
terest rather than borrow and pay interest? It's a
valid approach for those who feel comfortable
with their investment skills.

But that brings us back again to the fund’s
purpose. It provides for tuition (not for room and
board or books), and it provides for peace of
mind for parents who may plan to invest for
their children’s education but who, for any num-
ber of reasons, may not always be true to their
goals.

The biggest question for those who participate
is how well can the state live up to its part of the
bargain. There are no absolute guarantees in the
financial world, but the annual actuarial reviews
should prevent the fund from getting dangerous-
ly out of kilter. Right or wrong, the large public
involvement in the fund makes it likely that the
state legislators would bow to public pressure

The real question shouldn't be: How well will
the trust perform? It should do the job as ad-
vertised,

The real question is twofold: How will the state
make sure that all levels of education are ade-
quately financed, and how will youngsters afford

How many times has the
railroad “cried wolf” with the gates?
Is there no law against the capri-
cious way they tie up traffic for the
motorists, whose business is just
maybe as important as theirs?

Is there a law against pulling
enough cars to make up three trains
and tying up the crossings for 15-
plus minutes? (I understand the law

The district thinks it can
find a way to build a new high school
even though previous votes have
turned the proposal down. There are
good arguments for a new high
school, but what about the public
votes?

It doesn’t mean that much, said
the superintendent, noting that only
15 percent of the public voted the
last time the issue was defeated.
That discredits the vote, he says.

He should think again. Unless, of
course, he is ready to reject all mil-
lage increases in which fewer than a
majority voted. And is he prepared
to tell school board members that
they are meaningless since they
were elected with fewer than 15 per-
cent of the vote, as is often the case
in Troy?

@ In Farmington Hills, a builder
owed the city $17,000 for sewer tap-
in fees for a building virtually in the
shadow of city hall. His check
bounced. He told the city manager
that the money would soon be com-
ing. But month after month the mon-
ey didn't come. Finally the issue

reached public light during a city
council meeting. It was 17 months
later but the builder paid the full
amount (with a non-bouncing
cashiers check) plus interest plus
penalty fee.

Still, some people thought there
was preferential treatment.

® Money is also making things
sticky in West Bloomfield Township
where some citizens already think
that developers have too close a re-
lationship with elected officials.
There, a shopping mall developer
put from $200 to $500 in cash in five
envelopes and gave them to a town-
ship employee who in turn gave
them to five candidates in the Aug-
st primary race. Fortunately, the
candidates realized it is illegal for
cash contributions to exceed $20 so
they refused the money. The builder
claimed ignorance of the law and
said he didn’t remember which can-
didates were to receive his money.
The employee said he didn't know
what was in the envelopes.

As a result, West Bloomfield may
adopt ““Old Man River" as its official
song. It don’t know nothing, it just
keeps rollin’ along.

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They advocate hunting safety

Bob Hall and Bob Biallas would
like to make the woods safer for all
hunters.

“I've seen too many people in the
woods that [ think really should
have taken a course,” said Biallas,
a Canton resident. “You see it in
the woods, you see it at the shoot-
ing range.”

Young hunters aren't the only
ones who need to learn about hunt-
ing safety, he added. Qften, more
experienced hunters have devel-
oped bad habits that need to be
changed.

Biallas and Hall were the in-
structors for a hunter safety class,
offered last week by the Auxiliary
of Mayflower-Lt. Gamble Post No.
6695, Veterans of Foreign Wars.
The class was for people age 12
and older.

Both Biallas and Hall, a Livonia
resident, trained through the Mich-
igan Department of Natural Re-
sources to be hunter safety instruc-
tors. They are also -certified
through the National Rifle Associa-
tion as firearms instructors.

BOTH MEN belong to the Wash-
tenaw Sportsman’s Club in Ypsi-
lanti. They work at the Ford Motor
Co. Transmission and Chassis Divi-
sion in Livonia, where Hall is an
instrumentation technician and Bi-
allas is an engineering technolo-
gist.

The men also have a small sport-
ing goods business, ArrowLead,
that operates out of Biallas's home.
They sell firearms and archery
equipment, and believe it’s import-
ant to teach people how to use that

equipment properly

Biallas, 37, has been hunting
since his early teenage years. He
knows that careless hunting can
lead to injuries and even to deaths.

Heart attacks are one hazard of
hunting. Hunters may be overexcit-
ed and overdressed, Biallas said.
They may have heart attacks while
trying to drag animals out of the
woods.

“People do have heart attacks.”
Proper physical conditioning can
do a lot to reduce the likelihood of
a heart attack occurring.

Occasionally, hunters will get
hurt while they're cleaning their
guns in camp. Those guns may go
off. In his camps, Biallas stresses
that guns should be empty in camp.

“The camp I run, alcohol and
guns don’t mix."” He knows that al-
cohol abuse and misuse on a hunt-
ing trip can lead to tragedy.

“I just don’t like alcohol in that
situation.”

KEEPING ACCIDENTS from
happening was the goal Hall and
Biallas had in mind during last
week's hunter safety program at
the VFW Hall in Plymouth.

“The safe hunter doesn’t make
the news,” Hall said. He views vo-
lunteering to teach hunting safety
as his contribution to the sport.

“I'm an extremist when it comes
to the rules,” Hall said, adding that
he would turn in his own father if
he were breaking the rules. Hall,
35, has been hunting since his early
teenage days. Before that, he went
on hunting trips with his father.

Last week'’s class covered a vari-
ety of topics, including hunter re-

Literacy
Walkers show their support

RIFFIN PARK in Canton
was full of energetic walk-
ers Sunday afternoon.

Those walkers weren't
just getting plenty of exercise; they
were also supporting a worthy cause
by participating in the “Fun Walk
for Literacy."

McDonald's of Canton sponsored
the walk, in cooperation with the
Canton Rotary Literacy Committee.
More than 50 walkers of all ages
participated, with proceeds from the
event supporting the committee.

The walk was the kickoff event for
“Read Better Week,” Aug. 21-27.
Walkers had the choice of one-,
three- or five-mile walks.

“We expected just a few more
people here today, but this isn't all
that bad,” said John Schwartz of
Canton, committee chairman.

Proceeds from the “Fun Walk for
Literacy” will be used to cover such
things as printing and promotion
costs, he said. The Sunday afternoon
event was designed to increase
awareness of illiteracy.

“It's certainly a pressing prob-
lem,” said Schwartz, who has a busi-
ness, Schwartz's Greenhouse in Can-
ton.

He and his fellow committee
members are working on the ongo-
ing “Read Better” campaign.

REACHING ADULT non-readers
or those with minimal reading skills
isn't easy, Schwartz said. The people
committee members are trying to
reach can’t read well if at all, so it is
difficult for fliers or newspaper sto-
ries about illiteracy to reach them.

As the United States continues to
compete in manufacturing with
other countries, reading and writing
skills become even more important,
Schwartz said. These days, stronger
reading and writing skills are needed
on the job at factories and else-
where.

‘“How in the heck can you compete
on a commercial level?”" Schwartz
said.

THE 15-MEMBER committee has
been hard at work, Schwartz said.
Members have many talents and ex-
tensive contacts, and have been able
to do a lot to help increase aware-
ness of illiteracy.

“It's really a good committee.”

The committee includes Rotari-
ans, representatives of the Plym-
outh-Canton Community Schools and
of the Canton Public Library, busi-
ness people, Community Literacy
Council members and others.

COMMITTEE MEMBERS don't
have to- worry about organizing a
program to help adult non-readers;

RJ by Warren Harris, a book
about Natalie Wood and Robert
Wagner, and “A Brief History!:of
Time"” by Stephen W. Hawking, a
book about the theory of the uni-
verse

‘Light summer reading,” Kuchta
said with a laugh .

Robert Kowalski's “The Eight-
Week Cholesterol Cure" is also fre-
quently requested at the Canton li-
brary. That popular book tells read-
ers how to lower their blood
cholesterol without using drugs,
Kuchta said

“There are others, but those are
some of the ones that are going out a
lot.”

AT BOTH area libraries, some
summer readers come in with home
improvement projects in mind. At
the beginning of the summer, there
were many requests for books on
gardening and patios, the Dunning-
Hough Library's Rawlinson said.
Books on installing and maintaining
a swimming pool are also requested.

Home improvement books — such
as those telling how to build a deck
— are requested at the Canton Pub-
lic Library, Kuchta said. Patrons
also look for other books designed to
help them improve their homes and
gardens

“Landscaping more than garden-
ing, I'd say, 'said Kuchta.

At the Dunning-Hough Library,
there are many summertime re-
quests for renewals on some of the
lengthier books, Rawlinson said. Pa-
trons can renew books up to five
times, provided those books haven't
been requested by other patrons. Re-
newals aren’t available on the popu-
lar best sellers; readers can check
out those books for either two or
three weeks at a time. ‘

“I still think the fiction is the pre-
dominant request” in the summer,
Rawlinson said.

Fiction titles are popular among
adult readers yéar-round at the Can-
ton Public Library, Kuchta said. Au-
thors such as Danielle Steel are pop-
ular throughout the year.

“They're just popular authors in
general,” she said. Younger library
patrons tend to read more for plea-
sure in the summer, rather than for
their classes, she said.

SOME ADULT patrons at the Can-
ton Public Library look for some-
thing lengthy to read on a trip or at
the beach, Kuchta said.

Reformed Church in America
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Clergy finds ‘unchurched’ tough to reach

Some church leaders are convinced that today’s
churches are oo busy looking after their own congrega-
tions Lo care about those on the outside who need them
most

That was the word from a four-day evangelism con:
ference held last week in Rosemont, 1ll. Some 3,000
Protestants and Catholics turned out in record atten-
dance to discuss efforts and commitments being made
to spread the gospel to non-regular church-goers

“We do almost nothing for the truly ‘unchurched,’ "
said the Rev. Alvin A_ lllig, director of the Washington,
D.C-based Paulist Natioual Catholic Evangelization As-
sociation

“UNCHURCHED" MEANS only going to church on
holidays or for weddings or funerals, Illig said at the
conference

Church of Livonia’s Newburg United Methodist Church
“They're the Christmas and Easter goers."”

Not enough is being done to reach those people and
others who don’t attend services at all, he said

“That is more difficult work to do, but an essential
part of the church,” he said. “Sometimes it's easy Lo put
that on the back burner.”

IT IS hard to reach people on the “outside” if they
don't believe in God in the first place, said the Rev.
Donald Sanborn, head of St. Pius X Chapel in Redford
Township, where traditional Latin is spoken at the
Masses

“So many people today live their lives as though God
doesn’t exist,” he said. “What they're doing is practicing
practical atheism, whether they admit it or not.”

In the duty to convert “as many souls as possible,” the

church posts religious billboards and has members ad-
vertise door to door, Sanborn said. But it is discouraging

“God is the only one who can remedy the situation
Sanborn said. “A provincial act like a war or depression
is the only thing that will turn people around The rea
son they don’t go to church now is because they're too
distracted with the world to care

AS A Southern Baptist church, “it is our duty to evan
gelize,” said the Rev Ray E. Babb, pastor of the Merri-
man Road Baptist Church in Garden City

That task isn't easy “People aren’t saying '‘Come
visit me because I want to go to church,” " Babb said

His members are dctive with their own advertising
personal visits, trips to nursing homes and food closets
he said

“I don’t know that we are any better at spreading the
word of God than any other denomination, but we do
have the largest number of career missionaries of any
non-Catholic group,” he said

According to Babb, Southern Baptists have thousands
of missionaries throughout this country and some 3,500

We try to do everything we can,” he said

THERE 1S no doubt in the mind of the Rev Paavo
Frusti of Westland's Salem Evangelical Lutherap
Church that all churches should be more aggressive

We should reach out more, no question. but many

times we're not warmly received.’ he said "And also,
sometimes we Christians are a little shy about sharing
the gospel That's human nature, we don't want to ‘im*
pose Really, only a certain portion of the congregatioh
has that gift to share.’

But sharing 1s what it is all about, Frusti said. In his
eyes, reaching others is where true faith begins for both
the reached and the reacher

‘We're trying to equip our members to become am-
bassadors to people in the community

“One doesn't fully grasp the meaning of faith until
one is involved in sharing it with others

Pessimism is a pai_h

that leads

Chesterton said that pessimism
may be compared to opium — it is
generally a poison; it is sometimes a
medicing; it 1s never a food

There are people whose food is
pessimism, for whom gloom is their
daily bread They break down our
courage; they darken our skies; they
diminish the worthwhileness of life
It is difficult to guard ourselves
against these habitual, automatic
pessimists who always discourage
any enterprise, who always say, “It
won't work.”

One of the saddest sights in life is
@ young person, pessimistic about his
future® defeated in his heart before
the battle has even begun

TOO MANY young people in
America today think they have no
chance to build a better world. or at
least are disinclined to try. Many
have great abilities and unusually
promising opportunities, but shy
away from the acceptance of respon-
sibility and the challenge of socially
usefur work. A discouraged older
person is pathetic, but a discouraged
youth is a veritable tragedy

What can we say to a pessimistic
youth? We might address him or her
il this way .

“Do you think that this world is in
a perilous state — beset by misery,
befouled by industrial pollution, de-
pleted by an ever-increasing popula-
tion, profaned by injustice and cruel-
ty, and plunging headlong on a mad
race to annihilation?

“You are right, this is not much of
a world, but it is the only world you
have. Good or bad, you will have to
cope with it. In the not-too-distant
future all our institutions, all our en-
terprises will be in the hands of your
generation. Is your despair a good
preparation for that?

“You have strength, intelligence,
and vitality. But if you do not use

to failure

these gifts, they will atrophy You do
not think vou have a good opportuni-
ty, but you will never know until you
try

“Life is never a sure thing It
wasn't for any generation before
you. And it will not be 100 years
from now Lie is always a game in
which one ventures Invest vour
strength and energy A chance of
success is all that a human being
ever received

I do net know whether we couid
thus cheer up the vouthful pessimist
but we would undoubtedly feel bet
ter after our exhortation

IN MIDDLE life. a different note
of sadness enters our lives In youth
we always have the feeling that we
are immortal, that death is not for
us. As we grow older, the conviction
begins to steal in our consciousness
that the impending shadow will
reach us too. We realize that we are
not going to live forever

For some, then, every pain, every
new ache seems to be a premonition
of semmething serious and, indeed,
terminal. We recover after a while,
but the first reaction is pessimism
and depression. That, too, is foolish,
dangerous to ourselves and sadden-
ing to those who live with us. i

To our pessimistic older friend we
would say, ‘Do not do yourself harm,
Do not make the mind a foe of the
body, increasing its discomfort, an{
ticipating what should not be antici«
pated, substituting for realistic con«
cern unrealistic anxiety.” )

One of Scripture's greatest com¢
mandments to youth, to middle age
and even to the twilight of life is the
mandate, “Be strong and of good
courage.”
