- Author, book

creating heat

Canton and Plymouth bookstores
are feeling thé heat from “The Sa-
tanic Verses,” a controversial book
that takes a-satirical look at the
Muslim culture.

Little Professors on the Park in
Plymouth had the §19.95 hard cover
on the shelves for more than a month
with barely a nibble of interest.

All that changed last week when
author Salman Rushdie was placed
under by ‘British authorities
after Iranian clerics put a bounty of
up to $2.6 million on him.

THE MAIN Street bookstore sold
out of Rushdie's book and was hav-
ing a hard time reordering.

“We had two copies sitting around
here for 1% months,” said Joanne
Hickson, a Little Professors clerk.
Employees at the store fielded more
than dozen calls from readers
searching for copies.

“Every book distributor is out of
it,” she said Friday.

About two miles away at Metro

.~ News Center Joan Bolling, assistant
manager, put the copy they had left
in the back room,

They were following the lead tak-
en by Waldenbooks, the nation's
largest bookseller, which ordered re-
moval of Rushdie’s latest novel from
shelves. Waldenbooks had given em-
ployees the option of selling the book
from the stockrooms.

“It’s a ridiculous book. It's barely
readable for the average person,”
said Bolling, who said she’s not con-

cerned about her own safety in the
backlash and other threats linked to
the book.

“Maybe in another community
there would be more concern,” said
Bolling explaining that bookstores
with a larger Muslim community
might see more protest.

BY FRIDAY morning the Morton
Taylor and Joy bookstore in Canton
hadn’t received calls from people in-
terested in finding ‘“The Satanic
Verses." They ordered three copies
last month and one copy remained
unsold Friday morning. The two cop-
ies sold in the last couple of weeks
after the assassination threat.

“It's a tempest in a teapot,” Boll-
ing said. “And it will all die down.”

Store manager, Mary Fraser
agreed, but added: “There’s just so
many weirdos out there you just
never know."”

“The Satanic Verses” was deemed
blasphemous by the Ayatollah
Ruhollah Khomeini, Iran’s Muslim
leader.

Scholars who have studied the
book — the third in a trilogy — have
reportedly said they feared the as-
sassination attempt would be taken
seriously by Muslim zealots.

The ski club includes
Karyn Behnke (center)
and Lana Boroditsch.

Who needs Aspen or the Alps when
Mt. Brighton is just a bus ride away?
Certainly not the Plymouth-Canton
Ski Club.

Every Friday and Saturday night,
weather permitting, 225 to 250
Plymouth-Canton skiers — five or
six busloads — hit the slopes at a
Livingston County ski area.

The 1,100-member club is the
largest one that skis Mt. Brighton.

On a recent Saturday, more than
200 students from Plymouth-Canton
middle schools and high schools en-
joyed an evening of skiing and soci-
alizing with their school pals.

Mike Wesner, an eighth-grader at
West Middle School, reported that
the snow was “pretty good — better
than usual.”

Be-
cause her friends didn’t feel like
tackling the more challenging hills,
she was skiing — without poles — by
herself,

Wicke, a veteran skier undaunted by
even the steepest slopes.

Skiers board buses at Plymouth-
Salem High School at 4:30 or 5 p.m.
Fridays and Saturdays, and buy their
tickets enroute. For the bargain
price of §10, they receive an all-area
lift ticket and a lesson.

Faul Sincock, assistant to the city
manager of Plymouth, coordinates
the program. Sincock joined the ski
club as a student 17 years ago.

Taking a break between runs, Sin-
cock said, “it's very rare” kids get
into trouble. “Last night a kid
brought a fifth (of liquor) with him.
Before he got it opened, we had it.

“Whenever we have trouble, we
always contact the parents, and the
kids know that. They cooperate,”
said Sincock.

Sincock receives help from fellow
coordinator Bill Heath, a 22-year
member of the club, and chaperones
Scott Van Der Roest, a 1985 Salem
graduate, and Randy Pflugh, also a
1985 Salem graduate.

| Librarian views volcano

Not everyone gets to see an active
volcano close up, much less the birth
of one. But Alicia Lesko did last
month.

Lesko of Plymouth, the young-
adult librarian for Livonia’s Alfred
Noble Library, was visiting her fam-
ily in Chile when the Lonquimay vol-
cano decided to erupt.

The volcano had been dormant for
100 years when it started to erupt on
Dec. 24, Lesko said. And it not only
erupted but formed a new crater,
down the side of the mountain from
its snow-capped, original crater. It
was named, suitably, the Navidad
(“Christmas” in Spanish) crater.

“We'd seen tbe volcano smoking
from far away,’ Lesko recalled
‘ from her childhood in Temuco, three

hours away from the volcano. “But it’

was never this close.”.

,,,,,

She and her brother, Patricio Pal-
ma, photographer for the Chilean
newspaper: El Diario Austral, got
within 400 meters of the eruption.

“Everybody wore caps,” she said,
bringing out photos of the scene.

ONE PHOTOGRAPH showed
fiery sparks and smoke billowing
from the new crater. It looked like
the Detroit Freedom Festival fire-
works.

“Those sparks,” she said, indicat-
ing the red-hot cinders, " would cool
before they hit the ground, so they
didn’t burn when they fell on you.”

She brought several of the black,

porous chunks back to show her chil-
dren.

“] didn't see the lava — it flowed
back behind the crater.

“Most of the smoke and gasses
went toward Argentina,” over the
Andes and east of Chile’s long coast-

al strip.

Earthquakes and tremors are a
way of life to the people of Chile,
Lesko said. Chile had had a quake
that day that she believes registered
a 4.5 on the Richter scale, she said.

" “It was enough to scare them but
not enough to worry them.”

NEVERTHELESS, HER brother’s
pictures of people packing up and
moving from the area made the
front pages of papers across South
America.

It was a show that drew global in-
terest.

“There’s only one phone in the
closest village (Malalcahuello),” she
said, and they were getting calls
from around the world, her family in
Plymouth included.

“The president flew in on a heli-
copter and posed for a picture, then
left again.”

Tourists from Germany, Israel
and Sweden bused or backpacked in.
Camera crews from Hollywood were
there to record the event.

Lesko came to Michigan from
Chile 22 years ago, when she mar-

.ried a Peace Corps volunteer she'd

met at the University of Concepcion.

While she doesn’t miss the tremors

d earthquakes, (“They say that
Chile will fall into the ocean some
day, like California,” she said) the
Michigan winters make up for them.

“In Chile the weather varies with
the location,” because ‘Chile is locat-
ed between two mountain ranges —
“there are all kinds of weather.” But
none of it as severe as a Michigan
winter, she said. !

Declining state appropriations

Despite the public’s anti-tax senti-
ment, state university presidents say
Lansing needs to hike their appropri-
ations 3-3.5 percent faster than the
level of inflation.

Their goal is to restore universi-
ties’ losses of the 1979-83 recession.

“We're fairly pleased with the pri-
ority Gov. Blanczln‘! gave higher ed-
ucation in his proposed 1990 budg-
et,” said Joseph E. Champagne,
president of Oakland University.

“There were rumors we might get
a negative appropriation. Many of us
made budget cuts in preparation.

“But he proposed an increase of
4.8 percent — a little over 3 percent
for operations and 1.8 for capital.”

CHAMPAGNE WAS interviewed
after presiding last week at the Eco-
nomic Club of Detroit's annual panel
of three university presidents.

Everyone’s theme was the same:
Michigan needs to increase its “in-
vestment” in state universities not
just at the rate of inflation, but sev-
eral percentage points higher.

“The Presidents Council proposed
that, to achieve a rating of 15th in
the nation (in terms of state appro-
priations per student), it would take
inflation plus 3.5 percent more a
year for five years,” Champagne
said. “It would start this year with
5.5 percent and then inflation plus
3.5 percent in the future.

“We're quite pleased he came out
at 4.8 percent for the first year. He
couldn’t give all of it, but he certain-
ly seemed to respond.”

AREND LUBBERS, for 20 years
president of Grand Valley State Uni-
versity, told the business audience
that the buying power of universities
is actually down 4.5 percent in the
last decade.

the states in appropriations for pub-
lic universities as a percent of tax
revenue.

“And we rank 26th per student en-
rolled in public institutions of higher
education.

““This is not where Michigan used
to be,” said Lubbers, who announced
the goal of raising Michigan to 15th
in five years.

ONE AUDIENCE questioner-chal-
lenged the notion that university
costs had to rise faster than the rate
-of consumer price inflation.

But University of Michigan presi-

dent James Duderstadt said, “I do
not believe costs are out of line.” He
said higher education costs have in-
creased at the same rate as personal
income in the United States — a rate
that would include consumer price
inflation plus improved productivity.

Michigan State University Presi-
dent John DiBiaggio added, “There
was a time when class assignments
were heavier.”

But he said universities ask more
of faculty today — research . . .
public service . . . knowledge has
exploded. The average faculty mem-

ber puts in 55-60 hours a week in

teaching, preparation, grading pa-
pers, public service and research.”

DUDERSTADT HIT hardest at
publie au,itudes saying the enemy is
“in the mirror.’

“Who's to blame? . . . Our own
personal priorities . . . not our elect-
ed public officials,” he said, citing
their “Herculean efforts” to be the
“education governor, the education
party or the education president.”
