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Fall festival: 'Like a homecoming'

Fall Fat - magical word, in
Plymouth, symbolixing tradition and
community spirit.

The Plymouth Fall Festival, an
annual four-day celebra Uon, begins
today. This year's affair promiaes to
be bigger and better than ever be-
fore, according to feitival manager
Joe Bida, a colorful bear of a man

who braised chicken breasts during
the first festival 34 years ago.

This year, Bida is overseeing festi-
val arrangements, a chore signifi-
cantly more complex than in 1956
when he and fellow Rotarians staged
the first annual event to raise funds

for the Hamilton Park and Play-
ground.

Then fall test consisted of a Sun-

day afternoon chicken barbecue.
"We did it off a DPW truck and we

Berved maybe 500 dinners that
year," Bida said. A Canton resident
and former Plymouth mayor, he is
now Plymouth Township's supervi-
sor of buildings and grounds.

"It jumped from 500 to 6,000
dinners. Then it went to 16,000 I
think that's the most ever," he said.

THE FALL FESTIVAL "is like a

homecoming," said Bida. "Every-
body wants to participate. They
come to town for BBQ chicken" and
a good many other tasty morsels as
well.

In addition to the traditional

chicken, Kiwanis prepare sausage
and pancakes, Lions fry up fish and
Knights of Columbus cook an annual
steak dinner. For the first time this

year, Knights will also prepare to-
night's spaghetti dinner. A special
discount of $4 will be offered to sen-

ior citizens.

"It's like a country fair," Bida
said, adding some 300,000 people are
expected to attend this year's event
that will likely end up costing some
$30,000 to stage.

Other districts luring Plymouth-Canton teachers miffs resident
By M.0.

Plymouth-Canton school board
members reluctantly accepted the
resignation last week of Laura
Wiener, vocal music director at Cen-
tennial Educational Park.

"Their gain is our loss," school board
president Dean Swartzwelter said.

they have.

Plymouth-Canton Superintendent
John Hoben said the policy has been
in place for the "lant 10 or 15 years.
We've never had problems hiring
teachers. We have quality teachers
with experience and without. And
we've been able to keep costs down."

ferred to districts that award credit.

In Farmington, "whenever we
elect to hire a person, we give them
full credit for their experience," said
Robert Coleman, Farmington diree-
tor of personnel.

with over 10 years experience, that
does help."

The policy is "especially helpful in
areas like physics and calculus
where it's hard to find teachers,"
Coleman said.

"We had a policy up until four
years ago that allowed w to pay for
up to only five years experience. But
our board of education elected to

change that because we wanted to
get the best possible teachers," he
said.

The change "hasn't put us in a fi-
nancia] bind," nor does it appear to
create problems for districts with
the same system, Coleman said. "I
suspect we're in the majority."

Walled Lake also credits expert-
ence, uld district spokeswoman
Laura Franz.

"You're not going to get someone
with four or five years' experience if
you start them at base pay," she
said. "Teachers don't want to lose

that pay unless they're out of work.
We hired 40 teachers this year, and
out of the 40, I'd say we were mid-
range on the salary scale."

Applicants came from Plymouth-
Canton, Pontiac, Detroit, Brighton
and u far away as Rochester, said
Franz.

PAY WASNT a factor in Wiener's

decision to _move into administra-
tion, nor, luckily, was money a top
priority with her replacement, said .
Wiener.

"The man who took my position at
the high Ichoo] ha,18 yuri experl-
ence, but the distria would take him
only at fint-year salary.

Club who provided barbecue racks
for the first picnic in 1956.

You could eat all you wanted for

In succeeding years, ''people.

up in 1959 A year later, then Rota-
ry president Earl West ordered de-
cent weather for the affair.

multiple listing pervices (MLS) in the
Plymouth community, and 307 were
sold, he said. This year, 655 homes
have been listed and 356 so14.

The median price for an existing
home in the Plymouth community
this year is $105,000, compared with
$100,250 last year, said Chris Shel-
don, of the Western Wayne Oakland
County Board of Realtors.

According to the Western Wayne
Oakland County Board of Realtors
the sale of existing homes in metro
Detroit rose in July by 2.7 percent
over last year.

So far, 11,412 single-family homes
and condominiums have been sold

this year.

chant Liaison group.

"We're not a carnival but we want

youngsters to enjoy it. We want to
draw 15 to 20 year olds and we have
an electronics game booth this year.
We talked of a rodeo but we can't

afford the liability insurance." Cost
of insurance for that event alone was

estimated at $10,000, Bida said.

Members of the festival commit.
tee met monthly for a full year.
planning and implementing the an-
nual event. In August, members met
weekly.

Bida is one of three committee

Area schools sue

over state aid NO ASSEMBLY REQUIRED
By Wayne P..1

A recently filed lawsuit could
mean more money for Michigan's
less wealthy school districts, accord-
ing to area superinteAdents whoge
districts joined in the suit.

Wayne-Westiand, Garden City and
Redford Union schools are among
the 112 public school districts suing
the state. The group calls itself In-
Formula Caucus School Districts. Its

long-range goal: change Michigan's
school aid formula.

'It's an opportunity for equity,"
Garden City Schools Superintendent
Michael Wilmot said. "It's an oppor-
tunity to see spending for Our kids
reach that of neighboring districts."

Changing the state aid formula
isn't directly a part of the lawsuit.

The group filed suit Friday in
Wpe County Circuit Court seeking
the-fight to spend puthe money to
sue the state. If successful, however,
the group will challenge the state aid
formula.

While school spending is the focus
of -0 proposals on the November
ballot, superintendents said the law-
suit Was necessary because the bat-
lot proposals don't go far enough.

"PROPOSAL A (a half-cent state
sales tax increase) does very little, if
an#hing, for equity," Wayne-West-
landZSuperintendent Dennis O'Neill
saiE-"Proposal B (a 2-cent sales tax
increase) addresses equity, but it's
like stopping a nose bleed when sur-
gefs needed."

A similar lawsuit forced Kentucky
to change its state aid formula."We
ho,-we're as successful as the peo-
plere," O'Neill said.

ford Union Superintendent Kenneth
Erickson said.

"I have figures that show that if
we spent as much as Southfield did
per pupil, it would increase our
budget by $21 million," Erickson
said. "That's a big difference."

Redford Union spent $4,000 to ed-
ucate each of its 6,195 students dur-

ing the past school year. In contrast,
Southfield spent $7,265 per student.

As in-formula districts, Wayne-
Westland, Garden City and Redford
Union receive state aid for basic

classroom expenses.
Despite the state aid, per student

spending in each district ranks below
that of most of their out-of-formula

neighbors.
Wayne-Wetland spent $4,373 per

student in the past school year. Gar-
den City spent $4,595.

In contrast, each levies at least 5

mills,more in operating taxes, com-
pared with nearby out-of-formula
districts.

"We're property poor," Erickson
said. "We don't have the factories

and high-rises. If we had what Borne
other districts had, our millage
wouldn't be as high."

The superintendents were una-
ware of when the lawsuit would be

settled.

"Anything associated with the
courts moves slowly," Wilmot said.
"But the point is you've got to take a
stand somewhere. And we're taking
a stand for equity."

What's wrong with these people? Weren't they

recruited by the SADD (Students Against Driving
Drunk) campaign at school? Haven't they seen
that film showing the automobile wrecks and the
close-ups of the medical equipment used to per-
form autopsies?

No, they haven't.

The educational effort to thwart drunk driving
is a recent phenomenon. Intensive anti-drunk
driving campaigns have only been part of school
curriculums for the last three or four years. That
leaves the young adults who graduated from high
school seven or eight years ago uninformed and
out on the road.

The job of educating these young adults about
the dangers of drunk driving is falling to the
courts. And, if you judge by the number of repeat
offenders, the courts are failing.

We recommend a mandatory sentence for
adults charged with driving under the influence
- even first-time offenders. The sentence may
or may not include jail time on weekends, com-
munity service, therapy and education or any
combination of those factors.

"Jerry did most of the work,"
Elaine said. "I was the cleanup
crew a lot of times."

Elaine Gutowski did the stencil-

ing work throughout the house. She
has done quite a bit of stenciling
and plans to do more.

"I bought every authentic stencil
I could find."

"Development is at a high priori-
ty, but at the moment, the product is
very expensive and on an average
basis is five times more expensive
than freon. However, as R134A be-
comes more readily available from
the chemical companies, it should
come down in price."

NOJI SAID SANDEN was concen-

trating its efforts almost exclusively
on developing R134A for the con-
sumer car market. A new system
could be ready in the next two to
three years, although introduction is
contingent upon approval by the En-
vironmental Protection Agency, he
said.

With the ability to propel winds at
up to 70 miles an hour, in tempera-
tures ranging from 120 above to 40
degrees below zero, the wind tunnel
will be used exclusively by Sanden
engineers as a research and testing
facility.

R.A. DeMattia Co., Plymouth, de-
signed and built the facility. Mike
denrich, wind tunnel project mana-
ler, said It was essential the testing
area be air tight.

"If there was any leakage of air,
obviously Sanden would not get the
correct results, so it was extremely
important to make sure all the joints
were fitted with very tight seals."

Freon disposal

may turn costly
Several east and west coast cities

in the U.S. have passed ordinances
prohibiUng the use of nearly all et,lo-
rofluorocarbons, of which freon is

one, in any industrial process except
in the manufacture of drugs and
medical devices.

In what could be a sign of things to
come in Michigan, many of those
same ordinances require service sta-
tions to purchase vampire units,
which cost up to $5,000 each, to draw
used freon from car air condiUoners

before replacement, rather than
releasing the freon into the environ-
ment where it may act to deplete the
ozone layer.

Dan Loepp, executive director of
the Service Station Dealers Associa-

lion of Michigan, a Lansing-based
organization of 1,000 members, said
if the vampire units were required in
the state, the cost of servicing air
conditioners would jump dramati-
eally.

"A lot of service stations who now

service air conditioners may decide
the cost-to-benefit ratio would be

prohibitive with the vampire units,"
Loepp said. "It would then become a
lot more expensive to have an air
conditioner serviced, and we may
even see businesses specialize."

He added he was unaware of any
state legislation propoials targeting
a ban on chlorofluorocarbons or

freon directly, but said he wouldn't
rule out the possibility.

The company usually
kicks in some additional money,
which raises the yield.

Deferral with after-tax dollars

Insurance contracts bought with
after-tax dollars are good for after-
tax accumulation of earnings as long
as these earnings accumulate within
the policy contract.

The types of insurance contracts
that qualify include single-premium
deferred annuity, single-premium
whole life, single-premium universal
life, and variable annuities,

In general, at the time of with-
drawal, that part of the annuity pay-
ment allocated to the cost of the in-
vestment is treated as a non-taxable

return of principal; when withdrawn,
the balance is taxed as ordinary in-
come.

THE SECOND choice is non-de-

ductible IRAs. These contributions

can be made by those taxpayers who
do not qualify for a deduction The
reason to make non-deducUble IRA

contributions is that earnings on
such deposits, like earnings on de-
ducuble deposits, accumulate with-
out being immediately taxed.

Unlike deductible IRAs, which

cannot be withdrawn before age
594, without a penalty, non-deducti-
ble IRA deposits can be withdrawn
at any time without incurring a tax
on principal or penalty for early
withdrawal.

For example, how would the medi-
an home value of neighborhood cus-
tomers affect a company's promo-
tional efforts, if at all?

Is it really important to find out
how customers of a sporting goods
retailer spend their leisure time?
And what about the newly formed
business - how does it define cus-

tomers it doesn't have yet?
According to Lisa Nielsen, a Mar-

ket Opinion Research vice president,
business owners who attempt to un-
derstand their current and potential
customer markets are in a better po-
sition to ultimately attract and serve
them.

NIELSEN SAYS MOR's consumer

segmentation studies usually start
out by asking individuals about their
activities, interests and opinions as
they pertain to the business or or-
ganization commissioning the
project.

Because lifestyle-related custom-
er data isn't generally available
through public sources for every
business that requests it, small busi-
ness owners can develop their own
customer questionnaires. 

"A sporting goods retailer that
wants to promote his products more
effectively would benefit greatly by
finding out how his or her customers
spend their leisure time," Nielsen
said.

es in Farmington Hills and devel-
oped the LoPac Center, an office
building in Northville, and is now
working in the Quail Run subdivi-
sion in Plymouth Township.

"We want people to think this is
a home - not a condo," LoPiccolo
said of his plans for Eaton Estates.

LoPiccolo expressed satisfaction
with the designs of Schaff, with
whom he had worked on an earlier

job. People also may recognize
Schaff's style from another unre-
lated, upscale Plymouth condo
community - Homestead Estates,
developed by members of the
prominent Lorenz family of Plym-
outh.

' We gave (Schaff) an idea of
what we wanted," LoPiecolo said.

The color palette is ever- expanding
The approach of a new decade al-

ways creates excitement - it's a time
of change. new promise, new possibili-
ties.

ts stunning and dramatic.

OLD WORLD TRADITION has

made a strong comeback, as roses and
floral patterns continue to gain favor.
These designs blend elegance and com-

fort for a very warm, inviting and liv-
able atmosphere. They often feature
red. which is also used freely as a
strong accent color in accessories.

Though the color palette remains
basically warm, with emphasis on vi-
brantcy and neutrals. the new begin-
nings of a new coolness in interior de-
sign are apparent this fall.

Led by the re-emergence of blue,

this coolness will probably continue
into the 19903. It offers the balance be-

tween warm and cold, always sought
in color selections. Blue is becoming
popular in bedroom and bathrooms. of-
ten combined with white.

White has itself returned in an em-

phatic way. In both fashion and interi-
or design, white is brilliant. It's a per-
feet background for all colors, creating
a glare from which other colors ema-
nate like a prism.

That's one reason white kitchen ap-

pliances are once again. popular. And
used starkly - almost monochromati-

cally - on t,Rh walls and furniture,
white is absolutely dazzling.

Living rooms remain quite warm in
color, with vibrant accents playing off

that warmth. Of Lourse. many people
continue to favor neutrals. which are

economic because they can be lived

with so comfortably for long periods of
time.

NEUTRALS ARE ALSO helpful in
creating a light, airy feeling and im-
proving the flow from one room to an-
other - two excellent ways to make
small living spaces larger.

A marveIQus new look comes from
tinted glass. which replaces the usual
clear glass in tabletops, dinnerware
and ceramics. Mexican cobalt blues
lend cool. bright accents to the table

And. perhaps, even more than else-
where, "eclectic" remains the key
word in tabletop.

And there is lots and lots of whimsy.
People are willing to be more adventur-
bus and throw caution to the winds.
Whoever said all the pieces have to
match?

If you are basically comfortable with
the decor but have a desire· for some-
thing fresh and new. a one-room exper-
iment is often satisfying. The bedroom
is the perfect location: closed off from
the rest of the house. it can be dis-
cretely repainted if the experiment
goes awry. An alternate possibility is a
small out-of-the-way guest bathroom.

FOR A BRIEF of the prominent col-
or families available this fat]. begin
with the vibrant autumn colors. which
are traditional but have been made

more vivid now. They include brick

red, chili. amber yellow, lilae rose. das-
sic blue, daffo€liE mineral red (an
orange red) and violet purple.

Next are the clean outdoor colors.

Bluegrass. which is more green than
blue. is notable, as are posy green, pur-
pie heather. sage green. porcelain
green and straw.

Then there are the neutrals. *nd
there is a generous selection. Reed yel
low. lambswool, cream pearl and ango-
ra are all lovely Winter whites. They're
accompanied by the classic neutrals·
toasted almond, fawn (taupe), pebble.
moonlight, smoked pearl, atmosphere.
desert dust. nugget (a camel color).
gray sand and dusted coral.

But the neutrals have been further

enriched this year by the expanded
neutrals, which have the barest hint of
tint. These are soft, lovely colors we
can live with for a long time without
tiring of them. They have such deli
cate names as dusty pink, cameo rose.
coral blush. antelope (almost a celery
green). gray violet. pinkish gray, rose
lilac and asparagus green.

Finally. there are what can best be
described as the inky deep tones -
wonderful classic mixing colors in the
Old World style that help make the
transition from fall to winter. Promi

After selecting the desigf area, you
may want to mark it with chalk. This
will help keep the line straight when
you paint, and any chalk not covered
in the painting process can easily be
washed away later.

The next step is important as you
give the overall design a strong back-
ground. To do this, either paint the en-
tire headboard area with a color that
contrasts with the wall, or use a con·

trasting color- maIate--bater-degier-
around the four sides of the head-
board.

Another option for your background
is to divide the area vertkally into
equal thirds, with 3 inches between
each square. After stenciling. these
three panels will work to help you form- 0
a cohesive design.

Once this background paint has
- dried, begin applying your stenciled
e design. A large central motif with

smaller geometric elements on either
side is one way to approach the design.
Or apply an all-over pattern, such as.,

ON-------------1

diagonal stripes or a checkerboard ef-
fect.

If you have a favorite stencil pattern
with a scale too small for the head-

board. follow a few simple steps to en-
large it.

Use a large piece of cardboard and
draw a grid on it with a ruler. Next
trace your stencil pattern onto graph
paper. Then carefully draw the design
represented in each graph paper
square onto the corresponding card.
board square. Once you have finished
transferring the pattern, cut out the
design portion to create-an--enlarged-
template.

ONE EXCITING project to bright-
ea your bathroom is a new cloth show-
er curtain.

The easiest method of ' sewing a,

shower curtain of your own is to find
bed linens that fit the style of your
bath. A flat sheet for a double bed, for

example, is the ideal width for a stan-

dard tub/shower. For the more narrow
corner shower, a twin-size sheet fits
the bill.

Among the linen designs for your

bath are nautical designs such as sail·
boats or anchors, wildlife patterns. in-
cluding ducks or geese, and floral or
paistey patterns.

Because all sides of a sheet are al-

ready finished. the only sewing in-
volved is to make buttonholes along
the top of the sheet through which the
curtain rings can fit.

Remember to count the number of

rings before planning the spacing of
the buttonhotes. The standard number

of rings is 12 for a tub/shoWer and six
for a shower stall.

Space the-buttonholn_woperly by
first placing one on either side of the
top border one inch from either side.
Measure the fabric between these two

holes. Now divide that measurement

by the total number of rings, minus
one. The length that remains is the
space that should be allowed between
each ring. Place a straight pin to mark
the spacing across the top. Adjust the
pins as necessary to make the spacing
more exact.

AT EACH PIN marker, sew a but.
tonhole. Then hang the curtains sim-

ply by inserting a shower ring in each
hole. At the -same time. hang a plain
plastic curtain on the inside of the
cloth curtain. You may be able to use
the plastic curtain you had been using
to retain shower water. With both the

plastic curtain and the cloth curtain in
place. your fabric will be better pro-
tected from water and mildew

You can keep water off the floor by
tucking the plastic curtain inside the
tub or shower rim. Then the full length
of the cloth curtain hangs outside the
rim for maximum effect.

There are .a couple of inexpensive
tricks that are less thorough than com.
pletely reupholstering the furniture.

One popular solution to the problem
today is to sew a slipcover for a pad-
ded chair, loveseat or sofa.-Although
the fabric wi!1 fit more loosely than
fabric stapled into place with uphot-

ting
posed wood on the back. arms or lets

Plus, it works with a
country cottage as wonderfully as with
a contemporary monolith.

Wall-to-wall cari:>eting is certainly
not passe. What's warming up this
market are borders, inlays and even
accent dyeing.

For instance, if your gray carpet
doesn't connect with the furnishings, a
carpet craftsperson can pull a color or

even a design from a fabric in the room
and repeat it along the edge of the car-
pet by cutting to the shape and inlay-
ing a contrasting shade.

There are craftspeople who. by us-
ing a shearing technique. can "shave"

out a design in a plush carpet or bevel
the edge of a border.

Dyeing is another way to accent an
expanse of carpet. A stencil is laid
down and a design in a contrasting col-
or sprayed on. Most carpet experts
agree that dyeing an entire carpet is
?Isky. but that accent dyeing is a via-
ble and exciting option in interior de-
tai ling.

zontal fabric blind (by Hunter Doug-
las) that lets in light and costs around
$350 a window. and a new custom hori-

zontal blind with a 44 inch slat (by
the makers of Ball Blinds).

Sometimes secondhand furnishings
can be infested with termites or

roaches. Be prepared to put the piece

in a closed room with a pesticide
fogger if necessary.

Last, determine whether you have
the place and patience to do the resto-
ration yourself or if it is a task best
left to a professional.

YOU WILL most certainly want to
consult with your hardware and paint
store about the most suitable products
for your specific project. And, unless

you are a seasoned refinisher, you may
want to invest in a how-to book before

beginning.
"The Weekend Finisher," the latest

restoration book from Bruce Johnson
(Ballantine), is excellent, as is "The
Illustrated Handbook of Furniture

Restoration" by George Buchanan
(Harper and Row).

Removing paint and varnish is prob-
ably the toughest task in bringing
around used furniture. Wood absorbs

paint, and a solid color will be labor-
intensive to remove. But the effort is

not without tips and tricks. And there
are ever more excellent products to
help you out. 3M has a new line of re-
finishing products, including Safest
Stripper and Hand Erase Sander.

One of the most established wood

finisher manufacturers, Homer Forms-

by. recommends against atl-purpose
strippers that can take out the patina
and»-raise wood grain. He prefers furni-
ture refinisher for dissolving varnish,
lacquer and shellac and paint remover
for polyurethane and paint.

COLONIAL antiques originally may
have been painted with compounds
made of egg and milk. These require a
special paint remover called PDE

Since paint removers work best be-
tween 65 and 85 degrees Fahrenheit,
fall is the best time to undertake do-it-

yourself stripping. Working in moder-
ate temperatures and in small sections
at a time will help ensure your success.
