Police gear up for ‘cruising season’

Plymouth police are gearing up for the tradi-
tional start of the downtown cruising season.

"We're very close to hiring our temporary sum-
mer officers," said Police Chief Richard Myeri
Those officers, probably four, will be added
"within the next couple of weeks." "'

The advent in recent years of teens nocking
downtown as the school year draws to a close has
posed problems for business owners and police.
Teens fill business parking lots and clog traffic
downtown.

But police have learned how to contain the
problem, and Myers said, "l think it's going to be
manageable, consistent with previous years lev-

eis.”

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While warm weather encouraged teens to line
Hines Drive in Plymouth Township, 'There hasn't
been much happening,"” Myers said, in Plymouth.

It's
come as early as spring break in March in some
years."

Myers said the Maln Street program, initiated
in 1987, "will soon be in effect”

That program is headed by a committee of po-

lice, city administrators, residents, business peo-

pie "and most importantly kids," said Paul Sin-
cock, assistant city manager.

'They came up with a program that said police
will enforce traffic violations in a firm, fair and

consistent manner for persons of all ages through-
out the year,"” Sincock said.

Through the program, trespass ordinance
geared to business parking lots where teens
gather are enforced. And if 60 percent of rest-
dents in a given neighborhood approve, parking
restrictions are enforced 7 pin. to 3 a.m.

“"The first year that we did that, 11 blocks
signed up,"” Sincock said. "Last year there were
two, and this year one block submitted a petition"

Could this indicate the cruising problem is wan-
ing? "It runs in cycles," Sincock said.

"You can never eliminate cruising. It doesn't
just happen in Plymouth, Mich., it hai,pens in
Traverse City, it happens everywhere."

One value of the Main Street program involved
a suggestion from teens that trash cans be placed
on Main Street, after residents complained that
cruisers were leaving litter downtown, Sincock
said.
