A truck-train collision Tuesday 1n
Plymouth Township put an Ann Ar
bor man in the hospital with facia
injuries as three railroad cars de
railed in the incident

The driver of an Ann Arbor gar
bage truck was in good condition
Wednesday, one day after the colls
sion with a CSX train at Beck Road
just north of M-14

IT WAS THE second truck-train
collision in five days at the train
crossing, which does not have a me
chanical metal gate Tuesday's coll
sion caused the derailment of the
train's three engines, which skidded
about 300 yards before coming to a
stop

About 30 yards of track behind the
engines were torn from the ground
the ties sticking in the air, in the 2 30
p.m. incident

The track and Beck Road were
closed until just after midnight
Wednesday, when both were re
opened, Plymouth Township police
said

The driver. Kurt Sells, 37, of Ann
Arbor, was trapped in the cab of his
truck for 40 minutes while a fire
crew with Jaws of Life equipment
cut him free

He was removed from the truck at
3:15 and flown by helicopter to St
Joseph Mercy Hospital in Ann Arbor

“His lip was hanging past his
chin," said Christine Gibson, 28, of
South Lyon, a witness to the accident
and the first person to come to Sells
assistance. "'l asked him if he was
OK and he said. 'Yeah No Yeah
started screaming for someone U
call an ambulance

Gibson said she had just driver
southbound through the intersectior
as the train approached from the
east. She said she saw the garbage

Those relations “will go into a deep

“Thank you,” be said “You did
great. You were wonderful.”

Gibson, who said she frequently
travels Beck to and from South
Lyon, said that a temporary, large
orange road sign a lape
closing could have contributed to
the accident. “T've got a feeling
that sign is to blame,” said Gibson.

The sign, on the right side of the
northbound lanes, stands about 25
yards directly in front of a white
train sign and also in front
of the red signals that flash when a
train approaches. At certain angles
as you approach the tracks, the
orange highway sign completely
blocks both the train sign and
flashers.

Another flasher sits up high,
above the middle of the road.

“But when the sun is shining like
it is today, you can't see if that
one’s flashing,” said Gibson.

Robert Antal said that police are
investigating the accident. While
two train-truck collisions occurred
at the crossing in the last five days,
Antal said, “In the five years ['ve
been here | can't think of any
(more),” at the crossing.

He said police would determine
the number of accidents at the
crossing, and look at the placement
of the temporary road sign in their
Investigation.

By Wednesdayv afternoon, no ci-
tation had been issued to the truck
driver or engineer, as the police in-
vestigation continues.

CSX railroad officials were una-
vailable for comment on the speed
of the train, and the nature of
chemicals carried in several
freight cars marked “flammable.”

Antal said Environment Protec-
tion Agency officials were called to
the scene to clean up diesel fuel
that spilled from a train engine in
the derailment, and completed
their work Tuesday.

The train plowed up dirt and gravel when it derailed at the Beck Road crossing.

Arts council wants historic mill

After exploring other sites to use
as a new Plymouth Community Arts
Council headquarters, the council
said the initially favored Wilcox Mill
in Old Village would be best

We are firmly committed to the
mill," said Karen Berrie, vice presi-
dent of the arts council board of di-
rectors

We think that offers the best op
portunity for space ' she said, add
ng. ‘It's a historic facility

Nestled near Wilcox Lake, the site
initially housed a grist mill Auto
magnate Henry Ford bought the mill
in 1920 and operated a small parts

plant one of his so-called “village
ndustries on the site from 1923
4R

The village industries were an ex
periment authorized by Ford to re

ncile industry with the area's tradi

tional rural setting

After abandoning the concept
Ford donated the plant to Wayne
(ounty

Since then t has served as a
maintenance vard for the now de
funct Wayne wnpty Road Commis

vsion and was later the main base for
the county alternative work force.

It is currently a winter storage
area for the parks department.

The arts council last year won a
$75,000 state grant to lease and be-
gin renovations on the mill But ap-
proval for the grant was withdrawn
in June, as more money needed to do
the renovation had not been secured.

In August, the arts council turned
its attention to seeking a grant to
build a 2,500-to-3,000 square foot ad-
dition to the Plymouth Cultural Cen-
ter to house galleries and classroom
space

That action was “viewed as a pos-
sible alternative to the utilization of
the Wilcox Mill, which would require
a significant amount of renovation
and costs for upkeep,” said City
Manager Gordon Jaeger to city com-
missioners in August

In September, Old Village backers
touted the Priase Chapel Church of
God at 585 N. Mill as a potential site
for an arts council headquarters, and
former arts council director Kay
Jaeger toured the church

But at the arts council's Oct. 8
meeting, the board of directors re-
evaluated the Wilcox Mill, and deter-
mined it would be the best alterna
tive

The arts council has begun seeking
grants to pay for the renovation, to
cost $160,000 or more, said Susan
Froelich, interim executive director
Berrie said, “We can do it in stages
if funding becomes a problem "

‘It has a lot more space than we
thought,”” Berrie said, adding it was
too early to predict when the arts
council could move its headquarters
there from Main Street in Plymouth

The council awards more than
$3,000 each year to talented local
students, grants $6,200 annually to
assist local teachers to create arts
related projects, and contributes
more than $4 000 annually for ama
teur and professional performances
at school assemblies

The council also pays for free per
formances of music in Kellogg park
art education classes for adults and
kids and staffs an art rental gallery
in the Dunning-Hough Library
among other projects
