Fee increases included in plan to balance budget

Some fee increases, delays in re-
placing equipment and other savings
are part of a city deficit reduction
plan to be presented at a public
hearing tonight.

City commissioners on Wednesday
reviewed the budget balancing plan
devised to make up a $300,000 defi-
cit, much of it carried over from the
1989-90 city budget.

To find areas to save money, “We
received input and very good input
from each of the department heads,”
City Manager Gordon Jaeger told

The public hearing is scheduled
for the regular commission meeting
at 7:30 p.m. at city hall.

“1 know there are some tough cuts
in here and they are going to hurt,”
said Mayor Dennis Bila as the com-
mission began its review of the ad-
ministration plan on Wednesday.

While the revised fiscal year 1990-
91 budget shows a surplus of $64,000,
Bila suggested nearly all that
amount would go for raises for non-
union city employees.

Highlights of the plan to reduce
the budget include:

¢ Raising city cemetery grave
opening and closing fees charged to
non-residents from
$300, based on the average charges
levied by private cemeteries. Resi-
dent rates would rise from $325-3$360

to $425-$470
