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Mettetal Ai rport
town meeting
attracts crowd

The controverly over the future
of Mettetal Airport got a full airing
Monday, u nearly 200 people
showed for a town meeting on the
issue, at the Plymouth Cultural
Center

The meeting was billed u an op-
portunity for thoee for or against
the airport authority takeover plan
to speak their piece It wu al,0
touted as an informational forum

for Plymouth city comminioners,
who on Monday will vote on
whether or not to join Plymouth
Township trustees in creating such
an authority.

MOST TRUSTEES AND com-
migioner, attended the forum, and

so did reprement,Uves of state and
federal aviation authorities

John Virgooa, who served on a
committee of Caoton residents

studying Ule airport i-e, told the
crowd that in 1989, "Mettetal Air-

port had a U.5 million Impact on
local communittee," according to
figures compiled by the state

Virgona wu one of three air-
port-backers joining in a 15-minute
opening pre,entation

He :aid the Canton airport ts in
good shape, with recent improve-
ments including a new runway. "It
relleves congestion from Metro,"
he Iaid, adding the upgraded air-
port not only aids pilots but al,0 11
a "real benefit to the community."

Carol Herrick, another airport
backer, stres,ed that a federal

trust fund would be used to buy the

airport - not local taI momey
Sam Marihall another airport
backer, stre-ed "the need for an

aviation college."

Mar,hall said that when Canton
truste- tiwzied down the citi,en

committee recommendatioo to buy
the airport they "turned their
back, 00 our children and their fu-
ture "

'Let': not bold our breath and
hope wineone else will educate our
children," he gald. Marlhall al,o
asked, "Do we need this spece for
more light industrial building, or
to build more strip mal]:00?"

PRESENTING A 15-minute ad-

dress agalmt the propoled airport
authority wu Dan Calabrue, ad-
ministrative assistant to Cantoo

Supervisor Tom Yack. "It B oot the
public asset it was made out to be
and there im no justification for
spending public money 00 it," he
said.

"We think It 13 rather presump-
tuous of another community to coo-
trol our development" he said,
adding light industrial develop-
ment on the airport Iite "will cre-
ate more than *700,000" in taze, -
with more than *400,000 of that
going to local •choolt

And once local governments get
involved in a•king for federal f und.
to buy the airport th- communi-
ties would have to operate it forev-
er, he said "That wu the biggest
red flag to Cantoo trustees," be
said.

Plymouth couple survives chain-reaction 1-75 crash

Two former Plymouth residents
survived the chain-reaction highway
crash Tuaday in Tenenee which
left at teast 15 dead and 50 injured

When two trucks plowed into the
b•ck of their fog-shrouded Dodge
mint-van loaded with intiques, '1The
whole back flew off," uid Margaret
Da-on

"I never in my life M• anything
like it before."

Dawion and her hulband, George,
had just »old their house at 489
Blunk and were driving their Dodge
Caravan south 00 I-75 00 their way
to Florida.

"We had left Knoxville that morn-

ing, it wal a beautiful day," Marga-
ret Dawson said, with temperatures
in the 508 under sunny skies

'There was this one section, ap-

parenUy they have trouble with fog
there," she maid, as a yellow-flashing
highway up warned driven to turn
on their light:

"1 told my husband you better turn
your light, on, and we were immedi-
ately in the fog - it was like going
from day to night.

"HE WAS able to hit the brakes

and stop before hitting all the traf

ftc," she contnued But as they start-
ed lo get out, George Dawion spot·
ted a semi-truck approaching from
behind

"He said hurry, get back in and
brace yourself," Margaret recalled,
before the van was struck from be-

hind first by a semt, then by an-
other truck

"Today, I'm pretty sore," Maria
ret Dawson said Wednesday. u she

brutled her leg in the crash. Her hus-
band was uninjured "At least we're
alive," ibe said.

Two antique clocks, and antique
lamp and other household items
fared le= well, u Danon id they
were probably broken in the crash

Thooe items were in the van "be-

cause a lot of the thing, we didn't
want to trust to movers. we thought
we'd take them down

"That didn't work out too well," she

said, laughing

Dawson recently retired from
Michigan Bell, her husband ran the
Big Red Dry Ice Co She said they
planned to be back on their way to
Port Charlotte. Fla by Friday

Officials said the crash WaS

triggered at aboul 930 a m after a
semi-trailer jacknifed just inside the
fog bank
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The garbage bag-lag program
