The wiry, 65-year-old Carney has
ridden htS 18-speed Diamond Back
mountain bike, with a 300-pound
trailer attached, from Rhode Island

("where my mother's kin are from),"
south through the Atlantic states,
across the southern United States.

north along the West Coast, and is
now eastbound through the northern
states He expects to reach Rhode Is-
land sometime between St Paddy's
Day and Memorial Day.

The unexpected visitor turned up
at the Plymouth police station about
midnight Tuesday. The Salvation
Army was contacted, and Carney
was given a bed for the night at the
Red Roof Inn.

He was welcomed at the Plymouth
Fire Station Tuesday morning by
Fire Chief Al Matthews, who offered

Carney a cup of coffee and a place to

A custom cabinetmaker, Carney

"What's unique is that this 13 the
first time GM offered this type of
training during work hours," said
David Crooks, one of three technical
training coordinators for the UAW

Arnie Werstine, a technical train-
ing coordinator for GM's manage-
ment team, called the center a "joint
act" between GM and the UAW

'The UAW and Delco Products

conceived and worked on this togeth-
er for the auto industry to survive,"
Werstine said "We have to improve
and upgrade the force to compete m
today's industry There's a benefit
for both GM and the individual "

THE WORKERS will be paid their
regular salary while taking a four-
hour work-related class twice a
week in the center.

The UAW-GM partnership also re-
lies on several auxiliary partners.
One is the Livonia school district

which will provide the teachers to
teach such subjects as math, Eng-
lish, communications and technical
skills.

Another partner is Central Michi-
gan University, which used a federal
grant and a pilot project to help set
up Deleo's center

The Delco plant on Eckles Road
has 1,800 hourly and 300 salaried
workers So far, 300 workers have
signed up for elasses. Of that num-
ber, 80 percent are hourly workers

'Theme are union workers who are

taking the challenge to learn, nther
than workers who need to learn,"
aid Ed Kannter-k a UAW coor-

dinator for technical training.
The center eventually will include

claues that, while not designed spe-
cifically to buld job-related skills,
will help meet the personal educa-
tional goals of Dcleo employees.

WHEN VORVA RAN for city commission, we
endorsed him. But we had reservations at the

time because of his long-standing feud with
Graper over Vorva's firing from the city police
department. Vorva said Graper fired him be-
cause he spoke out, claiming there were ticket
quotas for the police department.

We think it's time for Vorva to forgive and
forget. It's time to move on.
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American dream slips
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MOST PEOPLE in Michigan are
entering the '901 worse off than they
were 20 years ago. Excepting the top
20 percent (whose income is up zig-
nificantly), the last time most Michi-
gan families could show real im-
provements in family income was
the early '708.

Since then, for Michigantans the
American Dream has turned into a

nightmare. This is another in a series
of examinations of how and why.

The American Dream is made up
not only of rizing incomes. It
presumes a rising level of living in
solid, middle-class style.

Central to this style are three
things: college, health care and keep-
ing out of legal and financial trouble
- for which prices have gone out of
sight in the past 20 years, putting
pressure on falling incomes to keep
UP.

COLLEGE TUITIONS have gone
through the roof in the past 10 years.

At the University of Michigan, in-
state tuition has gone from $1,475
per year to $3,502 for the 1990 year
Other Michigan colleges have fol-
towed suit. If the budget cuts now
being talked about by Gov. John En-
gler come to pass, we may be sure
the universities will pass on most of
their shortfall in income to their stu-

dents - and parents.

At elite private colleges like Har-
vard, tuition from 1977 to 1989 has
more than tripled while the consum-
er price index has doubled.

As any family with kids in college
knows all too well, dollars to pay tui-
tion, room, board, books, clothes and
fun are after-tax dollars. A family
making $80,000 a year sounds well
off, but after taxes that works out to
around $50,000 And if you take
$9,000 a year for two children in col-
lege, that's a big, big bite out of a
family budget.

sity for middle-class living.
True, most health care costs are

covered by employer-paid health in-
surance. But in a competitive world,
the costs of health insurance tran-

In 1960, our national health care

costs were about 5 percent of total
personal income. That went to 13
percent by 1989 - or more than 11
percent of our total gross national
product.

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 OPING WITH DEATH isnever easy. Trying to
underitand a tragedy such
u the Dell'Orco family fire

can cause Christians to question
their faith.

"I think it's very difficult to really
undentand The urd's ways are not
our ways," aaid Sister Mary Wivell,
pastoral minister at St. Thomas A
Becket Catholic Church in Canton.
'We believe, but we can't always
understand "

Seven members of the Dell'Orco
family died in a Dec. 22 fire at their
Canton Township borne. Funeral
services were at St. Thomas A
Becket with the Rev Ernest Porcari,
pastor of the church, officiating

"I think death b always difficult
to deal with because it's your loss.
It's a separatioo," Sister Wivell said.
For Christians, the belief in life after
death is a source of comfort and

strength.
"But then we have to deal with the

logs within ourselves " The stages of
coping with duth can eveo include-
anger directed at the deceased,
wrote Elizabeth Kubler-Ross, in her
books on death anddying

We all go throyh thoie stagel
until we can accept it."

UNDERSTANDING SUCH a

tragedy 13 difficult maid the Rev
Tom Kellman, Canton Department
of Public Safety chaplain. Keilman
and Wayne Byrum, Cantoo'§ other
police chaplain, have worked with
the Dell'Orco family and their
neighbors

"It's very difficult to underitand,"
said Keilman, who i; al,0 a police
officer in West Bloomfield
Township. Keilman had to tell
Debbie Dell'Orco that her husband
and six of the couple's children had
died in the fire.

"There are ne clear-cut answers in
the Scriptures. We're unaware of
what the real situation is."

It is theologically incorrect to uy
God causes such tragedies as a form
of retribution, he Eaid.

'His arms are open wide He's
there waiting for people to come."

"It is very difficult because that's
what people's lives are built around,
their family," be said. "There are no
words that are adequate to comfort
somebody like that"

Simply being with people who are
grieving can doagreat deal toeaae
their pain, said Keilman and Sister
Wivell. That's true not only right
after a death, she said, but also later
when phone calls and visits
decreale

"Many times, that permon lastill
Crievint but they sullneed ymar
support It'; very important that
you're with them."

TNERES AN inclinatioo to step in
and do everything for someone who's
grieving, but it's important to allow
the penon to think through and do
things, Keilman Iaid. Continuing to
function will help that person deal
with his or her grief.

The Rev Kenneth Gruebel, pastor
at Geneva Presbyterian Church in
Canton, agreed that a "ministry of
presence" comforts those who are
grieving. "Just tobethere, tobea
listening ear, to lend a shoulder"
helps, as does listening to a
survivor's stories about the loved
one': life and death. -

Gruebel doesn't view evil or
suffering usomething God inflicts
to punish people. Natural causes,
bad people, or simply being in the
wrong place atthe wrong timecan
lead to tragedy.

'I think God created us to be
free"People are born Into a
univene that h-ca-, andeffectz
andthey In get caut in thoae
through no fault of their 0,4
Gruebel sald

He remembered what a well-
known minister, the Rev. William
Sloane Coffin, said after his own
Ion's tragic death. Coffin said God's
heart was the first of all hearts to
break when that happened
Christianity has introduced the
concept of God's suffering and of the
suffering of his son, Jesus, Gruebel
said.

Gruebel officiates at some 30 to 40
funerals each year He has found the
ministry of the word helps many
Christians cope with their grief

Clergy men and women agree it's
important to be particularly careful
when talking with children about
death.

'It's much more difficult for a

child to understand that," Keilman
said. "It doesn't sink in the minute
you tell them." In some cases,
children deal with death better than
adults do, but some may need
professional coumeling

'We've got to be very careful with
children."

When helping bereaved people of
all ages. it's important not to rush in
with hope while ignoring their grief.
People have the right to mourn, he
said

Keilman. Gruebel and others have
been pleased with the reaction of
those who have helped the Dell'Orco
family Donations of money, food.
clothing and other items have been
plentiful

It has been extraordinary
Literally thousands of people in thls
comirranIN have been supportive of
the family." Keilman ;aid. "It's nice
to see we have 30 many caring
people in our community"

can cause Christians to question
their faith.

"I think it'* very difficult to really
understand The Lord's wayi are not
our ways," said Sister Mary Wivell,
pastoral minister at St. Thomas A
Becket Catholic Church in Canton
We believe, but we can't alway,

Seven members of the Dell'Orco

family died in a Dec. 22 fire attheir
Canton Township home. Funeral
services wereat St Thomas A
Becket with the Rev Ernest Porcari,
pastor of the church, officiating

"I think death is always difficult
to deal with because it's your loss
It's a separation," Sister Wivell said.
For Christians. the belief in life after
death 18 a source of comfort and
strength

'But then we have to deal with the
logs within ourselves." The stages of
coping with death can even include
anger directed at the deceased,
wrote Rlinabeth Kubler-Roms, in her
books oo death and dying

UNDERSTANDING SUCH a

tragedy is difficult, said the Rev.
Tom Kettman, Cantoo Department
of Public Safety chaplain. Kellman
and Wayne Byrum, Cantoo'i other
police chiplain, have worked with
the Dell'Oreo family and their
neighbor,

'It's very difficult to understand,"
said Keitman, who ia aho a police
officer in West Bloomfield
Township. Keilman had to tell
Debbie Dell'Orco that her husband
and six of the couple'• children had
died in the fire.

'There are no clear-cut answers in
the Scriptures. We're unaware of
what the real situation 10."

It 13 theologically incorrect to uy
God causes such tragedies as a form
of retribution, he said.

His arms are open wide He's
there waiting for people to come."

"It is very difficult because that's
what people's lives are built around,
their family,"be maid. "There are no
words that are adequate to comfort
somebody like that."

Simply being with people who are
grieving can do a great deal to ease
their pain, said Kellman and Sister
Wivell. That'; true not only right
after a death, shesald, but also later
when phone calls and visits
decrea,e

support It'* very important that
you're with them."

THERE'S AN inclinatioo to step in
and do everything loriomeone who's
grieving, but it's important to allow
the person to think through and do
things, Keilman uid. Continuing to
function will help that person deal
with his orher grief.

The Rev Kenneth Gruebel, pastor
at Geneva Presbyterian Church in
Canton, agreed that a "ministry of
presence" comforts those who are
grieving. "Just to be there, to bea
listening ear, to lend a shoulder"
helps, as does listening to a
survivor's stories about the loved
one's life and death.

Gruebel doesn't view evil or
suffering assomething God inflicts
to p•ini.h people Natural eau•es,
bad people, or,imply being in the
wrong place at the wrong time can
lead to tragedy.

1 think God created us to be
free." People are born into a
unlvene that hu ca-, andeffectx
and they can get caught in tboie
through no fault of their own,
Gruebel said

He remembered what a well-
known minister, the Rev. William
Sloane Coffin. said after hil own
son'; tragic death Coffin said God's
heart was the fint of all hearts to
break when that happened
Christianity has introduced the
concept of God's suffering and of the
suffering of his son. Jesus, Gruebel
said

Gruebel officiates at some 30 to 40
f unerals each year. He has found the
ministry of the word helps many
Christians cope with their grief

provides transportation, meals and
short-term child care for families in
need

For morne people, grief therapy
groups are a source of help, he said
Such groups are often affiliated with
churches, civic organizations or
funeral homes.

Clergy men and women agree it's
important to be particularly careful
when talking with children about
death.

"It's much more difficult for a
child to understand that" Keilman
said. "It doesn't sink in the minute
you tell them." In some cases,
children deal with death better than
adults do, but some may need
professional counseling

We've got to be very careful with
children," Gruebel said. Parents
shouldn't ule guch euphernisms u
Brandpa's alleep "

"We u,e a lot of euphemisms to
cover up the reality, which ts death,"
he said Explanations of death will

vary depending on the child'$ age
Some books and films are available
to help children cope with death

It's best to avoid such phraies as
God wanted Daddy in heaven "

That tends to make children believe
they're in some way responsible for
tbe death.

'It also implies God is a very
mean person," Gruebel said.

When helping bereaved people of
all ages, it's important not to rush in
with hope while ignoring their grief.
People have the right to mourn, he
said

Keilman, Gruebel and others have
been pleased with the reaction bf
those who have helped the Dell'Oren
family Donations of money food.
clothing and other items have been
plentiful ,

ft has been eItraordinary
Literally thousands of people in this
community have been supportive of
the family/' Keilman said. "It's nice
to see we have w many caring
people in our community."

er at General Motors and at retirement

This is less than
half the income they expected when Joe
retired Never having been employed,
she is now looking to supplement her in-
come with interest and dividends from

To look at her income needs and her

asset base, her position at first blush
looks quite good. She needs to generate
approximately $22,000 in investment in-
come to supplement her GM pension and
Social Security Her $336,000 invested at
8 percent will generate almost $27,000 of
income, which seems to indicate a com-

fortable cushion.

But there are two factors that make

the picture a little less rosy First, some
of her assets are producing very little in-
come. Secondly, as inflation pushes the
cost of living higher, she will find her,elf
in the classic retiree's squeeze. Becauae
her income is fixed, she would inevitably
be forced into reducing her standard of
living or to begin dipping into principal.
Thus, some reordering of her portfolio is
in order.

Theater may be suspended reah-
ty, but at times it gives one pause.

House Theatre prementation of
"When The Wind Blows." Director

Sarah Heeden has fashioned a show

that not only presents challenging
concepts but delivers, for the most
part, stellar performances and
high production values.

The play is by British writer-
illustrator Raymond Briggs. It was
originally written as a cartoon
book. On stage, it takes the form of
a satire, anti-nuclear arms, dark

comedy. Perhaps, anti-faith in "the
powen that be" might be more to
the point.

"When The Wind Blows" is about

a middle-aged British couple (Jim
and Hilda Bloggs) and their prepa-
rations for the big bang. Jeffrey
Heeden and Beth Temple perfectly
capture the essence of the Bloggs
- he a slightly bumbling retiree,
she a dutiful British wife. Both are

innocent, trusting, non-political

Superb mund effects heighten
the impending Al•nater In act one,
as Mr. Blosp builds his "inner
core refuge," we hear increasingly
intenle rumbling; u if nuclear
shock waves are approaching In
act two, it changes to after-shock
winds that blow through their shat-
tered home to a furious crescendo

as radiation fallout begins to take
effect.

The set is finely detailed and the
props are outstanding One has the
senae of a genuine English country
cottage.

Faults are few and far between.

The opening seems a bit slow, and
noisy scene changes break the
mood at times. Heeden and Temple
certainly are not middle-aged - a

.fact accentuated by an intimate
theater It hardly matters, howev-
er, because the play's ideals are so
powerful, and both performers un-
derstand that satire reveals the

truth most effecUvely when it
flows from characters and situa-

tions, not artificial funny business.

The last round of thi season';
Quest for Excellence took place at
the Fisher Theatre Jan. 8. Sixteen

finalists competed for $5,000 and
$2,000 awards in each of three cat-
egories: pop, jazz and elassical.

This event has become a tradi-
tion here in recent years, attract-
ing many impressive and talented
artists from Michigan and sur-
roun€ling areas.

It was sponsored by WJR radio
with Mike Whorf as emcee. He has
been instrumental in promoUng
this series in past seasons

When writing about an event of
this nature, I find myself invari-
ably facing some dilemmas. To be-
gin, it doesn't seem appropriate to
emphasize flaws of individual per-
formers, especially those who
failed to win a prize.

It may be equally inappropriate
to publicly criticize the determina-
tion of the judges, who have a diffi-
cult task, which doesn't lend itself
to scientific criteria. In the past
the impressive talent of the partici-
pants nude it easier accentuate
the posiove

THIS TIME, however, I find
my,elf unable to conceal my gro-
disappotatment While clailcal
mulic w- once the mole category
for the nail, at Orchoitn Hall, it
was nearly extlnct this time. Not

only was classical music diluted
among two other categories, but it
was done so 00 unequal terms.

Among the 16 contestants, there
were eight in the pop category and
only four in the jazz and classical.
Moreover, two of the classical se-
lections were hardly distinguish-
able from the other categories I
wouldn't have guessed their "clas-
Iical" designation on my own.

It can be argued, of course, that
other forms of music are u legiti-
mate u classical or even more so.

Admittedly, there is no good reply
to such an argument.

I can't even provide scientific
proof that the music of Bach is su-
perior to that of Madonna or Mt-
chael Jackson or the elusively im-
mortal Elvis Pressley I am con-

THIS ISN 7 a personal condem-
nauon of any individual contestant
All of the participants are doubt-
less sincere and I truly hope that
they succeed in their endeavors.

The promoters of this event,
however, should live up to their
professional goal of "Quest for Ex-
cellence " It is true that non€lami-

cal art appeals to a larger Begment
of the masses and emphalizing this
is the easier and, probably, more
profitable path.

But if mass appeal is to be the
primary consideration, them the
name of the Beries should be i
changed to Quest for Medlocrity.

The root• of commercial architee-
turecan be traced back to the ind-

trial revolution and tall office build-

ing; of the late 19th century The of-
fAces, u vertical symbols of civic
and business pride, facilitated trans-
actions of supply and demand

Then came Henry Ford who
changed the architectural profile of
buslness and industry with the as-
sembly Line, the automobile and con-
sequent spread of commercial en-
terprise acroo the countryside in a
horizontal fashion. Our mobility en-
hanced a competiUve market and an
architecture that was designed to
capture the eye of pa-ing motorists.

Architect Robert Venturi, in his
book, "Complexity and Contradic-
Uon in Architecture," defends the ar-
chitectural diversity of Main Street
and the highway as reflective of a
mass-constiming society satiated by
visual detectable. Venturi further

explains in his book an architecture
that has become a visual reflection
of our laissez faire ideals.

On ,ome of the commercial corn-

don in Oakland and Wayne counties
are buildings that reflect the needs
of aggressive, yet visually mensiuve,
entrepreneurs who have sought a
commercial image that utisfies
their individual tastes while. at the

same Ume, oerving the concerns of
business productivity.

John Milanowski, owner of J&M
Reproduction in Troy, planned his
building by taking into consideration
the interior specifications that would
best serve a productive climate for
his growing business and 60 employ-
ees. Solving these requirements, he
presented them to Troy architects
Straub Associates who designed and
engineered the building.

The 35,000-square-foot structure
has an office appearance that belies
its mechanical assembly function.
Two sides of the building are clad in
dark tinted glass, held in place with
black metal mullions that together
lend visual continuity to the facade.
One of the sides has three baylike
projections that step Out, from the
front to the back, culminaUng at the
entrance.

Accessibility laws toughened WHY IS STONEBR]l,Gr SU HA HUGE SUCCESS ?

Ramps on building entrances, eleva-
ton instead of escalators, extra wide

stalls in pubhc restrooms - handi-
capper accessibility is as important as
ever.

At a recent seminar sponsored by the
Building Owners and Managers Associa-
Uon in Troy, attorney Jeffrey Supowit, of
the Detroit firm Mager, Monahan, Don-
aldson & Alber, told builders and archi-

tects they must be more careful than
ever when it comes to handicapper ac-
cessibility with the federal Fair Housing
Amendments Act that goes into effect
March 13

Under the law, certain multiple-fami-
ly dwelling» first occupied after March
13 will be subject to radically new re-
quirements, he said.

The act requires all ground floor units
be handicap accessible in buildinp of
four or more units. In buildings with ele-
vaton, all units must be handicap acces-
mime.

There areseveral cornmon misconcep-
tions about the new laws, he uid, includ-

ing the belief it applies to only subsidled
housing, or that it applies only to apart-
ments

"It applies to condominiums, too." he
Mid

"Accessible," Supowit maid, "il not the
ume u barrier-free, which the building
industry is already familiar with"

"You have to be careful - that in-

grab bars, and kitchem and bathrooms
allowing wheelchair maneuverability

The Department of Housing and Ur-
ban Development is working on specific
guidelines that are expected soon, he
said. Preliminary guidelines were re-
leased in January 1990 and are currently
under review but have not been adopted.

Until they are, the legislation provides
that buildings that meet the American

National Standards Institute specifica-
tions - extremely strict requirements
- will be deemed as meeting the re-
quirements of the act.

"It provides builders with a safe har-
bor "

There are a few exceptions to the new
regulabons, he said, most notably, town-
houses. "Some have referred to this as

the townhouse creation act."

Townhouses are exempt because the
unit is not on one floor, he said, although
townhouses within elevator building, are

Contrary to what one might suppose,
the Paralyzed Veterans of America was
not completely in agreement with the
act - one large consideration being the
costs of the act.

"This is not be a law about housing ac-
cessibility, it's not a law about disability
- it's a law about providing housing for
people with a disability," Beasley said

The act is necessary, he maid. In 1989,
there were 400,000 multiple family units
built - 89 percent were walk-ups that
would be covered under the new act.

WHEN IT COMES to handicap acres-
sibility, the two most abused areas are
kitchens and the baths. he uid. HUD's

proposed guidelines generally require
the addition of space to these areas, but
that's not always the solution
