ademic needs, said Tom Tattan, ex-

ecutive director for secondary edu-
caUon.

"WE ARE NOT proposing a
paint and fix-up but a total restruc-
turing of middle school education,"
said Pat Patton, Lowell Middle

School principal. "We are truly
looking at all elements of our
school day. We feel it's important
that we have a vision. We can no

longer deliver just the basics. We
need to go beyond that."

Plymouth-Canton is looking at
ways to create "a school within a
school" to do a better job of meet-
ing students' needs.

Specific recommendations will
be presented to the board in early
March after teachers and adminis-

trators refine the proposal.
Trustee Les Walker said he sees

"a big community relations job
ahead of us." He asked whether

that's something staffers have con-
sidered.

Parents have participated in
study sessions, and further efforts
will be made to inform parents
