A recall petition wn not filed
against Comminioner Mary Childs,
because she has led a "long and dis-
tinguished career in the city of
Plymouth," McAnnich said. "She is
retiring and we didn't want to blem-
ish her career with a recall at this

stage "
Plymouth Concerned Citizens,

joined by Canton Township, filed an
injunction this week charging that

the airport authority, by state law,
needs approval from, Canton, the
host community.
