From lost lawsuit

Plymouth city commissioners are
trying to recover more than $200,000
paid by the city to settle a 1989 judg-
ment against the city

The commission voted unanimous-
ly on Monday to hire Southfield at-
torney Mike Yockey to represent the
city in an effort to hold responsible

the parties who gave the city legal -

advice on how to pursue the Talbot
judgment

In that judgment, the state Court
of Appeals upheld a $145,921 settle-
ment to former city building inspec-
tor Ed Talbot, who said he was
wrongly fired

The city hired an outside law firm
to advise it on the matter, which
could have been settled for $11,000
in 1986

From that firm — Cummings
McClorey, Davis and Acho of Livo-
nia — and from the Michigan Munic-
ipal Risk Management Association,
the city wants to recover the money
paid as a result of the judgment and
legal fees sparked by the case

The average Plymouth homeown-
er — with a house valued at $100,000

paid an extra $40 in taxes in De-
cember 1989 for the Talbot settle
ment

That month, newly elected city
commissioner John Vos said. "I feel
that the voters who elected me to the
city commission want some answers
and they are very upset over the fact
that they have to pay off this judg
ment on their tax bills "

Vos echoed that sentiment Tues
day ‘It was unfair (that taxpayers)
had to be taxed to effectuate pay
ment of the judgment

‘I don't anticipate the filing of any
pleadings in the immediate future
Yockey said “T'll start chatting with
various people about means of re
covery (to) see if it can be resolved
short of litigation

At least for now, the runway is
clear for Plymouth and Plymouth
Township to continue their effort to
buy and run Mettetal Airport.

Wayne County Circuit Judge
Richard Kaufman ruled Wednes-
day that Plymouth and Plymouth
Township "“are acting under the
code and not the (Community Air-
port Authority) act, and therefore
may pursue’’ efforts to buy and op-
erate the airport.

Kaufman then threw out the in-
juction filed by Canton and other
opponents of the Plymouth-Plym-
outh Township effort to buy and
run the airport located in Canton

In filing an injunction Jan. 22,
Canton and the group Plymouth
Concerned Citizens charged Plym-
outh and Plymouth Township with
“conspiring to purchase a small
private recreational airport in
Canton” without seeking approval
from Canton’s elected officials,

The raging fight over Mettetal
Airport has sparked a public plea

The current wave of patriotism
prompting the display of the Ameri-
can flag also could result in some in-
stances of improper display.

For instance, although the flag
may be displayed 24 hours a day, it
should be properly illuminated at
night. If the flag is to be flown dur-
ing bad weather it should be made of
an all-weather material.

The protocol is established by the
Federal Flag Code enacted as Public
Law 94-344 by the 94th Congress on

July 7, 1976.
- Among the items of protocol spec-
ified include:

‘@ It is the universal custom to

the flag in the open only
ffom sunrise to sunset. When a patri-
stic effect is desired, the flag may be
displayed 24 hours daily if properly
illuminated during the hours of dark-
ness

® The flag should not be dis-
yed on days when the weather is
unless an all-weather flag is

“=‘® The flag should not be draped
g:-m.mm«ma.
) or of a railroad train or boat.
‘When displayed on a car the flag
should be fixed firmly to the chassis
or clamped to the right fender.

® No other flag or pennant should

aQ

be placed above or, if on the save
level, to the right of the American
flag.

® The flag of the U.S. should beat
the center and at the highest point of
the group when a number of flags of
states or localities or pennants of so-
cieties are grouped and displayed
from staffs.

® The American flag shouild be
hoisted first and lowered last.

® When flags of two or more na-
tions are displayed, they are to be
flown from separate staffs of the
same height and should be of ap-
proximately equal size. Internation-
al usage forbids the display of the
flag of one nation above that of an-
other in time of peace.

@ When displayed horizontally or
vertically against a wall or in a win-
dow, the union should be uppermost
and to the flag's own right (the ob-
server’s left).

® The flag should never be used
as a covering for a statue or monu-
ment.

® When flown at half-staff, the
flag should first be hoisted to the
peak for an instant and then lowered
to half-staff and before it is lowered .
