Move over Better Business Bu-
reau, Canton's chamber of com-
merce has a better idea

The chamber acts as mediator in

disputes between Canton residents
and businesses, as well as business-
es with gripe about other business-
es, said Tim Ford, director of the
chamber consumer relations bu-
reau.

Ford recently received a letter
from a Canton resident who com-

plained that there was more crab
grass than healthy blades in sod
that was laid. "I would like the

money back, and they can have
their crab grass," the resident
wrote.

The story took a turn when Ford
learned the resident bought the
cheaper grade used sod instead of
new sod

Another case involved a man
who took two pairs of pants to a
dry cleaners for alterations. When
he got the bill, he thought it was too
high

If a consumer has a

'I called around to other tailors

and found that the dry cleaners
was not charging more than its
competitors," Ford said. "He
should have found out how much it

THE CHAMBER is a local an-

swer to other more popular con-
sumer advocate groups

The Canton chamber fields be-

tween three and four calls for help
monthly And it boasts a "success
rate of between 80 and 90 percent,"
Ford said. What makes the resolu-
tion a success?

'Both parties walk away feeling
like they've won, Ford said

Important by-products of the
system are to keep disputes out of
court and to maintain a good rap-
port between consumers and busl-
nessmen.

If a consumer has a complaint,
then we try to mediate. W& get
both sides of the story and try to
get a result that's agreeable to both
parties."

In another case, a woman told
the chamber that her sprinkler sys-
tem was broken within one year af-
ter it was installed and the repair
should be covered by her warranty.
It turned out the company the
woman hired to plow her snow
broke the sprinkler

Just like in divorce cases, Ford

said, there are always two sides to
stories "People have a nasty habit
of telling you what they want you
to know That's human nature, I

guess

SIX YEARS AGO, the chamber
played a role in forcing a television
repairman, with numerous con-
sumer complaints, to close shop

Before the repairman went out
of business. Ford said. he went to

the owner and asked if he planned
to pay his chamber membership
dues. When the owner said 'no,
Ford took a blade and scraped the
chamber sticker off the door

The chamber went further and

told the owner that the township
would join in prosecution for theft
by conversion charges The owner
closed shop

The last I heard he was doing
business out of his house in Plym-
outh," Ford said

And there are complaints the
chamber won't touch at all, be-

cause the committee isn't equipped
to investigate "Like, a complaint
about a doctor who didn't diagnose
an illness I tell those people to call
an attorney
