'And why do FAA, state and Plymouth officials
continue to insist there are no expansion plans
when Mr (Edward) Phillips letter, along with any
number of documents uncovered by the Plymouth
Concerned Citizens, clearly suggest that expan
st on is being considered' '

Yack and the concerned citizens oppose efforts
backed by the majority of Plymouth city commis-
sioners and Plymouth Township trustees to seek
federal and state money to buy the Canton air-
port Canton trustees last year voted against un-
dertaking such an effort

YACK'S COMMENTS came nearly a week af-
ter Ann Arbor city councilman Kurt Zimmer
warned Plymouth residents that once the FAA
gets involved with Mettetal, it will push for ex-
pansion and not respect the wishes of local gov-
ernment officials
