Some busirresses want to move into va
rant city storefronts, but a too-stnngent
city regulation is keeping them out. some
business people are saying

New businesses that lack sufficient on-
site parking must pay thousands of dollars
for "parking credits ' required by the city,
as customers must park cars in an already
existing city lot or on the street.

But because downtown businesses tradi-
tionally have less on-site parking, the cost
of parking credits has been enough to keep
out some businesses that could help down-
town. say some business people
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kKeeping businesses out of Piymouth

City .Manager Steve Walters, who is re
viewing city parking ordinances, said an
easing of parking credit requirements is
possible  The price per credit is part of the
issue."be said

As an example, some business people cite
the restaurant that wanted to move into the
space formerly occupied by Computer
Time, next to the Penn Theater.

They said the restaurant would have had
to pay $80,000 in parking credits, so the
owner backed out and the site remains emp-

tyPAT PL'LKOWMK, a Realtor with the
Patrician Group, said the city’s demand of
payment for parking credits has discour-
ag” business growth for years.

downtown a lift

Plans for the citys first street
cafe are moving along, as city plan-
ners approved il in concept” last
week

And plans for at least one more
street cafe are in the works, as Box
Bar owner Giip Falcusan said he
hopes to open a street cafe this sum-
mer

Final approval of the Penniman
Deli plan will be considered by plan-
ning commissioners at the March 11
meeting

The effort to win approval for the
cafe IS "moving along, ”said Penni-
man Deli owner Russ Webster if fi
nal approval for the outdoor cafe
happens as expected in March, he
plans to open it by early May

The cafe, on a temporary deck
across the sidewalk from the deli,
would seat hopefully 20 or 25.”
Webster said

Some city officials and business
leaders see the creation of outdoor
cafes as a creative way to rejuven-
ate interest in downtown Plymouth,
which has suffered some recent
store closings

According to a review of the plan
by the city’s planning consultant.
Carlisle As”™iates Inc of Ann Ar-
bor, the 10-by-26 foot deck would be
constructed within the parking lane
of Penniman avenue ”

Box Bar owner Chip Falcusan usu-
ally serves burgers and beer, but be

Falcusan an-
nounced plans to create an outdoor

‘S Spielberg, Falcusan said, |
don‘t know if (commissioner) Jim
Jabara has any Hollywood aspira-

Saying the letter from ‘Coleman
Young" urged that the Box Bar out-
door cafe should be built in Detroit.
Falcusan added. ‘Could this possibly
be a plot against downtown (Plym-
outh) creativity"™"

I ve had ideas along this line (for
ihe Box Bar) for quite some time,”
Falcusan said

But after talking with Webster
about his proposed cafe and attend-
ing a downtown development author-
ity meeting where the plan was dis-
cussed, it made it seem likely to
proceed wi(h such a project. " he
said

Falcusan declined to be specific
about his plans, but an architect has
been preparing drawings to present
to city officials

I’'m trying to anticipate and cov-
er all the bases.” he said. “l have
been working very hard on this."”

The planner recommended ap-
proval of th" Penniman Deli plan,
pending a wr'tten agreement be
tween the j and the deii for the
deli's use of the space the deck will
occupy

The planner also recommended
that Webster provide information on
signs, lighting and storage of outdoor
furniture, and that the city engineer
review traffic safety issues

Planning commissioner David
Pugh sought final approval of the
site plan, but a majority supported
approval "in concept, ” pending fur-
ther review

Artley to run for state rep

Though be isn't saying much. Da-
vid Artley is poised to run for state
representative — possibly lo a new
Canton district

The 46-year-old Canton resident
and current president of the Plym-
outh-Canton school board Is testing
the waters. Artley, a Republican, is
talking to friends and other political
insiders about a campaign. He may
challenge the popular Democratic
incumbent, James Kosteva.

"Tm looking at the options,” was
ArUey’s reply to a query this week.

I"e isn’t the only one looking. Like
other potential candidates, Artley is
awaiting redistricting plans under
consideration in Lansing.

THE POTENTIAL for a new Can-
ton district is likely to whet some po-
litical appetites.

"l could easily see three or four
Democrats challenging Jim (Kos-
teva) in a primary. | could see S4
Republicans,” said one observer

‘Redistricting generally does en-
courage people to run,” said Kos-
teva, first elected in 1984.

He said he isnt overly concerned
about district boundary lines. Kos-
teva, a Canton resident, will seek re-
election.

"Irrespective of what the district
boundaries are, my re-election lies
in the hands of voters of the dis-
trict,” he said.

A three-judge panel appointed by
the state Supreme Court is consider-
ing plans to revise Michigan’s legis-
lative districts. A decision is expect-
ed soon.

Two of eight proposals the judges
are reviewing — one from state

Democrate and one from Republi-
cans —have Canton in a single state
house district The township is split
between Kosteva and Republican
Rep Georgina Goss, whose district
also includes Northville and the
Plymouths.

Goss, a freshman elected last No-
vember, said she is a bit nervous
about the redistricting plans. She,
too, will seek re-election. She theor-
ized earlier this week thal she would
keep a smaller portion of Canton.

"Nobody knows,” she added.

Avrtley’s current school board term
runs through 1993 In 1991, he decid-
ed against running for state repre-
sentative. But he declared last May:
"l think a year from now I'm going
to run because | already made the
decision."

Artley was less forthcoming this
week, saying he preferred to await
the redistricting verdict before an-
nouncing anything.

In fact, a county elections official
said candidates for the legislature
are being asked not to circulate
nominating petitions until districts
boundaries have been decided.

Artlgy said be is strongly opposed
to the legislature-approved school
finance reform, which has reduced
aid to wealthier districts, like Plym-
outh-Cailtbn, and increased funding

to poor schools

"I think the priorities of the state

by men. 4 percent by women

In the computer field, the work force is 69 percent
male and 3L percent female Other sciences are
overwhelmingly male - 79 percent versus 21 percent

Amicrocosm of the situation exists in Plymouth-Can
ton Community Schools, were some classes are almost
exclusively male or female It's a problem that greatly
concerns Harold Gaertner Plymouth-Canton director of
vocational education

We have long recognized that this has been a prob-
lem If you look at some of what | would consider out-
standing cutting edge high technology programs, you
will find for the most part they're populated by boys |
know that just by walking in classrooms.” said
Gaemter adding that courses in computer design, elec-
tronics and automation and robotics are nearly exclu-
sively male

Tm really disappointed in that because those are the
kinds of programs that will lead young people into the
real jobs of the future." he said

I'm afraid many young ladies are missing out on
outstanding opportunities We don't know what to do
We re frustrateid,’ said Gaertner

While male-female enrollment in some areas —such
as culinary arts and marketing — is evening, others
such as cosmetology, child care and nursing remain pre-
dominantly female

Teachers and counselors have tried to get the mes-
sage across that all vocational education classes are
open to both sexes

Our counselors are very sensitive to the problem,
but students get the final say as to what classes they
take, and that seems to be the way it falls out." said
Gaertner

ONE OF FRANK PAVIA'S electronics classes has 13
students  all male

In fact, says Pavia, of the high schools' seven elec-

Medical arts vocational technician Judith Malson. a
licensed practical nurse, says more males have enrolled
in her classes at Canton High School the past few years
But peer pressure is still a factor, she says

I think there's been a perception that it's not macho
to study nursing .Nursing usually has always been a
women's field, but it's getting to be more and more
men, "she said

Nursing assistant student Ashima Bahl. a Cantcwijen-
lor. says two of her friends are bucking peer pressure ih
their mostly male classes One is studying engineering
and drafting and plans to become an engineer

A SECOND IS the only girl in her shop class "She
said her first semester was hell," said Bahl "Some of
the guys told her stuff like, You better get out of here '
They'd step on her heels and kick her So some of it is
the guys, not just the teachers"

Salem junior Renee Jeffers, also a nursing assistant
student, says she'd like to see perceptions change "But |
think a lot of girls are hesitant to take classes like auto
mechanics because it will be mostly guys TheyTl be
looked down on; guys will be wondering why they are in
there It's kind of intimidating."

GAERTNER SAYS teachers are doing all they can,
but are fighting against strong cultural influences
stemming from the media, peer pressure, and societal
expectations

"Really the saddest thing as far as I'm concerned is
that girls are simply opting out of choice career areas
that will be available in the future We re talking about
clean, technological work like robotics, where things
seem to be heading

The problem with that is that later on in life, this
tends to work against the gals because they seem to be
encouraged to pursue those occupational areas that are
less rewarding both in personal satisfaction as well as in
finances."

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Cops catch, charge driver Statistics show female disadvantage

An Incident that began with a
larceny report in Dearborn Heighta
and ended up with a rolled over ve-
hicle in Canton has a Taylor man in
Jail

Peter Crm, II, of Taylor was ar-
raigned on charges of receiving
stolen property over 1100 and flee-
ing police Feb. 14. He is being held
in lieu of $5,000 cash bond and
scheduled for examination In 21st
District Monday.

At 5:52 a.m.. Garden City offi-
cers spotted a pick-up truck head-
ing west on Fo” that matched the
description and license plate of a
vehicle that was involved In a lar-
ceny at Ford and John Daly in
Dearborn Heights.

After the overhead lights and
siren were activated on the patrol
unit, officers said the truck didn't
stop and accelerated.

Westland police became in-
volved near Wildwood after the
truck, which carried three white
males, continued west on Ford.

Garden City police officer Craig
Sylvester reported the driver of the
truck veered his vehicle at the pa-

trol car twice as they traveled west
of Wayne Road

Westland police officers estimat-
ed their speed between Newburgh
and Hix at 65 miles per hour

"THE CARS traveled at moder-
ate speeds. | wouldnt be specific
about the speed.” said Garden City
police commander Michael Bertha
“We didn't chase the vehicle We
followed him with the lights on. He
disregarded it”

The vehicles continued west-
bound across the overpass until of-
ficers said the truck veered right
and intentionally hit a second pick-
up truck.

The suspect vehicle then rolled
over near Ford and Hannan in Can-
ton Township. Officers said the
three occupants were thrown from
the truck. All three ran northbound
and two were arrested by Westland
officers. The third suspect was not
apprehended.

Cruz, who told officers he was
the driver, and a second Taylor
man, 18, were transported to Gar-
den City Hospital by Canton res-
cue.

HERE’S A MOVE to turn nmoiman Ave-
nue into a two-way streeeln downtown
Plymouth. _

The theory behind it is that people are
deterred from coming downtown to s p  money
because Penninman is one way aqd leads out (f
town, funnelling traffic onto what eventually be-
comes North Territorial Highway.

We don't buy the the<H7.

The basic assumption is wrong. That assump-
tion is that people drive by a store and somehow
see a painting, a pair of shoes or a snow shovel in
a window; they then slam on their brakes and
stop and buy the item.

People just don’t do that for most items. Ice
cream yes, but not shoes. And that’s especially
true in Plymouth, where people are attracted to
the downtown area because of its quaint nature.

WHEN FOLKS come to Plymouth, they usual-

ly come for a reason, they come to spend time.
They’re not going to be deterred by a one-way
street

Then there’s the problem with changing traffic
patterns. Ask police officers, and they1l tell you
that there’s a period of adjustment aft®- a stop
sign is added or a street goes fnmi being one way
to two ways or from two ways to QMeway.

We'd envision some problems on Penniman, if
the change is made.

The move to make the street two way comes
at a point when there are some vacancies in
Plymouth’ business district. We suspect that
adds weight to the two-way street argument.

However, the vacancies are being caused by
the weak economy. If people dont have money to
spend, it’s not going to matter which way the
streets go.

Let’s just hope cooler heads prevail at city hall
and Penniman is left as is.

Metro area needs better roads

ichigan roads once were the envy of
visitors — well-planned, well-built
and well-maintained.

M And although our public transpo”-

tion has lagged behind other major metropolitan
areas, it existed.

No more. Although our road system still goes
to all the right places, and even includes the
great, still-new 1-6M freeway, our older roads
are crumbling, from block-long subdivision
streets to cross-town mile roads.

And suburban Detroit will become the nation’s
largest metro area without a regional public
transportation system at the end of next month
unless a $7.7 million shortfall is made up.

Not only 35,000 commuters whodep” on the
SMART suburban bus system, but area motor-
ists, too, would benefit from the funds that an
increase in the state fuel tax could provide. It’s a
hike that could revitalize chewed up roads and
keep buses running.

But Gov. John Engler has a double standard
when it comes to (Mending what be will and
won't do. He doesn't mind cutting funds to aadst

pOer people during bard times — to balance the
budget. But as for raising the fuel tax to improve
our roads and keep public transportation afloat,
he calls into play the®«conomy; . with so
many Michigan tuminea already struggling to
make ends meet — now is not the time.”

NOW IS EXACTLY the time.

Prices at the pump are low. The state’s infras-
tructure is crumbli®. And people without cars
who are skilled or lucky enough to still have a job
must have a way to get to work.

Roads are the responsibility of local munici-
palities, counties or the Michigan Department of
Transportation.

Your life and the life of your car are at risk
when you travel a crumbling road.

Neighborhood motorists do everything they
can to avoid two-block-long Appleriiige Trail in
an otherwise well-endowed West Bloomfield
subdivision. The 25-year-old road jiggles the
underpinnings out of your car and hiu been the
scene of walkers falling on the uneven pavement
where the patchwork meets what is 1~ of the
original road.

Affecting many ntore people, Plymouth Road
through western Wayne County has been in need
of major repair for the last 10-15 years — yet
has received just minor patchwork.

Local cities and villages are working around
the elUnination of federal revenue sharing, vol-
untary and required miilage rollbacks aM this
year’ assessment freeze.

LOCAL ROAD AGENCIES receive transpor-
tation funds at the same level as in IOM. Our
cars are more fuel-efficient, so revenue drops
even as.traffic increases.

The Oakland County Road Commission reports
425 more miles of road than in 1N4 when the
last fuel tax hike was implemented. They are
trying to maintain them srith the same number
of employees and trucks.

Althou”™ new federal money will be available
for new construction, there must be a 20 percent
local match. It is doubtful that Wayne and Oak-
land counties are going to have those kinds of
matching funds.

People, even in a down economy, recognize
real needs and are willing to pay for them.

A statewide fuel tax hike is tolerable because
it targets those who use ths roads rsgardleas of
where they live. It is tolerable because riding oa
carcd-for roads dicressea the wear and tear on
cars. It is tolerable because even those who drive
know how difficult getting around is for those
who don't.

THAT STRA”E sound you have
been bearing in the background for
tbe past few weeks is nothing more
than the spring rustle of the seasonal
Pander.

Often seen at the very beginning
of spring in election years.

Don’t mess with the press in court

IF YOU WANT to see how our
(koBtitution works, don’t look b the
courtroom Detroit Recorder’s
Pourt Judge Vera Massey Jones.
-YouTl come away disappointed —
and maybe a little scared.

It was b Massey Jones’ court last
week that the I"al process went
haywire, having been short-circuited

‘deliberately by thb heretofore re-
spected judge.
- Massey Jones b presiding over the
"trial of Detroiter Cassandra Ruther-
*ford, who b charged with assault b
-the beating of Joanne Was of Farm-
ington Hills during the Freedom
'Festival fireworks dispby b June
1991

Of course, most people know that
"thb trbl b more than an event
where a judgment of a simple as-
Hult case will be made. Smiliar
cases are being beard b courtrooms
across metropolitan Detroit without
.much attention being paid by the
-pubUc.
But because of the prbcipab b
. the Rutherford trial —or, more sig-
nificantly, where they live and the

different shade of their skins —thb
trial has drawn press attention on a
large scale, and the public b reading
and watching.

THE TRIAL b the stuff of which
sensational journalism b made. It
shapes up as a crumbling, Uwless
city versus the comparatively af-
fluent and safe suburbs.

And with the addition of defense
attorney Cornelius Pitb to thb bub-
bling brew, it b unfortunately turn-
ing bto an ugly bbek-versus-white
issue wib all the makings of a real
rachl monster.

Enter Judge Massey Jones, who
cbims she just wants to maintain
courtroom decorum and ensure a
fair trial for Cassandra Rutherford,
b so doing, though, the good judge
has effectively slammed the door on
an open court, while trampling on
some very basic Coqatitntional
rights.

Massey Jones, wieiding a judge’s
iron fist, decreed Feb. IS that re-
porters may not take notes b her
courtroom. Note-taking would be too

MASSEY JONES did wrong —
and the Michigan Court of Appeab
would seem to back ns on that M te-
ment. We’re happy to note that the
Coifft of Appeab ruled Tuesday that

note-taking must be allowed during
the trial.

We’re dbappobted, though, that
Massey Jones’ ban on still pbotogra-
pfay will stand.

Massey Jones should go to her
room and read the UA. Constitution,
especially the part that guarantees a
free press. It wouldnt hurt her to
check out the Fourth Amendment
protections against unreasonable
search and seizure.

.Massey Jones has no business
batching plots that result b cloabg
the peoples’ courtroom to the peo-
ples’ representatives —the men and
women of the press.

It b a public court and the public
needs to know, baa every right to
know, the facts b thb case. The
press, of course, b the way for the
public to be informed of the conduct
and outcome of public trials.

No, b our opinion, it isn’t the jour-
nalists who need to be controlled b
Massey Jones’ courtroom. But de-
fense attorney Cornelius Pitts, who
impresses us as a bully b expensive
suits, needs to be cut down a notch or
two.

ANN ARBOR clarinetist. John Mohler, a mem-
ber of the Plymouth Symphony since 1M2, is
guest soloist for Aaron Copland's “Concerto For
Clarinet And String Orchestra "

“The music is so delightful, a mil of the roman-
tic and a concerto, Copland wrote for Benny
Goodman,” said Linda Alvarado, publicity chair
for the Plymouth Symphony Society.

Over the years Shakespeare’s play, a tragedy
about two star-crossed lovers, prom”ed compos-
ers to write more than 10 operas and many sym-
phonic works, songs and ballets, among ltem
Leonard Bernstein’s, "\West Side Story.”

The orchestra begins the evening with modem
Russian compose. Serge Prokofiev’s "Romeo and
Juliet Suite No. 2.”

“The Prokofiev, critics acclaimed this one of
the best ballets.” Alvarado said.

Prokofiev composed the ballet scores, two w-
chestral suites and a piano version in 1935. how-
ever, it was through his orchestral suites that the
three act ballet became as classic as Tchaikov-
sky’s, “The Nutcracker,” "Swan Lake,” and “The
Sleeping Beauty."

COPLANDS CLARINET concerto featunng
Mohler brings hot Jan elements in the second se-
lection. center stage Goodman commissioned
Copland to create the concerto for him in 1941

“Because he (Benny Goodman) was so good, be
could play anything, and Copland made him play
it,” said John Mohler who is chairman of the Wind
and Percussion Instruments Department at the
University of Michigan School of Music in Ann
Arbor.

Composed in two-movement form and connect-
ed by a cadenza for the clarinetist, the work is
demanding on the soloist.

“The opening is a very slow introductioo. and
very lyrical. Then it goes into a cadenza where
the clarinetist plays all but three of the next nine
pages. It’s a very demanding opening section.”
Mohler said.

Copland’s use of fast hot Jazz elements in the
second movement opened the way for American
composers incorporating Jazz into symphonic mu-
sic, the last half of the 20th century.

“It’s extremely rhythmical,” Mohler said. “It’s
very exciting and it’ a very popular concerto for
that reason.”

Mohler studied with Philadelphia orchestra
clarinetist, Ralph McLane at the Curtis Institute
of Music in Philadelphia Later studies with Wil-
liam Stubbins and William Revelli at the Univer-
sity of Michigan earned him recognition as the
first recipient of the Doctor of Musical Arts de-
gree in Wind Instrument Performance.

“It became increasingly necessary for schools
to hire in the direction of the performer,” Mohler
said. “Up until this time there were doctorate de-
grees in music history and music theory but not
music performance.”

Mohler Joined the faculty at the University of
Michigan in 1962, the same year he rejoined the
Plymouth Symphony after a two year hiatus.

He also taught at Intarlochaa Natloaal Music
Camp. Drake University, Brevard Music Center,
and Cumberland Forest Music Camp.

Mohler performed as guest soloist with the
Philadelphia Orchestra. Toledo Concert Band and
as a recitalist at Ohio State University, Toledo
University, Temple University, Macomb County
Community CoU”, University of North Carolina
and International Clarinet Society conferences.
He is past president of the Society.

Mohler is clarinetist with the Umversity of
Michigan Reed Trio formed 1H years ago, which
performs for music students at local schools such
as Plymouth Salem High

“John Mohler is an outstanding clarinetist.”
said Alvarado.

CONCLUDING THE program is Peter
Tchaikovsky's “Romeo and Juliet Overture-Fan-
tasy.”

'chhaikovsky wrote the overture-fantasy, an in-
dependent concert piece, after French soprano
Desiree Artot broke their engagement to marry a
Spanish baritone.

The dramatic work ranges in content from
sweeping, ascending and descending violin runs to
agitation that builds tension and momentum until
a dirge for the dead lovers, and chorale end the
romantic era piece.

“Tbe music is outstanding. It will be refreshing
to sit back and listen,” Alvarado said.

their debts are all carried at a rela-
tively high interest rate. Their mort-
gage is at 10 percent, and aU of their
othw loans charge a higbho’ interest
than that. Their only interest deduc-
tion is their mortgage loan.

The couple is considering refi-
nancing their noortgage but are hesi-
tant because of the poesibility of a
move in five years. Paul asks, “Does
It make sense to refinance given the
up-front costs?”

Given the current interest rates,
they would likely recoup their costs
within the next three to four years
with current interest rates. In fact,
by consolidating their other debts
and borrowing additional money on
the home mortgage to pay off their
debts, they can substantially reduce
the interest costs of those debts. The
new interest rate would be lower,
and the interest paid would be fully
deductible, resulting in reduced In-
come taxes.

But if they roll these other loans
into their mortgage, we would sug-
gest that they take out a Ih-year
loan or else pay down a new SO-year
mortgage loan more rapidly by mak-
ing additional prind|* payments
each month. Their total debt pay-
ments will still be substantially re-
duced. It will result in an ability to
both increase their ssvinp in tMr

retirement plan and still have
enough cash flow to boy itenos that
are a high priority.

If Paul and Joan are serious shout
s move to s new home in five years
or less, they might even consider an
adjustable rate noortgage because
current rates on these mortgages are
even lower than on fixed rate mort-
gages. But if they might stay la their
current home longer, a flxed rate
would likely be the better choice.

The lack of wills or esUte plan is
troubling. But Paul said, “l am in the
process of reading "Write Your Own
Will,” and | hope to Write my own
soon.” While it is good for a cononm-
sr to have knowing of the concerns
to be reviewed whan preparing aa
estate ptIn or will, we do not ballevs
it is usually a good idea to write your
own will.

Ilgnoring problems: It's no solution

In the ongoing dialogne srith
some of the leaders in Japan, we
need to affirm that Americau, by
and large, work hard. However, the
emphasis is misplaced. We work
bard producing. Often, we do not
work hard evaluating.

Speaking for most of the institu-
tions of which | am acquainted, we
are too busy to evaluate. This is a
major failure. In this regard, we
have things to learn from the Japa-
nese system. As much u we know
about it, the Japanese manufactur-
ers work bard at evalnatioo. Fur-
thermore, the emphasis of this
evaluation is from tte bottom up.

How do we evaluate our society?
Long ago, | beard that the best way
to evaluate a society is by looking
at what happens in the edneation
system, the prison system and the
mental boepitali. This is evaluation
from the bottom up.

Some would add that we should
look at oar health care system in
this country. ‘This is fine. There is a
subtle difference in using this as-
pect of life for an evaluation of a
society. Many of the people who
are facing difficulty with adequate
health care at this time have some
political power.

THE UNEMPLOYED middle
clan, the old, are groups that can
bring pressure to bear upon poUU-
ciant.

"The number of people in pris-
ons has doubled in the last 10 years
in this nation. We are ahead of
South Africa in the percentage of
pet™le that we pot in JaUs and pris-
ons.

W see in our own state a con-
stant effort to build more piisoDS.
We have built so many that we do
not have Uie money to operate
them. Mental institutions are being
closed. Mental patients are being
put out on the street. \We witness
this more and more In the dty.

Many of thoee on welfare are ac-
tually mental patients. We need to
ask "How many of those who com-
mit crimes are actually mental pa-
tients?”

Industry ready
for recovery

More than a third of SSI general
building contractors and suhcontrac-
tors who responded to a recent sur-
vey by their state trade association
anticipate that their profits will de-
crease this year.

Forty-nine of the 137 who predict
a decrease expect that the bite will
be more than 10 percent

Additionally, 219 of the SSI con-
tractors and subcontractors respond-
ing to the survey repmted a de-
crease in work volume for the last
six months of 1991. More than half
reported a decline of more than 20
percent.

Forty-five percent of the contrac-
tors and subcontractors reported
that their cash flow situation is
worse than a year ago, S2 percent
better, the balance about the same.
> Only S6 percent of the contractors
‘and subcontractors who responded
said they would choose to make their
living in the construction industry if
they were starting out today.

The survey indicates to me that
we are at the bott«n of the recession
or slump. The recovery hasn't start-
ed yet, but when it comes, we are in
a very good position.”

That being the case, it won't take
much to stoke a fire in the building
business, DeMattia said.

"If Congress passes a housing
credit or the state a gas tax, you'll
see a lot of intoest by a lot of peo-
ple,” DeMattia said. “Pressure
groups are proliferating all over for
that” It is expected that increasing
the gas tax would spur highway con-
struction jobs.

“Office and industrial (construc-
tion) are down,” said John Fovenesi,
director of the construction services
group for Deloitte & Touche. “In-
frastructure is due to go up. How
much depends on Congressional in-
terest out there.”

DeMATTIA SAID he was encour-

A 4-Bch
strip of 2-ioch-wide masking tape
folded over so it sticks to itself with
the drill bit B the center does tbe
Job.

Clamp both boards with their edg-

es slightly batted together to the top '

of a pair of sawhorses. Clamp a met-
al straightedge as a guide so the saw
kerf falls exactly on the JoBt be-
tween the two boards.

If the edges still do not match
precisely, adjust the boards B their
damps and nsake a second or third
cut to cloae the gap. The raanlt will
be two straightrand true mating edg-
es that will prixluce a virtnally Bvi-
lible Joint.

e Mounting a piano-type hinge on
the edge of a piece of plywood can
be tricky because the drill bit for the
mountBg screw holes can eatoly be
deflected by a glue JoBt or a tough
knot Solve this problon by nailing a
144-inch thick pine reinforcement
strip-to the edge of the |riywood.
Punch the center marks and bore the
boles through the strip. It will sup-
port the drill bit and keep it straight
Remove the guide strip before in-
stalling the binge. This technique
also works for installing binges on
other delicate surfaces where a slip
might mar the finish.
