The average Plymouth house owner
will pay $40 less to the city in taxes this
year.

On Monday, the city commission ap-
proved a $5.2 million 1992-93 budget.
Thanks partly to an sssessment freeze
imposed by the siate government, and
to commissioners who decided to trim
taxes after the city won nearly $200,000
in a lawsuit, a general operating millage
reduction of .8 of a mill will be passed
on to taxpayers.

The action fulfills a campaign theme
commissioner John Vos IIT struck dur-
ing his first run for commission in 1989,
That year, a former employee success-
fully sued the city and taxpayers had to
pony up for legal costs.

Vos said the city had received bad
outside legal advice from Michigan Mu-
nicipal Risk Management related to
that suit. The ci', sought to recover the
judgment from that firm, and did so.

“Politicians blow a let of hot air in
their campaigns, this is one time théy
followed through,” Vos said, adding
commissioner Jerry Vorva also backed
the effort to recover the money.

“Because of Mr. Vos's actions, and
mine, we were able to pursue that,”
Vorva said from the commission dias.

The millage reduction means the av-
erage city taxpayer, with a $100,000
home assessed at $50,000 for taxes, will
pay $40 less in city taxes

The budget also calls for a 2-mill in-
crease for businesses and residents of
the downtown development district, to
pay for a downtown promotion program

While city manager Steve Walters
said the city hoped to keep residential
homeowners from paying the one-time
levy, “We were not legally able to do
80, he said

“There didn't appear to be any mech
anism to exclude them,” said Doug Mil
ler, mayor pro-tem. The levy was pro
posed by the downtown Jevelopment
authority

In touting the promotion program,
businessman and former mayor Jim
McKeon said downtown must compete
with shopping malls, which put togeth
er effective promotions

One resident of the downtown devel
opment district asked about the levy
described his reaction as “‘unprintable.”

Education system fouled,

So employers, he said, have com

pensated for a dearth of well-
trained workers by breaking up big
complex jobs into a bunch of small
easy jobs, “You can then displace
the worker with a machine,” Power
said, or you can find some poorly
skilled guys to do the small easy
jobs for peanuts, and they're usual-
ly found in Mexico

“The day of the low-skill, high-
wage job is over.”

Japanese and American employ-
ers both complain that there aren’t
enough job applicants with good ba-
sic skills, Power said. But the Japa
nese definition of “basic skills” is
so far ahead of the American defini-

tion that it includes knowledge of
advanced trigonometry and com-
puter programming.

Power called the popular Ameri-
can strategy of using poorly skilled
workers to do small easy jobs a “low
skill, low productivity, low wage’’
plan. He prefers a “high skills, high
productivity, high wage” system

To make that work, Power said
we should have greater cooperation
between employers and public
schools so high school graduates are
better prepared to tackle high-skill
J(Jhi_

That includes having more busi-
ness owners.on local school boards
and setting up apprentice programs
whereby kids can learn more on
their summer vacation than how to
flip hamburgers

As it is now, he continued, gov-
ermnment schools are too focused on
training kids for college.. Concomi-
tently, “the kids that aren’t going to
go to college . we throw them
away. We have a terrible school-to-
work transition system.”

Also, Power said American busi
nesses should invest more money in
employee training. All the Ameri-
can companies that are really com
petitive internationally do that, he
said

The changes Power recommends
can’t come from the federal or state
governments, he said — referring to
them as “Uncle Whiskers” and
“our geniuses in Lansing” respec
tively — but must be implemented
by local people. If his plan ever
reaches fruition, Power said, it will
take the form of a “series of alli
ances between local businesses and
schools.”

For instance, employers should
consider a job applicant’s grade
transcripts before hiring him or her
And voters should elect more busi-
ness owners to school boards

If we don't do what he recom
mends, Power said, the United
States will be the “world’s first ad-
vanced third-world country.”

Power is the chairman of Subur
ban Communications Corp., which
owns the Plymouth and Canton Ob
server Newspapers, which are
