Three years ago, an Oakland Uni
versity sociologY instructor noticed

'The female would describe body
image in terms of tranaformation,
lack, or need for improvement.

This was in contrast to male re-

sp<in.e. A re.ponse I have which
was typical of males was, 'tall, dark.
medium build. chest larger than
most, and I don't lift weight., it'. a
natural body build.' "

From that point, Haworth·
Ht,eppner decided to pursue the tu·
pic for her dismertation.

She hui)ea to receive her Ph.D from
Wayne State University based on
her research.
