“There have been quite a few in­
mates that have no special favors, 
they say, ‘Why would somebody tell a 
lie like that?’ ” Baylor said.

Still, the charges are being investi­
gated by a state Senate committee, as 
one guard has been suspended after

being charged with having sexual re­
lations with a woman inmate at 
Scott.

The relations, which allegedly took 
place inside the prison last summer, 
were by mutual consent, said Michi­
gan State Police Sgt. Bob Silva, who 
is investigating the incident.

The guard was arraigned Tuesday 
in 35th District Court on a charge of 
fourth-degree criminal sexual con­
duct, as such contact in a prison is 
illegal under state law. Judge James 
Garber entered a not guilty plea on

behalf of the guard, David J. Rose Jr. 
of Detroit.

Rose has been suspended and faces 
a maximum sentence of two years in 
jail and a $500 fine if convicted. He 
faces a second court date on the 
charge on Friday.

Jack Welborn, R-Kalamazoo, 
heads the Family Law, Criminal Law 
and Corrections Committee.

Awww, pass that fried 'nana sand­
wich, Priscilla.

True, the real Elvis Presley has 
passed on. But his stamp — the first 
issued by the U.S. Postal Service 
bearing Elvis’ likeness — made its 
appearance at noon Friday at the 
Penniman post office and at post of­
fices around the country.

About 25 people waited in line as 
clerks began issuing the stamp.

Among them were Chris Galli of 
Plymouth and daughter Sarah, 4.

“I’m buying them for her,” Galli 
explained.

“What’s that song? ‘Wise men 
say. . .’ When the record would stop 
she’d cry and you’d have to put it 
back on,” Galli explained, adding he 
planned to buy four sheets of the 
stamps.

Helen Street, who has knitted an 
Elvis quilt for her son Bill Gerth, also 
waited in line. “Oh, 111 get a block of 
stamps,” Street said, adding she was 
picking them up for her son, who was 
at work.

Postmaster John Mulligan said 
about 50,000 Elvis stamps were avail­
able for sale at both Plymouth post 
offices.

Mulligan said the postal service 
had scheduled Elvis impersonators to 
appear at some post offices, including 
Redford and Westland.

Plymouth didn’t get such a visit. “I 
wish I could have done more with it,” 
Mulligan said.

Several black and white shots of 
Presley were displayed around the 
Penniman post office, brought in by 
one of the postal clerks. Customers 
were allowed to buy as many Elvis 
stamps as they wanted.

Mulligan said the postal service ex­
pected to sell “a couple million” Elvis 
stamps in the next few days.

Hold on. If you’ve heard the ru­
mors, they’re not true. World Gym 
isn’t moving from Canton Township 
to the vacant Farmer Jack store on 
Main Street in Plymouth.

“I can assure you if, and when, we 
move it won’t be that building,” said 
owner Todd Renzi. “We looked at it.

The whole extent of it was we drove 
by it.”

When the Observer pumped Renzi 
for information Friday, he admitted 
that indeed World Gym needs room 
to expand. And it’s unlikely that will 
happen in their current building on 
Lilley Road.

The World Gym's current 10,500 
square feet needs doubling to accom­
modate the growing number of cli­

ents. But there doesn’t appear to be a 
rush to move. “A lot will depend on 
where we look into a place,” Renzi 
said.

Apparently rumors also flourished 
about the fitness center moving to the 
old Stroh warehouse next to the 
Plymouth Township municipal 
building on Ann Arbor Road.

“Where do these rumors come 
from?” asked Renzi, who said he

wants to keep World Gym in the 
Plymouth-Canton area.

The Farmer Jack building has been 
vacant since the store closed Dec. 3, 
1988. It is leased to Borman Inc., 
owners of the former Farmer Jack gro­
cery chain, now owned by A&P Co.

Farmer Jack leases the 16,855- 
square-foot building from owners 
Stanley Dickson Jr. and Thomas Po- 
marolli.

and November, and would contin­
ue reviewing the charges this 
month.

The charges have followed the 
switch-over of the prison, at Five 
Mile and Beck roads, from an all­
male to all-female prison. The 
process begun nearly two years 
ago was completed in May.

State Sen. Bob Geake, R- 
Northville, serves on the Senate 
committee that reviews charges 
made by prisoners.

“What we’ve been doing is re­
questing inform ation,” said 
Geake, a member of the Family 
Law, Criminal Law and Correc­
tions Committee.

At both the Scott Correctional 
Facility and the Florence Crane 
women’s prison in Coldwater, 
“For some time there have been 
allegations by women prisoners 
that they’ve been allegedly ha­
rassed or raped by male guards,” 
Geake said.

While some tend to question 
the credibility of allegations made 
by prison inmates, Geake said, 
“Every time that kind of allega­
tion is made it is investigated.”

The investigations can result in 
criminal charges. But often, a 
guard will be transferred.

"One issue for our committee is

whether it’s appropriate for male 
guards to supervise women,” 
Geake said, as the women use the 
toilet or take showers.

“The problem from a civil 
rights standpoint is that women 
guards are to have full access to 
male facilities,” he said, so male 
and female guards can have equal 
employment opportunity in the 
prison system.

“There’s no doubt in my mind 
we’ll continue to proceed to inves­
tigate this,” Geake said.

One instance presented to in­
vestigators involved a perform­
ance by a male rock group, ^hich 
included two members removing 
their shirts in a strip-tease at 
Scott.

Baylor said the corrections offi­
cer who hired the group was 
strongly reprimanded.

Did he think the postal service 
might issue another Elvis stamp? 
“We’re all in the business of 
keeping people satisfied,” he said.

Back at the Penniman post off­
ice, Annette Davis of Plymouth 
Township waited in line. “We’ve 
been real excited about this,” she 
said.

Davis said she planned to get 
some stamps framed for a great- 
nephew who was a stamp collec­
tor.

“It’s sort of a fuchsia-colored 
background so it’s going to look 
real good,” Davis said.

“I like Elvis; there’s never going 
to be another singer like him.”

Jim Demink of Plymouth, also 
waiting in line, said he wanted a 
block of stamps — about 40 — to 
complete “a time capsule; I’ll put 
it away for my grandchildren.”

Gary Schipper of Livonia, wait­
ing near the front of the line, 
planned to pick up $30 worth of 
Elvis stamps for wife Lillian and 
daughter Melissa. Did he think 
the stamp would eventually rise 
in value?

“I hope it does,” he said.
Not everyone in line was into 

the Elvis stamp mania.
“I’m just here to get stamps,” 

said Marty Kozik of Ypsilanti, 
who works in Plymouth.

The idea ia to en­
courage atudenta to eat five 
aervinga each day of fruit* and 
vegetable*, said Verna Lee 
Hill, food aervice director for 
Plymouth-Canton school*.

The “Give Me Five” or "Five 
a Day the Healthy Way” goal 
fits in with the U.S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture’s new Food 
Guide Pyramid. The pyramid 
ia a guide to daily food choices 
that recommends Americans 
eat a minimum of two fruits 
and three vegetables per day.

“I think it’s a good idea, 
’cause they’re (fruits and vege­
tables) good to eat. I like ’em a 
lot,” said Bird first-grader Mi­
chael Guray, 7.

The program will be kicked 
off in March, national nutri­
tion month. There’ll be a spe­
cial week for first-graders, com­
memorated with posters and 
stickers, and more fruit and 
vegetable choices in school caf­
eterias, Hill said.

“I always have fruit every 
time in my lunch box,” said 
Katie Anthony, 6, eating a ba­
nana in the Bird cafeteria. “I 
really like fruit more than junk 
food.”

Sharon Vinson, 6, was

Hill will kick off the program 
with the help of first-grade

“The goal is to have stu­
dents receive 30 percent or less 
calories from fat in their diet,” 
said Hill, who is employed by 
the Marriott Corporation and 
whose salary is reimbursed by 
the school district.

Breed said food service work­
ers will be making an effort to 
get to know students and en­

courage them to make wise' 
menu choices. “Cafeteria man­
agers really can become good 
pals with students, and they 
can have a lasting influence as 
they go through the grades,” 
said Breed.

“I’m optimistic it will go 
over well. I think well have a. 
lot of fun with it.”

Said Wise: “Our goal ia to 
get the attention of younger 
children and help them form 
better eating habits.” Students 
shouldn’t be surprised if they 
see cooks wearing fruit-laden- 
Carmen Miranda hats and 
hear their teachers singing, 
“Our Body Needs Good Food”' 
to the tune of “The Farmer in 
the Dell,” added Wise.

Letter Reversals? 
New Program 

Gets 87% S u ccess

UVONIA-ln a recent clinical study, Dr. Jacobi, 
optometrist, (teachers and psychologists) 
have shown that over 87 percent of children 
with significant reversals can be ‘cured’ 
within 10 weeks. Confusing ‘b’ and ‘d* or 
“was" and “saw" are often symptoms 
associated with reading difficulties of 
dyslexia. Most children quickly learn how to 
differentiate a “b” from a “d”, but some don't. 
This is due to more basic underlying 
disorders and factors.

For years there has been disagreement as to 
the cause, and many theories have 
developed, Including: the child sees 
backwards, the brain’s dominant side is 
overpowering, the child relates to the hand 
he or she writes with, the child is hyperactive, 
or the child has discrimination problems.

* look up. But if asked to look to the right, 

you’re likely to first think about the hand you 
use for writing.

“Up” can be linked with the head or the sky 
and “down” with a foot or gravity. But 
because both sides of our body are so 
identical, the links aren't as strong. Therefore, 
there is a confusion about right and left.

Improve the association, visualization, and 
recall skills and you’ll eliminate the 
reversals.

“Parents are often told that the child will 
outgrow the problem. And this is true..but 
misleading," says Dr. Jacobi. “Continued 
exposure to letters and numbers will 
reduce reversals, but if the underlying 
causes are left untreated, learning will still 
be retarded and school performance will 
suffer."

The treatment program is available in over 
100 locations across the country, and it is 
very intense.

The aim is to identify and correct the core 
disorder, because much of what we learn 
depends upon a well-functioning visual 
system.

Dr. Jacobi indicates that a problem with 
reversals is only one of a number of 
symptoms of poor visual processing skills 
that severely affect learning. Others 
include:

Working slow  
Poor comprehension 
Skipping lines 
Poor memory 
Poor attention span 
Sloppy writing 
Careless errors 
Using excessive energy

“President Bush said nothing. I 
hoped he would say 'women have 
been historically exempt (from 
combat), and I wish to leave it 
that way.’ He didn't say any­
thing," Donnelly said in an inter­
view.

“(President-elect) Clinton is for 
ERA (equal rights amendment to 
the U.S. Constitution). Women in 
combat is part of that. He has 
telegraphed his intentions on the 
homosexual issue; he has em­
braced equal opportunity as a pri­
mary value.”

As conservatives see it, the ma­
jority ignored a basic military 
consideration — “what is best for 
the unit and the military as a 
whole” — in advocating equal op­
portunity for some individual 
women in combat.

“The proponents of assigning 
. women to combat have not made 
their case,” Donnelly’s group 
said. “The commission heard no 
compelling evidence that the mili­
tary needs women to fight its 
wars. Demographically, the mili­
tary does not face a manpower 
shortage that would demand a 
radical change in settled Ameri­
can law, policy and custom.”

G u lf W ar p ro d u c t
The Persian Gulf war of 1990-1 

gave birth to the Presidential 
Commission on the Assignment 
of Women in the Armed Forces.

Of 500,00 military personnel 
sent to Arabia and Iraq, 40,000 
were women, of whom 13 were 
killed and two taken captive. 
(Donnelly said she received mail 
berating her for asking witnesses

about sexual abuae of female pris- 
oners — as if it were a taboo sub
je c t)

The commission was a bypro­
duct of Congress’ 1991 Defense 
Authorisation Act. That act 
repealed prohibitions on female 
Naval aviation and Air Force offi­
cers in combat.

U.S. law still prohibits (1) use 
of women in ground combat and 
(2) Naval and Marine Corps use
of women on combat vessels (ex­
cept hospital ships).

Although the topic was hotly 
debated in 1991, media interest 
waned. By the time the final re­
port was released last Nov. 15, 
newsmagazines and national 
newspapers virtually ignored it.

Donnelly, 46, campaigned for 
the commission and a place on i t  
Her interest goes back to the pre- 
1980 days when she fought ERA. 
“At first 1 thought it meant equal 
pay for equal work. Then I talked 
to (then U.S. Rep.) Martha Grif­
fiths, who said it meant the draft. 
I had young daughters,” she re­
called.

“It’s consistent with the femin­
ist philosophy,” Donnelly said of 
the people wanting women in 
combat. “They say there is no dif­
ference between women and men. 
You can’t prove that except in 
war.

“I’m supportive of women in 
the military. Their performances 
have been outstanding.” But not 
in combat.

Neither Elaine nor husband 
Terry Donnelly has been in the 
military, but Elaine made herself 
a recognized expert. She testified 
in congressional hearings against 
women in combat and served in 
1984-6 on the Pentagon’s Defense 
Advisory Committee on Women 
in the Services.

Her articles have appeared in 
such conservative magazines as 
National Review and Human 
Events as well as metropolitan

daily papers. Her candidacy 
endorsed by Gov. John 
then U.8.

Three-way split
Donnelly said she attended eve­

ry meeting, read all the tons of 
material, undergoing a (light in a 
combat jet, and even taking a 
dose of prisoner-of-war training.

The commission was chaired 
retired Air Force Gen. Robert T. 
Herrea and included nine military 
and six civilian persons. Best 
known personality was Newton 
Minow, the Federal Communica­
tions Commission chair in the 
1960s famed for calling television 
“a vast wasteland.”

There were 10 men and five 
women. Three of the five women 
were among the dissenters.

There were clear battle lines. 
Two of the pro-combat members 
accused the dissenters of having 
“a pre determined agenda” and a 
conservative bias.

Donnelly’s rebuttal: The chair 
wouldn’t even allow a discussion 
of a clear statement on women in 
combat; another member had a 
daughter who wanted to advance 
her career, others wouldn’t listen 
to arguments about women’s 
physical limitations.

In the end there was a three- 
split. One group wanted 

women in combat. Donnelly’s dis­
senters didn't. A swing group 
bounced back and forth, depend­
ing on the the specific issue.

O th e r* ’ view s
A seven-member m inority 

bashed the recommendation that 
women not serve in air combat as 
“patomixing and antiquated . . . 
We found no evidence . . . that 
these physical differences affect 
performance in the cockpits of 
combat aircraft, just as they now 
do not affect performance in sup­
port aircraft.”

Donnelly cited testimony, how­
ever, that flying combat aircraft 
and flying them in combat were 
two different things. On tour of 
Nellis Air Force Base, she 
snapped up a general’s invitation 
to ride in an F-15 Eagle. “The pi­
lot took me through loops, rolls 
and other acrobatics, and it was 
easy for me to understand why 
combat aviation has such a strong 
appeal for many men and some 
women.

“The first hard turn — register­
ing 7.8 Gz (forces of gravity) — 
pinned me to the canopy without 
the strength to move,” she wrote.

The pro-combat members de­
voted little space to the rigors of 
prisoner of war status.

pie of hours, camps on tho Two Heart­
ed, fishes for trout and thinks about 
his life.

funding.

Truetee Patricia Watson asked 
all five applicants whaea they 
would get additional money for 
the collage. Trustee Steve Ragan 
wanted to know bow familiar the 
applicants were with the college’s 
funding sources.

The applicants were Carole 
Goodfellow of Livonia, Elizabeth 
Johnson of Plymouth, Bruce 
Patterson of Canton, Donald 
8*nith of Plymouth and Arthur 
Rockall of Northville. There are 
11 other applicants left to be in­
terviewed. Those interviews are 
set for Wednesdays, Jan. 13 and 
Jan. 20.

The vacancies occurred when 
form er tru s te e  T h ad d eu s 
McCotter was elected to the 
Wayne County Board of Commis­
sioners and Jeanne Stempien was 
elected to the Wayne County Cir­
cuit Court. The board hopes to 
name the two lucky winners on 
Jan. 20. Then the appointees, 
plus Watson (who was appointed 
in 1991) will run in a special elec­
tion next June.

Patterson, 45, had a smile and 
handshake for everyone at the 
board table.

Doa’t raise tuition 
Patterson la the director at 

planned giving at Eastern Michi­
gan University and past president 
of McCabe. Middleton A PalUr 
son, a Southfield law firm. He ran

On raising money, Patterson 
told the trustees that tuition, is 
probably as high as it should go 
right now.

Smith was also asked how he 
might publicise Schoolcraft. Re­
ferring to the college's derisive 
nickname of "Haggerty High,” 
Smith said that he used to think 
of Schoolcraft as “a glorified high 
school” but has changed his mind

Bumper stickers
“The image of the community 

college is something that needs to 
be worked on,” he said, suggesting 
that Schoolcraft might produce 
bumper stickers for students that 
brag on how much money they’re 
saving by not attending a four- 
year school for the first two years 
of college. “There’s a sales point 
there that’s not being empha­
sized,” he said.

Goodfellow, a court reporter 
and single parent, said she has 
been attending Schoolcraft since 
1987 and thinks the college 
should make things easier for 
adult students.

“We need to give a little more 
attention to adults coming back,” 
she said. “I don’t think I was giv­
en the reinforcement I could have 
been given.”

On funding, Goodfellow said 
that “tuition increases should be 
the first step,” but the board 
should also make sure the college

isn't wasting money.

Like* Ike trustees
Rockall, 63, a retired Ford car 

designer, also applied for the laat 
Schoolcraft board opening in 
1991. As a Schoolcraft graduate, 
Rockall said he feels obligated to 
repay this institution with my 
time and energy, to further en­
hance the great programs that are 
currently in place.”

Asked how Schoolcraft's opera­
tion could be improved, Rockall 
said college officials should “keep 
in touch with the people you have 
coming to school here. After all, 
they are the clients.”

Rockall also said that college 
officials should make it easier to 
transfer Schoolcraft credits to 
other schools. He had to stand up 
and argue, he said, to get some of 
his Schoolcraft credits transfered 
to Wayne State.

Johnson, a lawyer, has already 
been involved with Schoolcraft 
through the Women’s Resource 
Center and the scholarship foun­
dation. She currently serves on 
the executive board of the Huron 
Valley Girl Scout Council and is 
the president of the Suburban 
Bar Association of Western 
Wayne County.

Asked about funding, Johnson 
said Schoolcraft will have to try to 
raise more money in every way it 
can.

Jacobus. But in the 1992 Demo­
cratic near-sweep, Greenleaf and 
six other Republican education 
nominees lost.

Greenleaf came in foruth in 
staewide balloting for the board 
seat. Dorothy Beardmore, state 
board member from Rochester, 
was the lone GOP survivor, win­
ning her second term.

Greenleaf is a past chair of the 
Schoolcraft board and was first 
elected 16 years ago.

The State Board of Education 
is an eight-member policymaking 
board which also hires the super­
intendent of public instruction. 
Two members are elected every 
two years. The board is now split 
4-4 between Republicans and 
Democrats.

Dick DeVos, elected with En­
gler in 1990, stepped down just 
days after his ailing father, Rich, 
a cofounder of Amway, brought 
his oldest son back to head the 
Grand Rapids area firm. The 
younger DeVos had gone his own 
way with a venture capital firm.

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American introduction
But as far as Americans are concerned, peanut 

butter came into existence in 1890. An anonymous 
physician in St. Louis Mo., persuaded the owner 
of a food products company to process and pack­
age ground peanut paste as a nutritious substitute 
for meat.

At about the same time, Dr. John Kellogg of 
Battle Creek began experimenting with peanuts as 
a vegetarian source of protein for his patients. 
Soon, his brother, W.K. Kellogg, established a 
company that supplied the new food to grocery 
stores.

Their concoction never took hold, probably be­
cause they steamed the peanuts, and the resulting 
mixture was pasty rather than creamy.

The first spin on peanut butter was a creamier 
version created Joseph Rosenfield of Alameda, 
Califr in 1922. Rosenfield churned peanuts to 
make peanut butter. One of the first big business­
es to adopt this process was Swift & Co., a meat 
packing company in Chicago. It was marketed as 
E.K. Pond peanut butter until 1928 when the 
name was changed to Peter Pan.

A few years later, Rosenfield began producing 
chunky peanut butter under the Skippy label sim­
ply by adding chopped peanuts at the end of the 
churn cycle.

It takes about 548 in-shell peanuts to make a 12 
ounce jar of peanut butter. Not bad when you con­
sider that an acre of peanuts can make 30,000 
peanut butter sandwiches, and half the peanuts 
harvested in the United States will cover the bot­
tom of the Grand Canyon.

Food bargain
For the money, peanut butter has always been a 

great food bargain at about 7.5 cents a tablespoon. 
Rich in protein, to serve as an adequate meat sub­
stitute, peanut butter should be paired with grains 
and/or legumes.

The good news is that peanut butter is choles­
terol-free because of its vegetable origin, but the 
bad news is that only two tablespoons of the 
smooth stuff packs a walloping 16.4 grams of fat 

'which means it gets almost 75 percent of its calo­
ries from fat.

Two tablespoons of creamy peanut butter add 
up to 190 calories, 9.2 grams of protein, 4 grams of 
carbohydrates, 220 milligrams of potassium, 100 
milligrams of sodium (salted varieties), or 5 milli­
grams sodium (unsalted varieties).

Convenience does have its benefits. Virtually 
every grocery and convenience store in town stocks 
an amazing array of peanut butters from creamy to 
super chunky to natural.

Natural varieties
The "natural" varieties do not contain the sta­

bilizer (hydrogenated vegetable oil) that keeps the 
butter from separating. Users have to stir in the 
oil slick that naturally forms on the top. Yours 
truly tried to forgo this step recently and found 
that the resulting mass was gritty. For spreadabil- 
ity, you’re better off to stir.

“We grab snacks because our 
energy is low. but we get just a 
momentary rush of energy from 
sugar snacks. Simple sugars ex­
plode when they're eaten. Tbe 
mouth says yummy,' but the 
stomach says, ‘What's going on 
up there?’ The best source of en­
ergy is exercise. Go for a walk. 
Otherwise, eat complex carbohy­
drates — fresh fruits, vegetables, 
grains, starches — for a longer- 
lasting effect.”

Huberty said any time is a good 
time to begin a new lifestyle. Peo­
ple who successfully change their 
life do it one step at a time, over a 
period of years. She encourages 
people to not think of goals in 
terms of weddings or vacations. 
Make them a lifetime project.

“Men and women want to enjoy 
life more but they’re tired all the

time,” she said. “Energy depends 
on health. Health is the ability to 
do what you want to do.”

“Get away from heavy and rich 
and get into hearty and healthy. 
Sugar feeds cravings, but nothing 
else,” said KaRene Lehman, a 
dietician at Beaumont Hospital’s 
Clinic for Preventive and Nutri­
tional Medicine, in Birmingham. 
“We need to cut out empty calo­
ries like fat and sugar, and eat 
more dried beans, whole grains, 
fruits, and vegetables. Take ad­
vantage of the good Michigan pro­
duce that’s available. I t’s good for 
health, and chewing satisfies the 
urge to eat something”

Hearty foods like bean soup or 
chile made with lean turkey feel 
warm and comforting in cold 
weather. Put vegetables in every­
thing you cook, said Lehman. If

you make chicken soup, throw in 
a few carrots When you make 
mashed potatoes, put a few slices 
of rutabaga in the pot, and mash 
them along with the potatoes. The 
final dish will be more flavorful, 
and you’ll have added some valu­
able beta-carotene to the pota­
toes.

“Make thingB that taste good,” 
said Lehman. “You need personal 
satisfaction as well as nourish­
ment. If you crave rich foods, find 
a way to modify the food. Make 
creamed potato-leek-broccoli 
soup with skim milk. Make your 
own com chips from taco shells. If 
you don’t enjoy food, you’re not 
going to stay with your new diet.”

Food poisoning is often the re­
sult of eating food thought to be 
OK but that was improperly han­
dled. “Most leftovers are good for

only 3-4 days in the refrigerator. 
Some items are even more perish­
able such as custards or quiches, 
and should only be kept 1 to 2 
days,” she said.

Food doesn’t have to look or 
smell bad to make you ill. Some­
times appearance is not the best 
indicator of food poisoning. So, if 
you don’t know, or don’t remem­

ber how long something has been 
in your refrigerator, i t’s probably 
been there too long. Remember, if 
in doubt, throw it out!

If barking dogs, dangerous ice patches and crooked 
sidewalks keep you from a morning stroll, the malls 
offer a solution. The larger malls and mainstreets host 
walking clubs — complete with refreshments, guest 
speakers and group warm-ups.

“It’s all about burning fat and 
strengthening your heart,’’ nurse and 
fitness walker Sara Struve of St. 
Paul, Minn., told the Northland 
Pacers Club. “In order to start work­
ing your heart and losing weight, you 
must walk briskly, aerobically.’’

Struve, founder of WalkSport 
America, discussed different kinds of 
walking before an audience of 1,400 
walkers who regularly stroll the 
Northland Center before the mall 
opens. Struve said she’s been touring 
the country “on a mission to get 
America walking.”

“Maybe the streets will become 
safe again if kids, parents, whole 
neighborhoods are out walking,” she 
said to a burst of applause.

Struve founded WalkSport in 1989 
when she discovered that running 
and aerobics were hurting her back 
and knees, she said.

“I met a 78-year-old man, former 
mayor of S t  Paul, who taught me how 
to race walk, ” she said. “He had hip 
replacement surgery and found race 
walking beneficial. It works for me, 
too. And it’s fun.”

She described race walking, as 
walking as if on a straight line. The 
hips swing slightly. Elbows are bent 
at a 90-degree angle, arms never be­
low the waist.

When walking, the crooked arms 
move back and forth along the sides, 
but not across the body. Since the 
speed of the walk is based on each 
individual’s target heart rate, Struve 
passed out a small card chart which 
every walker used to determine his 
ideal walking pace.

“Walking with your arms bent in­
stead of down at your side eliminates 
puffy hands, lower back stress, and 
exercises the upper arms and abdomi­
nal muscles,” she said. “Ankle and

wrist weights are totally unneces­
sary.”

If you’re interested, call the mall 
management offices to get details 
about the different walking programs. 
Some malls require walkers to sign a 
liability waiver, others require a note 
from a physician. Hours vary. There 
are designated early morning en­
trances for walkers.

Walk downtowns, too
Some downtown shopping districts 

have walking groups too.

“Some people prefer to walk out­
doors, thinking indoors is boring,” 
said Jeanne Rosinski of the Urban 
Walker store on Maple between Pi­
erce and Southfield in Birmingham. 
She leads walkers from the store each 
morning at 8:30 a.m.

In downtown Rochester, local his­
torian Merritt Romaine periodically 
hosts walking tours around the city. 
In the summer, the Older Persons 
Commission organizes a downtown 
walking group.

Watching the 
alternative rock 
band Walk on 
Water on stage, 
the intensity of 
the band, the 

heat, and the audience feed off 
each other. The result is a pol­
ished sound and image that 
garners Walk on Water its posi­
tive reviews.

But the audience would never 
know that the group was almost 
washed up, so to speak, before it 
played live. Sharing practice 
space with death metal bands, 
Walk on Water watched many no­
talent bands fall into that trap.

“We were the only alternative- 
type band (practicing there),’’said 
a jovial Jimmy Anders, who plays 
bass. “It’s like it’s always 10-1 
everywhere we practice — 10 met­
al bands to us. It seems like the 
easiest kind of band to ge^inj#.

“We’re the only survivors/’
Lead singer Mark Kahaian of 

Royal Oak joked that sometimes 
the metal bands’ aura could have 
influenced naive musicians.

“If we came in with violins to 
become a classical band practic­
ing there we’d end up like a death 
metal violin band because you’re 
surrounded by all death metal,” 
he explained.

Luckily, they didn’t succumb 
and instead they gave in to their 
natural instincts and stuck with 
hard alternative rock.

“We entered this thing with no 
preconceived notions,” said gui­
tarist Billy Reedy of Detroit. “We 
didn’t  want to be Alice in Chains. 
We wanted to be whatever came 
out.”

Drummer Eric Miller said 
Walk on Water keeps that philos­
ophy when writing its songs.

“We’re smart enough to say, 
‘That’s not us; it’s not working,’ ” 
he said. “We’ve experimented 
with a ton of stuff already. 
There’s a great comfort zone of 
being able to do whatever we want 
to do. That’s very important to all 
of us.”

The public can hear the results 
Saturday, Jan. 16, when the group 
celebrates the release of its first 
effort “Pupil” with a performance

at Paycheck’s Lounge in Ham­
tramck. The tape showcases the 
group’s incom parable sound 
which blends a grunge base with 
funky, slow grooves. Singer 
Kahaian says the title describes 
what he sees in the band.

“(We wanted) something signi- 
ffying vision,” he said. “Also a 
pupil is a student and this is our 
first album.”

Each individual, however, has 
recorded before. Kahaian and 
Reedy are former members of the 
Happy Deathmen. Anders and

“It was cool because, they’re a 
total unit and we’re a total unit. It 
(only) took two months to get 
comfortable," said Reedy.

That comfortable feeling shows 
in concert. Miller said playing the 
drums behind the band allows 
him to witness that.

“I t’s kind of great to watch the 
energy and attitude; it’s (the feel­
ing) coming from inside,” said the 
Grosse Pointe resident. " I t 
sounds really corny, but it’s

amazing to watch. Each one of us 
feeds off the other three.”

Reedy agrees.
"If you make yourself happy, 

it’s gonna suck them (the audi­
ence) into it,” the Detroit resident 
said. “It was just a good idea to 
start this band.”

Dada blends life in L.A. 
into its lyrical offerings

Phil Leavitt admittedly doesn’t 
put much thought into his band 
Dada. Perhaps that’s  why his 
rock’n’roll bands didn’t  work and 
his current one does.

“Rock’n’roll bands are really 
hard to be in,” he said. “They’re 
more trouble than it’s worth. We 
were always worrying about what 
we were going to wear.

“If you have to research for 
these things, you’re really going 
about it in the wrong way.

Even in writing lyrics for their 
new album, “Puzzle,” the Da- 
daists just wrote about common 
sights in their L.A. surroundings 
— movie stars, crashing cars and 
thieves.

“There are certain things that 
are a part of life you can’t es­
cape,” explained Leavitt, the 
group’s drummer. "You walk out 
your front door and you see 
things. There are freaks about. 
They find their way into songs.

Bank robbers and people who 
crash their cars. I t’s what real life 
is.”

Dada’s sound is built around 
the two-part harmonies of Mi­
chael Gurley (guitars) and Joie 
Calio (bass). Leavitt’s solid 
backbeat frames the trio. Two 
pieces of Dada’s “Puzzle” — 
“Dizz Knee Land” and “Here To­
day, Gone Tomorrow” — show­
case this sound which has been 
compared to early works by The 
Police and Simon and Garfunkel. 
Writing the music even came easy 
for the trio.

“That (‘Here Today, Gone To­
morrow’) was just a spontaneous 
jam in a rehearsal studio. I just 
started playing that groove and 
(then came) the stream of con­
sciousness lyrics.”

“Dizz Knee Land” is Dada’s 
first single. Leavitt was sorry to 
say that the name change wasn't 
forced upon them by the Califor­
nia themepark.

“The spelling really came about

during the recording of the 
record” he said. “We had this 
chalkboard where we kept track of 
the progress of the songs. We 
started to get a bit of studio fever. 
All the spellings on all the songs 
changed.”

Leavitt said the song is harm­
less to Disneyland.

“It’s not a derogatory slam on 
Disneyland; it’s more of a state of 
mind than an actual commentary 
on the merits of Disneyland,” he 
said.

Those two songs, as well qs the 
others on Dada’s set list, come 
across differently live.

“They can expect a sort of more 
aggressive version of the record. 
We don’t  try to re-create what we 
recorded. The studio is one thing; 
the stage is another.”

“Chaplin" nobly tries to depict its 
subject’s life and work but rarely 
scrapes beneath the gloss of 
Chaplin’s self-imposed myth. It 
boasts a surprisingly strong lead 
performance, but ultimately gets 
crushed beneath the director’s 
heavy hand.

It introduces us to Chaplin the 
artist, but only amid the sappiest 
of Hollywood-style hokum. At age 
five, young Charlie walks onto a 
London stage and wows the audi­
ence with his singing and danc­
ing. The unruly denizens of the 
peanut gallery, who threw debris 
at his mother just minutes ago, 
now toss coins.

Charlie moves from vaudeville 
to the “flickers,” hired by Key­
stone Kops creator Mack Sennett 
(Dan Aykroyd), and soon gathers 
a following. He begins to direct 
and becomes a perfectionist, 
shooting the simplest scenes 
countless times and working 
round-the-clock in the editing

His workaholic tendencies sab­
otage his private Ufa. Ha mamas 
a half dosen women during his 
stay in Hollywood, many of them 
half his ags. Tha parade of t 
in and out of his life, ami 
tha radiant Paulette Goddard, 
grows tiresome while important 
parts of his career, like the forma­
tion of United Artists, are only re­
ferred to in passing.

J. Edgar Hoover is depicted, 
probably rightly so, as a chubby-

party, quite unlikely at a gather­
ing teeming with Jewish moguls.

Director Attenborough (“Gan­
dhi” and “Cry Freedom”) and his 
trio of scriptwriters falter by 
sticking so close to their primary 
source: Chaplin’s 1964 autobiog­
raphy, written during his exile in 
Switzerland, which even in the 
movie is referred to as “vague.” 
The film creates a fictional 
ghostwriter (Anthony Hopkins) 
who attempts to fill in the gaps in 
Charlie’s selective memory.

Francis Ford Coppola has gotten 
a bad rap. Not since 1963 and 

. “Dementia 13” has the director 
ventured into true horror. And for 
what it’s worth, he does try to stay 
somewhat faithful to Stoker, us­
ing references to the book’s diary 
entries, telegrams, and newspaper 
accounts whenever possible.

Otherwise, the filmmakers rely 
completely on the myth, usually 
backed by J o h n  B arry ’s 
overwrought musical score.

Robert Downey, Jr., who has 
done little to distinguish himself 
in previous pictures, fills The 
Tramp’s oversized shoes quite ad­
mirably. He really does look the 
part, even if he plays it so stone­
faced that we might think we’re 
watching the Buster Keaton sto­
ry. And didn’t anyone else notice 
the incredible amount of lip- 
synching used here?

The film places famous faces 
among the supporting cast. Geral­
dine Chaplin, the subject’s real- 
life daughter, is appropriately 
cast as Chaplin’s mother, who 
spent years in a mental institu­

tion before moving to California 
to live with her sen.

Kevin Kline, among my least 
favorite actors in movies today, 
has a great time portraying 
ing Douglas Fairbanks and 
off rather charmingly. He 
James Woods (as a prosecuting 
attorney), Hopkins and especially 
Akroyd (who looks and acts more 
like John Candy with each new 
film) are only remotely convinc­
ing.

“Chaplin” is only truly enter­
taining at the end, when Charlie 
accepts a lifetime achievement 
award at the 1972 Academy 
Awards ceremony. Clips from 
“The Immigrant,” “The Gold 
Rush," “The Kid” and “The 
Great Dictator” flash again across 
the screen and we remember why 
the comedian’s name shines on.

If you really want to know 
Chaplin, watch these classics. 
Stay away from this overblown 
and stiffly directed biography.

There was no need for so much dra­
ma.

Sure, it made the game exciting — 
Stephanie Crelley stepping to the free 
throw line, no time left on the clock, 
shooting a one-and-one with the game 
tied.

decimated much of the elk’s 

| natural habitat and poachers 
were hitting the herd very hard. 
Following a high of nearly 

'1,500 elk in the early 60’s the 
"herd had been diminished to 
about 200 animals by 1975.

Through public pressure, 
legislative involvement and 
corporate compromise a devel­
opment plan was implemented 

‘£o allow for removal of the oil 
and gas deposits while main­
taining favorable range and 
habitat conditions. The DNR 
stepped up its law enforcement 
effort and threw stiffer penal­
ties at poachers.

The results were favorable. 
The herd had grown to 700 ani­
mals by 1983 and reached 
1,100 by 1985.

Today, Michigan’s elk are 
flourishing with a pre-hunt es­
timate of 1,400 animals. The 
DNR held three hunts this fall 
with a total of 270 hunters par­
ticipating. Birmingham’s Greg 
Smith was one of the lucky 
hunters to participate.

Smith hit the jackpot in No­
vember when informed he had 
received one of just 63 hunter’s 
choice elk permits for the De­
cember hunt. There were also 
107 cow-only permits issued 
for the December hunt. Con­
sidering there were upwards of 
50,000 applications submitted 
for the December hunt alone, 
and another 37,000 permits 
carried over from unsuccessful 
applicants from a pair of Sep­
tember hunts, Smith’s success 
was like hitting the lottery.

Unfamiliar with the area of 
the Pigeon River State Forest 
near Atlanta where the hunt 
was held, Smith hired local 
guide Richard Huff for the 
hunt.

“We saw about 25 elk the 
first day and passed up a few 
bulls,” Smith said. “But Rich­
ard said he thought we could 
do better and he was right. We 
did real well."

Later that night, Smith and 
a couple friends went out with 
a spot light in hopes of locating 
a big bull and that’s exactly 
what they did. “We saw a few 
here and there, then we came 
upon a huge bull.”

Smith and Co. were back in 
the area the next morning and 
located the bull just before 8 
>.m.

“We saw him on a powerline 
before shooting hours and had 
io wait 10 minutes before I 
could shoot,” Smith explained. 
“By then he had movecUup to a 
wooded ridge.”

Smith was still able to get off 
an 80-yard shot and killed the 
bull with one shot from his 
30.06. •

The bull dressed out at 588 
pounds. The 6x6 rack had a 44 
inch spread.

“It was a great hunt,” said 
Smith. “The guide was very 
helpful. The hunt was in his 
backyard and he knew where 
they were. He knew the roads 
and trails and how to get 

* around so we were able to 
spend more time in the woods 
instead of looking at a map.”

Deer hunter success
It’s not often a hunter gets a 

second chance, but that’s ex­
actly what Kirk Cooke got dur­
ing the muzzleloading deer sea­
son and the West Bloomfield 
hunter made the best of the 
situation. >

Late in the afternoon of Dec. 
19, Cooke was nestled along 
the edge of a com field in Liv­
ingston County braving some 
rafn showers when a doe 
stepped out into an opening on 
the edge of the field. Cooke 
raised his Prairie River Arms 
54 caliber, took steady aim and 
squeezed off a
shot. . .CLICK. . His percus­
sion cap didn’t fire.

But the doe didn’t move ei­
ther, so Cooke cocked the 
hammer and squeezed off an­
other shot. This time the cap 
and the gun fired, dropping the 
deer in its tracks.

“The thing that really got me 
was that after the loud click, 
the deer didn’t even move,” 
said Cooke. “She stayed right 
there. The only thing I can fig­
ure is that the cap wasn’t all 
the way down on the first shot. 
When the hammer hit it I 
think it set (the cap) so every­
thing worked on the second 
shot.”
■ Speaking of second chances, 
Jim Jelley of Rochester Hills 
had two opportunities to take 
the same deer during the bow 
season and he too capitalized 
on his second chance.

Hunting from a cluster of 
beech trees on the Roseville 
Nester Hunt Club in Roscom­
mon County on Oct. 17 a doe 
wandered into Jelley’s bait 
pile.

“It wasn’t a real big deer,” 
said Jelley, who admitted he 
hadn’t taken a deer in over 20 
years of hunting. “I was going 
to pass on it, but since my 
grandson was there I thought it 
would be neat to get one for 
him so I decided to take her.”

But his shot was low and the 
doe bounded off. One week lat­
er Jelley was back in his blind 
and the same doe came 
through again. This time Jelley 
made a clean shot and killed 
the deer.

■ Dennis Jelley, Jim ’s son, 
took a spike horn on opening 
day of the firearms season. Jel­
ley was hunting on the side of a 
hill in open hardwoods in Ros­
common County when the 
young buck came through 
about 9 a.m.
