Walters: Tax shift won’t end DDA plan

If Michigan voters approve the plan
to raise the sales tax, Plymouth’s
downtown street-sidewalk renovation
project can still happeh.

That’s what city manager Steve
Walters said Thursday, on the eve of
today’s scheduled city commission
vote on a bond sale to pay for the
project.

Coupled with that proposed sales
tax hike, from 4 to 6 percent, is a
school tax rata cut It is this aspect of
the issue going before voters in June
that could trim the downtown devel-

opment authority’s annual budget —
and its ability each year to pay back
street-sidewalk improvement bonds.

“That’s the revenue source planned
for the debt retirement,” Walters
said.

He estimates that the DDA’s annu-
al budget, about $440,000, would be
cut by $140,000.

The DDA raises money from taxes
paid by buaineases in the downtown
development district. The authority
siphons off some taxes which would
otherwise go to the schools, the city
and the county.

Therefore, a cut in the local school

tax rate would cut the DDA’s share of
property taxes.

At the city commission meeting at
7 p.m. today at city hall, a DDA
streetscape design committee is
scheduled to present what elements
of the architect’s plan ita members fa-
Vor.

City commissioners will also be
asked to vote on authorizing a bond
issue to pay for the $1.8-million
project.

Walters said that while passage of
the plan being touted in Lansing
wont hurt the city’s chance to start
the DDA project, it could hurt other

DDA promotions.

Specifically, funding for a down-
town promotion project started last
year could be eliminated.

Once tagged at $6 million, the
streetscape project was put on hold in
1991 during a spirited political year.

No one drowned in Fellowi
Creek at Sheldon Road a week
ago, when several little girls said
they saw a boy Call in arid never
come up. But the possibility of
danger is enough for some nearby
residents to demand a fence.
Residents, however, just dont
know how they are going to get
that fence.

“I’'m thinking of getting a peti-
tion going," said Lisa Reeves, a
resident of the Fellows Creek Vil-
la Apartments, where the boy who
apparently fell into the creek —
and climbed out unseen — lives.

Reeves said she talked to a rep-
resentative of the Farmington
Hills-based Fourmidable Group,
which operates the low- and mod-
erate-income apartment complex.
The answer she got was “no.”

Instead, the representative told
Reeves that parents should be
more responsible and prevent
their children from playing near
the creek that passes behind the
complex on Sheldon Road, just
south of Ford Road.

Fourmidable Group representa-
tives did not respond to the Ob-
server’s inquiries.

“Bigger kids know better,”
Reeves said, about playing at the
creek. “The little ones dont.”

Reeves and several other resi-
dents who gathered while emer-
gency personnel searched for the
reported drowning victim in the
early evening Sunday, March 28,
complained about the lack of a
fence, as well as the lack of school
crossing guards in the area on
school days.

Children at the apartments at-
tend Hoben Elementary School
on Saltz Road. Children often cut
through nearby single-family
homes to reach the school. The
creek is one of the obstacles to
that path. Crossing guards are
posted at the Saltz and Sheldon
roads intersection, as well as in
front of the school on Saltz.

“There’s no safety all along
here,” said Mark Hackett, who
lives near the apartments. "Kids
fall in there all the time.”

But Reeves doesn't know whom
to ask for a fence. She called Can-
ton Township Supervisor Tom
Yack.

“I would think they could put
up a fence if they want to,” Yack
said, referring to apartment own-
ers. “It’s a business decision. We
can't force them.

“l think you would be hard-
pressed to say we (the township)
should put up a fence, because
it’s private property,” Yack con-
tinued.

Wayne County might also have
a say in putting up a fence the
length of the creek behind the
apartments. Single-family home-
owners on the other side of the
creek have put up their own fenc-
€s.

“Our own experience with water
is that our risk managers say you
are less liable when you don't put
up a fence. It becomes an attrac-
tive nuisance,” Yack said.

Reeves said she doesnt under-
stand that. “That really doesnt
make much sense,” she said.
Reeves is convinced a fence with a
sign warning people not to climb
it or pass it would help.

Perhaps the older children
would try to climb a fence, Reeves
said. But residents are concerned
about younger children who tend
to wander off when parents’ backs
are turned. The complex has no
back yard where children can
play.

“How much government do you
want in your life?” Yack asked.
“When accidents occur, everyone
is always looking for ways to pro-
tect themselves. But some people
might say this is a function of
parental responsibility.”

Giles had refused to move the
bus stop to the clubhouse, where
it was until three years ago. The
Gileses said that children dam-
aged the clubhouse and landscap-
ing when they caught the bus at
the park’s center.

At 2:45 p.m. Friday, March 26
— two days after the incident —
parents reached an attorney who
represented the park owners. At 3
p.m., the bus stop had been
moved to the center of the park, in
front ofthe clubhouse. “They (the
owners) were absolutely wonder-
ful,” Murdock said.

“We do not issue press state-
ments,” said attorney David Lev-

“We haven't talked to the
owner yet,” said parent Therese
Pitts, whose 8-year-old daughter,

from behind trees at the bus stop
at the park’s entrance.

“As far as I'm concerned, he
didnt know anything about it,”
Pitts said of one of the owners,
who apparently instructed attor-
ney* to have the stop moved from
the park entrance to the club-
house.

Residents also met with Can-
ton police last Thursday to start a
Neighborhood Watch program in
the mobile home park. Canton
Public Safety Director John San-
tomauro encouraged the program
as a means for police to communi-
cate with park residents, as well
as for residents to watch out for
each other.

“We are definitely going to do
this,” Murdock said.

Police continue to investigate
the reported incidents. “We are
deeming one as an innocent, unre-
lated incident,” said Tammie
Colling, Canton police communi-
ty relations officer.

That incident occurred when
four girls walked from the park
entrance bus stop and a men
drove by, stuck out his tongue,
and said, “I’ll be back later.”

“We've identified the vehicle
and the suspect. He was a 15
year-old kid,” Colling said.

Much to residents’ surprise, a
Wayne County crew fixed a tram-
pled fence near the park’s en-
trance overlooking Michigan Ave.
and the 1-275 on-ramp. “They
fixed it Monday (March 29),”
Murdock said. “That’s pretty de-
cent. They told us we would have
to go to the state to get a brick
wall.”

The trampled fence allowed
children waiting for the school
bus at the park entrance to play
in a landscaped area by Michigan
Ave. and 1-275. It is the area
where children played when the
unidentified man reportedly tried
to grab at least one of the girls
waiting for the bus March 24.

There needs fo be aome review
of implementation. I’'m not sure
whether teachers all got the mate-
rial, or whether they’re on the
same length, but I see differences
in my own children.

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New system tracks stolen cars

The Metro Detroit Ford Dealers
have an idea that could not only
save you money, but maybe alao
your car.

Tbe dealers ar* offering a 24-
hour vehicle tracking system and
portable cellular phono package
worth more than $1,000 through
the Poctal Toletrec Co. of Farm-
ington Hills. The unusual offer
runs through tbe end of March
and could become an option in
the future.

Unlike other alarm systems
that make a noise, Teletrac is a
device that registers on a comput-
er at the Teletrac alarm center in-
dicating tbe exact location of the
vehicle. The system is monitored
24 hours a day, seven days a week.
Once the company sees the signal,
police are contacted and perhaps
can capture the thief without
tipping their hand.

“You cant tell it’s in the car,”
said Lou Csordas, general mana-
ger of the Farmington Hills office.
“You dont want him (the thief)
to be in a hurry. There's no high-
speed chase and no guess work.”

If a car breaks down, the driver
pushes a button in the wvehicle,
the Teletrac operator signals the
driver through a blinking light in
the car, and the driver in turn
pushes the button again to verify
the need for road service. Teletrac
then calls a contracted towing
company and specifies the exact
location of the car.

“This is especially popular for
families with children,” Elder
said.

Medical liability legislation
seeks to toughen regulations

“We’re streamlining the pro-
cess of licensing and discipline
for licensed health care work-
ers,” said Rep. John Jamian, R-
Bloomfleld Township.

Jamian and Rep. David Gu-
bow, D-Oak Park, co-chair of
the House Public Health Com-
mittee. They produced eight li-
cense and discipline bills which
the House passed last week by
E)/otes ranging from 99-0 to 103-

Jamian sponsored the bill to
create the “impaired provider"”
program into which profession-
als with drug, alcohol or mental
problems can be steered for
treatment.

Meanwhile, the Senate has
passed SB 270 to reform medi-
cal liability laws. But a snag de-
veloped when the House Judici-
ary Committee last week
amended that bill to allow cost-
lier lawsuits.

“There’s a requirement that
courts must report convictions
of licensed health care profes-
sionals to the Department of
Commerce (which handles li-
censing),” he added.

Presidential primary

bill clears state Senate

» Michigan voters could see a
iwo-tiered 1996 presidential pri-
mary under a bipartisan bill that
has cleared the state Senate.

“This will insure that no one
will have to declare their party
preference in order to vote in the
presidential primary,” said the
sponsor, Sen. Michael Bouchard,
R-Birmingham.

Bouchard’s SB 168 was born as
a bill to create a totally “open”
presidential primary in which
voters wouldn’t have to declare a
preference at all. Michigan’s last
“open” primary occurred in 1976.

But Democrats complained
that total openness violated na-
tional party rules limiting partici-
pation only to declared party
members. Federal courts say na-
tional party rules take precedence
over state law in selecting party
convention delegates.

Bouchard cut a deal with Sens.
John Kelley, D-Grosse Pointe,
and Debbie Stabenow, D-Lans-
ing, allowing;

m An open primary to vote for
presidential candidates.

m Aclosed primary for Democrats
to vote for national convention
delegates.

“Voter turnout numbers in re-
cent years indicate that citizens
were turned off by the party pref-
erence requirement,” said Bouc-
hard. In 1992 the state used a
closed system. In the 1980s, Dem-
ocrats used a caucus system.

The primary system would be
available only to the three parties
which received more than 5 per-
cent of the 1992 vote — Demo-
cratic, Republican and Ross
Perot’s United We Stand.

“This is a compromise,” said
Stabenow. “It is an effort to ad-
dress a multitude of concerns.”

Bouchard said it would give
voters a choice while not barring
them from voting if they didn‘t
want to pick a party.

Senators gave the bill 32 to 0
approval and sent it to the House.
Al area senators voted yes.

Sen. Chris Dingell, D-Trenton,
complained that the statewide
primary would cost $5 million —
“awfully expensive for a beauty
contest.”

Chris Thomas, state elections
director, said the two-tiered elec-
tion could be handled by state
and local elections officials.

The Associated Press contribut-
ed to this story.
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“What's really nice is
there will be mors public
bsrship on discipline boards. So
the discipline process is a pub-
lic process, not one behind
closed doors.”

Two of the bills exempt part
of the discipline process from
the Open Meetings and Free-
dom of Information Act. But
Jamian said those exceptions
apply to the early stages of the
complaint process, when regula-
tors are deciding whether to
send a case to the discipline or
the revocation process.

The bills cover medical doc-
tors, chiropractors, nurses, op-
tometrists, osteopaths, pharma-
cists, physical therapists, podi-
atrists, counselors,
psychologists, occupational
therapists, sanitarians and vet-
erinarians.

The measures are House Bills
4076 through 80, HB 4289, 4290,
4292 and 4296.

One bill allows complaints
against foreign doctors with ac-
cents so thick that patients
can’t understand them.
“There’s a mechanism to let the
patient go directly to the medi-
cal board so the board can ask
the doctor to go to an accent re-
duction program,” Jamian said.

Wayne County Commissioner
Bryan Amann is being talked
about locally as a running mate
for state Sen. Debbie Stabenow,
D-Lansing, whan she nuts for
governor next year.

Former county commissioner
William Joyner, who now runs the
Canton Community Foundation,
said “you can put money on it”
that Amann will be Stabenow's
choice for lieutenant governor.

Although Shrewsbury was first
to put the rumor in print, he isnt
as confident as Joyner that
Amann will be Stabenow’s run-
ning mate. “(Amann’s) name has
come up a couple of times,” he
said. “(But) I'm not willing to go
out on the limb on thatjust yet.”

Stabenow did not return the
Observer’s phone calls by press
time.

Amann’s fellow county com-
missioner Kay Beard, D-West-
land, doubts the rumor has merit.

“I doubt if (Stabenow) would
pick Bryan Amann,"” she said.
“Why should she pick someone
from a commission seat who has
been so controversial?

heri Nudell fuses sheets of glass into

platters and bowls that deal with painterly

issues. Combining geometric and organic
shapes, she orchestrates a kaleidoscope of color to
form imagery influenced by nature.

“In glass, | have found excitement, challenge
and endless possibilities that no other medium
could offer me,"'said the Center for Creative Stud-
ies glass student in an interview at her Farming-
ton Hills home. “I like how the iridescent glasses
give off a shine, how the light passes through. |
like watching the progression, the different stages.

“I like cutting the glass. | like watching the im-
age evolve. It’s always a surprise when | open the

Glass first piqued Nudell’s interest two years
ago while attending Michigan State University in
East Lansing as a pharmacology student. She tells
the story of passing a stained-glass shop one day,
stopping in to find out what it was all about —
and after producing her first piece of jewelry, be-
coming hooked on glass.

Since then, Nudell has ad-
vanced to fusing the glass
platters and bowls based on

panda bear, zebra and open-
mouthed shark snap to life in

ANB N her glass work.

“Being outdoors in an open

Jr  field or forest always gives me

a magical feeling. By combin-

ing the two, glass and nature, |

_ try to convey that feeling in

my work,” she said. Nudell’s

abstract shark platter will soon proliferate into a
signed and numbered series of 10.

“Sheri uses the format of the platter as a form of
painterly expression. In her work, she’ chosen to
deal with painterly issues as opposed to just deco-
rative art ” said Herb Babcock, chairman of the
glass and crafts departments at Center for Cre-
ative Studies in Detroit.

The element of surprise when working with hot
glass necessitates that Nudell keep a technical di-
ary, listing kiln temperatures, colors of glass, de-
signs, and kiln shelf arrangement and spacing for
each of the pieces she produces.

“I see each of my pieces as a little experiment.
It’s a step up the ladder to more architectural
glass, to larger work, to sculptural furniture piec-
es, and it all started from the little jewelry pieces.”

Ideas for future glass works come to Nudell at
all hours of the day and night. She visits the li-
brary often to trigger her imagination.

“I get ideas from everywhere. | started carrying™*'

a little notebook with me to record them. A lot of
the animal ideas come from picture books at the
library.”

The idea for her abstract mirrors sprang from
necessity. She needed a mirror for her bedroom, so
she made one for herself. When a friend came over
and saw it, she wanted one. Before long she was
producing several a week and selling them in de-
sign studios around town. It wasnt long after that,
that she came up with the idea for a matching
perfume tra%/.

Two half-spheres of black, white and mauve
glasses compose the abstract wall sculpture that
hangs in the hallway outside her studio door. Its
lyrical line keeps the viewer's eye moving around
the work.

heels of two critically acclaimed al-
bums, “Monkey Suit” and “From
Can to Cant,” and an EP
“Hereafter.”

y father was born in Scotland,

and | proudly fly hi* beautiful

golden flag with ita royal red
Scottiah lion in my front yard. But it
wavee there in the wind beneath the
Stars and Stripee, because 1’'m a Scot
second and an American first.

I am also a former teacher and coach
of champion track teams in Detroit’s
inner city. Scores of my students be-
came top professionals in many fields
due in pert to my efforts to secure col-
lege scholarships for them.

When ultimately | moved into ad-
ministration, | was soon promoted a
second time —mid-year —to an in-
ner-city high school department chair-
manship from my junior high school
department head job in that same
neighborhood. The junior high’s white
principal had recently been ousted by a
turbulent community, so | had to be
summoned back to the the junior high
the following week to reassure a stu-
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dent multitude camped out in front of
the new black principal’s office that |
had indeed been promoted, rather than
fired because 1was white.

When Detroit's affirmative action
promotion policies finally spurred me
to leave Detroit in 1969 to accept a
suburban high school assistant princi-
palship, Free Press sportswriter Hal
Schram mourned my departure under
the headline, “Inner city loses the good
doctor.” My former athletes asserted in
print that | had “brought out the best”

in them.

Several times during the following
decades, | tried to return —the last
time as a candidate for Detroit’s super-
intendency. Later, as Rochester
Schools’assistant superintendent, | re-
cruited black administrators despite
the raucous protests of community bi-
gots.

One of those superb administrators

—assistant principal Gene Seaborn of
r -

99 percent white Hart Middle School
— would come in to school at 6:30 a.m.
to shoot baskets with a troubled
eighth-grader he was trying to help.

When | retired from Rochester
Schools in 1991, hundreds of my inner-
city Detroit athletes attended the re-
tirement dinner, including a Baltimore
doctor who flew in to speak.

Now comes Kwame Kenyatta, a new
Detroit School Board member who

voted against pledging allegiance to the
flag at board meetings This is the
same flag that Martin Luther King
revered. Which flag would Kenyatta
then salute — the red, black and green
of African nationalism? The Stare and
Bars the Old South raised in defense of
slavery?

Our Stars and Stripes symbolise
that very same American democracy
which guards Kenystta’s freedom and
upholds his right to express his views.

Kenyatta also is urging Detroit par-
ents to boycott an academy to be
opened nest fall by Jesuit priests to
teach black males. He claims that
whites arent qualified to teach black
students. Perhaps he doesn’t think
that blacks should be teaching white
students, either.

Gene Seaborn and lare living,

Speakers say its time to lead, gain control for future

~mflhey aren't calling it the power
of positive thinking, but that’s
what it is.

Michigan Future, Inc. prefers to
refer to it as “vision," but the idea
is a lot like what the Lost Boys
recommended to Peter Pan so he
could fly, “Think happy
thoughts.”

as Michigan Supreme Court Jus-
tice James Brickley and Michigan
Future project director Louis
Glazar had a long talk with about
90 officials from cities, school dis-
tricts, churches and businesses at
an Oakland Community College
seminar, encouraging them to
think positive thoughts about the
state economy.

The premise is that our econo-
my is in flux, and the low-skill,
high-wage, assembly-line jobs are

giving way to high-skill, high-
wags jobs that require workers to

The problem is that Michigan
residents dont have a good idea
of where they’re headed in the fu-
ture.

Michigan, Glazar said, can ei-
ther get with the program and be
a "leader” as these changes occur,
or be left behind floundering with

(Glaser was was filling in for

Justice Brickley, who is on the
Michigan Future board, said it’

Brickley and Glaser admit to
being short on specifics regarding
how everything should change,
but they figure that “people’s in-
genuities are wonderful in figur-
ing out how to get there,” said
Glaser, adding that the Michigan
Future plan “is a work in prog-
ress.”

Ficano has spoken to all the
deputies, Shoidon said, "putting
mors fear into our member*. Wo
dont core who we work for 0o long
00 wo hove our jobo. Wo dont
wont to be in the middle.”

Ficano blame* longtime foe
McNamara: “Apparently, the
vendetta continues,” he told. “It’e
too bod that government has to be
run by confrontation. He just
wonts to control (the airport dep-
uties).”

The conflict stems from Metro
Airport Director Robert Braun’s
consideration of a asperate police
force for the airport, currently pa-
trolled by 95 sheriff* deputies.

Braun soya Ficano hinders air-
port security by countermanding
orders to deputies and otherwise
not cooperating with what airport
management wants.

Ficano says that’s not true and
that McNamara ordered the cre-
ation of a separate airport police
force just to strip Ficano of some
of his cops. (Last year McNamara
tried to unseat Ficano by heavily
financing Redford resident Kevin
Kelley in the Demaocratic primary
for sheriff.)

State and federal law gives air-
port directors authority over law
enforcement at the airport, and
state law gives those directors the
right to form airport police forces.

Conversely, Ficano points to
the Michigan Constitution, which
says county sheriffs are in charge
ofall deputies.

However, an airport operating
agreement Ficano and McNamara
signed last year says, “The Air-
port Sheriff Division, through the
Sheriff, will be controlled and di-
rected by the (airport) Director.”

Both sides agree the airport
deputise are doing a good job and
say their main concern is public

But Ficano has told deputies
that any of them who transfer to
an airport police force will be
stripped of their police powers if
they return to the sheriff’s depart-
ment, making them virtually use-
less as cops.

Deputy Don Cox, the president
of Local 502 representing all sher-
iffs deputies, said the union will
take Ficano to court if he tries
that. It wouldnt be much differ-

ent, he said, if Fkaao said all
Catholic officers would bo
stripped of their police powers.

T W * no reason to threaten
(deputise) like that,” Cot said
“Ha’s causing a lot of approhen
sion within our rank and fUe.”

Although the officers patrolling
Metro are sheriffs department
personnel, the airport budget cov-
ers the 18 million annual *»p«n»«
of keoping them there, Braun
said, list money could bo used
to form a separata airport police
force, Braun said, using tha same
man and women who are already
there.

But Ficano, Braun said, has
lately taken to claiming his au-
thority over the deputise working
at Metro and “countermanded
certain of our order*. We hove
some fundamental disagree-
ments.”

The last straw, according to
Braun, came when Ficano spoke
to the Metro detail, calling him-
self “the 800-pound gorilla” in a
threatening way and asserting hie
authority over them.

Ficano says, “l dont recall
making that remark,” but union
president Sheldon said he did.

Cox also believes Ficano made
the statement “A lot of my rank
and file said that the statement
was said,” he said.

However, Cox and Sheldon
both stressed they arent taking
sides in the argument. “We lose if
we choose s side and oppose one
or the other,” Cox said.

“We take a chance of being
harmed. We’re professional police
officers and we’ll do our jobs re-
gardless of the bosses.” (Both
unions supported Kevin Kelley in
the Democratic primary for sheriff
last year.)

They say that spring has finally arrived.

P Although I*ve yet to put away the old snow
blower, I firmly believe that winter has pretty
much passed us by. Now is the time to begin en-
joying the fruits of spring and summer, especially
fresh lemons.

In all honesty, | enjoy using lemons year-round.
| douse sauteed flank steak with lemon juice when
creating a Janes family favorite —fajitas, and
even marinate chicken in it for Chinese stir-fry.

I relish the smell of freshly grated lemon rind,
and use it to perk up cheesecakes and Caesar
salad.

I wouldn't think of not inserting a few slices of
lemon when pan-frying fish, and I relish the lemo-
ny aroma that fills the kitchen after | shove a lem-
on down the garbage disposal.

ucker up, sweetie!

Juicy history

Lemons were grown in Italy as early as the first
century. We know this because lemons are depict-
ed in certain Roman artworks of that period. After
barbarians invaded Italy in the fourth century
wide destruction of lemon orchards virtually
stopped all lemon agriculture. They popped up
again in Spain around the start of the 11th centu-

ry-Christopher Columbus brought lemons to Haiti
in 1493, and Spanish explorers, including Ponce
Deleon, brought them to Florida in 1512.

Medicinal value

By 1600, some ofthe naval physicians of the
major world powers were aware that daily rations
of lemon juice prevented outbreaks of scurvy
among sailors of long sea voyages. Lemons were
used because they stayed fresh for up to six
months whereas oranges usually spoiled within
three weeks.

The California lemon industry began shortly af-
ter the Gold Rush of 1849. Miners also ate lemons
to prevent scurvy caused by the lack of frerh fruits
and vegetables.

By the time railroads were put into place in the
1860s, transportation to populated East Coast cit-
ies made California the world’s leading lemon pro-
ducer.

Rivaled by the Italian lemon industry, Califor-
nia still leads the nation, and even beats out Flori-
da, for the best lemons produced anywhere.

With more than halfthe North American lemon
crop being processed into lemorrjuice and frozen
concentrates, you can visit any market and see an
abundance of fresh lemons in the middle of a cold
winter as well as on a hot summer’s eve. Store
lemons in the refrigerator in a plastic bag for up to
two weeks.

The peel, pulp and seeds are sold throughout
North America and used to make lemon oil, lemon
wax, fragrances, bioflavonoids (vitamin substanc-
es) and cattle feed ingredients.

Cleaning up

Youra truly likes to make real lemonade, (see
recipe inside) and frequently uses lemon juice in
place of vinegar when making salad dressings.

With the industry leaning away from wood cut-
ting boards toward the newer, and harder to clean,
Polyethelene, 1've taken to rubbing a cut lemon
over my chopping board at least once a week.

Not trying to sound like helpful Heloise, | don't
have a fan in my bathroom, and the wallpaper was
getting a little moldy in the corners. | didn't want
to use bleach for cleaning because it would have
whitened the paper. | took some bottled lemon
juice, poured it onto an old rag, and wiped the
mildew away. Not only did it not bleach the wall-
paper, but the old bathroom smelled great! Cau-
tion, test a small unnoticeable area before trying
to do this at home.

Here's another tip from the Old Farmer's Alma-
nac "Hearth A Home Companion, 1993" —to re-
move cloudy mineral deposits from drinking glass-
es, put one tablespoon of lemon juice in each glass
and fill with hot water. Let stand for several
hours, then wash.

One of the neatest tricks | ever saw using a lem-
on was when Guiliano Bugialli, the famed Italian
chef, was conducting a class at Kitchen Glamor.
He needed about <cup of fresh lemon rind, and
placed a sheet of kitchen parchment paper over
the fine grating edge of a hand grater.

The rind was easily removed from the paper and
the grater never needed a wash as the parchment
was never cut, but acted as a grating surface.

With spring knocking at our doors, now would
be a great time to pick up a few lemons and create
something that reeka of warm weather. Bon Ap-
petit!

Longer with Wine &the Mediterranean Lifestyle.”

There’s probably no better time than Easter to N
take a broad look at a classic Mediterranean diet.
The specific Mediterranean focus is Greek food and
wine for an authentic Easter menu. There may be
no better authority on the subject of Greek feasting
than Diane Kochilas who has authored “The Food
and Wine of Greece” (St. Martin’s Press, New
York, 1990).

Kochilas grew up in the United States, but now
lives in Athens. She was in the United States earli-
er this year for the 1993 International Conference
on the Diets of the Mediterranean at the Harvard
School of Public Health.

The optimal, traditional Mediterranean diet con-
sists of the following foods in decreasing quantities
consumed daily —breads and grains, including
pasta, rice, couscous, polenta and bulgur, fruits,
vegetables, beans (os other legumes and nuts),
cheese, yogurt and other dairy products, olive oil
and olives.

Following the Mediterranean tradition, one to
two glasses per day of wine can be enjoyed primari-
ly with meals. Again in decreasing amounts —fish,
poultry and eggs and sweets are eaten a few times

Jewish community cookbooks feature Passover \

If you’re looking for something new
to serve during Passover, and
throughout the year, the National
Council of Jewiih Women and Sister-
hood of Shaarey Zedek can help. Both
groups recently published cookbooks
filled with recipes for traditional fa-
vorites, and lots of new low-fat ones
too.

Passover is an eight-day celebra-
tion of the liberation of ancient He-
brews from slavery in Egypt some
3,000 years ago. Tonight, the first day
of Passover, Jewish families will cele-
brate with a feast called a seder. It Is
a ceremonial dinner marked by the
retelling of the story of exodus from
Egypt through prayers, songs and
ceremonial foods.

No leavened bread is eaten during
Passover. Other foods containing
yeast or leavening agents are forbid-
den by Jewish law to be eaten during
Passover. This is to remind Jews that
they were forced to leave Egypt in a

Atraditional Greek Easter meal would include
fresh lettuce salad, classic spinach pie filled with
fresh spring herbs, colored eggs, roast leg of lamb or
spit-roasted lamb or goat, roasted potatoes, Easter
bread, and for dessert, Kaltsounia Cretis (sweet
cheese pastries from Crete) or Melitinia Santorinis
(sweet cheese tartlets from Santorini):

In Greece, the preparation of Easter foods begins
on Holy (Maundy) Thursday. Coloring eggs is part
of the tradition. “In fact,” says Kochilas, “the day
is sometimes called Kokkinopefti, or the day on
which the red falls.” Greek Easter eggs are dyed the
color of blood, deep red, a practice that began in
Byzantium. Once colored, they are polished with a
cloth dipped in olive ail.

The color symbolizes the blood of Jesus Christ,
but the egg itself is symbolic of life, rebirth and
spring. The eggs are eaten to break the Lenten fast,
after the midnight Mass on Holy Saturday.

They are also used to decorate the Tsoureki or
Lambropsomo, traditional Greek Easter bread
which is made from three long dough ropes, sym-
bolizing the Holy Trinity. The dough is braided
and sometimes sprinkled with sesame seeds or al-
mond slivers or decorated with dough designs.

Arni/Katsikaki Souvlaa (spit-roasted whole baby
lamb or goat) is synonymous with the classic Greek
Easter meal. “It’s more common on the mainland
than on the islands,” Kochilas said. “In the Aege-
an, generally, the classic Easter lamb or goat dish
is stuffed whole with rice and herbs, and baked
slowly, usually in the village wood-burning bread
oven.”

“Wine is a custom during meals in some Medi-
terranean countries,” Dr. Dimitrios Trichopouloe,
chairman of Epidemiology, Harvard School of Pub-
lic Health said. “Drunk in moderation with meals,
it reduces risk of coronary disease about as much
as the regular taking of aspirin.” Asked ifthe
Mediterranean diet might be just as healthy if wine

SN Y O’CONNOK

According to a Now England
Journal of Medicine report, one in
three Americana uaea alternative
medicine.

That intriguee Dr. Philip Sing-
er, who haa done hia own Inveati-
gation of the aubject.

The medical anthropologiat
and Oakland University profeeaor
haa even put together a cable ae-
rie*. "Comﬁlementary Health
Therapie*” that ia currently seen
in aeveral suburban communitiea

The aeries covers a wide variety
of alternative medicines, includ-
ing spiritual healing, acupuncture
and homeopathy. Singer filmed
the project at National Service
Hospitals in England, where
some of these unorthodox meth-
ods are practiced.

Singer interviews doctors, ther-
apists and patients. The docu-
mentary is neither pro nor con.

"My view as an medical anthro-
pologist ia describing, as accu-
rately as possible, things as they
are,” said Singer, who teaches in
OU’s School of Health Science.
"So I’'m not coming out on one
side or the other. I'm just describ-
ing what is taking place.”

“Complementary Health
Therapies” ia a timely topic.

Americans made 425 million
visits to unconventional medical
practitioners, according to the
New England Journal study.
That compares to 388 million
trips made to primary care physi-
cians.

Many of the people using such
methods fall into the 25-49 age
range, Singer said.

Also, the National Institutes of
Health recently opened a office
dealing with the research of alter-
native medicine.

Singer’s series coincides with
the PBS series “Healing and the
Mind,” dealing with the same
subject.

Unlike hi* work, though, Singer
said the program hosted by Bill
Moyers takes a positive view of
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alternative medicine. Also, Singer
notee that he paid $10, 000 out of
hia own pocket to produce his
documentary.

"From watching the PBS eeriee
they will draw the conclusion: In-
deed, if you're not satisfied with
your primary care physician —
and many people are not — you
can go to one of theae unconven-
tional doctors,” Singer said.

With his show, “you will know
there are things going on that are
interesting . . . and need to be
looked at, he said.

“If they’re shown to be worth-
less, we should not support
them.”

Last year. Singer went to De-
von, England, to videotape the
project He received a fellowship
after writing to the University of
Exeter, which offers master’s and
doctorate degrees in complemen-
tary medicine.

Singer noticed a cultural differ-
ence in how it’s practiced.

For example, the British used
spiritual therapies in a-low-key
manner, he said, whereas in the
U.S. such methods take “MTV
look” of televangelism.

The programs vary in length
from 20 minutes to nearly an hour
and half. Six are edited. More are
on the way.

Todd Whitman of the Farming-
ton Hills-based Southwest Oak-
land Cable Commission co-pro-
duced the series. He said response
so far has been positive.

“People are very concerned
with health issues in general,”
Whitman said. “Some people feel,
‘I don't care if | got to stand in a
bucket of guacamole; if it cures
cancer then thank you.””

Singer credits Whitman and
MetroVision- for taking his work
beyond classroom material stage.
He offered the program to Chan-
nel 2, he said, but they wanted to
edit it into a two-minute segment.

Singer’s a big promoter of pub-
lic access. “Really, community
access is the technological town
hall ofthe 21st century.”
