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Teachers seek talks on finances

Teachers union officials my an early retirement pack-
age coaid pay for the 3-percent raise schedaled to take
effect this fell. School officials say they are willing to

talk.

Plymouth-Canton teacher* are
tired of hearing resident* and school
officials say they should give back
their 3-percent raise in the wake of
the millage defeat and the cancella-
tion of extracurricular activities for
the coming school year.

Some teachers say they are willing

to give back their raise — if they
receive something in return.

The teachers union has proposed
an early retirement or severance
package that it says would pay for the
raise.

Such an offer has been made by the
teachers’ union three different times,
but the district hasn’t been receptive,
said Chuck Portelli, president of the

Patriotic

Plymouth-Canton Rducation Associ-
ation.

Both the district and the teachers'
union consider the 3-percent raise a
fair one, in line with the inflation
rate, said Maryann Ligato-Preydl, ex-
ecutive director of the Michigan Edu-
cation Association.

“What the teachers offered instead
was an early retirement incentive that
by the board’s own figure* last year
would save the district more than the
increase in cost They choee not to do
that,” she said. “We would still agree
to do that if they offered.”

“We offered a way to help pay for

the raise, and for whatever reason,
they choee not to aocept that,” Postal-

staff would be called back,” suggested

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Canton digs up ways to aid farms

Caziiun officials say they want
to help those who want to farm
their land.

"We’ll start with the planning
department,” said Supervisor
Tom Yack. “We'll look at options
for people who wish to farm by
changing the master (land use)
plan classification so the assessor
can look at them in a different
light"

Assessors Glenn Shaw and
John McLenaghan of the Wayne
County Appraisal Co. met with
about 15 farmers a week ago to ex-
plain why property tax assess
ments increased in the three-digit
range in western Canton this year.

"I suggest the market value we
have on these properties is ex-
tremely conservative,” Shaw said.
He referred to one farmer-who
sold property for $8,700 an acre.

The assessors and Canton trus-
tees spoke of changes about three
years ago in the township's mas-
ter land use plan. That's when ag-
ricultural as a single designation
was removed from the map in
place of residential.

According to Shaw, that’s when

sales picked up in weaUro Can
loo Before the maeler plan
changes, about six salsa of what
was once referred to as farmland
were recorded Since the master
plan changes, more than 30 sales
have been recorded

"We assume its s reaction to
the master plan, WTUA (Western
Townships Utilities Authority)
and water lines being put in,”
Shaw said

In other words, the land hae be-
come attractive to developers and
speculators. "We didn't just raise
that property without some infor-
mation," Shaw said, adding sales
and information from appraisers
and county records are used.

Yack, however, believes the
change in the master plan and an
increase in sales are coincidental.
“Look at where development has
been occurring. It's pushing left
(west).”

Shaw acknowledged that those
who truly wish to farm could not
sell the acreage to another farmer
for such high prices. But the land
can and has been sold to specula-
tors for high prices.

“They want a low tax but when
they are ready to sell, they want to
sell high,” Shaw said. "I think

they should be paying what the
market has established "

Of all the so-called farmland in
Canton, Shaw maintains only 500
acres la being farmed. Ha also
maintains that of all that land, 80
percent to 90 percent is not owned
by the termers.

"Why do we hove to pay thee#
high taxes because someone
thinks they can look Into a crystal
ball?” asked Roger Bordine, refer
ring to assessments based on the
value of land to a developer or

speculator.

Shaw responded: “We don't
look into the future. We’re looking
at history.”

Ned Monroe, an attorney who
works with the ssseesors, told
farmers that the master plan
doesnt show the land continuing
as farmland. If it did, sales — on
which assessments are based —
would be different. “It would hold
down the market or even reverse
the market."

To give a break to those who
own farmland would be giving a
break to speculators who want the
land, Shaw aaid. He suggested an
ordinance that would commit
farmers to farming land for let’s
say 10 years.

Many of the farmers who ap-
pealed to the Cantoo Board of Re-
view received assessment reduc-
tions Those who remained un-
happy with their assessments had
until June 30 to appeal to the
Michigan Tax Tribunal Shaw
said he is aware of only about sev-
en farmers who appealed to the
state.

The assessor said he too is in a
bad position. Shaw gave an exam
pie that if the county or state says
he must have $100 of assessed
value in the township and he only
has $90. Where will the remaining
$10 come from"”

“If I continue to ignore what'i
happening on the west side of the
township, the people in the subdi-
visions will make up the $10,”
Shaw said. "Everyone should be
increased according to what's
going on in their market place.”

Retiring doctor will make
a call at his own house

There were tears from patients
and Dr. Bill Den Hauter on
Wednesday, as he retired after 35
years in general practice.

In a darkened office on Thurs-
day, Den Hauter, 62, was begin-
ning the task of copying patients’
medical records. “We’ll mail them
ofT to their new doctors, try to
help people find doctors,” he said.

The walls of his office on Shel-
don Road were covered with cards
from patients wishing him well in
his retirement.

An Ann Arbor native, Den
Hauter was offered a residency at
St. Joseph's Hospital after getting
his degree from the University of
Michigan medical school.

But because he was married
and starting a family, “I couldn't
afford to go on and take the resi-
dency," he said.

So on Aug. 20, 1958, he started
working for Dr. Barry Alford in
Plymouth. “He worked hard and
he was good to people,” Den
Hauter said. Two years later, he
started his own practice.

In those first years as a family
practicioner, “I'd average five or
six house calls a day,” he said.

“l remember over a three-
month, period | only had two
night* when | didn't get called out
of bed — that was brutal,” Den

It wasn’t profitable

to spend all that time making house calls. It
was brutal going out In the middle of the night,

especially In the winter.

Hauter recalled.

Then there was the time during
flu season where he had 26 house
calls in one day, and saw 53 pa-
tients.

House calls went out of fashion
due to the rise of emergency
rooms. Den Hauter said, adding
that doctors grew weary of them.

“It wasnt profitable to spend
all that time making house calls.
It was brutal going out in the
middle of the night, especially in
the winter,” he said.

It’s been reported that fewer
young doctors these days go into
general practice, opting instead
for specialist work which pays
more.

How has the family practice
business changed since he start-
ed? "I think that people want to
see specialists more, they ask for
them,” Den Hauter said.

“People are pretty sophisticat-

ed nowadays, they see new proce-
dures on TV, they want the best
so they seek it,” he said. “I think
that’s one of the reasons medical
services cost more, we want to do
more for patients but nothing re-
ally is free.”

His advice for new family prac-
tice doctors: “Always try to do
what's best for the patient. Treat
them like they'd like to be treat-
ed."

One card on his wall read,
"Thank you for over 20 years of
excellent and concerned medical
practice.”

“l wish you so many happy ex-
periences in your retirement,”
read another.

/ 1f you’re one of those roadside
stand connoisseurs waiting on
Andy and Mary’s well-known
green and yellow vegetable wagon
to set up in July, it won't. But
don’t fret.

Andy Churilla and Mary Hauk-
Churilla —who have operated the
stand at Ford and Napier roads
for the last three summers —are
moving to the comer of Ford and
Beck roads.

"We wanted to get into Canton
and we needed some protection
from the elements,” said Mary,
daughter of longtime Canton
farmer Ross Hauk, and one of the
few female farmers in the area.

When the com comes up in
mid-July, the stand will open dai-
ly from 9 a.m.-7 p.m., until the
kids go back to school in Septem-
ber. Cora, squash, melons, car-
rots, beans and green onions — to
name a few — will fill the stand.
When Michigan fruits come into
season, they’ll offer peaches,
pears, nectarines and plums.

“I like to sell Michigan prod-
ucts because people enjoy them.
They have a good taste. As long as
you give people good quality prod-
ucts from Michigan, they dont
mind paying a fair price,” said
Andy, who works in General Mo-
tors’ materials department.

In addition to their own busi-
ness, Mary works with her father
in the family farming business.
“l've got a responsibility to my
family that takes a forefront,” she
said.

A sense of history pervades
their business. The Churillas live
in Mary’s grandparents’ home on
Ridge Road. Her parents. Roes
and Lillian, live next door. Her
brothers and sister are not far and
working right along with the fami-
ly-

Already Andy and Mary’s chil-
dren — Mary, 6, Andrew, 4*A and
Rachel, 3'A — are helping in the
business. “If they want it (when
they grow up), it’s here for them,”
Andy said.

It's the Ninja Turtles oi recre-
ational aporta In-Una skating, de-
veloped in 1900 by two brothers in
Minnesota looking for an econom-
ical way to play hockey in the
summer, has soared in popularity

The sport is the newest way to
gat into shape and has grown into
an international recreation.

Keying in on the popularity of
in-line skating, and recognising a
need for training and safety hab-
its in the sport, Schoolcraft Col
legs is offering a four-week in
stnictional course through con
tinuing education from 6-9 p.m
Wednesdays beginning July 14
The fee is $46 per person.

The class is open to everyone.
“Tvs had people age 2 to age 80 on
skates; no one is too young, no
one is too old to leant,” said Chris
Johnson, instructor.

“I'd encourage anybody who
ha the slightest desire (to learn
in-line skating) to try it. You're
going to have a good time.”

Johnson is a certified instructor
with International In-Line Skat-
ing Association and a sales rep for
RoUer Blade, an in-line skating
industry leader. He ays the pop-
ularity of the sport has grown
steadily since 1980.

Johnson and his assistant,
John Pump, work with skaters at

all levels, leaching in-line tech
niquee to izpiriaacad skaters,
and starting from the beginning
with novice skaters.

For those who have
skated, Johnson starts
walking on the grass, getting used
to the feel of the skates and the
protective gear, then moves on to
teaching the skating motion He
doesn’t guarantee skaters will be
graceful when the class is over,
but they will have the necessary
akiUs to skate, and he says it
taka practice.

The novice as well a the expe-
rienced skater may have a fall or
two, and that’s why Johnson
stresses the importance of always
wearing safety equipment. Skates
and protective gear - helmet,
knee, elbow and wrist guards - are
provided in the class.

The Schoolcraft class stresses
the fundamentals, safety and
rules of the road for in-line skat-
ing.

Students are taught how to
start, stop, turn and maneuver on
skates. The class covers the im-
portance of wearing safety gear,
where to skate and skating eti-
quette.

When Johnson first approached
the college about teaching the
course, Marv Cans, assistant
dean of continuing education, was

But even given that lead, the recent
phone call(s) to ajuror in the Malice
Green case trial by a Detroit News in-
tern against the dictates of the trial
judge leaves more than one inkblot on
our profession.

No, the intern should not have con-
tacted the juror against the judges or-
ders.

tions.

Egli said offering early retire-
ment or severance isn't as cost ef-
fective when teachers are being
laid off, as is the case this year.
“It becomes less advantageous
when you have people on layoff.
The theory behind early retire-
ment is that you’re able to retire
people at a higher pay level and
hire people at a lower pay level.
But when you have people still on
layoff, it becomes less advanta-
geous to (the) school district.”

Teachers estimate that if 24
teachers retired early and were
paid $10,000 a year for three
years, it would reap at least $1.1
million, enough to cover the raise.
More than 300 of the district’s
751 teachers are at the top of the
pay scale and eligible for early re-
tirement.

“1 think that’s ($1 million esti-
mate) probably a little high,” said
Goldman. “The plan we offered
last year included a $30,000 cash
payment spread out over 24
months. We’d have to come up
with that cash to cover the same
plan offered last year if the union
were willing to accept it.”

There is no specific proposal
under discussion, but “we are
willing to talk about anything to
address that issue. We’re ready to
talk and I'm sure the association
is too, once they’re available,”
Goldman said.

Children learn a lot

kitc hen

'm a self-professed cookbook freak. | have
I books on Russian cooking, South African cui-
sine, ice cream, holiday cooking, creative ap-
petizers and a whole slew of children's cookbooks.
When it comes to cooking alongside children, |
have come to realize that the old Betty Crocker
cookbook that taught us how to turn French toast
into smiley faces with blueberries and bananas
just doesn’t cut mustard. Have you ever watched a
child paging through a cookbook to Find the per-
fect accompaniment to fish sticks?

Learning by doing

Children learn by doing, and even though you
might not think they’re learning anything by
opening a can of spaghetti, they are. They leam
how to choose right pot to fit the burner, kitchen
and fire safety, how to use utensils, and recycle by
cooking just one little can of spaghetti.

Children can leam a lot helping in the Kkitchen.
You might not realize it, but you incorporate math
into cooking every time you count eggs for a cake.
Too simplejjKiu say? How about a lesson in frac-
tions every time you mix one-quarter cup of sugar
into three-quarters of a cup of flour?

Science lessons

The simple art of making bread can be a lesson
in doubling (in bulk, as the dough rises). Speaking
ofdouh, there’s a lesson to be learned about how
yeast mteracts with flour and warm liquids to cre-
ate a gas that causes the dough to rise.

A microwave oven and bag of popcorn can be the
impetus to a whole lesson on how microwave ener-
gy works. Energy can be explored by explaining
the difference between gas and electric stoves, mi-
crowave ovens and even incorporating propane
grills and gas-fired camp stoves.

A personal favorite of mine is exploring the geo-
graphical aspects of cooking. What foods grow best
where and why? Can anyone explain why the
French call it a crepe, the Poles call it a polichin-
ka, the Chinese call it an egg roll wrapper and the
Greeks call it phyllo?

It might be a little thicker or thinner, and they
all start with flour and a liquid and all end up

' getting rolled around some sort of food. They all,

in essence, do the same thing and come from the
same source.

My kids don't realize it, but they also leam a
very important lesson in sanitation and food safe-
ty when they cook. This goes far beyond a simple
hand washing.

The Janes Gang have found bugs in flour and
seen the results of what happens when a little sug-
ar is inadvertently spilled on the kitchen floor.
What treasures lurk behind the stove or refrigera-
tor and why is it necessary to pull them out every
now and then to do a basic cleaning? Have you
ever thought about what happens to a soggy dish
towel when you leave it in the sink after an over-
night excursion to Cedar Point?

Grocery shopping

These arejust a few of the things that my kids
leam when they're home during the summer help-
ing me cook. | would bet that if you ask any parent
who has ever taken a kid to the grocery store if the
trip was educational, they would laugh in your
face. Between the questions of “can | have?” and
the “I wants,” I send the children off searching for
frozen grape juice and refried beans all the while
knowing that 1I’'m teaching them reading skills.

My soon-to-be-a-fourth-grader adores the game
we play about finding out costs and comparison
shopping between brands. She thinks it's fun; I
think it’s great that 1’m saving money. My second-
grader reads coupons and makes up the shopping
lists. Even if “bred” is spelled without an “a,” he's
learning something.

Most important, I think my kids are getting
some sort of understanding about just how much
money it costa to go grocery shopping these days
and why | get upset when the peanut butter is left
uncovered or when the milk is left out of the refrig-
erator.

I think my outlook on getting kids involved in
the kitchen is a little different than that of Betty
Crocker. Anyone who has ever seen my kids knows
that they love to eat as much as I do but instead of
making smiley faces on French toast to make it
ftm to eat, my Kids are learning those little lessons
in life that will allow them to be self-sufficient as
the years go by.

What it all boils down to folks is that if you get
kids involved in the cooking process aa a whole,
they will learn to try different things simply be-
cause they're involved in the process.

My kids get as excited when they make a batch
of taooa as they did when they learned how to tie
their shoes. My only wish is that Ifyou have Kids,
you will instill in them the importance of flood and
cooking. Bon Appetlt!

Even
schools that retain sports could
face massive scheduling problems
due to cancellations.

How can it be avoided? A bit of
understabding could help. The
public perception is that extracur-

Hera’s another possible solu-
tion: Use the Garden City method
of getting a tillage passed.

It’s obvious no millags will pass
while teachers ara getting pay in-
creases. Garden City teachers cut
their pay raise in half; the millage
passed

Redford teachers have refused
to defer their pay raises, but
Plymouth-Canton, Livonia and
Wayne-Westland teachers report
edly have not bean formally aakad
about possible adjustments in
their contracts.

Again, this would be a short-
term solution. And while fund-
raising can be a vital supplement,
it couldn't be the sole source of
income — not if every school was
doing the same thing.

Privatizing prep sports? Go
ahead — but don't expect it to
lower taxes. It won't. Participa-
tion will drop, too. It won't take
long for all youth sports to fold.

And our schools — where our
children go not just to develop
mentally, out socially and physi-
cally — will provide just one-
third of what they were intended.

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Fox’s Danger Theatre not
for all tastes... andproud of it

James Thurber once wrote a
story about his favorite party
pastime, a word game called
Ghosts. His wife, however, did not
share Thurber's giddy enthusiasm
for the game, he noted, and "wished
it were in hell with Knock, Knock,
Who’s There?"

It’s hard to find a clear consensus
on anything. From traditionally
taboo topics such as politics and
religion to unexpected hornets' nests
like fantasy Super Bowls and "Well,
I wouldn't call that green in a
million years,” only one bet is safe:
people will disagree.

Television is no exception. Even
though producers do costly research
to find the lowest common
denominators and safest (i.e.,
blandest) on-camera personalities,
likes and dislikes on television are
hotly debated. Want to polarize a
party? Lament the passing of “Twin
Peaks " Longing to irritate a
newshound? Opine that venerable
David Brinkley doesn’t know Bosnhia
from Bosco, then stand back and let
the games begin.

Now careening into the fray is
Fox’s new ‘Danger Theatre,”
premiering Sunday, July 11, and this
one’s sure to register high on the
argument meter.

Some will see it as a vigorous
spoof of bygone cop/adventure/do-
gooder shows such as "Knight
Rider” and "Hawaii Five-O,"
programs filled with square-jawed
heroes, beady-eyed villains and
deathless dialogue such as “Not so
fast, pal!” and “Book him!”
Detractors, however, will quickly

peg the series as just another dumb
sitcom, indistinguishable from, or
even worse than the shows it aims to
parody.

Robert Vaughn (“The Man From
UNCLE,” “Superman I11”) brings
his usual stolid, gray-at-the-temples
authority to his duties as host of the
series. Each week. Vaughn babbles
ominously about the mean streets of
contemporary America, the hooded
gunmen lurking at every door and
the helpless plight of peace-loving
citizens scared to death by the may
hem they see around them. He also
makes periodic gaffes, such as
solemnly intoning “crimes of
fashion” for “crimes of passion' (a
cue-card error), or eagerly inquiring
about the post-show party when the
episode is only half over

Vaughn’s gloomy pronouncements
serve as introductions for each
week's installments of two
miniature series: First up is “The
Searcher," starring Diedrich Bader
as the leather-clad, motorcycle-
riding title character Endowed with
an impossibly deep, gravelly voice
and a clumsiness normally reserved
for animated characters, our hero
stumbles through his macho paces,
more or less saving the day but
never getting the girl.

“Tropical Punch,” the second of
the show’s recurring story lines,
stars Adam West (“Batman ”) as
stumbling, stout-hearted Mike
Morgan, a captain on the police
force of a crime-ridden Hawaiian
city. Aided by his assistants,
Detective Tom McCormick (sort of
a blow-dried Barney Fife, played by
Billy Morrissette), and rotund A)

Hamoki (Peter Navy Tuiasosopo),
Morgan blusters his way through
solving crimes, relentlessly drawing
his gun and spouting an endless
litany of tough-guy nonsense These
guys make “Police Squad” look like
Interpol.

"Danger Theatre” is the
brainchild of director Penelope
Spheeris (“Wayne’s World,” the
upcoming "Beverly Hillbillies ’) and
Robert Wolterstorff of “Quantum
Leap ” Besides her duties as
executive producer, Spheeris also
directs several episodes.

So what’s the verdict on “Danger
Theater?" Is it a keen-eyed, on-
target spoof of by-the-numbers
action shows, or a numbing half-
hour of real stupidity, a no-brainer
that makes “Mannix” seem like
"Masterpiece Theatre?”

Here’s the rub: it’s both For fans
of “Airplane” and the "Hot Shots”
movies the show will likely be a
pallid but pleasing imitation. But
viewers more inclined to PBS than
“Police Squad” will find themselves
quickly scurrying to another
channel
