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Board gives Hoben passing grade

Superintendent John Hoben got his report card Mon-
day night from the school board. His rating is down
from last year, fiscal responsibility is considered his
greatest asset. Hoben earns $116,328 a year, though
that includes a $7,200 car allowance he returns.

The Plymouth Canton Board of
Education has completed its yearly
evaluation of Superintendent John
Hoben and given him an above satis
factory rating.

Hoben's performance in 15 areas
ranging from staff relations to legal

affairs was assessed using a five
point scale. Five was outstanding;
four, satisfactory, three, average, two,
needs improvement; and one, unsat
isfactory

His average score was 4.12, down
from last year’s rating of 4 48.

Trustee Dave Artley, who with
trustees Jack Farrow and Carl Bat

tishill served on the evaluation com
mittee, said the board's ratings and
detailed comments show “Dr Hoben
has done an exceptional job in the
school year 1992 93, noting that we
have to address some extraordinarily
difficult financial, curriculum and
planning issues

"The board, through the evaluation
process, has identified areas of con
cem that will require the specific at
tention of the board, the superintend
ent and all staff

"While the overall average rating of
4 12 represents a slight decrease over
last year's rating of 4.48," said Artley,

“it must be remembered that the su-
perintendent ia the only employee
that the board evaluates directly, and
that the evaluation, therefore, repre

sents some very specific concerns of
the board for which the superintend

ent is held accountable.”

Hoben's contract extends through
the 1993-94 school year The 69 year
old superintendent is paid $116,328
yearly, which includes his car allot-
ment of $7,200. Hoben returned the
allowance to the district last year,
and will reimburse the district for his

“We are very work-oriented. We
are in a society where | see both par-
ents working out of competitive ne-
cessity,” said Gene Smith, Canton
Township playground director. “We
must make house payments — often
beyond our means. We must have a
boat because our neighbors have a
boat.”

Smith has some advice for adults
who work and work and don’t know
how to relax, let alone find a leisure-
ly activity. “l've personally been
through this.

The township’s parks and recre-
ation services are there for the work-
weary adult in need of recreation.
Soccer, men’s softball, co-ed soft-
ball, women's softball, as well as
golf leagues for men, women and
senior adults are among the spring
and summer programs. Tennis les-
sons and leagues, as well as volley-
ball, also are available.

In fall and winter, programs for
adults include soccer, racquetball,
basketball and volleyball leagues, as
well as aerobics and open gym night.
Ballet and tap lessons, as well as a
groundhog day softball tournament,
skiing lessons and roller skating
also are available.

And that's just for adults. Pro-
grams also are offered for children
and senior adults.

“You take a community this size
and the demand is getting stronger
to meet the needs of the very young,
teens, young adults and the sen-

The institute takes a futuristic
approach, identifying trends and
forecasting what the future will be
like over the next 100 years

Students have selected a main
study program called an "inten
sive" which meets for 2°A hours
each weekday. Other exploratory
courses in classical music, story-
telling, art, music, leadership and
science are available for another
two hours each day. Also included
in the two-week program are peer
group sessions, field trips, sports
and free time.

A state grant pays for the ma-
jority of expenses. Students, who
are housed in the Madonna resi-
dence hall, had to pay $200 for the
two-week session.

jState Sen. William Faust has
pried out some of the Accident
Fund facts he wds seeking from
Gp\.

7 in Ingham Circuit Court. Faust
sued under the state Freedom of
Information Act.

“Their decision to give us the
list on the eve of the court hearing
leads me to believe that they
knew we were right all along,”
said Faust, “and that they would
be ordered to give us the list by
the court.

Faust still is suing Insurance
Commissioner David Dykhouse
under FOIA for access to an ac-
counting firm’s analysis of Acci-
dent Fund assets. A hearing on
that suit is scheduled for July 21.

A Senate Democratic aide said
Faust is paying for the suits him-
self. If successful, Faust could ask
that the administration pay his
legal costs.

Democrats say Engler’s people
delayed responses to Faust's
FOIA requests until after the
Senate vote. The bills are in a
House committee.

Y ack handled

t’* finally time to put Mettetal Airport to
I rest. The issue has been simmering for

more than two years and the action taken
by the state to purchase it preserves the small
facility.

Such small airports used for private aviation
will disappear from metro areas unless steps are
taken to preserve them. They enrich a commu-
nity, just as a publicly owned boat dock does for
a lakefront community.

No, Mettetal isn’t essential to life in the Can-
ton and Plymouth communities, but then again
neither are parks.

The hero in the Mettetal story is Canton
Township Supervisor Tom Yack. He was able
to take a political hot potato, cool it down and
turn it into potato salad.

In other words, Yack was able to handle the
diehard anti-Mettetal Concerned Citizens
group with savvy and ease. Those opponents,
mostly based in the city of Plymouth, are the

types who foam at the mouth and nip at the .

heels of every politician who even mentions
Mettetal.

The anti-airport group’s vehement opposition
to Mettetal has been perplexing since the begin-
ning. The money, expected to be between $3 and
$4 million, comes from taxes paid on aviation
fuel, not from local sources. The group used the
bizarre argument that somehow the federal gov-
ernment could have cut taxes, if federal funds
weren't used to purchase Mettetal.

That was pure bunk.

The group also dipped into the Land of Oz to
come up with the logic that voters were against
a state/federal Mettetal purchase. It’s true that

may have a good idea in selling the state
Accident Fund. His simple premise is
that government doesnt belong in the workers’
compensation insurance business.
But the administration did
itself no political favors, and
did its cause some harm, by re-
fusing to honor two Freedom of
Information Act requests from
Democratic state Senators Wil-
liam Faust of Westland and
Michael O’Brien of Detroit.

By requiring senators to go to court to enforce
the public records law, Engler has stooped to
the level of Detroit Mayor Coleman Young, who
had to be sued by the Wayne County prosecutor
for a legitimate FOIA request. Republican lead-
ers should advise the highly partisan Engler it
is politically hazardous to use Young’s failed
tactics.

Sure, Faust would continue to oppose sale of
the Accident Fund, even if Engler’s people had
been smart enough to open the books. We see
no reason, however, for the governor to fuel par-
tisan flames by hiding public records. As Faust
noted, prospective buyers of the Accident
Fund's business will examine the records. They
are public records. FOIA is written in plain
English.

Voters want

budgetreform s

oters in the Plymouth-Canton School
V District, as well as other school districts

in the tri-county area, said "no” to mil-
lage increases because they demand reforms to
the school budgets. The voters in this school
district are no different in their feelings than
voters in other school districts (see enclosed
copy of Detroit News Editorial Wednesday,
June 16,1993).

In regard to budget reform | ask three ques-
tions.

1. Exactly how much cost resulted from the 3
percent salary increase given to teachers and
others? | estimate that cost to be approximately
$950,000.00, am | incorrect?

2. According to the figures listed on your pro-
posed budget cuts (May 13,1993, Budget, 51A)
the total budget cut amount for elimination of
cocurricular activities at the high school and
middle school levels, and necessary custodial -
over time totals $597,400.00. Combining to that
total, the cut for closing of all buildings to the
public after hours would now total $751,600.00.
And if we were to add to that the elimination of
text book purchases the.cumulative total would
be $1,044,600.00. Is this information still cor-
rect? (note that the cost ofitem 1almost equals
item 2).

3. Exactly how much revenue would have
been raised from the proposed 4 mill tax in-
crease? Please respond to this question with
calculations as to how you arrived at your total.
My estimate is that a 4 mill increase would
have resulted in approximately $6,210,000.00
additional revenue, (why ask for $6,210,000.00
when your budget cuts indicate $4,673,600.00 is
all that was needed).

The solution seems painfully obvious: a) Re-
tract the 3 percent salary increase (which some
teachers have already verbally expressed a will-
ingness to not accept, and many employees in
the private industry are accepting); b) Immedi-
ately go back to the electorate fora 2 mill in-
crease, which with prudent spending decisions
should be sufficient to operate without ob-
structing the students firom obtaining a well-
rounded education.

Remember the students should be our prime
concern when we consider budget cuts. Please
do not “hurt” the students by eliminating
proms, yearbooks, honor societies, drama clubs,
sports, bands, etc. These activities are very im-
portant to their overall educational experience.

Why must we wait until October for you to
decide what to do? Is it your goal to eliminate
all Fall term cocurricular activities to impact
your position that you want a 4 mill increase?
Depriving students of activities is a cruel way to
try to accomplish your goal.

Act now.

ecently extensive media attention was
R given to the Killing of a Japanese foreign
exchange student who was shot after he

knocked on the wrong door while looking for a
Halloween party. All Americans regret this un-
fortunate accident.

This event has raised the ire of the Japanese
who view America as a violent place where guns
are too plentiful. Though violent crimes are on
the increase in America, the people of Japan, as
well as the world community at large, should
know that such incidents do not truly represent
what life is like here.

Each year student foreign exchange programs
offer thousands of international teenagers the
opportunity to live among us — to share our
homes, to attend our high schools, to celebrate
our holidays. For most of these students their
time here is life-changing — a transformative
experience. They return to their homelands
with a deepened understanding of our ways, of
what binds us together and what makes us dif-
ferent.

Any of my previous host families can tell you
that the student foreign exchange experience re-
quires patience and a willingness to listen and
to learn from a foreign teenager. Dialogue is the
essence of good foreign exchange experiences.
Japan has one of the lowest murder rates in the
world. That is why, perhaps, such an incident is
so difficult for them to understand. What can
we learn from their ways? How can we assure
them that, though violent crime is increasing
here, it is not everywhere and is not a part of our
American nature?

It is my hope, as a local coordinator for organ-
izations that place foreign exchange students
with local families, that more families will open
their doors to Japanese and other foreign teen-
agers — to offer them an opportunity to know
what our way of life is really like. We can gain
from their presence, if we are willing.

County execs combine humor with politics

L eague of Women Voters, take
note.

Finding out a politician's
etends on issues doesn't have to be
dull.

Take a cue from the new Brooks and
Ed show at 12:30 p.m. Sundays on
WDIV-TV before you organize your
nest Meet the Candidates forum.

Or from the Ed and Brooks show.
The names ofthe two politicos rotate
each week — equal billing, you know.

It has hosts who aren't afraid to
smile (ever seen a candidates night
moderator?); it includes a guest; and it
includes questions from the audience
that don't have to be reviewed by a
LWV member.

Part of the charm of this half-hour
with the Wayne and Oakland County
executives, which debuted Sunday, is
the undercurrent of good humor.

Example: Ed McNamara asked L.
Brooks Patterson to say who hed like

to see aa the new mayor of Detroit. “1
don’t know how appropriate that would
be,” Patterson said. “It would be the
kiss of death,"” McNamara said matter-
of-£actly.

Another facet ia that McNamara, a
moderate Democrat, and Patterson, a
conservative Republican, ahow that it’s
possible to agree to disagree.

On the topic of this day —the econo-
my — their divergent stands are appar-
ent. “Detroit'a future is tied to Oak-
land County,” Patterson said.

“| disagree," McNamara said. “Oak-
land County's a ‘have’ community at
the moment. But Detroit is the identi-
fying name. If Detroit has a terrible im-
age, Oakland County has a terrible im-
age.”

Audience applause — without a cue
card. (And there ia an audience, unlike
some candidates nights.)

Patterson countered that Oakland
County is the engine.

“The engine should take a bigger
load,” McNamara returned.

Asked whether Oakland County
should help foot the bill through a tax
for the Detroit Zoo, Belle Isle and the
Detroit Institute of Arts — Patterson
said no way.

And in answer to a question from the
audience about urban sprawl, Patter-
son said, “I dont call it sprawl, I call it
development.”

Still Patterson has his momenta,
calling Mika Hitch “a saint for the
city” — meaning Detroit.

The show ia divided into quadrants:

can congressman from Michigan named

Don Riegle described the seniority sys-
tem in Washington. It wasn’tjust that the old
guys were committee chairs; they also set the
agendas, dominated hearings and generally
shafted young and minority party members. All
a secretary of state had to do was stall five min-
utes, and young whippersnappers like Riegle
couldnt quiz him foranother year.

Two decades later, Americans have sent 25
percent new members to the U.S. House of Rep-
resentatives. Have things changed?

“To a great extent, nothing has changed,"
said Joe Knollenberg, a freshman Republican
from the Uth Congressional District, which in-
cludes the suburbs of Oakland and Wayne
counties. "The committee structure is such
that, if you're a freshman, you go to the end of
the line.”

On the Small Business and Urban Affairs
Committee, he has been a tad luckier than
young Riegle, asking Henry Cisneros, Housing
and Urban Development secretary, two ques-
tions in six months. “Many times I’'m passed
over,” said Knollenberg, “or the bell rings end
we have to run and vote."

Shucks, reporters have better luck then that.

Knollenberg. 59, is serving in his first govern-
mental elective office. With radiatricting, he re-
placed two veteran congressmen: Bill Broom-
field, of Royal Oak, Birmingham end Lake
Orion, 36 years, and Carl Pursell of Plymouth,
14 years.

Even the seating arrangement works against
newcomers in both parties who went reform.
Senior members of both parties are in the cen-
ter. New members sit on the ends.

To get ahead, Riegle said in 1972, ‘play the
game end be one of the boys . . Avoid major
controversy, get yourself re-elected time after
time and accumulate power slowly.”

Knollenberg can't play the game. Michigan
voters, srith more rags than intelligence, last
year impoeed a three-term limit on both state
lawmakers and the congressional delegation.
Texas and Massachusetts can re-elect their
stalwarts forever. Michigan’s team will have to

gstout in six years.
Will that hurt KnoHenberg’s effectiveness?

T hat was how, in 1972, a young Republi-

“Absolutely. It creates an unfairness. We feel
it in the freshman class,” he said.

Jim Herrington, host of the Channel 7 “Spot-
light” program where this conversation took
place, believes a lawsuit challenging the Michi-
gan constitutional amendment is inevitable.
Knollenberg supports a proposed U.S. constitu-
tional amendment by Bill McCollum, R-Fla., to
have uniform term limitation — say, six terms.
It also would limit the terms of committee
chairs.

Knollenberg said it's a “hot item acroes the
country,” with 81 percent support in the 11th
District and 70 to 75 percent support in the na-
tion. “The American people want it Ifthe
American people want something, eventually
they’re going to getit”

So all Congress has to do is vote for the
McCollum amendment and expect enough state
legislatures to follow suit — right?

Wrong. The McCollum amendment “is bur-
ied in committee, covered,"” said Knollenberg-
He has signed a discharge petition to force it
out ofthe House Judiciary Com
