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Engler hints at school reform plans

Gov. John Engler opened the cur­
tains in Canton on Tuesday without 
exposing a complete view of his 
plans for public school and property 
tax reform.

“Education is where the auto in­
dustry was 20 years ago when com­
petition was just arriving,” Engler 
said, as be gave only glimpses into 
the plan he will reveal before the 
state Legislature next Tuesday.

The message received a positive 
response from Bruce Patterson of 
Canton, who said; “I’m excited; it’s 
an opportunity for change.”

Steve Ragan of Plymouth, a 
Schoolcraft Community College 
trustee, welcomed Engler's chal­
lenge to have public schools work 
with community colleges to offer 
students more.

“We’re going to be meeting with 
Plymouth-Canton school officials to 
determine if we can offer college 
classes at the high schools,” Ragan 
said.

The governor criticized the cur­
rent public education system both

told the crowd of approximately Iw ' 
Canton and Plymouth residents at 
the Canton Eiamomic Club that 
there’s been a disproportionate re­
turn on educational pierformance for 
the $74 billion — a 91-percent in­
crease since 1983 — spent on K-12 
education. In that time there’s been 
a 7-percent decrease in the number 
of pupils.

“The problem is getting the mon­
ey’s worth for the spending that’s 
going on,” Engler said. “We’ve had 
incremental change (in educational 
performance) at exponential costs.”

Educational reforms will involve 
choice and competition. The annual 
foundation grant for each student 
will follow the student. “That’s how 
you get a system that’s more respon­
sive and flexible for parents and 
kids," En^er said.

But he did not reveal how reforms 
will be financed or how the $6 bil­
lion in property tax cuts would be 
replaced. “Something has to go on 
the ballot unless we go back to prop­
erty taxes and I’m unwilling to do 
that,” he said.

School talk: Gov. John Engler on Tuesday gave Canton and Plymouth residents a preview of 
the school financing plan that he will unveil next week.

Ten years of consciousness-rais­
ing since the debut of the “Nation at 
Risk” report in 1983, as well as a t­
tempted reform and billions of dol­
lars spent, has had little effect on 
improving the quality of education 
for students, he said.

“We have not grappled really with 
the central issues,” Engler said.

Offering bits of what he’s 
planned, Engler spoke of creating

competition between individual 
schools. Choices would be provided 
to students by allowing them to pick 
the schools they wish to attend. “We 
do it today. We call it tuition,” En­
gler said.

He spoke of creating educational 
bank accounts for students to use at 
the schools — and even college if 
there is money left — of their 
choice. For example, if an average

$5,000 is spent on a student annual 
ly that makes a savings account of 
$62,500 for 12 years of education. If 
the student completes graduation 
requirements at the end of 11th 
grade, there’s money remaining to 
use for college.

On the other hand, parents would 
use that average $5,000 to send their 
child to whatever public school they

Judge George Bowles wrote the 
M ichigan s ta tu te  for enforcing child 
support paym ents, a m easure adopt 
ed by m ost other states.

T he longtime P lym outh resident, 
78, died Sept. 20 in S an ts  Barbara, 
C a ^

Bowles announced his re 
tirem en t from Wayne C ircuit Court 
in 1975, presiding Judge Jam es 
C anham  called him the court's 
“ most articulate, sharpest and h a rd ­
est working ju r is t"

P lym outh Lawyer Joe Dillon, who 
s h a r ^  an office with Bowles in the 
late 1970s, said Bowles “wrote as

clear an opinion as anybody"
"1 rem em ber what a hard working 

guy he was and what a straight ar 
row he w as,” Dillon said.

"H e was an old country lawyer, 
th a t 's  what he described him self 
as ,"  Dillon recalled.

Legal observers say Bowles' legal 
opinions helped shape the course of 
Michigan law.

In 1962, before sta te  law suppo rt­
ed him, Bowles awarded child custo ­
dy to a father in a divorce action. He 
called it “ in the best in terests of the 
child .”

He also wrote the law th a t enables 
courts to attach  pay of paren ts who 
are late in m aking child support

paym ents.
“ From a social standpo in t I con 

aider th is one of my greatest 
achievem ents,” he said.

Bowles was bom  Ju ly  25, 1915, in 
Grove City, Penn. After graduating  
from the University of M ichigan 
Law School in 1941, Bowles liegan 
working arith the N ational I^ b o r  
Relations Board in Milwaukee, to 
be near his fu ture wife, Catherine.

He returned to  M ichigan — after 
m arrying C atherine Janes Aug. 29, 
1941 — to serve as an aide in 1943 
to  Louis M iriani, who later became 
D etroit mayor.

Reaction to Gov. John Engler’s 
educational reform package 
among Plym outhCanton ad 
rninistrators, teachers and stu­
dents was largely positive.

“Overall, 1 didn t hear any sur­
prises. The man has done his 
homework, and it’s obvious that 
he is interested in putting togeth­
er a quality program and that’s 
what we are all about," said Su­
perintendent John Hoben.

”I thought he was on target,” he 
added. “Competition is some­
thing that has long been lacking. 
It’s time we accept the fact that 
we are going to have to raise 
standards, and expect our kids to 
l)e able to compete on thos“ 
standards."

Hoben said he wished the gov­
ernor would have explained more

about how he plans to finance ed­
ucation, now that the property tax 
will no longer be used to fund 
schools.

“ I wish he had gone on a little 
bit more aV)out how he intends to 
finance education," the sutierin- 
tendent said ”1 think he pretty 
well set the tone. There is going to 
have to be some local effort of one 
sort or another; property, income 
tax or whatever it might be. One 
of the things he let the cat out ot 
the bag on was the exemption of 
the homestead tax credit. If that’s 
gone, it will have a tremendous 
affect.”

A key part of Engler’s reforms 
allows students to attend the 
school of their choice, regardless 
of the district it’s in.

Hoben has no objections to the 
idea, but would like to know more 
about how transportation would

“I have no fear of schools of 

choice, or competition. How they 
handle transportation is going to 
make a big difference. I think we 
have a program that is going to 
attract people," said Hoben. “Our 
technology for one thing, and the 
quality of our programs are such 
that we will compete with the best 
of them.”

The jury is out with Ray 
Hoedel, associate superintendent 
for business, until Engler reveals 
his financing!plan.

Said Hoedel: "We didn’t get 
much of a peak at what’s coming 
next Tuesday," when media from 
across the country is expected to 
descend upon Lansing to hear 
Engler as he unveils his program.

"It sounds pretty good. The big 
question 1 have is the transition 
period (to implement schools of 
choice)," Hoedel said "The tran­
sition period is rather short. Cer­
tainly our board and the supierin- 
tendent believe in putting kids 
first. I hope there’s enough of a 
transition period so there are no 
disruptions."

Hoedel said schools of choice 
would take effect July 1. “If it's a 
local option, that doesn’t give us 
much time.”

Stacey Champagne, a high 
school government teacher who 
was pink-slipped and recently re­
called. brought several students 
to the Canton Economic Club 
luncheon. She said she has reser­
vations about schools of choice.

"I thought Engler was interest­
ing, but I’m not sure whether it 
will work. I’m concerned about 
the aspect of teacher layoffs, 
fieing a newly-tenured teacher," 
said Champagne. "I need to see

to come from a vote of the peo­
ple," the governor said.

Canton sophomore Rob Hart 
said, “ I thought about charter 
schools, and I wouldn’t agree with 
that, because some racist organ­
izations could set up a school. 
Anyone could set up a school.

"I think he is making too much 
of a deal about money,” Hart add­
ed. “You can spend a lot of money 
and still not get a good education. 
I would like to see him put more 
emphasis on getting a good educa­
tion. I think the system we have 
doesn’t put enough emphasis on 
your knowledge, but on grade 
points. Kids can just get by and

not get an education.”
Jerod Ryan, a sophomore at Sa­

lem, didn’t care for Engler’s state­
ment that a student caught at 
school with a gun should be ex­
pelled, no questions asked. “To 
just kick them out . . .  I think he 
has the right idea, but where are 
they going to be put? A student 
who has a gun needs to be helped 
out. TTiey need to be given an ed­
ucation instead of kicking them 
out on the street.”

Tammy Hermann, a Canton 
sophomore, agreed. “Maybe peo­
ple are bringing guns to school to 
protect themselves.”

The atate Senate is taking up 
Rep. Lyn Rankes' bill to limit the 
reasons why parent may say “no" 
to having their children immu­
nized.

The House gave the bill 92 to 
14 approval last week.

Current state law says parents 
may oppose inoculations for med­
ical, religious or “other" reasons. 
Her bill would eliminate “other" 
reasons.

“ It's time to close this loop­
hole," Rankes said. “Some dis­
eases could have been eradicated 
long ago if public participation 
had been universal.”

The state Department of Public 
Health said letting 5 percent of 
children into school unvaccinated 
can trigger an outbreak of mea­
sles, whooping cough or polio.

Area representatives support­
ing the bill were: Republicans 
Rankes, Penny Crissman of Ro­
chester, Rarbara Dobb of Union 
Lake, Jan Dolan of Farmington 
Hills, John Jamian of Rloomfield

The Plymouth-Canton school dis­
trict has half the vacant school sites 
it did a year ago. Two have been built 
upon; and two have been sold. The 
others remain as possible locations 
for future schools and are not for sale.

we don’t have a middle school in Can­
ton."

A potential elementary school site 
is a 15-acre parcel on the south side 
of Warren between Beck and Ridge. 
It’s surrounded by newly developed 
housing.

Sites the district would look to buy, 
deftending upon the amount of hous­
ing built and population density, are 
to the south and west of the district, 
said Ray Hoedel, associate superin­
tendent for business.

Sold by the district for $450,000 to 
the Selective Group was 17 acres ad­
jacent to Plymouth Township Park 
off McClumpha and Ann Arbor Trail. 
Eighteen single-family homes will be 
constructed on seven acres. The re­
maining 10 acres, which contain a cli­
max beech and maple forest, was 
deeded to Plymouth Township.

Tonda Elementary was recently 
built on 16 acres on the south side of 
Warren between Canton Center and 
Beck. The school is completed, but 
didn’t open this fall because of the 
millage failure.

What’s known as the Bartlett site, 
21 acres on the east side of Canton 
Center between Warren and Ford, 
could possibly serve as an elementary 
school site. Hanford Road, which ter­
minates just shy of the site, is sched­
uled to be extended, which will make 
the parcel smaller.

The Miller Woods site is 40 acres 
and zoned for a potential school site. 
Ten acres of the parcel is restricted as 
a nature preserve.

The district also owns 27 acres off 
Joy west of Beck. “I t’s a good piece of 
school property because it’s on the 
border of Plymouth and Canton,” 
said Hoedel. “You could pick up 
growth on both sides. I t’s almost big 
enough to build a middle school, and

Bentley Elementary was built on 
Sheldon near Proctor. That school 
also was not opened due to financial 
constraints.

Sold to Grand/Sakwa Properties 
for $1.1 million is a 49-acre parcel 
north of Palmer and east of Lilley. 
Single family homes on 141 lots are 
proposed for the parcel, which is 
wooded and traversed by a creek. 
Canton Supervisor Tom Yack and 
others had urged the district to retain 
the land as open space and a passive 
park for nearby residents.

income, no kid couples) are moving 
in,” said district spokesman Dick 
Egli.

W altar Rodabaugh, Lapaar 
County animal control ofRcar, 
told of a woman who was paid to 
car* for six horaaa but naglactad 
all and 1s t  two atarvs to daath. 
“W* supplied 16,000 of traatmant 
a t county axpanaa. Tha woman 
got the horaaa back at no cost,” h* 
said.

Rodabaugh told of an owner 
who let an 88-pound Doberman 
pinscher waste away to 28 
pounds. After the county spent 
$ 1,000 restoring the dog to he^ th , 
the owner was neither flned nor 
required to make restitution, Ro­
dabaugh said.

A man who used a baseball bat 
on a 15-pound dog was later sent 
to  prison for child abuse. “SB 606 
would have let us give that man 
some treatment. T hat’s what he 
needed,” Rodabaugh said.

Bouchard's bill would amend 
the penal code to prohibit a per­
son from wilfully and cruelly kill­
ing, maiming, mutilating or sexu­
ally assaulting an animal.

A violator could gst a yaar la 
priaoB, bo fined $1,000, ordsrsd to 
perform $40 hour* of community 
sarvioo and bo prohibited from 
owning an animal.

Bouchard noted his bill also 
covors transporting an animal 
with its foot Usd together (except 
for taking it for medical car*); 
failing to provida a rack so the an­
imal could stand or li* down; 
abandoning an animal; and allow­
ing an old, diseased or disabled 
anim al to suffer unnacassary tor­
ture or pain.

Sm ith’s bill would expand the 
list of animal cruelty violations. 
Exposing an animal to poison 
would be covered. The bill would 
apply to ”an anim al” and owners. 
Current law covers ‘‘any horses, 
cattle, or other beasts of another.” 
'The bill would not apply to lawful 
hunting or farming.

Sm ith’s bill would provide for 
minimum sentences of 90 day 
days in jail and $2,000 fine, along 
with mental health treatment. 
The maximum four-year prison 
sentence would be unchanged.

T h a  w oasaa’a a t to rn e y , 
Chariaa A. Barr of Detroit, was 
diaappointod that Cavansgh, 
with his liberal reputation, 
sidad with the drug compa niaa.

1906. In 1988, Mias granted the 
company’s motion for summary 
judgment (no trial).

Jud ith  Harrington, now a 
Virginia resident, was bora in 
Detroit in 1966 and becama 
aware of her exposure to DES 
late in 1974. She became preg­
nant in 1984 but miscarried. Cfo 
Dec. 30, 1986, she too filed a 
suit, which hfiee summarily 
dismissed.

The Supreme Court said a 
jury’s purpose is to try focts. 
“We do permit courts to deter­
mine a case when only a ques­
tion of law exists. . . l l i i s  ques­
tion is to be decided as a matter 
of law by the trial judge.”

Three justices dissented.

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City politics
Party labels getting out of hand
I t ’s with a bit uf amusement that we watch 

the city of i’lymuuth's commission race, 
traditionally non-partisan, become what 

some observers are calling partisan.
With Hve weeks to go until election day, 

charges are l>eing made by various camps. City 
I i>inmissioners Bill McAninch and Dennis 
Shri-wsburv are complaining that because for­
mer Republican 1' S. Rep. Carl Pursell is back­
ing a city commission candidate, Tom Prose, 
the race is becoming partisan.

What seems to Injther McAninch and 
Shrewsbury most is that Pursell lives in Plym­
outh Township, not the city.

Pursell contends he's trying to get the Repub­
lican Party back to its grass roots by working on 
a IiH'al campaign.

To us. McAninch and Shrewsbury are over 
reacting, l.et's face it, Plymouth Township and 
the city are about as Republican as you can get. 
.And just because Pursell is a well-known Re­
publican doesn’t really mean that the city com­
mission race is getting partisan.

McAninch would have us believe Pursell is 
trving to become the lord over some evil Repub­
lican empire based in Plymouth Township that 
Is trying to take over Plymouth.

Actually, Pursell is an asset to the Plymouth

community. W ith nearly 20 years in Congress, 
he can pass on his political experience to 
younger people who have an interest in politics.

I t’s what’s called being a mentor. And there’s 
nothing wrong with that.

However, in defense of McAninch and 
Shrewsbury, the city of Plymouth has benefited 
from having non-partisan members on the city 
commission. Few, if any, decisions on the local 
level have anything to do with party politics. 
The situation, not politics gets the attention.

But while McAninch and Shrewsbury con­
tend that Pursell is making the city commission 
race partisan, they are doing the same them ­
selves. McAninch claimed in a story that Prose 
and incumbent John Vos would be controlled 
by Pursell.

Such a contention is not only silly, it’s an 
insult to Vos who has done a fine job as a city 
commission member.

Elections are sometimes called the silly sea­
son, and this one in the city of Plymouth is one 
for the record books.

Let’s ju st hope the voters can see past the 
posturing by those in the Pursell camp and the 
Shrewsbury/McAninch faction. There are good 
candidates vying for election, and they should 
be heard on the issues, not their political party.

Special groups seek vouchers
T he worst school reform idea floating 

around .Michigan these days is called 
"voucher.” Under it, state school aid 

, would “follow the pupil” to his or her choice of 
school — local public, neighboring public, pri- 
•wite or church-related school.

leaving the problem cases to public schools.

■  Private schools can adm it the affluent who 
are able to supplement state vouchers with pri­
vate bankrolls. Poorer kids can be left out — 
and will have fewer dollars in their public 
schools.

The voucher plan is not to be confused with 
“schools of choice,” a concept limited to public 
schools. The voucher plan would mean a break­
through for special interests who long have lust­
ed to get their hands on taxpayer dollars.

Michigan voters in 1970 said no to the vouch­
er plan, then called “parochiaid,” by a firm 9-2 
margin. At that time, voters amended the con­
st itution, flatly prohibiting state aid to non­
public schools. The voucher interests tried 
again in 1978 and were gunned down by a more 
emphatic •'<-1 margin.

The high pressure for a voucher system 
comes at a bad time for Michigan schools — 
just as they are making breakthroughs in ac­
countability (annual reports), state-endorsed 
diplomas, testing in problem-solving rather 
than multiple-choice guesswork, better tenure 
laws.

rhey're at it again with a new theme. Instead 
of a raid on our tax dollars, they’re calling it 
“competition” — that is, making public schools 
compete for students with private schools.

Moreover, the state has adopted the goal for 
high school graduates of employability. 
Whether one is bound for an elite profession or 
housekeeping, every graduate is to have job 
skills. It’s a plan designed by corporate hiring 
officers — not teachers unionists, as some 
voucher backers have erroneously asserted.

The chief tactic is a non-stop, vitriolic attack 
on public education — state curriculum laws, 
superintendents and especially the teachers.

There always will be a place for private and 
church-related schools. Michigan protects their 
right to exist, their free speech, their tax-free 
status, their building safety and their zoning 
status.

There are many other rea.sons the babble 
about “voucher” ought to be halted;

■  Voucher is a Trojan horse for any zany cult 
that wants to indoctrinate kids with an ethno­
centric curriculum or bigoted idea about relig-

“Leave the m atter of religion to the family 
altar, the church and the private school, su p ­
p o r te d  e n tir e ly  b y  p r iv a te  co n tr ib u tio n s . " Presi­
dent Ulysses S. Grant’s speech in 1875 is sound 
principle today.'

■ Under a voucher system, we’ll see an explo­
sion of spending on colorful brochures, TV ads 
and billboards to lure kids from one school to 
another. They call it “ marketing. ” but we call it 
wasteful hype.

■ Private schw is always can demonstrate goorl 
results by skimming off the best applicants and

Michigan was 26th of the 50 states to be ad­
mitted to the Union but first to declare a free 
education as a right and to make providing that 
education a legislative responsibility. Ours is a 
proud, practical and patriotic tradition. 'Those 
who use slick code words like "voucher” and 
“competition” would do education more harm 
than good.

P o m p o n  d e b a t e C o v e r a g e  d e b a t e

T his is a response to the letter written by 
Thom as C. and Veronica S. Bowling of 
Plymouth.

I would like to clarify misgivings anyone 
would have after reading th a t particular letter, 
“Pompon Debate.”

I agree with Mr. and Mrs. Bowling on one 
point. 1 don’t  understand how the E ast Middle 
School band was able to participate in the 
Plymouth 4th of July P arad e . . . after that, the 
letter contained a series of questions tha t were 
very misleading.

I am the “laid-ofT coach” of the pompon 
squad. After June 30, the activity that I have 
worked with since 1987 ended. After July 1 the 
district didn’t  have in place an interim package 
to cover school groups th a t were cut with liabili­
ty insurance to perform or places to practice. 
'This would be addressed at the next school 
board meeting later in July, well after the date 
of the parade.

I have since learned in a conversation I had 
with Mr. Bowling that he did not even attend 
the parade this year and he was dead wrong 
about the other school groups participating. I 
only saw the East band and, as for cheerleaders, 
the Plymouth Steelers.

W hen reading the Plymouth Observer, I 
am continually discouraged by the lack 
of equal coverage for co-curricular ac­

tivities at the high school level. 1 feel there is an 
unequal balance between sports and non-sports 
oriented co-curriculars (i.e., science olympiad, 
debate, choir, quiz bowl, etc.).

For example, there is an entire section dedi­
cated basically to high school sports, yet the 
non-sports activities get only a blurb every once 
in a while. ^

I understand that sports are an important 
part of the community, and I’m not advocating 
a decrease in sports coverage; however, the non­
sports co-curriculars deserve at least equal rep­
resentation and recognition.

There are achievements in these activities 
that deserve our pride and attention. I’m sure 
these other activities would generate as much 
interest as sports, once introduced to the com­
munity.

As far as me not doing “a better job of budg­
eting allotted funds,” I ask, what allotted 
funds? The pompon squad members are re­
sponsible for all of their own equipment, un i­
forms and travel expenses. On top of that, they 
have each paid a yearly pay-to-participate fee. 
W hat the school district does provide is liabili­
ty coverage and a place to practice. Yes, I am 
paid a yearly stipend. Believe me, it doesn’t 
even begin to cover the cost of my gas to and 
from daily practice, and other expenses such as 
my camp fees, hotel rooms for out of town com­
petitions, etc. In short, it costs me money to 
coach. Why do I do it then? As a lifelong resi­
dent of this community and an alumni of Plym­
outh High I feel it is important to give back to 
my community and this is one way of doing so.

You know the litany by noen In reel 
dollars (after inflation), spending on 
public schools has risen 25 percent 
while school enrollments and test 
scores have declined. We’re paying 
more for education and getting less.

Many folks would like to comment 
on tentative agreements before the 
school board ratifies and turns it into a 
contract. No such luck, in most com­
munities — despite the Freedom of In­
formation Act, despite the Open Meet­
ings Act.

“At the time of the Sept. 8 (North- 
ville school board) meeting, details of 
the tentative agreeement were known 
only to teachers, administrators and

the acbool board . . . Some raaideota at 
the meeting asked questions about the 
proposed settlement and sufpseted 
that the board wait before rati^dng the 
pact to give taxpayers an opportunity 
to examine the details. Needless to say, 
the rational sugfsetion didn’t  gst very 
far.”

So wrote colleague Phil Jerome admo 
his local board k ^  everything secret 
“until it was too laU."

The landmark court case occurred in 
Traverse City in 1967 when the teach­
ers union ratified on Aug. 28.

T he debate and negotiations to
reinstate athletics and extracur­
ricular activities misses by a 

long way the landmark significance of 
the crisis facing Michigan schools and 
Plymouth/Canton schools today.

Of course people who are struggling 
to provide students with these experi­
ences have good intentions. The bigger 
picture, however, suggests something 
more fundamental is at stake. High 
schools, especially, have been intensely 
studied for many years and, unequivo­
cally, it has been found that there is a 
deterioration of test scores and a lower­
ing of intellectual competence. Interna­
tional conH>arisons reveal an embar­
rassing erosion of higher order cogni­
tive and reasoning skills among 
adolescents.

Repeatedly we have been told that 
high school graduates lack the neces­
sary skills and knowledge to be produc­
tive workers, consumers and citizens.

These claims are real and factual and I 
would be happy to supply any interest­
ed reader with sources.

High schools today have a structure 
based on a model created in the 1920s 
tha t came to full bloom in the 1940s. 
The current factory model comprehen­
sive high school has remained in exis­
tence because it has satisfied all de­
mands made on it. It offered something 
for everyone and the money flowed. It 
has served every faction but none ex­
tremely well. We have always had an 
upper “track” of academic studies that 
mimicked elite education but generally 
high schools very early in our history 
lowered academic standards in the 
hopes of creating universal attendance.

High schools are a great cultural 
edifice that Americans have purchased 
to give their young people a place to 
grow up in. It was iMlieved th a t adoles­
cents went through immutable devel­
opmental stages and that some were

suited for academics and others voca­
tional studies and so forth. But most 
importantly was the great proliferation 
of extracurricular activities (sports, 
band, drama, debate, chess and pho­
tography) th a t was designed to help 
young people “adjust” to adult life.

Today the world economy has made

tha t approach ineffective. We literally 
can no longer afford this old system. 
We once believed (the idea of “The 
Great Society”) that we could take care 
of anyone in America who needed it. 
We could feed, house, clothe, provide 
medical care and raise the children of 
absent parents. Today we need a smart 
population th a t can compete on a 
world scale. We need a population with 
broad factual knowledge, h i^ e r  order 
cognitive and analytic skills, and prob­
lem-solving ability.

The debate over extracurricular ac­
tivities and sports misses the more rel­
evant and pressing issue. What we re­
ally need to debate is how we are going 
to transform schools into effective in­
stitutions tha t will help all of our 
young people meet the demands of re­
ality and the 21st century. It is not 
going to be easy to give up some of the 
best of the old. But at the same time, it 
would be immoral for us not to take

every measure to insure our kids’ sur­
vival and success.

If teachers and administrators are 
going to take cutbacks, and if citizens 
are going to raise money, let’s a t least 
do the hard work of putting these re­
sources where we know they belong:
We need to bring back laid off teachers 
and create a focused and restructured 
school system that corrects the inade­
quacies of the old system and gives our 
kids a chance to succeed in the new 
economy.

Reinstating sports and extracurricu­
lar activities should wait until we solve 
our larger crisis.

Special in terests put lock  
on changes in  education
Y ou p>eople in Michigan deserve a lot of 

credit,” said the man at the resort, pu t­
ting down his gin and tonic with an ad­

miring smile. “You blew away the entire proper­
ty tax! Now you can get something serious 
done!”

Ever since the Legislature this summer obli­
terated the property tax supporting public 
schools, virtually every non-Michiganian I have 
met has said much the same thing.

In part, it’s people looking for a subject to 
start a conversation. But behind their slightly 
surprised admiration lurks an important public 
perception about our politics.

Most people now believe it takes a full-blown 
crisis to force our paralyzed political system to 
act.

Why? Evidence, for one.
In Michigan, for example, our politicians 

have been dithering about school financing for a 
quarter of a century.

During this period, property taxes have 
soared, per-pupil funding differences between 
districts have grown, total spending has shot up 
and our kids still leave school largely unpre­
pared for the competitive world of work.

And what have we received from  our political 
leaden? Wringing of hands and flapping of 
gums; tha t’s about all.

Why is this so? Blame the system.
Because they regard holding office as their 

life’s profession, our politicians are terrified of 
doing anything that might make anybody mad 
— which means they’re scared of doing nearly 
anything.

More to the point, the political sysUm is in­
fested throughout by special interests acting 
through lobbyists who grease the permanent re- 
election campaigns with contributions. In re­
turn, they demand a veto when something 

‘ comes up that affects their turfs.
In the case of the schools, the interlock of the 

special interests is so total as to earn the nick­
nam e “the Iron Quadrilateral.” It works like 
this:

P hilip P ow er

In one comer are the teachers unions, whose 
interest in the status quo is matched by the 
school superintendents and their organization 
in the second comer.

Both these comers are connected to the third, 
solidly dominated by more than 500 locally 
elected school boards in the state. And all three 
of these comers are linked to the publishers of 
school books and other instructioiud nuiterials, 
whose profits are most effectively safeguarded 
by resisting change (and the costs of putting out 

,new editions).
To move any one point in this closely inter­

linked system requires moving all. T hat’s why 
the political outcome in m atters regarding edu­
cation, school finance and student performance 
has been nothing more than a kind of grudging 
incrementalism.

From this analysis arises the hope of today. 
With the entire basis of school financing elimi­
nated, the political system will be forced to take 
some definitive action or £sce chaoe.

We will hear Oct. 6 Gov. John Engler’s initial 
proposals for school reform. As the debate kicks 
off, let’s hope tha t the “action in the face of 
crisis” theory holds true.

Otherwise, all of us — especially our children 
— will be in deep trouble.

W e’ve all fell it. The rapid heart 
'  rate, cold hands, increased pcrspira- 
, tion, shortness of breath. It's called 
anxiety.

Anxiety, the mind’s reaction to 
real or imagined danger, is a normal, 
necessary emotion. It is essential to 
existence; i f  we can’t perceive and 
react to something dangerous or 
threatening, we won’t be prepared 
to defend ourselves, or to run.

Aaxisty disorders
Anxiety becomes a ’’disorder” 

when it interferes with life —  
resulting in disrupted sleep, 
nightmares, constant nervousness 
or unwarranted fears. There are 
several types of aruiety disorders, 
all with a variety o f treatments.
• Panic disorders. ExperietKing 

high levels o f aruiety for no 
apparent reason is called a panic 
disorder. This condition can be 
terrifying •— people who experi- 
etKe panic disorders u y  they feel 
like they’re going to die or have a 
heart attack. Panic disorders may 
be gertetic, since they lend to run 
in fm ilies. Sometimes, attacks 
are triggered by subconscious 
thought processes or an unusually 
high level o f stress.

• CoodhioiMd anxiety. Some 
aruiety disorders can stem from a 
traumatic event. I f  a person has

experienced 
some sort o f traunui, 
and later is put in a similar 
situation, he or she may experi­
ence an aruiety attack.

• Generalized anxiety disorders 
ate characterized by chronic, mod­
erately h i^  levels o f aruiety. 
People with this condition are 
always very nervous and fidgety.

* Adjustment disorder, one o f the 
mildest forms o f anxiety disorders, 
is a direct result o f a stressful 
situation or change in the environ­
ment. Characterized by a persis­
tent, anxious mood, it generally is 
short-lived.

Treatments
Anxiety disorden can be 

effectively treated by anti-anxiety 
and anti-depressant medicatiofi, as 
well u  psychotherapy.

The best thing to remember about 
anxiety is that, at normal levels, it is 
a valuable emotion. When used 
appropriately, anxiety can help 
develop skills, motivation, and 
effective performance.

Joe Borkowski was certain. Sure, 
he had managed a creditable round 
Sunday, posting a 76 in extremely 
trying conditions.

'The *93 out­
look also appears bright with ths 
whitetail herd estimated at be­
tween 1.4 and 1.6 millimi animals.

But it wasn’t always this way. 
The popularity of archery deer 
hunting has exploded over the 
past 20 years.

— the compound — hit the mar­
ket. Prior to that time, recurves 
and long bows were the only avail­
able weapons for archers. In the 
mid-60’s wheels, or cams, were 
added to the end of the limbs of 
the recurves allowing for a great 
reduction in pull weight. 'These 
new bows made the sport much 
more attractive for those who had 
never previously hunted with a 
bow and arrow.

Compounds drastically im­
proved arrow speed and flight. 
'These new wheels also made it 
much easier to draw the bow and 
hold the bow at full draw while 
waiting for the optimum sho t It 
took about five years before the 
impact was felt in Michigan.

DNR statistics indicate 68,540 
licensed archery hunters took 
3,180 deer in Michigan in 1970 
(4.6-percent success rate). By 
1976 that figure had nearly dou­
bled arith 120,700 licensed archers 
begging 8,760 deer (7.3-percent 
success rate).

'They harvest was 28,110 (13.7- 
percent success rate).

'The DNR expects 360,000 arch­
ers to hunt this fall arith an antic­
ipated harvest of 88,000 deer.

Archers are now allowed to har­
vest two deer per year, one of 
arhich must be a buck with three- 
inch antlers or more. Antlerless 
deer permits not filled during the 
Nov. 15-30 firearms season allow 
an archer to take a third deer, but 
it must be used during the second 
archery season which runs Dec. 1- 
Jan. 1.

Practice time is over. If you’re 
not ready by now, wait until next 
year to break into the sport Don’t 
try to hunt with a areapon you are 
not proficient arith.

Remember, when the moment 
of truth finally arrives stay calm. 
Take a deep breath and concen­
trate on a good sho t Pick a spot 
and make a smooth release. And 
keep in mind that it’s not how £sr 
you can shoot an arrow, it’s how 
close you can got to the game.

Enter Henry (Culkin), Mark’s 
same-age cousin, whose rambunc­
tiousness and bad table manners 
are chocked up as symptoms of 
his age. The boys are in constant 
motion on their first couple of 
days together, smashing windows 
in an old warehouse, outrunning 
the steel jaws of a pit bull and 
climbing into an obscenely tall 
tree house.

When Mr. Highway arrives, 
Mark begins to have second 
thoughts. Henry constructs a life- 
sized dummy out of old clothes 
and cons Mark into lugging it out 
into the country. When they stop 
to rest Mr. Highway atop a free­
w ay overpass, Henry pushes it 
into oncoming traffic, causing a 
massive pileup.

Why the ensuing TV news re­
port doesn’t mention anything 
about the pre-teen perpetrators or 
even the dummy is unclear, but it 
could have a d d ^  another element 
to stretch out some pretty thin 
material.

He 
knows how to put the screws to 
you in the false comfort of family. 
He makes Henry's home, a Maine 
island village, first idyllic and 
then foreboding and shadow-filled 
when Henry gets involved.

He’s no Hitchcock, but Ruben 
does have a flair for suspense, lit­
tle set pieces that play upon fairly 
u n iv e r^  fears — heights and pit 
bulla. One of the best scenes is 
Henry and Mark’s first ascension 
into the tree house, which re­
quires the climbing skills of Stal­
lone in “Cliffhanger.”

One of the boards breaks loose 
and Mark almost falls, saved by

the frightenin^y calm Henry, who 
dangles him over the ground by 
one hand, asking, “If I let you go, 
do you think you could fly?”

(Bulkin mumbles most of his 
lines in an extremely low-key por­
trayal. His cryptic comments are 
supposed to send chills down 
your spine, but he doesn’t  speak 
like a regular 12-year-old so you 
never see him as intended: as the 
bratty kid next door whose games 
take a deadly turn.

As Mark, Wood has the kind of 
piercing blue eyes that would 
usually make him the villain of 
the piece. We do sympathize srith 
him, especially in his vain at­
tempts to midie people listen 
about Henry and in ^ e  scenes 
with his aunt, warmly played by 
Wendy Crewson.

Village Players cast meets challenge in ‘A Few Good M en’

Birmingham’s 
Village Players 
deserve a medal 
or two for taking 
on Aaron Sor- 
kin’s compelling 
drama, “A Few 
Good Men.” Set 
against a mili­
tary backdrop,

tere — many of whom are highly

complex — presents a dramatic 
challenge not for the faint of 
heart.

Directed by Barbara J. Under­
wood, the production comes 
through with flying colors in 
many respects.

The story revolves essentially 
around two “Stepford Marines,” 
Lance Cpl. Harold Dawson and 
Pfc. Louden Downey, accused of 
murdering a fellow Marine, Pfc. 
William Santiago. Serving as 
counsel for the accused men are 
three young Naval officers: Lt. j.g.

Daniel Kaffee, Lt. j.g. Sam Wein­
berg, and Lt. (Tmdr. Joanne Gallo­
way.

Col. Nathan Jessep, a Marine 
veteran and a commanding officer 
at Guantanamo Bay, Cuba, where 
the alleged murder takes place, 
figures prominently in the drama, 
also.

As Dawson and Downey, Dave 
Springer and Jay Peterson have 
some impressive moments, not 
the least of which occurs in the 
highly-arresting opening scene. 
Standing at attention and speak­

ing out like well-drilled Marines, 
their characters seeem almost 
machine-like. We will soon see, of 
course, just how far from ma­
chines they really are.

Steve Tadevic is appropriately 
off-handed and brash as Kaffee, 
the clever young Navy reservist 
who couldn’t care less about the 
codes — “Unit! Corps! God! 
Country!” sacred to the diehard 
Marines he is appointed to de­
fend. Although Mark Carley as 
sidekick Weinberg seems occa­
sionally confused about his char­

August unemployment rates 
fell in all but one of Michigan’s 12 
major labor market areas, accord­
ing to estimates prepared by the 
Michigan Employment Security 
Commission and not adjusted for 
seasonal fluctuations.

In August, unemployment rates 
dropped by nearly a percentage 
point or more in all migor labor 
markets, except Lansing where 
auto industry layoffs pushed the 
rate up, MESC Director F. Robert 
Eklwards said.

Most area jobless rates have 
also fallen since August 1992 and 
fallen substantially. Edwards 
noted that since last year, local 
rates fell anywhere from 1.4 per­
centage points in Battle Creek to 
more than 4.0 points in Flint. 
Lansing was the lone exception, 
with a rate increase.

“Over the year, the number of 
unem ployed sta tew ide  has 
d ro p p ^  by 25 percent," Edwards 
said. “The state drop and the 
year-to-date declines in area job­
less totals confirm that the Mich­
igan and local economies are con­
tinuing to improve.”

From July to August, many ma­
jor labor markets reported work 
force reductions, but most also 
had employment gains. “Employ­
ment in Michigan’s tourism and 
related industries normally peaks 
in August,” Edwards said, “and 
this August was no exception. 
Employment climbed throughout 
the state in the recreational and 
amusement industries, among 
eating and drinking establish­
ments and at hotel and lodging 
facilities.”

Job levels also grew in the con­
struction, retail trade and food 
processing sectors, while falling in 
state and local education as 
school enrollments declined for 
the summer. Among the major la­
bor markets, Ann Arbor had the 
lowest August unemployment 
rate at 3.7 percent, while the Flint 
area had the highest rate at 9.2 
percent.

The greatest month-to-month 
change occurred in the Detroit 
and Flint labor markets as their 
rates dropped by 1.9 percentage 
points in August. The Detroit 
area rate fell to 6.4 percent, down 
from 8.3 percent. The Flint rate 
dropped from 11.1 percent.

Lansing, the only area with an 
unemployment rate increase, had 
production adjustment layoffs at 
local automotive plants, which 
pushed the August jobless rate up 
to 6.5 percent from 5.3 percent in 
July.

'The Detroit Area Business Ac­
tivity Index compiled by Comeri- 
ca Bank rose 7 points in August 
to a level of 162, compared with 
155 in July. ’This places the met­
ropolitan Detroit economy 9.7 
percent ahead of August a year 
ago.

Year-to-date, the first eight 
months of 1993 averaged 9.2 per­
cent stronger than last year. 
“'This is a magnificent example of 
how a stronger auto industry can 
lift a cyclically sensitive region 
relative to the national averages,” 
said David L. Littmann, first vies 
president and senior economist 
with Comerica Bank in Detroit.

‘The resurgence in August 
stemmed from better motor vehi­
cle output and auto sales. In this 
case, Michigan’s auto industry 
spacialiaation is reinforced by a 
more oompetitive dollar vis-a-vis 
the yen,” a ^  Littmann.

“Big ’Throe sales and produc­
tion continue to gain market 
share, and Mkhifan’a motor vehi­
cle output in 1993 is running 
more than 16 percent above the 
comparable period from last 
y m n . ”

Getting a child of five to go to bed at bedtime can 
be a routine battle of wills - a tug of war, with par­
ents sometimes holding the short end of the rope.

Parents expect an infant to be up at night, but 
with older chi Idren it can be a hassle and down 
right tiresome. It seems like the more ti red a child 
is, the more they battle not giving into sleep, which 
gives parents the blues.

Children have a repertoire of oldies but goodies 
stalling tactics. The more-familiar tactics are 
wanting a drink of water, forgetting to put away 
thebikeand needi ng to go to the potty “real bad, 
too.” There’s also “Can I get my favorite blanket out 
the closet?” or the real clincher, one most parents 
fall for, “Remember when we did this and that . . . 
and how we had so much fun?”

At that point, parents are supposed to be drawn 
into the remember-when stories. There’s a host of 
creative, and not-so-creative, stall tactics. Perhaps 
the latter strategy just might hold the lights on and 
your attention . . . 15 minutes.

Child development expert and author Dr. Terry 
Brazelton says that instituting a firm, predictable 
bedtime ritual is the single most-helpful action you 
can take. I’m inclined to agree with Brazelton that 
the bedtime-ritual approach helps avoid the “mid­
night madness”of a having to struggle with a child 
who insists on not getting into bed and staying 
there.

Brazelton suggests you never use a 'TV as a get- 
to-sleep tool for a child. So, if you’ve tried this ap­
proach and found your little tyke wide-eyed and as 
perky as ever, it’s because it’s too stimulating. For 
adults, maybe not, becau.se most of us are too ex­
hausted at the end of the day to really get into a 'TV 
program, while in bed. If your bedtime habits are 
simi lar to mine, 'TV has the di rect opposite effect 
than it does on most children. It relaxes and isn’t 
stimulating. In fact, before the news anchors can 
give a complete summary of the day’s current 
events, sleep zooms in.

Children should be made ready for bedtime in 
advance. How much in advance? At least one hour. 
This should cut down on the stalling, whining and 
begging at actual bedtime. Ample warning or ad­
vance notice gives children preparation/transition 
time. Preparation time works not only for bedtime 
purposes, but is used in the classroom settingas 
well. Children adjust to changes better if warning
isgiven.

Try to maintain a regular schedule. If there’s 
two parents involved, agree to alternating nights 
or weeks might work better, offering a steady pat­
tern. Get into a ritual leading up to actual bedtime. 
For example, undressing, bathing, brushing teeth, 
pottying,etc.

Include other rituals unique to your own fami­
ly’s preparation pattern. Whether it consists of two 
stories, a short review of the day’s activities, song, 
fingerplays, whatever, remember to do what’s 
agreed upon. This means advance planningrituals 
between parents and children.

It may be necessary to occasionally remind your 
child of the agreed-upon bedtime rituals. It is a 
give-and-take situation at first, butgettingafi- 
year-old tomeetyou halfway takes some con.sisten- 
cy and a little firmness. It’s not a good idea to allow 
a chi Id to bargain with you to let hi m or her sleep on 
the couch, parent’s bed then having you put them 
in their bed later, once the child has fallen asleep.

Do allow a child to get used to staying and sleep- 
ingin their bed. A night light is fine, ifthechild is 
afraid of the dark, or monsters under the bed .lean 
remember as a child, being terrified at night once 
the lights were out, and Mama said, “Good night 
Eartha." I would imagine my Chatty Cathy walking 
right out the closet, where I would place her after 
play. Once I was assured that the doll was plastic, 
not real, and only a play toy for my pleasure, I dis­
continued my short tri ps to my parent’s room.

Once you’ve finished to bedtime ritual, leave the 
room. Don't dawdle, or hang around for a second 
heapi ng. Child development experts suggest that 
if your child calls out in one more desperate at­
tempt to get you in the room, it’s OK to answer 
them but don’t go back into the room. Assure the 
child that you’re nearby should they really need 
you. Allowyour child to cuddle with a security 
blanket or soft toy, if desired.

When a child follows through getti ng in bed and 
staying there, praise them in the morning.
Children will occasionally have nightmares and 
can’t go back to sleep without your being there to 
hold them. Encourage your child to talk about their 
dream. Reassure them it’s OK. Try to comfort your 
child in his or her room, keeping in mind that it’s 
easier to condition the little one into finding favor 
andgettingusedtostayingintheirroom  . . , in 
theirbed.

Screening helps identify depression

Clinical depression is a serious medical illness 
that strikes more than 12 million adults every year. 
It’s estimated that 30 million adults will experience 
at least one episode of miOor depression during their 
lifetime makingdepression nearly ascommon as it is 
misunderstood.

Believed to be caused by biochemical changes or 
chemical imbalances in the brain, mA)or depression 
ca n be effectively treated i n 90 percent ofcases by med­
ication, often in combination with psychotherapy.

“I don’t  think people really, truly understand 
what psychiatric treatm ent is, how it works,” said 
Ken Iteighton,directoroftheday treatment program 
at St. Mary Hospital in Livonis.

That may be part of the reason that, while one out 
of four women and one out of 10 men will suffer from

depression duringtheir lifetime, less than 30 percent 
will seek professional help.

To clear up the misunderstanding, combat the 
stigma, and encourage those who need help to seek it, 
St. Mary Hospital will once again participate in the 
third annual National Depression Screening Day. 
Set for Thursday, Oct. 7, this is the second year St. 
Mary has participated.

Of the 113 people who participated in the screen­
ing at the hospital last year, 33 were found to have 
minimal depression; 27 were classified with moder­
ate to marked depression; and 33 ranked in the se­
vere to extreme category.

Nationally, 436 facilities in all 60 states partici­
pated  in 1992. More th an  20,000 people were 
screened and 60 percent scored positive for depres­
sion and were referred for outpatient treatm ent or 
hospitalisation.

'This year more then 20 hospitals and clinics in the

Detroit metropolitan area alone will be participating. 
Along with St. Maiy, they include Annapolis Hospital 
in Wayne and its W estland Center in W estland, 
Centerfbr Behavior and Medicine No. 3inCantonand 
Margaret W. Montgomery Hospital in Westland.

St. Mary will offer two screening sessions at 2 and 
6 p.m. They will begin with a slide presentation, then 
participants will fill out a depression screening form 
which will be scored by clinicians and reviewed with a 
psychiatrist, psychologist, social worker or psychi­
atric nurse. R ^m m endations will be made on an in­
dividual basis.

The standardized format will be used a t other par­
ticipating facilities, but times may vary. Sponsored 
byanumber ofmental health organisations and with 
an educational g ran t from Eli Lilly and Co., the 
screening is being offered Area of charge.

vara strain of tha flu virus type A 
Baojing, leading to increased aa- 
varity of influenza cases.

Rawathorne also suggests get­
ting yet aitothar shot at flu time.

“liiie  ia an opportunity to re­
mind patients and phyeiciaiu 
alike that the pneumococcal 
pneumonia vacciiM is also a cov­
ered M edicare benefit,” 
Raarethoroa said. “Patients can 
safely receive both of theae vac- 
cinea at the same time. Studies 
show that only 41 percent of older 
adults living at home receive their 
influenza shots and only 20 per­
cent receive the pneumocoroal 
pneumonia vaccine.”

Influenza and pneumonia are 
most likely to require hospitaliza­
tion in thoae over 65. This deadly 
combination is the fifth leading 
cause of death for senior citizens 
nationwide, resulting in more 
than 70,500 deaths in 1990.

The screening day is also open 
to those who would like to find 
out more about depression.

“The thing that we frequently 
see is that family members of the 
person who is experiencing signif­
icant depression are under a lot of 
stress and don't understand it,” 
Deighton said. “They don’t un­
derstand that it is an illness.

“Tile more you can advocate 
family members regarding what 
this is all about and what they’re 
really facing, 1 think the better 
the prognosis is for the person 
who is experiencing depression.”

It was precisely that family in­
volvement that resulted in a 70- 
year-old Dearborn Heights man 
getting the proper treatment at 
St. Mary.

R e tir^  from a professional job, 
he had suffered from bouts of de­
pression about every eight years 
since he was 35. The depressive 
episodes would last six months to 
a year. During those episodes he 
felt “just indescribable sluggish­
ness and depressed.”

“Just every effort was forced,” 
he said. “It was difficult to bathe, 
shave, brush my teeth, eat, drive 
the car. Everything was an effort, 
everything, every step of the way. 
It was just all forced effort.”

He was one of the 20 percent of 
those suffering clinical depression 
who do not respond favorably to 
anti-depressants and psychoth­
erapy. His most recent bout of de­
pression lasted for about Vh 
years.

He was admitted to St. Mary 
Hospital last spring and un­
derwent electroconvulsive therapy 
(ECT). The treatments were “like

Thia ian't a prime-time game 
ahow. No fancy aeta, no atyliahly 
dreaaad emceca, no eipenaive 
priiea. It'a juat teenagera teating 
their knowledge of the Bible, ape- 
cifically the 641 veraea of the G<ia- 
pel of Luke.

Thia ia Bible quizzing. And 
that waa the final question of the 
championship round, correctly 
answered by Lee Ann Gray who 
helped bring home the firat ever 
championship crown to the De­
troit metropolitan area.

“Bible quizzing is one program 
that has stuck because it’s a suc­
cessful program,” said Mike Mil­
ler of Detroit Metro Youth for 
Christ “It’s a constant; you get 
something out of it every year.”

Bible quizzing has b ^ n  around 
long than television game shows. 
It was started by Youth for Christ 
in 1948. That group’s involvement 
has dropped off over the years, 
but church involvement has kept 
it going, especially in the Detroit 
area which fielded 40 teams in 
varsity and junior varsity.

Miller works with Rich Kifer 
work on Bible quizzing, visiting 
area churches during August and 
September to demonstrate the ac- 

■ tivity, generally before Sunday 
classes. Kifer is the DMYC 
church network coordinator and 
Bible quizzing fits in with his job 
of bringing churches together. 
Miller said.

An interdenominational activi­
ty, it’s safer to say that participa­
tion in Bible quizzing is an inter­
national thing around here. 
Teams come from as close as Cal­
vary Baptist in Canton, Westside 
in Redford and St. Michael’s in 
Plymouth to Emanuel Baptist in 
Chatham, Ont., Cornerstone Pres­
byterian in Brighton and even 

' churches in Benton Harbor on the 
westside of the state.

The quiz season runs from Oc­
tober th ro u ^  early March and 
things tend to run in threes. Each 
team has three members and the 
monthly quiz session, hosted by 
one of the participating churches, 
involves three teams. However, 
when teams head for the world 

, championship, they add a fourth 
member.

Each month the teams leam a 
portion of the book. Starting off 
the 1993-94 season will be Chap­
ters 1-4 of 1 Corinthians, 91 verses 
in all. The teams earn points for 
each correct answer and those 
points eventually determine rank­
ing at the Day of Champions.

Hot seat
The teams sit on chairs in a row 

during the competition. Each 
chair is equipped with an electric 
pad that’s hooked to the score- 
board. If the player knows the an-

awar, they Bead only stand up. 
T^ay have 30 aaconds to give Um 
corract ansawr, and a player who 
givaa tkraa right anawara ends up 
in a froaen chair, kept out a t  tlM 
competition unlaaa the oppoaing 
team gives an incorrsct answer.

The Day of Champions comas 
in early March. By then the 
quizaers will have mastered 241 
verses. It’s a round robin tourna­
ment with the final three teams 
quizzing for the championship.

The tournament helps in se­
lecting the quizaers that will go 
on to the regionals in Chicago in 
late March where the quizzing 
covers a total of 478 verses.

At the regionals. the church 
teams are broken up into All-Star 
teams and given a church coach. 
How well the teens work together 
is used to determine who goes on 
to the world championships in 
July.

But the hard work doesn’t end 
there.

“It all depends on their per­
formance,” Miller said. “If they 
work really hard at the regionals, 
which is two-thirds of the book, 
you get invited to the world cham­
pionship. But between March and 
July (when the world champion­
ship is held) without forgetting 
what you have already memor­
ized, you have to memorize 216 
verses more. So it’s a commit­
ment.”

Just ask the world champion­
ship team of Sean Kifer and 
Amanda Lancaster of Brighton 
Wesleyan Church in Brighton, 
Lee Ann Gray of Cornerstone 
Presbyterian Church in Brighton, 
and Pete Goldsmith of Emmanu­
el Baptist Church in Chatham, 
Ont., and their coach Andy Hack- 
man.

Lee Ann Gray also proved she 
had what it took, walking away 
with top spot on the All-Star 
team, a heady accomplishment 
for a teen competing her first 
world championship.

The Detroit area also had a sec­
ond team placing fairly high in 
the competition. Coming in sev­
enth was the team of Dave Wil- 
lick and Ken Leslie of Fellowship 
B aptist Church in Sterling 
Heights, Tim Simon of Calvary 
Baptist Church in Canton and 
Graham Wloch and Darcy Saffar 
of Highland Park Baptist Church 
in Southfield. Darcy also was 
tapped for the All-Star team, with 
her 14th place individual finish.

Churches can field as many 
teams as they like. Junior varsity 
is for quizzers in the sixth 
through eighth grades; varsity is 
for quizzers in ninth grade up to 
the age of 20.

“But some of the churches that 
have been in since Bible quizzing 
started in the Detroit have three- 
four teams,” said Miller. “They 
almost have a farm system with 
kids following in their brothers’ 
and sisters’ footsteps. Once they 
learn how to play the game, they 
s ta rt tu rn ing  out excellent 
quizzers.”

Churches can join after the sea­
son has started and some have 
joined at mid-year. They miss out 
on the tournaments but have the 
opportunity to use the tail end of

game. DMYC has set up a achol- 
arakip program so quizaers can 
earn scholarahipe to either Wil­
liam Ttndale CoUegs in Farming- 
ton Hills or Spring Arbor Collofs. 
Each quizaer who can quote the 
verses word perfisct monthly earns 
sonae scholarship money.

The money waa garnered from 
former quizzers and supporters.

“People want to see this hap­
pen berause it is a solid thing,” 
Miller said, “they got hooked on 
the competition and it affected 
them in many different ways. 
People know the value of it.”

Another benefit is that many of 
the quizzers have gone on to min­
isterial careers.

Miller, who was a quizzer for 
four years and a coach for three 
years, discovered he wanted to do 
God’s work while quizzing.

“I started with it because I en­
joyed the competition, but while I 
was studying I felt a calling to do 
God’s work , to do a youth minis­
try,” he said, adding that he also 
met his wife through quizzing. 
“They receive a lot of direction in 
their lives. There are a lot of deci­
sions to be made and it’s nice to 
see these kids turn to God and 
receive direction. And it’s not like 
they get a letter or see a message 
on a wall.”

The violence 
of our nation 
bothers us all. 
Even more worri­
some is  the 
thought that we 
m ight become 
u s ^  to violence. 
Perhaps it is like 
war or AIDS. We 
only become 
motivated when 
it comes close to
us through the 

agony or death of one we love.
We are living in a time when we 

want to keep violence at a dis­
tance. We distance ourselves fit>m 
violence by saying that we can 
just turn the television off. We 
distance ourselves from violence 
by moving further away from 
where more of it exists. We decide 
to stay home.

Yet violence is a reflection of 
fear. It will not go away as long as 
we are afraid. Violence replaces 
positive action when positive ac­
tion seems fruitless. Violence is a 
thing of the heart.

A friend of mine is very angry 
with another person. She believes 
that this anger is justified by

what the other person is doing. 
Yet, my friend must realize that 
the anger is in her heart. It is eat­
ing her life away. Her anger is tak­
ing her energy and her love. She 
must realize that her anger must 
be changed or it will destroy her.

Violence ultimately destroys 
the one who expresses it. There is 
an interesting saying. If one does 
not solve a problem, it will ulti­
mately end either in homicide or 
suicide. The two are very close.

We do not want to hear this 
truth. When you destroy anothei* 
person, you begin to destroy your­
self. At a family level, spouse or 
child abuse destroys the person 
abused and the person who does 
the abuse.

Is this not what hell is all 
about? Hell is the refusal to 
receive and to give love. Why does 
this happen? We are taught the 
wrong things. We miss the posi­
tive influences in life. We fail to 
discern with both our heart and 
mind what is good and what is 
bad. We choose what we think 
will be the easy way out of a prob­
lem.

Recent reports of the killing of 
foreign tourists in Miami suggest

that the victims were “gunned 
down like animals!” Some of the 
violence we hear about in this 
metro area as well as in Miami is 
worse than animal behavior. God 
has created human beings to love 
with a capacity for great compas­
sion and sacrifice. We must not 
forget this. We must not allow 
this potential of the human con­
dition to be overwhelmed by the 
darkness of violence.

If we claim to be more more 
than animals we will bring God 
into the equation. We will work to 
find ways where love can 
transform violence and the condi­
tions that lead to violence. There 
is no more holy task for us today.

We must not become weary of 
solving the violence problem in 
America. We also need to pray for 
and seek for new voices, new 
prophets. These will be people 
who will address the nation in ef­
fective ways. Among the many 
things which will solve this prob­
lem of violence must be a spiritu­
al renewal. We must raise up re­
concilers among our people. We 
must raise up persons who have 
the spiritual heart to address the 
conditions that lead to violence.

Bringing God into the issue of 
solving violence also means that 
we have a resiliency on our side. 
We will not give up or seek to es­
cape the issue of violence because 
we know that God is on the side of 
peace. We say, “How bad does it 
have to get before people wake 
up?” But we continue to believe 
that people will wake up. People 
will choose the good over the bad.

We do need to raise up leaders 
from this generation and the new 
generation to work against vio­
lence. I have seen this p o t^ tia l in 
the faces of young children at the 
Thursday noon witness against 
gun violence in front of the City 
County Building. I have heard 
witnesses against violence in the 
voices of family members whose 
brothers or sisters have been 
gunned down. We work and we 
wait for the time that will be 
opened to us to reverse and re­
move this violence in our midst

Homeowners pool 
resources in yards
C anton resident Laura O'Neill Messer start­

ed a backyard pond when she began digging 
a hole to “keep my frustration level down” 

through a divorce.
When it was six feet deep, she decided to build a 

pond. She calls it a "floating pond” because it 
heaves with the ground in the winter, thus little 
winter damage.

She filled the hole with “any piece of junk I 
could find” — broken concrete, etc. — then 
packed it with builders sand and let it set for two 
months. The sand settled and made a solid base. 
Wolmanized wood forms the back. After setting 
the boards in holes, she cemented between each 
one, added wire mesh to the “wall” front and back, 
then painted it.

She cemented the sides and bottom of the pond, 
using a trowel and sometimes her hands, to get the 
cement smooth.

The seashell-shaped pond contains a figure of a 
girl standing on a tall p^esta l and serves as a 
water fountain while providing sound as well as 
visual interest.

A hose directs water to provide oxygen and a 
filter also is used. Plants are artistically arranged 
and are growing in piots that are weighted with 
rocks. The pots are stuffed into the foot of old 
nylon hose so that the nylon covers the outside of 
the pot up to the rim. This keeps the dirt level at a 
minimum and is unobstrusive.

Boston ferns, papyrus grass, caladium, ribbon 
grass and an umbrella plant are removed in the 
fall and taken indoors, along with a water hya­
cinth. The hyacinth spreads rapidly and Messer 
buys a new one each year. She advises this as a 
first plant for beginners.

Waterlilies and an arrowhead are set in three 
inches of water into a large, deep bucket, mulched 
heavily up to the rim of the bucket and set in a 
protected area of the yard to overwinter.

When fresh water is necessary, it sets 24 hours 
before the Koi are returned.

Last summer, Laura and Jack Messer were mar­
ried at this lovely site.

wildlife haven
When Lydia Wallace and her family moved into 

their home in Birmingham 13 years ago, they in­
herited a large pond, approximately 80 by 50 feet.

The bottom and sides are clay, which had ab­
sorbed any chemicals put on the lawn and flower 
beds by previous owners, who had also used many 
chemicals to maintain the pond.

She didn't want to use chemicals, preferring a 
natural area to encourage wildlife. Now, two- 
thirds of the surface of the water is covered with 
aquatic plants that reduce algae and weeds. An 
aerator runs automatically three hours each day to 
keep movement and prevent the water from be­
coming stagnant.

It has taken four or five years for the chemicals 
to dissipate and for Wallace to get the lilies, float­
ing hearts, marginal plants, emergents (those half 
in and half out of the water) and other plants 
growing.

Erickson earned a bachelor 
of arts degree from Hope Col­
lege in Holland, Mich., and a 
master of Ane art degree from 
Cranbrook Academy of Art in 
BloomAeld Hills.

He has received numerous 
grants and awards, including 
the Michigan Council for the 
Arts grant, Michigan Founda­
tion for the Arta grant and 
scholarship, and the Tannahill 
faculty grant. His work is in 
the collections of E)x-Cello 
Corp., Albert Kahn president 
Edgar Parks and state Sen. 
Jack Faxon of Farmington 
Hills. Erickson is represented 
in Michigan by Lemberg Gal­
lery.

“Todd has unique vision. 
His work is like no one elses. 
His combination of cast mate­
rials and found objects creates 
a visual paradox,” said Corrine 
Lemberg, gallery owner. Gal­
lery hours are 11 a.m. to 5:30 
p.m Tuesday to Friday and 11 
a.m. to 5 p.m. Saturday.

Origami teacher Margaret Mar­
tin of Westland spent a year in 
Japan teaching English. During 
her stay, she learned a lot about 
the Japanese way of life and ori­
gami.

“The Japanese couldn’t under­
stand why I wanted to learn about 
something meant for children. 
Origami’s a class for parents and 
children to take together and a 
great thing to know how to do 
with kids on a rainy afternoon,” 
said Martin, who earned her mas­
ter’s degree in recreation therapy 
at California State University in 
Sacramento.

By day, Martin works with the 
disabled, coordinating the thera- 
f>eutic recreation programs at the 
Bailey Center in Westland. She 
has taught art in Pennsylvania, 
Colorado and Switzerland.

more you pfactice, the better you 
play,” Martin said.

Last semester, one of Martin’s 
students who had suffered a se­
vere head trauma took origami to 
practice his eye-hand coordina­
tion skills. Although he has been 
recovered for some time, the an­
cient art enabled him to have fun 
and therapy all at the same time.

“It’s very, very therapeutic. It 
helped him to focus and improve 
his manual dexterity,” Martin 
said. “I t’s this creative process, 
taking a piece of paper and mak­
ing a bird out of it or a flower or 
frog.”

M artin’s tie-dyeing in one two-

hour workshop (Oct. 12 at $8) 
teaches two basic techniques; 
stripes and spirals. During the 
evening, two to three shirts will be 
colored with special textile dyes 
provided by Martin for $3.

‘What kid from the ’60s doesn’t 
know about tie-dyeing? This also 
is a good one for kids to come with 
their parents,” Martin said.

From silk screen printing to 
candlemaking and counted cross 
stitch, leisure classes will teach 
you the skills necessary to hand­
craft gifts straight from the heart 
in time for the holidays.

To the extent that representa­
tions were made to you by the 
seller or the Realtor, and to the 
extent that you relied on those 
representations to your detri­
ment in deciding to buy the 
house, you do have a cause of ac­
tion for damages.

But I would suggest that the 
representations could have been 
avoided by your obtaining an in­
spection of the premises before 
your purchase although I cannot 
tell from the question whether 
that was part of the agreement 

If you had an attorney repre­
senting you, the attorney may 
have suggested that you confirm 
the validity of these material 
representations before you 
closed. You apparently are pay­
ing the price for buying a very 
expensive property but perhaps 
not carefully following through 
with the details although the 
seller may well be rMponsible 
for your loss.

Our board has hired a man­
agement oompaay that has 
many sites and has promoted 
itself as a company that can 
bettor contract with sub-oon- 
traetors because of Its else. 
The problem Is that we are in 
the middle of the contract 
with the management compa­
ny, but we cannot get them to 
perform their duties because 
they are too busy. We talked 
to the principal of the man­
agement company who has all 
kliids of excuses. How can be 
extricate ourselves from the 
contract?

There should be a provision in 
your management aagreement 
that allows you to terminate 
your contract for cause which 
can be substantiated in regard 
to the management company’s 
alleged unwillingness or inabili­
ty to perform its duties under 
the management contract. If you 
have made reasonable efforts to 
get the management company to 
discharge its contractual duties, 
consult with your association at­
torney.

You should also know that 
many management agreements
are negotiate or have a clause 
that provides the association 
with an “out” of the agreement 
even if there is not cause. Check 
your contract; you may have a 
legal basis to terminate the con­
tract and if necessary, seek dam­
ages for the lack of performance 
by the management company. 
But it may he more cost effective 
for you to try to negotiate with 
the management company to try 
to resolve the problem or peace­
fully terminate the agreement as 
of a specified date.

Cam pbell/M anix , a Southfield firm  that de­
signs, engineers and constructs industrial and 
commercial buildings, has begun three new proj­
ects and completed two others.

The largest is a 53,500-square-foot retail facility  
at Ford and Southfield roads in Detroit. The $2.2 
m illion building is shared by Office Depot and 
CompUSA. Owned by E tk in  Equities, it  was a de­
sign and construction project for Cam pbell/
Manix.

The company has also designed and is now 
building a 36,000-square-foot electronic retail 
store in Dearborn scehduled to be occupied by 
Best Buy in November.

Construction is also scheduled to be completed 
in November on a $1.4 m illion addition to the 
Schenck Pegasus Corp. manufacturing and office 
facility in Troy.

Other projects include construction of a $1.8 
m illion emissions lab for Mercedes Benz of North  
America in Ann Arbor. The building was designed 
by Harley, Ellington, Pierce, Yee Associates of 
Bloomfield H ills  and is scheduled for completion 
in December. Both companies also combined ta l­
ents on a renovation of an office and engineering 
facility for Toyota in Ann Arbor Technology Park.

Science & structures
Structures, a traveling exhibit on loan from the 

Association of Science-Technology Centers, will 
allow visitors to explore engineering principles of 
the building profession. I t  w ill open Oct. 2 and 
close Jan. 3 at Cranbrook Institu te of Science.

The exhibit features 12 work stations where vis­
itors experiment w ith do-it-yourself models and 
devices. By pushing and pulling various materials, 
visitors discover how tension, compression and 
sheer force affect architectural form.

Experimenting with triangular supports, visi­
tors rearrange the trusses on a model bridge to 
discover what combinations form the strongest 
bridges. They may also use a polariscope to exam­
ine the changing forces a bridge is subjected to 
when a vehicle crosses. The younger set can create 
their own structures with building blocks under a 
tent in the shape of a Gothic ribbed vault.

Hours at Cranbrook, 1221 N. Woodward, 
Bloomfield H ills , are 10 a.m. to 5 p.m. Monday 
through Thursday, 10 a.m. to 10 p.m. Friday and 
Saturday, and 1-5 p.m. Sundays. Admission is $5 
for adults, $4 for children 3-17 and those over 65.

The Second C ity - Detroit Comedy 
Theatre and Risata restaurant have 
given second life to an abandoned 
clothing store in downtown Detroit.

V ictor Saroki, a B irm ingham  archi­
tect, and Lucy Earl, a Bloomfield 
H illa  resident who serves as executive 
creative director for L itt le  Caesar E n ­
terprises, played key roles in the 
transformation.

And a complete renovation it was, 
inside and out.

The 65,000-square-foot building  
next to the Fox 'Theatre, former flag­
ship o f the Hughes & Hatcher chain, 
was completely gutted to concrete 
slabs and beams.

In  its place rose an intim ate club 
completely painted black w ith black 
carpeting seating 350 cabtuet style 
with gently sloping sight lines.

The restaurant seats about 400 on 
several levels and features a mix of 
slate, wood floors, brick walls, steel 
girders and exposed mechanical sys­
tems.

“W e wanted to have a sense of 
presence,” Saroki said. “W e d idn ’t 
want it  to look like a new building on 
the horizon.”

I t  would have been easier to knock 
everything down and start from 
scratch, Earl conceded, “but not as 
interesting.”

“I t  was (originally) b u ilt in the 
1920s,” Saroki said. “ Understanding  
the structure was very complex. One 
of the difficulties was there were no 
documents, old plans. I t  was kind of 
search and discovery. I t  was a slow 
process.”

Study began in the fall of 1992,

demolition in March. The facilities 
opened earlier this month.

“T he project was s till being devel­
oped as demolition went on,” Saroki 
said. “ W e were reacting to different 
situations. W e did find out that the 
building had four additions. W ith  
four additions, there was no consist­
ency.”

B ut that factor turned out to be a 
blessing in  disguise, Earl said.

“T h a t old structure gave us n u ­
ances,” she said. “You get a ll these 
wonderful dining areas separate so 
you don't feel like you’re in one big 
room.”

“Second C ity ’s humor fundamen­
ta lly  is raw, kind of grass roots, sim ­
ple,” Saroki said. “The reason the 
room is a ll black is we d idn ’t want to 
detract fiom  the show and humor. 
Part o f the atmosphere of the Fox is 
opulence. Here, i t ’s to tally  opposite.

“ The stage is forward, a semi-circu­
lar format, platforms on every level. 
T h a t’s what makes it  a great experi­
ence. There ’s never anyone in front of 
you. The idea is to sit together and 
laugh w ith friends,” he said.

“There’s no bad seat in the the­
ater,” E arl said. “ I t ’s very intim ate.”

The open lobby of the theater and 
restaurant is highlighted by a circular 
bar and a large, custom-made, galva­
nized steel, stained glass chandelier 
upwards of 15 feet in length.

“T h e  bar becomes the focal point of 
the building comer,” Saroki said. “ A 
lot of emphasis was put on that cor­
ner so when people walk by, they get 
an idea of energy.

“ D rinking  rails and bar stools are 
at the windows,” Earl added. “ We 
want people to drive by and see some-

th ing  going on.”
B u t to do that, nuyor modifications 

were made to the exterior. The  cloth­
ing store had limestone panels and 
few windows.

T he renovation includes plenty of

“One-fam permiU have been between 11,700 and 15,500 
every year aince 1985, and will fall in that range in 1993.”

Laat year, some 14,700 unita were permitted.
Denumd here ia weaker for new upscale houses costing 

$300,000 and up, while unita priced at $175,000 and lower, 
eapecially in the $80,000-$135,000 range sell beat, U.S. 
Housing Markets reported.

“The metro area has enjoyed a 1.5-percent growth in em­
ployment during the last four quarters, including a small 
gain in manufacturing.

“The auto industry is regaining some strength, but the 
effects of plant closings are far from over,” the report con­
tinued.

“Basic building areas were left ex­
posed,” Saroki said.

Tako 
sour thumb and push in on that caulking 
material It it is hko a r(Kk. it is not doing 
ansboxis ans cihkI '̂ 'ou can romose n with 
one ol the putts romosors on the market 
that heal and sotion the putts to make that 
job a lot easier. Now is the ideal lime lo 
replace it. Check the gla/ing that holds the 
glass against the window surface. It that is 
cracked and split, it's not holding back ans 
water. You guessed it. replace it now

Inside storm windows work vers well. 
It sou do not like the UHsk ot the plastic 
■'shrink ssrap" ISpe ol interior storm win­
dows. consider magnetic polscarbonate 
interior storms. Thes are fastened with 
magnets and do a realls gtKxl job ot sealing 
out the cold air and make a big thermal 
break on the inside, much hotter than esie- 
rior storm windows.

It sou alreads base thermal windows 
and sou are starling lo gel a clouding hll- 
ing beisseen the panes, the seal is broken. 
The window trame does not base to be 
replaced, just the window, at a traction ol 
what sou'd pas lor new windows.

•Painiable Fsierior Surtaces: It the 
exterior paint job is sianmg to Itx'k worn, 
weathered, cracked, cra/ed. crumbis. now 
IS the perleci time to paint Remember.

60'< ol the |ob is pre-paini preparation 
Scrapping, washing with TSP. and rinsing 
ihoroughls. are sers snal to the success ol 
sour paint job

The other part is the paint, itsell. Don't 
skimp on the paint. Dsm't bus bs price, 
bus bs features, bs reputation. Bus bs per­
formance. Ladle the paint on like sou are 
icing a cake. Don't trv to stretch the paint. 
The paint must be at least hse mills thick 
when It IS dry for the paint to do its job. so 
sou can stay off the ladder. Most imptsr- 
tantly. so'you can brag about the results.

•Caulking: .All those irritating drafts 
are due to bad w mdows or dried up caulk­
ing joints. If the windows are fine, it is the 
caulking. Remember, if an ant can get m 
your house, the w ind and cold can get in 
big time. .Acrylic caulks. L rethane caulks. 
High Performance caulks work best. Read 
the instructions. Remember, any crack os er 
a half-inch wide is considered an architec­
tural gap and a backer rixi must be used 
hrst before you caulk it. That will make 
that caulking last a long time

•Concrete Cracks: You can hll in the 
small cracks (smaller than 1/2" wide) with 
a product called Ciray Crack Seal by 
Quikrete. It's like putty to use. it extrudes 
like mustard, and dries rapidly but slays 
him and flexible. One of the great things 
about It IS that it's gray and diK's not kxik 
like new concrete, but blends m very well

What about the expansion joints 
between the cement slabs ’ It thex have

weathered away, now is the time to tix 
them. L se an ice scrapper blade or the toe 
ol a shovel, lo clean them out as best you 
can. then back till with sweeping sand or 
masonrx sand. Pack it down to leave about 
I 1.2 from the surface ol the concrete 
slab Lay a backer rixJ on top of the sand, 
then pour a very special cc'mpound called 
Alco Guard. It is ready to use. apply two 
thin coats. This will give you a nice 
black seal

If the opening is very large, you can 
replace it with a new expansion joint that 
vou can purchase at any masonry supply 
house.

•Cement and Concrete Surface 
Protection: Winter is the worst time tor 
cement wear because ol the Iree/e and 
thaw cycling of the water and the air tem­
peratures. the snow and the ice. You can 
seal all concrete areas, walkways, drive- 
vvavs. etc., with a water seal.

•Garage Floors: This is also a great 
time to thoroughly scrub and clean a raw. 
unpainted garage Htxir. L se a water base 
acrylic cement sealer on the garage fltHtr 
Rolling on two coats w ill give your garage 
tUxir great protection from all those road 
salts, rust and oil stains your car tracks in 
during the w inter

•Calcium Chloride \kinier is aiming, 
so IS ice You know that you are going to 
need to melt the ice on sidewalks, stairs 
and driveways. Cm to the store and pick up 
Calcium Chloride in flake or pellet form.

The pellet gives more traction, but the flake 
Is a lot less expensive: both work a lot bc't- 
ler than n v k  salt

•Locks and Hinges: Clean and lubri­
cate all d(H)r locks and hinges w nh pow - 
dered graphite. Do it now. not when the first 
Iree/ing rain happens. While you're at it. 
how about the liK'ks and hinges on the cars ’ 

•Thresholds: Dvxvr thresholds have 
gotten out of adjustment over the summer 
and will let in a tremendous amount of cold 
drafts this w inter. Most threshold plates are 
adjustable, simply lixrsen the screws at the 
top of the threshold to realign for a perfect 
lit If not adjustable, there are vinyl and 
brush type sweeps that can be attached to 
the d(X)r to give it that tight weather prixif 
seal. Be sure you do this to all exterior 
dixirs. not just the front

•Household Pests: If birds, squirrels 
or chipmunks have taken up residency in 
vour attic, get them out NOW' They can 
do a lot of damage during the w inter

An easv wav lo drive most pests away 
IS to take a shallow pan. two quarts ot 
ammonia, and a roll of toilet paper up to 
the attic. Pour the ammonia inside the pan. 
The ammonia will soak inter the toilet 
paper and send that K’autiful ixior 
throughout the attic. No sell-respectmg 
critter will pul up with a smell like that 

When your premises have been vacat­
ed. seal any holes with an insulating loam, 
like (ireat Stuff ", and re-screen vents with 
fiberglass screening See Tips, 8

L aura  K am insky . A m erican  Society  o f  
In terio r D esig n ers  (A  S.I D .), w as asked  to 
carv e  out a  sp ace  so m ew h ere  in a  c lie n t's  
house  for a  h o m e office. T h e  c lie n t 's  b u si­
ness req u ired  a  lot o f  sto rag e  sp ace , so it 
w as m ore o f  a c h a llen g e  than  m ere ly  c o n ­
v e n in g  a c lo set in to  a hom e office .

"A fte r  in te rv iew in g  the  c lie n t."  says 
the L iv o n ia -b ased  designer. "I found  that 
she  on ly  used  h e r fo rm al d in in g  room  once 
a year, for T h an k sg iv in g , an d  e v en  then— it 
w a sn 't  b ig  e n o u g h  for the 20+  guests. 
F u n h e rm o re . she  and her h u sb an d  never 
used  the liv ing  room ; they  re lax ed  in the 
m ore in form al fam ily  room .

"T h e  a n sw e r w as ob v io u s: tu rn  the 
d in in g  room  in to  an  o ffice , and  the  living 
room  in to  a d in in g  room . It took  m y client 
a cou p le  o f  d ay s  lo  gel used  lo  the  idea, but 
it 's  been very  su ccess fu l."

T he d in in g  ro o m /o ffice  is a  g racious 
space, so  it can  eas ily  be recru ited  for b u f­
fet se rv ice  w hen  the  liv ing  ro o m /d in in g

nx>m is in use. T he c o lo r  sch em e in the 
o ffice  is b lack , w h ite  and taupe , w ith faux 
m arb le  w all paper. T he d esk  is a  slab  o f  
g lass on  u b lack  ped esta l, so  it can  a lso  
d o u b le  as a buffet.

W hat m ak es the  c o n v ers io n  su ccessfu l, 
how ever, is the  m o d u la r w all sy s tem  that 
K am insky  d es ig n ed  and  had cu sto m -b u ilt 
for the rixvm. T h e  units have  she lv es and 
d raw ers , so  e v e ry th in g  can  be  s to red  aw ay  
q u ick ly  and  neatly.

" In  th is c ase , the c lien t has a  stunn ing  
co llec tio n  o f  an tiq u e -b ead ed  ev en in g  b ag s."  

"T hey 're  low key. but they  
add a touch  o f  re finem en t lo  the  en tire  
rcKim.

"The a d v an tag e  o f  m o d u la r sto rag e  is 
that the con fig u ra tio n  can be ch an g ed  as 
needed . If  the  c lien t m oves, she  can  take 
th em  w ith her.”

O ne o f  K a m in sk y 's  fav o rite  trick s is lo 
tu rn  a seco n d -flo o r c lo se t in to  a  laundry  
room . "A fte r  a ll. the second  floor is w here 
m ost laundry o rig in a te s ."  she  says. "T h ink  
o f  a ll ^ e  tim e  an d  en ergy  we spend  c a rry ­
ing laundry  dow nsta irs  and  back  up again  
a fte r  i t 's  been  w ashed  and d ried . T he new  
w ash ers  w ith d ry e rs  slacked  o n  to p  a re  on ly  
27  inches w ide - ju s t  right for a  c lo se t."

Not ev ery  co n v ersio n  is a  go o d  idea. 
Just ask  G en e  G alley . A .S .I.D .. o f  Jo sep h

P ro d u c tio n s . S o u th h e ld .
"A  c lien t b ough t a  hom e in 

B irm in g h am , w h o se  p rev io u s o w n ers  had 
o b v io u sly  been  d esp e ra te  fo r an  e x tra  bath- 
rcx)m ." says G alley . "They co n v erted  a  b e d ­
room  c loset in to  a  sh o w er sta ll, an d  pu t a 
sink  and  to ile t in th e  c o m e r  o f  th e  b ^ -  
room ! O n e  o f  the  first th in g s  w e d id  w as 
co n v ert the  sh o w er stall back  in to  a c lo se t."

W hat if  you  hav e  to o  m u ch  sp ace , in 
the  w rong  p lace?  "A  c lien t b o u g h t an  o ld  
h o use  that had  been  en la rg ed  severa l 
tim e s ."  says G alley . "O n e  o f  the  b ed ro o m s 
w as like a bow ling a lley , it w as so  b ig . We 
in sta lled  a 5 -foo l w all ac ro ss  the  w id th  o f  
the  12 X 14 ft. bed ro o m , an d  c rea te d  an  
ex erc ise  room  on  o n e  sid e  o f  th e  w a ll, and  
an  o ffice  o n  the  o th e r  side .

"T h e  c lien t had  leak  sh e lv in g  fro m  the  
p rev io u s h om e, and  w e b u ilt sh e lv in g  un its 
in to  the  5 ft. h a lf-w all. T he tw o  ro o m s get a  
lot o f  use. and  the w all c an  eas ily  be 
rem o v ed  if  th ese , o r  su b seq u en t o w n ers , 
w ant to  use  the  en tire  sp a c e ."

A cco rd in g  to  G a lley , m an y  p e o p le  a re  
g iv in g  up  d in in g  ro o m s a lto g e th e r. "S ev e ra l 
c lien ts  w ho  are  book  co lle c to rs  h av e  c o n ­
verted  the  d in in g  room  in to  a lib ra ry  w ith  a  
d in in g  ro o m /lib rary  tab le  in it,”  say s 
G alley , "and o n e  c lien t is b u ild in g  a new  
hom e w ith  a  b illia rd  tab le  in th e  d in in g  
room . 'W e  ju s t  d o n ’t e n te rta in  fo rm a l ' says 
the  o w n er, 'a n d  it 's  a  p e rfec t spo t fo r a  b il­
liard ta b le . '"

Many people believe that light colors 

rcalc space while richer, darker colors 
reaie coziness. It would seem that the 
wo methods cannot be used together in a 
imited area.

Linda Yates, an award-winiiing 
designer with Decorating Den of 
Farmington Hills, agrees that intelligent 
use of color can create the illusion of 
space. Yates suggests that lighter floors 
open up a room, allowing for richer hues 
to be employed on the walls and in fur­
nishings.

Wilmering states that the focus on 
horizontal lines in a room will also visu­
ally expand the space. A 4’ x 5' powder 
rtxrm can b6 made to seem twice its size, 
by extending the counter top the length 
of the wall and placing a full mirror 
behind it.

To prevent the space from breaking 
up and making a small space seem small­
er. Wilmering recommends that the verti­
cal lines around windows and doors blend 
with other colors used rather than con­
trasting with them.

The colors that Yates has been using 
most recently are deep, hunter greens, 
navy and vibrant cranberry in furnishings 
and accents, which she says lends a plush, 
welcoming look to confining spaces. 
Wilmering usevhues of blues and greens 
to open up small areas and avoids reds

Both of the designers agree that pro­
portion is the key to furnishing small 
spaces. "Especially when space is at a 
premium, several appropriaie-si/ed 
pieces work better than clusters ot 
miniatures." Wilmering says. “Many 
people believe they should use mini-, 
prints and groups of small pictures."

In Yates' experience, some people 
move in the other direction, tilling limit-

ed space w ith oversiuffed. large furni­
ture that crowds a room. The consensus 
is to avoid pieces that are tiH» large or 
Ux> small, but go for well-proportioned, 
functional furnishings that do not over­
whelm the riM>m w ith quantity or si/e.

While color and tlmiring can create 
the illusion of space, it is possible to 
make a small room truly functional and 
not simply create illusions that do not

lend themselves to usefulness.
Both Yates and Wilmering have

recently worked on spaces that must be
useful. "I recently did the lounge of a
dental office that was 10' by 10’ ." Yates
says. "It was important to create as many
seals as possible in an allraclive space.
Instead of using couches and crowding
the riHun. I went with two wing chairs.
an ottoman and a desk w ith a chair *
beside it. creating five scats. This not 
only worked on a visual level, but 
allowed dental clients to maintain their 
personal space."

Wilmering often works to convert 
small nxims into home tiffices. To 
accomnnxlaie the needs of a home 
office, she often recommends custom 
wall units, built to the exact specifica­
tions demanded by the space she's work­
ing m. The Wall units provide ncal.-elTi- 
cieni placement of uxds. such as fax 
machines, personal compulcrs and 
copiers, while retaining the llcxir space 
available in the room.

Both designers stress that the owner 
must be comfortable w iih whatever col­
ors and furnishings arc selected.

As Wilmering puls it. "My design 
firm believes our function is to help our 
clients find their own style. Trends will 
come and go. but if clients remain true 
to themselves. thcyVill continue to love 
their interiors for years to c»>me."

Double- 
tiered silverware drawers afford twice as 
much space as a traditional drawer:
When you pull the drawer out. a tray in 
the drawer slides back, placing the bot­
tom tray in full view.

One of the handiest features has to be 
the roll-out shelves that pull out when a 
cabinet dixir below the countertop is 
opened. You can see the entire contents of 
the shelf. No more wondering what hap­
pened to your rubber glov es, or the mar­
ble polish.

"One of the most popular items are 
■garages’ for appliances." says DeGiulio. 
"They provide a space for all those appli­
ances such as toasters that you might use 
only once or twice a day. Just open a little 
dixvr. and slide out the appliance. When 
vou're finished, just slide it back in again, 
and close the dixrr."

Tixlay’s kitchen is as much a gather­
ing and entertaining center as a cixvking 
area, a trend that began in the mid ’80s.
