That’s 
a pain. This is a nice alternative.”

Christopher Riley, also a third 
grader, liked the singing during the 
student play the best.

Third grade teacher Ruthann 
Urevig said not one of her students 
questioned why they weren’t dress­
ing up for Halloween this year.

“Our school improvement plan 
was 'Children as peacemakers,’ ” 
Urevig said. “We thought that we

The DNR held the public 
hearing and will make a reco 
mendation to the township 
board within 60 days, said Sgt. 
Larry Sargent, who conducted 
the hearing He said the town 
ship will make th< final deci­
sion.

Kastern Canton i- clost-d to 
firearm hunting, but town-hip 
officials are concerned aiiout 
hunting now that development 
is occurring in the western por­
tion.

We're not opposed to hunt­
ing," said Bennett to the 
crowd. “We’re just looking to 
tht DNR for sunn direction on 
thi- one."

Some observers predicted 
that the hearing would turn 
into a confrontation between 
pro- and anti-hunting forces. It 
didn't happen. At one point 
during comments from the 
public Sargent asked if any­
body wanted to speak in favor 
of a hunting ban in Canton.

"We already have the state 
police and conservation de­
partment taxed to the limit 
without adding more areas to 
patrol," Campbell said.

Everyone is bidding like 
anyone else,” Coller said.

The successful bidder may sub 
contract particular services, but 
Coller said that the state wishes 
to deal with only one person or 
one company. He also encouraged 
the use of subcontracting busi­
nesses owned by women, minori­
ties or those who are considered 
disadvantaged.

“That would be to your advan­
tage We are under no quotas. But 
the intent of the law is that the 
state will make this available to 
them," Coller said.

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New Botsford Inn owner
has ties to Mayflower

Whatever happened to the 
Mayflower Hotel's Creon Smith?

He's buying the historic Bota- 
ford Inn in Farmington Hills.

Smith, who lives in Plymouth 
Township, is buying the Inn once 
owned by Henry Ford on a land 
contract for $1.5 million.

Smith said the closing on the 
sale should happen in the next 
two weeks.

A longtime fixture at the May 
flower Hotel, Smith resigned his 
position as general manager in 
December as the hotel was about 
to go into receivership.

“I could not have been treated 
any better by the people of Plym­
outh; that’s my greatest loss,” 
Smith said. “It was a sad thing 
for me to leave the hotel, over half 
of my life was spent there.

‘‘I was at the point that I felt I 
did everything I could do,” he 
said. “I had invested all I could 
financially and time-wise and was 
in an environment with the other 
partners where it was in my best 
interest to depart.”

Smith and Mayflower founder 
Ralph Lorenz' sons Randy and 
Scott were partners in the hotel, 
with Randy and Scott holding 40 
percent shares each and Smith 20 
percent.

"They still had interests across 
the street which I didn't have,” 
Smith added

While the partnership didn't 
work out. Smith is quick to point 
out that Scott and Randy Lorenz 
were his best friends before they 
formed the partnership. “I hope 
we can remain good friends," he 
said.

“You know, Ralph Lorenz said 
there are three ships always to be 
leery of; courtships, battleships 
and partnerships,” Smith said.

Smith began working at the ho­
tel in 1972. “I started by doing a 
little bit of everything. I started 
doing a food wagon in the Crow's 
Nest, and went on to open up the 
steak house with Ralph Lorenz.”

How is the Botsford Inn differ­
ent from the Mayflower Hotel? 
‘‘The thing that was unique about 
the Mayflower was Ralph 
Lorenz,” Smith said.

"We worked very closely togeth­
er, he was eager to share with me 
the tricks of the trade so to speak, 
his expertise and way of handling 
the customer and taking the cus­
tomer’s position and insuring 
quality and consistency,” Smith 
said.

“He had a unique package, 
good food, good atmosphere, there 
was no substitute for his recipe 
for handling his customer.”

After resigning. Smith went to 
see Botsford Inn owner John An- 
hut. “He was a good friend of 
Ralph’s for many years and a 
friend of mine,” Smith said.

“We talked at great length, he 
sat down with me and worked out 
a deal for me that I could live 
with, he recognized the fact I ap­
preciate the Inn and the history.

“It’s a wonderful place that’s 
filled with a lot of great history, 
it’s a national historic landmark. 
Every inch of the place is covered 
in history, and I love the idea of 
preserving something so unique 
for others to enjoy. I really feel it 
is my mission,” he said.

Built in 1836, the Inn was once 
owned by Henry Ford, who 
bought it to keep it from being

torn down when Grand River was 
widened.

Large turnout anticipated 
in city election Tuesday

A big turnout of voters is pre­
dicted for Tuesday’s election in 
which four city commissioners 
will be chosen.

Backers of the amendment say 
this would broaden the pool of 
talent available to serve in these 
positions, as the charter now re­
quires them to live in the city of 
Plymouth.

Voters will also decide the fate 
of a city charter amendment to re­
lax residency requirements for de­
partment heads.

City clerk Linda Langmesser 
on Friday predicted voter turnout 
at about 25 percent, up from the 
usual 15-20 percent in city com­
mission elections.

By mid-morning Friday, city 
hall had 728 requests for absentee 
ballots. “The most requests I ever 
had was 450,” Langmesser said.

The candidates for city com­
mission are incumbents Stella 
Greene, Doug Miller and John 
Vos, planning commissioners Ron 
Loiselle, Tom Prose and Rosita 
Smith, and newcomers David 
McDonald and Glen Mackie.

City voters in 1992 defeated a 
charter amendment to eliminate 
the residency requirement. That 
proposal, unlike the one going be­
fore voters this year, set no 
boundaries for where department 
heads could live.

On the last weekend of the 
campaign, candidates were step­
ping up efforts to talk with voters 
door-to-door, and voters received 
the last batches of mailings from 
candidates.

The top three vote-getters win 
four-year terms on the commis­
sion, while the fourth finisher gets 
a two-year term.

One unsigned mailing sought to 
identify the candidates in the 
non-partisan election by party af­
filiation.

So-called party affiliation of the 
candidates and use of campaign 
signs have been two prominent 
side issues in the campaign.

Polls are open from 7 a.m. to 8 
p.m. Voters in precincts 1, 4 and 5 
cast ballots in the Plymouth Cul­
tural Center. Voters in precinct 2 
vote at Starkweather Center and 
precinct.3 voters vote at Central 
Middle School.

Voters will be asked to consider 
a city charter amendment to relax 
residency requirements to allow 
city department heads to live in 
Plymouth, Plymouth Township, 
Canton, Northville or Northville 
Township.

On main issues affecting voters, 
candidates generally agree that 
taxes should be kept low as possi­
ble, and that the city and nearby 
communities should talk about 
shared services to keep costs 
down.

Voters can turn in absentee 
ballots to city hall as late as 8 
p.m. Tuesday. Voters can also 
vote by absentee ballot until 4:30 
p.m. today by picking up a ballot 
at city hall and voting there.

It's up to voters to decide which 
four of the eight candidates can 
best handle the tasks to come be

Voters can pick up an emergen­
cy absentee ballot Tuesday and 
vote the same day only if they are 
going out of town, Langmesser 
said.

D etroit gets to ‘S ee the L igh t’
■ Techno artists generally 
perform to taped music. With 
NASA’s “See The Light’* 
tour, bands like Vapourspace 
and Orbital hope to prove that 
they can move audiences with 
its live sound.

Although Detroit 
is frequently called 
“the home of tech­
no,” the city and 
the rest of the 
country have yet to 
catch on to it like

Europeans have.
New York rave promoter DB 

hopes that with this tour Americans 
will “see the light” and change their 
musical mentality.

"It’s a rock 'n' roll country, babe. 
Everyone wants tight jeans, long 
hair and guitars," DB said. “In the 
U.K., it's the most important youth 
movement of the late ’80s. Since 
1988, it’s been the number one driv­
ing force fashionwise.”

Phil Hartnoll of Orbital finds De­
troiters’ way of thinking fascinating.

“It’s funny. The rest of the world 
wants to go to Detroit. It’s sort of a 
mecca," he said.

DB hopes they’ll change their 
tune when his organization NASA 
(Nocturnal Audio Sensory Awaken­
ing) brings the “See The Light” tour 
to Industry in Pontiac on Friday, 
Nov. 5. The show will include per­
formances by Moby, Aphex Twin 
and Orbital on the main stage; Va­
pourspace all night in the Saroki 
Room; and DJ Tim from the Utah 
Saints spinning discs. Vendors will 
be selling wares like Smart Drinks, 
beads and other clothing.

NASA originated as a rave night 
at a New York City club called the 
Shelter. Earlier this year, the morn­
ing after its one-year anniversary, it 
closed because the landlord hadn’t 
paid city taxes for five years. While 
it searches for a new home, DB 
made plans to bring the “eclectic” 
night on tour.

“NASA is the only rave scene 
that's eclectic in musical terms. We 
hire five DJs for one night so there’s 
peaks, valleys, it’s very up and down 
all night," he said.

Most of the bands play live, as op­
posed to the European style of per­
forming to tapes.

"It prohibits moving around be­
cause they have to keep their fingers 
on the knobs” but it’s a more honest 
approach, DB said.

Dance artist/keyboardist/DJ 
Moby takes playing live to new ex­
tremes. He may be strapping on his

guitar for the tour to promote his 
new EP "Move.”

“I’ve been playing a lot of guitar 
in it (his shows). There’s one slow 
almost heavy metal version of a Joy 
Divison song," he said about the 
song “New Dawn Fades.”

He admits, however, that it may 
confuse his fans.

“For rave kids, I don’t know if 
they’ll understand it. (But) I’ve 
been playing guitar for 18 years. I 
put it aside but it's been creeping 
back in,” he added. “It feels nice to 
play it."

New York’s Vapourspace, a.k.a. 
Mark Gage, feels the pressure of 
playing his ambient music live but 
he said he’s rather not fool the audi­
ence with a tape.

“In techno music, it’s hard to get 
it (the music) to sound the way you 
want it (live). But there’s hidden 
functions you can utilize (in the 
keyboards), especially in the older 
gear. You just have to read between 
the lines of the owner’s manuals," 
said Gage, who adds he was “more 
or less discovered” by Richie

Hawtin and John Aquaviva of De­
troit’s Plus 8 records.

Although it’s tough to reproduce 
the sound live, Gage feels it has its 
advantages. For instance, if the 
crowd’s not dancing to a particular 
song, he can skip on to the next one. 
Groups who use pre-recorded music 
don’t have that advantage.

“When you do a live show, you 
can move along. You’re not a slave 
to any particularly length of a song,” 
he said. “Plus, one tweak of a knob 
can send a crowd into La La land.”

As the tour DJ, Tim of the Utah 
Saints hopes to keep that feeling 
going between the acts. He’s using 
the tour to perfect his DJ skills (he 
DJs at a club in Leeds, England) 
and to maintain the popularity of 
his band which will release an al­
bum in June.

“I’m doing it to tie the name over 
so nobody forgets us,” he said. 
“When we release our album, I don’t 
want them to say, ‘The Utah Saints. 
Hmmm. Oh yeah, I remember 
them.’ ”

“DJ is my first love anyway.”
Since its inception, NASA has 

continued to push for the better­
ment of members of the so-called 
Generation X, DB said. It regularly

donates proceeds to organizations 
like Greenpeace, holds food drives, 
and urges young adults to vote.

Its rave history has also been suc­
cessful. NASA influenced the na­
tion’s first rave tour with Moby and 
Prodigy by designing the flier and 
production. It continued its heavy 
influence by throwing Brazil’s first 
rave/dance parties which attracted 
more than 3,000 people.

Technically the “See The Light" 
tour has all the makings for a regu­
lar concert tour. On the tour posters, 
however, DB warns people not to ex­
pect the usual concert format. He 
said it’s an interactive dance experi­
ence with the talent and audience 
thriving off each other’s energy.

“If you expect to be entertained 
(by just standing around), you’ll be 
bored."

He realizes that it may be tough 
to win over U.S. audiences.

“It’s an uphill battle to get house 
music heard here.”

and the band Stonehead. Mur­
dock has also applied his talents 
to corporate IDs, signs, packag 
ing, desktop publishing and com­
puter graphics.

Formerly, a , 
graphic artist for an advertising 
firm, Murdock's also has helped 
design print ads for cars. Using 
his wide range of experiences, 
Murdock is able to, apply his 
skills to a wide range of clients.

“The skull Is not the focus of 
tvary single design. We have 20 or

more shirts," Murdock said.
“I didn't want it to be the only 

thing focused on.”
The two men plan to update the 

line every few months so that 
their customers don’t get bored 
with the items.

“We want to keep things fresh 
and new with different designs," 
Cabrera said.

That’s one of the big differences 
between their shirts and the 
onslaught of rave T-shirts being 
marketed by other designers.

"Our stuff is completely differ­
ent than rave stuff. That stuff 
dies out quickly,” Cabrera said.

Aside from the quality of the 
shirts, the men pride themselves 
on the way they their buyers. 
They don’t expect retail stores to 
come battering down their door to 
carry their clothing. Instead, Ca­
brera spends his days traveling to 
stores promoting Psycho Propz. 
This is particularly appealing to 
busy store owners.

“They never have to leave the 
store. They tell me what they 
want, and I come !>ack with six or 
seven drawings of different varia­
tions," Cabrera said.

No matter what the variation, 
the clothing is always made of 
quality material.

"We could have definitely gone 
the cheap way nut. But quality 
definitely reigns overall," he said.

When I heard that Vincent 
Price had died at the age of 82 
last week, I found consolation not 
in one of his many creepy role* 
but in an offbeat little comedy
thriller called “His Kind of Worn-_ •* an.

The 1951 movie officially stars 
Robert Milchum and Jane Rus­
sell, but Price steals the show as a 
hammy Fairbanks-type movie ac­
tor who becomes a real-life hero 
by film’s end. I like the movie be­
cause it shows Price in one of the 
many character roles that preced­
ed his title as "The King of Hor­
ror.”

Although tall and handsome, 
with an ever-present mustache, 
Price was never what you’d call a 
classic leading man type. For­
tunately, the movies were able to 
capitalize on the sense of humor 
and refined edge that director 
Roger Corman once said “gave an 
air of distinction to-whatever film 
he was in.”

Price was always anxious to 
note that just 20 of the 110 movies 
that he made between 1938 and 
1990 were horror titles. Early on 
he had important roles in film

noir mysteries such as "Laura" 
and’The Web” and a starring 
shot in the Samuel Fuller western 
“The Baron of Arixona," which 
remained one of his favorites.

In 1952, his career changed for­
ever with “House of Wax,” the 3- 
D masterpiece about a disfigured 
sculptor who sought revenge by 
encasing dead bodies in wax. 
From here on he lent his name to 
a long string of horror films, some 
classics, many rotten.

In one of the decade’s most 
popular chillers, "The Fly," he ac­
tually had the supporting role, 
leaving the gooey transformations 
to hapless Al Hedison. He was 
present for the famed “Help me! 
Help me!" scene where the tiny 
fly with a man’s head begs for eu­
thanasia.

He starred in two William Cas­
tle gimmick-fests, "The Tingler" 
and "House on Haunted Hill.” In 
the first he found a secret centi- 
pedal monster that attaches to 
your spine when you're scared to 
death. The latter found Price 
pushing his unfaithful wife into a 
pool of acid, only to have her re­
turn in skeleton form.

He collected his best reviews 
for the series of Edgar Allan Poe

MOVIES
films directed by Roger Corman, 
especially “The Masque of the 
Red Death," where he played Sa­
tan-worshipping Prince Proepero. 
The most entertaining of the Poes 
was "The Raven," a horror spoof 
climaxed by Price's wizard battle 
against Boris Karloff.

His most underrated film re­
mains “The Last Man on Earth,” 
an Italian-made version of Rich­
ard Matheson’s novel “I Am Leg­
end." An incredibly low budget 
along with disorienting Italian lo­
cales only helped the story of the 
title character, who does nightly 
battle with the walking dead.

Price, now a full-fledged star, 
made most of his remaining mov­
ies in Europe. His last great one 
was 1973's "Theatre of Blood,” 
where he played a Shakespearean 
actor who kills his less-than- 
adoring critics with methods de­
vised by the Bard himself. Mi­
chael Weldon, author of “The 
Psychotronic Encyclopedia of 
Film,” wrote “Vincent Price's 
whole career is a preparation for 
this wonderful gory revenge come­
dy.”

Off screen Price was also wide 
ly known as an art collector and 
gourmet food connoisseur He 
wrote a handful of books on both 
subjects, served as art buyer for 
the Sears Roebuck A Co., and 
even had a disastrous stint on a 
television cooking show

Although seen surprisingly lit 
tie on screen in the last 20 years. 
Price has remained in the public 
consciousness This is thanks is 
part to his spooky readings on 
Michael Jackson "Thriller” al­
bum and as the grandfatherly sci 
entist in "Edward Scissorhands,” 
the Tim Burton fantasy that 
served as a fitting swan song.

Not always the most careful 
when it came to choosing film 
roles (neither was Olivier), Price 
nevertheless remains one of un 
forgettable personalities of the 
movies. This year Halloween just 
wasn’t the same without him.

‘M asala * serves up 
spicy story  o f color

Racial and cultural prejudice is 
an affliction that isn't divided be­
tween whites and blacks. People 
of color can have their own preju­
dices against other people of color 
and within their owm culture 
based on skin. Those are some of 
issues examined in the 1992 film 
“Mississippi Masala" which also 
ponders the question of what 
makes a place home.

Arriving in America as a child, 
Mina, played by Sarita Choudhu- 
ry, is a very Americanized Indian 
woman living in Mississippi. Her 
family, which is supported by a 
party store operated by her 
mother, was forced to leave their 
home in Uganda after dictator Idi 
Amin dreamed all Asians had to

Mina is bickering with her aunt 
while driving and rear ends a 
truck. The other driver is Deme­
trius, played by Denzel Washing­
ton, who has a carpet cleaning 
business. “Your Dirt Is Our 
Bread and Butter” is his motto. 
Members of the extended family, 
who own a motel and are big cli­
ents of the cleaning service, jump 
into action to smooth over the ac­
cident in hope* of avoiding a law 
suit.

Mina and Demetriou* meet up 
again at a nightclub and hit it off 
After some hesitation on hi* part, 
the couple start spending time to­
gether. When they start dating, 
they cause an uproar among fami­
ly and friends on both sides. 
Mina's family* doesn't like her 
dating a black man and Demetri­
ou* may be trying to make an old 
girlfriend jealous. Her indignant

family could also ruin his busi­
ness. '•

The romance is’’central to the 
film but the subplot is also mem­
orable. Mina's attorney father, 
played by Roshan Seth, is an al­
most tragic figure as he bitterly 
files lawsuits against the Ugana- 
dan government to recover what 
he lost when forced to leave his 
home with a few suitcases. It’s a 
psychic wound he can't heal. De­
spite being bom in Uganda and 
representing black clients, he 
notes that in the end it all came 
down to skin color.

Color is also important within 
the Indian community in a telling 
scene where guests at a wedding 
don't give Mina much of a chance 
to make good marriage. You can 
be light skinned and poor or 
dark skinned with money but not 
dark and without money.

Chowdhury and Washington 
are both very good in a film that 
shows the sometimes rough road 
to finding where you belong in 
life Mira Nair directs the picture 
with a steady hand and a good 
amount of spice.

Amid balloons and banner*, 
Horn# Quarters Warehouse 
opened in Livonia on Thursday, 
touting itaelf aa the faateat grow 
ing home improvement chain in 
the nation.

Anchored in a 130,000 square 
foot facility on the northeast cor­
ner of Middlebelt and S hool- 
craft, HQ offers consumers 40,000 
different home improvement 
items. Besides an extensive in­
ventory, HQ services include do- 
it-yourself clinics, an on site 
child care area called Kids Quar­
ters, and a contractor's desk for 
professional and commercial cus­
tomers.

Stores in Roseville, Madison 
Heights and Southgate opened si­
multaneously. In Livonia, just 
about every parking space was 
filled in the massive lot which 
abuts the Detroit Race Course 
property. A constant stream of 
shoppers filtered in and out of the 
warehouse.

“I like it. The workers are 
friendly. I got a great price on a 
miter box,” said Tim Szerszen as 
he headed back to his car. The 
Garden City man said he does 
home improvement work for a liv­
ing.

Dee MacKenzie, pushing a cart 
to her car, stopped before visiting 
her father living nearby.

“I bought a lamp today. But the 
Oriental rugs are gorgeous," she 
said.

Inside the building, Mike 
McCormick, paint manager, said 
it took six weeks to get his area up 
and running. There’s a computer­
ized paint mixer, a computer bank

to help customers search for the 
right color, even a light display 
center which allows customers to 
hold paint chips under different 
types of lights to gauge what the 
color will look like at home.

Each area is marked by a huge 
banner tile, kitcben, vanities, 
baths, plumbing, wall coverings, 
paint, windows, storm doors, 
moulding and plumbing. Every 
where, the HQ official green color 
is prominent. All 300 workers, in­
cluding managers, are dressed in 
green T-shirts or sweatshirts, 
some with matching baseball 
caps. Aisles are wide, lighting is 
bright, and help is everywhere.

"This is our work staff We 
won’t let them go after the open­
ing," said Greg Young, general 
store manager, who moved to 
Michigan from Cincinnati for the 
assignment. “I'm tremendously 
pleased with the staff. They’ve all 
had training, managers in St. 
Louis and everyone in Virginia 
Beach.”

Founded in Virginia Beach, 
Va., in 1985, the chain now oper­
ates 52 home improvement 
warehouses primarily in the south 
and east. A warehouse opened in 
Little Rock, Ark., in addition to 
the metro Detroit openings on 
Thursday.

“We’ve been advancing into the 
Midwest and we found the metro 
Detroit area most attractive,” 
said Frank Doczi, company presi­
dent.

“There are 4.5 million people 
here, good housing, people who 
care about their properties, a 
great work force, and real estate 
sites available.

“We were thrilled with the re­
ception today,” added Doczi, who 
presided over a board cutting cer­

emony in the Livonia store, while 
surrounded by local politicians, 
HQ staff and curious customers

"We're going to be opening four 
to six more warehouses in the 
metro ares over the next few 
years. Also 10 stores are planned 
for out-state.

“We looked at the whole metro 
area and found Livonia to be an 
important place to locate because 
of the road patterns Our goal is to 
be as convenient as possible.”

Pauline Millichamp of tba 
Michigan Jobs Commission office 
said HQ's arrival creates 1,200 
new jobs in the state. _

“It’s going to create many add! 
tional jobs for the city,” said Da­
vid Palmer, Livonia Chamber of 
Commerce president. “We feel 
honored such a large company 
recognized our city.”

Livonia Mayor Bob Bennett 
was also on hand for the festivi­
ties.

“It's certainly huge. If you can’t 
find it here, you won’t find it any­
where,” he said. “It represents a 
nice addition to our tax base. 
Also, this corner has been want­
ing for many years.”

City clerk Joan McCotter and 
Livonia councilmen Dale Jurcisin 
and Femon Feenstra were also 
there.

Freeman-Darling Inc. of Livo­
nia was general contractor for the 
project.

“Construction from start to fin­
ish took 100 days,” said Charles 
Gleeson, vice president of the 
firm. “It put 120 construction 
jobs in place for each store. We 
worked night and day, extra shifts 
and overtime. Cost per store was 
between $5 million and $6 mil­
lion.”

Educate all our kids, not just the privileged
L ast week, as his three intended 

killers came in the front door, I 
smuggled a student out a hack 

exit of the adult high school on 7630 
Harper Avenue at Van Dyke where I'm 
developing a counseling program He 
had sold this revenge-bent trio of fel­
low students some adulterated (dilut­
ed) drugs — not a good idea in the in­
ner heart of Detroit, where young men 
are routinely murdered for far lesser of­
fenses.

As I drove him fast down a glass- 
strewn alley and away from the 
battered old school toward safe transfer 
to a night school, I warned him to stay 
far away from Harper and Van Dyke 
indefinitely, day or night. This is a cor­
ner where a methadone clinic looms, 
drug deals go down in the street in 
broad daylight, and gunfire, sidewalk 
gambling, narcotics use and other ille­
galities proliferate in plain sight.

Driving back to my office after drop­
ping him off, 1 anguished for the 
thousandth time over what we in 
Michigan have stood by and allowed to 
happen to our young people’s future — 
not only with regard to our inner-city 
public-school populations, but to pub­
lic-school students in general. Politi­
cians and bureaucrats drone intermin­
ably about tuition and transportation 
vouchers and “empowered" schools 
and privatized management and “re­
making our educational system.”

The real question remains: How will­
ing are we to try to educate all of our 
children, rather than the privileged 33 
percent we’ve been fully educating thus 
far? To successfully educate everyone 
for a linguistically and technologically 
demanding future, we must restore the 
$6 billion, which was recently robbed 
from the state’s schools — “rich” and 
poor alike. We also must extract con­

siderably more from the taxpaying 
public and allocate it to the neediest 
districts.

When my staff designed a high 
school “alternative center for educa­
tion” (which I christened “ACE”) in 
Rochester, I poured hundreds of thou­
sands of "extra" dollars into it. 
Conversely, ghetto “alternative cen­
ters” usually get less — not more — of

their own district’s money. And these 
districts themselves have already been 
shortchanged in light of most of their 
students' desperate needs.

Meanwhile, professional athletics, 
pop music and other kinds of opiate 
have become the priorities of too many 
Americans. In ancient Rome, the idle 
and besotted rich called similar pallia­
tive pastimes "bread and circuses.” 
These were designed to appease an 
equally idle and drunken proletariat. 
You’ll recall what happened to Rome 
soon thereafter. George Santayana 
warned that those who can't learn from 
the past are condemned to repeat it.

The expensive bread-and-circus 
cycle can be broken, but only if we as a 
state and a nation demonstrate the will 
to do it. After restoring every cent of 
the $6 billion (via the income tax) and 
then taxing ourselves yet further (via 
the sales tax) for additional money to

distribute to the neediest districts, our 
next step should be to ensure that eve­
ry district maintain measurable and 
reasonable outcomes students must a t­
tain to advance from grade to grade.

A concomitant step is to eradicate 
the drug trade. (In other columns, 1 
have outlined ways to do this.) Then 
and only then will millions of young 
men like my back-alley passenger and 
his pursuers stay alive, sober, and out 
of jail or off the dole. Thus they'll be­
come job-holding contributants to the 
legal economy and bolster your social 
security — instead of threatening it 
and your life and the very survival of 
our republic.

I’d even rather give my money to my 
local anti-hunting friend Mike Chiado, 
even though he spends an occasional 
weekend harassing hunters.

Also, the Humane Society’s implica­
tion that a camouflage-wearing, gun- 
carrying hunter is “intimidating” ig­
nores reality.

The chance of getting shot by a 
1 stranger is higher when driving on a 
| Detroit area freeway than of catching a 
J few pellets from a shotgun fired in the 
| sky by a duck hunter. In other words, 

that little old lady driving the economy 
car next to you on the Jeffries Freeway 
probably has a .357 magnum under her 
seat and is ready to use it. Hunters, on 
the other hand, are more interested in

mallards than motorists.
But it’s easier for the Humane Soci­

ety to pass off the big lie about hunting 
than to accept the truth. The first step 
in the big lie as the Nazis practiced it 
was to stereotype a group of people. 
That then leads to banning their activ­
ities and eventually to turning them 
into criminals who must be jailed.

It’s time for the Humane Society to 
go back to worrying about dogs and 
cats. They’re on much firmer ground in 
that area. Once you start trying to cen­
sor the way people dress and in which 
activities they engage, you may just as 
well start wearing a brown shirt and 
marching with the skin heads.

Burley resigns from S’craft board

Citing personal reasons. Mi 
chael Burley of Canton Township 
resigned Wednesday from the 
Schoolcraft College Board of 
Trustees.

“I regret that it is necessary for 
me to resign," he wrote. “I am 
confident you will continue to do 
the right things necessary to 
make Schoolcraft College an ex 
emplary institution. Thanks to all 
of you at Schoolcraft College for 
making my tenure interesting and 
for the most part enjoyable."

Burley, 53, was elected to the 
board in 1979 and re-elected in 
1985 and 1991. Only trustee Harry 
Greenleaf has been on the board 
longer (since 1977).

Burley said he plans to sell his 
house and work on the campaign 
of Plymouth resident Carl Pursell

who is sacking the Republican 
nomination for U S. Senate

I'm sad to see him go,” 
Greenleaf said at Wednesday's 
regular meeting

“1 too am very sorry to see Mike 
resign,” said board chairman 
Steve Ragan, a Plymouth reai 
dent.

"It’s going to be a real loaa,” 
said trustee Patricia Wataon. 
"We're really going to miss him.”

Burley's resignation isn’t effec­
tive until Jan. 26, 1994, making 
the process of naming a successor 
more difficult, said trustee Mary 
Breen of Plymouth Township.

"Mr. Burley has not done us 
any favors by waiting until Jan. 
26,” she said. “He's not giving us 
extra time. He’s just making it 
more difficult for us."

Theoretically, the board could 
interview applicants to replace

Burley almost right away, but 
trustses worried about what 
might hajipen in the event that 
Burley returned to cast the decid 
ing vote on hia successor, or per­
haps decided to withdraw hia res­
ignation

Although no one expects Burley 
to do thia, “the theoretical argu­
ment and possibility bothers me,” 
Ragan said.

Burley, who hasn't attended a 
board meeting since June 23, said 
Friday that he chose the far off 
resignation date to be helpful. “I 
did that to help the board and 
also help any candidate coming 
in,” he said. "I thought it was un­
fair to resign (immediately) so 
they would have to go through the 
process of finding someone in 30 
days (as required by law).”

The board decided to accept ap­
plications for the appointment

until Jan. 5, 1994, interview se­
lected applicants, than make the 
appointment sometime in Febu- 
rary.

Burley was well thought of by 
the other trustees, leading Ragan 
to lament at the end of the meet 
ing that someone else would have 
to make a motion for ad>oum 
ment, a task Burley usually han­
dled.

Later, Ragan called Burley 
"one of the kindest, most gener­
ous people I know. In many ways 
it's a thankless job (being on 
Schoolcraft's board) and Mike did 
it fora longtime.”

Schoolcraft President Richard 
McDowell praised Burley, too. 
“He brought a lot of educational 
expertise to the board," McDowell 
said. “He understood the class­
room and what we’re trying to do 
here.”

The rings, pendants, pins and 
earrings are interpretations of ancient pictographs 
found in the cave dwellings of the Southwest.

Each animated Kritter is handcrafted and in­
laid with semiprecious stones, and each comes 
with an explanation of its symbolism. Snooks, for 
example, is the baby flute player who brings pro­
tection to all of Mother Earth’s little ones. Macho 
Man is the strongest and possesses the greatest 
physical power among men of his clan. Prices 
range from $25-$480.Native West gallery exhibits

clay art featur­
ing Acoma, San­
ta Clara, Navajo 
and Jemez pot­
tery. Here you 
can see the 
works of world 
famous potter, 
Maria of the San 
Ildefonso Pue­

blo. Owner Annette Horn presents finely detailed 
sandpaintings by Navajo artists Chester Begay 
and Alberta Tsosie on Nov. 6 and 7. They will 
demonstrate their artform in the shop. Also fea­
tured are handwoven rugs, fetishes, kachinas and 
pine furniture. Cherokee artist Bill Rabbit will 
make a special appearance at the store’s Holiday 
Art and Jewelry Festival Dec. 10-12. Beth Stew­
art, from the Plymouth Historical Museum, 
stopped by to admire the Indian pottery and 
couldn’t resist a pair of delicate silver earrings. “I 
love silver jewelry,” she confessed.

The vibrant and eclectic window dis­
plays Huichol Indian art, including hollowed 
gourds beaded in intricate designs. The beads are 
dipped in beeswax and applied to the gourd's sur­
face with porcupine needles. Also seen in the win­
dow are ceremonial masks, etched gourds and na 
tive stone jewelry.Nillie S trong opened her shop

after vacationing 
with her family 
in Mexico and 
falling in love 
with the native 
crafts. She has 
scoured the 
countryside for 
the finest exam­
ples of Mexican 

artforms, and her shop echoes their lively spirit, a 
fiesta for the eyes.

Holiday gift giving is a cinch when you can 
choose from handpainted ceramic pitchers, bowls 
and vases that depict fanciful fish, flowers, fruit 
and people; or pre-Columbian clay artifacts; met­
al, ceramic and leather floor sculptures; Baja jack 
ets and blankets; and beaded ornaments. Worry 
dolls, friendship bracelets and noisemakers are 
ideal stocking stuffers.

There’s a 
steaming hot cup of cocoa and a slice 
of apple pie on the tray in the picture. 
It’s only $25. Comes in two sizes. 

•  Matches the green in the family room 
couch. I’ve got to have it. Where’s 
that toll-free number for ordering?

And so another happy catalog 
shopper is bom.

“That’s the way we do it,” laughed 
Steve Simon, president of Group SAA 
Limited, a Farmington Hills-based 
ad agency that has made its $5-mil- 
iion niche producing catalogs for spe­
cialty retailers.

“We make the product look so 
good, it sells right off the pages. We 
have to. Direct-mail catalogs must 
provide the consumer with all the in­
formation necessary to purchase a 
product. Color photographs must be 
true to the color of the product and 
the written copy must accurately and 
vividly describe the merchandise.”

But Simons and his staff of 32, 
which includes art and creative direc­
tors, office and customer service per­
sonnel, take their catalogs a step be­
yond raw merchandising. Some of 
their catalogs manage to include hu­
mor, whimsy and informative narra­
tions that assure these booklets make 
their way to the coffee table for fur­
ther perusal.

This year, Simons and staff will

Retailers like Hudson's plans

News that Hudson’s is pumping re­
novation dollars into its four older 
stores is music to retailing ears.

The stores at Eastland in Harper 
Woods, Southland in Taylor, West- 
land in Westland, and Northland in 
Southfield will be remodeled in soft, 
pale colors and departments will be 
expanded and updated to customer 
demand beginning in January.

“We’re thrilled by the plans,” said 
Cathy O'Malley, manager of North­
land Center. “We require all our 
tenants to renovate before their leases 
are renewed, and Hudson’s is doing 
what all retailers need to do periodi­
cally. I t’s exciting. Shoppers should 
be pleased.”

And they are.
“ I’m so glad they are going to mod­

ernize that Northland store," said 
Ruby Little of Southfield. “It’s my fa­
vorite Hudson’s and I was worried 
that they might close it when I saw 
all the warehouse items on the selling 
floor recently. The store has such a 
great selection of merchandise.”

John Evans of Westland said so 
much is happening in the retail world 
these days, it’s hard to keep up. “Eve­
ry time you turn around, there’s a 
new store coming in or an old favorite

going out,” he said. “I’m retired and I 
like to walk around the malls for ex­
ercise. It’s sure not boring.”

W estland’s marketing director, 
Claudia Frederick, said the entire 
mall is excited over Hudson’s plans. 
“It guarantees us that they will con­
tinue to be a tenant here,” she said. 
“There is a customer base that is a 
strength for Hudson's hare. Hudson’s 
improvements will improve the over­
all look of the center and that’s great 
news.”

Chris Morrisroe, Hudson’s spokes­
woman, said the renovation plans 
should squash any rumors that the 
Northland store would become an 
outlet center or even close down. “If 
anything,” she said, “Hudson’s is 
growing and expanding. While many 
departments will increase in size, no 
existing departments will be elimi­
nated. The extra floor space will come 
from unnecessary storage areas.”

The biggest improvements will 
come to the cosmetics, women's ac­
cessories and women’s shoes depart­
ments. Hudson’s is ready to compete 
with all the retailing newcomers to 
these categories.

At the Northland store, Women’s 
World will double and move into the 
fourth floor. Textiles moves to the 
lower level to complete the home

store collection. A Candy Shop will 
debut on the main floor. The Coat 
and Dress Departments will be ex  ̂
panded by 55 percent.

At the Westland Store, the Moder­
ate Sportswear Department will grow 
by 58 percent. Tabletop increases by 
80 percent. Women’s World will add 
75 percent more space to the selling 
floor. Coats/Swim departments will 
grow by 85 percent.

At the Southland store, Petites wilt 
get 50 percent more space, Career 
Collections will increase by more 
than 80 percent, Tabletop will be to ' 
tally reset and Update Collections 
will increase by 20 percent.

At the Eastland store, the Candy 
Shop will be introduced and increases 
will take»place in the Dresses, Moder­
ate Sportswear and Tabletop areas.

Last spring, Hudson's announced 
plans to renovate its Summit Place 
store in Waterford and these changes 
are almost complete.

The Oakland Mall store was reno­
vated in 1992. A new “upscale" Hud­
son’s is planned for the Somerset 
North Collection at Big Beaver and 
Coolidge in Troy.

"They’re the same kind of team as 
(Livonia) Churchill and we did all 
right in preparing for them,” said

Plymouth Salem coach Ken Johnson, 
whose team upset the Chargers 2-1 
Wednesday “We’ve strengthened our 
defense since then. We're moving the 
ball up front now and we have speed 
up front.

“We’re happy right now.”
Johnson might have had the look of 

a poker player who has bluffed 
through a pack of Las Vegas card 
sharks after the game Saturday. The 
Rocks were 2-3-1 at the start of the 
season, but that might have been a 
mirage for unsuspecting opponents.

The Wildcats (15-4-1) were left 
stranded from the opening whistle.

Salem scored within minutes with 
Herriman getting ahold of a bouncing 
ball off a throw-in and nodding it in.

Junior midfielder Scot Buczek did 
one better. He maneuvered around a 
Novi defender, cradling the ball on 
his foot and lofting a delicate cross to 
Maclnnis. Maclnnis headed the pass

downward, colliding with a Wildcat 
player in the process.

“They work well together,” John­
son said of the Buczek-Maclnnia tan­
dem.

Maclnnis’ goal came with 16 min­
utes left in the half, but Novi quickly 
answered back.

Wildcat defender Youichi Matsun- 
ago launched a Herculian throw-in 
that skidded in front of the net. 
Novi’s Kevin Sitts nudged it over the 
goal line to pull the Wildcats to with­
in one, 2-1.

Mashni, who led a charmed exis­
tence in front of the net Saturday, 
collected the first of two goals with 
two minutes left in the first half. The 
sophomore pounced on a rebound 
when the Novi keeper bobbled a free 
kick from 20 yards out.

Mashni, standing in front of the 
net, later redirected a pinpoint pass 
from sophomore midfielder Andy 
Makins with 19 minutes left in the 
match. The goal provided the only 
highlight of an otherwise tedious sec­

ond half.
Herriman’s early tally obviously set 

the tone.
“I think we might have been a little 

nervous and intimidated by them," 
said Novi coach Larry Christoff.

Salem rally shocks Canton, 23-22

Nobody could remember a more ex­
citing Salem-Canton football game; 
nobody cared if there had been when 
it was over Friday night.

For the Rocks, this was it, having 
rallied from a 15-point halftime defi­
cit to defeat favored Plymouth Can­
ton 23-22 after a touchdown drive late 
in the game.

Salem’s victory extended the home- 
team winning streak to seven-straight 
years. The rivals have alternated wins 
since 1987. Both teams finish with 5- 
4 records.

“That has to go down as a great 
comeback.” said Salem coach Tom 
Moshimer, whose team trailed 22-7 at 
halftime. “I don't know how long it’s 
been since I’ve been this emotional. 
I'm an extremely happy man right 
now.

"It was all emotion. Our kids 
played this game with intensity and

The winning drive began at the Sa­
lem 25-yard line with 6:47 left in the 
game. It took the Rocks 14 plays (all 
running) and just over five minutes to 
reach the Canton end zone.

Senior Jay Perko ran the last 18 
yards for the touchdown to get Salem 
within a point, 22-21. Perko burst up 
the middle, sidetstepped a defender 
at the goal line and lunged into the 
end zone with 1:37 on the clock.

“I just ran; I just kept moving, hop­
ing," Perko said. “1 didn't see any 
thing; I just ran.”

T w o-point conversion
The Rocks chose to try and win the 

game with a two-point conversion, 
and senior fullback Rob Shepley

drove across the goal to put Salem 
ahead for the first time.

“I gave them a choice of two plays, 
and the kids called it in the huddle," 
Moshimer said. “They wanted to give 
it to Shepley; they said it was unani­
mous.

“He’s 230 pounds, but I was con­
cerned about fatigue. But he rose to 
the occasion. He’s the only player to 
play four years on the varsity for me 
in 27 years. He had a great career 
here, and this was a great way to end 
it.”

A double-overtime loss in the pre­
vious game weighed on Moshimer's 
mind and had a role in his decision to 
go for two points.

“ I wasn’t going to kick it and put 
these kids through overtime again," 
he said. “Even though they have a 
good defense, I thought the momen­
tum was with us and we could put it 
in the end zone. If I had any doubts, 1 
would have kicked it, and we have a

great kicker (Mike Kley).”
The Rocks were in control the en­

tire second half, shutting down a 
Canton offense that moved the ball 
effectively on the ground in the first 
half and scored on its first three pos­
sessions.

The Chiefs never punted in the 
first half but had six second-half 
drives end with four punts, a fumble 
and a missed 52-yard field goal a t­
tempt by Jeff Fliss on the last play of 
the game.

“Our kids we: going to sit on 22 
points, and they vere coming after us 
to top 22,” Canton coach Bob 
Khoenle said. “We lost our fire; they 
got the momentum.

“They thought they had the game 
won at 22-7. I could sense it coming, 
but we just couldn’t seem to stop it.

CC wins league, 
misses playoffs

As far an the Redford Catholic 
Central football team ia con 
cemed, the 1993 season ended in 
the right place at the wrong time.

The Shamrocks finished an 
aganozing weekend and haunted 
Halloween night with a 35-0 vic­
tory over Harper Woods Bishop 
Gallagher Sunday for the Catholic 
League championship at the Pon­
tiac Silverdome.

Despite an 8-1 overall record, 
CC failed to qualify for the Class 
AA playoffs and won’t be able to 
return to the Silverdome to de­
fend its state championship. The 
Shamrocks have reached the state 
final five of the last six years, win­
ning twice.

Dearborn Fordson, which ended 
the regular season with Friday’s 
38-21 win over Harper Woods 
Notre Dame, qualified for the 
fourth and last playoff position in 
Region III with an 8-1 record, .237 
ahead of fifth-place CC, according 
to CC athletic director Bob San- 
tello.

What made the news harder to 
accept was that Santello received 
unofficial word over the telephone 
during the fourth quarter from 
the Michigan High School Athlet­
ic Association that the Sham­
rocks were in the playoffs. The 
Shamrocks allowed only 21 points 
in nine games and Sunday's shut­
out was their sixth of the season.

“We always plan on ending our 
season in the dome,” said CC 
linebacker Tate Dobbs, one of six 
Shamrocks on the All-Catholic 
team. “We saw our season slowly 
diminishing this weekend and the 
seniors treated this as the state 
championship.

“The coaches said to us that 
we’re the best defense they’ve ever 
had and definitely carried on the 
‘Brick Wall’ tradition.”

“We know there’s a couple 
teams in Class AA breathing 
sighs of relief that we’re not in," 
CC two-way lineman Doug Brzez- 
inski said.

CC ended five of its six posses 
sions with touchdowns and 
gained 413 total yards while hold 
ing Gallagher to 144 total yards 
and only two first downs after 
halftime, one on a CC penalty.

Senior quarterback Barry 
Lingelbach completed five-of-six 
passes for 66 yards, including a 
19-yard TD pass to Matt Ambro- 
ziak. Lingelbach also scored on a 
pair of quarterback sneaks and 
sophomore fullback John Spolsky 
and junior running back John 
McHale had one rushing TD 
each.

CC senior tailback Freddie 
Taylor had 153 yards on 17 car­
ries and Spolsky finished with 82 
yards on 14 carries. CC’s defense 
finished with four sacks, one each 
by Joe Walsh, Andy Shorn, Nick 
Kallas and Ryan Kato.

The only discouragement, be 
sides the playoff snub for CC 
coach Tom Mach, was an un­
characteristically high 10 penal­
ties. CC’s only loss came in Sep 
tember to Toledo St. Francis, 7-0.

“A lot of tears were shed be­
cause this is the end; it’s probably 
the first victory we've cried after,” 
said Mach, who did not fault the 
playoff system. “But at least we 
can say that we had another team 
that could have won the state if 
we got in. At the end of the year, if 
they say we’re in, I go. I’m a foot­
ball coach, not a mathematician.”

Gallagher drove to CC’s 12 ear­
ly in the second quarter after a 
fake punt produced a 50-yard re­
ception to wide receiver Raymond 
Curry but a 30-yard field goal a t­
tempt was wide right.

Any actor worth his salt is ready 

to suffer for his art Being drowned, 
however, should be considered 
above and beyond the call of duty 
Just ask Bruce Boxleitner. who 
stars with real-life love Melissa 
Gilbert in "House of Secrets.” airing 
Monday, Nov 1. on NBC

In the psychological thriller, a 
rem ake of the 1955 French film 

Diabolique” transplanted to 
contem porary New Orleans, a 
battered wife (Gilbert) and betrayed 
mistress (Kate Vernon) decide to 
kill a conniving doctor (Boxleitner) 
The plan Drug him, drown him in a 
bathtub, then dump him in a garden 
pond

Phoning from Tucson, Ariz., 
where he is filming the fifth 
"Gunsmoke" TV movie with Jam es 
Arness, the actor says he knew from 
the beginning his role would involve 
some grueling moments

When this (project) first cam e to 
me, I went out and found 
"Diabolique” for Melissa a 
birthday present, at the tim e I kept 
thinking as I watched that bathtub 
scene. Oh, my God. how are we 
going to do this'*' T here’s no way to

do it but to do it There’s no 
Hollywood trickery.

"Being drowned is not fun It goes 
against everything that we as 
upright, walking m am m als who 
don't have gills (feel), against 
everything that all these years of 
evolution (have wrought),” he says. 
"Do you realize what w ater is in 
your eyes — for hours? I drowned 
for. like six hours, with my eyes 
open and 'full eye' contact lens — 
and the irritation from  the w ater 
getting underneath them  And, of 
course, it was dirty w ater because I 
was still in my clothes and my 
shoes And when you go down in 
w ater backwards, the w ater just 
floods up your nose ”

Things got worse when he had to 
be dumped into the pond. “I had a 
bad ear infection for a while,” 
Boxleitner recalls, adding with a 
laugh, “You know w hat frogs do in 
that water."

The sum m er filming in and 
around New Orleans took its toll not 
just on the actor "The scene of the 
initial drowning was shot around 
four in the morning,” he says. 
"Melissa fainted, she went right out 
that night, just dead from

exhaustion, and we had to revive her 
with oxygen ”

Despite that, G ilbert’s plucky 
character drives most of the movie, 
and she takes the phone long enough 
to talk about her character, Marion 
Ravenel “When you're playing a 
Southern woman, it's a very easy 
trap  to fall into, playing the 
shrinkin' vi'let,' very Blanche 
Dubois,” she says in an exaggerated 
drawl

"(Marion) was sort of an 
am algam  of Tennessee Williams 
characters, but more than anything 
she was Maggie (from ‘Cat on a Hot 
Tin Roof), who was very strong If I 
had played it too simpering and 
weak, it wouldn't have worked, 
because somehow I had to find the 
strength to take what was mine and 
kill the man I loved, in order to save 
what I had.”

The scene in which Marion must 
serve her husband lemonade laced 
with sleeping powder is one of the 
movie's most riveting moments, and 
G ilbert says dryly, "That was quite 
a moment for us. It's one of my 
favorite scenes ever that I've done 
Can I serve lemonade a t the 
wedding, dear'’” she asks her co-star 
and fiance.

"No lem onade'" Boxleitner says 
firmly, as he takes the phone back 
“I sw ear to God, it was hours of 
that, and my hands were so sticky'"

Speaking again of the thriller, in 
which virtually nothing is what it 
seems, Boxleitner throws in an 
extra wrinkle about his character,
Dr Frank Ravenel “I don't think 
there is a Frank Ravenel,” he says 
T questioned whether he was really 

a doctor I think he (may have) 
killed the doctor and taken his 
identity "

On a personal level. Boxleitner 
says he originally called the 
recently divorced G ilbert at the 
suggestion of his ex-wife The co- 
stars became engaged in 
September, on the anniversary of 
their first date

"I don't know why. it just popped 
out of my mouth. I guess,
Boxleitner says Gilbert, 29, has a 4 
year-old son, Cody Boxleitner. 43 
has two sons 13-year-old Sam, and 
David, who turns 8 on Nov 16 They 
live on a ranch in Hidden Hills,
Calif
