Firewolilcs site move weighed

The city of Plymouth ia looking for a new place from
which to ahoot off the July 4 firework* because of
complaints that using Riverside Cemetery is dis-
respectful to the deceased.

Responding to complaints that
shooting off July 4 fireworks at River-
side Cemetery is disrespectful to the
dead, city of Plymouth officials are
exploring new launch sites.

Commissioners on Monday moved

to recommend that the fireworks be
shot off from a nearby location in
Hines Park — if Wayne County,
which owns the park, and the Plym-
outh-Canton Jaycees, who sponsor
the display, approve.

Fire Chief Al Matthews said shoot-
ing off fireworks "would be safer from

the lower level of Hines Park," add
ing, "The launch site is farther from
the viewing area."

The launching of fireworks at or
near near the cemetery, which the city
has done since 1991 and from 1972
1984, meets safety guidelines estab
lished nationally by fire-safety
groups, Matthews said.

Matthews said a Wayne County of-
ficial he'd contacted said it was OK
for the city to launch fireworks from
Hines Park, yet city officials will seek
permission in writing.

Besides county and Jaycees ap-

proval for the move, city officials will
seek to determine if the park is a fea
sible place to shoot off fireworks,
since fireworks would need to be shot
higher because the park is at a lower
level than the cemetery

In a meeting last month, city offi
cials agreed that fireworks could be
launched one more year from Block K
at the cemetery. But in future years,
“It will be necessary to relocate the
fireworks launch site to another loca
tion outside of the cemetery because

When Phil Jarski
snow sculpting, he’s not talking
about making snowmen or angels.
He’s talking art — but it’s just as
fun.

“All of the gentlemen involved in
this are design sculptors,” said the
Canton resident, whose team. Snow
Busters, placed fourth in the 1994
United States Snow Sculpting
Championships Feb. 2 6 in Frank-
enmuth.

The three man team placed in the

talks about

championship* in Zehnder’s Snow
Feat *4 for their sculpture of the
Rat Race —two rata racing side-by-
aide in a vintage race car.

Unfortunately, the team was not
given enough snow to complete their
original design so team members
sculpted one rat in a vintage car.
But standing next to the 10-ton
block of snow in Zehnder’s parking
lot was the clay design of their origi-
nal idee.

"l think a lot of kids really liked
it,” said Jarski, a sculptor-modeler
at the Ford Design Center.

In fact, art and design are both
profseaion and bobby to Jarski. For
Ford Motor Co., he designs cars
while his home is decorated with his
oil paintings that show the same
type of precision be usee in his pro-
fession.

Jarski got into snow sculpting as
a fluke. He was asked to fill in for
another member of the Ford Motor
team. “What got me into it was curi-
osity,” he said. “I wondered what a
design would look like in snow at 8
and 10 feet tall.”

The Snow Busters’ sculptures be-

gin as ideas — usually over lunch.
The three friends — Jarski, Larry
Turk and Ken Peterson of Dearborn
— hammer out their ideas and draw
them up. This is not a rough sketch
It’s done to scale on graph paper
The final idee and final drawing will
show how the team plana to sculpt
the snow.

“We all share equally in the de-
sign. We work well together. We all
blend together,” Jarski said.

include Section 17 money among
its assets, which creates a deficit
situation for Plymouth Canton,
school officials say Monthly re
ports must now be sent to the
state, indicating how the district
plans to get out of debt.

School board president Roland
Thomas told the board it must
decide whether to write off the
Section 17 monies over one year
or two. Trustee Jack Farrow said,
"Weve been playing this shell
game for 10years with s million.
One more year probably won*t
make a big difference, but it
would be nice to have a clean
slate."”

The board will draft a proposer!
1994-95 budget at a Saturday
workshop set for 8a m. Feb. 26.

Thomas said revenue "has dis-
appeared because Lansing has
dumped more expenses (retire
ment and Social Security costs)
on us, and enrollment is some
what below what was projected.
We have a flat total elementary
population.

"Wayne State University and
Michigan State University gave
us data, but growth hasn’t been
as great as we expected. We know
we have to do more to keep our
neighborhood schools,” Thomas
said.

areas in Kellogg Park on the basis
that it is contrary to the Kellogg
Park re-design concepts which
were implemented in 1967, city
manager Steve Walters said.

— said she opposed the move.

That sparked comment from
Bill Hayes, president ofthe Plym-
outh-Canton Vietnam Veterans
Association.

“If | get a lot of money, | get
very rich, and want some of the
memorials moved out to the cem-
etery, what’s to stop me?” he said.

The commission voted 6-0 to
keep the statue where it is. Com-
missioner Bill McAninch was
excused as he was out of town.

1993 The sculpture was titled,
"Mr Payback," and showed a big,
Neanderthal type man punching
a Coca Cola machine The sculp-
ture stood more than 10feet tall

Sculptures are judged on
creativity, execution and how well
the idefe was conveyed. Teams
must present a sketch of what
they plan to sculpt before compe
tition begins. But changes can be
made

The Snow Busters also took the
state title in 1990. And Jarski has
a big People's Choice Award in
his home. That award is deter-
mined by guests at the competi-
tion. They just pick the sculpture
they like best.

When the competition begins,
teams are given a block of snow
that is formed into a square
Snow — scraped from roads and
parking lots — is put into a
plywood form and bolted at the
corners. The snow is loaded into
the form and packed.

“People pack it, just like
stomping on grapes,” Jarski said.
“This will guarantee the consist-
ency of the packed snhow.

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When the snow is packed, the
bolts and plywood are removed
and voilal — you've got a 10ton
block of snow Even the type of
snow is an issue Teams aren't in
terested in dirty snow And not
just because it's unattractive. The
dirt in the snow can weaken the
structure of the sculpture And ice
is even worse

"You just can't have it. It’s just
too hard to sculpt,” said team
member Ken Peterson.

But the competing teams have
no choice about which block of
snow they get. It’s all the luck of
the draw

Besides designing a unique
sculpture, a good part of the
creativity and artfulness is in how
the team actually carves the
snow It's not the same as ice
sculpting. Snow sculptors cannot
use power machinery. In fact,
they develop their own tools.

"We can use a chain with
spikes on it and we use it back
and forth. Or we use a serrated
chisel,” Jarski said. "You can
come to competition with noth-
ing. Or a fork or spoon — any-

thing that works ”

At the championship in Frank
enmuth, the team used a saw
made from aircraft aluminum by
one member They also used
hand made scraper tools to
smooth out the snow

The team cannot use wire or
anything else to strengthen the
sculpture. Strength is part of the
design. "WTien it’s done it looks
like granite," Jarski said.

Above all else though, the Snow
Busters sculpt and compete to
have fun. "We make it as fun as
possible. It's not a do or die. It’sa
social event,” Jarski said.

There's another secret to
sculpting snow. “We use the last
day for the details,” Jarski said.
"No matter how cold it is, there
will always be changes. The light
reflection can change the snow.”

In the Frankenmuth competi-
tion, the Snow Busters planned to
wait until the morning of judging
before finishing fine details. “If
you do the details too far ahead,
you’ll be in trouble,” said Chuck
Lucas, a team alternate. “The sun
will eat it up.”

Q. Will every homeowner
receive this form? When?

A Yes. In half the state, includ-
ing Oakland County, it will be
mailed by county government. In
many cities, the assessor will
send it out. Elsewhere, the state
Treasury Department will send it
to you. They're coordinating ef-
forts to make sure you get one
copy — not zero, not two.

It’s due in the mail about Feb
15 and is due back to your local
city or township assessor by
March 1

Don’t panic! I've seen a sample.
It takes barely a minute to fill

out. For non-agricultural home
steads, it will ask for four bits ot
information:

1 Property identification num
ber —it’s already printed on yout
mailed form.

(If you use something othei
than the form mailed by the as
sessor, you’ll need to fill in the
"PIN” number. In my city, it’s s
12-digit number that appears just
above my name on the tax bill.)

2. Your signature and the co-
owner's (usually your spouse's).

3. Your social security numbei
and the co-owner's.

4 The street address of the
property only if it's different from
where you receive your mail.

A The law doesn’t provide for s
‘grace” period yet, but the Legis
lature is working on bills to ex
tend the filing date because sc
many older folks will be in Flori
da.

House jail, fine bill in trouble

A bill to incrmm >ail terms
and fine* for city ordinance vi-
olator* ia in big trouble in a
House of Representatives com
mittaa.

Tbe bill, by Rep. Agnea Do
bronaki, 1) Dearborn, would
increaae maximum allowable
jail term* from 90 days to one
year and fines from $600 to
$1,000

"Stiller sentences, early on,
would deter some people," said
Dobronski, citing support from
the District Judges Associa-
tion and Michigan Municipal
League.

But members of the House
Judiciary Committee balked at
filling up jails with relatively
minor offenders. They set the
bill aside last Tuesday after an
hour’s discussion.

“The jails at one point were
so filled that they couldn’t ac-

capt more — for example,
drunk drivers,” said Rap
Jamaa McNutt, R-Midland.

"Ha* anyone done a fiscal
analysis?” asked Rep. David
Gubow, D Huntington Woods.
No one had.

Gubow said it’s generally a
good idea to deal with offenses
at the district court level, low-
est trial court in the state.

Ordinance cases are gener-
ally violations of housing,
building, zoning and weed con-
trol codes. Many involve junk
cars and noise. Cities, villages
and townships write their own
ordinances, but state law lim-
its the punishment. Dobron-
ski’s bill would amend the
Home Rule Cities Act.

Committee members hinted
they may go along with raising
the fine limit but opposed in-
creasing jail terms. “The
monetary value of $500 has
been outgrown, but 90 days in

jail ia still 90 days," said Rap
David Galloway, R-White
Lake. “Why not go up on tbe
monetary value but keep the 90
days™ Oakland County goesn't
have space to put em."

Rick Boyd, representing the
Michigan Sheriffs Association,
objected to longer jail term*.
"Counties already are accept-
ing a large shift of state prison-
ers," he said. Under a plan of-
fered by Gov. John Engler,
non-violent state convicts are
being housed in lower-cost
county jails and the counties
are paid a per-diem rate for
housing them.

He is a
court officer who has sworn to uphold the law
and by refusing to explain his actions, he is hid-
ing behind his office.

Kaufman was stopped Jan. 15 by a Plymouth
Township officer who suspected the judge was
smoking a marijuana cigarette. The officer
didnt take aky action, partly because he was
called away to the scene ofa break-in.

Plymouth Township Police Chief Carl Berry
explained that such an arrest or police action is
at the discretion of the officer and that the offi-
cer decided against taking any action.

The Wayne County prosecutor’s office and
the Michigan State police investigated the inci-
dent. The state police report was turned over to
the Wayne County prosecutor’s office, which
found no cause for action against Kaufman.

Richard Padzieski, chiefof operations of the
Wayne County prosecutor’s office, wrote: “I do
not believe the activity as viewed by the officer,
even an experienced officer, can establish ajus-
tifiable basis for the stop.”

So ends any legal case against Kaufman.
However, questions linger Should the police
officer have taken action? Did the Wayne Coun-

ty prosecutor’s office white wash the incident?

Tiger Stadium issue calls up privatization pitfalls

Tiger Stadium funding mesa,
these thoughts may help.

Pretend you’re a mortgage banker. A
businessman asks for a loan to buy a
$225,000 house. You ask him how
much profit he earns. He says $5,000 a
year. You laugh him out the door.

I fyou’re baffled by the Detroit

Next day he's back. You ask if there
are any changes. He says he has hired a
maid for $7,000 and is going in the red
at the rate of $2,000 a year.

Understandably, you are disinclined
to loan him anything.

Tack three zeroes onto those num-
bers, and you have a fair approxima-
tion of Tiger economics.

A new stadium is estimated at $225
million to construct. The Tigers’ gross
revenues (tickets, concessions, etc.) are
$50 million in a good year. Net earn-
ings are $5 million in a really good year
like 1984.

A company earning $5 million can't
possibly handle the debt service on a
$225 million stadium. Politicians are

School money lost

ne of Michigan’s largest public
O school districts — Plymouth-

Canton — laid offteachers, li-
brarians, coaches and administrators
last fall, seriously limiting programs
and cutting extracurricular activities.

Officials said the problem was a crit-
ical cash shortfall. They blamed the
district’s distress on voter refusal twice
last summer to approve a 4-mill in-
crease in the school property tax levy.
But they didn’t tell voters that for the
eight years they let two local develop-
ment authorities drain nearly $3 mil-
lion from the school budget.

Since 1985, two benevolent clubs for
local businesses known as the Plym-
outh and Canton Downtown Develop-
ment associations have clipped
$2,877,681 in tax money from Plym-
outh-Canton schools. The bulk of the
schools’ forced contribution to down-
town rebuilding — $2.4 million —
came in the last four years, at the same
time the district’s finances were going
sour.

Streetscapes and parking lots are
very nice things for the storekeepers
who benefit directly from them. But re-

reluctant to use tax dollars, however, to
build a new stadium for rich guys like
Tom Monaghan or Mike Hitch.

Meanwhile, Tiger owners have
signed Cecil Fielder to a multiyear con-
tract for $7 million a year. A profit too
minuscule to service debt on a new sta-
dium has turned into red ink.

The foregoing numbers are based on
published reports in the Detroit pa-
pers, particularly the recent interview
with new Mayor Dennis Archer and 11-
itch.

We now understand why, when Bo
Schembechler was president of the
Tigers, he insisted on a fortress style
stadium: all parking controlled by the
Tigers, all food service, all peanuts.
There’s no way in the world the Tigers
could have a sufficient revenue base
unless the club monopolized every-
thing that might draw a nickel. And
with llitch at the helm, one shudders
to think what he would gouge us for
parking or a watery beer.

Let’s get this business in perspec-
tive. A revenue base of $50 million is

cently our school officials said they
were strapped for some $450,000 to
open each of the new, unused elemen-
tary schools. Now we’re hearing the
same school folk whining that they can
save $308,000 by closing several
schools.

What our board members and ad-
ministrators know but wont publicly
admit is that the two DDAs sucked
$490,000 in tax money from the schools
in 1993. That’s enough to open one new
school or keep the others open.

School officials are well aware
they’re losing part of their taxes to the
DDAs. The loss is documented on pag-
es 13and 14 of the Plymouth-Canton
budget.

“The district has never really taken
a stance either way," said Plymouth-
Canton business manager Ray Hoedel.
"We kind of let it go.”

Why let go of $2.8 million? “We try
to keep peace in our communities that
we work with on other projects,” said
Hoedel, explaining the board’s inac-
tion.

Now here’s the real kicker When
school officials campaigned twice last
summer for their coveted 4-mill tax
hike, they forgot to mention that a por-

In some districts, such as Farming-
ton, Birmingham and Pontiac, alert
school officials moved quickly to con-
front DDAs. Farmington stopped a
proposed DDA cold, while Pontiac lim-
ited the amount of tax money the DDA
could take and set a sunset date after
which the DDA could no longer drain
money from the school.

The Plymouth-Canton story is being
repeated in dozens of Michigan school
districts where there is a DDA, Tax In-
crement Finance Authority or Local
Development Finance Authority. Bat-
tle Creek schools could lose nearly $10
million to DDAs this year. Grand Rap-
ids may lose nearly $5.5 million, La-
peer $1.9 million, Howell $1.5 million,
and Lansing $1.4 million, according to
the state Treasury Department. Tax
increment finance authorities take
$119 million a year from the Legisla-
ture's school appropriation.

The DDA law was enacted to help
blighted downtowns make a comeback.
To qualify, a downtown had to show
that its tax base was suffering signifi-
cant deterioration. Then, any increase
in assessed valuation could be attribu-

Although many cities didnt have
truly deteriorating downtowns, that
didn’t stop them from creating these
authorities and tapping school money.

The best time to have stopped the
DDA rip-offwas before it started. If
Plymouth-Canton schools had chal-
lenged the city and township before
they created their DDAS, they might
have blocked them. Once a DDA issues
bonds, as Plymouth did, a challenge
becomes more difficult Courts are
wary of allowing litigation which might
harm an authority’s ability to repay
debt.

A challenge isnt impossible, though.
If Plymouth's DDA area were not suf-
fering significant deterioration of prop-
erty values when it was formed, then it
might be challenged. Ditto Canton.

Perhaps the results surprised a few, leaving some to
wonder how the state’s defending champion could fail
to win an invitational in its own gymnasium, or ifa
team that was expected to be OK could suddenly be
good enough to beat anyone in the state.

The final team score was there for
all to see and admire: 140.70 points,
matching the best mark achieved in
the state twice earlier this season.

And who managed it? Not defend-
ing state champion Plymouth Salem,
which, by the way, was one of the two
previous teams to post that mark; not
Rochester nor Hartland nor Freeland,
all longtime gymnastic powerhouses;
not Canton, a host of Saturday’s 18-
team spectacle.

No, it was Birmingham Seaholm, a
team many may have respected but
few thought capable of this kind of
score against this type of competition.

And how good was it? Eight of the
state's top-10 teams were present
(only top-ranked Holland and No. 4
Troy were missing).

The Maples proved they are for
real. But so are a few others in Satur-
day’s Canton Invitational field.

Rochester finished second with
138.30 points, with Salem third at
136.70. Next was East Lansing
(135.55), followed by Plymouth Can-
ton and Bloomfield Hills Lahser
(each with 135.35). Other local teams:
Westland John Glenn, ninth (129.75);
North Farmington, 11th (124.45);
Farmington, 13th (118.95); and Livo-
nia Clarenceville, 18th (54.20).

Two particular points of interest:
Salem’s score, accomplished without
one of its top gymnasts, Melissa Hop-
son, who was out with the flu; and yet
another school-record performance by
Canton freshman Katey Gilles in the
all-around (37.45 points), breaking
her own record.

Asked if she was pleased with her

team’s performance, Salem coach
Johanna Anderson replied, "Abso-
lutely. Saturday will be the first meet
when we have all of our top guns."

The Rocks are bound for the Free-
land Invitational Saturday. Hopson
is expected to compete, and Alysia
Soflos — who rejoined the team a
week ago after missing the opening
segment of the season because of pri-
or commitments — should be closer
to peak condition.

Still, there was little doubt who the
star of Saturday’s meet was, individu-
ally speaking: Gilles, who won the
vault (9.6), uneven parallel bars
(9.45) and floor exercise (9.50), and
tied with Soflos for fourth in the bal-
ance beam (8.90).

"She’ still the No. 1 all-arounder
in the state,” said Canton coach John
Cunningham of Gilles. He noted she
set a school record in the all-around
even though she fell on the beam,
which cost her a half-point.

“You saw her with the fall,” he
said. "Without the fall, she could
score in the 38-point range, and that’s
mega-gymnast territory.”

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Beware ofpitfalls when setting outbird feeders

Historically,
man has not had
e good record
when it comes to
interfering  with
the natural
world. We need
to learn more
about the in-
teractions of the
many different
facets of the nat-
ural world to be
sure what we do
is not harmful.

At this time it is not known for
certain if our artificial feeding of
birds is detrimental. Birds still
get most of their food from natu-
ral sources as they have done for
the past 14.000 years in the Detoit

But our feeding stations do
provide food when severe storms
arias and prevent birds from ex-
ploiting thoee natural sources In-
dividuals are much more likely to
survive if they have a feeding sta-
tion nearby during thoee storms.

Fortunately, more than half of
the households in the nation are
feeding birds so there is a good
chance birds in urban, suburban
or even near rural homes will have
access to a feeding station during
tough times.

Providing a concentrated food
source is beneficial, but like al-
most anything there are some
negatives to feeding birds. If we
are aware of thoee negatives we
can compensate for them whenev-

er possible.
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One negative aspect of bird
feeding is that we concentrate a
food source in one local area
which haipe the bird feeders at
our bird feeders.

Hawks may corns to a feeding
station and select an entree from
the buffet created. But since peo-
ple who feed birds know this can
happen, they provide cover close
at hand for the songbirds. When
the warning call is made that pre-
dator has been spotted, sufficient
cover close at hand provides s
hiding place.

Food we provide at our feeders
is concentrated in a manner quite
unlike that found in nature.
Refuse from the food is also con-
centrated in an unnatural way.
This situation can create condi-
tions that may be detrimental to
the birds. They may not have
mechanism that alert them to un-
sanitary conditions since they
have not had this kind of problem
before.

Platform feeders that are great

for ground feeding blrda also col-
lect droppings that become raised
with the food. Shells from seeds
collect at the base of feeders and
may grow fungus or bacteria.
Even seeds inside feeders without
adequate drainage may have
fungus and bacteria growing on
them. Just by virtue of the fact
that concentrations of birds come
to one spot could promote the
spread of diseases among those
that frequent the feeding stations.

Equally important to the trans-
mission of diseases to birds is the
spread of diseases to people.
Proper care of feeders and the
feeding area will reduce the threat
of this possibility. When cleaning
feeders that appear to have mold
or fungus growing in them, soak
or wash them in mild 10 percent
bleach solution. Thoroughly rinse
and dry them before filling them
with seeds. Be sure not to inhale
“dust” from disturbed seeds that
have mold on them.

Seed refuse that has fallen to

ground should be removed
buried ka several places to
add organic malarial to the soil
Do not just put it on the surface,
it may promote continued growth
ofany mold or fungus.
After cleaning feeders or the
feeding area be sure to wash your

It Pays To Be Well-Connected.
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Parent-teacher
conferences are
worth the chat

ommunication with parents is an essential

C part of any good early education program.
Parents want to know and need to know

about their child from a school's perspective.

Early childhood educators are skilled and
have an eye for child development. They can ar-
ticulate about a child in a way that makes sense
to parents and better help them to understand
about their own child's skills and behavior.

Parent-teacher/provider conferences are a vi-
tal part of this communication process. Schools
and most child-care centers schedule regular
parent-teacher conferences. Family/group child-
care providers also should make this practice
part of their program.

Parent-teacher/provider conferences are for
just that - to confer, a two-way street of commu-
nication, exchanging ideas and information
about the child. The information is exchanged
and/or shared hopefully in a beneficial as well as
positive manner. Educators planning for a con-
ference consider planning as an ongoing process.
While collecting children’s artwork and daily
recording typical behaviors, interests and
strengths or weaknesses, early childhood educa-
tors are armed with what they need to share
with parents. This preparation and planning
sets the stage for meaningful dialogue.

Preparation count*

Remember, parents come to conferences to be
informed about their child. It’s upsetting to a par-
ent to think that the teacher isnt prepared or
lacks interest in his child’s growth and progress. If
the parent already has bad feelings about his
child’s teacher, then having mediocre information
about the child won't change the parent’ attitude.

Also, teachers should help parents prepare for
the conferences. Announcements should be sent
out in advance so parents can adjust their busy
schedules. Also, this will give parents time
enough tojot down things they want to discuss
and questions pertaining to their child’
progress.

Teachers should set the stage for a relaxed
one-on-one setting. Parents must feel a part of
their child's school program and comfortable
with the teacher or child-care provider. Some
parents may feel intimidated in a parent-
teacher/provider conference setting. As a parent,
it's normal to feel youll receive information
about your child that perhaps you should know
already. And when you dont know, you may feel
inadequate.

Then, too, there’s that feeling of finding out
something you just dont want to hear. Parents
can easily become intimidated in a formal school
environment or child-care setting where flash-
backs of their own school experiences come into
play. Memories of anticipating their parents or
themselves meeting with the principal, teacher
or counselor can make a parent tense.

Make it good

Therefore, when educators strive to conduct a
“good” conference with parents, keep in mind
these suggestions:

(1) Help parents to feel good about being
there on the teacher/provider’s “turf,” so to
speak.

(2) Communicate with parents on their level
without educational jargon. Heavy jargon builds
barriers and gives the impression of secrecy -
“parents not welcome" - to understanding what
the teacher/provider knows.

(3) Apply active listening skills when parents
are talking. Dont give parents the impression
you know all. Parents provide specific informa-
tion and suggestions teachers/providers can use
to help the child in school and vice versa.

(4) Be empathetic when parents discuss their
child.

(S) Avoid being judgmental. Just communi-
cate what you as the professional have observed
and give specific ways or suggestions parents
can help their child.

A quick negative closed response by a
teacher/provider can stop productive communica-
tion dead in its tracks. Comments, such as “You
really need to spend more time with your child,”
or a defensive statement like “I find that really
hard to believe,” will probably be a sure-fire way
to limit the parents’willingness to Anther the
discussion.

Andy and Alma Detvay had
their retirement planned out. Andy
would retire from his job at Pepsi-
Cola with a full pension at the age
of 62. They would move to their re-
tirement home on 10 acres in Mio
and Andy would work on cars in
its six-car garage.
~ But things have a way of chang-
ing.
Andy’s now 63. Instead of work-
ing on cars up north, he sits in a
lift chair in the living room of their
Garden City home. Some days are
good; some days aren't so good.

He did retire from Pepsi, but it
was earlier than planned. It could
be Alzheimer’s disease; it could be
a series of strokes. Doctors arent
sure, only an autopsy after his
desth will explain the confusion
that started in 1987 and growing
loss of movement that now affects
his limbs.

Alma sits on the coach. She isnt
faring very well herself. Her right
hand rests limply in her lap. She’s
recovering from surgery in
January when doctors put a rod in
to repair a broken shoulder.

It’s the third time they’ve done
such a procedure. She has a rod and
pin in her right hip and a rod in her
left hip. Her bones are “paper thin”
and break easily, the result of bone
cancer that surfaced three years af-
ter a bout with breast cancer.

‘Good to me’

“We’ll be married 43 years in
March,” Alma said. “I couldn't ask
for a better husband; he’s been so
good to me. That’s why it’s so hard
to have something like this happen.”

Unable to help her husband,
Alma relies on their only son
Larry. Laid off from his job with
Pepsi three years ago, he comes to
the house each day and helps get

his father up and feed him and lat-
er puts him to bed. He never expect-
ed to find himself doing that, but he
does it for a reason . . . love.

“I"ve always told my parents |
loved them and my dad knew |
loved him,” Larry said. “My dad
was always a private person; | nev-
er saw him without clothes. But
now | change his diapers and clean
up after him and it comes very eas-
ily. 1 do it out of love and devotion
and for what he’s done for me.”

Larry recalls when they both
worked for Pepsi; his father on
days, he on afternoons. At quitting
time, Andy would stand at one of
the garage and wave until Larry
saw him and waved back. He re-
calls his father helping him pick
out and work on his 1930 Ford.
Andy doesn’t know it, but Larry
did finish restoring it.

Even driven by love, Larry hasnt
been able to do it all. He’s found
help through Hospice Services of
Western Wayne County Inc.
Volunteers have been coming to the
Detvay home for a year, helping
care for Andy and provide respite so
Alma can go grocery shopping, go
out to dinner or see a movie.

The Detvays discovered the
agency quite by chance. They had
called several agencies. Including

That was about a year ago and
now Alma and Larry cant say
enough about HWW. They are “200
percent” believers in what the
agency does, so much so that Larry
used his car to promote HWW in the
recent Santaland parade. They lav-
ish praise on volunteers Doug
Albrecht, Keith Kenyon and Gladys
Stamp. It’ a business relationship
that has blossomed into friendships.

In good weather, Kenyon takes
Andy for wheelchair rides and
when Alma had surgery last month,
volunteers were there to help so
Larry could be with his mother.

“Couldn't ask for a nicer bunch
of people,” Larry said. “They give
so much of themselves. Doug has a
heart of gold and Keith and Gladys
are over here all the time.”

But Larry is a realist. He knows,
even with the help of hospice, his
father will get progressively worse.

Eventually, he won’t be able to
even swallow. Doctors say Andy is
in the last stages of his illness.

It saddens him to know that
some day his mother will have to
give up the first home she and
Andy bought and move in with her
son, but he finds comfort in know-
ing that the hospice volunteers will
there to help.

He also takes comfort in know-
ing that he let his father know how
much he loved him - “I always told
my father I loved him and he al-
ways told me he loved me. | know
deep down inside I’ve done my
best; I've done all | can do. I'll do
all 1 can and as much as I can for
as long as I can.”

He also knows that his father
knew he had a granddaughter,
four-year-old Mary Beth, who also
helps care for “Papa.” She puts on
his socks and gets his straws for
his drinks. She even keeps an eye
on him while playing with her doll,
named Naked for her lack of cloth-
ing.

There was more surgery
followed by aggressive chemoth-
erapy so strong that it caused
nerve damage, leaving her with
little use of her hands. It didn*
stop the cancer.

It was Lucia’s decision not to
be hospitalized and doctors made
a referral to hospice.

“It’s something you talk your-
self into,” said Stansell about car-
ing for Lucia. “If you had a choice
you know you’d rather be doing
something else. It would have
been a big concern, if there hadn’t
been anybody to show the proper
way to help out the patient.

“Once in a while, when 1'd see
it was bothering the kids, 1'd won-
der if it would have been better if
she wasn't at home, but I really
didn't dwell on it too much, be-
cause her request had always
been to be at home.”

Many family friends and people
they knew from the family
church, Our Lady of Good Coun-
sel in Plymouth, came to spend
time with Lucia. One friend made
tapes of cable TV’s “Mother An-
gelica” show and brought over a
copy of the film, “Sister Act.” Lu-
cia watched the film many times;
she liked the music, according to
Stansell.

Hospice workers like Anita
Schenk, Jackie Speen, Flo Pofford
and Karen Zomey helped the
Stansells through the difficult
times. They helped prepare the
family for Lucia’s death and

approach with the good and not so
good.

(7) Be time conscious. During
the planning process allocate ade-
quate time periods to effectively
discuss concerns about children.
Set a conference agenda so priori-
ties are met. By doing this, educa-
tors can explain goals and objec-
tives, answer parents' questions
and allow precious time for par-
ents to talk.

(8) Follow up. The valuable
sharing time and getting to know
more about the child's back-
ground, family values and their
life outside the classroom are im-
portant pieces to the bigger pic-
ture of the “whole child.” These
findings can be a great asset to
followup planning and implemen-
tation of new activities and tech-
niques used to educate children.

Also, followup practices are
stepping stones to progress —
better early education programs.

“Our family’s lives have
changed because they (the chil-
dren) have lost their mother and
I've lost my wife,” Stansell said.
“Hospice helped us to adjust to it
better.”

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Study shows how people spend time changes with age

A* we ag* and our hair thin*
and turn* gray, how w* spend our
time alao change* in predictable
ways, according to a University of
Michigan study.

The study, presented Nov. 22 at
the Gerontological Society of
America meeting in New Orleans,
traces how activities chance as
men and women go from one stage
of life to another, and how chronic
illness affects a broad range of ac-
tivities. It is the first study to
track time use by individuals over
a period of nearly 36 years.

"In general, society has Been
little change in how individuals of
different ages spend their time,”
said Lois Verbrugge, a research
scientist at the U-M Institute of
Gerontology. “There is one strik-
ing exception: women are spend-
ing more time working outside the
home than they used to and less
time doing housework, while it’s
just the opposite for men.”

For the study, Verbrugge and
Ann Gruber-Baldini, a researcher
with the Hebrew Home of Greater
Washington in Rockville, Md.,
analyzed data from 1,249 men and
567 women participating in the
Baltimore Longitudinal Study of
Aging, conducted by the National
Institute on Aging.

From 1958 through 1992, par-
ticipants in the study, ages 20 to
90, completed a detailed activity
questionnaire about the amount
of time they spent on a wide range
of activities, including personal

m Sleep and rest occupy the most
time each day for both genders at
all ages. Men and women in their
20s spend an average of about 74
hours a day sleeping, compared
with about 8°A hours by men and
women in their 80s.

m Work consumes the second
greatest amount of time for men
until about the age of 60 and for

W, Muntil about the age of 40;
then hobbies and leisure move
from third into second place for
both genders. Socialising typical-
ly ranks fourth, then personal
care and walking.

m Man and women of all ages
spend the least time on entertain-
ment, shopping and public ser-
vice.

m In general, time spent on per
sonal cars, sleep and rest and pas-
sive leisure activities increases in
late life, while time spent on work

and sports decreases.

"The most pronounced drops in
late life appear for both men and
women in work, child care, public
service and sport*," said Ver-
brugge. “Men and women with
chronic health conditions have an
even greater than average drop in
these areas, but in general, the
impact of chronic disease is not as
great on time use as the impact of
age. Age narrows the repertoire of
activities, and decreases diversi-

ty."

m Over the past three decades,
the amount of time middle aged
men spend working has dropped,
while women's time spent work-
ing has increased sharply in
midlife. Housework shows exactly
the opposite changes, with rising
involvement by men since the
1960* and declining involvement
by women at all ages. Men of
most ages have alao increased the
time they spend on household re-
pairs and yard work, on shopping,

Love’s in bloom with
roses, orchid plants

oses are the traditional valentine flower.
When | spoke with Dennis Sparr,
owner of Sparr’s Flowers and Green-
house, 42510 Joy in Plymouth, | learned
that this company has an acre of glass houses.

The roses that they sell in this location, a full-
service florist and greenhouse operation, as well as
five shops in the area, are all grown in these green-
houses. From 35 to 100 dozen roses are cut each
day of the year except Christmas and New Year’s
Day.

%/hey sell all cut flowers, no plants, Sparr said.
“The long-stemmed roses are the most popu-
lar,” he said. “We have been growing a red hybrid
tea, ‘Royalty,”for 10 years. It is longer lasting than

older varieties. The most unusual rose, a Sweet-
heart, is ‘Lavonde,” with lavender blooms. Another
unusual color has a bright orange bloom."

Pink, white and yellow roses also are grown.

For some time, Sparr’s has been hybridizing —
as Sparr says, “playing with” —a rose that will
have a variegated leafand a purple flower.

When you are given a bouquet of roses from
Sparr, they have been cut under water at the store
and no shipping time is involved, therefore these
roses will last a long time. Royalty will last two
weeks or more and the Sweethearts a week to 10
days.

The reason the roses are cut under water is to
prevent an air pocket from rising up the stem,
which causes the head to flop. Since the plants are
grown on location, the flower will last longer and
will stay erect. Sparr compares this to buying veg-
etables from a local farmer Buying from the
grower assures that you get a better quality prod-
uct.

If it is necessary to cut the stem of roses at
home, do cut them under water.

About orchids

Orchid plants are an alternative to cut flower
arrangements for a valentine gift. Tim Robinson,
design manager at Tiffany Florist, 784 S. Wood-
ward in Birmingham, told me the orchid bloom
will last up to two months “if the plant is in the
stage of budding when purchased; most clients
treat them as a disposable plant.”

Orchids are available in many colors —green,
yellow, lavender, pinks, burgundy and purple. Siz-
es are quite variable, from the small, 10-inch tall
Lady Slipper variety with a single bloom, to the
four-foot tall Cymbidium orchid with up to 20
blooms. Tiffany's carries five or six varieties.

“When a supply oforchids comes in they sell
out in a hurry,” Robinson said. “We have a list of
customers who wait for our call.”

The basic care for orchids is to water them so
that the water goes through the roots; they must
not sit in water. These are rainforest plants that
grow on tree bark and like to be misted, which
keeps the humidity around them high.

Mist the plants in the morning. Sufficient light
is essential for healthy growth and flower produc-
tion. Mature plants need a 10- to 20-degree tern
perature difference between night and day. Ferti-
lizer must be provided on a regular basis, as rec-
ommended.

There
is subject material to accommo-
date all lenses from wide angle to
telephoto. And be sure to use a
polarizer filter to darken the vivid
blue skies often seen in Monu-
ment Valley.

In addition, loan documents con-
taining affirmative covenants of the
lender may now need to be signed by
the lender, such as the mortgage and
assignment of rents.

Some businesses narrow their fo-
cus to target a relatively small niche
market.

Not Kinko's, the copy center
which has opened nine stores in sub-
urban Detroit in the last three years.

In addition to copying documents,
you can rent a computer, send a fax,
rent a conference room and send
Federal Express mail.

Al that and bring your corporate
accounts, too.

Stores in  Livonia, Troy,
Plymouth,  Bloomfield Hills,
Farmington Hills, Lathrup Village,
Birmingham and Southfield are
open around the dock.

Kinko’s, a privately-owned com-
pany, was started by Paul J. Orfalea
in 1970 in Santa Barbara, Calif. The
name Kinko’s arose because Orfalea
had kinky hair.

The chain now has some 670
stores worldwide, all company-

owned.

Craig Shuler serves as regional
manager headquartered in South-
field. Following are edited ex-
cerpts from a recent interview in
Plymouth.

Describe your typical store.
Shuler: It’s about 6000 square
feet, probably has in ths area of
eight to 10 self-service copy ma-
chines, eight to 10 self-eervice com-
puters. We have 30 people on staff,
color copiers, binding service, lami-
nating, free pickup and delivery,
What makesius different ia we’re

a little more like one-stop shopping.

trol here. We try not to duplicate
exactly the same house for four
houses, basically.”

The same holds true for color
combinations of roofs and brick.

“We dont use aluminum sid-
ing,” Calverley said. “It’s exclu-
sively brick and wood."

Standard features in all models
include a side-entry, two-car ga-
rage; a basement; a first-floor
laundry; a fireplace; a separate
tub and shower in master suites;
an upgraded porcelain Kitchen
sink; a microwave, oven and
dishwasher; and a 50-gallon hot
water heater.

“There’s no question this is the
premier new-home community in
Canton,” Calverley said.

“It’s a move-up community.
Our buyers are predominantly
Canton move-up buyers. So far,
50 percent of purchasers are move
up from Canton, the others equal-
ly divided between transferees
and move-ups from southeastern
Michigan communities.”

“I think what you’ll see as the
development moves on is a mix of
families and empty nesters be-
cause of the golf course,” Calver-
ley said.

and Roseville. If it works, we’ll
probably add five or six more.

Has any idea Kinko’s ever
tried really bombed?

Shuler: Oversized fax (for blue-
prints and engineering plans).
There just wasnt enough faxes
out there to send to.

What’s the scope of your
business?

Shuler: Ninety to 95 percent of
our customers are walk-ins. Com-
mercial customers — training
manuals, fiscal reports, meeting
materials — spend bigger dollars.

The average retail (walk-in)
transaction is probably about five
bucks. The average commercial
transaction is probably in excess
of $100.

We want 500 to 600 transac-
tions per day at the register in a
mature store one or two years old.
When we get to that level, we can
afford to staff our stores to give
customers all the help they need.

What about employment op-
portunities with Kinkos’s

Shuler: Most of our stores hire
on a fairly regular basis. We're
growing rapidly and there’s con-
stant turnover.

We start higher than minimum
wage. Now, it’s $6 per hour. Our
people sit down with their mana-
gers every six months for a review
and have an opportunity to in-
crease wages. We offer good
health benefits, vacation, a 401 (k)
plan.

Most of our people are full
time. This store (Plymouth) has
25 employees now and about 20
are full time. A majority of our
managers and trainers we hire
from within | started as a counter

co-worker in Madison, Wis., in
1984.

Our stores, as far as hiring, re-
ally are run by managers as sepa-
rate businesses.

What kind of person would
use your services in the wee
hours of the morning?

Shuler: There’s three or four
typical ones. Students, the self-
employed person working on a
project, and anyone who gives a
lot of presentations. You wouldn't
believe the number of people in
here getting ready for presenta-
tions.

There’s a fourth one — the
business traveler. Not that much
in this market, but more in con-
vention markets like Atlanta.

We don’t have tons of custom-
ers at three olock in the morn-
ing, but in mature stores, it’s rare
never to see people in the store.

How do your prices compare
to some of the chains that offer
fewer services and independ-
ents?

Shuler: | think we’re right in
the middle. For single copies, a
print shop might charge 10 cents
a copy, a convenience store, five
cents. We charge seven cents, six
if you do it yourself.

You have to ask what is the
quality of the copy, what hours
are you open, will the machines
be up?

We think our services, conveni-
ences, merit not being at the low
end, but we don't want to be the
highest, either.

SandA International, founded here
by Peter and Deborah Stephenson,
joins Computers A Peripherals baaed
in Hong Kong and China Internation-
al Software Engineering in Beijing to
birth the American Computer Innova-
tion Center.

The 11,000-square-foot ACIC, be-
lieved to be the first comprehensive,
independent integration center to of-
fer multiple vendor product to the
Chinese marketplace, is expected to
open in early April, the partners an-

nounced.

“The ACIC will provide a configur-
able atate-of-the-art multi-vendor,
multi-platform enterprise network,
which Chinese customers can use to
pre-teat planned configurations,” said
Peter Stephenson.

“Since China ia just entering the
network age, this capability will add
greatly to customer confidence as they
adopt new technologies. American
companies will benefit by having a
showpiece for their products ia thia
emerging mega-market," he added.

SandA International, and its prime
subcontractor baaed in Edmonton,
will provide the system engineering
and support training services for
ACIC.

“I’'m responsible for two areas —
liaison with U.S. manufacturers and

all technical aspects,” Stephen-
son said.

"The Hong Kong partner and | have
basically put up all the cash neces-
sary,” he said, declining to provide a
specific number. “The China partner
was allowed by a government agency
to make arrangements for space inex-
pensively. Vendors are providing
equipment at no coat.

"We (SandA and Computers k Pe-
ripherals) have distribution rights in
Chine. That's how we make money.
We take orders, we sell, we do the
mark-up. We also do design, technical
support, training. There's a lot of val-
ue added,"” Stephenson said.

If businesss take off as expected,
Stephenson estimated his share of
sales in China this year at upwards of
$1.5 million, significantly more in

succeeding years.

Stephenson said he expects to hire
10-20 specialists locally thia year —
“computer scientists, computer engi-
neers, programmers, perhaps, techni-
cal trainers” — as he moves his cur-
rent three-person operation from his
Rochester Hills home to a formal off-
ice setting.

Stephenson, 49, said he has more
than 30 years experience as a network
integrator, trainer and technical writ-
er. He also said he’s traveled to Asia
many times aa a consultant.

It’s taken two years of work to get
the ACIC to this stage of develop-
ment.
