17 maqjor fisheries are in serious decline and
four others are depleted. The only hope liea in
creating a strong international board to m an-
age the fisheriaa.

‘I'liere is a real risk that shellfish will be-
come extinct, m well as many other kinds of
fish. O ysters are filter-feeders, straining algae
and other tiny organisms from the water. In
the pest, they processed a volume ofw ater
equal to that ofan entire bay, such as the
Chaeapeake, every couple ofdejrs. Now it
takae them e year to filter thet much.

Pollution, drained wetlands, overfishing,
dam s, factory traw lers and deforastatioo
akmg strsam s and bajrs ora all to blame.
Trees keep soil mioerids and nutrients from
washing downstream . W etlands provide w ater
quality maintenance.

Dennis Korby is a man with a mission. Spurred on
by an attack on his sister, Korby has spent three
years writing a book that provides women with
the information and techniques to avoid becoming

victims of rape.

"The bottom line is we don't pro-
tect our women," Korby said “L "k
at the level of psychological and
physical defenae women have, and
you can see it's sorely lacking."

Korby generally starts out his
rape-prevention seminars by asking
a few questions, and he does the
same in the book They are meant to
test the reader's level of awareness
about rape prevention

He then goes on to provide read-
ers with the tools to do their home-
work Much of the information he
includes in the book, Korby acquired
from behind bars, not as a convict
but as a prison chaplain

“In talking to them (the convicts).
| learned they do their homework."
Korby said 'They are'“vell-trained.
they are manipulative, patient and
very successful "

But, according to Korby. they are
vulnerable Yes. the rapist has sev
eral advantages the element of sur
pnse. his size and weight, a weapon,
and the victim's tendency to panic
However, he has his share of what
Korby calls fears

The rapist is afraid of an audi-
ence He either attacks when the
victim IS alone or abducts the victim
in public and takes her to an isolat
ed place He's afraid of surprise be-
cause of something he's not
prepared to deal with or overcome
And he's afraid that gaming initial
control will take too long. The rapist
