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Fresh corn on the cob
elts in your mouth

owinf up in Wyandotte, we had one of

thoac 'nourmet before IU time* fruit and

vegetable markets that everyone seemed
to flock to two oldest brothers worked there,
and my big sister was a cashier It was called
Jack Cinnamon's, and was on the Southgate side
of Fort Street, just off Oak. which is now home
to a New York Carpet World

It was just about this time of year that a daily
load of fresh picked com on the cob would arrive
via a flatbed pulled by a 1930 John Deere and
driven by Jimmy Block of the fabled Block's
market on the comer of Middlebelt and Eureka,
just south of the noise of .Metro Airport

Back in those days Mr Cinnamon never
seemed to mind when folks like us came by and
npped open a few ears to make sure the kernels
were large, sweet and plump There was some-
thing very aromatic about fresh picked sweet
com. | liken it to the smell of a npe muskmelon.
the freshness of walking outside just after a
rainstorm and the whiff you get from biting into
ajust picked tomato.

Don't get me wrong. lappreciate the conve-
mence and selection afforded me at local grocery
store chains, but there's something special about
roadside markets that sell com from neighbor-
ing fields | search for freshly picked sweet com
these places, as well as. small nty run weekend
farmer's markets

Fresh com on the cob gets very finicky, espe-
cially after 4b to 72 hours of being picked The
sugars and starches inside every bursting kernel
begin to commingle, and before you know it, the
taste becomes saturated, watery, tough and leas
sweet Because ofthis, com is one of the few veg-
etables that becomes tougher, not softer, when
over It's cookedCooking cum

Folks have different ideas on the proper tech-
nique for nmking com on the cob. In The Joy of
Cooking." authors Rombauer and Becker tell us
It's best to drop the fresh husked ears into boil-
ing water so as not to disturb the boil, with
enough to cover and *hoil rapidly until tender,
from 3-S minutee *

In her book '"Amencan Home Cooking.' Nika
Haielton suggests that you 'start with 3-6
quarts of boiling water and you place shucked
com in a deep pot Pour the boiling water over
the com. return to the stove and bring to a boil.
When the water boils, remove from heat, cover
and allow to stand for 10 minutes, drain and
serve immediately * You can deode what works
best for you, I tried them both and both proved
very satisfactory.

Depending on who you read, the choice to aah
and sugar the water dunng cooking are up for
grabs Rombaure and Becker say never, Sharon
Tyler Herbst in "The Food Loveris Tiptionary'
says sugar is OK. salt is a no-no. and Craig
(.Taibom in The New York Times Cookbook* says
that salt MOK and sugar la an option.'Gnlling

Psvaonally, I can't think ofanything more swel-
tering than standing over a pot of bmling water
watching the com cook on a hot summer's day If
you want my opinion, boiled com ui for neophytes,
to get the true taste ofthe freshest com on the
cob, it must be gnliad with the husks intact.

ljust knew that one ofthose pickle buckets |
pick” up for a few bucks at White Castle ham -
burgers would pay off some day. | place the
whole unshucked ears in the buckM and top it
off with cold water straight from the garden
hose No, I don't pre-shudi. stem or de-silk.

On the rare occasion when 1 find the time, 1
have wrapped one of those twisty ties around
the tops of com where someone before me man
aged to strip away some husk juat to hold it into
place while cooking | soak the com for at least
one hour, sometimoa aa much as friur or (lea,
drain and then place on a preheated grill.

Kitchen in Troy and Farmington relies
on her mint garden to season many of
the Lebanese apedalitieo served daily at
the restaurants.

Spearmint, the most common of the
culinary mints, is native to the
Mediterranean region. *It grows at every
