Police are seeking a white male, 
25.35 years old. with black curly 
hair in connection with the death 
of Harmon, a m achinist. The sus 
pect was wearing jeans and was 
arm ed with a handgun

Harmon was hurieil Tuesday 
from the Uht Funeral Home in 
W estland with hunal at .Michigan 
Memorial Park in Flat Ro<k 
Bom May 10. 1969, Harmon is 
survived by daughter Kelsey 
I.eann; his mother. Dale Strick 
land, father Robert Harm on, 
brothers Rodney and Roliert, and 
a niece

"We are not ruling out anything 
at th is point in lim e,” said public 
inform ation Officer Tam m ie Coll 
ing.

The 24 year-old resident, whose 
name has not lieen release<l, 
hasn 't lieen elim inated as a possi­
ble suspect "Everything still is so 
open th a t obviously we’re investi­
gating her, and a num ber of peo 
pie,” said Colling It is known the 
shooting wasn’t gang related, she 
added.

Police said the woman was up 
stairs sleeping in her two-story 
townhouse and tha t her 4 year

old son was in the kitchen shortly 
liefore 10 p.m.

According to what the investi­
gation has uncovered thus far, 
"TTie boy hears the door open and 
in comes the victim, the m other's 
boyfriend He proceeds into the 
living room," said Colling. ’’At 
some point in time, 10 seconds or 
10 m inutes later, (the suspect) 
enters. The boy recognitea that 
two people came in, Russell and 
someone else.

"He was still in the kitchen 
peeling a carrot when he heard s 
bang, at which point he sees a fig

ure exit the home. He looks in the 
living room, sees the victim on the 
floor with blood everywhere. He 
screams and the mom runs down 
The mom  calls police.”

No vehicle was seen leaving. 
The bullet was recovered, but not 
the m urder weapon, (Dolling said.

H arm on’s body was taken to 
the morgue after Canton police 
called the Wayne County medical 
examiner. Police are awaiting 
ballistics test results to determ ine 
what type of weapon was used.

She be 
lieves it ia rea so n ab le  for 
concealed weapons boards in 
M ic h ig a n  to  d e n y  p e o p le  
concealed weapons perm its if they 
don 't carry enough money, even

though it is illegal tu kill someone 
to  protect property or money. The 
iMiards, whose own sta tu te  is un 
constitu tional in Michigan and 
apparently  written by kinder- 
gartners with crayons, apparently 
■ubocrilie to the theory tha t only 
political elites and people with 
money have a right to defend 
them selves '*

The press release faults Rivers 
for voting for s law tha t added 
more restrictions to the m anner in 
which people may legally carry 
guns

T he gun group believes th a t the 
law flies in the face of M ichigan's 
C onstitu tion , (Article I, Section

6) which sta les “ Every person 
h a t a right to keep and bear arm s 
fur the defense of him self and the 
sLaU.“

Rivers says th a t the gun 
group's argum ent “ i t  not liosed on 
any legal precedent. I t 's  pretty 
m isleading The m atenals they 
put out an- not factual.”

She said she has read the case 
histories th a t the gun group cites 
to bolster its puaition, and she 
has reached the opposite conclu 
sion.

"There doesn 't seem to be any 
legal basis for the -argum enU  
they're m aking," she said.

S u m m e r's  over I t ’s back to school for

h u n d red s  of th o u sa n d s  of k ids who will 
be once again a battleg round  in the  con­

tinu ing  w ar over the fu tu re of public  schools in 
M ichigan.

I d o n 't w an t to  sound  too a larm ist, but I sus- 
(lect th a t  th e  next five years or so are going to  be 
crucial to  th e  fate of a pub lic  school system  th s t 
has served our ch ild ren  well for m ust of its 150- 
year h isto ry  b u t has com e on hard  tim es in re 
cent years

Today, m any paren ts  and  m ost em ployers b e­
lieve th a t  th e  schools provide ne ither the ac a ­
dem ic rigor to  p repare our k ids to com pete in a 
rapidly g lobalizing econom y nor th e  grounding 
in values to  guide them  for good c itizensh ip  

And so th e  general cry has arisen  to  reform 
the schools.

And d id  you know th a t these  various assess 
m ent devices are now being use<l to endorse d i­
plom as. so (larents an d  em ployers can get a 
good idea of ju s t how well g raduates d id  in the ir 
academ ic work?

All schools are required  to prepare for public 
d isc losu re  th is  fall an an n u a l p lan  for im pnive 
m ent. How about th a t?

T he p o in t of th is  recital is th a t a whole lot of 
work is already un d er way to  im prove our 
schools. It w on’t  happen  overnight, bu t the 
foundation  for serious reform is being laid  by

Voodoo Lounge Tour 
— Stones at Spartan Stadium

In the 1960s, it was written th a t a city about to 
be visited by the Rolling Stones ezperienced a 
strange tension, like a notorious street gang was 
aliout to blow into town. And while the Stones 
may not inspire th a t kind of fear today, the atm os­
phere in East Lansing the week leading up to their 
show had been nothing short of electric

It's  useless to compare a Stones show in 1994 
with one from the ir heyday. These days the liand 
is less synonymous with se i and violence than old 
drug habits and big lipa. But in the face of age. 
continuous jabs by late-night talk show hosts and 
the th rea t of self-parody, the S tones defiantly 
stru tted  on stage Friday night and. fur mure than 
two hours, rocket! nearly 50,000 faithful and nun- 
lielievera alike into a frenzy.

Even after 30 years of metlia overkill surround­
ing the S tones’ every movement, seeing them live, 
in the flesh, is an overpowering thrill. And the m u­
sic sounded as hot and vital as ever.

Flames jetted as a lean, m uscular Mick Jagger 
came out dancing to the pounding beat of “ Not 
Fade Away ” Despite the lines in his face, Jagger 
displayed incredible energy and stam ina The 
same concert goers who may have snickered about 
"G randpa Mick” hours earlier shrieked and 
s<jueale<l with delight as he broke into his trade 
mark snaky moves Jagger's dancing and Keith 
R ichards' rhythm  guitar are the core of the Stones 
ezpenenoe. and witnessing these two forces of n a­
ture live was purr magic

The Stones have never been a technically per 
feet live act, but the dirty guitars of Richards and 
Ronnie Wood meshed perfectly, especially on 
trailem ark stum pers like "Tum bling Dice" and 
“Honky Tonk Women " It's a cliche, but seeing 
Richards play on stage is like watching the heat 
ing heart of rock'n’roll. Kicking his legs and 
pum ping hia arms, Richards lookeil possessed by 
the m usic's pulse

Meanwhile, Wood was as playful as ever, sm ok­
ing and grinning as he hounded around the stage, 
supplying incredible slide guitar throughout. New 
baM ist [>arTyl Jones held down a dependable 
rhythm , and was even showing his own dance 
moves by night's end

The stage show itaelf was a good compromise 
(letween the overly flashy "Steel Wheels concerts 
and the stripped down tours of the late 1960s 
There were pyrotechnics and impressive gimmick­
ry, but they remained seixmdary to the incredible 
rharism a of the .Stones themselves

T he show w asn't ju st about hard rocking fire 
power, either There were jilenty of tender 
momenta R ichards’ warm vo<-als on "The W orst,” 
a rom antic "Beast of Buitlen” and a loud but 
touching ovation for silver haired drum m er C har­
lie W atts, whose usually stony eipression broke 
into an em barassetl smile

Newer num bers srere well received, especially 
the sin ister single "Ixive is .Strong” and "I Go 
W ild,” which turned into an anthem ic sing along 
A deinnite highlight was an ezlended "M iss You" 
th a t let the liand stretch out and shine l.esser 
heard classics like "Rocks OfT' and the funky 

'"M onkey M an” were treaU  for the hard core fans. 
l)u t the final barrage of hits hail everyone standing 
a n d  dancing srith ezritem ent

From the moment Richards hit the |>arty time 
opening riff of "S ta rt Me Up" through the last 
pum ping chords of the "Jum ping Jack Flash en ­
core, the Stones were like some supernatural force 
T he way they shrug off jokee about their age and 
keep on doing w hat they love, fiercely and as won- 
d e r^ lly  as ever, should be an inspiration

(They’ll return there 
Tuesday, Sept. 13, to open for Ckim- 
bustible Edison.) The band was so 
Impressed by Im m igrant S uns that 
they're considering bringing them  
on tour with them

T he self-proclaimed "cham eleons 
of m usic” make the audience feel at 
ease which may be part of the a t ­
traction of the band Anyone who 
has even an atom of Flastem E uro­
pean heritage in them will feel like 
they've ju st stepped out of a family 
wedding at an Im m igrant Suns 
show. In a land where gangsta 
rappers and down trodden grunge 
rockers rule. Immigrant Suna shed a 
little light playing what Djeto Jun- 
caj calls "happy m usic.”

M atako recently returned from 
a pilgrimage to Cicero, 111., where 
an icon of Mary haa been areeping 
for some tim e and haa attracted 
thousands of pilgrim s of many 
faiths from all over the erorld.

Knoem aa “T h e  M iraculous 
Lady of Cicero,” the icon ia ensh­
rined a t S t  George Orthodox 
Church. According to  M atako, the 
team  have a sweet smell and am 
mixed erith oil to anoint the faith­
ful who flock to the church. Re­
portedly, miracles and physical 
healings have occurred them.

"T hese team  am ju s t real,” said 
M atako who assisted  arith the 
ano in tings.'T o  see and be in th is 
presence is jua t unbelievable, to 
see the trem endous m iracles th a t 
take place and the converaions of 
the spirit. T h is is not an event for 
the Orthodox Church, but it’s a 
m iracle for the entire arorld.”

Them  is a small replica of "The 
M iraculous Lady” a t Holy T ra n s­
figuration and the parishioiters 
am awaiting a larger veraion.

The congregation ia also w ait­
ing to begin srork on new church 
th a t 's  an a rtis t 's  sketch at pres 
ent.
