Rivera said
Wayne County Sheriff Robert
Picano and the deputies union
support her. Schall said, “Police
officers local, state and national
have endorsed me."

A pantry lined with rowa ofjara and bottlee
capturing aumnaer'a kaleidoacopic bounty may
be the cook’a only bruah with mortality aince
moot of their producta (even maaterpiecea) are
conaumed withui minutea of creation. One ofthe
moat gratifying aapecta of cookery - preaerving -
allowa you to have aomething to crow about for
montha inatead of minutea.

Even ifyou don't garden, fanner’a marketa are
buratxng arith the flavora of a glonoua Michigan
aummer. But who wanta to apend a beautiful fall
day alaving over a canning pot and contemplat-
ing the perfect aeal on ajar of tomatoea?

Sarinf basil

Drying ia the moat common way of preaerving
herba, and thia method haa certainly withatood
the teat oftime However, the bunchea ofbaail |
faatidioualy hung in front ofthe baaement window
to dry haa aimply evaporated the flavor ofwhat
acill growa gangbuatera in my garden. | found an
old Parmer’s Almanac that auggeated an alterna-
tive to drying bunchea ofbaail. They said to rinae
it, parboil for 5 aeconda. plunge into cold water
and grind it into a pulp with 1cup ofolive oil and
a heaping teaspoon of coaree salt. The bright
groan color ofbaail remaina appetizing, and the
herb, whan packed into smalljan and tightly
sealed, has found a plaoe in the fruit cellar.

With still an abundant crop of baail growing
heartily in the garden. | plan to make herb arine
neat weak by simply packing any frreahly picked
herb into a scrupulously clean jar and top™ping it
off with a pleasant, inexpensive dry rod or white
wine that has been heat” to almost boiling. The
bottles will be stored in a dark cupboard and will
be used in the dead ofwinter to highlight a
spaghetti sauce.

"The most difficult aspect of preparing thia is
making sure the bottles and/orjars with their
lids were first simmered to near death in a large
soup kettle ofwater. For saiKy's sake, they were
lift™ fren the sanitary bath with tonga and
placed on a dean towel to drain. ITm jara were
filled erhile still hot to the touch, saaM and al-
low to cool before they were plaoed in the pantry
or refrigerator.
