Time to make tracks to the Plymouth Histon-
cal Museum, where the special exhibition theme
IS"Teddy Bears and Trains '

More than 450 of the cuddly stuffed animals
are incorporated into all of the museum’s display
areas, including rare specimens dating back to
the turn of the century

Even museum director Beth Stewart is sur-
prised at the wide variety “I didn*t think there
were that many different kinds of teddy bears,"
she said

An equal number of vintage trains are on dis-
play, with the largest merrily arcling the base of
the centerpiece Christmas tree, towing a cargo of
tiny bears Most models date back to the 1930s
through the '60s, including an unusual American
Flyer loaned by Plymouth-Canton School Super-
intendent Charles Little

Many of the trains and accessories come from
the collection of local residents Buz and Norma
Ray. whom Stewart said are among the foremost
Lionel train experts in the country The Rays
loaned a 1907 Lionel and filled one of the muse
urn’s shop facades with hundreds of small-scale
supplies and arcessones

ly nice because of its wide appeal. This is good
for men, women, and families. There’s a little
something for everybody."

Children especially will enjoy playing "muse
um detective.” hunting for 20 items on a list
handed out at the door .Searching for the tiniest
train made out of beads, the snowman teddy with
a carrot nose, and the rare Lionel wmd-up trains

The Trailwood Garden Club worked for
months to create a special Christmas tree that
combines the teddy bear and railroad motifs
Tiny bears wear hand-stitched engineers’ over

There’s nothing finer
than fresh oysters

I cant imacine (pending mholiday without in-
cluding lome form of oyster in my culinary
repertoire Sucking down good uystars to me
IS like a great wine to a oenophile. a sharp knife
to a butcher or a sunny 80 degree day to a mail-
man. they are much appreciated
But not everjrone shares my enthusiasm. The
world IS full of people who would ennge at the
sight of a bowl of clam chowder, let alone allow
the feel one gets when sliding a fresh shucked
Belon down one's gullet. Oysters are definitely
an act]uired taste, and if you haven't coerced
your friendly fish monger into bnnging in a
dozen exotica. | can't think of a better way to re-
ward oneself for making it through the holidays
The oyster market has grown considerably
and due to over harvesting and poor quality con-
trol. the coat o(exotic fresh oysters is increasing
rapidly t~ality exotic oysters with names like
Belon. (jolden mantels and Kumamotoa can coat
as much as $1 a piece and when you think about
It. thats one heck of an expensive taste
l.ess expensive and more common Eastern
oysters are usually what you get in bulk form at
moat fish markets and retailers If you think
those are oysters, well, you obviously havent
had the real thing
Bulk shipped Elastem oysters come from
warmer waters south of Cape Cod and the
warmer waters in the Gulf of .Mexico The
warmer waters make the oysters spawn and they
become milky and tasteless and even at their
best, should only be used for stews and chowders
Generally speaking, the colder the water, the
better the oyster Ergo, ifyou were to draw a line
from Cape Cod to San Franciaco. any ocesm water
north ofthese two pomts are the breeding grounds
for a great oyster. The saltiness of oysters can
vary quite a bit. generally from mild to rtrong
Exotic oysters usually have a full sweet flavor
with a delicious flinty overtone

Tasty morsels

Surely the best way to er*oy them is on the
half shell with just a tiny squeeze of fi*h
lemon For your information, only gutless
nonces swallow them whole and yes. they are
(or should be) still very much alive when eaten

If the shells gape and do not close quickly in
handling, discard them as well as those with any
broken shells

ExoOc oysters have flavors and tastes unique
unto thsmselvn The Belon. for example, was
only raised in the heanly iron laden waters of
northern France and recently were introduced to
oyster farms off Maine and California Because
the water in which they are raised hzui a heavy
iron content, their flavor is sweetly metallic

'Hny Olympias firom northern Washington
state are bnny and have a fresh cnap taste.

StoraM Up*

The best way to store fresh oysters in their
shell ISto keep them relatively cosri Tabout 39 de-
grees F ) This can best be accomplished by filling
a cooler with loe and setting a colander or strain-
er on top and slightly buned into the ice

.Since oysters are alive, under no circumstances
should they be kept in a sealed or tied plasUc hag
or completely closed cooler. If you received them
fissh finoma reputable desJer, oysters may be kept
stored in this way for up to three days

To serve, scrub the oysters with a wire or
plastic brush under cold running water just be-
fore shucking Never allow the oysters to soak in
any amount of liquid

To shuck, wrap a diahcloth around your holding
hand ao that the oyster ran be held firmly and alan
to protect your hand should the mreter knilr slip
With the rounded part of the shefl facing down.
