The re-drawing of Plymouth city voting
precincts to create four instead of the current
five precincts was approved by the City Com-

mission Monday.

City Clerk Linda Langmesser presented the
plan to city commissioners at their March 6
meeting. They approved her request to draw
up the new plan, which was then approved by

commissioners Monday.

Reducing the number of voting precincts to
four will save the city money, Langmesser
said, as the city is joining the schools and
Plymouth Township in buying new voting

machines.

Streetscape project awarded to bidder

Low bidder Baaile and Sons of
Livonia was chosen by city commis-
sioners Monday to do street and side-
walk work for the downtown
streetscape project.

The firm's bid was $1.39 mil-
lion. The nest lowest bidder submit-
ted a base bid of $1.6 million. The
highest bidder of the six firms that
bid on the project submitted a base
bid of $2.06 million.

Also on Monday, city commisaion-
ers held the first of two public hear-
ings on ths sidewalk improvement
costa to be assessed to downtown
landlords. While the actual cost per
storefront has yet to be assessed —
that will be the subject of a second
public hearing — the eetimated coat

Parents have lots of queationa,
she .said. “After asking, ‘Why did
Johnny flunk?’ the next question

The second editorial displays the same disre-
gard for the facts. You support expansion ofan-
nual emission testing to include older vehicles
despite easily available evidence of its ineffec-
tiveness, because it is “better than nothing." In
fact, it ISworse than nothing, since it does not
achieve its objective <emoving high polluting
vehicles from the road) but consumes millions
of metro Detroit motorists' dollars.

Much more effective methods for detecting
high emitting vehicles are available, and at low-
er cost. We may not be able to eliminate the cur-
rent wasteful program, but to advocate
expanding it and imposing additional cost bur-
dens on your suhecribers without any significant
benefit also does a disservice to the community.

I suggest that in the future you display a
more responsible attitude toward the ctmimu-
nity you are part of. Ifyou are not able to
properly research your subjecta before editori-
alixing, it would be better simply to be silent.

W hat does Michigan mean by pun-
ishment? We're spending $1.2 billion
to administer it. In apriorera, the ab-
sence ofa definition undoubtedly led
to abuses of prisoners that were some-
timea unconatitutional and had to end.
Now, it’s given us prisons ofidleness.

The primary in*edienta in such a
definition should be tough discipline
and progTMsive severity, whereby the
least severe classification in state pris-
on should be more severe than any al-
ternative mode ofcounty punishment.

Initially, a prisoner’s period of parole
should be equal to the unexpired maxi-
mum sentence. If the parolee seriously
violates the terms and conditions of his
parole, be should be adm inistratively
reincarcerated without the costliness of
a brand-new prosecution. If he truly
rehabilitates himself, than the parolee
could petition to be relieved from the
unsermd maximum.

Notonly can this be done in a way
that protects the state budget, since
the period ofsupervision by a parole

agent does not have to be equal to the
maximum term, butit would also aave
local autiM mtiea immsnas tax soma by
eliminating the need to constantly
reprosecute the same iadividusl 10 and
16 times.

To move in this direction, Uw state
Legislature and govnnor should create
atransition committee to fecilitate
change.

The committee should calculate the
savings that w ill accrue to local author-
ities asaresultofstopping ths “revolv-
ing door" ofendless reprooecutkma at
the same offenders.

Using these savings tofstherwith
the contemplated new dollars, ths com-
mittee should also devise state-local
partnerships to hold the worstoffend-
ers at the state level while building
cheaperbarrseks-s”e fedlitiea in-the
counties forthose notyethardened,
and therein coordinate the raepeedve
roles of state and county in the oorrsc-
tions hierarchy.

But, above all, the redesign ofcorrec-
tions should be based on principles of
the price system and the indisputably
valid insists of Packer.

drew's Hall and City Club.

Cross seemed pretty happy arith
what he established in the Motor
City. But it all changed when bis
friend. Quicksand drummer Alan
Cage, called. He told him vocalist
Chaka Malik and guitarist Chris
Traynor of Orange 9mm arere "des-
perate for a drummer.

"l said, 'Well, have him call me or
send me a tape.’ At that point Noc
Barrage araan't doing much of any-
thing," Croaa said. "We'd been to-
gether for over four yeara and it araa
the typical Midwestern band story.
You arork your (butt) off and nothing

“I’"d personally been playing in
bands for almost 10 years and | said,

my Labor.””

Five minutes after he hung up arith
Cage, Malik called and the taro hit it
off, but Croaa made sure Malik knew
what kind of musician he araa dealing
arith; “l forewarned him, ‘If | join
your band I’'m going to live, breathe,
eat. and die this band.””
