They’re attractive - one
ofthe very few blue foods that
nature provides ¢and they come
with their own protective covering.
The silvery sheen on the blueber*
r/s dark blue skin ia actually a
natural waxy coating. Native Amer-
icans called these summer sweets
‘star berries' because ofthe star-
shaped calyx on top ofeach berry.
Blueberries are tasty, and tiMy
allow you to indulge with a clear
conscience. They're loaded with vit-
amin C, they provide some vitamin
A, iron, potassium and magnesium.
They're a good smiroe offilitr and
carbohydrates, they're low in sodi-
um and have no cholesterol.
They’re low in ealoriee <42 ealeriee
per halfcup), and very reasonably
priced.

And, above all, blueberries are ver-
satile. They can be eaten directly
out oftheir plastic ~jewel-box* car-
ton (they dont even drip!), they can
be sprinkled on cereal, ice cream or
yogurt, used in salads, muffins,
pancakes, fries, cakes, and sauces.
