Sen. Alma Smith, D-Salem,
daughter of a physician, agreed.
“We know that 20 percent of em-
bryos spontaneously abort and
that, of those, SOto 60 percent of
miscarriages are a result of a de-
fect in the fetus, tbe placenta or
the amnion. We have a tremen-
dously difficult time equating an
ouui”™ ii\)Jury with a miscar-
riage," Smith said. "And yet adth
this bill, we're creating a flrat-de-
gree murder situation in a first
trimester state of the fetus.”

Sponsor of the bill waa Sen.
William VanRegenmorter, R-Jen-
ison, who guided the bill through
his Judiciary Committee as a
crime measure rather than
through the Health Policy Com-
mittee.

" "Quickening' is an obscure,
antiquated, irrelevant term,”
VanRegenmorter said in reply to
Peters. "It is now knosm that a
fetus is capable of movement long
before it is felt by the mother. So
we have a real definitional prob-
lem if we use the word
‘quickening’. "

Added Sen. Joanne Emmons,
R-Big Rapids: "This bill is about
crimes against pregnant women.
The Peters amendment smuld
give permission to beat up a srom-
an during the first 15-19 sreeks (of
pregnancy). | don't believe that’s
right. Beating up a pregnant
woman is a crime and should be
punished more severely than just
aplain assault.”

VanRegenmorter introduced
the bill in response to a northern
Michigan case where a woman
lost an unborn child after a hit-
run auto accident which couldn’t
be prosecuted.

Pasty chef Mary Denning of the same named
cake shop in Westland has been an avid ginger-
bread baker since learning the trade in culinary

'Memorable gingerbread houses are made with
imagination and patience, not with expensive
equipment.* said Denning, who was preparing to
teach a class in gingerbreaa house construction
at Henry Ford Community College in Dearborn

“Some of the houses are very elaborate and can
be made with white chocolate, pulled sugar and
fanc>’ decorations, but | tend to appreciate the
more simplistic homes and winter scenes.

*|'ve seen castles and cathedrals made out of
gingerbread but the novice baker should remem-
ber to have fun and most of all, be patient,* said
Denning who has taught students how to erect
everything hom simple houses to complex vil-
lages

Gingerbread house construction need not be a
labor nor a nugM- expense. There are a number
of gingerbread books on the market with the
most respected being *The Gingerbread Book* by
Alien Bragdon. ~copyright 1995, Smithmark
Publishers, $15.96.) You can also pick up any
holiday issue of a family or women’s magazine.
Most will have recipes for a construction grade
gingerbread (a little denser with' less leavening
than standard cake like gingerbread) and will
also include cut-outs for a basic frame.

Make the gingerbread and allow it to chill for
at least an hour while you trace out the frame on
shirt box cardboard | hnd it incredibly easy to
roll out the chilled dough, and precut the forms,
then bake on parchment lined baking sheets

For the most simplistic of designs, figure on a
front, back, two sidM (with windows) and two
roof sections Architecturally iiKlinad bakers
may wish to add dormers, porches, gabled roofs,
chimneys and even weather vanes.

Ifall that sounds coofiisiag, you can skip the
making of the gingerbread and use graham
crackers which can be carefiil)y cut and
trimmed

"You can even get the youngest involved using
sugar cubes as a construction medium.* said
Jeanne Sama of Troy who teaches chihlreo's
cooking at all Kitchen Glamor locations.

Sama, a certifisd home economist, has encour-
aged both her sons Tony and Jeffto be creative
in the kitchen.

Their "cuatom”
home fumiahinga are produced in
buildinga on their 19th century
dairy farm by 200 craftaman who
live in the area and artiata at-
tracted to their way of do™ng
thinga.

“When we entertain buaineaa
gueata we have no Tine reataurant
or opera houae nearby to viait, ao
we invented Camp MacKenzie-
Childa,” Victoria ezplained.

Manufacturers insisted
that they could never mass-pro-
duce enough “custom” products
to meet the demand of the maaa-
market.

“Because we are not tied to
conventions, we began eaprri-
menting with our own clays and
glates and started our own manu ¢
factoring facility in Aurora," Vic-
toria said.

On the fme* of it, Ih« premia* of
"Whbilc Man™ Burden** would
wliAie for a faacinating study of
race in America. In Uie film, *tar-
rfitg John Travolta and Harry Be-
laH”te. blacks are dominant and
whites are oppressed.

This race reversal could inspire
a provocative exploration of the
p>>i'holo(y of racism. The first
few minutes alone are rich with
txmsibilities a* you are forced to
invagine life in another person's
'kin.

Vtliat emerges, however, is a
vlisappointing effort that drives
this gimmick into the ground
while adding little to the discus-
sion of race. Stereot>pce aren't ex-
iJg~ad, they are merely amplified
to .caricature extreme. And srith a
leaden plot that has so little ener-
gy. it actually seems to suck air
tram the audience. The only thing
this film provokes is a yaem.

First-time director Desmond
Nakano draers such broad strokes
that if you reverse the roles once
stain, making blacks the op-
pressed and whites the oppres-
urs, the portrayals would be
nothing short of insulting.

Did you know you can fit a
12-pack of Diet Pepsi in the
glove compartment of the 1996
Chevrolet Cavalier"” Even
though there are standard dual
air bags up front.

It wont keep 'em cold, howev-
er, unless It’s cold outside as
well.

It’s already been a year since
Chevrolet redesigned the
Cavalier and evaluating it the
second time around proves this
to be a solid, value-driven
option for a first-time buyer
who wants reliable transporta-
tion, plenty of room even for a
cross-country trip (I'm talking
Michigan to ... Georgia) and a
perfect way to get around town
on a daily commute.

Evaluated was the Cavalier
sedan. All four doors were a
breeze to get in and out of —
and easy to fit toddler car seats
in. Rear legroom won’t accom-
modate a 6-foot-5 person, but it
handles the average under-6-
foot person well.

The mi”or changes for 1996
are new exterior paint colors
and interior fabric for the base
coupe and sedan, daytime run-
ning lamps, energy-abaorfoing

safety belt retractors, an option-
al PassLock theft-deterrent sys-
tem, adjustable guide loops fbn
the front seat shoulder belts,
new audio system options and a
remote keyless entry option.

A word on the DRLa: GM was
the first domestic automaker to
offer daytime running lamps in
some models. DRLs were
designed to make it easier for
other drivers to see your vehicle
in the daytime.

DRLs go on automatically
when the inition is turned on
and goes offwhen the ignition is
switched off or when the driver
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turns on the headlamps. It does-
n't mean vou never have to turn
your headlamps on in the dark,
however — only the headlamps
are on. The instrumentation
lights and taillamps are off,
which saves on energy.

On the performance side,
however, there are some impor-
tant changes: A new 2.4-liter
twin cam engine option,
enhanced traction control
(that standard with the new 4-
speed automatic transmission),
onboard diagnostics and a long-
life coolant good for five years
or 100,000 miles.

The Cavalier is available in
five configurations: The sedan,
LS sedan, 2-door coupe, Z24
sporty 2-door coupe and LS 2-
door convertible.

"The ride is nice for a car of
this size. Engineers used a com-
puter-modeled body structure
that minimizes flex. That allows
the suspension to give the dri-
ver responsive control without
the harsh road feel.

Engineers also tuned the
chassis so Uie driver feels the
road accurately and can adjust
particular driving styles.

Of course, all the safety stuff

is there, including dual air bags,
4-wheel anti-loclE brakes, child
security rear-door locks and
rear-seat safety belt child com-
fort guides.

A couple of other comfort fea-
tures are integrated into the
new Cavalier. Rear air ducts
deliver warm or cold air to back-
seat passengers. Liidt"hoig slowly
dims rather than abruptly cuts
off when the key is taken out of
the ignition. The rear window
defroster clears the critical area
for vision quickly.

Don't be afraid when you see
you've left your interior lights
on — the Cavalier’s outfitted
with battery-rundown protec-
tion.

Gotta change a tire? No prob-
lem. There’s a storage rack that
specifically holds the jack and
wrench. Quick in, quick out.

There are a couple of things
in the Cavalier normally found
only on the more expensive lux-
ury cars. I'm talking about plat-
inum-tipped spark plugs that
let you drive 100,000 miles
without the first service inter-
val. The Dexron Il auto-
matic transmission fluid never
needs replacement if you drive
