to make a full-tume change

“She didn’t get to say her side of
the story, 1t was before there was
any such thing as ‘vietim’s rights,”

office “Her husband pled gulty and
got a suspended sentence ”

Plymouth planning commis
sioners have given their
approval to plans by a Roseville
developer to construct a three-
story complex on Penniman
Avenue, which will house Tom’s
QOyster Bar and two floors of con-
dominiums

The planning board approved

Jack Wilson has always wanted to run a
marathon

Now the Leukemia and Lymphoma Society 13
giving him the chance

Wilson, a Plymouth resident, will be in Anchor-
age, Alaska June 22 for a 26 2 mile run to benefit
the society’s Michigan Chapter And he’s paying a
price to do 1t — $4,500, the amount he has pledged

“I've always wanted to do a marathon, and i1f I'm

Consequently, he didn’t even sign up for the run
until March 21 With the first $1,500 of his pledge
due by April 4, Wilson cut a check for $250 and got
another $1,250 from family and friends

“I thought that was great,” he saad “Low-hang-

Wilson, who holds an engineering degree from
the University of Illinois and an MBA from the
Unaversity of Michigan, had been doing account
management work 1n the auto industry the last six
years When he lost his job, he found time to
expand his existing volunteer activities

He does the Meals on Wheels program at Ton-
quish Creek, and was one of the Santas 1n the
Santa House sponsored 1n Kellogg Park by the Ply-
mouth Community Chamber of Commerce

“That was a great experience,” Wilson said of his
Santa experience “I couldn’t beheve how much fun
that was To see how positive 1t was with all those
kids, 1t was really impressive ”

He’d know about events similar to the leukemia
marathon, but hadn’t ever trained for one A semi-
avid runner, Wilson used to jog two or three days a
week for maybe a half hour

His traimning regimen now has him running up to
17 mules at one stretch On Friday, he did a short
six-mile run This weekend, he ran a half
marathon at Potawatomi Trail in Pinckney Most
weekends, he gets mvolved 1n group runs at places
hke Kensington Metropark

“Now, I think of runnming half an hour, I think,

‘Why would I even bother putting my shoes on?”
Wilson saxd with a smile “Friday) was six miles,
and that’s like one of your cool-down days ”

Wilson hasn’t ever been affected by leukemia,
and didn’t personally know anyone who had
That’s why he chose this particular chanty for
which to volunteer

“I had no connection with 1t,” said Wilson, who
has lIived in Plymouth 22 years “No one was going
to feel sorry for me They were going to contribute
because 1t’s a good cause ”

Though he didn’t know anyone affected by the
disease when he started, he can’t say the same
now He’s met many people who have either suf-
fered or known someone who suffered And not
always close to home On a recent trip to Chicago,
he met a woman whose mother had recently died
from leukemia Another woman was from Anchor
age, site of the marathon

“I’ve run 1nto so many people who have been
affected by the disease,” Wilson said “People are
doing 1t for unselfish reasons It has become a feel-
good thing ”
