That’s how Caviston, who was 62 when he
died, operated all over town — behind the
scenes He was instrumental as a member of
the Plymouth Ice Festival board in making
that event international, getting Russian and
Chinese carvers to attend

He was a key member of the Colomal Kiwa-
nig Club, helped out the American Cancer
Society and frequently entertamned residents
at Opportumity House, the home for develop
mentally disabled adults

Caviston was so instrumental 1n helping
others that the Plymouth Salvation Army on
Wednesday will unve:l its first Tom Caviston
Award to honor avic involvement

“I’'m so proud and overwhelmed by the
thought that he’ll be remembered that way,”
Nancy Caviston said “He was not the type to
see kudos, so I think he would be embar

“We have 2,000 MEA (Michi-
gan Education Association)

The PCEA, which represents
inore than a thousand Plymouth-
Canton teachers, 18 part of the

On Wednesday, the counc:l
voted to endorse Joanne Lamar
and Carol Saunders, both of Ply-
mouth Township, for the two,
four-year seats being vacated by
trustees Susan Davis and Dar-
win Watts The council 1s also
endorsing Marcy Staley of Can-
ton Township, who 1s seeking
election to the one-year term
Staley has held the position

since December, when she was

“Saunders brings 40 years of
public education experience,”
said Portell1 of the former teach-
er and Starkweather Education
Center adult education coordina-
tor “She knows the business
end of education, and will be

All but one of the 11 candi-

The surge of growth 1n Canton
has the township clerk’s office
scrambling for additional elec-
tion workers

There’s no such worry, howev-
er, in Plymouth

While Canton 18 scrambling to
find about 50 more election
mspectors for the August and
November elections, the City of
Plymouth 15 ready to handle the
load

“Actually, were 1n pretty good
shape right now,” said deputy
clerk Deborah Panagiotides “We
normally put about 10 people per
precinct ?

She said the city always has
sign-up sheets available for peo-
ple who are interested in serving
as election judges

In Plymouth, precinct chairs
earn $145 for their service, and
election inspectors are paid
$110

“We would hike to get that
increased,” Panagiotides said

Sandy Groth, Deputy Clerk for
Plymouth Township said she 18
always on the lookout election
workers

“Right now we have a list of
about 150 inspectors, but the
reality is that we are always
looking for new inspectors,” she
sa1d

The township even has an
application for inspectors posted

on their website www.ply-
mouthtwp.org

Groth said the job 18 1deal for
retirees, stay-at-home moms and
students who are age 16 and
older

Plymouth Township pays their
election judges $130 per day,
and the precinct chairperson
receives an additional $25 and a
co-chair earns an additional $15
per day

“I would like to encourage peo-
ple to become election judges,”
Groth saad “It’'s a good learning
experience and a great way to
serve your community *

Under a change 1n election
laws, 1nspectors are not
required to live m the communi-
ty tn which they serve, but must
reside 1n the same county as the
community,” Groth said

Canton Township find itself
looking for a lot more election
workers To quahfy to be an elec-
tion inspector, you must be 18
years of age, a registered voter
1n Wayne County, able to fluent-
ly speak and write Enghsh, and
perform simple math calcula-
tions Students that are age 16
and older are also able to serve,
but they must be supervised by
other inspectors

“We’re 1n need of about 50
more election 1nspectors for the
August and November elec-
tions,” said Terry Bennett, Can-
ton Township clerk “We have
seven new precincts, and need

86 individuals for the August
(primary) election and 42 for the
November (general) election ”

The job also requires a sense of
dedication “It’s a long day,” Ben-
nett said Election workers typ:i-
cally start theirr dayat 630 am
and may work as late as 10 30
pm

An election inspector in Can-
ton will make $125 per day,
while a precinct chairperson,
who has supervisory duties, 18
paid $145 per day

Tramning for the job 1s required
by all municipahties

“In Canton Township we pay
$20 to attend training,” Bennett
said “Several classes are sched-
uled between now and the elec-
tions ”

Plymouth Township pays $15
for training

“We generally train the week
before the election, one 1n the
day and one in the evening to
accommodate everyone’s sched-
ule,” Groth said

Bennett offered words of
praise for Canton’s election
workers

“We have a lot of dedicated
workers we depend on They pro-
vide a great service ”

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OVDA passes resolution dispelling annexation talk

The Old Village Development
Authority, 1n an effort to make
peace with city commissioners,
unanimously passed a resolution
Thursday might indicating 1t has
never discussed Old Village
being annexed by Plymouth
Township, and doesn’t the sup-
port the 1dea

However, despite their support
for the resolution, there are indi-
cations OVDA board members
Matt Cardwell and Peter
Bunting may be removed from

the board to which they were
appointed The two caused a stir
last week when they discussed
with township officials the idea
of Old Village being annexed by
the township because of what
they consider the lack of atten-
t1on by the city commassion to
0ld Village

Mayor Pro-Tem Colleen Pobur,
along with commissioner and
former OVDA liaison Michele
Potter, attended the meeting in
an attempt to dispel the notion
that Old Village has been forgot-
ten

“For any resident of the city to
suggest the city 18 neglecting the

neighborhood known as Old Vil-
lage 18 preposterous,” said
Pobur, after reading a list of Old
Village improvements since
1998 “Every neighborhood in
this city 1s important to us, and
we continue to maintain that
posture We’ve been very con-
cerned about some of these
remarks that have been made
We consider them to be very con-
fusing This 1s a disruptive
thing for the whole community *

Both Bunting and Cardwell
insisted they weren’t represent-
ing the OVDA 1n their conversa
{1ons of annexation

“For me personally, 1t’s some-

thing that I'll continue to look at
as long as 1t seems like there’s
anything there,” said Cardwell
“Right now, I see a commitment
out of the commission to Old Vil-
lage, and that’s what we're really
looking for here Nobody really
wants to leave the aity ”

“This 1s just an option
Nobody 1s saying we're doing 1t,”
said Bunting

OVDA board member Avis
said the talk of annexation has
harmed “this group, Old Village,
and our relationship with the
administration and city commis-
sion  not knowing what their
vote really means when they

have an attitude that they would
really like to pick up and move
out of the city into the town-
ship ”

Board member Catherine
Doughty said that as representa
tives of the OVDA, when
Bunting and Cardwell expressed
opmtons that are “at cross pur-
poses with the goals and objec-
tives of the board, and ultimate-
ly the City of Plymouth, then
you either need to reconcile
those views with the board, or
resign your appointment ”

There are no indications either
Bunting or Cardwell will resign
from the OVDA board However,

commissioners have voiced their
concerns, both publicly and pri-
vately, about the lack of cohe-
siveness on the OVDA board
There are hints the pair might
be replaced before next month’s
OVDA meeting

As she left Thursday’s session,
Pobur indicated there will be
evaluations of the city’s boards
and commuissions, and those who
are appointed to serve on them

“It’s 1mportant that the people
who represent the city on boards
and commissions have the city’s
best interest at heart,” she said

dJoe chose the former Now 23
and a graduate of Western
Michigan University, ask him 1if
he’d be on that doorstep to suc-
cess without Growth Works, and
Joe’s answer comes easily, and

“No,” he gaid “My drug and
alcohol use got to the point
where I had dropped out of high

They move forward pretty
well, if statistics mean anything
Somewhere near 75 percent of
Growth Works clients leave
sober, and stay that way

“It was real hard at first,
because of course I dudn’t think I
had a problem and I didn’t want
to be here,” said Lindsay, a 19-
year-old about to start her yjumor
year at Eastern Michigan Umi-
versity who went through the
program at age 15 “I realized
1t’s not ever going to work my
way I finally got scared of where
my hfe was at ”

Joe recalls the daunting task
facing him once he decided to get
sober It hasn’t been all moon-
light and roses He credits

Growth Works with helping him
learn some of life’s hardest les-
sons

“At first 1t’s hard, because
there are a lot of changes you
need to make,” Joe said
“Friends, places you hang out,
you have to rebuild the relation-
ships you've broken with family
and frmends

“It’s pretty hard to do at first,”
he added “Getting sober 1s a lot
harder than staying sober (But)
after you do that, it’s a lot eas:-
er”

Parents can help prevent alcohol
abuse 1n their children by foster
ing a warm, open relationship
with their child Spending time
together, talking about 1ssues con
fronting their teen, setting and
enforeing clear rules about drugs
and drinking and teaching by
example are ways parents can
help steer their teens away from
the dangers of alcohol

Teenagers will often show they
do not want their parents to ask
questions, enforce rules or be
mvolved 1n their hves, but Rehse,
from Starfish Family Services,
said they actually do want those
things

Firm rules and discipline can
ease the peer pressure, said
Rehse

“Tt helps keep them out of trou
ble,” she said ‘And, 1t helps give
them a way out (When turning
down alcohol, drugs or tobacco)

Availability of booze

Alcohol 1s the most widely acces
sible drug for teenagers, said
Yagiela It's common for teens to
loiter outside of party stores and
ask patrons who appear to be old
enough, to buy them beer or
Liquor

Yagiela said teens often drive to
party stores 1n Detroit, where they
know the store owner will sell
them alcohol even though they
are not of age

Often, parents will provide teens
with alcohol, usually under the
condition that the kids not leave
the house

Furnmishing minors with alcohol
1s a criminal offense, punishable
by a $1,000 fine and up to 60 days
mn jail In the event a person under
the age of 21 should die as a direct
result of the alcohol, the adult who

When the occasional, expen

Teens who are heading down

Experts remind teenagers and
their families that drinking alco
hol 1s often more serious than 1t
being “yust a phase” during the
high school years Recognizing
the signs of abuse and knowing
about the treatment options 1s
critical in stopping the down
ward spiral

Where to go for help
.. Growth Works, of Plymouth,
speciahizes 1n adolescent alcohol
and substance abuse interven-
tion and rehabilitation With an
average 60 kids, from all around
western Wayne County
enrolled, Growth Works 1s one of
the largest youth drug treatment
programs 1n the state, said Dale

Yagiela, executive director
Growth Works offers three
phases of out-patient treatment

Intensive treatment entails
assessment and counseling for
three hours, three days a week

“In the early stage we attend
to their denial and often it's con
frontational,” said Yagiela ‘We
get them in touch with the ms
ery and pain their abuse has
caused them’

As the youth progresses
through treatment he or she
may graduate to the next two
phases which entail group ther
apy for three hours, twice a
week, then for two hours, twice a
week

A separate program 1s tailored
especially for parents, said
Yagiela The program entails

Vegetarian author/forager has no problem finding food

The only time most people forage for
food 1s when the cupboards are bare
and they find themselves scrounging
through the refrigerator, struggling to
turn a can of peas, moldy bread and
ketchup into dinner

“Wildman” Steve Brill prefers to do 1t
the real way

This self-taught foraging expert
heads backs to nature daily to find s
food And when he goes out to eat, he
1sn’t bringing back burgers and fries

e

He’s feasting on plants most people
consider weeds

Now he’s ready to teach you to do 1t,
too His new book, The Wild Vegetarian
Cookbook (Harvard Common Press,
2002, $29 95), contains more than 500
recipes using plants you're not hkely to
find 1n a grocer’s produce section He
lists more than 150 of such wild plants
n detail

Brill 1s talking about milkweed (toss-
ng 1t with pasta), acorns (serving them
refried, sumlar to beans), and purple-
spore puffball (a type of mushroom he
serves fried and baked with dairy-free

Parmesan)

For Brill, the world 1s full of food
Most people don’t realize that many of
the plants they try so hard to rid theiwr
yards of not only are edible, but can be
turned into delicacies with hittle effort

Foraging for food may not be com-
mon 1n the United States, but Brill
says people around the world rely on 1t
for stocking their pantry with seasonal
greens and other goodies

“Anywhere but America,” he said
recently, talking by phone from his
home 1n Mamaroneck, NY “The Ger-
mans, the Itahans, the Chinese, the

Indians Any culture where TV and
entertainment aren’t the only ways to
live, foraging 1s still common ”

Brll, who has been vegan since 1990,
got turned on to foraging back i 1979

“I was bicycling, riding past a park in
Queens, New York, near where 1 lived,
and there were these ethnic Greek
women picking something in the park,”
he said “I asked them what they were
doing and 1t was all Greek to me But I
came home with grape leaves and 1
was excited to have something I could

There 18 one area where Brill’s
book, chock-full of tempting and
unusual recipes, 1s lacking _
there are no 1lustrations to help
the novice forager differentiate
between the yummy and the
deadly

Coincidentally, he has written
a field guide, Identifying and
Harvesting Edible and Medicinal
Plants in Wild (and Not so Wild)
Places (Morrow, 1994, $21 95),
which he recommends for this
purpose

Not everything in Brill’s book,
which 1s orgamzed by season, 18
untisual Some of the recipes call
for

ingredients such as berries
that can be found just as easily
1n grocery stores as 1n the back-
yard

For an easy early-spring dish
that doubles as great weed con-
trol for the lawn, try Brills cur-
ried dandelions Be certain not
to use dandelions from lawns or
fields that have been sprayed
with herbicides or insecticides

Dandelion leaves are best

when they are very young Bitter
even then, they become distaste-
fully so as they age The best
leaves are harvested well before
the plants flower

Feminist author Erica Jong
remembers girls who disap-
peared from her New York City
high school class into the wilds
of New Jersey, $260 and a hid-
den pregnancy in hand

“Sometimes they came back
bleeding Sometimes they were
hospitalized ”

“That’s why we must tell our
daughters and our granddaugh-
ters what those days were like,”
she implored the more than 350
people attending Thursday’s
eighth annual Planned Parent-
hood fundraising luncheon at the
Ambassador Hotel 1n Southfield

“One of the saddest things for
our daughters 18 the amnesia of
history they suffer from We face
the problem of undoing the 1gno-
rance of our own history ”

The fund-raiser, held under
fight security, comes at a critical
time for Planned Parenthood of
Southeast Michigan A hill that
threatens state funding for
Planned Parenthood clinics has
been passed by both houses of
the Michigan Legislature and
sits on Gov John Engler’s desk

“Once again we’re under

attack,” said Planned Parent-
hood CEO George Stokes, a
Rochester Hills resident “Let
your voices be heard and urge
our governor to do the right
thing and veto 1t *

Four politicians 1in Planned
Parenthood’s very tight corner
were mtroduced They were For
mer Gov Jim Blanchard running
for the Democratic nomination
for governor, state Rep Pan
Godchaux running for the Michi-
gan Senate, Birmimgham school
board trustee Shelli Weisberg,
running for Godchaux’s seat, and
David Fink, challenging U 8
Congressman Joe Knollenberg

Jong 18 no Jon{gny come late
ly to Planned Parenthood
“Speaking for Planned Parent
hood is a no-brainer,” she
explamed “I started donating to
Planned Parenthood when I got
out of college ” She has also
served on 1ts advisory council

She made literary and social
history 30 years ago with her
first novel, Fear of Flying Wnt
ten 1n 1973 at the height of the
women’s movement 1t was an
explicit account of a woman
exploring the full range of her
sexuality She 1s the author of

di a persnl touch: Monte ler Vyves” with

numerous photographs in his home - his as well as
many others Here 1s one from Nova Scotia that

proudly hangs in his house.

eight other books and seven vol-
umes of poetry

Today, 1t looks as 1f women
have sexual freedom, but they
don’t, she told the audience “We
have an overt display of sexuali-
ty but behind 1t 18 deep sexual
hypocrisy Programs like Sex
and the City and girls bearing
their midriffs and wearing rings
n their belly buttons give the
cosmetic feeling of freedom But
the underpinnings are being
snatched away

“It’s the unfinished revolu-
tion,” she said “All of you 1n this
room are courageous pioneers
It’s hard to fight for a cause that
people think has already been
won Girls think they are
already free They don’t under-
stand that great forces are con-
spiring, to take away the rights
they already have ”

She urged women who care
about reproductive rights “to
recapture the language” that
Right to Life has stolen away
“You are the most pro-family
people on the planet,” she said
“You are advocating that a child
come mto the world as a miracle
for parents who are prepared tfo
be parents ”

Jong described her own diffi
cult decision to have a baby at 36
as a life-altering experience

“Reproductive rights made me
able to have a child when I was
ready ” Daughter, Molly Jong,
24, has written her own first
novel, Normal Girl It describes
the battle of a young New York
City woman to overcome too
much money promiscuity and
drugs

Although she was fighting a
cold, Jong graciously stayed to
chat with anyone who
approached her and to auto
graph copies of her latest work
What do women want?
Bread Roses Sex Power

Planned Parenthood public
affairs director Sandra Gillis
found it “refreshing” that Jong
gave “a hardball message at
what she could have considered
‘a women’s luncheon *

“I thought she did a wonderful
job,” said Naomi Foa from West
Bloomfield

“She’s a little tamer than I
expected,” added Mary McHale
a Grosse Pointe resident I
remember reading Fear of Flying
in those wild times

I kill?” the boy asks, pointing the
gun at each by turns “ I'm
going to kill one of you which
one should 1t be?’

Thetr responses not only tell
us a good deal about who these
best friends are, but also serve to
set the main part of the story in
motion

Soon, we find ourselves 1n a
small town not unlike Ann
Arbor

Diana 15 hiving 1n a storybook-
pretty house on a street called
Maiden Lane Living with her
are her loving husband, a college
professor, and their small and
lively daughter, Emma

Diana 1s a fit, fine, 40-year old
‘soccer mom ” She 1s also an
artist of sorts who teaches at a
local community college On the
surface, her life seems to be just
about as good as 1t gets

But 1t 1sn’t long before we are
reminded that surfaces can be
highly misleading Underneath,
something 1s very wrong and
strange here The perfection
1itself seems odd and wrong
somehow We can feel that in our
bones Diana seems to feel 1t 1n

Kasischke s format twists,
moving us from the present day

“Good” cholesterol

After only four weeks into a 12
week study people who took an
investigational drug were able to
increase their HDL cholesterol (the
“good cholesterol) levels by 34 per
cent, according to a recent report 1n
Circulation Journal of the American
Heart Association Also 198 people
lowered their LDL cholesterol (the
‘bad’ cholesterol) by 7 percent

The drug, called a CETP inhibitor,
works by blocking the action of the
cholesteryl ester transfer protein,
whuch 1s known to lower HDL

“CETP represents an important
target because this protein plays a
key role in HDL metabohism In fact
a genetic deficiency of CETP 1s the
man reason for high HDL 1n Asian
populations,” says study author Dr
John Kastelein, from the Academic
Medical Center 1n Amsterdam, The
Netherlands

Except for some mild gastrointest:
nal side effects there were no major
adverse effects from the new drug

“Although these resulits hold prom
1se, further studies are needed to
mvestigate whether the increase 1n
HDL cholesterol translates into a
reduction 1n coronary artery disease
risk, says Kastelein

Holly Bair a trauma nurse coord-
nator at Beaumont Hospital, has
seen her share pf seriously injured
teens and young adults i the emer-

“It tends to be alcohol-related,” she
