Football and soccer players in  th e  Plym outh-Canton 
school district could be playing next August on the same 
kind of synthetic tu r f  th e  D etroit Lions use a t Ford Field.

The Board of Education is expected to  receive a rec­
om m endation from school adm inistrators a t Tuesday’s 
m eeting to  spend $1.3 million to  replace th e  grass field 
and construct a  new eight-lane track  at the varsity stadi­
um. The fpnds would come from  leftover funds from the 
1999 bond issue, w hich was used to  construct Dodson 
Elem entary and Plym outh H igh School.

“We will be on budget,” said Ken Jacobs, th e  d istrict’s 
executive director o f support services. “O ur hope is to  
get s tarted  in February during the  cold weather, before 
the soil conditions tu rn  worse in  th e  rainy season. We 
plan to  have it done by m id-August, by  football season.”

Adm inistrators w ant th e  synthetic tu r f  because the 
field tu rns into m ud after a  hard  rain because o f a  dam ­
aged drainage system, som etim es forcing rescheduling 
and cancellation o f events. In  th e  near future, the field 
will be used by three varsity football team s, nine addi­
tional football teams, 18 boys and  girls soccer teams, 
plus th e  Plym outh-Canton M arching Band. The existing 
track is expected to  be declared unusable for the 
upcom ing season.

The low bid for the  tu r f  was $555,500 from  Quest 
Turf ofM uncie, Ind., the  sam e com pany which provided 
the surface for the D etroit Lions. School board  trustee 
Tom Wysocki, who suffered a  knee injury while playing 
football in high school, was one o f several com m ittee 
m em bers who visited Ford Field to look a t the tu rf  used 
by the Lions.

“I t’s the kind of tu r f  w here you can run  and  not slide, 
and it’s easy to  pivot on, too,” Wysocki said. “I’d be in

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A  20-year battle between the city of 
Plym outh and a  company th a t owes it 
m ore than  $3 million in back taxes, 
in terest and  penalties will likely be 
over w ithin a  m onth.

A  negotiated settlem ent, which was 
finalized during a hearing in front of 
35 th  D istrict Court Judge Michael 
G erou on Wednesday, gives A&E

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Plymouth Township parents 
worried about protecting their 
children from  In ternet preda­
tors are about to  get some help 
from  their hom etown cops.

The Plymouth Township 
Police D epartm ent, working in 
cooperation with th e  Parent- 
Teacher O rganization a t Allen 
Elem entary School, will present 
a  dem onstration on how par­
ents can p rotect their children 
while their surfing the ‘N et at 7 
p.m. Thursday, Feb. 20, at 
Allen Elem entary School.

The sem inar will be conduct­
ed by the M ichigan State Police 
in ternet crimes unit, and is 
intended to show parents how 
easy it is for potentially danger­
ous adults to strike up a chat 
w ith children on the computer.

“It’s a  program we wanted to 
offer to the community for the 
safety of our children,” said Officer 
Jamie Senkbeil, the PTPD’s com­
munity resource officer. “We’re 
always looking for better ways to 
safeguard our children.”

The sessions won’t  initially be 
open to the public. Instead, the 
Allen PTO will w ork with par­
ent groups in o ther schools to

/

set up attendance. Senkbeil said 
later sessions could be sched­
uled for the general public.

At the seminar, state police 
will hand out free software, 
Cyber Sentinel, a filtering and 
m onitoring program  parents 
can download onto home com­
puters. Once the program  is 
downloaded, Senkbeil said, 
parents can customize the kind 
o f m onitoring they desire for 
their children.

“The program  is content 
driven, not address-driven like 
most o ther filtering programs,” 
she said. “I t allows parents to 
customize prohibited content 
by adding personal information 
to  the prohibited list.”

Senkbeil said these kinds of 
programs have become neces­
sary with the proliferation of 
the information superhighway 
in a highly technological society.

“You and I were raised not to 
talk  to strangers in  the park or 
on the streets,” Senkbeil said. 
“Now the strangers are coming 
into the hom e via th e  computer, 
so kids need th a t kind of assis­
tance with strangers.”

The Plymouth Community 
Chamber o f Commerce had 
great success with its two major

The lawyer for the wom an 
charged with phoning in a 
bom b threa t to  Isbister 
Elem entary School last 
m onth  tried to  buy m ore tim e 
for her prelim inary exam 
Friday, bu t 35th D istrict 
C ourt Judge M ichael Gerou 
w asn’t  selling.

Attorney Barry Resnick 
asked Gerou for m ore tim e 
because he’d ju s t gotten some 
discovery m aterials from  the 
prosecution Friday m orning 
and  needed tim e to  review it. 
However, Gerou denied the 
m otion. Later the sam e 
morning, the w om an (whose 
nam e is being w ithheld to 
protect her children), the 
m other o f two Isbister stu ­
dents, waived her righ t to  a 
prelim inary exam. Gerou 
th en  bound her over for a 
Feb. 7 arraignm ent in  Wayne 
County Circuit Court.

The woman is charged with 
one count of false report or 
th rea t of bom b/harm ful 
device, a felony th a t carries a 
possible penalty o f four years 
in prison and/or a $2 ,000  
fine.

Gerou continued her 
$5,00Q personal bond.

The incident occurred 
shortly after 8 a.m. Dec. 9, 
when an Isbister employee 
received a  phone call telling 
h e r there was a  bom b. 
Plymouth Township police 
responded and swept the 
building, b u t found no evi­
dence of a  bomb.

The school d istric t elected 
no t to close school for the day, 
although parents were 
allowed to  remove th e ir chil­
d ren  if they so desired. 
According to the d istrict’s 
director o f com m unity rela­
tions, only a small num ber of 
parents opted to  do so.

Plymouth Township police 
then  turned their a ttention  to 
finding the caller. According

to police reports, they worked 
closely w ith Am eritech, scan­
ning lists o f calls into Isbister 
the m orning o f th e  th reat. 
Police said they  traced one 
such call to  th e  suspect’s 
hom e. The w om an h ad  told 
school officials she w as 
unable to help  ou t th a t day 
due to  a  conflicting appoint­
m ent.

According to  the  police 
report, the  w om an to ld  police 
she had  an  appoin tm ent to 
get h er ha ir done at a  local 
salon. W hen police checked, 
no such appoin tm ent was 
found. According to  police, 
the suspect a t first denied 
calling the school; w hen 
police showed h er th e  phone 
listing showing a  call from  
h er hom e to  th e  school at 
around the tim e o f th e  threat, 
she adm itted  calling the  
school, b u t denied m aking 
any bom b threat.

“Incidents like this, prior to 
9/11, may n o t have been pur­
sued like we pursued th is 
one,” said P lym outh Township 
Police Chief Tom Tiderington. 
“Since 9/11, there’s a  whole 
new m eaning. We p u t a  lot o f 
resources in to  determ ining 
who the caller was.

“Calls like these affect a  lot 
o f p eo p le ... you’re upsetting 
the children, parents, teach­
ers. In  a sense, you could call 
this dom estic terrorism . 
You’re terrorizing the  com ­
munity.”

W hile he declined to  com­
m ent on the  specifics o f the 
case, Isbister E lem entary 
Principal Lee H arrison had 
high praise for the w ork o f 
the  police.

“I really have to  com m end 
the police departm ent,” 
H arrison said. “They did a  lot 
o f w ork on this, and they were 
very serious about try ing to 
find out how  th is m ay have 
happened.”

to  le t him  know dialogue is 
beginning. I don’t  w ant th is to 
be a  divisive issue, and  it 
shouldn’t  be,” he added.

The Friends o f Starkweather 
School will gather inpu t from  
the com m unity regarding 
strategies for preserving the 
school at a  7 p.m. Tuesday 
m eeting to  be held a t the 
Plymouth District Library.

prised when form er City 
M anager Dave Rich paid  the 
State of M ichigan $3 0 0  to  
secure the deed to  th e  prop­
erty. Since then, the city 
fought off attem pts by Flynn 
to  have the deed revert back 
to him , while a t the sam e 
tim e trying to  collect the 
back taxes.

“We have an  agreem ent, 
and  hope to  m ake it as easy 
as possible,” said Jerom e 
Porubsky o f Plym outh 
Township, the controller at 
BMC who has been w ith  the 
company since 1980. “We 
haven’t  m ade any conclu­
sions at this point, b u t we 
would like to  continue in 
business. The economy has 
been hurtful, and business 
has been slow.”

Porubsky said BMC, 
which makes steel shipping 
containers, has 27 employ­
ees, which is down from  70 
only four m onths ago.

The city, which would’ve 
ra ther collected the $3 mil­
lion, now owns 13 acres o f 
land, buildings and som e 
industrial m achinery which 
is expected to  be left behind 
by BMC.

“We’ve already had  some 
calls about the property,” 
said City M anager Paul 
Sincock.

Mayor Bill G raham  said 
he wants to  be careful about 
future development on  the 
estate.

“My suggestion is th a t the 
city commission, planning 
commission, the city adm in­
istration and  city planners 
evaluate options,” said 
Graham. “We’ll also seek 
lim ited public input, such as 
from  people who own indus­
trial property.”

Graham  said the  city m ust

decide i f  it w ants to  keep the 
property  zoned industrial, or 
rezone it  to  residential. He 
estim ates the 13 acres to  be 
w orth  from  $3-$5  million.

M ark  Christiansen, the 
city’s finance director, said 
A&E Holdings failed to  pay 
property  taxes in  all bu t two 
years betw een 1979 and 
2000 . The total tax bill is 
approxim ately $1.2 million; 
however, in terest and penal­
ties push  the to tal rem uner­
ation past $3 million.

I f  th e  taxes had  been paid, 
th e  city o f Plym outh would 
have kept approximately 
$850 ,000  for back taxes, 
w ith Plym outh-Canton 
Schools, Wayne County and 
o ther taxing authorities 
dividing the remainder. 
However, G raham  said 
attorneys will investigate if 
th e  taxes owed to  the others 
will have to  be dispersed 
once th e  city sells the prop­
erty.

“Do we have a  legal obliga­
tion? I don’t  know,” said 
Graham . “We do have a  right 
to  recover our expenses. We 
were th e  only taxing unit to 
spend any money in  this bat­
tle.”

The O ctober court hearing 
dealt only w ith ownership of 
th e  property, and  Schofher 
said they  will consider going 
after th e  back taxes, though 
it is unlikely.

“The issue has no t been 
researched about our ability 
to  pursue back taxes,” he 
said. “Based upon w hat I ’ve 
seen, there  are little or no 
assets i f  the company is liq­
uidated.”

G raham  said A&E 
Holdings has given the city 
an  environm ental study of 
the property, which indicates 
there  is “nom inal environ­
m ental contamination.”

“I thought, 1 don’t  have a 
chance, this is a  training 
ground (for younger people),’” 
Greene recalled. “I went 
through the interviews and, lo 
and behold, they selected me.” 

Jim  Agee, co-director o f the 
MPLP, said Greene was chosen 
because of her extensive back­
ground in public service.

“She ju s t had a  trem endous 
wealth o f experience in  public 
service and in public life, and 
dedication to serving her com­
munity,” Agee said. “T hat’s 
exactly what we w ant in the 
people we choose for the pro­
gram. We want to be able to 
help them  to reach ou t to  even 
more people, and she’s already 
reached out to so many.” 

W hatever the reason she was 
chosen, Greene said she’s look­
ing forward to the program. 
Participants take an extended

weekend once a m onth to 
attend sem inars designed to 
give participants tools to “con­
tribute to  the state as a  whole.” 

M ost o f the sessions are at 
MSU; others are a t locations 
such as Higgins Lake, Flint and 
G rand Rapids.

Greene said she’s hoping to 
gain som e insight on helping 
her own town.

“I’m  hoping I can get some 
additional tools, some addition­
al opportunities, to  bring some­
th ing new  and fresh back to  my

community,” Greene said.
The participants come from  a 

varied and diverse background. 
An equal mix of Republicans 
and Democrats, as well as two 
independents, are am ong those 
chosen. The professional back­
grounds vary from lawyers to 
government officials to  educa­
tors.

“There are 24 fellows cho­
sen,” Agee said, “and we expect 
Stella to  be someone who con­
tributes to  the others in the 
program.”

The diversity o f th e  group is a 
strength from  which Greene 
said she hopes to  draw  fresh 
ideas.

“I th in k  we’re going to  get a 
broader perspective,” Greene 
said. “You tend  to  focus on tha t 
area in  which you specialize 
and  som etim es lose sight o f the 
big picture. I th ink  having tha t 
o ther perspective is really vital.” 

Greene’s issue during th e  
program  will be finding a way 
to  convey on a  state level the 
im portance o f steadying state

revenue sharing. The city has 
already lost tens o f thousands 
o f dollars in revenue sharing, 
and some observers have said 
the state may cut another 10-20 
percent o f th a t funding source 
next year.

“We’re negatively im pacted 
by the wavering o f the state leg­
islature,” she said. “T hat’s one 
o f our top  sources o f revenue.

Consider Sauternes for a unique dinner party with wines
S auternes in  the Bordeaux 

region o f France is w ell- 
known for its sweet white 

wines. Five villages in  the 
Graves appellation o f Bordeaux 
make th is unfortified w ine style, 
p rin cipa lly  from  sem ilion, along 
w ith sm all percentages o f sauvi- 
gnon blanc and muscadelle.

W hat makes Sauternes spe­
cia l?

Because the Graves region is 
located near a river, the result­
ing hum id conditions help breed 
a “noble rot,” known as pourrit- 
ure noble in  French.

Early in  the h istory o f w ine­
m aking in  the Graves appella­
tion, winemakers found that th is

rot turned the flavor o f the 
grapes in to a rich, honeyed, em i­
nently ageable wine.

“Sauternes is d ifficu lt to pro­
duce,” said Caroline Dedieu, 
m arketing d irector fo r Chateau 
Suduiraut, Prem ier C ru  Classe 
Sauternes.

“The ro t must be o f ju st the 
right-level, and only the most

affected grapes are picked dur­
ing many passes through the 
vineyard on different days. 
M ore than any other w ine 
type, vintage in  Sauternes is 
extremely im portant. W eather 
conditions can make or break 
an entire year’s crop in  th is 
region.”

Noble rot dehydrates the 
grapes to a potential o f 14 
percent alcohol, w hich k ills  
the yeast before ferm entation 
is complete, leaving behind 
natural sugar to be enjoyed 
in  a smooth and creamy w ine 
w ith  a range o f flavors from  
apricot, peach and pineapple to 
vanilla.

C R A FT IN G  A  FO O D  MATCH

Through its long h isto iy, 
Sauternes became placed at the 
table as an accom panim ent to a 
firs t course o f foie gras or ending 
the meal as liq u id  dessert.
Today, creative chefs lik e  
Stephen Jalbert, chef de cuisine 
o f The R itz-Carlton  in  
Dearborn, are crafting menus 
w ith foods to accompany a meal 
featuring only Sauternes.

I f you’re seeking ideas for a 
unique w inter d inner party w ith  
wines, consider Sauternes, using 
some o f the ideas we gleaned 
from  Chef Steve and several 
Sauternes producers, who

visited metro D etro it recently.
“The wines need to be sam­

pled in  advance,” Chef Steve 
began.

“Then they need to be ordered 
from  m ildest to richest, which is 
not necessarily youngest to old­
est, as on£ m ight suspect.

W hen buying sweetened 
cranberry ju ice, if  you have d ia­
betes or glucose intolerance, 
choose the a rtific ia lly  sweet­
ened versions, since regular 
cranberry ju ice  cocktail con­
tains about three tablespoons 
o f sugar per cup.

These scarlet berries grow in  
large, sandy bogs on low, tra il­
ing vines. Cranberries grow 
w ild  in  northern Europe and in  
northern N orth  Am erica, and 
they are extensively cultivated 
in  Massachusetts, W isconsin, 
W ashington and Oregon.

Add egg and 4 
tablespoons water, and fluff with 
a fork until liquid is absorbed. 
Gather into a ball, and roll out 
1/4 inch thick. Cut into 4-6 saucer­
sized circles (or smaller if desired). 
When vegetables are done, remove 
from the broth and place in a large 
bowl. (Reserve broth). Stir in diced 
chicken. Place, 4 each, tablespoons of 
butter and flour in a large saucepan, 
and add remaining 2 bouillon cubes. 
Cook over medium heat until the 
flour begins to turn golden in color. 
Crush the cubes lightly with a wood­
en spoon until they dissolve. Add 
half and half, plus enough reserved 
cooking liquid to make 3 cups liquid 
total. Cook, stirring constantly, until 
thick and smooth. Add 1/2 cup gravy 
to the chicken and vegetable mix­
ture. Spoon the chicken mixture 
evenly onto the lower half of the 
crust circles, then fold the other half 
over the filling. Seal with fingers or a 
fork. Place pasties on an ungreased 
cookie sheet Cut vents in the dough 
for steam to escape. Trim with 
crust scraps if desired. Bake for 
35-45 minutes or until crust is 
golden brown. Serve hot with 
remaining gravy. Serves 6.

Bachelorette and dism issed it as 
a prank.

He later learned that two co­
workers had sent his informa­
tion to The Bachelorette produc­
ers because they didn’t approve 
o f the women he was dating.

ABC called him  back and the 
following weekend flew him to 
California.

“The producers were very 
nice. I had them  laughing the 
whole time. My big question to 
them was, T just can’t help but 
wonder, in The Bachelor, he 
would give the ladies roses, what 
are you gonna give the guys? A  
can o f Budweiser? A  remote?’

“They’re a big reason for our 
success,” he said. “They took us 
under their wing. They loved 
our band and let us open for 
them  and go on tour with them.

Records bought out MCA, 
which Guiney called the begin­
ning of the end for Fat Amy.

“At the end o f1999, all the

o f textured brickwork.
Don’t overlook details,

Hoskins can't 
save Salem 
against Glenn

W estland John Glenn couldn’t halt the one-legged 
man, but cut off the rest o f the Salem  lineup enough 
to post a pivotal W estern Lakes Activities Association 
boys basketball w in Friday night at hom e.

They’re rarely appreciated. The best 
they can hope for is to go unnoticed, that 
whatever they do will have no effect on the 
game’s outcom e.

my own terms than let some­
one suggest that it’s tim e I left,” 
said the 64-year-old Workman.

Winter, who’s a profes­
sor at Western Michigan 
University, was the referee at 
the New York Giants vs. San 
Francisco 49ers playoff game 
that ended in confusion after a 
botched field goal/pass attempt 
by the Giants on the game’s 
final play.

“That is a killer,” said 
Workman. “We all know what a 
downer that is. It’s been a terri­
ble three weeks for him . We all 
feel for him.”

That’s because all officials 
have been there before. They’ve 
all made mistakes. Workman 
remembers a Ball State vs. 
Eastern M ichigan gam e he 
worked years ago in which he 
whistled a play dead just before 
the player catching a punt fum­
bled it.

“I don’t know why I did it 
then,” he said. “I never have my 
whistle in my mouth during a 
play. You shouldn’t. But I did 
then.”

His regret for the mistake 
nearly drove him  from the pro­
fession. “There’s no excuse,” he 
said. “I felt so terrible.”

But he stuck with it. “If you 
officiate and you like it, you 
can’t get enough o f it,” 
Workman said.

If proof is needed, imagine

this: Sitting down to watch the 
Super Bowl and not cheering 
for either team. Nor caring who 
wins. In fact, spending most of 
your tim e studying the officials, 
their technique and mechanics.

Some fun, eh? But that’s 
what Workman did throughout 
his career as a game official, 
and that’s what he’ll continue 
to do.

See, although he won’t be on 
the field, Workman still plans to 
be involved in officiating. NCAA 
Division I football has an offi­
cial who observes crews during 
games, filing progress/evalua- 
tion reports. That’s what 
Workman wants to do.

Underappreciated. 
Underpaid. Unnoticed. That’s 
the life o f an official. And they 
love it.

Ilene O’Donnell got tired o f 
the steroids, pharmaceutical 
drugs and antibiotics prescribed 
to her by her physician for 
recurrent upper respiratory 
infections. Now when she feels 
the beginning signs o f a cold or 
allergy taking root, she heads for 
the acupuncturist.

“I’ve been through the gaunt­
let with sinus specialists and 
drugs,” says the letter carrier 
from Ferndale. “You get immune 
to them , and then you’re sick 
four tim es a year.”

Since O’Donnell began treat­
ment last summer with Susan 
Burke, an Oriental medical doc­
tor who practices in Berkley, 
O’Donnell hasn’t had any o f the 
allergy symptoms that made her 
outdoor job a challenge. The 41- 
year-old also swears by Burke’s 
treatment for PMS symptoms.

“I’m on an even keel for the 
month,” she said.

Raymond Merriman, 56, a 
financial market analyst and 
author who lives in Farmington 
Hills, has been using acupunc­
ture for years to relieve stress 
and keep his energy flowing.

“It’s the quickest and most 
efficient way to maintain 
reserves of energy,” said 
Merriman, who coaches travel 
baseball in his spare time.

As the 4,000-year-old prac­
tice o f acupuncture, once sus­
pect to Western medicine, cata­
pults its way into mainstream  
medicine, its users must decide 
not only if it’s worth the out-of- 
pocket costs, but from which 
new camp of practitioners they 
should choose. Although 
acupuncture in Michigan was 
rare in the ’70s, today the con­
sumer can find treatment with 
independent clinicians or 
among the newest offerings at 
area hospital centers for com- 
plementary/alternative thera­
pies.

WHAT IS ACUPUNCTURE?

Acupuncture is the art o f 
painlessly inserting fine needles 
into points along pathways in 
the body, called meridians. 
Chinese medicine recognizes a 
vital energy or life force in peo­
ple and in nature. This energy, 
called qi (pronounced chee), is 
what generates warmth and 
feeds the body’s organs their life 
energy. If the flow is disturbed 
by em otional or physical imped­
im ents that block life energy to

1,500 acupoints to restore bal­
ance to the patient’s energy 
pathways.

How to train in acupuncture
The degree of training and 

schooling required by the states 
that do license can vary signifi­
cantly. In California, one of the 
stricter states, to be eligible to  
sit for the acupuncture licens­
ing exam, one must graduate 
from a state-approved school 
and have completed four aca­
demic years of education with a 
minimum o f1,548 hours o f the­
ory and 800 hours of clinical 
training. Medical doctors in 
California, and most states, can 
legally practice acupuncture 
without any additional training.

Although there are no 
mandatory requirements for 
physicians to practice acupunc­

ture if they choose to add it to 
their practice, the American 
Academy o f Medical 
Acupuncture is a national 
board o f physicians who desig­
nate certain programs for 
physician education as meeting 
standards for acceptable prac­
tice o f acupuncture. After a 
200- to 300-hour program, a 
physician can be board certified 
in acupuncture.

state o f energetic balance, the 
“yin and yang” must balance. A  
yin condition would indicate a 
lack o f qi, perhaps revealed to 
the doctor by paleness, cold 
extrem ities, slow pulse and 
depression, while the patient 
with a yang condition, or excess 
o f qi, m ight exhibit a red com ­
plexion, fast pulse and agitation.

Acupuncture is just one tool in 
the toolbox o f the doctor of 
Chinese medicine. It is a holistic 
approach that includes counsel­
ing on all lifestyle choices, as well 
as the addition o f healing herbs.

P R A C TIC E

At the Henry Ford Center for 
Complementary and Integrative 
Medicine in Novi, Dr. Ramon 
Nunez provides acupuncture to 
patients with a variety of problems. 
His interest in acupuncture began 
30 years ago when he apprenticed 
with a master of martial arts. A  
10th degree black belt, he said the 
Asian way is to learn martial arts, 
exercise and the treatment of 
injuries from a master.

“The phenomenon of schools 
(of acupuncture) is a recent 
occurrence,” he said, adding that 
a U.S. school of acupuncture was 
rare 15 years ago. Today there are 
88 schools o f Oriental m edicine

no you remember the old saying 
that “fish is brain food?” 
Research is showing that this 

saying contains truth. Lately, 
researchers are finding that fatty fish 
contain omega-3 fats that promote 
brain health.

D EP R ES S IO N

According to Dr. David W illiams 
in the December 2002 edition of 
Alternatives, countries with the 
highest consumption o f fish have 
the low est levels o f depression and

vice versa. In N ew  Zealand, where 
the average fish consum ption is 40  
pounds per person a year, 6 percent 
o f the population experiences 
depression.

By contrast, the Japanese eat an 
average o f 140 pounds o f fish per 
year, and only 1 percent struggle 
with depression.

He goes on to report that these 
unsaturated fatty acids have the 
ability to “store” energy from sun­
light, thereby helping alleviate the 
winter-related depression, called 
“Seasonal Affective Disorder”

(SAD), associated with gray 
M ichigan days. The seal blubber 
consumed by native populations in  
Arctic regions contains large 
amounts o f these fats, reducing the 
winter-related depression in these 
low-sunlight regions.

This would make sense, since 
seals feed on ocean fish, which are a 
wonderful source o f omega-3 fats.

A D H D

The Institute for Natural 
Resources reports that 40 percent o f

children who were diagnosed with  
ADHD were low  in om ega-3 fat.

They also indicated that breastfed 
babies average 10 points higher in 
IQ than form ula-fed babies, because 
many infant formulas do not con­
tain the om ega-3 fats found in 
breast milk.

Is it only a coincidence that rate of 
ADHD diagnosis is rising at the 
same tim e that children are con­
sum ing more partially hydrogenated 
fats (trans fats) in the form of

PDR for Nutritional 
Supplements described a 
double-blind study o f 30 per­
sons with bipolar disorder 
(formerly called manic- 
depressive illness). H alf the 
group received fish oil sup­
plements, and half received 
olive oil. Those given fish oil 
improved more during the 
four-month study and expe­
rienced longer remissions 
compared to those who used 
olive oil.

Eating fish also helps other 
mental illnesses. Countries 
with higher average fish con­
sumption have lower rates o f 
homicide and suicide.
During research conducted 
in Sheffield, England, 
patients with schizophrenia 
supplemented with 10 grams 
o f fish oil daily showed sig­
nificant improvement.

It is interesting to note the 
rising incidence o f depres­
sion, mental illness, violence 
and ADHD correlates to a 
change in fat consumption in 
the United States. According 
to Dr. Jay Danto, from Abode 
Integrated M edicine in W est 
Bloomfield, Americans in the 
past consumed omega-3 fat 
(healthier fat) in a ratio to 
omega-6 fat (m eat fat) o f 1:4. 
Now it is 1:20, in favor o f the 
less healthy fat!

BRAIN FU N C T IO N

A nine-year study at Tufts 
University, reported in All 
about Omega-3 Oils, showed 
that persons who had the 
lowest levels o f omega-3 fats 
at the beginning o f the study 
were 160 tim es more likely to 
suffer from dem entia at the 
end of the study. A 
Netherlands study found that 
men who ate the most fish 
had the best mental function.

So pass the tuna fish sand­
wiches (on whole-wheat 
bread to get added omega-3 
fat from wheat germ), and 
preserve your brain and your 
memory!

What I am referring to is the elbow condition, olecranon bursitis.

What you see is a thickening of the skin at the elbow, or worse, a red 
pouch with fluid in it, hanging loosely from the bottom of the elbow.
What is important is not how it looks but how it feels.
The redness around the elbow may be an indication of infection. However, the bursa is 

close to the surface and the redness represents the small blood vessels that surround the 
bursa. If you have an infected bursa the skin around the elbow is sore to the touch; if you feel 
no pain there is no infection.
The cause of most olecranon bursitis is irritation to the elbow. This irritation comes from 

excessive pressure on the elbow from leaning on the elbow, or having a job such as 
covering floors or working as a mechanic, that could put you on your hands and knees 
excessively.
The treatment is not anti-inflammatory medications, or removal of fluid from the bursa. 

Therapy requires a change so that excessive pressure is no longer on the elbow.
Furthermore, removing fluid from the elbow bursa only makes the problem worse, as the 

bursa fills up again and enlarges if the pressure on it is not removed.
If you are unable to change your work situation or personal habits, then you can safely live 

with the olecranon bursitis. The elbow may look wrong, but it isn't bad.

ask some tough questions and then decide 
for herself. For although many states have 
licensing boards that set standards of 
practice dictating who may practice 
acupuncture, in  M ichigan there currently 
is no such licensing agency.

“Anybody can put up a sign and say they 
do it with no training at all. The people in  
the state are the ones that are hurt by it,” 
Burke said.

Although acupuncture is unregulated in 
Michigan — which means there are no 
laws or professional organizations govern­
ing its use — M ichigan is one o f 12 states 
now in the process of getting regulation.

“The resistance has been too great,” Nunez 
said. However, he expects approval for a 
board o f acupuncture within two years.

Dr. Timothy Ying is an em ergency med­
icine and fam ily practice osteopath who 
has a private practice in Troy and also 
offers acupuncture at Beaumont 
Hospital’s newly opened Integrative 
Medicine program in Royal Oak. He 
attended an acupuncture training pro­
gram for physicians in California.

“I was quite impressed with the therapy 
there,” he said.

The treatm ent o f pain related to museu- 
lo-skeletal disorders especially caught his 
attention. W estern m edicine doesn’t treat 
the pain syndrome very well, he said. Ying 
has com bined h is interest in osteo-m anu- 
al medical therapy with acupuncture.

“I integrate W estern and Eastern theo­
ry. ... It increases the duration o f the ther­
apy,” he said.

Although 80 percent ofYing’s work is the 
treatment o f chronic pain, he also offers 
acupuncture for treatment o f the side 
effects o f cancer therapy, menopausal hot 
flashes, smoking cessation and more. The 
World Health Organization says acupunc­
ture can effectively treat problems as 
diverse as asthma, arthritis or hiccups, and 
the practitioners interviewed also treat a 
variety o f conditions and symptoms.

C HOICES

In th e pool o f acupuncture practi­
tioners, th e consum er w ill find  tradi­
tional doctors o f O riental m edicine

from  various A sian traditions, licensed  
acupuncturists from  various state 
licensing boards w ith differing stan­
dards, as w ell as nurses, chiropractors 
and physicians from  osteopathic and/or 
m edical backgrounds. Each practition­
er brings a unique set o f skills and 
training, along w ith som etim es a w ide­
ly  varying philosophy on this ancient 
healing art.

Burke, for example, was a massage ther­
apist before she began formal classes in  
acupuncture in California. She also 
worked with a personal mentor, and had 
treated more than 1,000 clients before 
receiving her doctorate in Oriental m edi­
cine in Hong Kong and licensure from the 
California state board.

Burke, who has been in practice for 
more than 15 years, recently moved her 
practice from California, where she is 
licensed, to Berkley.

Her colleague at the Acupuncture 
Health Alliance is another Michigander 
who returned home from California after 
graduation and licensing. Soya Lee is a 
registered nurse who pursued a master’s 
o f science degree in traditional Oriental 
medicine because she felt “something is 
m issing” from the strictly Western 
approach she observed in hospitals,

“It’s very gratifying to work with patients 
on lifestyle modifications,” she said.

Lee, a black belt in Tae Kwon Do, feels 
she’s meeting a need here for acupuncture 
and traditional Chinese medicine, which 
she describes as a “wonderful, subtle med­
icine.”

COST

Although acupuncture is becoming 
widely acceptable and available in the 
Detroit area, the client can expect to pay 
out-of-pocket for these services. In some 
cases, depending on the individual plan, 
acupuncture performed by or under the 
supervision of a physician may be covered 
by your insurance policy. But finding a 
practitioner that meets your specific needs 
requires some research on the consumer’s 
part. Find out what kind o f training your 
doctor had in acupuncture, and how long  
they've actually been doing acupuncture. 
After that, relax and let your body benefit 
from the unique healing being offered it.

As Burke says about acupuncture, “The 
medicine speaks for itself.”

S t u d y  l o o k s  a t  p o l i o ' s  e f f e c t s
Polio, a disease that has the poten­

tial to paralyze and even kill its vic­
tims, was once prevalent in the 
United States before a vaccine was 
made available to the public in 1955. 
And with no new cases of polio 
reported in the U.S. for more than 20  
years, the only reminder o f this past 
epidemic are its survivors -  a group, 
like many others with disabilities, that 
is now living longer than ever before.

But despite the growth in this seg­
ment o f fids population, very little is 
still known about how the effects o f 
aging -  especially menopause -  
impacts polio survivors’ quality o f life.

Now researchers in the University 
of Michigan Health System’s 
Rehabilitation Psychology and 
Neuropsychology Division o f the 
Department o f Physical Medicine and 
Rehabilitation will take a closer look at 
the menopausal experience o f women 
polio survivors, including an extensive 
study o f aspects of both male and 
female survivors' current health.

The study, “Women with Polio: 
M enopause, Late Effects, Quality o f 
Life, and Psychological W ell Being,” 
is funded through a $25,000 award 
from the Gazette International 
Networking Institute’s (GINI) Post- 
Poliomyelitis Research Grant.

As its name suggests, the study 
will explore the relationships 
between m enopause, late effects, 
hormone replacem ent therapy 
risks, life satisfaction and em otion­
al distress in  the overall quality o f 
survivors’ lives.

Past evidence has found that

women with a history o f polio may 
have a greater prevalence o f late 
effect symptoms like pain, fatigue 
and weakness after the age o f 50. 
However, it is not known whether 
or not those symptoms are influ­
enced by menopause, says Claire Z. 
Kalpakjian, project manager and 
co-investigator.

“For women survivors, develop­
ing pain and fatigue about 30 years 
after having polio typically coin­
cides with menopause,” she 
explains.

To find out more, a group of 800  
to 900  women with a history o f 
polio, the majority o f whom will be 
middle-aged, will be recruited from  
the International Polio Network. 
The Network will also help recruit 
800 to 9 0 0  men from the same age 
group with a history o f polio. The 
balance o f men and women sub­
jects in this study is important 
since m ost polio studies tend to 
report on a greater number o f 
females. Both groups w ill com plete 
a mailed survey questionnaire.

For the menopause component 
of the study, the men w ill serve a", 
the control group to allow  
researchers to compare the differ­
ences between men and women.

This comparison between gen­
ders will also allow for an in-depth 
exploration o f differences between 
men and women in terms o f late 
effects o f polio.

All three plans include as stan­
dard features landscaping, tw o- 
car garage, air conditioning, fire­
place, first-floor laundry, separate 
jet tub and shower in the m aster 
bath, plus double oven, cook top, 
microwave and dishwasher in the 
kitchen.

Energy-efficient furnace and 
water heater, water softener, 
choice o f wood or ceramic floor­
ing and 10-year warranty on 
waterproofing in the lower levels 
are included at base price.

Decks are standard on all walk­
out lots. Brick, stone, Hardiplank 
cement siding and dim ensional 
shingles are standard exterior 
materials.

The trend is driving an interna­
tional housing boom that puts 
more strain on biodiversity and the 
environment than does the overall 
rise in  the world’s population, 
researchers said.

Even couples who call it quits, 
splitting a single household into 
two, play a role.

“I bet no one thinks about the 
environmental impact o f getting a 
divorce,” said lead author Jianguo 
“Jack” Liu, an ecologist at M ichigan 
State University.

The annual growth in the num­
ber o f households eclipsed the pop­
ulation growth rate between 1985 
and 20 0 0  in 76 countries consid­
ered rich in native species but with 
environments threatened by 
human activity, Liu said.

Had household size in those so- 
called “hotspot” countries remained 
at 1985 levels, they would have 
accounted for 155 million fewer 
households by 2000.

The countries, including the 
United States and China, likely will 
add another 233 million house­
holds in the next 15 years, Liu said.

That w ill further threaten 
species like the giant panda, which 
has lost supposedly protected habi­

tat inside China's W olong Nature 
Reserve to human encroachment.

The result o f the growth in  
household numbers is sprawl, as 
builders rush to m eet demand for 
what are often larger houses, but 
smaller households.

Even in countries with declining 
populations like Greece and Italy 
the number o f households is 
expected to increase.

Smaller household size leads to 
increased resource use and a 
greater toll on the environment, 
since more wood, stone, glass, con­
crete and other materials are need­
ed to build the additional hom es, 
researchers said.

Resource use also increases on a 
per capita basis with smaller 
household size. It can take an equal 
amount o f energy to heat and cool 
a house, regardless if  it's hom e to 
two or to four, Liu said.

“Over tim e, based on the trends 
we now see, population is going to 
be less central and consumption is 
going to be more central to the 
issue o f sustainability,” said 
Worldwatch Institute President 
Christopher Flavin, who wasn’t 
connected with the research.

Carl Haub, a demographer with 
the nonprofit Population Reference 
Bureau, cautioned not to underes­
tim ate the pressures brought on by 
population growth.

“I really do think the sheer num­
ber o f people makes a difference,” 
Haub said.

Liu said the study provides a 
“wake-up call and suggests every 
household needs to do its part to 
m inim ize its impact on the envi­
ronment.”

That can be done by giving peo­
ple more choices, including of 
transportation and housing, sug­
gested Jennifer Ferenstein, presi­
dent o f the Sierra Club.

“We need to make sure there are 
options for people so they are not 
put in this almost untenable posi­
tion o f having to make a decision 
between the environment and how  
they live their lives,” Ferenstein 
said.

Marl Sagoff, a senior research 
scholar at the University o f 
Maryland, called the study’s look at 
the im pact on biodiversity a “theo­
logical notion” that’s not necessarily 
shared outside o f Europe or the 
United States.

“If biodiversity refers to nature or 
creation in the sense o f the world 
as it would be if  humans didn’t 
affect it, the authors o f the letter 
are right,” Sagoff said.

“If biodiversity refers to the 
genetic variety or the number of 
kinds o f plants and anim als, the 
letter is less convincing.

“ Many hum an-dominated areas, 
suburbs, for example, are far richer 
in  kinds o f wildlife and harbor far 
more varieties o f plants and ani­
mals than inhabited those areas 
when they were forests, deserts or 
savannas,” Sagoff said.

Windows bring in natural features

Why not bring as much 
natural light as is possible 
into your home?

posh lodges along the north shore 
o f Lake Superior near Duluth, but 
don’t call him  a real estate develop­
er.

He says he’s selling experiences, 
not real estate.

Whatever he's selling, demand is 
intense for upscale lake-view get­
aways.

Dick Sigel, Lake County land use 
director for 28 years, can recall no 
tim e when development pressure 
has been greater.

“Many retirees are coming into 
the area, and we’re seeing a lot o f 
second hom es for upwardly mobile 
professionals,” Sigel said.

W hile it’s encouraging to see 
money being invested, Sigel said, 
“We want to make sure that when 
people drive along the North Shore 
in the future that they still see the 
lake and not just the backs o f con­
dominiums.”

Hillestad has been intim ately 
involved in som e of the shore’s 
recent developments, but says he 
shares Sigel’s concern.

Yet H illestad views him self more 
as a steward o f the land than a 
developer. He said he has declined 
to build on much of his North 
Shore property, citing his belief 
that more intensive development 
could unacceptably alter the area’s 
character.

On property surrounding one of 
his lodge developments, H illestad  
said an ambitious developer could

have built up to 150 cottages, but 
he’s constructed only seven.

Across U.S. Highway 61 from his 
lodge, he owns yet another 100 
acres o f land overlooking the lake, 
but he has no plans to build there.

Hillestad said guests com e to  
soak in the natural beauty o f the 
North Shore, and any develop­
ments that compromise that land­
scape threaten to cheapen the 
experience.

“I'm not in the development 
business,” he said. “I’m in the expe­
rience business.”

But new structures, including 
several erected by Hillestad, are 
changing the North Shore’s face. 
And the pace of development 
appears to be accelerating, w ith six 
different projects in the works right 
now, including two 41-unit lodges 
planned on the southwest edge of 
Gooseberry Falls State Park.

Its developer, Ed Joesting o f 
W hite Bear Lake, said he also plans 
to re-create an old logging village 
on the site, complete with a 
man-made stream.

The high price o f lake- 
view property and the steep  
costs o f developing it are 
beyond the means o f most 
North Shore residents.

“All o f our buyers are com ­
ing from the Twin Cities,” 
said developer Bob Ryan, 
who has presold six homes at 
his 15-home development 
north o f Two Harbors.

Their developments do boost the 
area’s tax base, Sigel said. But 
demand for land overlooking the 
shore has had a broad impact on 
land prices throughout Lake and 
Cook counties, said Tom Duffus, a 
member o f the Nature 
Conservancy.

“Over the past several years, 
we’ve seen land prices there 
increasing by 25 to 35 percent 
annually,” he said.

As developm ent pressures grow, 
Duffus said they fragment forest 
lands. “It alters the ability o f the 
woods to support life that it nor­
mally would,” Duffus said.

G roups such as the N ature 
Conservancy continue their  
efforts to  acquire and protect 
sen sitive undeveloped land, but 
D uffus said it’s becom ing harder 
to find large contiguous tracts o f 
land.

“It’s also exponentially more 
expensive to buy them , which lim ­
its our opportunities,” he said.
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(AP) -  Construction o f new  
homes and apartments rose by 
a solid 5 percent in December 
to cap the best year for housing 
construction since 1986, the 
government reported last week.

The Commerce Department 
said that builders broke ground 
on 1.84 m illion new home 
homes and apartments at a sea­
sonally adjusted annual rate in  
December compared to a 1.75 
m illion unit pace in November, 
when activity had risen by 5.2 
percent from the October level.

For the year as a whole, work 
was started on 1.70 million 
homes and apartments, up 6.4 
percent from 2001 and the best 
year for hom e builders since 
1986.

All the activity was bolstered 
by the low est mortgage rates 
since the early 1960s, which

fueled a boom in housing con­
struction and sales.

This crossover sport utility vehicle has been completely 
redesigned this year and it’s got more bells and whistles 
than ever imagined. We’re talking about performance 
changes, safety improvements, comfort refinement and 
better ride and handling characteristics. The new Subaru 
Forester also has a tone of standard features -  including 
all-wheel drive - that makes it quite the value you would­
n’t expect in a vehicle of this type.

Subaru has always been known for its capable all- 
weather driving characteristics and it’s always been a pop­
ular choice for New England drivers. Michiganders are 
starting to see the benefits of driving Subaru vehicles late­
ly; more and more are cropping up on Michigan roads.

No wonder. With something like the Forester, you’ve 
got the benefits of an all-wheel drive vehicle, the comfort 
of a passenger car and the convenience of a sport utility 
vehicle. Not to mention it’s actually fun to drive.

So what else is new? How about a stronger, but lighter 
(by 90 pounds) body structure? There’s a new suspension 
tuning and a wider rear track. Front brake rotors are larg­
er and 16-inch wheels are on the standard equipment list.

There are two trim levels to choose from - the 2.5X and 
the well-equipped 2.5XS. Driven was the XS model. It 
comes with an optional premium package that includes 
leather-trimmed upholstery, power moonroof and mono­
tone body color.

Both models are powered by a 165-horsepower 2.5-liter 
four-cylinder horizontally opposed “boxer” engine mated 
to a five-speed manual transmission. On the XS, however, 
the four-speed automatic transmission is standard equip­
ment.

This feature, only on the five-speed manual, is pretty 
neat. It’s called Subaru Hill Holder and allows the clutch 
to stay seated to make starting off on an incline easier and 
safer.

The exterior of the Forester has been redesigned to 
make it a lot more pronounced and aggressive-looking. 
Lines are defined. Front fenders are flared. Larger tail- 
lights make visibility better.

The standard equipment list includes more than 50 
items that makes the Forester an excellent value. The 80- 
watt AM/FM stereo features a weatherband channel and

CD player. The interior of the Forester has been improved 
with creature comforts like upgraded upholstery, carpet­
ing and trim. The steering wheel, parking brake and 
shifter handle are leather-wrapped.

Also standard is an all-weather package on the XS that 
includes limited-slip differential, dual-mode heated front 
seats (mmmmmmm), heater exterior mirrors and a wind­
shield wiper de-icer.

Ground clearance is 7.5 inches, which gives it enough 
room to maneuver a trail, yet gives you the ability to slip 
in, rather than climb in, the vehicle. The turning circle is 
an incredible 34.8 feet, thanks to variable-ratio rack-and- 
pinion steering and four-wheel independent suspension.

The most impressive was its passenger car-like ride and 
better than average handling characteristics. It acts like an 
SUV, but is more like a passenger car. That’s a great char­
acteristic to have.

Safety issues are all taken care of, including four-chan­
nel, four-sensor anti-lock brake system, passenger front 
airbag with dual-stage deployment, front seat head and 
chest side impact airbags, front-seat active head restraints 
and those pesky, but safer, front seatbelt pretensioners.

There are three-point seatbelts for all five seating posi­
tions and headrests for everyone as well. It has the man­
dated LATCH child seat system for the rear seats and five- 
mile-per-hour impact bumpers.

Instrumentation is easy to read and easier to reach. The 
digital clock is in the center dash panel for better visibili­
ty. The gated-style gear shifter helps prevent you from 
selecting the wrong gear, but it’s pesky to operate.

The rear seats fold 60 /40  to allow larger cargo to be 
hauled around town and the cargo floor and rear seatback 
are carpeted, lending it to a more flowing design.

Up front there’s plenty o f storage possibilities from the 
center console to the side storage compartments to the 
netted storage pockets on the doors. The overhead console 
accommodates two pair of sunglasses.

What else is on the standard list? Plenty. Like daytime 
running lights, dual power and heated exterior mirrors, 
front fog lights, rear window washer wiper, roof rails with 
cross adjustable driver’s seat, heated front seats, floor 
mats. Headlight auto-off, keyless entry, outside tempera­
ture gauge, map lights, power windows and door locks and 
two 12-volt power outlets - one in the front console, the 
other in the cargo area.

The mileage on the Forester is an impressive 21 mpg in 
the city and 26 mpg on the highway. Go match that with 
other SUVs on the market. And, while you’re at it, take a 
look at the MSRP - $23,695. Hmmmm.

Great value, great ride, great mileage. Go check it out.
