If the state House substitute for the
Senate’s revenue sharing package

Ideas flowing for Central Middle School land

The city of Plymouth and
Plymouth-Canton Schools have
formed a partnership to refurbish
and upgrade the facilities, which
currently include a football field
and track, baseball and soccer
fields, plus tennis courts

On April 29, representatives
from planning consultants

1s owned by the school district.

Suggestions taken back to the
drawing room by planners
included walking/jogging path,
upgrades of the athletic fields, an
outdoor swimming pool and a
dog park ‘Some of the mitial
plans include a new entrance to
the complex off Main Street,
walking and inhne skating paths
around the whole site, a plaza
concept that would tie the
Gultural Center to Central

Middle School, new hghts,
bleachers and press box for the
concession area for the football
and soccer complex,’ said
Sincock There 1s a passive area,
with potentially a dog park

One of the concepts has an
outdoor pool, but we're also look-
g at a Phase 2 to incorporate
the pool and gym at Central, he

Eatery wants bar set high

Owners hope
expansion attracts
new customers

The Kyprianos brothers survived
the traditionally treacherous first
year of a restaurant’s ife after open
mg Atlantis Restaurant in October
2001

The restaurant survived a block-~
ade of orange cones and barriers as
the state fimished a construction
project along the length of Ann
Arbor Road, making 1t nearly
mnpossible fo1 customers to find the
driveway They re trying to make a
go of a restaurant in a location
where several others have failed

Now, the brothers are hoping ren-
ovations and improvements to
Atlantis’ bar area will put the final
piece 1n place to a restaurant puzzle
they’re hoping 1s a successful one

“We want to make 1t more attrac
tive,” saad Tasos Kyprianos, one of
the three owners of Atlantis We
want 1t to be a new place for people
to go

The bar as 1t sits now 1s fairly
small, with just over half-a-dozen
stools It does feature several
restaurant-style tables and booths,
but only one television set

The brothers want to expand the
bar, add a number of stools, and
convert the seating mto high-top
tables that are more conducive to
attracting the business crowd for
happy hour

‘We want to get people 1n here
who want to have cocktails after
work, Tasos saxd ‘Were also hoping

The brothers will expand the bar’s
hours until 2 am (it currently clos-
es at 11 p m, along with the restau-

While agreeing that there are set serv-
1ce rates to some extent, Esper said the
Ficano admimstration didn’t negotiate

“We want to look at the rate structure
in the service end of 1t And we want to
look at admunistrative salaries, etc ,”
Esper said “There might be an area of
cost-cutting’

The audits look like a political maneu-
ver, Bassett said, noting CMOs hke
Growth Works are doing a better job at
lower cost than the previous county-run
programs

some people mght think,”
Patterson saxd “If the governor
gets that version on her desk,
and she vetoes 1t, some negative
things could happen

Townships could have ultimate-
ly an adverse effect 1f the
amount of revenue exceeds the
forecast Clearly counties would
have an adverse effect”

The House plan, according to
Stansell, reduces funding to
countzes by 3 percent, “the
same as any other plan floating
around ” All other mumecipali-
ties would receive a 3-percent
cut only m the statutory pay-
ment Stansell said there fig-
ures to be some $724 million 1n
statutory revenue sharing to be
divvied up 1 2004

The House plan still reduces
total revenue sharing by 3 per-
cent, according to Stansell

“Total funding overall 1s
reduced, but it gives you a
very different distribution,” he
said

Since Plymouth and
Plymouth Township rely heavi-
ly on constitutional entitle-
ments, the combination results
n the increase for both of
them

While the plan doesn’t bode
well for revenue sharng to the
aty of Detroit, it was a pretty
easy one for local legislators to
support

“Obwviously the significant
reductions are going to the

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Tax hike could
be a tough sell

Bill Graham voted with the majority on the question of
whether to ask for a rollback of the Headlee Amendment
to raise Plymouth’s taxes, but he 1sn’t convineed the aty
admiistration’s numbers add up

And 1f commussioners advocating the move can't con-
vince their own mayor, they better find a plan that will
convince voters

The commuission voted 5-2 last week to ask voters for
the Headlee rollback 1n an effort to raise the city’s millage
rate to nearly 15 mills The move 1s necessary, 1ts propo-
nents say, to stave off deficits that reach a projected $2 4
mullion by 2008-09

A subcommuttee of four city commissioners came up
with four options to erase the deficit, ranging from mak-
ing cuts to current services and staff to a charter amend-
ment allowing the commuission to raise the millage rate all
the way to 20

The Headlee rollback got the support of five of the
seven commissioners — Michele Potter and Phil Pursell
voted against 1t - but 1t 1sn’t exactly staunch support
Graham said the only reason he supported it was because
he thinks the voters should decide the question, and that
he would have to see more analytical data than he’s seen
before he could support the move

The question should be asked Why 1s the commission
voting when 1ts own leader, an accomplished financial
man, says he hasn’t seen enough numbers to justify the
move?

Commussioners have a few months to convince the vot-
ers - and, apparently, their own mayor — the numbers
they’re using are legitimate They also need to tell voters
what services will be cut, including layoffs, if the Headlee
rollback fails

The plan 1s to use the city’s Web site, public access tele-
wision and resident forums to explain what cuts will come
if voters turn down the request for the tax increase

We think there’s an element equally important if the
commission really wants the increase to pass
Commussioners need to explam to their constituents how
the city got mnto this mess to begin with As recently as
2000, commussioners were bragging about how sohd the
city’s financial footing was

We know the state has been unkind 1n terms of state
revenue sharing, the economy has been sluggish and the
Headlee Amendment hurts municipalities to begin wath

But putting the blame solely on those factors 1s a tough
sell, because those are the rules under which everyone has
to play So how did the aity go from a strong fund balance
to a financial wound so deep 1ts drowning in red ink?
Most importantly, why didn t anyone see it coming?

It’s tough to ask voters who had nothing to do wath cre-
ating this crsis to fix 1t, but that’s the position 1n which
comnmussioners find themselves And if they're gong to
have their hands out, they need to have some answers
ready

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Alternative energy key
for Michigan's economy

Successes and challenges
met with support of many

t didn’t seem particularly special at first glance
E — Just a2 big room at the airport Westin Hotel,
jam-packed with engineers, marketers and
assorted business types But 1t just might be that
the conference last Friday — “Striking
Connections for the Alternative Energy Industry,”
sponsored by NextEnergy — could sohdify
Michigan’s leading role i the automobile indus-
try
It’s been clear for a number of years that there
are all kinds of drawbacks to basing our energy
economy on hydrocarbons,
whether gasohne for the inter-
nal combustion engnes that
power our cars or coal for the
power plants that generate our
electricity When you burn
hydrocarbons, you dump car-
bon (plus a bunch of other nasty
stuff) mto the atmosphere,
which in turn generates the
Phil greenhouse gases that con-
Power tribute to global warming
LW Moreover, an increasing per-
centage of our ol comes from
abroad, which puts us 1nto the
charitable hands of various Middle Eastern
regumes
The answer, of course, 1s to develop an alterna-
tive energy source The most hikely candidate to
date 1s hydrogen, whether in the form of fuel cells
or used alone as fuel 1n an engine The great
advantage of hydrogen, of course, 1s that when
you burn 1t, you get water vapor stead of pollu-
tants and greenhouse gases And if we could fig-
ure out how to generate the hydrogen domest-
cally — a very big ‘1f)” given present technology —
we'd eventually be independent of forergn energy
sources
So the 1ssue 1s how best to do this? And, more
to the point for us in Michigan, how to do 1t nght
here at home? It was this question that led Doug
Rothwell, who was the CEO of the Miclhigan
Economic Development Corp (MEDC), to pro-
pose back mn 2001 creating something called
NextEnergy Its purpose was to promote the
development of alternative energy technologies
and provide tax incentives for business to do
research, development and manufacturing
Ultimately, the MEDC put $32 mullion into
NextEnergy, which 1s now chartered as a non-
profit corporation Under the direction of COO
Steve Arwood — a, well, high-energy type from
Lansing — NextEnergy 1s busy building a build-
ing m a Smart Zone near the Wayne State
University campus And 1t was NextEnergy that
sponsored the conference I attended last week
The stakes are big for Michigan Currently, 35
percent of all engine manufacturing and 39 per-

cent of transmission building are located 1n
Michigan If a new energy basis for automobile
engnes 1s developed and takes root outside
Michigan, almost 200,000 of our best johs would
be at nsk. If they go away, that could be a $10 bil-
lzon hit to our economy So there is some real
urgency m the job Arwood and his colleagues
have undertaken at NextEnergy

The conference was a real eye-opener
Arwood led off by saying that NextEnergy's
purpose was nothing less than the retention of
Michigan’s economic base Next came
Anthony Earley, chairman and CEO of DTE
Energy, the company that owns Detroit
Edison and MichCon Earley pointed out that
the utility industry has a big stake 1n alterna-
twve energy, partly to reduce pollution and
partly to develop a distributed power genera-
tion system Just as distributed computing
replaced the old centralized main frames, dis-
tributed power generation 1s the wave of the
future It's cheaper, more flexable and more
convenient for users

Jerry Mader wound up the plenary presenta-
tions An engineer who played football while he
was getting his engineering degrees from U-M,
Mader 1s the advanced energy technology con-
sultant for the Center for Automotive Research,
the leading outfit 1n the field

His point was simple There are a whole lot
of people very interested in the alternative
energy field — the Big Three, DTE, the federal
government, the University of Michigan,
NextEnergy, to name just a few The pressing
1ssue 18 how best to bring all this interest
together 1n such a way that the whole becomes
more than the sum of the parts  and that the
whole remains in Michigan

“We have everything right here in Michigan to
allow us to pull everything together,” Mader said,
‘but we need to develop a collaborative partner-
ship for a badly-needed national agenda”

He got a big round of applause As the opening
session wound up, 1t was mnteresting to watch the
crowds of engineers and business types clustering
around each speaker, excitedly asking questions
and exchanging business cards

There’s a long way to go and success 1s by no
means certain, but outfits ike NextEnergy
deserve a lot of credit for getting the ball rolhng

Phif Power was @ member of the Executive Committee of the
MEDC when NextEnergy was created and stil serves in that
position

The 2003 sunflower
contest 1s on' Ifyou have planted
seeds, continue doing everything
you can to keep them growing If
you have decided to plant sun-
flower seeds this year and
haven't quite gotten around to
domng 1t, 1t’s best to get started

As you can see by the photo-
graph, we had some happy win-
ners last year, and we hope to
encourage more of you to par-
ticipate

In the 2002 contest, the tallest
sunflower in Oakland County
was 12 feet 1-1/2 mnches, and in
‘Wayne County, the tallest was a
whopping 14 feet 6 inches A tie
m the counties for the largest
seedhead was 17 inches

Sunflowers, the common
name, are 11 the Compositae
(daisy) family You can tell this
by looking at the flower and
seemg the resemblance

The botanical genus 1s
Helianthus and 1t 1s an annual
plant The common name 1s
translated from the genus
name, made up of two Greek
words heltos (“sun’) and
anthos ( flower”)

For fun you can say, Tm gomng
to go out to the garden and see
how my hebanthus 1s domg”

The blossoms of origmal
sunflowers are bright yellow
and the disc 1 the center (the
seeds) are reddish brown Now
sunflowers have been bred so
that they come m other colors
that are quite mteresting

Onrigmal plants grew to a
height of 3 to 10 feet, now they
grow taller, as we have learned
from the contest, and there are
maniature ones, too

The Inca Indans of Peru wor-
shiped the sunflower as a sym-
bol of the sun The priestesses in
the temple wore necklaces of
sunflowers made of gold

When Spamnish explorers
arrrved they took the seeds back
to therr country, where they
were cultivated and hybrndized,
and hundreds of years later they
were remtroduced as cultivated

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nly a few years ago many
Detroit area residents
were going to Windsor for
something they couldn’t get
here

No, 1t wasn't a vistt to the
casino to gamble Instead they
traveled to Canada to buy, of
all things, toilets that would
flush properly

In 1992, Congress passed the
Energy Policy Act This law
gave plumbing fixture manu
facturers less than two years to
convert from the standard 3
1/2-gallon flush to the mandat-
ed 1 6-gallon flush toilet

With such little time to
reengieer, they modified
existing products The results
left a Jot to be desired The
modified unit got a reputation
of clogging and often requiring
two or more flushes to clear the
bowl The 3 1/2 gallon flush
toilets could stll be purchased
in Canada

Most of today’s 1 6-gallon
toilets perform as well or better
than the 3 1/2-gallon units
they replace Gaven the extra
tume, the fixture manufactures
have been able to design units
that are more efficient

TANKS AND TRAPS

The first major change was
m thetrap The trap 1s the part
of the toilet that allows the
waste to flow to the sewer but
keep the sewage gasses from
entering the home

Using computer-aided model-
g techruques, they developed a
freer flowing trap that provided
optimum flow with less clogs
while, of course, using less water

technology, tanks were
redesigned to increase water
flow velocity Early Victorian
toilets had the tank mounted
several feet above the bowl,
providing a more forceful
flush Modern bowl mounted
tanks don t allow this extra
head pressure By designing
tanks that hold 3 or more gal-
lons of water, but only use the
required 1 6 gallons, the weight
of the additional water creates
a more forceful flush

A side advantage of these to1-
lets 1s they tend to sweat less
Since not all the water 1n the
tank empties, the room tem-
perature water left 1n the tank
tempers the mncoming water

OTHER OPTIONS

There are a wide vanety of
pressure-assisted toilets avail-
able for the residential market
Some work with a sealed awr
tank that creates a cushion of
compressed air This causes the
flush water to have commercial-
like pressure Pressure-assisted
units typically cost about $150
more than conventional toilets
and tend to be much nosier
than typical gravity-fed umts

A California company
(Microphor) is selling a tolet that
flushes with only one-half gallon
of water, using compressed air
suppled from an air compressor

mounted m the basement or
garage Kohler has a powered tor-
let that uses a submersible electric
pump to merease water flow
(Thus requires a GFIC outlet near
the toilet) Both supposedly work
very well but the additional
equipment can make them
mpractical for many mstalla-
fions

In the past few years,
Amernican ingenuity has been
able to comply with government
regulations m the most crucial
part of our plumbing system

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Dryer fires, farqotten pots can create dangers

ot summer days bring
back memones of growing
up 1n northern Canada.

It was a time of year when,
as a young boy, I was taught
the dangers of fire I was never
allowed to go mto the wilder~
ness for two or three days after
a hghtning storm Lightning
striking a forest causes what 1s
called a “deep burn” and 1t may
not surface or spread until the
wind has died down

Picture a scout making a fire
without matches and blowing
on the little chips of wood
Only when you stop blowing
will you have the 1gmtion you
need

A similar ignition can take
place mside your dryer

1 spoke wath Barry Novick
who 15 a professional 1n the
home construction industry
He had just fimished an
$82,000 job for a family who
had a clothes dryer fire in therr
home Thas fire was caused by
having plastic vent line hooked
up to the dryer which 1s
agamnst the state construction
code n Michigan The fire was
contained totally inside the
dryer and did not spread to
other areas of the room or
house It was classified as
smoke damage because the fire
was mside the dryer drum

It’s amazing how much dam-
age can result from smoke
alone My friend had a sirmlar
problem two years ago when
during dinner time a trans-
former failed the neighbor-
hood Everyone knew that the
power would be off for several
hours before repairs by the
uttlity were completed The

family went to bed after the 11
p m news and they completely
forgot about the pot of beans
that was cooking on top of the
stove during the electrical out-
age At3am, power was
restored and the stove burner
was still 1n the “On” position
The beans continued to cook
unti they were burnt and the
pot reached such a lugh tem-
perature that the handle of the
pot and the knob on the hd
slowly melted

Just these 2 little compo-
nents alone caused over
$16,000 1n smoke damage 1n
their home When they awoke
m the morning to the smell of
smoke and came flying out of
the bedroom, they considered
themselves lucky to be alive

These examples I have given
you 1n this column should
point out that these things
happen constantly across
America If we go back to the
day of mvention for these
products such as a kitchen
range and a clothes dryer, can
you mmagine how many hun-
dreds of thousands of fires
have occurred 1 America’s
homes? The end result in many
of these cases goes beyond just
smoke damage and mcludes
deaths and injuries Think also
of the billons of dollars paxd
out by the insurance mdustry

THE

m most of these claims The
responsibility of all this should
fall squarely on the shoulders
of the manufacturers Butit
doesnt

These guys are so busy
designing apphances of the
future which wall start from
your office telephone and yet
they care too little about your
safety They are not afraid to
jack up the product costs
because they know how
America loves to spend their
money especially for new fea-
tures and gadgets Couldn’t
they mclude just a hittle extra
safety feature such as a canisger
of chemical mside a clothes
dryer drum which releases
durmng a fire and extinguishes
the flame? How about a simple
circurt switch on a kitchen
range which you have to reset
anytime the power 1s killed to
the stove?

Here 1s a sample of a new
kind of phone call I've been
getting lately ‘Mr Gagnon,
my kitchen range came on
without my touching any-
thing on 1t It just started to
cook by itself and I couldn’t
shut 1t off 1 had to go to the
arcuit breaker box and
throw the switch Thank God
I was home or what would
have happened?

There 1s more coming on
this subject, as I am not done
Stay tuned

Key to consider when you're
building salads, said Rowlson,
18 to use seasonal and regional
products for freshness, better
taste and the most nutrients at

Using fresh rather than
processed foods offer lower
sodium and higher potassium
levels, he said, adding that
studies show eating a diet high
m potassium reduces the risk
of high blood pressure

“By using things that have
no processing 1 them you'll
get higher vitamins and higher
rnunerals that will lead to more
health advantages,” Rowlson
said “That’s not just for salads
but for everything”

Chicken Caesar salads have
been popular for years But,
family chefs are finding they
