The goal, according to Ouida 
Cash Starfish CEO, is have its 
programs fully enrolled by the 
start of school

Like the school systems, we 
need a count day so its impor­
tant to have to see little bottoms 
in seats, she said That way 
they know we’re fully enrolled 
and the county knows we don t 
have to do anymore recruiting’ 
Starfish has six Head Start sites 

Head Start, which turned 40 
this year is for children who 
have a disability, are in foster 
care or whose family is low 
income or receives Aid to 
Dependent Children, general 
assistance or food stamps 

Starfish is one of several 
agenaes and school districts m 
Wayne County that provide the 
Head Start program to eligible 
families in the Ejvonia, 
Plymouth-Canton, Crestwood 
and Inkster school districts 

Head Start was launched as 
an eight week summer program 
by the Office of Economic 
Opportunity in 1965 and was 
designed to help break the tycle 
of poverty by providing pre­
school children of low-income 
families with a comprehensive 
program to meet their emotion­
al, social, health nutritional,

and psychological needs
Forty years later, the program 

runs September throu^ June 
and embraces the entire family 
by offenng prekindergarten 
programmmg along with nutri­
tional, health, dental, mental 
health and social services

Starfish also has two other 
programs that assist families 
who don’t meet the Head Start 
criteria - the Michigan School 
Readiness Program and Great 
Parents, Great Start

MSRP also is a free preschool 
program for 4-year-olds who 
have two or more factors that 
place them at risk of future 
school difficulties and whose 
family’s income is typically over 
the Head Start income eligibili­
ty guidelines

It prepares youngsters for 
school readiness through part- 
day classes four days a week 
Parents with children in the 
MSRP program also can par­
ticipate m the same activities 
and services offered to Head 
Start families, and in addition 
to classroom-based services, 
receive at least one home visit 
and participate in one parent- 
teacher conference per year

Classes last S’/s hours and are 
available morning or afternoons 
Monday-Thursdayat two 
Starfish Head Start sites -  the 
Full Gospel Temple m Westland 
and Roosevelt School m 
Redford

Great Parents, Great Start is a 
home-based literacy program 
for children age 2% and older 
and their families It lasts

eight-12 weeks 
“Its a great program for par­

ents and for children, said 
Melinda Clynes, Starfish mar­
keting and public relations 
administrator ‘Theycome into 
your home and bnng m a mini 
preschool They determine 
where the child is at and then 
work with both the parents and 
child”

Families qualify for the pro­
gram funded by the state, if 
they have a minimum of four 
risk factors out of 30 identified 
by the state Among those fac- 
tois are parental unemploy­
ment, low family income, lack 
of a stable residence or a family 
history of low educational 
achievement

Some families participate m 
the program while on a waiting 
list for Head Start 

“We look at each family’s 
strength and areas of need and 
then scaffold them to the next 
level, focusing on school readi­
ness,” said Angie Valchme, who 
does the home visits “The child 
has an opportunity to experi­
ence different learning maten- 
als, expand his skill set, and 
work on fine motoi skills, 
speech and cognition ”

And according to Cash, Great 
Parents, Great Start may be the 
best kept secret m western 
Wayne County

The Church Report surveyed 

some 2,000 churches and 
accepted 127 nominations for 
Its top-50 list Churches nom 
mated for the 50 Most 
Influential Churches survey 
were located in 32 states and 
represented 27 affiliation 
groups and/or denominations

Outreach Magazine has 
NorthRidge ranked as the 
14th-fastest growing church, 
with a 2004 membership gain 
of some 1,900 people With an 
average in season attendance 
of some 9,000 worshipers, 
NorthRidge is ranked as the 
39th-largest in the survey

Not bad for a church that,
15 years ago when it was still 
named Temple Baptist, 
appeared to be on life sup­
port with numbers that 
weren t so much dwindling as 
they were spiraling The aver­
age age of a Temple Baptist 
worshiper was 60, and the

church was among hundreds 
of thousands that were dead 
or dying,’ according to Powell

The church lost its pastor 
and went more than two years 
without one while searching 
The church’s search commit­
tee put together a profile - 
they wanted a man about 55 
years old who had led large 
churches - but couldn t find 
one

They interviewed three can­
didates, they rejected one, the 
other two declined the posi­
tion That s when Powell sub­
mitted a resume He didn’t fit 
the profile - he was 32, and 
his biggest congregation to 
that point was a 500-member 
church in Allegan

What his candidacy did was 
convince church elders to 
think in unconventional 
terms

We prayed strongly, and 
the Holy Spirit told us we at 
least should think outside the 
box,” said Rick Hams, a mem 
ber of that search committee 
and now the church s director 
of communications ‘We 
thought, ‘This IS the way it is,

but we soon realized Christ 
was relevant to the current 
culture, and we were stuck in 
the 1950s and 1960s We were 
the third generation and we 
knew if we didn t think out­
side the box, we would die 

The church is far from 
dying now There are nearly 
15,000 active attenders, and 
weekend attendance averaged 
some 9,000 in 2004 Powell 
said the church has grown by 
embracing the culture, espe­
cially music and drama, and 
using it to spread God s word 

‘We re communicating it in 
a language people can under­
stand,’ Powell said We’re try­
ing to replicate the ministry of 
Christ You have to under­
stand the philosophical 
underpinnings of our culture 
to get to the truth 

Powell said the church uses 
video and visual aids, drama 
and storytelling to communi­
cate with people in today s 
culture and society He s heard 
the criticism that such things 
are mere entertainment, and 
he vehemently disagrees

Response to fire 
was job well done

When explosions and a massive fire at EQ Resource 
Recovery Inc rocked portions of Wayne and Romulus 
last Tuesday night, law enforcement officers and fire 
fighters from Detroit Metro Airport, the Wayne County 
Sheriff’s Department, Westland, Garden City, Plymouth, 
Canton, Livonia, Farmington Hills, to name a few 
re^onded

l^ e n  safe shelter was needed, the Wayne-Westland 
Community Schools and Romulus school district opened 
the doors to nearby facilities 

The response was well-choreographed, the results of 
careful planning, some of which came about because of 
9/11 but most was because of a longstanding Mutual Aid 
j ^ e e m e n t

Within an hour of the initial blasts, residents were 
being evacuated to safe areas Many went to hotels or the 
homes of friends and family Those who went to a shelter 
found volunteers ready to do anything and everything to 
make their stay as comfortable as possible 

The Red Cross provided beds, while food and beverages 
was supplied by the Salvation Army, McDonald’s and 
other businesses m the area The idea of church and state 
disappeared as volunteers from St Mary’s Pansh femed 
bottled water to Wayne Memorial High School and 
worked with city and school employees to get the Alumni 
Arena ready to receive evacuees 

The focus has now shifted to the investigation into 
what caused tfie explosion and what contaminants were 
released There can be no rush to answer the questions 
and concerns of the people who live m the shadow of that 
facility

But while we wait, we will use our time to praise the 
emergency personnel for their quick response to the dis­
aster and to school officials, volunteers and relief agencies 
who stepped m to t^ e  care of ffie evacuees Cooperation 
was the key from start to finish for this job that was very 
well done

To all who were there to help, we say, thank you very 
much

Let districts decide 
when to start school

Michigan school boards have little local control left 
With federal mandates like No Child Left Behind and 

statevnde student achievement testing like the Michigan 
Educational Assessment Program, they’re left with little 
discretion about what to teach youngsters and when 

Yet, some Michigan 
legislators want to take 
away one of the few 
things they can control 
when school starts 

Once again, a bill has 
been introduced in the 
state House requiring all 
public school distncts to 
start classes after Labor 
Day, traditionally consid­
ered the official end of 
summer Some districts, 
like Rochester, begin 
almost a fiill two weeks before Labor Day 

Proponents say starting school after Labor Day would 
be good for the state’s tourism industry since it would 
extend the summer traveling season by a week or more, 
bringing m more revenue to resorts, restaurants and other 
tounst-dependent businesses It would also allow those 
businesses to employ high school-age students longer so 
tl^ r e  not short on help the last two weeks of August 
however, if a school district prefers to start school 

before Labor Day, it should be allowed to do so Many dis­
tncts operate year-round schools, and educators find that 
students retain more of what they’ve learned when they 
don’t have a long break over summer 

In addition, late-summer practices for sports, marching 
band, cheerleadmg and other extracurricular activities 
often mean families are already committed to staying 
home in late August

Past efforts to legislate when school begins included 
Public Act 167 of 2001, which prohibits public schools 
from holding dasses on the Friday before Labor Day We 
think that law is a good compromise 

As for the latest proposal to force all districts to start 
after Labor Day, we say leave it up to individual distncts 
Local school boards, teachers and parents are the ones 
who know what works best for them

Even fiiough this may seem like a fe- 
fetched scenario in southeast Michigan, 
recent trends such as agmg baby boomers 
leaving behind the hassles of homeown- 
ership for condominium communities, as 
well as suburbs placing greater emphasis 
on mam street/downtown developments 
(including Plymouth, Royal Oak, 
Dearborn and West Bloomfield, among 
others), have made metro Detroit pnme 
for a rapid transit system that will inter­
link walkabie communities with the 
region’s attractions, international airport 
and centers of commerce 

To suggest that only “inbred’ and “pro­
tectionist’ unions and politicians want a 
comprehensive mass transit ystem in 
metro Detroit shows Mr Gossehn doesn’t 
truly understand the problems feeing this 
region I recently moved back to Detroit 
after living overseas for the past two 
years, only to find that nearly all of my 
college classmates had relocated to the 
likes of Boston, Chicago and Seattle, 
where the job markets are fierce and 
expenses are exorbitant, but the quality of 
life IS high

Mass transit is more than a public serv­
ice, It represents a significant factor m 
the quality of life of a city For Detroit to 
retamj and attract, the young educated 
population that will fuel our white-collar 
economy m the 21st century, we must 
invest m projects that re-energize our 
work force and economy 

The cost of transportation in Detroit is 
higher than in nearly any other major city 
in the nation because we have never been 
serious about creating an alternative to 
the 20 percent dram on our incomes that 
car maintenance and nsmg gas prices 
represent It is time for our avic and 
industnai leaders to put partisan pohtics 
and the city vs suburban animosity o f old 
behind them, and take action on mass 
transit before our region fells farther 
behind the rest of the nation 

Unfortunately, it is quite obvious that 
Mr Gossehn and his like-mmded col­
leagues are neither serious nor forward- 
thinkmg enough to find the regional solu­
tions necessary to usher southeast 
Michigan into the 21st century

Direct shipment of wine 
benefits consumers, state

I f New York can do it, why can’t Michigan’
If 28 other states can do it, why can’t 

Michigan enact a reasonable Direct Shipping 
of Wine law’ Talk to die beer and wine wholesale 
industry

Approximately two months ago, the US Supreme 
Court required states to treat m state and out-state 
wmenes the same

If m state wineries could ship their wine to
Michigan residents, then out-of- 
state wineries, California, New 
York, Oregon, etc., must also be 
allowed to ship their wine to 
Michigan residents Ihecase, 
Granholm (State of Michigan) vs 
(Ray and Eleanor) Heald, featured 
the noted columnists of this news­
paper As of today, the state has yet 
to pass the bill allowmg the direct 
shipment of wme 

Michigan, if you recall, has a 
diree-tier distribution ̂ em  that 
dates back to the repeal of 

Prohibition The producer sells to a distnbutor who 
sells to a retailer who sells to the consumer, you emd 
me If the producer is small, and many are, there is 
no economic incentive for a beer or wme wholesaler 
to do business with the small boutique wmery Th^ 
just don t sell enou^ cases of wine The economics 
don t work. If direct shippmg is allowed, the produc­
er sells directly to the consumer, bypassmg the 
wholesaler Direct shipping allows a small boutique 
winery to widen its customer base and grow its busi­
ness

If you bypass the wholesaler you reduce their 
opportumfyto earn a profit So die powerful and 
wealthy beer and wme wholesale lobt^sts have been 
hard at work trying to convince anyone that will hs- 
ten or take their politcal contributions, which many 
politicians have done, that the state should shut 
down all shippmg of wme, Michigan wmenes as well 
as out-of state-wmenes (Six of the nme members of 
the House Regulatory Reform Committee received 
contnbutions fiom the wholesalers political action 
committee. Th^ voted 5 1 for HB 4959 which would 
ban direct shippmg for all)

Their argument centers on keeping alcohol out of 
the hands of minors If direct shippmg is allowed, 
minors will order alcohol wme or beer over the tele­
phone or the Internet where the age of the purchas­
er can not be easily checked and illegally obtain alco­
hol I ceitamly do not condone the purchase or con 
sumption ofdcohol by minors But let the facts 
speak and let s be realistic how minors obtam alco­
hol

The Federal Trade Commission considered this 
issue and deemed it a non-starter In fact m 35 years 
no single Michigan wnery has been ated for ship­
ping to minors Ifmmors are seeking to purchase 
alcohol they usually obtain fake identification or 
stand outside an establishment that sells alcohol and

convince an adult to purchase it for them. It’s done 
all die time and it’s quick and easy Planning to pur­
chase over the telq)hone or the Internet and waitmg 
for the shipment to amve isn’t the preferred course

The other argument against direct shippmg is the 
collection of sales taxes How does die state obtam its 
sales tax if there is direct shippmg? This is a similar 
argument to Internet sales The state has solved this 
problem m one of two ways First each ofi^ has to 
estimate what we purchased via the Internet or use 
the state estimate of purchases on our mcome tax 
forms and pay the sales tax along with our income 
tax In addition, the state has jomed a consortium of 
other states to make sure that Internet sales are taxed 
for sales tax purposes I’m sure that with 28 other 
states m the direct shipping mix a simple and easy 
method has been araved at for the collection of sdes 
taxes

Gov Granholm recentiyvisitedJapanseekmgjobs 
for Michigan. She was successful This was a tnp that 
made some sense However, there is a saying m busi­
ness that it is fer easier to keep a customer you cui> 
rendy have trying to obtam a new customer
Replace the word customer with jobs Ifthereisa 
ban on direct shippmg, Michigan’s wme mdustry 
would lose jobs

When our state is so desperate for jobs, doesn’t it 
make sense to protect what jobs we currentiy have’ 
Maybe the governor should revisit the Tbaverse City 
area and talk to Michigan’s wmenes about keeping 
jobs Direct shippmg would allow diese wmenes to 
grow and eiqxise our wonderful award-wmnmg 
wmes to others m the nation. They might even come 
to visit and mcrease our tourism busmess

California has built a huge tounst busmess m the 
Napa and Sonoma regions They have great restau­
rants, golf courses and wmenes The Traverse Qty 
region may not have the same number of restau­
rants, golf courses or wmenes but we certainly have 
outstanding ones We also have the Great Lakes 
which California does not

I enjcjy a glass of wme with my meal firom a bou'* 
tique winery that I ve read about or heard about 
whether it is from Michigan or elsewhere I dont 
have the time or resources to travel to purchase wme 
from a new wmery because my local wme shop does- 
ntcarryit

If it were not for the beer and wine wholesalers 
doling out their political contnbutions tiymg to stifle 
commerce and preserve their turf I m sure that we

The representative is 
right on the mark when he 
describes DARTA as ‘high­
ly bureaucratized, ineffi­
cient, rule-bound, overreg­
ulated, bver umomzed, 
etc ” with Its focus on cre­

ating jobs vs effectively moving people 
And, as is often the case, this is a classic 

example where “regional cooperation”̂ 
means Oakland County has money, a 
Detroit “institution” needs it, so, “Let’s 
cooperate

And like the representative, when I see 
one of these ‘ freightej-s on wheels” traveling 
surface streets with one or two riders, I too 
want to board it and scream, “Please, can

numbers get worse

If we look at DARTA strictly as a new bus 
system, the representative is correct But 
It s much more than that It's about regional̂  
transportation It’s the opportunity to build r 
a dynamic urban area with a central busi­
ness district, cultural center and place to _ ̂  
play and explore

It’s a way to reverse the brain dram of our 
best and brightest and even attract the 
minds that will invent the new industries 
and jobs for our region

I am currently leading an initiative invit­
ing all stakeholders to sit down, examine 
the bo ’ of work already m place and plan 
the firs steps m reversing a land use policy 
that has proven to be a monumental failure

“I seemed to start out well, but 
my problem all year has been 
consistency m ̂ e techmcal 
events,” Terek said “My running 
shape and form have greatly 
improved smce I have been back 
working with iry old college 
coach (Darroll Gatson) But the 
field events, specifically the tedi 
meal aspects of those events, 
have suffered smce there has 
been nobody working with me 

Terek was on target for a top- 
10 fimsh after the first five 
events on Thesday with a total of

Berry was playing at a local Lansing 
club cgdled the Dells but was not satisfied 
with the backup band provided by the 
club

The Woolies were m the audience and 
were asked to play with him Today the 
group continues to tour with the 79-year- 
old Berry

The Woolies ended up in East Lansing 
dunng the 1960s to attend Michigan 
State University

The group’s stature continued to grow 
after opening for the MC5 during the 
grand opening of Russ Gibbs famed 
Grande Ballroom m Detroit m 1966 

Baldon also remembers playmg with 
Frank Zappa at the MSU Union in a 
fimd-raiser for the alternative newspaper 
The Paper Like the Grateful Dead m San 
Francisco, the Woolies became the de 
facto house band for the growing student 
movement on campus
