The tatle 1s a Greek word for
pattern, and the tale that
Stockwell weaves through her

Balander 1s a transfer stu-
dent at Eastern Michigan
Umiversity where his obsession

“It's not that I was surprised, Woods said
“It was just the reality of 1t”

With his weight at 472 pounds, Woods
finally sought help After seeing the sign for
Rejuvenation Personal Training, he consulted
with owner Terry Pratt, who agreed to help

“He has such a big journey,” Pratt smd “For
him, 1t’s really a marathon”

Pratt and partner Jeremy Daum had to start

“I've always been the classic emotional eater,
and I realized I was putting food 1n my mouth
that I didn’t need,” Woods saxd “(The nutri-
tiomst) sat me down, gave me an 1dea where I
need to be What I learned 1s not to ehmmate
anything from my diet You have to have bal-
ance”

He's getting there On a diet that cut him to
2,400 calories a day, Woods has lost more
than 50 pounds, with a target weight of 200
pounds He wanis to weigh 272 or less by
November 2006

His trainers figure Woods’ struggle — and
hus fight — can help others

“That’s so mspiring to me, seeing this guy
who can be an mspiration to people,” Daum
saxd

Given his flaxr for the dramatic,

cnme 1 the state of Michigan
Fieger still faces potential criminal charges
over his financing of a campaign to unseat a state
Supreme Court justice And even though no
charges were brought n the alleged blackmail
scheme, he still could face disciplnary action by
the Michigan Attorney Disciphine Board
But anyone who has followed Fieger s career
knows he won t let Cox — who he has announced
he will challenge 1n next year’s election — off the
hook wrth just political egg on his face You can
bet that Fieger will spend a considerable amount
of s political and financial eapital 1n an effort to
force Cox to resign 1n disgrace
Which brings us to Oakland County Prosecutor
David Goreyca It was Gorcyca who held his own
press conference to announce that, while he was
sure that Fieger and his sidekick, Lee O Brien,
did m fact conspire to blackmail Cox mto drop-
ping his mvestigation of Fieger, there was not
sufficient enidence to actually bring charges
I found 1t a bit odd that Goreyea could look
mto the television cameras and so confidently
proclaim that Fieger was the horrible person that
Cox claimed, but that his office just couldn t
prove 1t He also warned Fieger he was not out of
the woods yet, saymg he had no reason to gloat
In my business, we don t name a suspect until
that person 1s formally charged with a erime, for
fear of facmg a big fat libel suit Something tells
me that Fieger still may have something to say
regarding Gorceyca’s behavior and accusations

Typically, when an mvestigation 1s concluded
the law enforcement agency presents its findings
to the prosecutor with a recommendation of what
charges, 1f any, should be brought We don t know
what charges, if any, were recommended nor how
the shenff felt about Goreycas deaision not to
bring charges

Bouchard, who spent the early part of the week
up north hunting and far away from the mess
faces his own uphill battle in his campaign for
US Senate

The sheriff put his fellow Qakland County
Republicans m a tough spot by announcing he
was runming then pulled out of the race onlyto
change his mind again and re enter the cam
paign after many of hus friends had endorsed the
Rev Kerth Butler for the seat

If for some reason the sheriff departments
imvestigation 1s called into question as to why
charges against Fieger were not brought, it cer
tainly wall not help Bouchard s efforts to unseat
US Sen Debbie Stabenow and could further
fracture the Republican Party

The next hikely chapter m this soap opera 1s
whether a special prosecutor will be appomted to
complete the mvestigation into whether Fieger vio-
lated campaign finance laws by anonymously
bankrolhing an ad campaign aimed at defeating state
Supreme Court Justice Stephen Markman m 2004

Cox, 1t seems, would be hard pressed to argue
his office can remain impartial in the case given
all that has transpired m the past couple of
weeks And the attorney general might be happy
to distance himself from Fieger and the case now
that the matter has blown up in his face

If the heat gets turned up on Fieger, 1ts a pretty
good bet he won t go down without another fight,
and this time he likely will have more than just
Cox 1p his sights
