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Law yer: Federal probe is 'retaliation'

While serving 15 years as an assistant U S 
attorney m Detroit, Canton resident Rick 
Convertino didn’t  give much thought when a 
defendant would vehemently proclaim his 
innocence

However, that changed when Convertino 
became the subject of what is now a federal 
cnmmal mvestigation, after filing a whistleblow­
er lawsuit agamst ihe Umted S tat^  government

“I used to see people on television, or read m 
the paper, proclaiming their innocence, claim­
ing they were railroaded, and not think a thing 
of it The government wouldn’t  do that,” 
Convertino said “Well, they do that, and I’ve 
seen it And I’m committed to fight against it, 
if it’s me or whoever is next m line ”

Nearly a week after the Sept 11,2001, terror­
ist attadcs, four men were arrested m Detroit by 
the FBI, whidi claimed they were part of a 
sleeper cell m the U S plotting further strikes 
Convertino -was the lead prosecutor in the first 
terror trial in the U S relating to the 9/11 
attadcs, and won a June 2003 conviction 
against two of them on terrorism charges 

The convictions were thrown out in 2004 
after die U S Justice Department daimed 
prosecutors suppressed evidence by withhold­
ing until after the trial a  letter alleging the 
prosecution’s witness lied 

The Justice Department review was conduct­
ed by U S attorney Craig Morford, who found 
prosecutors suppressed evidefibe Morford, 
who is the first assistant U S attorney in the 
Cleveland office, said he conducted a file review 
of the evidence for the judge in the case

“We came to die conclusion that we couldn t 
prevail going forward in a hearmg because we 
would have had government agents and per­
sonnel contradicting other government agents 
and personnel,” said Morford “The court 
agreed, and the case was dismissed ”

The public information officer for U S 
Attorney’s Office in Detroit, Sue Plochinski, 
said “We’re just not going to comment on the 
Convertino matter”

Convertino came under internal investiga­
tion by the Department of Justice after telling 
a Senate committee of his concerns about the 
federal government’s war on terrorism, and 
filled a 2004 whistieblower lawsuit agamst 
then-Attomey General John Ashcroft claiming 
gross incompetence and mismanagement of
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Canton attorney Rick Convertino has started his own practice 
m Plymouth, with the full support of his wife, Valerie

The Plymouth Township Board of Trustees got one 
step closer to setding the deal on the sale of its cur­
rent home, a move members feel will help offset the 
cost of their new one

'Ihe board unanimously accepted the $4 2 million 
bid from Capital Acquisitions & Development of 
Bloomfield Hills to purchase the property where the 
current township complex is located at Arbor 
Road and Lilley

That bid was more than $1 million higher than the 
next highest bid, a $3 2 million offer from the ongi- 
nal House of Pancakes, represented by Commercial 
Real Estate Services of Plymouth 

'The bid was also considerably higher than figures 
the township estimated when it sfaited planning the 
budget for the new township hall a few years ago 
Township officials had figured on getting about $31 
million for the property, but in preparing budgets 
they used $2 8 million

Now that the board has accepted the bid, Capital 
Acquisitions will do various site studies, including an 
environmental evaluation The township hopes to 
dose the deal within a couple of months 

And until that happens, Supervisor Richard 
Reaumesaid, the township won’t  count on the 
money He referred to the Bathey property m the city, 
to which a developer had o n g in ^y  committed some 
$4 5 million before pullmg out 

“We have to be careful not to count that money for 
we actually close the deal,” Reaume said “We don’t 
want to have what happened to the aty  with the 
Bathey property happen to us ”

The money from the sale, assuming it doses, will 
be used to offset the $13 1 million estimated cost of 
the new township hall at Ann Arbor Road and 
paggerty 'That project was originally budgeted for 
$12 million and rose at one point to some $14 million 
before the board made some cuts 

However, a sally port for secure transfer of pnson- 
ers at the new police station has since been added, 
raising the cost to about $13 2 million, although 
Police Chief Tom Tidenngton did find some cost off­
sets for that addition

“We’re about a  million over where we onginally 
wanted to be,” said 'frustee Steven Mann, who was 
supervisor when the township hall project got started 
“The extra money (in the high bid) will come in and 
balance that out It gives us a little breathing room ” 

The township will abo generate revenue fiom the sale of 
file Department of Public Works properly on Port Street 
Officials have not yet begun to markrt fiik property 

According to Reaume, the anchor for the develop­
ment would be a branch of Flagstar Bank *IWo other 
retail buildings would also be ^ d e d , on the east and 
north sides of the property 'The bank would go 
approximately where the clerk’s office is now

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It’s reported that some 10 
percent of the 2 3 million 
couples will get engaged this 
year did so earlier this month 
on Valentine’s Day, or so says 
the Diamond Information 
Center Here in Canton, 
Tracey Pawlowski is waiting 
for those happy couples to 
come see her about a cake

As the owner of Back 
Home Bakery, Pawlowski is 
building up the store’s wed­
ding business Just as she was 
starting to get more orders 
for wedding cakes, she was 
invited to join the Wedding 
Referral Network - the first 
network of its kind m 
Michigan

Here’s the idea A group of 
local businesses that provide 
wedding-related services 
form a group Each member 
is screened and must prove 
their service or product 
measures up to the group’s 
standards Members must 
apply, and must provide ref­
erences, which the network 
members call on They must 
meet for a face-to-face inter­
view and the members vote 
on whether or not to let the 
applicant join

The group produced a net­
work to benefit each other by 
way of word of mouth adver­
tising, and put together a 
coupon book where brides 
can find specials on products 
such as wine from Vintner’s 
Cellars in Canton, jewelry 
from Showroom of Elegance 
in Canton, and even honey­
moon packages from 
CruiseOne m Westland

Because the members get 
to know each other and each 
store’s products - from table 
decorating and entertain­
ment to jewelry and just 
about everything else wed­
ding related - they can confi­
dently recommend services 
by other members, said WRN 
creator photographer Basel 
Abunab

The referral group produces a book of 
coupons that provides discounts for 
wedding*related goods and services 
This is the 2005 edition

“I noticed that I booked 
weddings from two sources - 
an ad or a  referral And about 
70 percent of my business 
was coming from referrals, so 
I wanted to do somethmg 
more structured around that 
idea,” said Abunab, a 
Plymouth resident who owns 
Precious Memories 
Photography in Canton

But he wants to provide 
special services for brides 
without making them feel 
pressured

“Once you get inducted 
into the WRN, you have to 
give something back to the 
brides,” he said Most give a 
discount but all treat the 
brides the way Abunab wants 
them  to be treated

“The attitude is like a cul­
ture You treat the bride like 
a queen It’s her day, and she 
should be treated special,” he 
said

I t’s a philosophy which has 
worked for Pawlowski and 
the rest o f the network, 
which formed in July

Pawlowski has been to just 
two bridal trade shows, and 
at the first one, she went by 
the book She had a 
rehearsed sales pitch, but it 
ju st didn’t  feel right to her, 
she said So it was no sur­
prise that no one she met at 
the show called her to inquire 
about wedding cakes

But the second show was 
different She and others 
from the network took a 
more laid-back approach,

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Speakers say high school requirements threaten career ed

Speaker after speaker told a 
state Senate committee hear­
ing Monday that they were 
concerned that a proposal to 
mandate 18 high school credits 
would harm  or eliminate 
career education programs 

Three members of the Senate 
Education Committee chaired by 
Sen Wayne Kmpers, R-Holland, 
heard from constituents at a spe- 
aal hearing at Brownstown

Middle School, 
one in a senes 
ofheanngs 
across the state 
on a proposal 
by the state 
Department of 
Education to 
mandate mini­
mum instruc­
tion hours m 

key academic areas 
The proposal first presented 

by state Supenntendent of 
Public Instruction Michael 
Flanagan and endorsed 1^ the 
state Board of Education calls 
for four years of Ei^lish, four 
years of math including algebra 
II and geometry, three years of 
science, three years of social sci­
ence, two years of a world lan­
guage, one year of health or 
physical education and one year 
ofvisualorperformmgarts The 
requirements would be phased 
in over four years, beginning 
with the freshman class 

The state legislature is cur­
rently considenng bills that 
would implement these changes 
with some variations Sen 
Bruce Patterson, R-Canton, 
introduced the committee 
members for their only sched­
uled meeting m Wayne County 

Jeremy Hughes, deputy state 
supenntendent, and state 
school board member Nancy 

,Danhof did b n ef presentations 
outlining the reasons for the 
curnculum  proposal Each 
emphasized that the proposed 
credit requirements do not 
specify particular courses and 
allow for each distnct to 
design Its own curnculum to 
reax i the credit requirements 

‘The reality of today’s world 
is tha t all students need to pre­
pare regardless of the their 
postgraduate occupations,’ 
said Danhof

R IG O R , R E L E V A N C E
Hughes said the state m 

emphasizing “ngor, relevance 
and relationships ”

"Rigor without relevance will 
fail,” Hughes said. “We see career 
tech education as a big answer as 
to how we make this rele’rant ” 

Hughes said many credits can 
be earned within fiie context of 
career education programs But 
many of those m the audience of 
more than 200 at tihe Downriver 
middle school questioned 
whether careei tech programs 
could even continue under the 
demands of the new curnculum 
and how relevant the require­
ments are for many students 

“Adopting these standards 
will cause untold numbers of 
already struggling students, 
the so-called low achievers, to 
drop out,” said Malm Wagner, 
director o f the Downnver 
Career Technical Consortium 
“Students learn in dififerent 
ways While some students 
excel at book learning in the 
traditional classroom setting, 
many students are struggling 
and do better in applied and 
hands-on classes Students 
with both high and low GPAs 
are successful in career and 
technical education programs ” 
1,JDCTC IS a consortium of 10 
school districts which allows 
students to  travel to  different 
distncts for programs they’re 
interested in pursuing Wagner 
^aid most DCTC programs 

, require a two- to three-hour

It may take more than  good 
seed, good soil, a warming sun 
and a few timely rams to make 
your garden productive this 
year It also may take some 
beneficial insects Some polli­
nators

Domesticated honeybees 
have been expenencmg a 
worldwide die-off over the past 
few decades

Science is searching for a 
cause as well as for a remedy 
In the meantime, the pollina­
tor decline is being noticed -  
especially in grower pocket- 
books

The size of California’s 
almond crop, which is said to 
be double the value o f ail U S - 
produced honey, dropped 
appreaably in 2003 when 
there weren’t  enough honey­
bees to rent or buy for pollinat­
ing the blossoms

‘The almond industry in this 
state has been increasing in 
size over the years to almost
500,000 beanng acres,” said 
Gordon Frankie, an entomolo­
gist with the University of 
California, Berkeley 

“They utilize a tremendous 
number of honeybees during a 
time of year (February and 
March) when it’s tough to get 
good strong colonies 

“They’ve had to  import bees 
from Ifexas, the Dakotas and 
farther east They’ve even 
brought in some colonies from 
Australia, ’ Frankie said 
That’s dnving costs up  ” 

Almonds, apples, can­
taloupes, cucumbers, strawber­
ries, sunflowers, tomatoes and 
watermelons are just a  few of 
the 100 or so commercial crops 
dependent upon honeybees for 
their pollination 

The U S Department of 
Agriculture estimates that as 
much as one-third o f all the 
food eaten in this country 
comes from insect-pollinated

plants It credits the common 
honeybee for about 80 percent 
of tha t pollination

Estimates vary, bu t we 
could be losing up to 50 per­
cent of our honeybees to a vari­
ety o f causes, said Kevin 
Hackett, a national program 
leader for biological control 
with the USDAs Agricultural 
Research Service m Beltsville, 
Md

That heavy mortality is the 
product of diseases, parasitic 
mites, off-site poisoning and 
winterkills, Hackett said 

“We’re not sure about habitat 
loss That’s being investigated, 
to o ”

B E E  GARDENS
So what are residential gar­

deners to do? They might start 
by reducing the amount of pes­
ticides they use, especially 
when plants are in bloom 
They also might think about 
creating bee gardens 

Bee gardens are becoming 
more than horticultural chic 
They’re becoming necessary 

I f  there isn t  a vehicle around 
to tote pollen grains from blos­
som to blossom, then there’s no 
fertilization No fertilization 
means no reproduction 

That would be a sizable 
problem for anyone with a yen 
for fruit and vegetables or 
needing forage crops for their 
livestock.

“Bee gardens can help, but 
their impacts will depend upon 
the number and size of gardens 
in an  area, said Robbin Thorp, 
a University of California, 
Davis, entomologist 

“Nurseries are coming to us, 
asking what kinds o f plants 
they should be offering people 
wanting to install bee gardens,” 
Thorp said

‘W e re setting up plant lists 
for California conditions but 
similar lists can be drawn up 
for every state Just include an 
array of plants that are good 
food sources, meaning plants

nch m  nectar and pollen ”
Bloom periods diange, as do 

available bee varieties But you 
can recruit a sizable population 
of pollinators to your orchard, 
flower beds or vegetable gar­
den if you provide a steady 
supply o f food, water and 
cover, UC-Berkeley’s Frankie 
said

You want a senes o f differ­
ent kinds of flowers blooming 
at the same time for different 
kinds ofbees,” he said “There 
are different cohorts ofbees 
that come out in spnngtime 
versus those tha t come out 
later m  summer

“Some produce a  couple of 
generations m  the same year, 
like bumblebees They need a 
constant source of flowers 
from spnng until fall ”

Never mind flower odor or 
bloom color when selecting 
plants for your bee gardens 
The bees don’t  seem to  care

And despite the punst pas­
sions o f lawn manicunsts, dan­
delions and clover attract a 
great many pollinators

W hat you want is bloom 
diversity, a great many plants 
flowering at the same time It’s 
something researchers at Cal- 
Berkeley call the “shopping 
mall effect”

You know how it is when 
you go mall shopping,” Frankie 
said *You’re after ju s t one 
thing b u t you see something 
else m  another store window 
and you buy it

“It’s the same with bees 
They’ll spend more tim e m  a 
diverse garden than  they 
would if  the same flowering 
plants were isolated else­
where ”

My faend Glenn recently 
wrote in his column that one of 
the biggest problems with new 
high-efficiency washers is that 
they spin so fast they move 
around the floor He’s right, they 
certainly do 

He said that the new 
Whirlpool Duet Sport with the 
new six-point suspension system 
is going to solve the problem of 
vibrating washers on wooden 
laundry room floors 

He could be nght, bu t person­
ally I would rather wait until a 
dozen homeowners have d l  told 
me It solved their vibration prob­
lems

Now 82, Weaver has been a lifelong vegetarian The 
retired professor of surgery at Wayne State University 
and Harper Hospital has seen enough studies that con 

Vince him that a diet based on plants and 
, grams is healthier for humans

He cites studies on Seventh-day 
Adventist vegetarians and m eat eaters 

that indicated that meat eaters had 
increased incidents of prostate 
cancer, colon cancer and breast 
cancer, and death from heart 
attacks and strokes Other stud 
les yielded similar results 
Weaver said

Diet and exercise can reduce 
the nsk of cancer by 50 percent, 
Weaver said

These days Weaver extends his 
personal knowledge on this issue 
through his Better Living 
Seminars W hat started as 
smoking cessation workshops 
has evolved to include nutntion, 
weight control and exercise pro­
grams and stress management 
seminars

He backs up his support of a 
vegetarian lifestyle with studies 

Weaver points to studies of 
men who lived m Japan One 

study found a rate of 15 per 
100,000 men for prostate 

cancer, almost non 
existent They took a 
look at some 
; Japanese men who 
lived m Hawaii and 

they had 10 times the death rate. Weaver said 
Weaver points to his experiences m Pakistan over a 

five-year period in the late 1960s Out of all of his sur- 
genes during that time period he performed only one 
colon cancer operation and saw one case of appendici­
tis, and that happened to be a missionary s son from the 
United States

Weaver believes diet can prevent cancer and recom­
mends whole grams fruits and vegetables “The soy­
bean has five anti cancer compounds garlic has three or 
four anti cancer compounds cruciferous vegetables

pounds don’t  work as well on 
their own, as they do in combi­
nation with one another 

“Nutrition is so complex,” 
Weaver said “Maybe you need 
these to  work with each other 
and With other fruits and veg- 
e^bles for them  to work (as 
anticancer compounds)” 

Jlecent resulte from a 
^yomen’s Health Initiative 
showed that low-fat diets may 
not reduce the nsl^of a heart 
attack or cancer, but that study 
didn’t  change Weaver’s think­
ing about a vegetarian diet 

Weaver believes the study 
isn’t  complete enough 

“That study only covered 
eight years and you don’t  build 
a heart attadc in eight years,” 
Weaver said “It’s somethmg 
yop build on for 40 or 50 
years”

That same logic holds true to 
c ^ c e r  rates, and you don’t  
change cancer nsk from 
dietary factors over a short 
time, he said

The study would be far more 
valid over a long period of 
fr^e, Weaver said “What can 
you tell after only eight years’” 
he asked

Many meat eaters worry 
about protein intake once they 
switch to vegetarianism, but 
Natalie Weaver, Arthur’s wife, 
said protein is m fruits and 
vegetables “The strongest 
creatures in the world are ele­
phants and rhinos, and they 
are plant eaters Every mineral 
and vitamin and carbohydrate 
and protein, has its original 
source in plants,” Arthur 
Weaver said

M anan Randall is fascinated by old churches 
As histoncal activities chair for the National 
Society of Colonial Dames, Randall is constantly 
seeking historic houses of worship for tours pre­
sented by the Detroit Historical Society On 
March 6, the Bloomfield Township resident 
leads visitors through five Detroit religious insti­
tutions including Iroquois Avenue Christ 
Lutheran, Annunciation/Our Lady of Sorrows 
Roman Catholic and Firet Presbyterian church­
es, St Charles Borromeo, and St Bonaventure 
Monastery, the Capuchin friary established in 
1883 The monastery was designed by architect 
Peter Diedenchs in German Gofiiic Most 
appointments were carved from wood including 
the main altar which was 'treated by Anthony 
Osabold, a local woodcarverwho studied in 
Germany

The monastery church has never been a 
pansh church because it was built as the head­
quarters for the Capuchins in the U S The St 
Joseph Capuchin order was the first in the U S 
and IS still headquarters at St Bonaventure The 
St Joseph Capuchins are a  branch of the 
Franciscan order which was founded in 1209 by 
St Francis of Assisi Listed as a public chapel,
St Bonaventure holds a healing service at 2 p m 
Wednesdays, and a Sunday Mass at 9 a m 

They’re old buildings, old congregations,’ 
said R ^ d a ll “These buildings can’t  be replaced 
The friary is the oldest (on the tour) and they’ve 
done so much in the way of restoration St 
Charles Borromeo has beautiful murals, gilding 
Jefferson Avenue was designed in Arts and 
Crafts style Annunciation is Romanesque 
These are well kept with active congregations 
even if very small

Randall is proud of the role the National 
Society of Colonial Dames, a genealogical group, 
has played m preserving the churches which are 
75 years or older She moved to the area six years 
ago and found the tours a ‘wonderful way” to 
learn about Detroit Husband Cory is a retired 
Episcopal priest Today, the couple attends 
Christ Church Cranbrook m Bloomfield Hills 
where he is theologian in residence

‘So many beautiful places were being tom  
down m the 1970s that these women (Ckilonial 
Dames) decided to do something about it We’re 
trying to encourage an interest in old buildings 
and support the congregations,’ said Randall, 
who speaks briefly about the buildings before a 
pastor, mimster, or rabbi tells the story 

Brother Leo Wollenweber has accumulated a 
wealth of knowledge about St Bonaventure 
Monastery since first joining the fnars m 1940 
Currently he is vice-postulator for the cause to 
declare Father Solanus (Casey) a saint 

“The monastery became quite well known in 
the 1920s and 1930s Father Solanus was a great

Lutheran Church is involved with community 
outreach as well Pastor John Hesford works 
with the Capuchins and Gleaners food bank to 
provide services in the 1913 building which was 
designed in Gothic with influences o f Arts & 
Crafts

“I t’s 95 years for the congregation,” said 
Hesford “I t was at a  tim e when Indian 
Village was being developed by a group of 
businessm en who wanted to have an English 
language congregation on the  near east side 
John Sherm an, president o f D etroit Stove, 
bought th e  property and m  1911 the parson­
age was bu ilt first Louis Keil, who designed 
luxurious steam boat interiors, did a tour of 
Europe and came back w ith lots o f ideas

“The interior o f the Gothic church was done 
in IXidor style with w alnut and fruitwood and 
IS especially noted for the  stained glass w in­
dows which befit the Baroque style The east 
w indow is a large angel so when the sun rises 
It illum inates the front o f the  sanctuary in 
blue The Good Shepherd window is about 40  
feet high and 30 feet wide In  the altar area is 
the Lily window, a good recreation of 
medieval stained glass Some people th ink  it’s 
Tiffany, b u t there are no records Over the 
altar is th e  story o f Christ’s b irth  which a t 4 in  
the afternoon comes to  life and lights the 
bride walking down the aisle ”

“Holy Redeemer is very beautiful and large,” 
said Randall “The Basilica style was based on

“St Hedwig seats 2,200 people Some o f the  
congregation were from southern Poland and 
they have a wonderful hen tage room full of 
thmgs from the past M anner’s Independent 
Anglican (1849) is the oldest stone church 
building in the area There was no m ortar used 
m  the \ ^ l s  The stone was fitted together”

century Corporate Amenca began to replace 
that important criterion as far back as the 
l^ e  1980s, when companies developed 
structured mentoring programs 
Organizational mentoring adopted the form 
and substance of mentonng, but not its 
spirit

Enter the global workplace, encouraging 
ties between businesspeople in different 
nations, greatly facilitated by the gift of 
rapid Communication from high technology 
The fact that w e’re witnessing these 
relationships between Americans and Third 
World countries attests to the rebirth of the 
mentoring process

One significant economic factor is giving 
nse to the new mentorships Benjamin Ola 
Akande, dean of the School of Business and 
Technology at Webster University in St 
Louis, was bom  m Nigeria “I have a  keen 
appreciation for what trade and business can- 
do to transform people and countries,” he 
states, “and be a source of very, very critical 
income for people in these conditions At the 
same time, I appreciate the fact that you 
can’t take advantage of that situation on the 
backs of young people and minors in

difficult working conditions ” He points out 
that the exchange rate puts people in the 
United States in a very good economic 
position to help without worker 
undercompensation

Beth Peterson of Peterson Marketing 
Group In c , in Elgin, 111, has formed Haba 
Na Haba, a business sourcing Fair Trade 
product through three small businesses in 
Tanzania In Swahili, the name means 
“Little by little, fills the measure ” Peterson 
explains, ‘ There are many women-owned 
and -operated small businesses in Tanzania 
that produce high quality products for the 
home, such as pillows and table linens, but 
have no place to sell them ” She met hef 
full time Tanzanian partner when the two 
worked with Habitat for Humanity The two 
are educating their small business partners 
about quality standards Peterson plans to 
pour profits back into those businesses 

The need for mentonng is staking, 
although many underfunded Amencan 
business owners will empathize with it “In 
order for a distnbutor to pick up your 
product line, the product must already have 
a client base,” observes Matt Nussbaum, 
vice president o f CBEXGlobal Inc , a 
strategic marketing firm based in  Rhineciiff, 
N  Y , that assists foreign firms importing 
here His company can spend up to two 
years getting companies “distnbutor ready,” 
for approximately $100,000 CBEXGlobal 
gets involved wiffi almost everything from 
product design to importing and locating 
manufacturers reps

“When you don’t have an advertising

budget,” Nussbaum continues, “you need a 
story ” Peterson agrees, passionately 
discussing and wnting about the young 
Tanzanian adults, orphaned by AIDS, and 
the small businesses where they work 
Akande goes even further, stating that you 
must “illuminate the story behind the 
product, the people Telling that story is 
more important than the final product, 
because others understand the sweat, the 
pain behind its production Talk about the 
consequences that this product will have 
upon people in the United States ^ d  our 
way of life It’s a very powerful way to try 
to sell the viability of your products 

“A quality product can withstand the 
competitive pressure worldwide,” he adds 
“At the end of the day, it’s a complete 
product made by hardworking people Their 
products are significant, providing a way out

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The way Scott Fessenden sees it, there was an empty 
parking space marked Design,” and Infimti simply 
drove m About 18 months ago, says the chief market­
ing officer of Nissan’s luxury division, Infimti seized 
upon design as its primary brand positioning m large 
part because none of its rivals had chosen that spot
‘BMW stands for performance, the ‘ultimate dnvmg 
machine,’” says Fessenden, Infimti’s 53-year-old direc­
tor of marketing “Clearly, Lexus owns quahly and reli­
ability and underscores that with their tagline, ‘the pas­
sionate pursuit of perfection And Mercedes stood for 
the pinnacle of engineering So with design, we’re at a 
very honest place for us to live ”

So now, in advertising, Infimti is “Brave By Design,” 
and It has made its signature product the FX - an SUV 
designed so aggressively that it looks like its moving 
while it’s standing still High front-fender peaks give 
the G sedan what Infimti calls “catamaran styling The 
quirlq^ QX looks like its rear cargo compartment was 
an afterffiought

Infiniti has moved bold design inside as well, with 
departures such as the dashboard in the new M sedan 
that IS radically curved in the middle “Everyone has 
tned to differentiate dashboards, but they’ve all tended 
to be the same,” Fessenden says And Infimti is defining 
design to include new functional features m its vehi­
cles, such as a beeper that warns the driver he isn’t 
staying within his lane

“When we talk about design, the one challenge we 
knew we’d have with it is when you say design,’ people 
think of how the vehicle looks from the outside, almost 
exclusively,’Fessenden says “We recognized the chal­
lenge So m our marketing communications over the 
last year, we ve realty attempted to talk about how our 
products are designed thoughtfully throughout, and 
actually tell stones about why we made them and 
designed them the way we did ”

The company used radical vehicle designs to rescue 
Its mainstream Nissan division a few years ago from 
almost losing its large foothold m the U S market The

effort began after Carlos Ghosn took over as CEO in 
1999 and Nissan acquired the troubled French auto

“Ghosn wanted to elevate design to the same level of 
importance as manufactunng and engineenng,’ 
Fessenden recalls As a result, Nissan began producing 
a breathtakin^y styled senes of automobiles including 
the XTerra, a decidedly rugged-looking and off-road- 
onented SUV, Quest, a minivan that looks like some­
thing the crew of Lost m Space would have transported 
themselves in, and Murano, which resembles nothmg 
else so much as a large pearl handled pistol

Infiniti made the logical next place for the parent 
company to infuse wiffi the new design sensibility 
Since both Infimti and Lexus had opened shop m the 
United States nearly 20 years ago, little had differenti­
ated one from the other Arguably, Lexus had taken a 
slight lead reputation-wise because it even further 
extended Toyota’s quality ethos nonpareil But both 
brands had good reputations as essentially one notch 
better than domestic luxury brands

Then a couple of years ago, Infimti organized a senes 
of meetings between its chief designer, from Japan, and 
the brand’s marketing staff and agencies in the United 
States “In that process, design just exposed itself as 
very fertile marketing ground for us, Fessenden says

So Infimti is embracing its new role as the auto maker’s 
design spearhead In addition to its design-themed 
mass-advertising campaign, Infiniti also has been tak­
ing out lush ads in auto-enthusiast magazines where it 
teUs specific design stones In December, along with 
Conde Nast magazines, it hosted a design forum for 
journalists at the hip New York restaurant Nobu, fea- 
tunng avatars such as architect David Rockwell and 
fashion designer Vivian Thm 

And the Infimti m Black campaign has pursued 
Afncan-Amencan consumers through venues such as 
sponsonng February’s 30-mmute program on design 
on cable TV’s BET diannel The program, In Black, 
highlighted the five artists featured m the Infimti in 
Black advertising campaign, the brand’s first-ever 
designed to speak directly to Afhcan-Amencans 
Since the launch of Infimti in Black, in fact, Infimti has 
showcased what it calls “modern Afncan-Amencan 
innovators” — an emerging talent or artist whose vision 
represents the personality and attnbutes of a respective 
Infimti model -  at each phase m the campaign 

The new emphasis on design at Infiniti has got even 
Fessenden, a 23-year Nissan executive with a back­
ground in operations and sales, talking design “I dnve 
an M nght now,” he says, ‘T^ecause it’s got such a pres­
ence and stance on the road ”

The Femmes started m Milwaukee m 
1980 by bassist/multi-instrumentalist 
Brian Ritchie and drummer Victor de 
Lorenzo and Gano

They were pretty much discovered 
only when The Pretenders’ Chnssie 
Hjoide and James Honeyman found 
them performing on the streets Soon 
after, the Violent Femmes were touring 
with them

Vocalist Gordon Gano made the band 
famous for his whmy yet angry voice 
The music, minimal and mostly 
acoustic Amencana was a different 
blend of rock, doo-wop, gospel, folk, 
The Velvet Underground and punk

They became known for hits m the 
’80s like Blister in  the Sun , Gone 
D addy Gone, A d d  i t  Up, and later 
A m en ca n  M usic

Today, The Femmes, known for loose, 
improvisational sounds have a  devout 
fan base

Oh, and the song was Kiss Off, the 
answer is “I forget what eight is for”
