Heists 
heighten 
theft risks
Cops warn businesses 

to maintain caution

After the second armed robbery within three weeks 
at the Hungry Howie’s Pizza on Main Street, 
Plymouth police are cautioning business owners to be 
alert

The latest robbery took place shortly before 10 p m 
Sunday, Feb 26, when a masked gunman entered a 
rear door of the pizza restaurant and robbed the 
employee on duty 

‘At first the employee thought it was a joke, despite 
the fact the suspect produced a steel revolver/ said 
Detective Jamie Grabowski “But, the suspect said 
This is no bull— , give me the money’

The victim went to the register and opened it, but 
the robber pushed him aside bagged the money 
himself because he felt the store employee wasnH; fast 
enough,” said Grabowski, who noted there was an 
undetermined about of money taken 

Grabowski said the description of a man about 6 
feet and 190 pounds is somewhat the same as when 
the restaurant was robbed on Feb 4, in much the 
same manner In that case, a possible second suspect 
was arrested on unrelated charges A toy gun and ski 
mask were found m the back yard of a home m the 
600 block of Ross Street

The robbery is the third m Plymouth since Jan 18 
On that night, the Speedway gas station in Old 
Village was robbed by a man wielding a  knife A 
tracking dog led police to a nearby apartment build­
ing, where the suspect was arrested 

Grabowski said retail shop owners need to be alert 
“Many people don’t  expect this to happen m 

Plymouth, but it can happen anywhere,” said 
Grabowski “We do have a safe community, a good 
police department with good response times, but 
they shouldn’t Iqll themselves into becommg la ^  

“Retail establishments should take basic secunty 
measures, such as locking back doors, having well-ht 
parking lots and training employees how to react by 
just giving the robber what he wants,” added 
Grabowsto

Tanith Belbin and Ben 
Agosto seem to be taking pret­
ty well to their new role as 
America’s darlings after win­
ning the silver medal m ice 
dancing at the Torino Olympic 
Games

In their first press confer­
ence since returning from Italy 
to their home nnk, Arctic Edge 
m Canton, Agosto and Belbin 
talked for 30 minutes about 
the whiflwmd they’ve been on 
since winning their medals, 

Belbin was asked about her 
new-found status as a sex sym­
bol, conferred upon her on var­
ious Web sites calling her 
“America’s hottest Olympian ” 

She laughed it oif 
I’m not a shy person, so I’m 

not uncomfortable with that,” 
said Belbm, the 21-year-old 
Canton resident “I saw one 
Web site that was rating the 
world s sexiest female athletes, 
and I was behind (Russian ten­
nis player) Mana Sharapova I 
thought, ‘I’m  not losing to 
another Russian this week’” 

The laughs are coming easier 
for Agosto, a Farmington Hills 
resident, and Belbm since win- 
mng the silver m Italy They’re 
only just now starting to cele- 
bratp, having done several 
media days” and the like in 

the days after winning
It s now they can look back 

on what they both calkd an 
‘amazing experience and see 
itfofw hatitw as 

‘ Itjs such a huge event,” said 
Agosto, 24 It’s in the media 
but being there, it really did 
live up to all the hype 

“Once we took the ice, we 
had tp tell ourselves it was just 
another competition,” Belbm 
said ‘̂ Once we stepped off the 
ice, It was like nothing we’d 
ever dpne ”

It’s not that the pair isn’t  
used to pressure skating They 
were second a ^ ^ e  world 
championships a year ago But 
no U S ice dancers had won 
gold in 30 years, and the pres 
sure was on Belbin and Aigosto 
to stop the streak.

Not that they noticed it 
“Gornginto the games, I had 

no thought about file histoncal 
significance,’ Agosto said 
“Once we were finished, it was 
pretty astoundmg It’s been a 
long time coming”

So has the couple’s success 
They started training together 
eight years ago, when Belbm 
moved to the US from 
Canada Thpy’ve grown togeth­
er as a pair ^ d  have worked 
their way up the ladder of 
Internationa success

“We’ve been skating together 
for eight years, so we met when 
we were little kids,” said 
Agosto, who attended Groves 
High School in Birmingham 
"Weve grown up together ’ 

That knowledge of each 
other has led to a great deal of 
success They’re the three-time 
defending US champions, 
were second at the world 
championships m 2005 and 
fifth in 2004 So their medal at 
Torino shouldn’t  have come as 
a  surpnse, according to their 
coach

‘ It didn’t  happen right away, ’ 
Igor Shpilband said They had 
to gradually build up to it from 
one year to another It was an 
amazing experience for me 

With the announced retire­
ment of two-time world champi­
ons Tatiana Navka and Roman 
Kostomarov of Russia, the team 
that beat Belbin-Agosto in 
Ibnno, the pressure could be on 
the silver medalists at this 
months world championships 

The couple leaves for that 
competition in less than three 
weeks, but its  been on their 
mind since even before the 
Olympics

‘The world championship is 
one of our major goals,” Belbm 
said “We’ve never won it, so we 
want to be the first Americans 
to win gold in the world cham­
pionships That was on our 
mmds at the Olympics — we 
still had one to go ’

Aigosto said the Olympic 
experience should help them 
when they had to the worlds 

‘T̂ ’e always get the jitters 
when we compete,’ he said 
“Having a medal from the 
Olympic Games will help us go 
into the world championships 
vvnth more confidence ”

When they get done, there s 
the Champions on Ice tour and 
other obligations There’s also 
an Off-ice schedule to worry 
about The pair have already 

\)e e n  approached for endorse­
ments by Speedo and Acuvue 
In fact, they will be shooting a 
commercisd for the contact 
lens company soon 

‘ We get to experience a 
whole other world,” Belbm said 

The/re also dealing with 
their increased popularity, 
something t h ^  may not have 
realized they’d have to deal 
with until they got home 
Arctic Edge officials kept a col­
lection of the couple’s vanous 
press clippings 

People are starting to rec 
ognize them more frequently 
— ‘At dinner, people are 
coming up to me now and 
saying congratulations,’ 
Agosto said That’s wonder­
ful’ — and kids are gathering
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Olympic silver medalists Ben Agosto and Tamth Belbm returned to Canton's Arctic Edge Arena and answered reporters' questions, along with coaches Marina 
Zoueva and Igor Shpilband

to watch them skate 
That could be one of the best 

parts of their legacy
We hope our performance 

can popularize the sport,” 
Belbm said ‘It got a  lot of cov­
erage it usually doesn’t get 
We’re glad to be part of that ” 

But there s no rest for the 
weary, as the couple ramps up 
for the worlds 

‘We re trying to catch up on 
sleep we’re slightly exhaust­
ed from the whole experience, 
Agosto said “Now we have to 
tram ”

For now, though, the couple

can look back on their effort in 
Tonno, remembenng what it 
was like to be on the medal 
stand to capture Americas first 
ice dancing medal since 
Colleen O’Connor and Jim 
Millns earned a bronze in 1976 

‘The medal ceremony is that 
moment you identify with the 
Olympic performance,’Agosto 
said “You’re in that incredible 
arena with those medals You 
want It to be the moment you 
hoped It would be, and it really 
was’

Densmore said he likes to talk to

grandma saw 100 years ago

Densmore, 55, said he was the kid 
who was really into woodworking 
when he attended the old Plymouth 
High School, making lamps, tables 
and cigar boxes

“It s like working with God s gift of 
nature, he said “Wood is a natural 
medium, not like metal or fabric’

Densmore has been refimshmg

wood for so long, he can chronicle 
most pieces offurniture on sight One 
time a customer brought m an old 
chair picked up at an antique shop to 
be refinished, and Densmore immedi­
ately knew he had something special 
in his midst

I recognized it as a Brewster chair, 
going back to the Pilgnms,’
Densmore said I took it to 
Greenfield Village, and figured it was 
worth about $id,000’

‘ I’m was amazed at the quality of 
his antiques and refimshing,” added 
Maier, who had her mother’s 1940s 
dining table refinished by Densmore 
‘It was a very sentiment^ piece that 
was just nicked and beat up Now, its 
m mint condition ’

While Densmore has restored tens 
of thousands of valuable -  and some  
just plain sentimental -  pieces of fur­
niture for people like Ward and Maier, 
he’s also been handpicked to do work 
for Rick Wagoner, president and CEO 
of General Motors, the oifices of 
Roger Penske at Detroit Diesel, and 
Jim Padilla, president and chief oper­
ating officer of Ford Motor Co 

“I’ve had customers who have 
moved away as far as California and 
Florida that ship back here to have 
me do work because they didn’t trust 
anyone out there to do it,” said 
Densmore

Thirty years later, Densmore looks 
back and remembers it didn’t  all 
begin so easily

“I started out with two sawhorses

and a piece of plywood,’ remembered 
Densmore, ‘ and sitting by the tele­
phone 10-12 hours a day waiting for it 
to nng It took a while, but it’s been a 
nice nde

“I learned pretty early the key was 
doing it better than the next guy, and 
giving fair value for the dollar,’ he 
said ‘I try to make everyone a sales­
person for me, so when I put that 
piece of furniture in a home I’m 
proud, they’re proud and they talk 
about it We get most of our work

As the son of a pipefitter (who was some­
thing of ajack of all trades), I think Jake 
makes some good points Not all good jobs 
will reqmre a bachelor’s degree, and we will 
have a continuing need for health care tech­
nicians, carpenters, plumbers, electricians, 
machinists and, yes, boiler makers And 
these jobs do and will pay good, wages But 
even these positions will require some post 
high school training and will require the 
kind of solid academic base proposed in the 
state’s requirements And, unfortunately, 
some of these jobs m the traditional factory 
setting will not be done in this country 
where wages have become prohibitive for 
some corporations

The state Department of Education is 

pushing a mantra that goes “rigor, relevance,

45, especially as it applies to welding or den­
tistry (Orjournalism for that matter)

But it IS relevant to being educated and it 
is, often, relevant to skilled trades In fact 
Jeremy Hughes, deputy state superintend­
ent of public instruction, argued Monday 
that the math credits could be earned in the 
context of career tech classes and would be 
mare relevant if they were 

And here’s the kicker On Thursday, the 
Bill & Melissa Gates Foundation released a 
survey of high school dropouts, conducted 
by the Peter D Hart Research Associates 
They found that nearly two-thirds of high 
school dropouts would have worked harder 
if expectations had been higher They didn’t 
drop out because school was too hard, they 
dropped out because school was too easy 
They dropped out because nobody seemed 
to care enough to push them to do their 
best They dropped out because they were 
“unchallenged, unmotivated, bored and 
unsupported

Economics, family illness and becoming a 
parent were other reasons cited 

According to the survey of 470 dropouts 
ages 16-25, nearly 50 percent said they left 
school “because their classes were boring 
and not relevant to their lives or career aspi­
rations” and a majonty said that their 
schools did not motivate them to work hard 

The survey also reports that 62 percent of 
those surveyed had C or better grades and 
70 percent reported that they were confi­
dent they would have met graduation 
requirements

I f  the legislature approves some form of 
mandated requirements and schools begin 
to implement them, they need to under­
stand the concerns of Jake, Katie and those 
students who couldn t  be bothered to finish 
high school

A partnership with Michigan 
State University to develop 
biotechnology could do for 
Wayne County what the 
microchip did for Silicon 
Valley

That was the message 
Wayne County Executive 
Robert Ficano delivered 
Wednesday in his annual State 
of the County address at the 
Wayne County Building in 
Detroit

“You’ve heard the buzz -  
every day people are talking 
with excitement about biotech­
nology and alternative fuels 
made of com, soybean and 
grain,” Ficano said “That’s a 
hallmark of biotechnology It’s 
environmentally fnendly It 
also creates jobs of diverse skill 
levels ”

Ficano introduced a plan to 
partner with MSU to develop 
E85, an alternative fuel that’s 
85 percent ethanol and 15 per­
cent gasoline, and other 
biotech patents

“We’re putting our plan m 
motion 111 present a  proposal 
to Lansing Ais month that 
exempts alternative fuel from 
taxes,” he said

Ficano also proposes fund­
ing to increase the number of 
E85 gas stations in the county 
Currently there is only one sta­
tion in Dearborn Heights 
Ficano said he hopes to have 
20 stations open by 2007

“Last year alone, MSU 
received eight new biotech 
patents that can be licensed for 
commercial businesses to ere-

Onginally, the plan as 
announced at the State of the 
County address was to raise 
$800,000 in pledges for the 
effort A week later, based on 
lackluster fund raising, he 
amended that figure to 
$600,000 At the Tuesday con­
ference, he said the frind-rais- 
mg effort would continue as the 
petition drive got under way 

Whatever the financial goals 
set or met, he said the response 
to the effort was a sign that the 
times are npe for change 

“To achieve numbers this 
strong IS evidence that we’re 
ready for change in Michigan,” 
Patterson said

Changes, he said, are needed 
Citing statistics that place 
Midiigan near or at the bottom 
of the heap for job creation, job 
retention and personal income 
growth, he said the SBT has to 
go to make the state a more 
attractive place to start or 
expand a business Others have 
made similar, ground up 
changes m their tax and busi­
ness structure 

“In the 1980s, Ireland was 
the doormat of Europe, not 
somewhere you would want to 
do business, he said “Now it’s 
the second strongest economy 
in Europe”

The SBT generates about

Ficano renewed his proposal 
for a land bank that would 
dear title on vacant, tax-delm- 
quent properties and free them 
up for redevelopment through 
county low-interest loans The 
County Commission rejected 
an earlier proposal on the land 
bank because of differences 
about representation on the 
land bank board 

Ficano announced that a 
One Stop Business Resource 
Center will be opening in 
Detroit soon to help small and 
medium-sized businesses 

The county executive said he

Billed as one of the greatest 
gospel singers of all time, 
Mahalia Jackson survived 

a poverty-stncken childhood 
to play one of the most presti­
gious concert halls m i^ e n c a .  
G am ete Hall She filled the 
hall to capacify every night of 
herthree-mght engagement 
and she said it was all due to 
her unshakable faith 

Mahalia Jackson was bom 
Oct 26 ,1911, in New Orlemis 
Jackson spent most of her 
young life just trying to mal^e 
do She watdied her mother 
go off to work every morning 
to do work as a domestic m 
the homes of her nch white 
nei^bors

As a  young child, Jackson 
took note of the famil/s 
severely strapped resources 
and made a stem promise to 
herselfto do better m life She 
started singing at the age of 5 
in her father’s church and, not 
being fully aware of her gift 
yet, toyed with several differ­
ent styles of music But she 
always returned to her roots m 
gospel

Jackson moved to Chicago 
at the age of 15 to live with rel­
atives and while there enrolled 
m a training program for nurs­
es She felt this would provide 
her with another means of 
income dunng to u ^  times 

Durmg the week, Jackson 
worked as a domestic and took 
her work seriously, but on the 
weekends she relaxed, fellow- 
shipped and sang her heart 
out at her second home -  die 
Southside Greater Baptist 
Church

Jackson was not one to stay 
put when it came to her 
singing She began to travel 
and visit odier Baptist church­
es m  the Chicago area and 
before anyone knew it she had 
a huge foUowmg 

In the mid-’40s Jackson 
signed with Apollo records 
and recorded her first major 
song;M weon Up That put 
her on the map, but it would 
be another 10 years before she 
would see the irside of a 
recording studio again 

In 1954, Jackson decided to 
Sign with Columbia Records 
after spinmng her wheels at 
Apollo She signed a  $50,000 
contract fer four years with 
Columbia -  unheard of for 
Afhcan-Amencans during 
that time

In 1955, CBS offered 
Jadtson her own variety show 
and although her show was 
forced off the air from protests 
from Southern viewers she 
managed to win a lo )^  follow- 
mg and gained national recog­
nition for herself as well as the 
gospel industry 

In 1958, Jackson made her 
big-screen debut, appeanng 
with Nat King Cole in St 
Louts Blues The recording 
mdustry v i^ ted  to honor her 
m 1962 with u. Grammy, but 
the award ceremony h id  never 
presented an award for 
Jackson’s musical style So 
they created a Gospel category 
fo;r her and presented her with 
the first Grammy for “Best 
Gospel Album”

Mahaha Jackson spent her

Beverly Gustafson describes her 
feelings about the new Medicare pre- 
scnption drug coverage with these 
words -  angry and contused 

The 79~year-old senior is not alone 
Sitting next to Gustafson at the 
Livoma Senior Center is Shirley 
Smith, 84, who complains constantly 
about Part D which became available 
on Jan 1 Neither has signed up as yet 
although both say they will m the next 
month or so

Before applying for coverage, 
Medicare reapients must choose from 
more than 60 insurance plan earners 
in Michigan by visiting the Web site at 
W W W  medicare gov or phoning (800) 
MEDICARE Both of those options 
can be disconcerting for seniors who 
frequently seek assistance at local sen­
ior centers and agencies on aging 

If seniors wait until the last minute 
to apply, Kathleen Sweder womes that 
counselors like herself will be as over­
whelmed m late Apnl and early May

as m November Sweder asks that any­
one requesting help at the Livonia 
Senior Center, call her at (734) 466- 
2557 for an appointment

The Livonia Senior Center provides 
information on specific drug p l ^ s  and 
enrollment 9 a m  to 1 p m 
Wednesday, March 8, at the building 
on Farmington, south of Five Mile in 
the Civic Center complex Every 
Thursday at 1 30 p m staff from U S 
Rep Thaddeus McCotter s office help 
seniors make informed decisions 
regarding coverage

“It s usually people with higher pre­
scription costs who are applying, said 
Sweder, the center’s grant manager 
“People with fewer are waiting until 
the latest date they can without penal­
ty”

Gustafson is one of the luclq^ ones 
because her doctor gives her the four 
medications she needs Smith doesn t  
take any prescriptions, but realizes 
eventudly her health could deteno- 
rate Insurance earners do offer plans 
with lower premiums for those not 
taking any prescnptions or just a  few

'G O O D  R AC K ET'
I think it’s a good racket for the 

insurance companies to make money,’ 
said Gustafson, a Livoma senior who 
volunteers at the center with Smith 
‘W hat makes me angry is the people 
who used to fill prescriptions have 
gone back (to the pharmacy since the 
coverage went into effect Jan 1, 2006) 
and the cost has gone up $10 to $20 ” 

Smith says she will continue to com­
plain until the problems are solved 
She is especially upset about pa3ang 
higher premiums if she doesn’t  apply 
before the May 15 deadline 

“I see that as a threat because they 
want us to commit to this,” said Smith 

Although Sweder encountered sev­
eral delays and difficulties before and 
after receiving training on the cover­
age at a regional Medicare center, she 
thinks the worst is over Sweder has 
enrolled about 75 percent of the nearly 
200 people shes counseled at the 
Livoma Senior Center Many have 
come in thinking they are automati­
cally enrolled in an insurance plan 
They aren t  Only Medicaid recipients

were switched over to a Medicare pre­
scription drug plan after Medicaid no 
longer provided coverage All other 
Medicare benefiaanes must apply

“For some people its  great,” said 
Sweder “Just like anythmg new it will 
take a while to shake out The basic 
premise is wonderful

‘One of the problems is that 
Medicare gives all of the information 
verbally (when they call) I f  they can’t  
hear or see well, or have to go to the 
bathroom frequently, it’s difficult for 
them  to apply”

“It’s been pretty rough,” said Cam e 
Nicholson, Medicare Medicaid Assistance 
Program coordinator at Agency ifi which 
received 500 to 600 calls a day at the 
office in Southfield in December “There 
was a lot of miscommunication between 
Medicare, Social Secunly and insurance 
plans Seniors are not getting «iroUment 
information in a timely m anner or not at 
all Prescnptions aren t  gettmg paid for 
and It’s not gettmg any better Enrollment 
ends May 15 Hopefully by July o r August 
the federal government W l have bettCT̂  
communication with insurance plan^* 

Until then Nicholson has a  few tips for 
seniors Don’t  wait to enroll Even though 
coverage is effective the first o f the month 
after enrollment, information takes one or 
two days to  process and confirmation a 
couple of weeks so a senior might have to 
pay for drugs themselves 

‘ If  they think they qualify for extra help, 
call Soci^ Security (1-800-772-1213 or 
visit WWW ssa gov) nght away,” said 
Nicholson “Again, it s better to call the 
beginning of the month and keep informa­
tion and confirmation numbers m  a safe 
place They won’t  be able to get their pre­
scriptions unless they have enrollment 
confirmation and billing information for 
the pharmacist Just like when you go to 
the doctor, you have to bnng  your insur­
ance card Even if they don’t  have plastic 
card you can show them the letter ’

Ysu can develop a similar attitude to laboratory appointments In tiie treatment of arthritis 
a number of drugs such as methotretate immuran Arara and Enbrel can cause side effects 
to tiie blood liver and kidneys Your doctor orders laboratory wodt monthly to monitor these 
possible effects After montiis of normal results you may believe that the medicines wont 
effect you and there is no need to keep coming to the doctor s office just to show you are 
still normal

That view is incorrect It is necessary for your doctor to see you periodically to assure that 
you still need the same medicines in the same dc«es that your are taking now He has to 
speak to you to contirm that your health and otiier medications haven t changed in a manner 
to affect what he is prescribing for you

You need to continue to keep your laboratory appointments as the side effects of the 
medications may occur at any time Also changes can happen in your body or from the 
interaction of other medicines so that formally harmless drugs become toxic Obtaining the 
laboratory work regulaily is the best protection against such possibilities

Sellers may deade that they 
don’t  want to make repairs and 
offer you a  repair allowance 
This way you can decide to fix 
it the way you want This 
could be an  advantage if it 
involves carpeting or some­
thing decorative It gives you 
the power to  decide for your­

Usually what happens is that

money from the seller is put 
aside and given to the title 
company to be held m  an 
escrow account You then 
make the repairs, pay for 
them , give the receipts to  the 
title company and you are 
reimbursed 

The homeowners may 
decide not to  negotiate about 
an  issue This often occurs 
when It's an expensive prob­
lem to  fix For example, the 
inspector m i ^ t  find there is a 
problem with the foundation 
which would cost mega bucks 
to fix The seller can decide 
that he isn t  going to  give on 
this issue You then need to 
make a decision You need to 
ask yourself whether its worth

losing th is house because o f 
this issue Only you c ^  make 
that decision If it’s something 
small you may decide th a t you 
will repair i t  yourself 

W hen it comes to bujnng a  
house remember th a t sdmost 
everything is negotiable, as 
long as It's in the purchase 
agreem ent If  an issue is 
im portant to  you make sure 
tha t it's indicated there

Chances are you created a 
project budget for your remod­
eling or construction project

But chances are ju st as good 
that you neglected to tack on 
an extra line item for added 
insurance

Your standard homeowners 
polity probably w'on’t  cover 
every aspect of the project 
Most home insurance is 
intended to protect what’s 
already there, not what you 
plan to add, improve or reno­
vate

Lost, damaged or stolen 
materials will need to be 
replaced

If  you don’t  take adequate 
security precautions, portions 
o f a  standard policy may be 
void

If a worker, neighbor or 
passerby is injured because of 
some lapse m  the process that 
could be linked to you, you 
could be on the wrong end of a 
legal skirmish

I t will be worth your time to 
mvite your insurance agent for 
an  informal discussion or 
walk-through of your project 
intentions

'The agent will be able to sug­
gest nders to existing policies 
tha t won’t  cost an arm and a 
leg The nders will be for the 
term  of the project itself

Enc Goldberg, assoaate gen­
eral Counsel of the Amencan 
Insurance Association, says not 
enough homeowners bother to 
read existing policies to find 
what is covered, nor do they 
talk their plans over with their 
agent, who can recommend 
how to fill any gaps in cover­
age

Groldberg says homeowners 
should chiefly be concerned 
about liability For example, if 
any portion of your project 
would fall over or oflierwise 
cause damage to neighbonng 
property, you could be liable 
for repairs

Suggestions can range from 
roping off excavation holes to 
secure off-site storage of mate- 
nals and appliances

If  you live elsewhere during 
the renovation period, it may 
be recommended you hire a

documentation, too.

dnve-by security service to 
check on the work site dunng 
evening hours 

It will be advantageous to 
document all matenals, safety 
measures and other insurance- 
related steps you take Should 
an unfortunate event occur, 
you’ll need such paperwork 
and pelhaps photographic or 
video documentation 

So w hatcanyou expect to 
pay for this protection’ 
According to several insurance 
sources, the cost will vary by 
the size and scope of the proj­
ect

Since the coverage is of limit­
ed duration, the cost of added 
coverage could be as little as an 
additional $200 to  a high of 
roughly $750

Location or isolation of your 
home, availability of street 
lighting and nearby neighbors 
who can keep an eye open for 
events are also variables 

On top of liability and theft 
coverage is a bump in total cov­
erage for your home 

“With the way real estate 
prices are going, if the 
improvement increases the 
overall value of your home, 
you U need to be covered,” 
Goldberg said

It can be particularly unfor­
tunate if the house is damaged 
by fire or storms and you won’t  
receive enough insurance pro­
ceeds to rebuild 

Portions of the project will 
be covered by the policies of 
your contractor and subcon­
tractors Sit down with your 
general contractor for their two 
cents on insurance issues 

In any event, insist on view­
ing onginal copies of insurance 
pohaes Contractors should 
have policies for immediate 
display Don’t  accept photo 
copies, as these are easily 
altered

All subcontractors should 
have onginal insurance docu­
mentation, too

Sion system that uses tailing arms and multiple 
links to control wheel geometry All four wheels 
are controlled by coil spnngs and fade-resistant 
gas charged dampers, and stabilizer bars are part 
of each axle’s system Power-assisted rack-and- 
pimon steenng is standard, and with a  35 4-foot 
turning circle (curb to curb) the Ihcson is easy to 
maneuver in parking lots and during U-turns 

Inside is where the Ihcson shows its value 
There a lot of standard features m the Tucson In 
fact, the only options you can order for the 
Limited are electronically controlled four-wheel 
drive and a  power tilt-and-shde sunroof Keyless 
entry with alarm, automatic climate control sys­
tem, power doors, windows and locks, cruise con­
trol, and power, heated mirrors are all included 
The standard audio system is a  200-watt 
AM/FM/cassette system with a  six-disc CD chang­
er and a subwoofer included The sound is very 
good, although the tuner is a little weak

The standard leather seats can be heated and 
are comfortable vath good support The dash and 
controls are logical and well laid out There’s plen

Hyundai is puttifig a  lot of focus on the safety ' 
aspect of the T\icson, and it does have some good-^ 
safety features Anti-lock brakes are standard, 
why they’re not standard on every vehicle I have ^  
no idea All l\icson tnm  levels also have 
Electronic Stability Control (ESC) that includes 
traction control ESC compares the dnver’s ^  
intended course (based on steering and braking 
inputs) with the vehicle s response (based on lat— 
era] acceleration, yaw, and individual wheel 
speeds) ESC then brakes individual front or rear J  
wheels and/or reduces engine power as needed to^ 
help correct understeer or oversteer In addition^ 
to the standard front air bags, the Ihcson comes ^ 
with side-impact and side curtain airbags
