aty commission broadcasts easier to 
hear and see Software and computer 
upgrades also make up a large por­
tion of the proposed spendmg ’

Part of the computer upgrades 
include replacement software for 
the Parks and Recreation 
Department because the current 
s o ^ a r e  is no longer serviceable 

“With the reduction of sta^ die 
new software will allow us to do 
more with technology We oiuld offer 
services to community groups and 
not affect our own stsd^ said Steven 
Anderson, assistant parks and recre­
ation director “The improved soft­
ware would allow for greater service 
to partiapants of our qxirts pro­
grams, with onlme registration and 
effective foahty scheduling ” 

Anderson said the Plymouth 
Recreation Department plans to 
jomtiy purchase and use the soft­
ware with the Northville Parl^ 
and Recreation Department 

Smcock said the bond would also 
contain m o n ^  for security cameras 
m and around I^ U o ^  Park,

mcluding at the public restrooms,

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Ficano sees light amid economic gioom

Despite gloomy economic 
news in Michigan, folks in 
Wayne County should look 
ahead to change and progress, 
not in the rearview mirror 

That s what Bob Ficano, the 
county executive, told senior 
atizens at a  luncheon meeting 
of the Redford Senior Club 

Ficano acknowledged tough 
times m the region, which is 
heavily dependent on the trou­
bled domestic automobile 
industry But hand-vmngmg 
doesn’t  help, he said

I’m  getting a little bit tired 
of the pessimism that says we 
can’t  get out of it,” Ficano said 

“Many times before we have 
faced these challenges m  this 
area,” he added As an exam­
ple, he cited Detroit’s long-ago 
status as a fur-trading capitd, 
something that was left behind 
when the economy changed

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Humane Society offers $20,000 
reward in dog killing case

The Humane Society of 
Huron Valley is offering a 
$20,000 reward for infor­
mation leading to the arrest 
and conviction of whomever 
is responsible for killing, 
decapitating and dumping 
several dogs m  Superior 
Township

On March 16, a  female 
Rottweiler was found bound 
by her feet with duct tape 
and decapitated By March 
27 three other decapitated 
dogs, including another 
Rottweiler, a Temer, and a 
Lab mix, and five other dead 
dogs that appear to be 
Imked to the case, had been 
found All of the dogs were 
found in close proximity to 
each other m Supenor 
Tovmship Tb date, there has 
not been a match o f pet 
owners to these dogs

The issue of trapping and 
illegal dumping of wild ani­
mals, initially thought to  be 
related to this case, is being 
separated out and handled 
by the Department of 
Natural Resources

“We believe this is a very 
serious case o f animal cruel­
ty,” said Juhe Curtis, cruelly 
investigator for the Humane 
Soaely of Huron Valley 
“We’ve received well over 
300 tips We are working 
intensively with die detec­
tive from the Washtenaw 
County Sheriff’s 
Department and the 
Department of Natural 
Resources to get this case 
solved as quickly as possi­
b le”

“We are deeply touched by 
the outpounng of support 
shown for the pain and suf­

fering o f these animals and 
the work o f HSHV to stop 
the person or persons 
responsible,” HSHV execu­
tive director Tanya 
Hilgendorf said ‘Although 
this has been a very disturb­
ing case for the local com­
munity, neighbors may be 
comforted to know that we 
are getting calls of support 
and encouragement from 
across the country”

Last week, actress/come- 
dian Brett Butler offered to 
do a Public Service 
Announcement on animal 
cruelty and the Dons Day 
Animal Foundation donated 
$2,500 to  the investigation

Humane Society of Huron 
Valley officials are also 
reminding the community 
tha t animal cruelty is com­
mon Abuse and torture of 
innocent animals, dog fight­
ing, animal neglect and 
abandonment is a daily 
occurrence HSHV has 
done more than 1,300 
investigations of animal cru­
elty m  Washtenaw County 
over the last five yeai s, and 
helps almost 9,000 animals 
in its shelter each year, 
many of which have been 
abandoned, abused and 
neglected

“There is a well-estab­
lished Imk between animal 
violence and hum an vio­
lence Animal cruelty IS 
often an indicator of current 
or future cnmmal and vio­
lent behavior,” Hilgendorf 
said

While dnving through Hines Drive recently, I 
looked in my rear-view mirror at the car - ^ t  
was tailgating me, and saw the angry face of 

the driver On the shoulder were bicyclists and

Part of the reason is that sometimes I’m the
cyclist on the shoulder, and also,
I was once ticketed by a Wayne 
County Shenff’s deputy on Hines 

^  for speeding The deputy basical-
*  - ly told me I could go 45, bu t not

Hines Drive has its roots in the 

early 1920s when Amencans 
were taking to the road in great 
numbers, and a dnve through 
the countryside along the Rouge 
River m a new Model T Ford was 

considered a Sunday outing Hines served its 
purpose very well at the time, when there weren’t  
as many people or cars

But these days, Hines isn’t  a country road, it’s a 
freeway used by commuters going to and from 
work Driving it isn’t  a leisurely pastime, it’s a 
tense commute in the mornings and evenings 

Because of that, it’s time to look at closing por­
tions of Hines Portions of it could be closed, and 
turnarounds established That wouldn’t be much 
of a shock to drivers who know that when i t  rams 
too much, Hines is closed due to flooding 

A Hines Dnve with restncted access would be 
more open to physical activities, and goodness 
knows we need diat in a nation that s becoming 
the fattest m the world Also, by simply getting 
out of the car and walking, running or buyding, 
we become more aware of our natural surround­
ings Also, in an area so dominated by the auto 
industry, it would be nice to have one spot where 
you could get away from them  for a while 

Another aspect of restncting access to Hines is 
environment^ Erosion is one of the worst ene­
mies of the river, and restoration o f its banks is 
crucial to the river’s overall health There are also 
plenty of community resources, such as the 
Fnends of the Rouge and TVout Unlimited that 
have experience in stream restoration 

Recently, I was biking through Hines when it 
was closed by flooding, and realized that the 
places where the flooding took place were ones 
that should be closed because they form natural 
wetlands, which are in need of restoration in our 
nation

This isn’t  to say that all the asphalt should be 
torn up Hines Park is a tremendous recreational 
resource for residents of Wayne County, with 
great picnic spots and athletic fields which 
should be accessible to the public A senes of 
dead ends and improved parking lots, could 
improve access to such facilities, and cut down 
on traffic They would be safer for children 

Also we need to change the way we look at

parks Grassy areas are deserts tha t ram water 
run off uses as a speedway Native plants should 
be restored to those areas because deep-rooted 
foliage absorbs more water run off than does 
grass, and cuts down on erosion into the nver 
Wayne County is already doing tha t by establish­
ing more no-cut areas, where grass lands will be 
established It’s also a cost saving for Wayne 
County

It would be nice to see a  few acres of the park 
restored to the way it looked 200 years ago For 
example, groups such as the National Wildlife 
Federation and others aggressively work to lever­
age federal and state funds to restore and natu- 
rdize degraded nverbanks It would be nice to 
see a few acres of the park restored to the way it 
looked 200 years ago There is money for su(ffi 
programs "Ilie National Wildlife Federation has 
programs to  restore nverbanks that use federal 
money

Restricting vehicle traffic along Hines would 
also put us more in touch with the way parks 
around the nation are now used There has been 
a  long-simmenng debate m  the Upper Peninsula 
at the Pictured Rocks National Lakeshore where 
occasionally a proposal is pushed to straighten 
and pave a rough gravel road that serves the 
park.

So far the paving proposal hasn’t  gone any­
where because outdoor enthusiasts think such a 
project would spoil the expenence and simply 
put more cars on the road traveling at faster 
speeds

Less auto access to Hines could also have an 
economic benefit to Wayne County There would 
be less need for traffic enforcement, and road 
maintenance That money could go to restoring 
natural areas or other park improvements, 
instead of being paid to deputies nabbing speed­
ers or guys plowing snow

Hines Dnve was conceived dunng an era when 
it was truly an adventure to  get out of your 
neighborhood for the day and drive to the banks 
of a nver Overworked factory workers and their 
families could enjoy nature l^ e  the more well-to- 
do But now It’s time for the road to  evolve and 
serw  the function of getting us out of our cars to 
move around and work off our fast food lunches 
We also need to turn  off our engines to help with 
the nsmg cost o f gas and global warming

It’s time to  re-thmk the uses for Hines Dnve 
We should picture a park where nature, and 
pathways hold sway, not the auto There are cer­
tainly enough roads in western Wayne County to 
handle the traffic We don’t  need to  use Hines as 
another freeway

What the United States has 
going for It in Afghanistan is 
what It lacks m Iraq, Michigan 
U S Sen Carl Levin told a 
gathering as part of a free­
wheeling speech Ihesday at 
Oakland University 

Levin spoke to approximate­
ly 300 students, faculfy and 
Oakland County residents on a 
swing through Michigan 

After being introduced, the 
senator brought the crowd up 
to speed on the situation m  ffie 
Middle East, particularly ongo­
ing military operations in Iraq 
and Afghanistan, both of 
which he visited recently 

“Tm optimistic about 
Afghanistan,” he said 
“Obviously, we have great chal­
lenges there, but there are 
things (there) we don’t  have m 
Iraq”

L ^ n  said the U S has allies 
in Afghanistan m  the form of 
UN troths, which include a 
Muslim force from neighbor­
ing Thrkey The entire opera­
tion there is on the verge of 
being timiedovqn toNA^O 
forces ^

‘There are tribal differences, 
but those have been overcome,” 
he said “They’ve been sub­
sumed into the Afghan army” 

That’s one of the differences 
between th a t country and Iraq, 
where the senator is less thm t 
optimistic about thfe nation’s 
in terest there. He said the 
absence of international sup­
port, the underlying tension of 
disparate religious groups and 
mistakes m ade in the after- 
math of ffie ii^vasion of Iraq 
make it a very different opera­
tion

lessly and recklessly, to diS-

band the Iraqi army was a mis­
take,” Levin said “The army, 
not the elite Republican 
Guard, had the support of

W hether one supports the 
invasion of Iraq or not, he said, 
i§ no longer the question What 
fe at issuerls how lhe U S maxi­
mizes the chances of success 
Success, he said, will have to be 
political rather than military 

“The statement from the 
admimstration is that we’ll be 
there until we’re not needed 
Based on that, we’II be there 
forever,” Levin said “They have 
to  promptly pu t together a 
unify government We are not 
going to  be there for an unlim­
ited penod of time ”

In reference to  tensions with 
Iran, he said even the discus­
sion of a  nuclear option was 
“hare-brained” and a tactic 
that could only play into the 
hands o f religious extremists

Like all parents, Staci and Steve 
Bockmann expected their son to talk by a 
certain age When Blake contmued to babble 
at 21 /2  iheir concern turned to shock when 
the diagnosis came back as autism 

Rather than sit and grieve, S taa  and Steve 
sought effective therapies early on Today 
they not only have great expectations for 
Blake, an 8-year-old student in a main­
stream first-grade classroom in Canton, but 
for children with special needs ranging from 
ADD/ADHD (attention deficit disorders) to 
behavioral problems, speech and reading dif­
ficulties, sensory overload, and autism Their 
Great Expectations learning center allows 
parents to choose from a variety o f programs 
aimed at overcoming the challenges to their 
children’s development 

“There are so many different therapies,”

Blake Bockmann and his mother, Staci, demonstrate the 
STEP (Sensory Training and Education) program available 
at Great Expectations learning center in Livonia.

said Steve Bockmann “It took about 21 /2  
years of research When he was about 4 we 
thought, what if there was one place to  go to 
choose from therapies’  We offer everything 
from speech and occupational therapies to 
sensory therapy, Bram IVam, SoundSmart, 
and Play Attention which is like playing a 
gam e”

Corey Monroe uses a Play Attention hel­
m et to control images on the screen and in 
so doing strengthens his focusing skills The

John Glenn High School junior was having 
problems witii reading until enrolling a t the 
center in  Livonia, Three sensors inside the 
helmet track the 17-year-old Westland stu­
dent’s attention span as he controls the 
screen wath his mind

IMPROVEMENTS
Monroe first went through the STEP 

(Sensory Training and Education) program 
which uses music, light and movement to 
improve sensory and cognitive processing 
before using Reading Plus When a  student 
wears a  pair of computenzed eyeglasses for 
reading, the software program is able to  fol­
low his or her eyes The information allows 
an evaluator to assess the reading level and 
then customize a program for the child

“I hked them  all,” said Monroe “The light 
(STEP program) is fim because I don’t  have 
to do anything Play Attention helps me pay 
attention more With Reading Plus I’m  read­
ing faster and can understand what I’m  read­
ing better ’

Holly Sutherland, a  12-year-old student at 
Marshall Middle School in Westland, has 
noticed improvement as well since working 
on Reading Plus

“I was havmg problems with readmg,” said 
Sutherland “Now I can stay focused I’m 
readmg better”

WAY TO LEARN
“I taught World War II with 

souvenir stamp sheets that 
show the Arizona sunk on the 
bottom o f the ocean, the 
memorial Since then several of 
my students have gone to 
Hawaii and sent back post­
cards or pictures of that Other 
sheets showed before and after 
the bombing They saw the 
footage o f this on tape, but 
when they could hold the pic­
ture in their hands it made 
more sense ’

Cousmo is a wealth of infor­
mation when It comes to the 
history of postage stamps The 
first was issued in 1840 under 
Queen Victoria m Great 
Bntain The first U S stamp 
came out in 1847

The Penny Black was black 
and cost a penny before then 
the postmaster at the town a 
letter was sent to took it to the 
person and collected postage 
Then it went to a prepaid you 
had to cut out yourself and put 
glue on them

In addition to learning about 
history, those attending the 
show can view the art known 
as Cachet, the creative designs 
on envelopes or covers that 
carry new postage stamps and 
the First Day of Issue cancella­
tion applied by the U S Postal 
Service Cousmo is co-chair of

Like Cousmo, Joe Picard 
began collecting stamps as a 
kid The Canton man is now

Andrew Mazzara expects a 
variety of stamps to be for sale 
at the Plymouth show for 
which he is chair Mazzara 
recently retired as president of 
Henry Ford Community 
College and is living proof that 
collectors come from all walks 
of life The Dearborn resident 
specializes in stamps of Italy 
because his parents immigrat­
ed from Italy His first stamps 
were taken from the letters of 
relatives when he was a child 
That s why he s especially excit­

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Statistics have changed for 
the better since Dr Veronica 
Schimp began treating ovarian 
cancer patients at Karmanos 
Cancer Institute six years ago 
Back then, 75 percent of women 
died from the disease Today, 40 
percent survive

That message of hope is one 
the gynecologic oncologist plans 
to p ^ s  on to those attending 
Celebrating Survivors, the first 
ovarian cancer conference pre­
sented by Karmanos 8 a m to 
12 30 p ip Saturday, April 29, 
at Compuware Headquarters, 
One Campus Martms, Detroit

Schimp IS especially encour­
aged by the advances in treat­
ment Previously, patients 
underwent surgery and stan­
dard chemotherapy Today, 
oncologists are using a combi­
nation of approaches with sur­
gery One merges traditional 
intravenous chemotherapy with 
a method that inserts a catheter 
into the abdominal wall to soak 
the area with chemotherapy 
Another therapy, anti-angioge- 
ms, inhibits tumors from r a c ­
ing new blood vessels thus lim­
iting their ability to grow

RAYS OF HOPE
Ongoing studies offer hope as 

well Recently, researchers at 
the University of Michigan 
reported early success using 
ginger to kill ovarian cancer 
cells The work is still prelimi- 
naty but shows progress is 
being made in fighting the dis­
ease

“The diagnosis doesnt mean 
they should stop living and 
existing We want them to 
maintain a normal life and do 
what we can to eradicate their 
disease,” said Schimp, a D O 
and member of the Vhyne State 
Umversity faculty We are cer 
tamly making some great 
strides

In addition to celebrating the 
spirit, determination and 
accomplishments of ovarian 
cancer patients, the educational 
forum teaches women to recog­
nize symptoms of the disease 
such as persistent nausea or 
bloating, abdominal or pelvic 
pam, decreased appetite, consti­
pation, and the feehng of full­
ness even after a light meal

Along with Schimp, Judy 
Hartwell, district director, office 
of US Rep Sander Levin, dis­
cusses Johanna’s Law which 
would create a federal campaign 
to increase awareness about the 
importance of early detection 
Johanna Silver (Jordon, a 
Southfield teacher and West 
Bloomfield resident, died of 
ovarian cancer

Concluding the conference is 
humonst Carol Green, an occu­

pational therapist whose moth­
er died of ovanan cancer Green 
talks about the importance of 
laughter when faang the dis­
ease

“When they leave I want the 
ladies to feel empowered, to 
realize that’s all any of us have is 
today,’ said Sharon Cure, direc­
tor of patient and family sup­
port services at Karmanos Cure 
is org^izing the conference 
‘They are pnm e examples of 
how to live the new normal 
Thej' continue to make a differ­
ence m the lives of so many peo­
ple through their determma- 
tion, energies, and desire to 
leave a mark on soaety’

Sharon Elster and two of her 
sisters are doing their part to 
help others feven though they 
don’t  have ovanan cancer

PREVENTION
At Karmanos, researchers are 

working not only to find new 
ways to treat ovanan cancer but 
prevent it by asking women to 
paitiapate m  studies Elster 
and two of her five sisters decid­
ed to volunteer because of their 
familyhistory Their mother 
died of ovanan cancer in 1988 
then in October 2004 their sis­
ter, Leigh Laukka, was diag­
nosed with the disease shortly 
before her 40th birthday

Elster and her two sisters are 
part of the GOG (Gynecolo^c 
Onccdogy Group) ovanan can­
cer prevention study that is fol­
lowing women who are at 
increased genetic nsk Elster is 
choosing to have a hysterectomy 
to avoid the cancer Her sisters, 
Mary Akins ofNorthviIIe 
Township and Lois Dababneh of 
Bedford, decided to be screened 
every three months instead

“I havethree daughters and 
right now all I can do is tell 
them to go to  their doctors,” 
said Elster of Farmington 
“Hopefully, the study will give 
their doctors more informa­
tion I want to do whatever I 
can Right now theres no sure 
way to find ovarian cancer, and 
I didn’t  know that my son is 
also at an increased risk of can­
cer, prostate cancer Since 
going through genetics testing 
I have become a font of knowl­
edge

The U S Food and Drug Administration (FDA) and 
the Centere for Disease Control and Prevention 
(CDC) are alerting health care professionals and their 
patients who wear soft contact lenses to an increasing 
number of reports in the U S of rare but serious fun­
gal infections m the eye that can cause permanent 
loss of sight Some patients have reported a signifi­
cant loss of vision, resulting in the need for a corneal 
transplant

A fimgus called Fusanum has been identified as the 
cause of the reported infections As of Apnl 9,109 
cases of suspected Fusanum keratitis are under inves­
tigation by CDC and public health authonties m  17 
states

“This is a senous infection and soft contact lens 
users should be mindful of the potential to develop 
this problem,” said Dr Darnel Sdiultz, director of the 
FDAs Center for Devices and Radiological Health 
“We're advising consumers to practice good basic 
h j^ e n e  and follow manufacturers’ instructions for 
proper use, cleaning and storage o f their lenses, and 
report any signs o f infection to  their doctors ”

Clmiaans who evaluate patients with microbial 
keratitis should consider that a fungal infection may 
be involved and refer the patient to an ophthalmolo­
gist, if appropriate to obtain a specimen for laboratory 
analysis In addition, the FDA and CDC are urgently 
advising consumers to take precautions to prevent 
contamination of the soft lenses and the products 
used to maintain them  These preventive practices for 
contact lens wearers include washing hands with soap 
and water, and dry (lint-free method) before handling 
lenses Wear and replace lenses according to the 
schedule prescnbed by the doctor

Follow the specific lens cleaning and storage ^ id ^ ^

lines from the doctor and the solution manufacturer 
Keep the contact lens case clean and replace every 3- 
6 months

Remove the lenses and consult your doctor imme­
diately if you experience symptoms such as redness, 
pain, tearing, increased light sensitivity, blurry 
vision, discharge or swelling

In addition, regardless of which cleanmg/dismfect 
ing solution used, wearers may want to consider per­
forming a rub and nnse lens cleaning method, rather 
than a no rub method, m  order to minimize the num­
ber of germs and reduce the chances of infection

O f the 30 patient cases fiilly investigated so far, 28 
wore soft contact lenses and two reported no contact 
lens use Twenty-six of the soft contact lens users 
who remembered which solution they used dunng 
the m onth prior to the infection onset reported using 
a Bausch & Lomb ReNu brand contact lens solution 
or a generic brand  manufactured by the same com­
pany Five case-patients reported using other solu­
tions in addition to  the ReNu brand, and 9 patients 
reported wearing contact lenses overnight, a  known 
nsk factor for microbial keratitis

“It IS im portant to note tha t some of the affected 
patients had used other solutions in addition to the 
ReNu brand, and that the source of this fungus has 
not yet been identified But we’re working CDC 
and Bausch & Lomb, and we’re investigating other 
possible causes to prevent these infections,’ Schultz 
added

Bausch and Lomb has informed the FDA that t h ^  
are voluntarily stopping shipment of the ReNu 
Moisture Loc product ftom the U  S plant while they 
are continuing to  investigate the cause of these mfec- 
tipns

Clusters of Fusanum  keratitis were reported 
among contact lens users in Asia beginning in 
November 2005 In February 2006, Bausch &
Lomb voluntarily suspended sales o f its ReNu mul­
tipurpose solutions in Singapore and Hong Kong 
after multiple reports of the  infection am ong con­
tact lens users there

On Thursday, Bausch & Lomb chairm an Ron 
Zarrella released a statem ent saying the company 
recommends tha t contact lens wearers “discontinue 
using ReNu with MoistureLoc for the tim e being 
and switch to another product such as ReNu ^
MultiPlus which has been relied on by contact lens  ̂
wearers for years, the original ReNu Multi-Purpos^ 
solution, or to another respected brand  ”

Business Bureau

Some people buy an SUV to tow their boat, haul cargo, or 
to go off-roadmg If that’s what you’re looking for in an SUV, 
nmybe the Mercedes-Benz ML500 isn t  really what you’re 
looking for Not that the ML500 can’t  handle those things -  
it has several features designed for better off-road perform­
ance It s just that It looks so good and drives no nicely that 
you might feel guilty dnvmg through a muddy stream On 
second thought, though, it would look good with a boat 
trailing behind After all, what says “I have money” more 
than a Benz towing a boat’
The ML500 is Mercedes flagship luxury” SUV Its bigger 

and wider than its predecessor -  almost six inches longer 
and three inches wider with a wheelbase thats almost four 
inches longer than before Its new lines are sharper and 
more ̂ gressive-looking, njore of a wedge shape than previ­
ous versions I like the headlamp design and the way the 
whole front fascia comes together The distinctive Mercedes 
gnlle IS there complete with the famous logo Front and rear 
fog lamps are standard, as are roof rails and 18” wheels
Inside, the ML500 is luxunous and roomy, with lots of 

standard features, although some features you d think would 
be standard are part of an odd option pacl^ge, the “comfort 
package” includes 10-way memory seats, auto-dimmn^ 
power foldi^puisl^ mirrors, power steering column and a 
'gSrgo e o W /^ ^ ^ ^ m o s t $1500, there’s nothing in that 
pat^age I can’t  live without, but maybe thats just me
Lets talk about what the ML500 does have standard 

Cruise control, automatic dual-zone climate control, steer­
ing wheel controls for the audio system and message center, 
eight-way power leather seats (heated), power windows and 
locks, and four 12-volt power outlets The standard audio 
system is a AM/FM/weatherband/CD system that provides 
laller sound You can add an option^-kit that will ^low you 
to connect an iPod or other mp3 device directly to the sound 
system and control it from the steering wheel (how I wish 
the test vehicle came with that feature) You can also add a 
six-disc changer and satellite radio if you like (and have 
some extra money to bum)

Speaking of available 
options you can add a 
DVD navigation a s ­
tern to the ML500, 
but I’m not loving the 
one I had in the test
vehicle It was difficult to figure out, and I couldn t get the 
audio turn prompts to come through the speakers as they 
should have Oh sure, I could have read the manual, but 
why should I have to’ The buttons and menus should be 
fairly obvious -  particularly to someone like me who dnves 
a lot of different cars on a regular basis Other manufactur­
ers seem to do this particular feature better Having said 
that, the maps were pretty and seemed to be accurate 
There’s plenty of room in the ML5O0, for both people and 

cargo The rear seats fold down to provide up to 72 cubic 
feet of cargo space The seate are comfortable and provide 
good support The cabin is luxunous and nice to look at 
The mstmment cluster is well-designed and, except for the 
audio controls, is well laid out Finding a radio station can 
be tedious, particularly in an unfamiliar area while using the 
navigation system There’s no shifter m the center console,
