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Gibraltar cops 
investigating 
campaign flap

Gibraltar police are investi­
gating whether a campaign 
employee of Sen. Bruce 
Patterson (R-Canton 
Township) illegally removed 
signs of Democratic chal­
lenger Mark Slavens on 
Sunday. 

Police are also investigat­
ing alleged confrontations by 
Patterson with a Gibraltar 
woman and her boyfriend 
that reportedly ensued. 

The parties involved agree 
there were shouting matches 
and foul language involved. 
But that's where the similari­
ties end. How many encoun­
ters and who started them is 
a matter of contention, which 
Gibraltar Police Chief Lehr is 
attempting to sort out. 

According to 27-year-old 
Amy Brittain of Gibraltar, 
and her 32-year-old 
boyfriend Steve Sorge of 
Maumee, Ohio, the couple 
was on their way to lunch 
when they noticed a man 
removing Slavens' signs near 
West Jefferson at Gibraltar 
roads. 

"When I confronted him, 
he dropped the signs and 
ran," Brittain said. "About a 
half-mile down the road, we 
saw a green van with the 
same kid who was taking 
down the Slavens signs. We 
drove up, Patterson got out of 
the vehicle and came over to 
the passenger side of the 
truck and leaned inside, 
screaming at me, calling me a 
'dumbb—.'" , 

The pair say they drove off, 
and pulled into a nearby sub­
division. A few moments 
later, Brittain said Patterson's 
van pulled in front of their 
truck, keeping it from driving 
away, with Patterson once 
again getting out. 

"He repeated 'dumb b — ' 
more times than I can 
remember," Brittain said. 
"And, he tried to bait my 
boyfriend, saying, Are you 
the big man trying to protect 
the little girl?'" 

Sorge said he told Brittain 
three times to get into the 
truck so they could leave. 

"This guy just scared me," 
Sorge said. "She's a small girl, 
and I thought he was going 
to kill her. I slammed the 
truck into reverse and got out 
ofthere." 

Patterson — whose version 
is much different — said he 
was rilling the gas tank of his 
rented van while his cam­
paign aid went inside the 
convenience store when he 
heard a woman screaming.

Local fans burn with Tiger World Series fever

With base runners on first and second and two 
out in the bottom of the ninth and Magglio Ordonez 
up to bat, Jim Vermeulen on Saturday had his sights 
on the possible game-winning hit that would propel 
the Detroit Tigers into the World Series for the first 
time since 1984. 

"I had my digital camera and I said to myself, I 'm 
going to get a picture of the game-winning hit,'" 
remembered Vermeulen of Plymouth Township, 
who had fourth-row seats along the left field line. 
"The fans were swinging their white towels, and 
when Magglio hit the ball, I didn't even see the 
actual swing. I heard the crack (of the bat) and the 
crowd go crazy. I looked to left field and the ball was 
going into the stands. The whole place erupted. 

"It was pretty awesome, like a dream come true," 
said Vermeulen, a funeral director. "I just hope we 
can finish and take care of business," 

Vermeulen said he's had season tickets to 
Comerica Park since 2000, the year the new stadium 
opened, and has been to every playoff game thus far. 

"Every family member I know — brother, sister 
and cousins — keeps telling me, 'Don't forget about 
me,'" he said. "We had 20 people online or on the 
phone trying to snag extra World Series tickets 
(Monday), but we couldn't get any." 

Plymouth Realtor Nancy Baldwin was standing 
and cheering in the left field stands when Ordonez's 
home run came heading toward her. 

"I saw him swing, and it was like slow motion ...

State shuts 
doors on 
care center

While a Canton foster mother faces a felony mur­
der trial in the death of her 2-year-old foster daugh­
ter, the child care center where the girl spent much of 
her time has now been closed amid allegations center 
officials did not report signs of physical abuse. 

State officials Monday ordered Childtime Learning 
Center in Plymouth to close its doors, suspending its 
license and announcing an intent to seek revocation 
as a result of "a recent investigation of a complaint 
regarding the day care center." 

The complaint, made by former Childtime teacher I £ ^ 
Cher Majeske, involved the center's failure to report 
what Majeske said were signs of abuse on 2-year-ol 
Allison Newman. Majeske claims she told her super 
visor, who did not report the abuse to the state. 

Allison Newman died Sept. 22 at Michigan Mott 
Children's Hospital. The Wayne County medical 
examiner ruled the cause of death as head trauma. 
Allison's foster mother, Carol Poole, has been charge 
with felony murder, child abuse and involuntary 
manslaughter in the case. 

State Department of Human Services spokes­
woman Maureen Sorbet wouldn't comment further 
on the state's action, citing the ongoing nature of the 
case. 

"There are a number of reasons for such an action," 
she said of the center's closing. "Generally, it's done to 
protect the children being cared for at the child care 
center." 

State records show the center has had other prob­
lems. An employee was disciplined following a 
January complaint the staff member picked up a 3-
year-old girl by the arm, causing an injury. The center 
was also investigated for having too many children 
being cared for by too few employees. Records show 
corrective action was taken by facility management. 

Childtime officials said they conducted an internal 
investigation into Majeske's claims, but found no evi­
dence to substantiate them. In a statement released 
by Childtime, officials said they are cooperating with 
the state. 

"Childtime is committed to providing a safe envi­
ronment and quality care to all of the children we 
serve," officials said. "The children are our top priori­
ty so we are taking the necessary steps to reopen our 
Plymouth location so that we can continue providing 
the high level of care that our families are accus­
tomed to."

don't take them off private 
property.'" 

Patterson said it was he who * 
drove off, and noticed the couple's 
truck following them. Patterson 
said after the truck pulled up 
alongside his van, Brittain noticed 
the campaign worker. 

"She said,'You SOB, I'm 
going to kick your a~ for steal­
ing those signs,'" Patterson 
said. "I then said, 'He's going to 
file a police report on you for 
assaulting him.' 

"She then said, 'I know who 
you are,, you're Senator 
Patterson,'" relayed Patterson, 
who also said Brittain told 
him, "I 'm going to fix you. I 
work for the state Democrats 
and I'm going to file a report 
on you, you SOB.'" 

As for the alleged confronta­
tion in the subdivision, 
Patterson said, "They're mak­
ing that up. I don't know any­
thing about that." 

Lehr said he's still waiting to 
find out the identity of the 
Patterson worker, who was 
supposed to file a statement 
with Brownstown Township 
police, where the couple 
reported the incident in the 
subdivision. 

"I'm going to ask the city 
attorney if there's anything to 
go on for a charge of larceny," 
Lehr said. "The signs were 
returned, so there was no lar­
ceny in the true sense. 

"Technically, they're some­
one else's property and he 
shouldn't have taken them," 
Lehr added. "The ordinance 
does say there are no signs 
allowed in the public right-of-
way. If someone is to take them 
down, they should be taking all 
the illegal signs down, and 
turning them over to us." 

And, Lehr said, that includes 
Patterson's campaign signs. 

"His are in the right-of-way," 

Lehr said. "I saw one yesterday 
(Tuesday) in the same spot at 
Gibraltar and West Jefferson." 

Brownstown Township Police 
Chief Dan Grant said, "It was a 
verbal confrontation in 
Brownstown, so I don't see any­
thing that rises to criminality." 

Brittain — who admits to 
working with the Michigan 
Democratic Party, but said 
she's mainly volunteered with 
non-partisan judge races — 
said she doesn't even know 
Slavens. 

"If I wasn't for Slavens 
before, I sure as heck am now," 
Brittain said. "He (Patterson) 
got caught doing something he 
wasn't supposed to do and he 
went postal." 

Patterson said negative cam­
paign tactics once again are 
labeling him as an intimidator, 
not surprising considering 
campaign literature by his 
state Senate opponent in 2 0 0 2 

described h im as a bully. 
"I know I'm big and I'm 

loud," Patterson said. "It's easy 
to throw mud, and when it's at 
a big guy you generally don't 
feel obliged to come to his 
defense. When you look at the 
record, I've never been afoul of 
the law." 

Slavens said he ran against 
Patterson partly because of the 
incumbent's behavior. 

"It's really sad he's acting like 
this. Obviously, it's part of the 
reason why I ran," Slavens said. 
"I believe the citizens of the 7th 
Senate District don't deserve 
this type of representation, or 
this type of embarrassment." 

Lehr said he was hoping bet­
ter heads would prevail. 

"I was sort of hoping he 
would write an apology for any 
misunderstandings and she, 
would accept it," Lehr said. "I 
was hoping common sense 
would come into play here."

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Inventor lights up DTE Energy Music 
Theater stage with cardboard box bass

Chris Badynee's Web site simply states that 
his cardboard upright bass rivals in sound quali­
ty with basses that sell for $6,000. 

The Westland man developed and sells the 
Bogdon Box Bass in kit form for $49.95. That's 
right. A bass, made of cardboard, that can be 
plugged in and made electric. Assembly requires 
a screwdriver, hot glue gun, packing tape and a 
knife. "; 

His Bogdon Box Bass is so off-beat it caught 
the eye of a crew member in the Clint Black 
band and suddenly the Dearborn postal worker 
with 18 years seniority was invited backstage at 
DTE Energy Music Theater Oct. 8. He even had 
a couple of minutes onstage after the Dwight 
Yoakum and Clint Black performances. 

Badynee was thrilled to be given a dressing 
room and a chance to joke with members of 
both bands. But, the best part, he said, was 
learning how great his two-string cardboard 
bass sounded with all the equipment on stage.. 

The band members wanted to see if the card­
board box upright bass was real, Badynee, 47, 
said. 

"I jammed my bass as if I were in Carnegie 
Hall as the road crew cheered," he added. 

Always ready with a joke, Badynee said when 
he was backstage with the guys from the Black 
and Yoakum bands he told them that he's a 
mailman at heart who plays music "until I make 
it big in the postal business." 

About his 15 minutes of fame, Badynee said: 
"It's my cardboard box upright bass that's gain­
ing celebrity status. I'm merely the box bass 
valet." 

OUT OF NECESSITY 
He got the idea for the cardboard instrument 

out of necessity. 
"Because I'm stone broke," Badynee said.. 

"Every time I save enough money for a bass, we 
need tires on the car or something for the kids." 

He was in the basement of the home he and 
his wife, Debby, had built three years ago. 

"We still have boxes down there and we have 
all this scrap oak flooring and there was this 
weed whacker twine," he said. "I started to won­
der what would happen if I put that stick with 
that box with that string. I video taped myself 
and posted it on the Web." 

That was last July and he has generated about 
370,000 hits on the Web site since. So, far he's 
filled 18 orders, including one request from Italy. 

"Musicians love it because it's a novelty and 
non-musicians love it, because it's as easy as 
playing the kazoo," Badynee said. "I'm very satis­
fied knowing that I did something original." 

Starting the business making cardboard bass­
es came naturally, he said explaining that he has 
a lawyer, businessman, audio engineer and an 
electrical engineer in the family. 

And making something out of nothing, he

said, isn't unusual for him, either. 
"I grew up in Detroit," Badynee said. "I'm used 

to not having money, but I'm used to having 
everything I want, because I make it" 

After the DTE Energy gig, he got a call from 
"Good Morning America." Badynee and his 
homemade bass was on for about 10 seconds 
earlier this week. 

BRUSHES WITH FAME 
These weren't Badynee's first brushes with 

fame. He was on Star Search, when he was with 
'the band, Skeleton Crew, in the early 1990s 
competing against the preadolescent, Beyonce. 

"We won (that stage of the competition, but 
failed to come in first place) and she cried on 
national television in front of 8 million people," 
Badynee said. "That high point was also my low 
point. But, the cool thing is that Beyonce includ­
ed me in her MTV story about how she became 
famous." 

Badynee also played large venues since 1979 
with different bands, including Cadillac Kidz, 
Dave Gilbert's Homewreckers and the Purple 
Gang. He currently plays with a band he 
describes as "strange," called Bazooka Jones and 
another band, Lemon James, a female Jimmie 
Hendrix. 

"I've played Pine Knob dozens of times," he 
added.

State proposals add to lengthy election ballot

Ballot Proposal 2 will greatly 
restrict affirmative action pro­
grams; Proposal 5 will lock 
educational funding for K-12 
schools — both of these initia­
tives either affect millions of 
people or millions of dollars. 

But there are three other 
ballot initiatives that will 
appear on the Nov. 7 general 
election ballot that will affect 
natural resources budgeting, 
hunting regulation and public 
policy related to private prop­
erty. The latter three don't have 
the high-profile attraction of 
the first two, but their passage 
or rejection will have a definite 
impact on residents all over 
Michigan. 

Proposal 1 asks voters to 
amend the Michigan constitu­
tion to protect Department of 
Natural Resource funds by 
combining them into one fund. 
The fund, protected by its 
enshrinement in the state con­
stitution, would be held invio­
late and could not be raided by 
other state departments during 

budget time. 
On the plus side, when the 

state goes into annual budget­
ing, DNR funds could not be 
used to shore up other state 
departments. On the minus 
side, adding the 1,800-plus 
words to the constitution 
means any changes needed for 
functional purposes, no matter 
how small, necessary or 
urgent, would have to be first s 

approved by statewide referen­
dum. 

DOVE HUNT 
Proposal 3 would allow the 

hunting of mourning doves 
within the state, something 
currently allowed as a pilot 
program. 

A yes vote on the measure 
would change the classification 
of the mourning dove from 
song bird to game bird — 
opening it up to hunting. 
Construction manager Frank 
Rewold, a Rochester-based 
hunter, said the initiative 
would put the state on the 
same regulatory footing as 41 
others.

AAA warns drivers 
'Don't veer for deer' 

With the days getting short­
er and the state's deer herd on 
the move, AAA of Michigan is 
warning drivers to keep an eye 
out for migrating animals. 

That's a natural, but what 
they're asking drivers to do, 
though, may seem counterin­
tuitive. This year, the safety 
message coming from AAA 
and the state is "Don't Veer for 
Deer." 

"Statistics show that most 
motorist deaths and injuries 
occur when drivers swerve to 
avoid hitting the deer and 
strike a fixed object, such as a 
tree or another vehicle," said 
Michigan Deer Crash Coalition 
Chairman Jack Peet. "No one 
wants to see a deer destroyed 
but striking the animal is often 
the safest action." 

In 2004, there were 1,551 
car/deer crashes in Oakland 
County. In 2005, that figure 
rose to 1,704 — a 9-percent 
increase. Statewide, there were 

58,741 incidents where cars 
and deer crossed paths in 
2005. The crash figure is 6 
percent less than the previous 
year, but significant consider­
ing the least impact with a 
deer can represent a $1,000 
loss. 

This year, the MDCC says 
the deer herd will be as large 
as 1.75 million head. Crashes, 
overall, will cost the state as 
much as $130 million in dam­
ages. 

The MDCC estimates that 
more than 17 percent of all 
crashes in the state involve 
deer — nearly half of those 
coming between October and 
December — and in those 
crashes nine people died and 
another 1,700 were injured.

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doves. They reproduce quickly 
and only live a couple of years," 
Rewold said. 

Those favoring the ban 
argue mourning doves are 
popular among bird watchers. 
They argue the doves are at a 
low weight during the hunting 
season and therefore cannot be 
considered a source of food. To 
hunt them, they say, would be 
hunting for hunting's sake at 
best or target practice at worst. 

While he's personally con­
cerned that the opponents of 
the dove hunting initiative are 
using it as a gateway issue to 
ban all hunting in Michigan, 
Rewold said non-hunters can 
get behind the initiative 
because of the impact it will 
have on the state's economy. 

"Hunting and fishing are 
important," he said. "Hunters 
represent $3.3 billion to the 
economy." 

LAND GRAB 
Proposal 4 would amend the 

constitution to further regulate 
the governmental power of 
eminent domain. Eminent 
domain, the ability of the gov­

ernment to take private prop­
erty for the public good, has 
long been inherent to the fed­
eral as well as state and local 
governments. 

The proposal would allow 
eminent domain if it served 
"public necessity of the 
extreme sort;" provide public 
oversight after transfer to a 
private entity, and the property 
is selected based on "facts of 
independent public signifi­
cance," rather than the inter­
ests of the private entity receiv­
ing the property. 

According to Farmington 
Hills Attorney Joel Grand, of 
the law firm of Grand & Grand 
PLLC, Proposal 4 is a reaction 
to situations outside Michigan 
rather than a reaction to some­
thing homegrown. 

"In the 2005 decision oiKelo 
vs. the City of New London, the 
U.S. Supreme Court said it did 
not violate the federal 
Constitution to use eminent 
domain to turn someone's pri­
vate property over to another 
private concern for develop­
ment," Grand said. "Now 
there's an outcry across the 

country to restrict this. Several 
states are looking at it." 

Currently, the Michigan 
Supreme Court, in the ruling 
Wayne County vs. Hathcock, 
has set relatively restrictive 
rules concerning when the 
government can condemn pri­
vate property for development 
use. Most recently, the ruling 
was cited when the city of 
Detroit was condemning and 
consolidating land for the 
development of riverside casi­
nos. 

The problem with Proposal 
4, Grand said, is the last provi­
sion which refers to the 
Hathcock case. 

"If passed, there would be 
language that refers to lan­
guage not in the Constitution," 
he said. "It's not well-written, it 
doesn't add clarity."

Lowe our pick 
for court seat 

Judge Ron Lowe, seeking re-election to the 35th District 
Court in the Nov. 7 general election, is certainly not perfect. 

But we believe he's the right choice over attorney James 
Plakas of Northville to retain the seat he's held the last dozen 
years. 

Lowe has handled more than 40,000 civil and criminal 
cases in his 12 years on the 35th District Court. Before that, 
he spent 12 years in private practice, including time as the 
attorney for the city of Plymouth. 

A resident of the district since 1968, Lowe 
has been instrumental in creating some of the 
35th District Court's most effective programs, 
such as the sobriety court and teen court. The 
sobriety court focuses on substance abuse of 
certain qualifying offenders charged with 
drunken driving. The teen court, a tool used 
by the court's juvenile probation officer, is a 
partnership with Plymouth High School (and 

Ron Lowe being renewed this year with the Northville 
High School) wherein students taking the practical law class 
are taught about the juvenile justice system, sentencing alter­
natives and when they would be appropriate; and how to fill 
the role of teen juror. 

Lowe is willing to look at tough questions, such as whether 
a third judge is still necessary at the court in light of declin­
ing caseload and revenues, and at the court's budget, likewise 
affected by declining revenues and rising costs. 

He's active in the community and either currently serves or 
has served on the boards of most of the major legal associa­
tions. His re-election would continue an institutional memo­
ry that will be severely hampered in two years when long-
serving chief Judge John MacDonald retires. 

Speaking of MacDonald, his concerns about Lowe's ability 
to get along with people and his personality traits should be 
considered. Lowe certainly should take the necessary steps to 
ensure a smooth-running, effective courthouse and not let 
personalities get in the way of doing the job. Most of the 
lawyers from whom we've heard have said Lowe is capable of 
doing just that. 

Plakas brings a solid resume and a broad range of experi­
ence to the table, but Lowe's institutional knowledge and 
experience make him the best choice. His continued pres­
ence would have the greatest impact. Voters should return 
Lowe to the 35th District Court.

We made the 
necessary safety repairs with a majority of 
this money ($800,000).

I hope your reporter does ask 
us why. He will find out that 95 percent of 
our funding comes from the State of 
Michigan and 90 percent of our budget is 
for personnel.

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Candidates for governor 
both playing shell game

illiam Shakespeare's famous lines 
from MacBeth about history being "a 
tale of sound and fury, signifying 

nothing," were written before there was a 
Michigan. 

But the bard could just as well have 
been commenting on the race for gover­
nor between Gov. Jennifer Granholm and 
challenger Dick DeVos. The fact that his 
words apply so well at a time when we 
badly need straight talk and solutions is a 

tragedy in itself. 
Granholm argues the 

terrible state of our econo­
my isn't her fault (quite 
true), blaming instead the 
wrenching restructuring 
and downsizing of the 
automobile industry (also 
true) and President Bush 
(doubtful, but he's an easy 
target). 

DeVos asserts the gover­
nor has done a lousy job of 

fixing Michigan's economy (mostly not 
true, but something he hopes sounds 
good to folks losing their jobs). He claims 
it takes a businessman to solve our eco­
nomic problems (possible, but then why 
do so many businesses fail?). 

Granholm says her 21st Century Jobs 
Plan is the boldest and most comprehen­
sive economic development plan in 
Michigan history (probably true, but it 
likely will take years to show results). 
DeVos says if elected he'll take personal 
charge of Michigan's economic recovery 
(dramatic ... but does he really want 
that?). * 

Yet both candidates are producing little 
more than sound and fury when talking 
about our basic problem: Michigan state 
government is essentially broke. After six 
straight years of budget-cutting, there's 
virtually nothing left to cut. 

And every politician in the state is ter­
rified of even thinking about increasing 
taxes. 

The state still faces a chronic structural 
budget deficit of at least $500 million, 
even after something like $4 billion has 
been cut from state spending over the 
past six years. Tax revenues are not going 
to improve, as they used to do, from an 
upturn in the auto industry. 

And the costs of Medicaid, corrections 
and public employee health care and pen­
sions are going to do nothing but go up. 
But DeVos says taxes are too high. Last 
week, he proposed to cut business taxes 
by a net $950 million. 

He'd endorse last summer's legislative 

repeal of the Single Business Tax, throw 
in a new business tax based essentially on 
corporate profits, and go on to eliminate 
$1.7 billion in personal property taxes. 
Throw into the cauldron the existing 
structural deficit, plus the effects of an 
earned income tax cut adopted last 
month by the Legislature, and you have a 
state budget deficit of nearly $2 billion — 
more than 20 percent of the state's $9-3 
billion general fund. 

That would mean disaster. DeVos has 
repeatedly been asked how he'd manage 
the enormous resulting deficit. He's 
ducked the question every time. This is 
simply irresponsible for somebody run­
ning for the highest office in Michigan. 

Granholm's 2007 budget calls for more 
spending on education and health care. 
Where shell get the money to do so is 
anybody's giiess, but at least she wants 
any tax that might be adopted to succeed 
the now-dead SBT to be revenue-neutral. 

And naturally, she is very carefully stay­
ing away from talking about increasing 
taxes ... because she has to get re-elected. 

And neither candidate is coming any­
where close to addressing the fundamen­
tal fact facing Michigan: If we're going to 
get out of the jam we're in, we are going 
to have to invest in Michigan's compete 
tive resources, which include our univer­
sities, the skills of our workforce and our 
research and development capability. 

But unless we resolve the chronic budg­
et deficit, there simply will not be any 
money available to invest on our future. 

The state has to have the money it 
needs to do the. job that we need it to do. 
Yet bluntly put, neither the Democrats 
nor the Republicans have the courage or 
political will to face this plain fact. 

And until both parties face this reality, 
they will continue to turn off most intelli­
gent voters. Thinking people can easily 
see the terrible and damaging disconnect 
between the campaign rhetoric the candi­
dates are spewing and simple economic 
reality. 

Most people I talk with are simply fed 
up with the kind of shell game both par­
ties are playing. Maybe the politicians 
will change after Nov. 7, when we find out 
who won and who lost. 

But don't hold your breath.

Tragic lesson shouldn't have to be 
repeated before state listens

cg3om Tiderington generally watches the workings of 
I government with a bemused look, a wry smile 
fi crossing his face. 

And why not? The government body for which he 
works is the Plymouth Township Board of Trustees, 
and sometimes the police chief is entitled to the wry-
ness. While being performed by dedicated trustees 
generally only interested in doing their community 
some good, government work can often get pretty silly. 

But it's not a wry smile on Tiderington's face when 
he talks about the Michigan Department of 

Transportation's decision to remove a 
full traffic signal at the intersection of 
Ridge and Ann Arbor roads, simply 
because some traffic manual says it 
must be taken down. 

Tiderington wears a look that is 
part confusion, but larger parts anger 
and frustration. 

"This defies logic," he said simply. 
"Last year alone, there were at least 
six accidents that would have been 
avoided if that light had been there. If 
we can't do something this simple, 

with police and fire and residents and political leaders 
calling for it, that's crazy." 

Residents and leaders in the area have for years 
been calling for a traffic signal at that intersection. It's 
dangerous because there's a rise coming from the west 
that lessens visibility. Drivers wanting to turn east onto 
Ann Arbor Road off of Ridge have a hard time seeing 
oncoming traffic, especially if those drivers are clip­
ping along at 55 mph or faster. 

The Picnic Basket and the CVS store on the south 
side of Ann Arbor Road are also popular destinations, 
particularly for school-age kids headed for an after­
noon snack. But crossing Ann Arbor Road is a chal­
lenge. That collective sigh you heard a couple of 
months ago came from residents in the area when 
MDOT put up the full traffic signal that's, there now, in 
response to the crush of traffic being caused by people 
trying to avoid the construction on M-14. 

The resulting collective groan came from those same 
people, when MDOT said a couple of weeks ago the 
light was only scheduled to be temporary and will be 
taken down, to be replaced by the old flashing signal, 
when M-14 opens fully to east- and west-bound traffic, 
sometime in the next week or two. 

"That signal is scheduled to come out when all lanes 
are open on M-14," said Mike Budai, traffic and safety 
engineer for MDOT's Taylor Transportation Service 
Center. "It's kind of on a week-by-week basis, but we're 
estimating about three weeks." 

Budai said MDOT must adhere to guidelines set 
forth in the Michigan Vehicle Code and Manual of 
Uniform Traffic Control Devices. MDOT has agreed to. 
do another traffic study, but Budai said a proper study 
cannot be done if the signal is already existing. 

Budai pointed out there are minimum criteria the 
intersection must meet in terms of traffic volume and 
the number of accidents. The road is also supposed to 
be widened to include left-turn lanes for each direc­

tion, work that is slated to begin next year. 
"The last time we did a study (two years ago), it did 

not meet minimum warrants," Budai said of the inter­
section. "Things may have changed since then, but I 
can't say anything until the data shows us." 

Tiderington thinks MDOT could do the study with 
the light up, because it's going to consist mostly of 
counting cars, a number that won't change because of . 
the existence of the signal. You could probably make 
the argument that volume is actually up with the light, 
because people no longer avoid the intersection at all 
costs. 

Tiderington chuckles wryly when he thinks about 
the subsequent traffic study, which will show the num­
ber of accidents is actually down — because of the 
light. But Budai said accident figures from before the 
installation of the light will be used. 

Meanwhile, people like Ed Siegner of Salem 
Township think the hub-bub about a light at Ann 
Arbor Road and Ridge ignores more serious problems 
at intersections like Ann Arbor Road and Gotfredson, 
where two people have died in the last year or so. 

"The amount of fender-benders at that intersection 
are not enough to justify the installation of a $100,000 
traffic signal permanently," Siegner wrote in a letter to 
the editor. "The irresponsibility and impatience of 
motorists who fail to yield to Ann Arbor Road traffic 
should not impose such a burden to taxpayers. Maybe 
if they invest $500 in signs that read 'Look Both Ways 
Before Turning' or 'Pay Attention' could save the 
$100,000 cost of traffic signals and the monetary mess 
for insurers.

This is where 
alleged drunk drivers traveling on Gotfredson did not 
notice the lone stop signs and proceeded through the 
intersection at a high rate of speed, murdering two 
innocent people in two different crashes." 

Mr. Siegner gets no argument here. Let's put up a 
light at Gotfredson and Ann Arbor Road. But those 
kinds of fatalities are exactly what residents and lead­
ers in the Plymouth community are trying to avoid. 

Let's be fair to MDOT here: A study is going to be 
commissioned, maybe sooner than could reasonably 
be expected, since one was done just two years ago. 
Getting any government entity to move that quickly is 
impressive. 

But it's not enough, not for the police chief, not for 
the residents, certainly not for potential victims. 

"This is nuts," Tiderington said. "This isn't about a 
couple of people wanting to cross (Ann Arbor Road) to 
get to the Picnic Basket. This is a safety issue being 
ignored by MDOT. It appears a tragedy is going to 
have to occur before anyone listens." 

That's the lesson learned at Ann Arbor Road and 
Gotfredson. Is it really going to have to be repeated?

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State probes Milford construction accident that killed Canton man

Jose Covarrubias-Melendez, 
23, of Canton was killed and 
three other Canton workers 
injured Monday afternoon in a 
construction accident at a 
Milford church. 

The Milford Police 
Department reports that police 
and fire personnel went to the 
site at about 3:09 p.m. 
Monday at South Hill Baptist 
Church. Initial reports indicat­
ed that several roof trusses had 
collapsed on the second floor 
at the site where an addition 
was being built, and that at 
least two workers were trapped 
under the collapsed trusses. 

"We were putting on a new 
addition to our church," said 

David Hughes, pastor of South 
Hill Baptist Church. Hughes 
wasn't at the church at the 
time, as he was picking his son 
up at school. 

The men worked for Allied 
Construction of Milford, the 
pastor said. 

The trapped workers were 
freed by co-workers just prior 
to the arrival of emergency 
responders, according to 
Milford police. Four workers 
were injured, two critically and 
two seriously, when approxi­
mately 16 of the 75-foot long 
roof trusses collapsed. All were 
taken to area hospitals. 

Covarrubias-Melendez was , 
pronounced dead upon his 
arrival at Huron Valley-Sinai 
Hospital in Commerce 
Township. An autopsy was 

conducted Tuesday by the 
Oakland County Medical 
Examiner's office. 

"We're going to do a prayer 
service this Sunday evening at 
7 o'clock," said Hughes, adding 
a collection will be taken for 
the deceased man's wife, , 
Virginia, also 23.1 The couple 
had no children. 

"We had kind of an 
impromptu prayer meeting 
last night," the pastor said 
Tuesday morning. Children's 
programs for Tuesday were 
canceled at the church. 

"Right now, everyone's 
somber," Hughes said, adding 
the full impact won't hit until 
Sunday services. "Just pray for 
the family" and the injured 
men, he said. "That's the only 
resource we have right now."

some of the most powerful 
names in Michigan politics. 
Attending the event were 
Secretary of State Terri Lynn 
Land, U.S. Reps. John Dingell, 
John Conyers and Sander 
Levin, Oakland County 
Executive L. Brooks Patterson, 
members of the Oakland, 
Wayne and Macomb county 
commissions and representa­
tives of the Detroit consulates 
of Japan and Italy. 

Granholm won the back­
stage coin toss and addressed 
the crowd first. She said com­
ments aboutit being "time to 
fire the governor" miss the 
essential point of elected office. 

"My contract is up at the end 
of this year. This is the world's 
longest job interview," she said. 
"I've had a few more job inter­
views than my opponent." 

Similarly, she said focusing 
solely on what can make 
Michigan a cheaper place to do 
business misses the point, too. 
In a competition with China 
and southeast Asia, she said 
Michigan can never be the 
cheapest place to set up opera­
tions. What it can do is offer 
the best competitive value. 

"We have to offer the best 
workers," Granholm said. "I 
want to make Michigan more 
competitive and we can win by 
investing in our human capi­
tal." 

To do that, she said she's 
pushed for a K-12 educational 
curriculum that's the third-
toughest in the nation and set 
a goal of doubling the current 
number of college graduates. 

"I've pushed for $4 billion in 
projects to renovate roads, 
bridges and other infrastruc­
ture that will create 40,000 
jobs," Granholm said. "I've also 
pushed for the largest invest­
ment of any state for diversify­
ing the economy — $2 billion." 

DeVos told the crowd that 
Granholm's skill in job inter­
views will come in handy and 
wished her all the best in her 
next round of interviews. He 
said residents are asking them­
selves how they feel about the 
governor's performance and 
vowed that his administration 
would be markedly different. 

"I would take charge of the 
(Michigan Economic 
Development Corp.) myself 
and call a special session of the 
Legislature to replace revenues 
for the Single Business Tax and 
repeal the personal property 
tax," DeVos said. 

He also said he would set up 
a fund to improve teachers and 
pay for it by cutting the educa­
tional bureaucracy around the 
state. His plans include cutting 
permit times for new business­
es to 30 days and setting up 
economic trade offices in 10 
countries, starting with Japan. 

There can be no resurgence 
of Michigan, he said, without a 
resurgence of its largest city. 

"I will meet with Detroit 
Mayor Kwame Kilpatrick," 
DeVos said. "Detroit's success 
is critical to Michigan's success. 
I will work to make Michigan 
the state of opportunity we 
know it can be." 

He finished his comments 
with the age-old political ques­
tion: Are you better off now 
than you were four years ago? 

"I will get more done in 45 
days than Gov. Granholm has 
in the last 45 months," he said. 

Both candidates used the 
forum to urge people to vote 
against Proposal 2, the 
Michigan Civil Bights 
Initiative. 

Waterford resident and 
Democrat Ray Goodman said 
DeVos did better in this debate 
than he has in previous ones, 
but that didn't change his 
opinion of the candidate. 

"I have more respect for 
DeVos, but I fear what he 
might do to the economy," 
Goodman said. 

West Bloomfield resident 
and'Republican Richard Fritz 
said he's been wavering close to 
voting against his affiliation 
and the DEC event changed his 
mind; 

"From a business standpoint, 
(DeVos) is right for the job 
now," he said. "Granholm 
inherited a lot of problems, but 
she's said that too many times. 
There are fewer people with 
jobs now and it's not easy to 
find one."

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Leave it to Dreaver: Rocks advance to District final

As far as Salem soccer fans are con­
cerned, Saturday night's opening game 
of the World Series will be the second 
most important sporting event taking 
place this weekend. 

That's because the Rocks rebounded 
from a 1-0 halftime deficit to survive a 
valiant effort from Plymouth, 2-1, in a 
Division 1, District 6 semi-final game 
Wednesday night at South Lyon. 

The stirring victory earned Salem a 
berth in Saturday's 7 p.m. District final 
against Saline, which edged Canton, 1-
0, Wednesday in a double-overtime, 
shootout thriller. 

Junior mid-fielder Scott Dreaver's 
fifth goal of the season with 25:38 left 
in the game proved to be the game-
winner for the Rocks, who tied it 1-1 
two minutes earlier oh senior forward 

Tom Bennett's goal. 
Senior forward Brooks Belhart assist­

ed on both of Salem's scores. 
"It was a great ball in from Brooks, 

he flicked it on to me and I went in 
from there," said Bennett, reflecting on 
what Salem coach Ed McCarthy later 
said was the team's biggest goal of the 
season. 

"At halftime, we talked about staying 
composed and winning every 50-50 
ball," Bennett continued. "Coach told us 
to keep playing the way we've been 
playing all season." 

The hustling, Colin Rolfe-led 
Wildcats owned the first half, but led 
just 1-0 thanks to a Salem own-goal at 
the 9.:10 mark that was credited to 
Brad Brennan. 

"In the first half, Plymouth unques­
tionably outplayed us — completely 
and totally," said McCarthy. "We only 
had one shot on goal, and even that 

didn't have a chance to go in. 
"After Plymouth dominated the first 

half, we knew we had to make some 
changes, so we switched from a 4-4-2 
to a 4-3-3 with our big senior captain 
Jon Gibson up top. We forced the play 
more in the second half. Tom Bennett 
and Brooks Belhart were the differ­
ence." 

The heart-breaking setback left the 
Wildcats with a 12-5-4 mark. 

"I thought we played good enough to 
win," said Plymouth coach Jeff 
Neschich. "In the first half, we had so 
many chances to score and we limited 
their scoring opportunities. We just 
couldn't stick it in the net like we * 
should have. 

"Overall, this was the best season 
Plymouth's had in soccer so far. I know 
the players are upset with the loss, but 
they had a great season and they played 
right with some of the best teams in the 

state all year." 
Plymouth came within inches of 

securing a 2-0 advantage with 29:30 
left in the game when Rolfe's laser from 
30 yards out banged off the right goal 
post. Less than two minutes later, 
Bennett scored to totally swing the 
momentum to the Rocks' end of the 
field. 

The Wildcats mounted a few other 
serious threats a short time later, but 
Rolfe's header from eight yards out 
sailed just high of the net and Andrew 
Koet's low, hard shot with 23:00 to go 
rolled wide. 

Salem senior goal-keeper Brian Field 
sealed the Rocks' ticket to the final 
when he smothered a tough-to-handle 
shot that was re-directed with 11:47 left 
on the clock.

On Sunday night, while many of 
his peers from the Redford Catholic 
Central High School Class of 2001 
are settling down in their homes or 
dorm rooms following a hectic 
weekend, Plymouth resident Patrick 
Martin (a.k.a.

' But in his late teens, Martin's 

passion for wrestling on canvas­
es overtook his love of drawing 
on them. 

In March of 2002, the 19-
year-old graduated froman 
intense, eight-month profession­
al-wrestling training school. The 
experience proved to be the 
groundwork for his flourishing 
career. 

Not long after the training 
ended, Martin earned his first 
gig — a show in the Upper 
Peninsula that earned him a 
whopping $8.22. 

"I learned quickly that I was 
going to have to work hard and 
pay my dues," he said. "I ended 
up wrestling on the East Coast 
and getting a lot of exposure. 
The more I wrestled, the more 
the hard-core fans liked my 
style." 

Following a six-month stint 
with TNA in 2004, Martin took 
his unique talents to Japan, a 
country that embraces the phys­
ical sport of wrestling with a 
Sumo-like hug. 

"They love combat-oriented 
sports over there," said Martin. 
"They love kick-boxing, sports 
along those lines. They respect 
my sport, too, more than some 

people do over here. There are 
simple-minded people over here 
who say it's fake and they leave it 
at that. In Japan, they appreciate 
everything that goes into it." 

ACHES AND PAINS 
In his five years of profession­

al wrestling, Martin has already 
suffered the kind of injuries — a 
shattered jaw and a broken col­
larbone — that make his family 
and friends wince when he steps 
into the ring. 

But their apprehension dissi­
pates as soon as they see the rap­
port he develops with the crowd 
and his relentless style of per­
forming. 

"Everybody has been very sup? 
portive of my career," said 
Martin. 

"My mom questioned it a little 
when I hurt my jaw, but my 
family and friends understand 
that I'm doing what I love doing, 
so that makes them happy." 

What kind of guy is Alex 
Shelley? 

"He's definitely not the nicest 
guy around," Martin said. "I'm a 
bit of a jerk when I'm in the ring. 
I like to mouth off a little when 
I'm not performing, but when 
I'm in the ring, it's amplified by 
10. That doesn't mean I'm not a 
nice guy outside of the ring, but 
I definitely have an attitude 
when I'm in it."

WORKWISE

Candystand.com questioned almost 1,000 
adults about online gaming and finds that: 
more than half— 51 percent -- play games 
at work; a full 61 percent of gamers claim 
that its its stress-reliever ~ 47 percent 
maintain that it promotes creativity; 20 
percent have been caught red-handed; and 
~i 13 percent of gamers play even when 
they re on conference calls. 

! Of course, an entertainment site is 
likely to attract respondents who play 
games; so the numbers likely don t reflect 
tr|e general working population. The 
simplicity of the questions and answers 
(most requiring yes-and-no answers) 
raises questions about any use of the 
research, other than to garner publicity. 

• '•;• The survey asked such leading 
questions as Do you believe (that) playing 
oAline games at work helps you to deal 
wfth stress? and Do you believe (that) 
playing online games at work helps you to 
tlsink more creatively? There was no 
multiple choice in these particular 
qiielstions, just yes and no responses. 
No, well-thought-through answers were 
allowed or encouraged. 

)' A more responsible survey 
conducted by Harris Interactive for North 

Haven, Conn, s The Marlin Co., which 
specializes in workplace communication, 
interviewed 751 people over age 18 about 
the extent of personal online use by 
coworkers during the work day. While this 
smacks a bit of snitching, it s likely to be 
more objective, because the sampling is 
more inclusive and responses could be 
more varied. 

The Harris Poll indicates that only 
34 percent of workers with access online 
have bought online over the last year, that 
women (34 percent) are slightly more 
likely than men (33 percent) to buy online. 
It indicates that 18- to 34-year-olds spend 
the most personal time online, using 
company technology, at one hour or more 
(27 percent). Most of this use (25 percent) 
occurs in medium-sized companies, 
defined as those with 101 to 1,000 
employees. Three percent fewer in smaller 
companies spend that much time in 
personal online use, while 23 percent in 
larger companies (over 1,000 employees) 
do. 

S I G N I F I C A N C E 

It s easy to dismiss the 
Candystand.com survey because of its 
thinness. It doesnt uncover whether 
online game-players are just an update on 
doodlers or if online game-players would 
play games in a face-to-face meeting, the 
way some employees would doodle. 

The amazing part about both 
surveys is that they don t raise the issue of 
misuse of time. If some employees are so

bored that they re shopping 
or playing online on 
company time, why arent 
they looking for a better job 
in today s improving 
economy? What if they spent 
the same amount of time 
reading about industry 
trends, or discussing them 
with coworkers? What if they 
invested the time in internal 
or external training that 
might secure them a better 
job? What if they developed 
a productive stress-reliever, 
such as a quick walk down 
the hall, time-out for yoga or 
a few minutes scanning The 
Wall Street Journal? Why, at 
any age, are they wasting 
their time? Aren t there 
constructive alternatives? 
You bet there are. 

The problems behind 
Internet abuse relate to 
ethics and lifestyle. (Note 
that online pornography, an 
extreme form of abuse, isnt being discussed.) These same problems may be nurtured 
by product introductions from a company like Snowfly in Laramie, Wyo., that designs 
Internet games to increase or enhance employee productivity and job satisfaction. At 
what point do employees realize that gaming is just that? 

Perhaps the worklife movement has gone a little too far. Perhaps some employees 
are missing the point. There are still behaviors and issues that are completely 
inappropriate in the workplace, whatever your age, job status or income bracket. It may 
be time to pull back and infuse a little more structure from the top down and from 
inside out.

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H3 adds refinement, more power to Hummer lineup

CHANTILLY, Va. You have to admit it: The 
Hummer isnt for everyone. 

There are cracks and potholes the size of large 
animals on our roads, but how many times in most 
cities do you really need to go off-road driving? There 
aren t any mountain roads, steep hills or sand dunes 
that need driving over where most of us live. 

But General Motors is on a mission to convince the 
public that the 2007 Hummer H3 really is an every day, 
take anywhere even to your kids carpool lane kind 
of luxury SUV. 

It s adding even more options with the new H3X, a 
street-inspired vehicle infused with chrome that gives 
wider appeal to an iconic brand. The chromed-out H3 
makes the Hummer more marketable o a wider range of 
customers with accessories you d expect on a 
customized model. 

The five-passenger Hummer also comes in a H2 
model; the Hi model was phased out earlier this year. 
The H3X is chromed out, with a chrome tube steps and 
a chrome appearance package with roof crossbows and 
chrome fuel door. 

Hummer lovers need not fret. Don t worry. What 
makes the Hummer a Hummer hasn t been watered 
down. This is still a SUV for the brawny and 
braggadocios; the meek need not waste their time. 

Let s start with the newest model, the H3X. The H3X 
comes with leather seats and a six-disc CD changer with 
Monsoon sound system. It s chromed out, with a 
chrome tube steps and a chrome appearance package 
with roof crossbows and chrome fuel door. 

Add in a body-color grille on the H3X, and you re 
riding in style, 33-inch chrome wheels and all. Just 
because you re driving a Hummer doesn t mean you 
have to drive a drab, bare-bones vehicle. 

The H3X comes in two exclusive colors Desert 
Orange Metallic and Sonoma Red Metallic or you 
can pick from eight H3 colors. The H3 is refined; its 
dark chocolate interior complemented the optional, 
premium leather seats. Storage areas are built into the 
back seats. An open/close sliding roof and a DVD-based 
navigation radio are optional. 

2007 Hummer H3 Vehicle class: Luxury SUV. Power: 3.7-liter, 1-5 engine. Mileage: 15 city/19 
highway. Where built: South Africa. Base price: $29r405-$37,545. 

The H3 is powered by a new, Vortec 3.7-liter 1-5 
inline five cylinder engine with 242 horsepower and 
242 lb-feet of torque. StabiliTrak now comes standard 
on all H3 models, expanding from just automatic. 

Yes, it looks good, but the H3 performs as a Hummer 
should. We tested ours on a ranch in the hills of 
Virginia. The H3 trekked through gravely roads, water 
crossings and steep muddy hills with gusto. 

Shift the H3 to lower gear and it coasted over steep 
hills and through a shallow creek. Put it in neutral and 
four low-lock gear and it moved slower for more control 
for the tires to roll at an angle over a thick wood log and 
other steep obstacles. How s that for power! 

That s possible thanks to an electronically-controlled 
four-wheel drive system with traction control, 
underbody shielding, optional rear locking differential 
and StabiliTrak. The H3 has two tire choices, a 32-inch 
all terrain tire and a 33-inch off-road tire. An off-road, 
180 inch tire is available for the H3X. 

All that power is packed into a mid-size package that 
is 16.9 inches shorter, 6 inches shorter in heights and 
6.5 inches narrower than the H2. It s roughly the same 
length as a midsize family sedan, but comfortable tools 
around traffic and fits into standard parking spaces. 

Credit the H3 s off-road capability with treading 
through 16 inches of water at 20 mph; 24-inch streams 
at 5-mph; and climbing 16-inch steps and rocks. But the 
H3 s got the nimbleness of a compact car with a 37-foot 
turning circle that makes tight maneuvers and turn 
lightwork, even for a large vehicle. 

Smash large obstacles with a nearly 10-inch ground 
clearance. Drive into a hole and back out of it with 

maximum approach and departure angles of 40 degrees 
and 37 degrees, respectively. 

When it comes to design, the H3 is unlike any other 
SUV on the road. Its wide front, cube-shape, signature 
seven-slot louvered grille and prominent fender flares 
are distinctively Hummer. 

The H3 is also upscale, with a leather-wrapped and 
stitched steering wheel and automatic transmission 
shift handle; brushed trim plants; chrome door release 
handles; and a chrome H3 emblem in the center of the 
steering wheel. 

The H3 comes equipped with OnStar and Turn-by-
Turn Navigation. Press the OnStar button and you re 
connected to a live operator who sends step-by-step 
directions to the vehicle that broadcast from the stereo. 

It s also equipped with safety features such as a 
reinforced safety cage that gives passengers extra 
protection during side and front crashes. The steel cage 
is wrapped around the passenger compartment. 

The H3 also comes with a Passenger Sensing System 
that uses weight-sensing technology to turn the front 
airbag on and off. If it detects an unoccupied front seat 
or a small passenger, it turns the airbag off. 

Roof-mounted, side curtain air bags give extra head 
and rollover protection.

New appliances 
add efficiency!

When shoppers seek a new refrigerator or 
range, they often are looking at the most efficient, 
convenient units they can get with a sense of style 
that can add to a kitchen's modern look. 

And, man, do you have choices today. 
If you are buying a range, you can get a free­

standing unit that combines the cooktop and 
oven, or you can buy the cooktop separate from 
the oven. Or do you want a wall unit? 

Then there's the never-ending debate of gas vs. 
electric. And do you want (or even need) that 
convection option, now available on many oven 
units? 

Arid don't forget to look at how easily the top of 
the rahge or the cooktop cleans. That's more 
important than you might realize. 

"The stainless steel and the black appliances 
are popular," said Linda Legato, co-owner with 
husband, Kim, of Bill & Rod's Appliance in 
Livonia. "Customers also like the glass-top 
ranges." 

While the majority of appliance buyers are 
looking at stainless steel finishes on refrigerators 
and ranges, others want to follow the latest trend. 

Push-button convenience and metallic nickel 
finishes appear to be the new trend for appliances 
this fall. 

"People shift in their tastes," said Michael 
Strahan, store manager of Lowe's in Westland. 
"The metallic nickel finish is new. You remember 
how the avocado green was big in the 1970s, and 
in more recent years, black was and still is big. 
And then, you've got stainless steel. 

"You're seeing the nickel in fixtures, faucets arid 
towel bars for a custom look. 

"Everybody is getting away from knobs and 
going with the push-button knobs." 

Legato said some cooks like the convection 
ovens. Those units aren't really "new," but they do 
cut cooking times by as much as one-third. 

"I cooked a chicken yesterday while I was away 
at church in two hours," Legato said. 

Refrigerator manufacturers also are reshaping 
that unit. Efficiency in shelf use is a key compo­
nent for most shoppers, with adjustable shelving 
with cranks, and even the temperatures can be 
adjusted in the individual shelves of the more 
expensive models. 

Refrigerators have increased in price, as most 
appliances have, but they help pay for themselves 
with the energy savings. Many units are more 
efficient today than they were 10 or 15 years ago,

Kitchen and bathroom 
remodels continue to be two of 
the best investments you can 
make in your house. 

That's according to Harry 
Jachym, licensed builder, 
instructor of building trades and 
columnist of Ask Dad for the 
Observer £s? Eccentric 
Newspapers. 

"If you're thinking about 
spending money on home 
improvement projects, these can 
be the best investments," 
Jachym said. 

"What you'll get back on your 
investment depends on the 
value of your house as well as 
the value of houses in your 
neighborhood, the housing mar­
ket, how long after making 
improvements you plan to sell 
the house, and the quality of the 
work and the materials used." 

Whether homeowners are 
looking to remodel a kitchen or 
bathroom, they need to plan 
ahead and budget well, accord­
ing to Jachym. 

STEPS TO TAKE 

There are steps remodelers 
can take to make sure they 
aren't in over their heads finan­
cially, he said. 

"They need to get a good, firm 
contract from a contractor," 
Jachym said. "They also need to 
do as much advance planning as 
possible. 

"Kitchens and baths are the 
most expensive rooms in any 
house and they are the rooms 
where much of your time is 
spent." 

Allow for adequate time on a 
project. 

"You never know what's 
behind a wall," Jachym said. 
"There could be framing issues, 

and plumbing or pipes may be 
running someplace you didn't 
expect." 

Ductwork issues also may pop 
up. 

Here are more of Jachym's 
tips: 

• Kitchens tend to be a family 
gathering spot, even a focal 
point when entertaining with 
food. Islands with food prepara­
tion areas are growing in popu­
larity. Stainless steel surfaces 
and appliances, granite counters 
and hardwood floors are hot 
items. 

• Contrary to popular belief, 
granite and other natural stone 
products aren't maintenance 
free. They require frequent seal­
ing with a product designed for 
the material. Lighter colored 
stone stains easily. They are also 
costly to buy and install. 

Hardwood floors on the other 
hand are relatively simple to 
maintain when they are kept 
clean and sealed. 

• A homeowner's lifestyle will 
dictate the type of kitchen and 
accessories, such as built-in 
wine storage units, coffee grind­
ing and brewing machines, dou­
ble ovens, indoor grills and 
rotisseries. 

On the other hand, those who 
spend little time cooking or eat­
ing at home don't need much in 
the way of a kitchen. 

M Most kitchen projects will 
require some demolition and 
may involve re-framing. Re-
framing usually impacts the 
home's structure. 

Before opening up the walls 
and attempting any structural 
changes, be sure to discuss plans 
with your local building inspec­
tion department or an architect; 
get all necessary permits; follow 
the relevant building codes and 
schedule inspections as 
required.

sellers, but a big walk-in shower 
is better if you don't have room 
for both. Another good addition 
is steam showers and/or multi­
ple-head showers. 

• Don't spend money remod­
eling the bathroom if it's the 
only one you've got. Your money 
is better spent adding a second 
bath. Adding a bathroom 
increased the sale price of a 
house more than twice that for 
adding a bedroom. 

If you're not planning to move 
in the near future, spend your 
money remodeling in a way that 
you'll most enjoy. You can't 
measure the value you get out of 
your use and enjoyment of the 
home improvements. 

B Another important consid­
eration in kitchen and bath 
remodeling is "adaptable con­
struction" 

Adaptable construction refers 
to building with design features 
that are easily adapted at a later 
date to meet the changing needs 
of the owners. 

A simple example is tiling the 
kitchen floor before fitting cup­
boards, so that if a cupboard 
needs to be removed to provide 
knee-space under a bench later 
on, the floor remains intact, 
This means the adaptations 
require less work at less cost. 

Another idea is to attach 
blocking to studs before drywall 
is installed so grab rails can be 
installed later in a bathroom.

It's a good idea to rent a con­
struction Dumpster to hold all 
the debris generated by a 
kitchen demolition. 

Demolition and remodeling is 
best left to professionals unless 
the homeowner feels confident 
about doing it. 

Remodeling a kitchen almost 
always involves a considerable 
amount of mechanical work 
(electricity, plumbing and heat­
ing and cooling work). 

• Be prepared for a lot of dis­
ruption, and dust. If you do the 
work yourself or have it done, 
plan on eating out often, and 
cooking with a microwave, 
toaster .oven or electric frying 
pans. Plan on washing dishes in 
a bathroom sink or laundry tub. 

• Tubs with whirlpools and 
large, walk-in showers are great

veillance cameras, security sys­
tem and video extenders 
(which pipe video signals from 
one TV to another). 

A good place to start is XlO's 
ActiveHome Professional. This 
$99 kit comes with lamp and 
appliance modules; handheld 
and pocket controllers; a 
motion sensor; and a comput­
er interface device and soft­
ware. 

The hardware relies on exist­
ing electrical wiring and/or 
radio-frequency (RF) signals, 
so setup is pretty much plug-
and-play. And you can easily 
add additional modules to con­
trol more items. 

For example, suppose you're 
coming home to a dark house. 
While still in the driveway, you 
can press a button on the 
pocket controller to switch on 
one or more lamps. 

Better yet, use the 
ActiveHome software to put all 
the lights on timers — even a 
porch light, assuming the bulb 
fits in the included socket 
adapter. 

21ST-CENTURY AUTOMATION 

Of course, the XlO stuff 
seems a bit antiquated com­
pared with the latest home-
automation technologies. 

The ones to watch are ^ 
Insteon, Z-Wave and ZigBee, 
all of which establish "mesh 
networks" in your home (using 
various combinations of wired 
and/or wireless communica­
tion) to enable all kinds of 
automation magic. 

X10 kits offer simple, inexpensive home automation that can be expanded over time. 

The $99.99 Insteon Starter Kit comes with four plug-in modules and a remote, 
and it's compatible with X10 hardware. 

For example, let's say it's din­
nertime. With the push of a 
single button on a remote, you 
can dim or turn off all lights in 
the house except those in the 
kitchen, while at the same time 
turning on the stereo for some 
nice background music.

cam and some software, for 
instance, and you can watch a 
live video feed via any Web 
browser, or even a PDA. That's 
great for "checking in" while 
you're away. 

Another option is motion 
detection, in which a system 
notifies you if the camera 
detects any movement or activ­
ity.

CABINETRY

The most common way to 
bring an additional wood fin­
ish into your kitchen is to have 
the island finished completely 
different from the perimeter 
cabinetry. This will give the 
illusion that the island is a sep­
arate piece of furniture and hot 
just more of the same cabinets 
in the room. 

This variation in finishes 
adds interest to a kitchen, but 
be forewarned to not go over­
board ^i th the mixing of fin­
ishes. IlJcan end up looking-
very chftotic and will certainly 
date yotir kitchen much sootier 
than a more subtle approach.

One way to achieve the natu­
ral stone look, but with a man-
made product, is to choose one 
of the new quartz products.

Countertops are more than 
work surfaces. They can be 
individual style statements as 
well. 

And with a wide variety of 
materials from which to 
choose, many homeowners 
are warming to natural stone 
and man-made quartz for 
their distinctive kitchens. 

This is a personal selection, 
matching a distinctive per­
sonality. 

"It's a matter of taste ... It's 
a lot like (buying) jewelry," 
said Michelle Biondo, sales 
representative, LRA 
Stoneworks Inc. in Clarkston. 

"There is a big push to nat­
ural products," said Andy 
Hoffman, production manag­
er at Dixie Cut Stone, which 
has showrooms in Novi and 
Petoskey and recently opened 
a new showroom at its corpo­
rate headquarters in 
Bridgeport. 

"We are seeing a rise in 
quartz and granite," Biondo 
said.

Zodiaq is heat- and 
scratch-resistant. But it isn't 
impervious to heat and 
scratches, so trivets, hot pads 
and cutting boards are rec­
ommended. 
. Also popular is Corian, 

which has a seamless appear­
ance and can be cut and 
trimmed for a customized 
look. 

It's nonporous and never 
needs to be sealed. 

Literally hundreds of colors 
and patterns are available. 
Colors include blue pearl, 
antique white, and tones of

'Jesus Camp' controversy continues

Controversy is good for films, 
and Jesus Camp is filled with it. 

The documentary, shot by 
directors Rachel Grady 
and former Franklin 
resident Heidi 
Ewing, is draw­
ing national 
attention. The 
film follows 
children Levi, 
Rachael and 
Tory to Pastor 
Becky Fischer's 
Kids on Fire summer 
camp in Devil's Lake, 
N.D., where kids as young as 6 
years old are taught to become 
dedicated Christian soldiers. 

In the film, Ted Haggard, 
president of the National 
Association of Evangelicals, 
discusses the political power of 

evangelical churches. Haggard 
himself meets with President 
Bush every Monday. 

Since its release, Haggard 
has renounced the film. 

"You can expect to learn as 
much about the Catholic 

Church from (the film) 
Nacho Libre as you 

can learn about 
evangelicalism 
from Jesus Camp" 
Haggard writes on 
his .site. "This 
movie manipulates 

facts like a Michael 
Moore film and 

works the camera like 
The Blair Witch Project. It's 

one more 'documentary' that 
seems to miss the point inten­
tionally." 

Haggard said his portrayal in 
the film is unfair. 

"They taped for hours at New 
Life and they chose to use the 

footage where we were playing 
around with negative stereo­
types for the use in the film, 
which was a major alarm for 
me. I think the producers want 
to make the unusual norma­
tive." 

Directors Ewing and Grady 
have responded on their Web 
sites. 

"We taped at New Life 
Church for an entire day. 
Pastor Haggard played with the 
camera and made jokes 
through both sermons. We 
made sure to indicate in the 
film (from the audience's 
laughter), that he was joking 
around with his parishioners. 
After the sermons he met and 
spoke to a child in our film who 
has dreams of preaching and 
gave him advice, which we 
show in a very straightforward 
way. His interview was also 
filmed modestly, sitting on the 

alter after his sermon. We did 
not put words in his mouth." 

He said the agenda of the 
filmmakers is to show the peo­
ple in the film as sinister. 

"I believe secularists are hop­
ing that Evangelical Christians 
and radicalized Muslims are 
essentially the same, which is 
why they will love this film. I 
guarantee you that the kids will 
go from this camp to do radical 
things like ... stay sexually pure 
until marriage... honor their 
parents ... respect authority... 
refuse to steal and lie. This is 
the way we Evangelical 
Christians war against the val­
ues of this world." 

In response, Ewing and 
Grady wrote: 

"As for accusing us of por­
traying our protagonists 
(people whom we've grown

Years ago, Loki 
Mulholland believed in 
the concept of multi­
level companies, the 
kind mostpeople 
know as "pyramids." 

He worked in that 
industry for three years, 
hoping that if he worked 
hard enough he could become 
rich. 

He didn't. 
And neither did anyone else he 

knew who joined him. 
Mulholland, of Utah, went to 

college, earned a business degree 
and studied documentary cinema. 

His first documentary, actually 
a "mocumentary" titled Believe, 
will screen this Friday in Auburn 
Hills and Sterling Heights and 
covers the topic of multi-level 
companies with humor. 

Mulholland is the writer and 
director of Believe, a film shot in 
just 19 days. It's a lighthearted 
story about the enthusiastic world 
of multi-level marketing, based 
on experiences within his own 
networking in that industry. 

"I live in Utah, a state where

multi-level marketing is huge," 
Mulholland said. 

Believe tells the story of Adam 
Pendon (Larry Bagby) a strug­
gling steel mill truck driver trying 
to support his family. When the 
mill closes, Pendon needs work 
and is approached by confident 
businessman Mark Fuller 
(Lincoln Hoppe), who offers him 
apian. 

Adam agrees to meet Mark at a 
hotel for a business chat and is 
introduced into the world of 
Believe Industries, a multi-level 
marketing company, and the peo­
ple who are involved in it. 

From there he meets others in 
financial need: A down-and-out 
couple who try hard for success; 
and a "self-proclaimed reformed 
sinner" who once lived in a 

mobile home park who said 
Believe made him wealthy. 

Pendon buys into the idea of. 
Believe. He begins to make 
money and receive high recogni­
tion in his Believe world — until 
he finds out the company is mis­
leading his fellow "believers." 

The character then faces a 
moral dilemma to either enjoy his 
wealth and close his eyes, or do 
something for the people who he 
feels are being misled. 

"I found these companies profit 
from selling the textbooks, the 
tapes, the educational how-to 
materials sold to the 'employees/ " 
Mulholland said. "No one is actu­
ally selling anything, I didn't see 
it. Those people don't make 
money." 

Mulholland said his time work­
ing in the industry became his 
undercover research for his 
screenplay. 

"Almost everyone in America, if 
not the Western world, has expe­
rienced multi-level marketing, 
whether they were directly 
involved as salespeople or it was an 
aunt, a friend at church, or Nancy 
down the street trying to sell them 
something," Mulholland said. 
"These worlds are so surreal and

filled with so many unique charac­
ters desperately seeking success 
that it made for a perfect subject." 

Asked if Believe (Taylor Street 
Film's, Mulhollands' production 
company) was intentionally 
released in Michigan now, during 
the time of the gubernatorial elec­
tion, and Mulholland said it's 
merely coincidence. He isn't from 
Michigan. 

"There's two times a year that 
independent films are most 
released, such as October and 
November, because it competes as 
strongly as summer and 
Christmas time... when big budg­
et movies and Oscar contenders 
are normally released."

Michael Thibault 
and his wife Susan, own­
ers of Waves restaurant in 
St. Clair Shores, as well as Thibault 
and Moore Catering Company, part­
nered with Leininger in establishing 
a restaurant venue that's innovative 
or as they put it, out to "create, cul­
tivate and capture" not only your 
attention but your taste buds. 

Except for the building footprint, 
all trappings of the former restau­
rant occupant Deep Blue, and 

before that Joe Muer's Grill, have 
been colored gone. What a diner 
sees now is a Chicago-like, hip, 
modern, sophisticated and sleek 
decor in atri-color scheme: deep, 

rich earth tones from wood and 
granite, light butter-cream 

walls and a long vivid red 
banquette with the same 
red accenting chair 
seats at white clothed 
tables and bar stools at 
the handsome bar. 

A temperature-con­
trolled wine cellar, front 

and center, has an intelli­
gent design. Wines are 

stored in the middle of a glass 
enclosure and a diner can actually 
view wine being fetched. Wine afi­
cionados who'd like to store their 
own wines can become owners of a 
private wine locker in a different 
temperature-controlled room. 

WHY THE NAME? 
If you're familiar with the wine-

making process, then you know that 

crush is the term domestic wine-
makers use for the labor-intensive 
process of picking grapes and ready­
ing them for fermentation. From 
September through November for 
winemakers, vineyard arid cellar 
workers, crush means 16-hour days, 
seven days per week. 

Thus, when Crush chef Steven 
Patrick references his cooking style 
as wine country and vineyard-style 
food, he has in mind the cooking 
that's done in wine countries around 
the globe to celebrate the annual 
harvest. 

"At Crush, the harvest festival is 
celebrated daily," Patrick said. 

A glance at his menu tells a diner 
that Patrick cooks with wine. So, I 
asked him if a wise wine selection 
would be to accoriipany a dish 
cooked with pinot gris, with a selec­
tion of that varietal from the savvy 
wine list. 

"No, that's not my intention," he 
said. "I gear my food preparations to 
the breadth of palate experience. As 
an example, if a diner orders Beef

- FlorerieeJ a Ted wine from-a pinot -
noir to a zinfandel will match 
perfectly. What creates the match 
with a broad range of wines is the 
use of pink salt and charred 
lemon in the preparation. I do 
similar things with every menu 
selection." 

So, a diner gets a great match 
without struggling with the wine 
list? "Correct." Patrick's California 
wine country cooking resume is 
long and impressive. His talent 
for harmonizing food and wine 
comes from years of experience. 

WHAT CHEF SUGGESTS 
"Point your finger at any sec­

tion of the menu (which is the 
same throughout the day) and 
choose something," he chal­
lenged. "If you don't like the dish, 
tell your server to return it to the 
kitchen and choose again." 

Where to point? There's no 
obligatory Caesar Salad or 
Michigan Whitefish.

Robinson also is responsible for the 
Joker's notorious trademark: leaving a 
calling card at the scene of the crime he 
commits. 

Robinson has published 30 books, 
including The Comics: An Illustrated 
History of Comic-Strip Art, regarded by 
many as the definitive text on the subject. 

Most recently, Robinson was hired as a 
consultant on the upcoming Batman film 
The Dark Knight, scheduled for release in 
2008.

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close to over the past year) as 'sinister,' 
this is a disturbing charge. Perhaps 
Pastor Haggard is projecting his own 
point of view on the film's characters, as 
we absolutely do not see them as such, 
and went out of our way too make sure , 
that they were shown in a human, three-
dimensional light.

Greg Kowalski is, a big fan of architec­
ture. 

One evening before he saw The 
Phantom of the Opera, he looked around 
at the Masonic Temple in Detroit and 
was awestruck: -

"This place is incredi­
ble," he thought as he 
marveled at the architec­
ture and beauty of the 
structure. 

Kowalski, editor of the 
Birmingham Eccentric, 
knew a good story idea, 
and he also knew a co­
worker — staff writer 
Alex Lundberg — was a 
Mason. . , . . 

Within a few months, 
Kowalski and Lundberg 
pooled their writing tal­
ents and wrote Detroit's 
Masonic Temple, with 
128 pages of history, 
photos and information 
on the world's largest 
Masonic temple, pub­

lished by Arcadia Publishing, a compa­
ny that has published approximately 
3,500 historical books on communities 
with its Images of America series. 

Kowalski's reasons for writing the 
book are the architecture and the build­
ing's social role in Detroit's history. 

"They don't make buildings like this 
anymore," Kowalski said. 

"There's a lot of craftsmanship you 
can't find any longer," Lundberg said. 
(Lundberg followed in the footsteps of 
his grandfather and great-grandfather 
as a Mason.) 

Masonic Temple houses more than 
1,000 rooms and 1 million square feet 
etched with Masonic craftsmanship. 

For example, the Drill Hall has 
18,000 square feet of open space on the 
fourth floor mezzanine (or eighth floor, 
as each floor had a mezzanine). 

While the building features Gothic 
architecture, each lodge room has a dif­
ferent theme — Tudor, Romanesque, 
Greek Ionic and Doric. 

"Each is a work of art," Kowalski 
said. 

"Everywhere you turn are 
symbols. There's a story everywhere you 
turn, and a lot of them aren't very acces­
sible." 

"There are tens of thousands of peo­
ple who have been there, but not seen 
the building," Lundberg said. "Each

floor has symbols and markings that 
exemplify the Masonic teachings." 

For example, there is the beehive, 
which symbolizes "industry, hard work, 
effort and the importance of being pro­
ductive," Lundberg said. The anchor 
represents a well-grounded life, while 
the scythe is an emblem of time and 
man's mortality. 

Every Masonic lodge also has staircas­
es that consist of a set of three stairs. 
The first set is three, the second is five 
and the third is seven, representing the 
three degrees of Masons, five orders of 
architecture and seven liberal arts. 

Both Kowalski and Lundberg are con­
cerned about the future of the lodge. 
There are a few concerts and plays 
there, as it is home to a large theatrical 
stage. 

While they hope the book sells, they 
also want the public to recognize what a 
treasure the building represents. 

The book sells for $19-95 and is avail­
able at local bookstores, including 
Borders and Barnes & Noble. 

Greg Kowalski and Alex Lundberg have a book 
signing scheduled for 2 p.m. Sunday, Oct. 22, in 
the temple library on the fourth floor, where 
there will be free guided tours. Masonic Temple, 
located at 500 Temple (at Second), also offers 
free guided tours to large groups. Call (313) 837-
