The Plymouth community saw a school bond 
get turned down handily, the Sheldon Road 
underpass project take on an on-again, off-again 
nature and one of the ugliest primary election 
campaigns in recent memory. 

It also saw the return of the Great Lakes 
Regional Chili Cook-off and the dedication, after 
14 years of tremendous effort, of the new Veterans 
Memorial Park in front of Central Middle School 
in downtown Plymouth. 

Here's a look back at some of the things that 
made news in Plymouth in 2006: 

JANUARY 
• More than 200 people welcome home Andri 

Hill, the 9-year-old Plymouth girl who underwent 
a heart transplant. Friends and classmates lined 
several blocks of Arthur Street with signs and bal­
loons only 13 days after becoming the recipient of 
a new heart. 

M Plymouth Mayor Dan Dwyer announces talks 
will resume in earnest with Northville about pro­
viding a regional dispatch service. While the talks 
were substantive and an agreement was nearly 
reached, by the end of the year the city and 
Plymouth Township had reached an accord on a 
new intergovernmental agreement providing dis­
patch services. 

M A Southfield developer who had offered $4.5 
million for the so-called Bathey property in the 
City of Plymouth pulled the plug on plans to con­
struct 180 homes on the 16-acre tract of land. City 
officials later sold the property for some $2.4 mil­
lion. 

• A journalist with ties to the Plymouth-Canton 
community is kidnapped in Iraq. Christian Science 
Monitor reporter Jill Carroll, the daughter of 
retired Plymouth-Canton Community Schools 
teacher Mary Beth Carroll, was abducted with her 
driver when gunmen ambushed their car and 
killed her translator in western Baghdad. 

• E.J. McClendon, former board member and 
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Dr i ve rs a l o n g M-14 had to put up w i t h c o n s t r u c t i o n f o r m o s t of t h e yea r , t h r o u g h m i d -

A legal battle is brewing over 
who owns 23 acres of land in the 
Sheldon Road underpass project 
area, which could result in mil­
lions of additional taxpayer dol­
lars to complete construction. 

However, the legal troubles 
won't keep Wayne County from 
finally starting construction on 
the long-awaited project next 
week. 

Wayne County Assistant 
County Executive Alan 
Helmkamp said Friday Sheldon 
Road is expected to be closed 
Tuesday morning. That means 
motorists will finally be forced to 
find an alternative route as 
Sheldon will be closed at the 
CSX railroad tracks the next two 
years. 

Meanwhile, in a legal develop­
ment late Thursday afternoon, 

Wayne County Circuit Court 
Judge Mary Beth Kelly issued a 
temporary injunction giving 
Wayne County access to 23 acres 
of land within the project area 
that a Commerce Township man 
claims he bought Oct. 19 from 
the Wayne County Treasurer's 
Office for $40,000 in back taxes. 

Romel Casab laid claim to the 
property, only two months 
before the project - on the draw­
ing board for eight years - was 
to have begun construction in 
mid-December. Helmkamp said 
Casab was seeking $2 million for 
the acreage, but the county's 
legal action has apparently 
angered Casab. 

"We're raising the ante to sub 
stantially higher than $2 mil­
lion." Barry Steinway of 
Bingham Farms, Casab's attor­
ney, said in response to the

Irvine said the turnabout in 
donations seemed to come when 
word spread that, many of those 
who once supported the 
Salvation Army were now in 
need because of Michigan's eco­
nomic doldrums. 

"We had 110 families this 
Christmas that never needed 
assistance turn to us this year for 
help," Irvine said. "Out of that 
number, 80 percent came from 
Canton.

"We had 700 rounds in 
December, which is quite a bit 
more than the last couple of 
Decembers," Kuenzil said-

Kuenzil added that since 
poor weather in September 
and October limited golfers 
days on the links, mild weather 
in December and January 
affords an opportunity to catch 
up on missed rounds. 

"With the PGA tour back on 
television and with many 
receiving new golf equipment 
on Christmas day," Kuenzil 
said, "this kind of weather gets 
the juices flowing and feeds 
early enthusiasm."

Physicians are trained to deal with problems occurring at the top of the foot. In medicine 

the term is the dorsum of the foot. Such medical problems include gout, osteoarthritis, 
Morton neuroma, and a number of swellings caused by heart failure, and blood clots in the 
leg. Another cause of foot swelling is prolonged dependency as occurs when you are seated 
in a plane for a prolonged time. 

Where physicians experience difficulty is in dealing with pain in the bottom of the foot. 
Certain conditions, such as rheumatoid arthritis, lead to pain at the balls of the toes. 
However, the most common problem, plantar fasciitis, causes physicians the most problem, 
particularly in treatment. While a bone spur is most often identified as being the culprit, 
research shows the great majority of bone spurs give rise to nothing more than an interesting 
x-ray picture. The cause of plantar fasciitis is in the tough tissue that forms the plantar 
quadratus muscle and its surrounding tissue in the arch of the foot. 

Injecting the bone spur or the worse tender point in the bottom of your foot does little 
good. Anti-inflammatory medicine rarely works to resolve the daily discomfort. Resolution of 
pain requires the services of a podiatrist or orthopedist. These specialists receive training in 
use of supports known as orthotics that help shift the body weight in a manner that relieves 
strain on the arch of the foot. 

Physicians can identify problems on the plantar surface of your foot, but therapy most 
often calls for help from our colleagues.

The county also claims it 
obtained a temporary ease­
ment on an adjacent two acres. 
The Wayne County documents 
claim the two sections of prop­
erty "are essential to the start 
and completion of the Sheldon 
Road underpass." 

Helmkamp said the rectan­
gular strip is needed for part of 
the slope underneath the new 

bridge, while the two acres is 
needed for a temporary CSX 
track around the construction 
site. 

Wayne County lawyers claim 
the Treasurer's Office mistak­
enly included the CSX parcels 
in the petition and Judgment 
of Foreclosure. In short, 
Helmkamp said the property 
should not have been put on 
the tax rolls. 

"The bottom line is there 
shouldn't have been a foreclo­
sure for nonpayment because 
it's railroad property," 
Helmkamp said. "There should 
not have been any assessments 
placed on the property, and 
under state law railroad prop­
erty cannot be assessed." 

In the petition for temporary 
injunction, Wayne County 
claims it's spent more than $2 
million in land acquisition, 
planning and design costs for 
the Sheldon Road underpass, 
and claims the funding 
involves over $15 million from 
the federal government, Wayne 
County, the City of Plymouth 
and Plymouth Township. 

Steinway said he was sur­
prised by Wayne County's filing 
of the temporary injunction, 
considering he held off from 
filing his own legal action after 

talking with county officials 
late in the week. 

"We scheduled a meeting 
Monday to resolve the matter, 
but then the county went and 
filed various pleadings without 
our knowledge," Steinway said. 
"It was implicit in our discus­
sions that I would hold off (on 
legal proceedings) until our 
meeting." 

When asked if he was angry 
with county officials for taking 
legal action prior to Monday's 
meeting, Steinway said, "You 
don't have to be clairvoyant to 
figure that out." 

Oddly enough, it's the second 
time Casab has owned the 23-
acre tract. Steinway said Casab 
bought the same property for 
back taxes of about $60,000 in 
2003. He said CSX challenged 
Casab, claiming the railroad 
wasn't subject to taxes, but the 
railroad lost the battle in 2004 
after a ruling in U.S. District 
Court. Steinway said Casab 
then sold the property back to 
CSX "for substantially more." 

On Oct 19, Casab again pur­
chased the property, this time 
for $40,000 in back taxes 
which is being challenged by 
Wayne County. 
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longtime supporter of 
Plymouth-Canton schools, 
died Jan. 21 after suffering for 
an extended period with 
Alzheimer's disease.

• Plymouth-Canton Schools 
Superintendent Jim Ryan got 
high grades from school board 
members on his mid-year 
review. 

•Longtime Plymouth-
Canton Junior Basketball 
Association president Al 
Flower came under fire when 
he disappeared after collecting 
$115 registration fees, not 
scheduling any games and 
then refusing to refund the 
money. 

• Longtime Wayne County 
Executive Edward McNamara, 
a Plymouth Township resident 
who was for a long time a 
political lightning-rod, died 
Feb. 19 after a long battle with 
cancer. 

MARCH 
• The Plymouth Township 

Board of Trustees accepted a 
$4.2 million bid for the old 

township hall complex at Ann 
Arbor Road and Lilley, only to 
have the bidder, Capital 
Acquisitions & Development of 
Bloomfield Hills, later pull out 
of the deal. The board eventu­
ally sold the former Friendly's, 
which housed the clerk's office, 
to a bank. 

• The Friends of the Penn 
sigh a deal to take over the 
Penn Theatre in downtown 
Plymouth. Penn Theatre 
Realty, LLC, a 10-partner 
group, paid $1.2 million for the 
building, then leased it to the 
Friends of the Penn for $1 a 
year.

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State political scandal was 
turning point in Ford career 

Helping the less fortunate 
should be a yearlong effort

i an. 11 marks the 6lst anniversary of a 
| turning point in the life of the late 

%^ President Gerald R. Ford. On that date in 
1945, paid assassins shot and killed state Sen. 
Warren G. Hooper, R-Albion, on a rural 
stretch of M-99. 

Ford had nothing to do directly with the 
case. But he was the beneficiary of its political 
fallout. 

A one-man grand jury had been investigat­
ing bribery and corruption in 
the Michigan Legislature and 
business circles since 1943. 
Special prosecutor in the case 
was the flamboyant former 
Democrat Kim Sigler. Hooper 
had agreed a day or two earlier 
to blow the whistle on money 
that had been passed to influ­
ence votes on sausage manu­
facturing, barber regulation, 
chain banking, dog racing, 

horse racing, slot machines, small loan inter­
est rates and the manufacture of oleo. 

The story of Hooper's slaying is well told, in 
great detail, in Three Bullets Sealed His Lips, 
by Bruce Rubenstein and Lawrence Ziewacz 
(1987 Michigan State University Press). I rec­
ommend it warmly. 

Sigler was highly ambitious. He wanted to 
ride the case to the governor's chair and then 
to the White House, in the footsteps of crime-
busting Tom Dewey. Sigler did win one term 
as governor in 1946 but irritated so many that 
voters dumped him in 1948 in favor of 
Democrat G. Mennen Williams. (Sigler died in 
a plane crash 10 years later.) 

As Rubenstein and Ziewacz relate the tale, 
Sigler and investigators believed the trigger 
men were members of Detroit's old Purple 
Gang who were safely in Jackson Prison. They 
were let out by corrupt prison officials and 
even used a warden's car to track down 
Hopper and force Kis car off the road. 

But the trigger men weren't Sigler's target. 
He sought bigger game. He figured the money 
man was Frank D. McKay, a Grand Rapids 
banker, real estate tycoon and businessman 
who had served three terms as state treasurer 
and was the king maker among Michigan 
Republicans. McKay was the target of several 
investigations — including why state cars all 
had tires purchased from the tire company 
McKay had founded. 

Before the dust had settled, there were 130 
arrests and 62 convictions of politicians, cops, 
lobbyists and lawyers. Among the convictions 
were 23 of our $3-a-day legislators — 18 
Democrats and five Republicans. 

Among the Republicans was Sen. Carl F.

DeLano, of Cooper Township in Kalamazoo 
County. My late colleague Fred DeLano, whose 
erudite writings once graced these pages, kept 
a 1944 edition of the Michigan Manual on his 
desk at home. One of his kids asked why. Fred 
opened it to a picture of his father, the senator. 
It may explain why Fred always was a staunch 
Democrat. 

Officially, the murder of Warren Hooper was 
never solved, and McKay never was convicted 
of anything. He died in Florida in 1965, worth 
$50 million, in the fulness of years. 

But McKay's days as a political king maker 
were pretty much over. In, Grand Rapids there 
arose a reform group bent to brooming out the 
McKay machine. The reform group was com­
posed of many University of Michigan alumni 
and friends, according to the Web site of the 
U-M's Clements Library. 

Paul Goebel soon succeeded George Welsh 
as mayor. In the 1948 GOP primary, a young 
Navy veteran, former U - M gridiron star and 
lawyer named Gerald R. Ford challenged and 
beat veteran Congressman Bartel Jonkman.

"Devon? ... Devon." I had to say it at least 
twice ... "Devon." Maybe it was three times. 
Probably four, now that I think about it. 

"DEVON." 
"What." 
The small 10-year-old boy didn't look at me. A 

puffy black jacket wrapped around him, his eyes 
were fixed upward, his hands hung limp into the 
sink, a steady stream of warm water pouring 
over them. He was in his head, concentrating on 

something I couldn't see. 
I watched him for a minute. 

He never looked at me. I didn't 
really say anything. 

I watched him because he was 
quiet. Quiet and focused. 
Something I hadn't yet seen 
Devon be in the nine months I 
had been volunteering at the 
Rosa Parks Art Studio in the 
Capuchin Soup Kitchen on 
Conner Street in Detroit. 

The studio provides inner-city 
teens and pre-teens with arts and crafts each 
weekday afternoon. The idea is for these kids to 
express their sometimes difficult feelings in art 
therapy projects, while staying off the streets or 
alone at home in the after-school hours from 4-
6 p.m. 

As a volunteer "counselor," one of my biggest 
challenges was this wiry boy with big eyes who 
seemed to have an electric current running 
through him at all times. He was distracted, 
frustrating, anxious and regularly gave new 
meaning to the term "acting out." 

But here he was, I thought to myself that day 
last January, his restless personality quelled by 
warm water falling over his hands. 

I relayed the story to Sister Nancyann Turner, 
an art therapist and Dominican nun who started 
the program. Devon settled down, Iitold her. He 
actually stood still and focused, though on what 
I didn't know. 

What Sister Nancyann said next is on my top 
10 list of phrases that have impacted my life. 

That's interesting, she told me. Hmm, maybe 
it's because the lights and heat is always going 
off at his house, and the feeling of warm water is 
such a welcome novelty. 

His mother would disappear for days at a 
time, and Devon, one of three children, came 
home each night to flip on a switch that doesn't 
work or a faucet that doesn't produce water. 

I was surprised by this fact. I was surprised by 
what I learned later: More than 1,000 families 
serviced by the Capuchin Soup Kitchen alone 
regularly get their heat, water and electricity 
shut off because for them, it's a choice between 
rent, food and utilities each month. 

I've learned not to be surprised anymore. 
So I'm not surprised to relate that even 

though this winter has been relatively mild thus , 
far, the need for heating and electricity for the • 
area's needy goes on. The poorest, those who've . 
recently lost their jobs and must choose a mort>, 
gage payment over heat, and the working poor ^ , 
who've learned to go without if it means gro- . :, 
ceries that week. ; -

It's the week after Christmas and the new year , 
looms, and we most of us can pat ourselves on 
the back for dropping a toy in a Toys for Tots 
box, dropping canned goods and a few bucks for , 
the needy. Maybe we helped out in a soup > - ; 
kitchen, maybe we adopted a family for , , 
Christmas. 

And now is the time to sit back, silently con- , , 
gratulating ourselves on what good people we , < 
are and contemplate that perennial weight-loss , 
resolution. 

Life is good and we're good people. We'll all ^ 
have another congratulatory group hug next 7« 
Christmas.

the way we know we're capable of playing." 
The Rocks didn't come close to playing up to 

their potential, according to Salem coach Bob 
Brodie. 

"We didn't come out ready to play and Canton 
did," said Brodie. "They beat us in all phases of 
the game.

Police drug 
searches violate 
student rights 
Most students don't realize that 

when they buy a parking pass 
for the P-CEP parking lot, 

they're paying to sacrifice their basic 
rights as an American. 

Nonetheless, students are all too will­
ing to subject their car to random, 
unprovoked searches with no prior noti­
fication. 

This little blurb in the Student Parking 
Pass Contract was just another clause of 
gibberish for most students until a few 
weeks ago, when Wayne County sheriffs, 
Canton police and six dogs swept 
Plymouth-Canton's Educational Park for 
illegal substances. 

The dogs sniffed through parking lots 
and students were called out of class to 
open their vehicles whenever a dog 
showed specific interest in an automo­
bile. Dogs then jumped into the cars to 
sniff for drugs. Since the only reported -
damage was slightly torn car seat, the 

"dog ate my home­
work" excuse still did­
n't go over too well 
with my teachers. 

Needless to say, a 
multitude of illegal 
substances were confis­
cated from students' 
cars across the Park. 
But the fact that a 
handful of suburban 
adolescents are smok­
ing pot and drinking 
alcohol is hardly break­

ing news. 
And now that a crack-squad of police 

and school officials have broken new 
ground by revealing the startling truth 
that a fraction of students at the Park do 
indeed smoke like chimneys, it's time to 
ignore this small monkey on our backs 
and observe the 8,000-pound gorilla try­
ing to hide behind a dinette set in the 
corner. 

This drug sweep highlighted an alarm­
ing trend in Plymouth-Canton's school 
district, and quite possibly illustrates a 
nationwide tendency for school officials 
to involve themselves in every aspect of 
student life. 

Though there's no question of legality 
of the search conducted by school securi­
ty and police, the morality remains an 
entirely different issue. 

How odd is it that in attempts to cre­
ate a drag-free learning environment, 
students are being punished for keeping 
their illegal substances out of the school 
building? 

Most students — especially the pot-
smoking demographic — will probably 
continue to take the slight risk and won't 
feel inclined to keep their pot at home. 
And while the vast majority of these 
teens will continue to have a hash-stash 
in the glove box, the remainder of them 
will only be likely to stuff their pot in a 
backpack or pocket. 

Congratulations, public schooling. 
You just pushed a little more marijuana 
a little deeper into the school system. 

The misguided — though perhaps 
well intentioned — coordinators behind 
these busts declare minimal tolerance 
for illegal activities such as substance 
abuse. 

Nonetheless, rumors arid reports 
abound that police disposed of and even 
ignored cigarettes that were found in 
student vehicles at P-CEP. Apparently 
reading, writing and arithmetic aren't 
the only lessons being taught in 
Plymouth-Canton. The newest addition 
to the curriculum may indeed be that it's 
"OK to smoke cigarettes, just not pot." 

Just because the school district is 
going to void the student right to priva­
cy, students should still be entitled to 
the American values of equality and jus­
tice. 

I'll go out on a limb here and guess 
that most of the students caught with 
marijuana are a little indignant about 
receiving a minor-in-possession charge 
while the underage, cancer-pumping, 
nicotine-addicted smokers walked away 
with nothing but a pat on the back for 
smoking a different type of leaf. 

If students are not going to be consis­
tently disciplined and punished based 
on written rules, the school district has 
three options: enforce the rule, erase the 
rule or gradually allow the system to slip 
into a chaotic anarchy.

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Teens talk about eating disorders

The body to a teenager is simple to under­
stand; if you are fat, then get rid of it all. And if 
you are thin, keep getting thinner. At least, 
that's how some teenagers feel at Garden City 
High School. 

Teenagers, both male and female, have 
become accustomed to the fact that an eating 
disorder is a deadly but quick way to lose 
weight. t 

When asked wjiy area students had an eat­
ing disorder, the answers were all different, 
ranging from the fear of never being loved to 
the fear of becoming an effigy of the thin kids. 

"It's not a diet, it's a way of life," said a 14-
year-old freshman at Garden City High School. 

An eating disorder is con­
sidered to be a life-threaten­
ing neurotic condition 
caused by anxiety, abuse, 
nicknames, and puberty, 
according to Marya 
Hornbacher, author of the 
book Wasted. 

The results of an eating 
disorder are devastating to 
see, let alone have. Fatigue, 
headaches, heart pains, weak 
bones, thinning hair, bad 
teeth, insomnia and mania 

are all common in an eating-disordered per­
son. These are just a few symptoms gathered 
from those who were interviewed. 

An eating disorder is more than just purging 
or starving. There is binge eating, compulsive 

j. exercise, laxative or diuretic abuse, and diet 
pill abuse. A person is not limited to just one 

^ eating disorder. A person with multiple eating 
1 disorders is believed to be grouped in a differ-
; ent form of eating disorders: Eating Disorder 
•Not Otherwise Specified (E.D.N.O.S.). 
c; "I have all the criteria for anorexia and all 
: the criteria for bulimia except the bingeing," 
said a 16-year-old junior at Garden City High 

. School. "I guess I would be considered 
E.D.N.O.S." 

Hiding an eating disorder can be very easy, 
sources said. 

"It can be as simple as taking a shower after 
eating to sneaking diet pills after eating a few 
carrot sticks," said a 17-year-old senior at John 
Glenn High School. 

The freshman student agreed. "I always 
' went to the garage to 'clean it' and my parents 
^ just thought that I was being nice," she said. 
<; The senior noted: "I painted my nails to hide 
" the discoloring and wore large hoodies and 
. pants that were two sizes too big on me. I wore 
gloves on my hands to hide the scars from 
vomiting and when people asked why I was 

,. wearing gloves, I would jtust tell them that I 
was making a fashion statement."

A teen starves himself or herself in order to 
gain control of something he or she has lost 
control of in his or her life. By gaining control 
over life, the teenager will lose the respect of 
his or her friends and family. 

Teenagers fear the rejection of their friends 
and family, and therefore, do not tell many 
people about their illness. Doctors believe that 
this is why teenagers lie about their disease. 

Teenagers may realize that an eating disor­
der is a dangerous addiction and still refuse to 
get help of any kind. When asked about how 
long she has been ill, the 16-year-old Garden 
City High junior said that "it started in the sev­
enth grade and manifested completely in the 
eighth grade and is still going." 

Almost all anorectics or bulimics have 
admitted during interviews that goals and 
excitement over weight loss go hand-in-hand. 

Not all people with eating disorders are 
affected by feelings of regret. 

"Do I ever regret my habits?" said the 16-
year-old. "Only on days when getting out of 
bed is harder than lifting an elephant and only 
on days when I cough up blood. And days 
when I realize that I have to keep secrets from 
my boyfriend. The pain you feel makes you 
know that you are alive." 

Those with eating disorders admit they have 
been impacted by television and the Internet. 

"I heard about it from a Lifetime movie 
called Kate's Secret" said the freshman.

The Token Lounge in Westland has made 
quite a name for itself through the years. 
Since its original opening in 1971, many 
musical acts have graced its stage, including 
Megadeth, Quiet Riot, and a slew of smaller 
up-and-coming rock bands. Popularity 
among teenagers and young adults has 
steadily increased over time, with the estab­
lishment of all ages shows every Sunday 
from 5-10 p.m: 

The Lounge was closed 
down between the years of 
1991 and 1993, but 
reopened in 1994 as the 
Mosquito Club under cur­
rent owner John Anton. In 
1998, Anton returned the 
club to its original name.

Scholarships are the answer 
to quick cash for college

A student entering college is usually excited, 
sometimes confused, yet always seems to be 
"broke!" Wouldn't it be great to have some funds 
in his or her college account, even before going to 
the university? 

Savvy students anticipate the costs of "higher 
education" and look for ways to cut expenses. 

With tuition, books, room and board, the bills 
can really add up fast. What's a poor college stu­
dent to do? Scholarships could be the answer. 
These awards are not only for the "super-brainy" 
or the "down and destitute," but also for the "aver­
age Joe" (or Jill). 

Nowadays, almost any student is qualified for 
scholarships. The trick is 
knowing where to find out 
about these scholarship offers, 
how to apply for them and fol­
lowing through. 

Before filling out any college 
entrance or scholarship appli­
cations, students should exam­
ine their GPA and ACT or SAT 
scores (these tests can be 
retaken, if necessary to try for 
a higher score). The student 
should also make a list of 
school achievements, extra­
curricular activities, sports or 
clubs, volunteer service and 
community awards. It is best 
to be detailed about involve­
ment in any of these areas, 
particularly if it is a leadership 
position (according to the 
book, Winning Scholarships 
for College by Marianne 
Ragins. Be sure to check the 
library or bookstore for other 
scholarship sources.) Even 

hobbies or heritage may lead to some money. 
With this information, the student is better pre­
pared to fully answer college admission or schol­
arship forms. 

The application process usually requires an 
essay and specific information about the prospec­
tive student. School transcripts and/or references 
also might be necessary. It is very prudent to ask a 
favorite teacher, counselor, boss or someone who 
knows the student well to write this recommen­
dation letter. This should be done at the earliest 
time frame possible to benefit the student to the

greatest advantage. (The student may want to 
send a "thank you" card or do something nice for 
the person who is writing on their behalf.) 

In addition, many applications require submit­
ting a FAFSA form, which gives information 
about the student's (and parent's) financial cir­
cumstances. Two ways students can fill out the 
FAFSA are on a paper form and on the Internet. 
Paper forms are usually available from the stu­
dent's counselor or at a public library. Students 
can also complete the FAFSA on the Web at 
www.fafsa.ed.gov. 

When filling out any application, a person 
should be as neat and complete as possible. 
Applicants should follow all directions, pay atten­
tion to the deadlines, and have their paperwork 
"proofread" before submission. Students should 
showcase their unique talents which separate 
them from their classmates. It is important for 
the student to stand out as an individual. 
Numerous men and women apply for scholar­
ships, and a student must explain why he or she 
deserves the scholarship over the other appli­
cants. Hardships or overcoming challenges may 
be mentioned if the opportunity presents itself. A 
creative writing style or heartfelt sentiment could 
especially be appealing. Some students are so 
busy, scholarship applications are not atop prior­
ity, but think of how many "working" hours 
would be needed just to match the awarded 
amount. There maybe a small chance of winning 
if there are many applicants, but each student 
should remember mat there is NO chance with­
out applying. 

Students can look for scholarships on the 
Internet, as many Web sites provide free search 
opportunities. Some scholarship search Web sites 
are:

Students can ask their counselors at school or 

supervisors at work to see if there are any scholar­
ships offered. Applications may take a lot of time, 
but the reward can literally pay off.

For the first time in decades, 
the general public may dine in 
the historic Pine Knob Mansion 
with its scenic vista of south­
eastern Michigan. 

Built in the late 1920s on top 
of Pine Knob in Clarkston, the 
19-room English Tudor-style 
home was opened Dec. 17 by 
owners Nino and Stacey 
Catenacci for Christmas 
brunch, the first of several holi­
day special events they plan to 
offer. A New Year's Eve party is 
next. 

Since 1992, the mansion has 
been used as a banquet facility 
for weddings and other private 
gatherings. 

It was last open to the gener­
al public in the 1970s when it 
was a restaurant known to 
locals as the Hamburger 
Mansion. 

BIG TURNOUT 
"I can't tell you how happy 

people were (to have the man­
sion open again)," said Stacey 
Catenacci. "I was hoping for 60 
(for brunch) and got 200.'' 

Zoe Aldrich, event planner 
for the Clarkston Area Chamber 
of Commerce, remembers the 
Hamburger Mansion as a local 
hot spot and is glad more peo­
ple will be able to enjoy the view 
from southeast Michigan's high­
est point —1,221 feet above sea 
level. 

"It's breathtaking when you 
get out of the car," she said. 

Toni Smith, director of the 
Clarkston Heritage Museum, 
said the mansion is an impor­
tant part of Clarkston history 
more people can now experi­
ence. 

"It's nice to see an historical 
building coming back into 
public use," she said. 

'A LITTLE MEADOW BROOK' 
Clarkston resident Matt Duff, 

who lives near the mansion, has 
attended private functions there 
but is glad he no longer has to 
wait for an invitation to visit. 

"It's like a little Meadow 
Brook (Hall) inside there," he 
said. 

Col. Sydney Waldon, an auto­
motive and aviation pioneer 
who helped develop the U. S. 
Air Force during World War I, 
built the mansion as a summer 
home for himself and second 
wife, Helen Rentschler, on 820 
acres he purchased in 1927 
from Harvey and Mary 
Fleming. 

Waldon lovingly referred to 
his residence as "the hill," Stacey 
Catenacci said. 

"I miss the hill," he would 
write to his secretary who over­
saw things while he was away. "I 
can't wait to come home to the 
hill." 

He designed his own gardens

and had a bird sanctuary out­
side his library. 

"He loved his birds," 
Catenacci said. 

The home was designed by 
architect H.A. O'Dell with 
entertainment in mind. The 
Great Hall has an acoustically 
perfect ceiling so music lovers 
could enjoy music from an 
organ console hidden by a 
hand-carved oak screen. 

FRIEND OF HENRY FORD 
The stained glass in the 

great hall jbears coats of arms 
and artistic tributes to friends 
Henry Ford and Orville and 
Wilbur Wright, who later 
served as a pall bearer at the 
colonel's funeral in 1967 Wood 
carvings in the great hall tell of 
Waldon's many travels, includ­
ing safaris. 

"Everything carved in the 
woodwork had a meaning," 
Catenacci said. 

The mansion also had six 
master bedrooms with private 
baths, servants' quarters, a gun 
room, fruit room and wince 
cellar. Outbuildings included a 
carriage house, tenant house, 
machine shop and many 
barns. 

The great hall and Waldon's 
library look much like they did 
when he lived there, but most 
of the rest of the house has 
been modified. 

The Waldons moved from 
the home in 1941 to Helen's 
family home in Hamilton, 
Ohio. 

FORMER SANITARIUM 
The mansion and 460 acres 

were purchased in 1948 by 
Henry Ford Hospital as a sani­
tarium and convalescent center 
for psychiatric and physical

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therapy patients. Ten years later, 
in 1958, Dr. Harley Robinson 
bought it for use as a rest home. 
In 1976, a group of developers 
turned it into the Hamburger 
Mansion. 

In 1992, the current owners 
turned the mansion into the 27-
hole championship Pine Knob 
Golf Course and Banquet facili­
ty. 

Catenacci said maintaining 
the mansion has been a labor of 
love,'but she and her husband 
have no plans to move in. 

"It's spooky and they say it's 
haunted," she said, referring to 
local lore, and adding she would­
n't want to be alone in the man­
sion at night. 

Now, members of the public 
will be able to decide for them­
selves if those legends are true. 

For Halloween, the Catenaccis 
have a "seance" planned.

A history biiff who researched 
the life of Col. Sydney Waldon, 
builder of the Pine Knob 
Mansion in Clarkston, said he 
was a genius whose aviation 
and automotive innovations 
helped build the industries that 
have become the bedrock of 
modern society — air flight and 
motor travel. 

Rachel Godley, who did the 
research for owners Nino and 
Stacey Catenacci, said Waldon 
was a friend of Henry Ford, the 
Dodge brothers and the Wright 
brothers. 

He was born in London on 
ten. 29,1873, and came to 
America at age 20. 

"These men... were some of 
the most influential thinkers of 
their time — the very first to 
'think outside of the box,'" she 
wrote in an article titled "Pine 
Knob Mansion: A Brief 
Historical Overview." 

"Thanks to the unerring dedi­
cation and unshakable determi­
nation of these noble visionar­
ies, Detroit has long been. 

known as 'the city that drives 
the world.'" 

LIBERTY ENGINE 
Specifically, Waldon was 

involved in building "from 
scratch" the U.S. Air Force during 
World War I, Godley said. After 
the war, he helped to create and 
improve Detroit's and the state's 
roadways, she said. 

Waldon met the Wright broth­
ers while working in the infant 
automotive industry, first as vice-
president of Packard Motor Car 
Co. from 1910 to 1915 and later as 
executive/engineer for Cadillac 
Motor Co. from 1915 to 1916. 

In 1916, during World War I, 
Waldon enlisted in the U.S. Army 
Signal Corps, which included the 
first 'Air Service." There were 
only about a dozen pilots and 
about 150 obsolete planes at the 
time, Godley said. Waldon 
reached the rank of colonel and, 
as assistant to the chief of the 
Aircraft Production Board, he 
helped to create the Liberty 
engine, the first engine used in 
fighter planes. 

After the war, Waldon served 
as president of the Street Railway 

Road Cbmmission and the Rapid -

Beverly Price is enjoying every movement of 
the newest class at the Body Connection in 
Royal Oak. Nia puts the fun back in exercise for 
those courageous enough to let themselves go. 

Even though the workout originated on the 
West Coast in the 1980s, Nia is just beginning 
to catch on in Metro Detroit. In anticipation of 
the growth of the next hottest fitness craze, 
Price has scheduled classes from morning to 
evening for nearly every day of the week. 
',' Usually Price is leading classes through yoga 
movements or counseling clients about their 
relationship with food but this evening she fol­
lows instructor Beth Silver who is scooping chi 
or energy out of thin air. A registered dietitian, 
Price regularly sees men, women and children 
with eating disorders and weight issues. 

Nia's neuromuscular integrative action blends 
elements of dance, kickboxing, the martial arts 
including tai chi, and yoga and healing tech­
niques such as feldenkrais to raise the heart 
rate, strengthen muscles, release tension, and 
burn calories while liberating the mind, body 
and spirit. Throughout the session students are 
able to express themselves during free style 
periods by creating their own movement. a 

"We bought an elliptical trainer for our base­
ment but it's boring," said Price, a Huntington 
Woods resident who was practicing yoga every 
dg^ and looking for away to cross train when 
s l^ invited a Nia instructor to teach a course in 
• Jtny. "When you go to a Nia class you gather 
everybody else's energy. Health wise, it's 
increased my endurance although yoga has as 
w)ell, my strength and durability. I like the com­
bination of both." 

* Price has observed a change in her nutritional 
counseling clients as a result. 

|"Many of them don't feelgood about their 
bpdies," said Price. "This is a nonjudgmental 
w|ay to move your body. Many come to see me 
f0r weight loss but they're not exercising. This is 
a great way to do it and have fun." 

'Silver discovered Nia while on a self-explo­
ration journey. Over the years, she tried pilates, 
yoga, weight training, and ice dancing as a way 
to stay fit after leaving Harbinger Dance 

Company. 
"Nia invites you to move your body naturally. 

You're not asked to get into positions that don't 
feel good," said Silver who became a certified 
Nia instructor after completing training in East 
Lansing. "It's a work in and a work out, a mind, 
body, spirit class. Anything cardio you've got to 
improve your heart, circulation. It's going to 
make weight loss easier. People in wheelchairs 
can take the class. It's designed for all fitness 
levels, ages, body types. I provide the move­
ments. Students decide how big or small they're 
going to do the movement. It's self-adjusting." 

Best friends Mayyadah Ali and Valerie Harris 
of Southfield had tried every kind of exercise 
program as well. They decided to take Nia 
together as part of a continuing search to keep 
their bodies limber. Both trained with Alvin 
Ailey. 

"I love the constant movement," said 
Mayyadah Ali. "I'm feeling more relaxed. I'm 
just entering menopause and it's given me a 
release of stress, tension." 

Kelly Ray drives all the way from Rochester 
Hills to take Nia classes at the Body Connection 
in Royal Oak. Her physician recommended Nia 
as a way for her to lose weight and reduce 
stress. 

Jeni Langan likes the stretching, music and 
the fact that Nia incorporates dance. She earned 
a dance degree from Wayne State University.

"I liked it because it was something different," 
said Amy Lockmondy. "I feel people are looking 
for out of the ordinary workouts. When pilates 
broke across the country everybody was asking 
about it.

Buyouts and early retirements 
are common right now in the auto 
industry. Those faced with such 
offers need to think things through, 
both financially and in terms of 
their careers. . 

Bob Thomas, director of career 
services at Oakland University in 
Rochester Hills, urges those leaving 
auto companies to link up with 
professional organizations. Such 
organizations offer resume sharing 
and job postings, he said, citing 
Automation Alley as one option 
good for those taking a buyout. 

OU also offers limited scholar­
ships to those downsized through 
buyout or layoff, he said. Assistance 
is available for those changing 
careers, to see what's necessary in 
terms of educational requirements. 

"So there's a variety of things that 
can be addressed," Thomas said. 

He also recommends use of the 
state's Michigan Works! system. • 
"It's a pretty vast network of job 
postings." You can work with state 
staffers on your resume, and 
Michigan Works! staffers have 
access to new employers in the 
state. 

Michigan Works! can be reached 
online at www.michiganworks.org, 
and has a number of offices 
statewide. "They just have to get in 

there and talk to those profession­
als in those offices," Thomas said 

Oakland University also has 
adult career counseling available 
free to nonstudents. For informa­
tion, visit accc@oakland.edu 
online or call (248) 370-3092. 

PJ Rao, assistant director for 
career services at Wayne State 
University in Detroit, said her 
office is also ready to help. "We 
have a staff of many counselors 
available to talk to folks." They 
work primarily with students and 
alumni on career development. 

Rao and her colleagues see if job 
seekers would like to go back into 
same career path. "We work with 
them on resume writing, polishing 
up their resumes," she said. They 
also work on cover letters, what 
their niche is and assisting them 
with interviewing skills. 

"We have a lot of resources they 
can utilize online and in the office," 
Rao said. In addition to students 
and alumni, those in the communi­
ty are welcome to stop-in counsel­
ing hours, with no appointment 
needed, at certain times of day.

"We hear from a lot of different 
people. We meet with a variety of 
folks," She said. Wayne State 
staffers have also told people about 
Michigan Works! and career Web 

sites. The career services staff tells 
job seekers to bring in drafts of 
resumes so they can work on that, 
"and see where they want to go." 

There are financial considera­
tions involved in such 
buyout/retirements offers as well. 
"I have some clients that are in the 
process of doing that," said Mark 
Napolitano, vice president of

There isn't a simple solution to 
making a life-changing decision 
like the one DaimlerChrysler, Ford, 
and GM have proposed to many of 
their employees, he said. Each 
package from the Big Three is 
unique, as is every employee's situ­
ation.

Even if you have made 
the decision to take the buyout, it's 
crucial that you seek out a profes­
sional that will help establish a 
plan to transition through this 
process. 

That includes financial decision 
and investment strategies that take 
into consideration each client's 
future plans, family dynamics, and 
current situation. "Really have a 
good handle on one year's expens­
es," he added.

(NAPSI)-Uncle Sam is ready to give 
you credit for the steps you take to 
reduce energy consumption in your 
home. The Energy Policy Act of 2005 
provides valuable tax credits-as much 
as $300 to consumers who purchase 
qualified high-efficiency heating, 
cooling and water-heating equip­
ment. 

These new tax credits took effect in 
January 2006. Unlike a tax deduction, 
which reduces the amount of income 
subject to tax, a tax credit directly 
reduces the amount of federal income 
tax you pay or increases the tax refund 
you receive. 

The new energy legislation defines 
the type of equipment and the amount 
of the credit in this way:

Consistently adding new cars to its lineup since the 
introduction of the 2000 Xterra, Nissan continued that 
trend by launching a small hatchback Versa in July and 
and a sedan version in December. 

This new Versa is a compact car with an impressive 
fuel economy of 30 miles per gallon in city driving. It 
offers plenty of interior space, various features and with 
a base price of just $12,550, is less expensive than the 
Nissan Sentra. 
"Consumer response to the roomy, highly fuel-efficient 
Versa hatchback has been tremendous, with dealer 
inventory running at around a 15-day supply level or 
less since its introduction last summer," said Bill Bosley, 
vice president and general manager, Nissan Division. 
Demand is so high, additional Versa production is 
planned beginning this month at Nissan's plant in 
Cuernavaca, Mexico.

With a combined front and rear legroom that lets 
6-foot-plus passengers sit comfortably in all four 
positions, the Versa's interior is spacious.

It has air 
conditioning, a rear wiper and a CD player as standard 
features with power windows, power mirrors and 
keyless entry optional. 

Those features are standard on the 1.8 SL as well 
as cruise control, upgraded interior cloth, more 
adjustments for the driver seat and an in-dash six-CD 
audio system with an MP3 player jack. 

, Optional features for the Versa 1.8 SL include a 
Sport Package featuring fog lights, lower-body side 
extensions and a rear roof spoiler. 

The Convenience Package comes with Bluetooth 
connectivity, Intelligent Key keyless entry and a leather-
wrapped steering wheel with audio controls, a sunroof, 
upgraded audio speakers and satellite radio. 

And the Power Package includes remote keyless 
entry, power door locks, power windows, door armrest 
pad, rear door pockets and a glove compartment light. 

As far as power options go, there are three Versa 
hatchback and sedan models available besides the 4-
speed manual transmission base model. 

There is the Versa 1.8 S 4-speed automatic 
transmission, priced at $13,350; the Versa 1.8 SL 6-
speed manual transmission, offered at $14,550; and the 
Versa 1.8 SL with Nissan's advanced Xtronic 
Continuously Variable Transmission, which stickers for 
$15,550. 

The Versa's handling is enhanced by vehicle^ 
speed-sensitive power steering. With this system 
steering feels more responsive and easy to turn at low 
speeds. As the car's speed increases, the feel of the 

steering wheel tightens to help give you better control. 
The exterior of the Versa features a bold look for a 

small car, as evident in the large headlights, signature 
Nissan grille and large taillights. Its round body tips off 
the roomy interior of the Versa; 

The Versa recently earned the National Highway 
Traffic Safety Administration's 5-star rating for side-
impact crash test safety. It also received the highest 
possible rating from the Insurance Institute for 
Highway Safety in all three tested areas - front-, side-
and rear-impact evaluations. 

This car is equipped with the Nissan Advanced 
Air Bag System, which includes dual-stage front 
supplemental air bags and front seat side-impact 
supplemental air bags for chest protection and roof-
mounted curtain side-impact air bags for front and rear 
head protection. 

After hearing about all of these great features and 
packages, you shouldn't be asking yourself, "Should I 
get a Versa?" The question should be: "Which Versa 
should I get?"
