Officials feel law forces
them into AT&T agreement

Cable television viewers in the Plymouth area are
about to get a third choice in cable providers and,
while that may be good for customers, local official
aren’t the least bit happy about it.

Both the Plymouth City Commission and Plymo
Township Board of Trustees this week approved fran-
chise agreements allowing AT&T to begin providin
video service in the community. And while AT&T i
mum about the company’s actual plans, company
officials said this week the Plymouth area is a target..

“We're not getting into specific information as to

. where we have applied for competitive reasons,”
AT&T spoKkesman Joe Steele said. “The service is not
available in Michigan just yet, so it’s fair to say these
communities will be among the first.”

AT&T is moving quickly to take advantage of a
state law, Public Act 480, adopted by the state
Legislature at the end of 2006 which provides cable
providers the chance to service any community under
a uniform franchise agreement.

The agreement is a boiler-plate contract proscribed
by the act and, local officials complain, takes many
controls out of the hands of local municipalities.
Among the many effects officials say the law has are
scaling back community-, school- and public-access
television; removing the authority of local communi-
ties to manage public rights of way; and creating neg-
ative revenue impacts.

The act also allows current franchise holders
(Comcastand WOW in the Plymouths) to terminate
their existing agreements and re-file using the man-
dated agreement.

“The Legislature is tying your hands,” Plymouth
Township Trustee Steve Mann said. “The way the law
is written, you have no option but to approve the
agreement (because) if you don’t, it goes into effect

Jury convicts Adams in mur

Andre Marcel Adams has
been convicted of first-degree
murder in the April 15, 2006,
death of Robert Lee
Armstrong.

A Wayne County Circuit |
Court jury found the 34-year-

The prosecution also
brought forth a former girl-
friend of Adams who testified
he told her of the homicide.
Investigators said they found
Adams’ fingerprints on the
bloody flashlight. .
Adams, who did not take the
stand, offered a statement to

" police when he was arrested in

‘October 2006 in Las Vegas.
Admitting he was high on
ecstasy and marijuana the night
of the murder, Adams told offi-
cers certain details were “foggy.”

In his defense, Steffen-
Ramirez called a fingerprint
expert that testified that two
other fingerprints and a palm
print were on the flashlight. She
also called Duff, 33, as a witness.

Duff of Ypsilanti was the ini-
tial suspect in the murder and
denied telling anyone he had
killed Armstrong, but admitted-
they weren't friends and had
physical altercations. :

“I didn’t love the guy,” he

said, and added that he last

T saw Armstrong in late 2005.

“But in all falrness, Bob was a

. pretty good man.”

When Duff was arrested by

o police the day after the murder

he was jailed with Ypsilanti
resident Sean Almond, 23, -
who testified that Duff
appeared to be “bragging”
about Armstrong’s death.

Coincidentally, Almond is
the son of Armstrong’s friend,
Michael Almond.

During his testimony,
Michael Almond, 45, said that
Armstrong hated both his ;
estranged wife and Duff, and
didn’t want them at his home.

In her closing argument,
Steffen-Ramirez theorized that
Duff saw Adams leaving the
mobile home, became enraged,
went inside to confront him

--and ended up killing him.

The prosecution said there
was no evidence that Duff
killed Armstrong and that
Adams had a pattern of victim-
izing men.

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'Environmentalists favor

faster renewables plan

Michigan environmental
groups are rallying behind a
state Senate bill that would -
require that 20 percent of elec-
trical power generation come
from renewable sources by
2020. They are also pushing
for greater funding to support
more efficient energy use.

Senate Bill 385, introduced
by Sen. Jim Barcia (D-Bay
City) and co-sponsored by the
16 Senate Democrats, would

‘establish a more accelerated .

renewable energy portfolio
standard than proposed by

| Gov. Jennifer Granholm.

The RPS would require that
electricity providers generate or
acquire electricity from renew-
able energy sources at increasing
rates beginning at 7 percent by -
the end of 2009, 13 percent by
2015 and 20 percent by 2020.
Renewable energy sources
include wind, solar, hydroelectric
and biomass. The bill requires at
least 5 percent of the renewable
energy come from solar.

Hugh McDiarmid Jr.,
spokesman for the Michigan
Environmental Council, said that
the proposal makes sense for the
environment and the economy.
The Michigan Environmental
Council is a coalition of 75 envi-
ronmental organizations
statewide and provides lobbying
services in Lansing, -

McDiarmid said that cur-
rently Michigan obtains 63
percent of its electrical energy
from coal, 23 percent from
nuclear, 10 percent from natu-
ral gas, about 2 percent each:
from biofuels and hydroelectric
and 2 percent from renewables
such as wind and solar.

State Sen. Bruce Patterson
(R-Canton) chairman of the
Senate Energy Policy and
Public Utilities Committee,
said a hearing is scheduled for
Thursday on renewable portfo-
lio standards.

Michigan. He said he will fol-
low this with hearings on the
different energy bills before the

‘Senate. He said he is awaiting a

reply from PSC Chairman Peter
Lark on questions concerning
the 21st Century Energy Plan.

Patterson said his committee
is considering three different
proposals on RPS including’
Barcia’s bill.

“There is no way we can
attain that kind of renewable

" capacity without going outside

of Michigan,” he said Friday.
He said he wanted to be sure

- that everyone means the same

thing when they discuss
renewable energy.

“T would ask them to break
out the component parts to get
to 20 percent on this time line,”
he said.

He said that wind has prom-
ise for Michigan but that some
of the best wind sites are in
tourists areas where residents
would object on aesthetic and
economic grounds. On solar, he
said Michigan has among the
fewest solar hours of any state:

McDiarmid said the MEC is
also requesting that more
money be made available to
support an energy-efficiency
rebate program. The governor
has requested $68 million a
year; MEC is asking for “at
least $150 million.”

“Money would go back to
businesses and homeowners in
the form of rebates,”
McDiarmid said. y

Michigan said the state had an
efficiency program.

“Michigan used to have great
efficiency programs in place and
they were removed in the
1990s,” she said. “When those -
efficiencies were in place, we -

~were creating electricity at 2.57

cents per kilowatt hour. They
had rebates, incentives and help
when people went into business
to evaluate their energy needs -

and be more energy-efficient.”

Pargoff said a third party
company would administer the
rebate program and set up. -
accountability measurements.-

Patterson said he supports
energy efficiency programs as
long as they include energy con-
servation. He said his commit-
tee is considering several bills
dealing with energy efficiency.

In a report released in
February by Environment
Michigan, “Energizing
Michigan’s Economy,” the
organization recommends that
Michigan reject.proposals to
build new coal-fired or nuclear
power plants.

A report by Environment-
Michigan says the state is sec-
ond only to Minnesota in the
Great Lakes region for onshore
wind energy potential, but is
far behind other states in
installation of wind-generating
facilities. Pargoff said using -
wind and other renewables
eliminates the need for multi-
ple coal plants and will reduce

- energy bills for consumers.

“Even in the absence of eco-

nomic argumerts, we're reduc-

ing greenhouse emissions,
we're reducing mercury emis-
sions which (damage) fisheries,
were reducing particulate
emissions that cause cancer in
kids,” McDiarmid said.

State Sen. Glenn Anderson
(D-Westland), one of the bill’s
co-sponsors, said anything that
helps reduce Michigan’s .
dependence on fossil fuels is a
step in the right direction.

“It’s a goal we should be
working toward,” he said. “It’s a
proposal to.get the conversa--.
tion started. Just like setting:
fuel economy standards, a

should be made,” she added.
“But then again, I don’t know if
the school district has a lot of
choice.”

Eggenberger said she doesn’t
have all the answers on how to
cut the budget, but would like
to save programs like the writ-
ing and reading labs by finding
community groups to sponsor
them.

“Lawyers and journalists
know how important writing .
is, so maybe we could get
donations to get the $35,000
needed to keep it going,” she

- said. “The same could be done

with the math lab.” ,
As for the new superintend-
ent, Eggenberger said it'’s

important to find someone
who will be able to deal with
the same kinds of budget
issues facing the district today.

“That’s something that will con-
tinue to be an issue for the next .
superintendent,” Eggenberger
said. “We should Jook for some-
body that’s been through it, and
has some new ideas or different
ways to look atit”

Eggenberger said the state
Leglsla.ture will have a big say
in what will happen in -
Plymouth-Canton, and the
Board of Education should
continue its dialogue with local
legislators.

“Right now, they’re not doing
anything,” Eggenberger said in
regard to the budget and per-
pupil funding for schools. “We
get a 1-percent increase, and
we have 3-percent increase in
costs we can’t control.

tal. These are the kinds of
things I've done in my profes-
sional life ... I've sat with
unions and said we can’t do
business as usual, we all have

- to sacrifice or we're all going

down.” ,

Heise said it’s clear from the
last two bond proposal defeats
that voters don’t want new
taxes.

“In Plymouth-Canton we can

‘no longer claim immunity from

the economic collapse around
us,” Heise said. “I didn’t vote
for the Feb. 27 bond issue
because I was not convinced
the school district made a com-
pelling argument the bond was
absolutely necessary in the
middle of an economic crisis.
“But, I won’t say no new
taxes,” added Heise. “I have no

problem going to the voters and -
“asking for tax increases when

the economy can support it-and

you can make an argument that‘

it’s absolutely necessary.”

. Heise noted when Wayne -
‘County Executive Robert
Ficano took office, he imposed
a 14-percent pay cut for =

. appointees. While Heise isn’t

suggesting a 14-percent give-

" back from the district’s unions,

he did note state employees
recently made health care con-
cessions.

“Maybe we need to look at
that from some of our employ-
ees, too, especially if the goal is
to save jobs so we don’t have
higher class sizes,” Heise said.

i

"Are the unions willing to make

concessions?”

Heise said pmvatlzatlon of
some services would not be out
of the realm of possibility.

“But in non-educational
services like food service work-
ers, support personnel, possi-
bly custodians,” Heise said.

“Privatization of transportation

has had mixed results in other
districts, and I would like to
examine that more closely”
Heise also said “more pay to
play (for sports) has to be
done”; sharing of services such
as technical support and pay-
roll should be explored; and
the school district “needs to
work better with (legislators
_ m) Lansing.”
* While Plymouth-Canton’s -
school population has grown,

and the projections continue to

be upward, Heise said he’s not
so sure the trend will continue.

“I'm concerned about declin-
ing enrollment,” Heise said.
“With the economy, the cuts at
Ford and Pfizer, there’s alot of
uncertainty about the future. I
think there will be more fami-
lies transferring out. Those
kinds of economics impacts
will weigh heavily on the dis-
trict.

“We're going to have a tough
short-term, but I think things
will get much better,” he said.

" The other candidates on the

ballot for the school board
include incumbents Mark
~Slavens and Richard Ham-
Kucharski and challengers
Nancy Eggenberger, Bruce

RUPTURE OF THE BICEPS

Likely, you are familiar with the cartoon figure Popeye. The typical picture of him
shows the biceps muscles of his arm rising like hills rather than taking on an upward
slope that characterizes these muscles in humans.

However, there is a real life equivalent to the arm muscles of the cartoon figure: a
rupture of the long head of the biceps. The term biceps means two, because this
muscle has two tendon origins. One tendon is known as the long head, the other

Experience shows that the long head commonly breaks, known in medical
terminology as a rupture, while the short head never does.

No surgical intervention to repair the iong head tendon is possible. When it

help end racism and sexism

ook_ing at the Imus furor, one wonders whether
racism and séxism are increasing or declining. I am a
glass half full” kind of person. It’s clear to me that
forcmg h1m off the air, defining the double standards of
' language that the broadcast industry
perpetuates and achieving real clarity -
about how necessary self-interest is'in -
ehmmatmg racism and sexism — all are
signs of progress.:- -

Imus’ filthy, sexist language is present

all cultural backgrounds in fitness cen-

ters, country clubs and construction

sites; likewise, overt racism rears its ugly
head among many whites toward all peo-

. ple of color, and members of various

racial groups also use racist comments in
negative epithets toward groups of different racial back-
ground.

Why did Imus’ comments receive a much dlfferent
reaction than he would have received 25 years ago?
Today, anti-racist and anti-sexist attitudes and behavior

. are working in business, leisure and educational settings.
Many executives, teachers, politicians and day laborers
know offensive language as well as prejudiced behavior -
mimicking ignorant and disrespectful stereotypes is con-
trary to basic American values and institutional success.
Where that language or behavior is tolerated, the “isms”
flourish, and where raw bigotry undermines the self-
interest of the organizational setting, the “isms” dimin-
ish.

So the large companies that threatened to stop adver-
tising played the trump card, their self-interest. That
happened because more executives and managers are

. women, people of color and whites trained to understand
the stupidity of racism and sexism. It happened also
because buying and selling anything isless effective
when anger and conflict are prominent. Ultimately, the
weapons available to diminish racism and sexism along
with self-interest are dialogue and persuasion. These are
powerful tools leading to understanding and respect for
those who are different and unfamiliar to us.

* This journey is a long, but exciting one. Racial and
gender equality do not happen by way of lightning bolts,
an hour’s classroom discussion, or a single news article.
To heal from the illness of racism and sexism takes time
and a willingness to understand their roots and present
manifestations. We are fortunate, though, to have many

" people on that journey and others willing to get started;
would it not be ironic but powerful if Imus’ insults con-
vinced all media outlets to provide some serious inclu-
sion training around racism, sexism and the other

“isms”!

For this type of work, we see four essential conditions
to make the journey meaningful and successful. First,
diversity work leads to inclusion within organizations
and communities when it emphasizes a wide spectrum of
.groups.and cultural characteristics — certainly race, but

_ also religion, ethnicity, gender, age and other cultural

attributes. This creates allies rather than groups"wonder— :

ing why “my. dlversrcy’ wasn’t included or setting up
needless competition about which group has suﬁ'ered
most.

Second learning occurs through 1nteract1ve, real hfe
experiences that teach how inclusion works. This reflects
reality and results in pragmatic changes in organization-
al and community behavior. Too many diversity pro-
grams come off as hypothetical discussions or altrulstu:
appeals instead of real life situations.

Third, dialogue is the primary process through Whlch

- progress occurs. Too many discussions around race; gen-

der, sexual orientation and other characteristics are con-
frontational and cause even greater defensiveness. Those
conversations leave some people momentarily feeling
better, with others vowing never to publicly discuss the
issue again. Dialogue is both an honest sharing and -
empathetic listening that leads to participants more able
to'trade places. Dialogue results in trust, an essential

.ingredient to move on to the next step of the journey,
challenglng those of us responsible for perpetuatmg the .

“ism” and rallying those dehumanized by the “ism.” :
Fourth, change occurs through the intersection of self-

interest and altruism. The hardest work in intergroup
relations is recruiting people to engage in the change
process. That's the major reason that so many orgamza—
tions promise an easy fix — a “one-day experience;” a tel-
evision special, a “let’s just talk and be friends.” Usually, .
the easy fix is clothed in altruisms around religious val-
ues or the American Dream. For some people, those can -

be real incentives, but for most of us engaging our self- -
interest is a more likely incentive. With our work:in hos-.’

pitals, for-profit businesses, educational settings,
enlightened self-interest is the key to orgamzatlonal

- change.

What we can learn from the Imus 1nc1dent is that race

and gender remain as two major fault lines in American

society. The Michigan ballot vote last fall to ban affirma-
tive action for government and schools emphasized that
same result. We must change the negative ways that
groups relate to each other, or we will never overcome:
the region’s economic and social malaise. Appreciating
and using the talents and celebrating the heritages of all
cultural groups are the only way for the region to come |
out of its precarious situation.

Last year, more than 4,000 people went through one

“or' more of our inclusion initiatives. The positive results

in schools, workplaces, congregations and community
settings demonstrate how people can overcome racial,
gender and other “fault lines””

But like my coaches from long ago said, “You have to
pay the price.” That includes a commitment of time spent
on inclusion issues, a willingness to trust those who are
different and creating a plan to advance our mutual self-
interest. Thanks to Imus for remmdmg us where we
don’t want to go.

Making progress

Therapy center helps special needs children

. BY LINDA ANN CHOMIN
STAFF WRITER

. An exercise ball offers resistance to Alex
as he pushes the brightly colored sphere
through a cloth tube at Futures
HealthCore Therapy Center in Garden
City. Although it looks like the 8-year-old
Canton boy is playing, he's actually
strengthemng muscles and motor skills.

Once a week, Alex and his mother,
Dawn Ham- Kucharsk1 attend sessions at
the center which opened in June 2006.
The 1,000-square-foot space is the first
on-site Futures location in the nation to
offer individualized therapy for children
with autism, cerebral palsy, developmental
delays, brain injury, ADD/ADHD, and
Down syndrome. Licensed occupational
and speech therapists incorporate play,

sensory integration and yoga into treat-
ment plans that may include group thera-

- py to build social skills which don’t come

easy to autistic children. About 80 percent
of the children seen at Futures have been
diagnosed with autism, a neurological dis-
order which impairs development.

MAKING PROGRESS

When Alex was diagnosed with moder-
ate to severe autism at 26 months, his par-
ents were told he would never speak and
live in a world of isolation. Today; Alex is
in a third grade autistic impaired class-
room at Gallimore Elementary in the
Plymouth-Canton school district.

“The therapy helps to rebuild neurons
that didn’t branch out for children with
autism. His communication realily
explodes after the sessions,” said Dawn

Ham-Kucharski, who wrote The Autism
Book with S. Johanna Robledo to provide
parents with information.

Ham-Kucharski has become somewhat
of an expert on autism since Alex’s diagno-
sis.

She’s seen the progress her
young son’s made since the first home visit
by Futures therapists two years ago.

“As part of belng autistic, he
has sensory integration disor-
der and is particular about his
schedule, tolerates eye contact
and touch if he knows you, but
public places can be very over-

whelming. At McDonald’s he
used to scream and cry, but is
getting better,” said Larabee.
“He looks forward to going
to the center. It’s become part
of his routine, Tuesday and
Thursday, for the last year. He
recognizes everybody and
gives them hugs. He has
speech and occupational ther-

sign language. He can talk but

is hmlted but capable of talk—

ing” -

Larabee and Chris leave the
center with techniques to
practice. She’s looking for
donors to help her pay for
equipment, specifically a
Snoezelin Room and indoor
swing, so Chris can continue
his therapy work at home. In
the past they’ve received assis-
tance from the Elks Club.

“He calms himself by rolling
a ball up and down his arm,
imitating what he’s learned at
the center,” said Larabee.

“A Snoezelin Room involves
sensory integration to modify
a play space or room with
light, vibration, textures,
sounds. Insurance won't pay
for it. Even after a seizure it’'s a
place to be calm, but it runs
over $10,000 and I'm not able
to pay for it as a single mom.

Carol Gallup says it was horrible when her
son, Charles Girard Gallup, died from a heart
attack in his Rochester Hills driveway in
December 2005, but it helped knowing his
organs, bones and heart valves helped others.

FooT PAIN CAN RUIN
YOUR GOLF SWING

As millions of avid golfers get ready for another season of pars and bogeys, they
should be aware of potentially serious foot problems that can result from years of

The three most common painful foot conditions that can ruin your golf swmg are heel pain, arthritis of the hig
toe joint, and pinched-swollen nerves called neuromas.
Although golf is not considered a rlgorous sport the physical act of repeatedly swmgmg of the clubs can lead
to a condition known as hailux limitus, a jamming and deterioration of the big toe joint. This can eventually wear
out the cartslage and jam the blg toe causing severe pain. The movement and weight transfer that occurs durlng
the swing's follow through can cause this problem, as well as the other foot ailments,

This weight transfer and body twisting during the swing can also make: the feel roll from side to side, putting
pressure on the nerves between the metatarsal bones in the feet. This pressure can cause the nerves to be
pinched and irritated causing them to swell and produce numbness, tingling, and severe pain-around the "balls"
of the feet. This problem is called neuromas.

Heel pain typically results from inflammation of the thick band of tissue that extends from the heel to the
"balls" of the feet from walking on uneven terrain around the golf course. Tears and inflammation in this band of
tissue in the arch area is called plantar fasciitis. Tears and inflammation in the area of the heel, can eventually

For the majority of golfers and other patients with the same ailments, simple treatments such as custom
orthotic -devices (shoe .inserts), stretching exercises, changes to your shoes, medications, braces, or steroid
injections and physical therapy can alleviate painful feet. However, if conservative treatment fails fo provide
adequate relief, surgery may be required.
