fears:
The rundown factory, which
is slated for demolition, is
expansive, with old equip-
ment, debris, broken glass
and graffiti spray-painted
throughout, When the report
came in of people with guns
inside, police officers rushed
to the scene, with drawn-
weapons of their own.
“The buildingis huge,
“and the first-thing we had
“to do was locate them,” said
Detective Lt. Al Cox. “There -
are some places in the building
you can’t even see your hand in

front of your face.”

Five Plymouth police offi-
cers and one from Plymouth
Township eventually located

the group, careful to stay
-about 75 yards away.

“We were trying to sneak up
on them, to get close enough,
but so they wouldn’t see us,”
Cox said. “You're hoping
they’re not real guns, but you
have to assume they are, espe-
cially after getting the call of
people going into the factory
with long guns.

“When we started scream-
ing, they looked over and saw

real guns pointed at them,” he
said. “They did what they were
supposed to do.

Officers say the $300 rep-
lica rifles were as real as they
come, shoot rubber pellets,
and the small orange tip that
signifies a toy gun might not be
distinguishable in a fast-mov-"
ing police situation — just like

they weren't initially at Bathey.

“When we confronted them,
we couldn’t tell they weren’t
real,” Cox said. “We saw the
silhouette of the gun, but we
couldn’t see the orange tip. If -
they had pointed the laser sight
on us, they could have been
shot.”

Cox pulled a 40-caliber
Glock from his holster, and the
only dlstmgulshable difference
from it and the “toy” gun was a
small section of orange.

“The only difference between
these and ours is ours fire real
bullets,” Cox said. “If youre in a
situation like we were, all you're
going to see is the gun.”

Plymouth Detective Jeff
Jones said it’s not unusual for
gang members to either color
the orange with black, to make
it look like a real weapon, or
put orange on a real weapon to
trick police. .

“When you have something
like that you see from the car or
the street, you have to make a
quick judgment to determine
if it’s fake or real,” Jones ,
said. “Kids and adults don’t
realize what we haveto do
when we come across some-
thing like this, especially
when you see how similar
they are to real weapons.
There’s a lot of pressure to

_issueisthe same. Each and every.one
of them involves guiding a child, or children, away from
an unwanted behavior and toward a more desirable one.
There are a number of effective ways that t}ns canbe
accomplished. -

Most importantly parents and other care givers need to.

accept the fact that they are the child’s primary role model
and that actions really do speak louder than words. From
the moment that a child is born he is learning from his

environment. He is watching and listening to everything . .

that is going on around him. Long before he understands
the words spoken to him, he has learned through the.
behaviors of those around him. Some of these lessons get
ingrained and are very resistant to change. In effect, they
become building blocks on whlch later behaviors and atti-
tudes are constructed.

For this reason, the most lmportant action that a par-
ent can take is to model the appropriate behavior for
the child. A non-smoking parent is a much more cred-
ible source for anti-smoking information than one who
smokes two packs a day. A parent who demonstrates a
positive body image or active life-style is a more effective
teacher than one that preaches to “doas 1 say a.nd notas
Ido”

The next factor that is essentlal to this process is to
establish and maintain appropriate communication from
the time that your children are very young. If you wait -
until your children are exposed to peers who are smok-

_ ing or dieting or swearing to begin talking about it..you
are starting too late. Once communication is establrs§1ed
keep it alive by using it every day. This will increase the
likelihood that your child will feel comfortable cogning to
you when they have questions or concerns. This will allow
you, the parent, to provide booster sessions to reinforce
the lessons that you feel are important for your child.

Finally, we need to discuss the Pleasure Principle.
Simply stated, this means that we will do things that feel
good and avoid things that feel bad. All behavior manage-
ment is based on this idea. With this in mind, we must
decide how do we make it worth the child toactinan -
appropriate manner and not inappropriately.

The most effective reinforcer is also the simplest: give
them your attention, praise them, hug them, and tell
them that you are proud of them: These are far more
effective, and successful in the long run, than buying
them toys or treats. When your daughter tells you that she
likes the way her belly sloshes when it is full of lemonade,
hug her and tell her that you love it too. When your son
turns offthe TV to go out and play, go out with him and
play a game of his choosing and emphasize how much you
enjoy spending this time with him. When your son uses a
word like “shucks” or “fiddlesticks” in place of more color-
‘ful language, pat him on the back and compliment him
onhis creativity, .

Tunderstand that there is a time and place for punish-

mentsand neganve consequences, but positive reinforcers

are so much more effective and enjoyable to administer.

And as 1 stated above, verbal praise, attention and affec-

. tion are the currency that children most desire. These
commodities also have the distinction that they are as
much fun to give as they are to receive and that they can
be administered anytime and anyplace.

The most important teachers in a child’s life are his or
her parents and other primary care-givers. Itis a fact that
children watch these adults to learn about themselves and

“their world. It is vital that we, as adults, watch ourselves to
learn just what kind of lessons we are teaching, -
