Since the closure of metro

"It was just reported and I've 
already had calls from people 
interested in (taking oyer the 
eatery's locations)," Frankel said 
Monday. "I don't anticipate too 
much downtime." 

Frankel's company, the Stuart 
Frankel Development Company, 
leases three-of the Middle Eastern 
restaurant's locations, including 
one in the Centre Village Plaza at 
Canton Center and Ford roads. 
The others are in Livonia and 
Farmington Hills. 

"I had someone call that wanted 
all three," he said, adding that 
he believes the locations will be 
revamped under a new name. 

La Shish had been in Canton 
since 1999 and Frankel said the 
company was a good tenant. 

"We never had an issue," he 
said. 

The well-known restaurant 
chain, which employed about 
300 people, has faced a flurry 
of negative press in recent 
years involving its owner Talal 
Chahine, who fled his Plymouth 
Township home and is consid­
ered a fugitive in Lebanon. He 
has been accused of supporting 
terrorists. 

A sign on the padlocked glass 
door of the Canton location 
thanked patrons for their "all 
along loyalty" for the past 19 years 
and called the closure necessary 
"due to the financial struggles." 
According to published reports, 
the restaurants and their assets 
will be sold to recoup outstanding 
tax debts.. 

On Monday, Kristine Quinn, 
a 21-year-old Canton resident 
approached the eatery in anticipa­
tion of grabbing some lunch. 

"What happened now," she 
gasped, adding that she used to 
work at the restaurant and knew 
about Chahine's legal woes. "I 
didn't think they would close 
because that stuff happened years 
ago. (La Shish) was shady, but it 
was good food."

more people are focusing 

Lon completing their 2007 
return in order to qualify for 
the rebate that comes in May. 

I recently had a conversation 
with an individual in regards 
to a variety of issues. One issue 
dealt with yard sales and the 
tax consequences. 

Items sold less the cost of those 
items are considered profit and 
subject to income tax. The indi­
vidual did not question me on 
whether technically the sale was 
subject to tax but rather how the 
government would ever find out. 

Yes, the IRS does have* 
mechanisms to make sure that 
certain information is reported 
accurately, such as requiring 
employers to complete W-2 
forms or banks and brokerage 
houses requiring that dividend 
and income be reported on a 
year-by-year basis. However, 
most of our tax laws are self-
enforcing. For example, when

Even on 
stock transac­

Even though the IRS has 
increased the number of audits, 
the chance of being audited is 
small. According to the IRS, 
in 2007 it increased audits 
on individuals by 7 percent. 
That was the highest number 
of audits on personal returns 
since 1998. However, the total 
number of returns audited in 
2007 was approximately 1.3 
million which is a fraction of 
the number of taxpayers. 

Holding a garage sale is a 
taxable event and the taxpayer 
should report the income. 

Although garage sales are not 
as popular as they used to be, one 
thing that has gained in popu­
larity is the sale of merchandise 
on eBay. Individuals who sell on 
eBay also have to include profits 
on their tax returns. 

The issue many people 
struggle with when it comes 
to selling on eBay is whether 
you are a business. The tax 
consequences are different for 
the casual seller vs. a business. 
Unfortunately, there are no set 
rules that define the difference, 
but a couple of factors the IRS 
does consider are the amount of 
time spent selling and whether 
you advertise your products.

Journalists know all about the phrase "don't shoot 

the messenger." It applies, sometimes, to the questions 
reporters ask and the stories that we write, when we 
need to remind people not to blame us just because the 
news isn't good. 

The same can be said for the treasurer's office in 
Canton Township, which recently sent out residential 
property assessment notices. That office only delivered 
the assessment news, they aren't responsible for how 
bad that news is for some people. 

While nobody wants to see home values decline — 
residential assessments fell in Canton just as they did 

across metro Detroit — tha t 
fact is surely not a surprise in 
this economy and with the fall­
ing sales prices. That bad news, 
however, was compounded for 
those of us who have been in our 
homes several years. For many 
in that category, the decline in 
property value also comes with a 
tax increase. 

Seems hard to believe, but 
it's a quirk of the state's tax sys­
tem, which voters approved as 
Proposal A back in 1994. That 
system, which also altered our 
school funding system, set up 
a taxable value alongside an 
assessed value for every residen­
tial homestead property. 

. ™ <_» While assessments can con­
tinue to go up and down based 

around half of a home's market value, the taxable value 
can only increase 5 percent or the rate of inflation, 
whichever is less. The idea was to cap property tax 
increases to a reasonable level from year to year, and 
thus keep people (especially senior citizens) from being 
forced out of their homes by exorbitant tax hikes in 
high-inflation areas. When a home sells, the two values 
reset back to the same level. 

If you've been in your home some time, your taxable 
value — the part by which they multiply your tax rate to 
set your tax bill — is probably lower than your assessed 
value. The, inflation rate of 2.3 percent is pushing your 
taxable value and taxes you pay up by about that much, 
despite losing real value on your home. That could also 
happen again next year if the taxable value is still lower 
than your assessed value. 

Of course, community officials could and should 
try to cut into those tax rates. But they're facing both 
increasing costs to provide services, along with declin­
ing revenues. '

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Housing il ls 
First the good news. What a great time 

to be a (housing) buyer. The smart money 
is buying right now. It does not get much 
better and one needs not buy at the low­
est point or sell at the highest peak to be a 
winner. Just being near the top on a sale 
and/or close to the bottom on a purchase 
is important. 

Now the bad news if you own housing 
units in southeast Michigan. According to 
government statistics, the metropolitan 
area is suffering a 19.4 percent vacancy 
on nearly 2 million housing units of all 
types. For the first time in U.S. history, we 
have a housing excess. In SE Michigan, 
that means we have over 375,000 empty 
houses, apartments, manufactured homes 
and condominiums. That is why values 
have fallen and one cannot sell or rent 
that housing unit, at least not without big 
discounts from former values. 

The statistics are these. From the 
U.S. Census Bureau estimates of 
American Housing Survey for the -
Detroit Metropolitan Area, there were 
1,900,600 housing units in 2003. To 
that add the Southeast Michigan Council 
of Governments report on new permits 
for 2004 though 2008 of 42,975 and 
southeast Michigan has a grand total of 
1,943,575 housing units. 

Back to U.S. Census Bureau for the 
annual statistics 2007 and find that 
Detroit-Warren-Livonia has a vacancy 
rate in 2005 of 15.25 percent, with 2006 
at a whopping 21.2 percent and 2007 
(now) at 19.4 percent. The simple math of 
19.4 percent on 1,943,575 is our 377,000 
vacant housing units. 

The inventory of excess housing has 
many ramifications, nationally, inter­
nationally, and most importantly, right 
where you live. All real estate is "local." 
When one talks to the social worker, the 
question is, "Why are there any homeless 
in a time of excess housing?" 

When you talk to a developer of new • 
housing, the question is, "Does your busi­
ness plan included a demand/supply 
analysis for the final product?" 

When talking to a lender, the question 
begs, "Why would you lend to a multi-
family development of new units at a 
time when the lender's collateral asset is 
declining due to the oversupply?" 

To the planning commissions, city 
councils and township boards: "Are we 
going to further detract from the value of 
our existing stock of housing by approving 
more housing stock to the excess inven­
tory?" 

To the new home builders: "Should you 
be looking at modernizing the existing 
stock of homes or revising your mission 
statement?"

Fair taxes needed 
Anti-tax groups are peddling an

The anti-tax folks also never point out 
that being opposed to taxes means also 
being opposed to all those government 
services and programs that those taxes 
pay for including police and fire protec­
tion, good schools — both K-12 and higher 
education — prisons to keep criminals 
off the streets, Medicare, Social Security, 
homeland security and our military. 

On the federal level the fiscal irrespon­
sibility of this anti-tax mentality can be 
seen with growing deficits being financed 
with money being borrowed from our 
children and grandchildren. Ill-advised 
tax cuts have led to a growing inequality 
between those few who have wealth and 
political connections and who receive 
much of the benefits from cutting such 
taxes as capital gains and estate taxes and 
the rest of us who pay the largest part of 
the cost for those tax cuts in the form of 
reduced government spending on such 
items as medical insurance for children, 
tuition assistance and veterans benefits. 

Yes, I don't like paying taxes either. Yes, 
I agree that well-planned tax cuts can be 
fair, desirable and good for middle-class 
taxpayers. However, mindless demands 
for tax cuts without any truly thought­
ful discussion and analysis are making 
it increasingly difficult for us to address 
serious, long-term problems. These prob­
lems include our deteriorating infrastruc­
ture (roads, bridges and schools) and our 
growing dependence on overseas oil. 

We need a fair, well-thought out tax 
policy that leaves room for fiscally respon­
sible tax cuts but which preserves essen­
tial government programs involving pub­
lic safety, health, education, infrastruc­
ture and national security.

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Granholm's latest budget again 
squanders a golden opportunity

ie good news is that it doesn't look like we are 
going to have a knockdown, dragged-out, con­
troversial fight over this year's state budget. 

But in a way, that's bad news, too. 
I'll explain in a minute. But first of all — have 

you noticed a monotonous "hum" coming from 
Lansing? That sound is the Legislature chew­

ing on the budget Gov. Jennifer 
Granholm sent it a few weeks ago. 
It covers the fiscal year that starts 
Oct. 1. 

That's a ways off, true, but it 
would be nice for once not to have 
to put off finishing the budget 
until the last possible moment. 
Unlike the previous budgets the 
governor has sent to our divided 
Legislature, this one was greeted 
by mild approval. Most experts 

praised it for avoiding partisan conflict by being 
"rational" and "structurally sound." 

What the Legislature's priorities are-was 
best expressed by state Sen. Ron Jelinek, R-
Three Oaks, chair of the Senate Appropriations 
Committee: "We like no new fees and no new 
taxes." 

The total budget, including federal aid and 
non-discretionary spending, comes to $44.8 bil­
lion. That's up about $1.1 billion, or 2.5 percent, 
from last year. It relies on $1.4 billion in increased 
tax revenue, the product of the new Michigan 
Business Tax and income tax hikes that were 
passed last year after months of fierce partisan 
warfare. 

That's how much money the system will pro­
duce, in theory, anyway. (If there is a shortfall, 
look for more cuts to come.) 

Budgets are much more than toting up expenses 
and income; they are statements of our govern­
ment's priorities. Ideally, these should arise from 
an overall vision of the future. And, true enough, 
there are some things to like about Granholm's 
budget. But as a shaped and disciplined expres­
sion of a vision for Michigan's future, it falls sadly 
short. 

Michiganders are increasingly realizing that 
much of our future depends on our willingness to 
invest in human capital, whether in our schools or 
our colleges and universities. The budget calls for 
increased spending on education, including a 3-
percent increase in spending for higher education. 

That's fine, as far as it goes. But Michigan has 
been leading the nation in the dismal and coun­
terproductive exercise of cutting support for high­
er education. Even after the governor's proposed 
increases this year for our 15 public colleges and 
universities, we still are spending $120 million 
less than we did in 2001, the year before she was 
elected. 

Her fiscal 2009 budget proposes a $50 mil­
lion reduction in spending for state prisons, to be 
achieved by "reforms and efficiencies," though it 
isn't clear what those might be. Corrections spend­
ing has gobbled up ever-increasing slices of state 
spending. 

This budget ought to focus our attention on 

one of our tragic disconnects in priorities: We are 
spending more these days on putting felons in the 
slam than on educating young minds. Indeed, 
Michigan spends nearly 40 percent more on pris­
ons than our neighboring states, even though our 
crime rate is just about the same. Isn't it time for 
a series of public hearings on corrections costs 
and results, complete with testimony from other 
states? I'd bet we have a lot to learn. 

Most of us who understand this state also 
believe strongly in the distinctive competitive 
advantages Michigan has. We are, in fact, the 
country's "North Coast," a place of wondrous natu­
ral resources and a magnificent (and affordable) 
quality of life. 

For the first time in years1, Granholm's budget 
proposes to increase funding for the Department 
of Natural Resources and the Department of 
Environmental Quality. That's OK, especially 
given that the DEQis virtually out of money, but 
it's hardly the compelling or bold step we need to 
assure our future. 

But perhaps the worst consequence of this 
"non-controversial" budget is that it puts off seri­
ous action on the kinds of far-reaching structural 
reforms that were proposed by the Emergency 
Financial Advisory Panel the governor convened 
more than a year ago. That panel included some of 
Michigan's most distinguished citizens, including 
two previous governors. - . 

Their report was among the best of its kind. It 
pointed to a long-term financial crisis facing state 
and local government. It called for reforms in the 
tax system, but concluded that we should not just 
tax our way to responsible state spending. It urged 
structural reforms in the ways government is orga­
nized. That included changes in the fringe benefits 
of public employees, and suggested benchmark­
ing what we spend — and what the state raises 
— against what happens in other states. 

This report was disgracefully ignored while the 
governor and Legislature faced a budget crisis 
last fall. Serious reforms usually require a crisis to 
concentrate political will. We didn't have that will 
last year; in ducking the crisis then, our political 
leaders in Lansing missed a once-in-a-generation 
opportunity for big-time reform. 

The EFAP's conclusions are still a valid recipe 
for financial survival: We need serious reforms 
in the ways we manage our state. Without these, 
we'll face a steady stream of enormous, long-term 
structural deficits. 

Yet financial survival, important as it might be, 
is not enough. We still need a compelling common 
vision for Michigan's future that can shape and 
discipline the workings of our state. This year's 
budget may offer a few baby steps in the right 
direction. But we need to see a big picture. 

And this budget doesn't even pretend to offer 
that.

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Candidate finds little enthusiasm 
for campaign against McCotter

Tom Spencer is frustrated. 
Despite an unpopular war, a crumbling 

economy and a national trend favoring 
Democrats, Spencer is finding it hard to get 
support for his campaign against incumbent 
Republican Thaddeus McCotter in the 11th 

Congressional District race. 
Spencer, 55, a Methodist 

minister and veteran of 20 
years in the U.S. Air Force, 
briefly suspended his cam­
paign to resolve questions 
over his pension from the 
United Methodist Church. 
He recently restarted his 
campaign, but is finding little 
enthusiasm. 

"I'm not sure how it's 
going," he said Tuesday. "The feeling I'm get­
ting in the 11th District is that McCotter is so 
entrenched that people are not willing to pro­
vide the funding to fight him. Money is going 
to judges and county commission candidates." 

He said he has been frustrated to read that 
Gary Peters has raised $400,000 and Nancy 
Skinner $300,000 in their campaigns to 
unseat 9th District Republican incumbent 
Joe Knollenberg. (Skinner recently withdrew 
from that race.) 

"I'm at zero. It makes it tough. I don't know 
how long it will last," he said. 

In November, Spencer was the first can­
didate to announce against McCotter. 
Former Novi City Manager Ed Kriewall, 66, 
announced his candidacy two weeks later. 
Spencer said he doesn't think there is a strong 
support building for Kriewall, either. 

Kriewall is, however, more upbeat about his 
prospects. 

"It's going well. I have my Web site up, I've 
been meeting with Democratic clubs in the 
area," he said Tuesday. 

Spencer and Kriewall both entered the race 
because of their opposition to the war in Iraq. 
McCotter has been a supporter of the war in 
principle, though he has been critical of how 
the Bush administration handled the after­
math of the initial invasion. 

"Everyone wants a change," Kriewall said. 
"It's good to make a change and I'm in tune 
with that." 

Spencer said he has been "plugging along," 
going door-to-door for petition signatures, 
but getting little response. He said he doesn't 
even have a staff. 

"At this point I should have a staff and more 
money than I have," he said. 

Still, Spencer thinks McCotter is beat­
able, despite the district's history of voting 
Republican, especially with many conserva­
tives unhappy about Sen. John McCain's 
nomination. 

"I think a lot of Republicans will just stay 
home," he said.

He said there is a strong feeling that 
McCotter "doesn't represent the people." 

McCotter has been criticized for his aloof 
manner, his staunch conservative ideol­
ogy, his strong support of the war, his vote 
against expanding the state Children's Health 
Insurance Plan and yet he has never been 
seriously challenged. He has "voted his dis­
trict" on trade issues and auto industry issues. 
He has moved to a leadership position in the 
GOP House caucus and has national party 
support and frequent national media expo­
sure. 

The first time he ran, some pundits said he 
was running in a district that he helped carve 
for his benefit as a member of the Michigan 
Senate. It's a claim he vigorously denies. 
Still, the demographics have certainly been 
good for him over three elections. The first 
election was the only time he faced a well-
known public official, then Redford Township 
Supervisor Kevin Kelley. In the last two elec­
tions, he has faced political novices, union 
leader Phil Truran and radio talk show host 
Tony Trupiano. 

Certainly if there is a year when McCptter 
might be vulnerable, this is it. So why so little 
enthusiasm in the Democratic Party for tak­
ing him on? 

Kriewall mentioned that he finally has his 
Web site up and running, kriewall4congress. 
com. Spencer has had a Web site for a while, 
tomspencer4congress.com. McCotter has 
both a campaign Web site and a congressio­
nal Web site, mccotter.house.gov and mccot-
terforcongress.com. 

In the blogosphere, where apparently many 
people spend their time, two sites are devoted 
full time to "exposing" McCotter, madatthad. 
blogspot.com and mccottermonitor.blogspot. 
com. McCotter has his own blog site, repmc-
cotter.blogspot.com. 

It's a brand new world when it comes to 
politics, political discourse and even media 
coverage. Voters have an opportunity to 
surf the Web for every sort of fact and opin­
ion on candidates. Project Vote Smart and 
the Washington Post both provide detailed 
accounts on how each member of Congress 
voted.

Not many high school ath­
letes in Michigan perform the 
demanding and time-consum­
ing academics-athletics jug­
gling act better than Plymouth 
seniors David Harvey and Pam 
Bhullar. 

On March 15 in East 
Lansing, the pair of Wildcats 
will be presented with the 
2008 Michigan High School 
Athletic Association Scholar-
Athlete Award Scholarship 
during halftime of the boys 
Class C basketball champion­
ship game. 

Close to 2,000 students 
applied for the $1,000 scholar­
ship back in the fall, but only 
32 were chosen —14 from 
Class A schools — following 
a competitive selection pro­
cess that took into account 
grade point averages, athletic 
achievement and a 500-wprd 
essay on sportsmanship each 
applicant was required to 
write. 

The duo are the third and 
fourth Plymouth student-ath­
letes to earn the honor the past 
three years. Chelsea Quinlan 
won last year while Alex 

Mihelick received the award in 
2006. 

The honor was frosting 
on the scholarship cake for 
Bhullar, a cross country/track 
standout who has a 4.0-plus 
GPA. The day before she 
heard the good news from the 
MHSAA, the multi-talented 
Canton resident discovered she 
had been awarded the presti­
gious Air Force ROTC scholar­
ship, which will pay for pretty 
much her entire college costs, 
including medical school. 

BhuUar's secret to academic 
success is multi-tiered. 

"With all the extracurricu­
lar activities Fm involved in, 
things can get a little over­
whelming," she admitted. "But 
I find that having faith, never 
giving up and finding a bal­
ance are the keys." 

An established long-distaiice 
runner, Bhullar has earned 
seven varsity letters — four in 
cross country, two in track and 
one in gymnastics.

The Plymouth Christian

"The Zinn brothers did a 
great job of penetrating, draw­
ing the defense to them, then 
kicking it back out." 

The Eagles actually led their 
taller, quicker foes 16-15 after 
one quarter before the Bears 
seized a 31-25 halftime advan­
tage. 

The Bears' biggest advantage 
came with 6:30 left in the game 
when Hill went LeBron James 
and took off from just inside 
the free-throw line for a majes­
tic jam.

Madonna University head 
baseball coach Greg Haeger is 
excited about his 2008 squad, 
with a blend of power, speed 
and outstanding pitching that 
could make it one of the best in 
the Wolverine-Hoosier Athletic 
Conference. 

There are eight top-notch 
pitchers, including holdover 
right-hander Will Kennedy 
(Westland John Glenn, 1.15 ERA 
in 2007), vying for a six-man 
starting rotation. 

"This is the best team we've 
had here," said Haeger, following 
yet another indoor workout at 
the Madonna Activities Center. 
'We have so many components." 

Madonna went 34-20 over­
all and 15-9 in the conference 
in 2007, bowing out to Spring 
Arbor in the NAIA Region VIII 
regional championship. 

Just like last season, Haeger 
said the 2008 Crusaders have 
the right stuff to contend in the 
WHAC and make noise in the 
postseason tournaments. 

"We're very confident about 
what we can do," he emphasized. 
"We feel like teams are going to 
have a difficult time playing us." 

Two big reasons for his excite­
ment are the return of a healthy 
David Herrick (Westland/ 
Livonia Churchill) and junior ' 
transferee Zach McMillin, a 
fast, defensive whiz who could 
become the leadoff batter and 
starting center-fielder. 

"He's kind of like our 
Energizer Bunny," said Haeger 
about McMillin, who played at 
Lansing Community College last 
year. "He's a high-output kind of 
kid who is hard-working and a 
great team guy." 

Herrick, a senior slugger, tore 
an anterior cruciate ligament 
early last year, ending a promis­
ing season that began with 17 
hits in his 34 at bats (.500). 

Following is a closer look at 
how the team stacks up: 

CATCHER 
Apparently healthy, Herrick will 

divide time between designated 
hitter, first base and catcher — 
which is the only position Haeger 
doesn't have a lot of experience at. 

For certain, Haeger knows 
Herrick will be a big thumper in 
the middle of the lineup, regard­
less of where he plays. 

"He'll be a very big part of our 
offense," the coach said. "We'll bat 
him in the middle of the lineup, 
he's a difficult out. He was hav­
ing a great offensive year last year 
before he got hurt." 

Haeger and his coaching staff, 
including Mike George (who is 
taking on more of a role to work 
with the catchers) decided to work. 
Herrick into consideration at the 
position. 

"As a staff we've been looking 
to make sure we have a little bit of 
age behind the plate," Haeger said. 
"So David's been getting some 
increased reps." 

Freshman catcher Tarik 
Khasawneh (Canton, redshirted 
in 2007) likely will see a good 
amount of action, too, at least v 

until hard-hitting sophomore 
Zack Flavin returns from injury. 

"Tarik has really improved this 
year, he'll have an opportunity 
to start a game down there (in 
Tennessee)," Haeger said. "Tarik's 
made great strides." 

Other first-year receivers look­
ing to earn a spot include Drew 
Adamiec (Walled Lake Central) 
and Matt Kondziolka. 

"He'll be a very big part of 
our offense. We'll bat him in the 
middle of the lineup, he's a dif­
ficult out. He was having a great 
offensive year last year before he 
got hurt." 

INFIELD 
Slick defense and plenty of 

extra-base power will be other 
plentiful traits of the 2008 
Crusaders, at least if the players 
transfer their talent to the field. 

Starting at third base will 
be senior transferee Pat Kenny 
(Saginaw Valley), backed up by 
freshman and Livonia Stevenson 
alum Nick Plinka. 

"Defensively, he (Kenny) has 
great hands and very good arm

strength," Haeger said. "And he 
has good gap-type power at the 
plate." 

Kenny has such a great arm 
that he is being seriously consid­
ered to be the team's closer. 

As for Plinka, he has garnered 
notice for his hard work in the 
training room, where he added 
about 10 pounds of muscle to his 
frame. 

"Nick is getting stronger, he's 
got some offensive pop in his bat," 
Haeger said. "He has things to 
work on, as many freshmen do 
when they come to college. Right 
now, he's a bench player at this 
point." 

Over at shortstop, the Crusaders 
will open with another transfer 
player — senior Levi Cheshire 
(Troy/Austin Peay University). 
Cheshire takes over the role 
vacated by the graduations of Kyle 
Fedorka and Matt Humenay, but 
he appears capable of doing just 
that. 

"Levi's just got outstanding 
defensive skills, he's a very good 
baseball player," Haeger said. "He's 
got all the ingredients." 

Promising freshmen short­
stops with big-time potential are 
Northville's Dominic Benavides 
and Rochester's Mike Gansser. 

Haeger expects both to chip in 
as utility players in 2008, but both 
are destined to start — somewhere 
in the infield — in 2009. 

"As a staff, we're tickled pink 
with these two kids that they can 
play middle infield positions," 
Haeger said. "We're trying to fig­
ure out where they're going to suit 
this program best — not this year, 
but next year." 

Returning to nail down the 
second-base job is junior Ryan 
Morrow (.344), who led Madonna 
in hitting much of last year and 
also provides "excellent defense 
with great speed." 

When Herrick isn't playing first 
base, Farmington's Kevin Zerbo 
will. 

The powerful Zerbo (6-2,240) 
sparkled as a Madonna freshman 
in 2005 with a .340 average and 
six home runs before leaving the 
program and playing at Henry 
Ford Community College. 

"He's bigger and stronger than 
he was back then," Haeger said. 
"Between Kevin and David, you're 
looking at our first basemen or 
DHs." 

Another backup infielder will 
be sophomore Drew Fry, who is 
continuing to improve. "Drew has 
been a very good baseball player 
for us," Haeger "said. 

OUTFIELD 
Probably the areas where 

Madonna has the most competi­
tion will be outfield and on the 
mound. 

McMillin has an early jump on 
playing center, a position nailed 
down in 2007 by then-freshman 
Rikco Rhoades (.260). 

This time around, Rhoades 
could start anywhere in the out­
field or not at all — that's how 
outstanding the top candidates 
are, especially at flagging down 
anything hit their way. 

"Rikco's a very good defensive 
outfielder already," Haeger said. 
"But he came on a lot offensively 
during the season and is another 
kid who is probably 15 pounds 
stronger than he was last year. He 
has impressed the staff with the 
bat." . 

West Bloomfield product Mike 
Cauzillo, a senior, is another 
dependable outfielder who is 
working to bounce back from a 
disappointing season at the plate 
(.212). 

"But he (Cauzillo) had a good 
fall and he's had a real good win­
ter, so we're hoping he can get 
some confidence," Haeger said. 

Others pushing the top three 
are junior Scott Boyer (.313, three 
homers and 15 RBI in 32 at-bats) 

and Canton's Shawn Little — a 
second-year freshman who was 
redshirted in 2007. 

Boyer already has the attention 
of the always-dedicated coaching 
staff, which includes hitting coach 
Stu Rose, Ted Falkner, George 
(who started the MU baseball pro­
gram in 1993) and Fedorka (as a 
graduate assistant coach). 

But it is Little who could really 
amp up the discussion, after he 
recovers from a hamstring injury 
that will keep him from traveling 
to Tennessee. 
, "He (Little) is a very dynamic 
player," Haeger said. "He has great 
speed, great power and is a very 
strong kid." 

The sixth outfielder on the 
depth chart is promising Adam 
Bailey. 

PITCHING 
Will Kennedy (5-1 last year) 

probably is the ace of what could 
be an outstanding, champion­
ship-type starting rotation. Eight 
juniors and seniors are in the mix 
for the six-man rotation. 

"Will had a fantastic year, the 
third best ERA in the country at 
1.15," Haeger said. "Going into 
his senior year he's only had three . 
losses in his college career. He's 
been a great pitcher for us. We 
expect another great year out of 
him." 

Lefthander Eric Wendling, a 
senior who went 6-3 with a 3.25

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Cities, townships address foreclosure concerns

Foreclosures on homes are a growing concern for 
cities and townships, and officials are responding 
with programs to help stem the tide. 

"Don't avoid the problem," said James Elrod, city 
assessor for Westland. "The way to battle foreclo­
sure it through early detection." 

That includes not letting bills pile up unopened, 
said Elrod, on the job nearly 20 years in Westland, 
during a recent Westland Rotary meeting. 

Subprime loans are the main culprit he identi­
fied. "We're still not at the bottom, unfortunately, 
yet," Elrod said. 

He's chairing a task force involving that city, the 
Department of Housing and Urban Development, 
and the Michigan State Housing Development 
Authority to offer a seminar for city residents on 
avoiding foreclosures. Westland officials are also 
working with landlords to relocate displaced people 
into rental properties so they can stay in their com­
munity. 

Counseling to avoid financial woes is a compo­
nent as well. "You've got to approach this problem," 
Elrod said. "You can't just ignore it, it won't go 
away." 

"Hopefully, we can make a big difference," said 
Elrod, who cited the city buying homes for $1 
each and either tearing them down or rehabbing 
them. 

The average cost of a bank foreclosure is 
$65,000, he told Rotarians, so banks have a vest­
ed interest in not foreclosing. Elrod has found 
tax foreclosures much less of a problem in his city 
than bank foreclosures. 

Property assessment notices are going out now, 
and often assessed values have dropped even 
though tax burdens have not. 

"It's going to be a statewide issue that I wish 
them luck," he added of the Michigan Tax 
Tribunal, with many people appealing their prop­
erty assessments to that body. Local Boards of 
Review will also be busy with appeals. 

Elrod agreed job loss is the most difficult issue, 
with many manufacturing jobs leaving our state* 

"That's a huge issue," he said. "Nobody's figured 
that out yet." 

The upcoming Westland seminar will be for 
residents of that western Wayne County city. In. 
Farmington Hills, Dean Babb, city assessor, agreed 
foreclosures are a concern. 

"Foreclosures are a problem areawide," Babb 
said. It's not only the foreclosed properties that are 
impacted, but also nearby homes. 

"Anybody that's trying to sell a house right now 
has to compete with that market," said Babb, also 
on the job in his city for more than 20 years. Your 
house may sell for less than you'd like. "Trying to 
find somebody to pay it is a tough issue," he said of 
the asking price. 

Maintenance of foreclosed homes is also a con­

cern, Babb said, citing such problems as copper 
theft. "Of course, you've got the problem of assess­
ing the property." 

Farmington Hills officials have also helped resi­
dents fight foreclosure, with information on the 
city Web site, www.fhgov.com. It's been up for a 
month or two, said management assistant Nate 
Geinzer. 

"We just assembled a bunch of resources," 
including information from MSHDA and HUD. 
There are links to attorney general Mike Cox's Web 
site, he said, and others. Hard copies were made 
available at the libraries serving Farmington Hills. 

"People have been taking them," said Geinzer, 
who didn't have exact numbers on Web visitors but 
knows the information is being used. 

Some resources to address hoiising concerns 
Need help with foreclosure concerns? Your local 

public library has resources. The Plymouth District 
Library folks provided these resources, noting there 
are also several books on the subject, located at 
346.04364, upper level nonfiction collection.

Beware of 
exclusive 
service 
provider pact 
Q. My condo board signed an 
exclusive agreement with a 
satellite TV company. The 
community is now dissatisfied 
with the vendor because of poor 
service. Does the recent FCC 
order banning exclusive clauses 
apply to dish providers? 

A. No, the order does not 
cover satellite TV companies 
and, therefore, exclusive 

agreements 
between 
associations 
and satellite 
TV providers 
will remain. 
However, it is 
a bad idea, in 
my judgment, 
to enter into 
anytype of 
exclusive 

service provider agreement 
with any particular company. 

Q. We have a member of our 
association who is a part-time 
employee and, who has AIDS. We 
fear that this employee may be a 
health threat to our community. 
Can we fire the employee? What 
impact will this have on our 
association? 

A. Your first mistake 
was to hire anyone who 
has an ownership interest 
in the condominium. Your 
second mistake is to try to 
fire an employee for having 
AIDS or HIV. Under the 
Americans with Disabilities 
Act, among many others, an 
individual who has AIDS is 
considered to be disabled 
and given protections. As 
a result, your employee is 
entitled to keep his job as 
long as he can perform his 
core duties with or without a 
"reasonable accommodation." 
A reasonable accommodation 
is any modification or 
adjustment to a job work 
environment which enables 
an employee to carry out his 
job's core duties. But you are 
not required to provide a 
reasonable accommodation 
if it. would cause undue 
hardship to your community. 
Also, your board should not 
assume that because the 
employee has AIDS, that 
he is a direct threat to your 
community's health. You are 
best advised to consult with 
your association attorney who 
hopefully has experience with 
civil rights legislation.

February was an awful sales month for the U.S. 
auto market. If the industry isn't in its own recession 
against the backdrop of general economic 
uncertainty, it's surely looking for the bottom. 

"Traffic was soft, business was tough all month," 
said Mark LaNeve, GM's vice president of North 
America vehicle sales, service and marketing. 
"Consumer confidence - or lack thereof- came into 
play." 

But there were some bright spots. "This quarter is 
probably the trough of the downturn," said Mike 
DiGiovanni, GM's executive director of market 
analysis. Citing factors including the traditional 
uptick of selling in the spring, and the federal 
government's upcoming tax rebate, he predicted a 
pickup." 

Indeed, sales of subcompact cars soared 33%, and 
car sales overall dipped just 1%. So, last month's 
sales results did present some silver linings for 
automakers, their dealers and customers. Here are 
some: 

General Motors: Many GM cars sold pretty well, 
and GM is actually in short supply of some of tnem. 
End-of-February car stocks were 27% of GM's 
overall inventories compared with 36% a year ago. 
Car sales were off only 1% in the month. 

Recently launched cars led the GM highlight reel. 
The new Chevrolet Malibu notched February retail 
sales that were 62% higher than the old Malibu it 
replaced (though the high popularity of the previous 
version as a fleet vehicle held the new Malibu's 
overall sales increase to just 7%)-

The new Cadillac CTS also burst out of the gate, 
with a 71% gain in retail sales in February 
compared with a year earlier, and a 68% overall 
increase. CTS's early momentum buoyed Cadillac 
overall. The division's sales are up 5% year-to-date. 

Crossover vehicles fared relatively well, with GM's 
overall crossover sales up 8%. Sales of Chevy 
Equinox - a nifty CUV that has seemed forgotten 
recently - surged by 15% in February and increased 
by 28% year-to-date. The Buick Enclave, Saturn 
Outlook and GMC Acadia together accounted for 
more than 11,000 sales in February, up 94%. Acadia 
led the results, with sales up 39% in February, 
although it was the model's lowest sales month since 
August. 

Ford Focus is enjoying 
a sales spurt in part 
because of Sync 

Ford: Like most others, Ford touted gains for 
small cars and crossovers, noting the 23% year-to-
date sales jump for its restyled Focus compact car. 
Ford partly attributed Focus's gain to the availability 
of its sophisticated and inexpensive new Sync system 
that integrates control of numerous consumer 
electronic devices such as cell phones and iPods. 

February sales of the Edge crossover jumped a 
significant 5% percent compared with last year, and 
the midsize Fusion also recorded a nice 13% gain. 
And the Ranger compact pickup - boosted by some 
effective regional incentives, said Jim Farley, Ford 
group vice president-marketing and 
communications - was the only Ford truck line 
(apart from Edge) to record a gain; Ranger boosted 
sales 27% percent in February and ran almost 24% 
ahead on a year-to-date basis. 

Toyota: A couple of stalwart car models helped 
Toyota limit the damage. Camry, the nation's best-
selling vehicle for several years running, held its own 
with a 4.3% increase (on a daily-sales-rate basis) in 
February, even better than its 3% year-to-date 
advantage. And sales of the tiny Yaris exploded, up 
64% (on a daily-sales-rate basis) in February and 
48% year-to-date. It sold only 1,135 fewer units than 
Prius, Toyota's hybrid darling. 

The Tundra pickup keeps gaining ground a little 
more than a year after its introduction into the 
rough-and-tumble segment that always has been 
dominated by the Detroit Three. And unlike 
Nissan's counterpart Titan, Toyota's entry is carving 
out a berth for itself. Tundra sales rose 43% in 
February (on a daily-sales-rate basis) and 62% year-
to-date - albeit with the help of very un-Toy6ta-like, 
huge incentives. 

Chrysler: Everybody's favorite whipping car, the 
Sebring, recorded a phenomenal 92% gain in 
February, to 11,056 units versus 5,744 the prior year. 
The usually maligned Chrysler Aspen enjoyed a 
hefty 31% gain in February and is lip 25% for the 
year. And although the 1% gain for the new Town & 
Country was minimal, it was the industry's only 
minivan to improve sales for the month. 

The Jeep Patriot and Dodge Caliber platform-
mates also oenefited from new pricing schemes: 
Patriot leapt to 5,195 units, an astounding 707% 
increase - and not surprisingly, its best sales month 
ever. Caliber appears to be gaining momentum, with 
a 10% hike for February, and with 10,937 sales, the 
second consecutive month in which Caliber sales hit 
five figures. f 

Honda: The Fit subcompact could be the poster 
car for shifting consumer taste towards fuel-
efficiency at an affordable price: February sales 
ratcheted up a hard-to-ignore 62%, and sales rose 
88% for the year. 

And Honda's reputation for fuel efficiency 
appears to be striking a chord, as the Honda division 
had its best February ever, selling 102,313 units. 

Nissan: Nissan's completely redesigned Murano 
cruised right into the successful path of the first-
generation model, selling 10,074 units in February 
for a handsome 19% gain. And like most 
subcompacts, the Versa was up in February, with a 
7% gain, and is within sales- snouting distance of 
the larger and well-established Sentra compact. v 

The Infiniti premium division's new G Coupe is 
starting off the year with a bang, improving 80% in 
February and 90% year-to-date. And Infiniti's giant 
QX56 somehow eked out a 17% gain.

Luciano Del Signore thought his Bacco 
Ristorante was too small for catering, so he 
expanded it last fall to include Bacco Saletta, a 
private dining facility.

So he decided to build a catering truck. Abig 
catering truck. 

He ordered a truck from Mercedes Benz, then 
had ABS Refrigeration in Detroit work on it after 
he developed a design. "It took six months to 
build it," Del Signore said. 

Today Del Signore has a mobile on-site cater­
ing service, a "kitchen on wheels" in his new 
20-foot-long Mercedes Benz truck, complete 
with work tables, assembly space, a commer­
cially refrigerated section and climate-controlled 
areas. 

Del Signore said about 48 square feet of area 
is dedicated to refrigeration. Another 8 by 6 foot 
area devoted to kitchen operations includes four 
double induction burners, warming units and 
countertop space. 

The burners allowfor sauce preparation, criti­
cal to any Italian pasta dish. The truck can cater 

any size soiree, from a dinner party of 12 at a 
home, to 200-300 in a larger facility.

"With the catering we were doing, you need 
different ingredients," Del Signore said. "In Jury 
and August, you can't just ice (food) down.

We get the product in perfect 
condition and we want it to arrive at the home in 
perfect condition. That's because of the commer­
cial refrigeration." 

"We also do retail wine sales. If it has to be 
delivered at 55 degrees, (the truck) does it." 

Bacco catering is able to accommodate small­
er, intimate meals to large parties of up to 500 
people. 

"We do everything from casual barbecues 
to elaborate, large-scale parties complete with 
flowers and decorations. We can prepare signa­
ture eight-course Italian dinners with matching 
wines," Del Signore said.

Question: I've heard that 
Congress plans to pull the plug 
on analog television broadcasts 
starting in February, 2009-
Will I have to buy a new TV? 

Answer: This subject con­
fuses the heck out of most peo­

ple, but there's 
good news: It 
probably won't 
affect you in 
the slightest. 

If you're a 
cable or satel­
lite subscriber, 
you're all set: 
The signal 
coming into 
your TV is 
already in a 
digital format. 

(The exception is if you have 
basic cable without a set-top 
box, but even then you should 
be fine.) 

If you have an HDTV and use 
an antenna to receive digital 
channels, you're all set: Your TV 
already has the necessary digi­
tal tuner. . 

However, if you have an 
older TV and use an antenna 
to receive programming, you'll 
need to take action. Two choic­
es: buy a special digital tuner 
box or buy a new TV (one that 
has the tuner built in). 

If you decide to go the box 
route, you can get a $40 coupon 
from our very own government, 
enough to cover some or all of 
the cost. The boxes run between 
$40-70; CircuitCity sells one for 
$60, while Wal-Mart gets you 
out the door for around $50. 

The government-sponsored TV Converter Box Coupon Program Web site 
(dtv2009.org) lets you apply for a $40 digital-tuner coupon and answers 
questions about the upcoming digital-TV switch. 

Need two boxes? You can 
apply for up to two coupons. 
Learn more at the TV Converter 
Box Coupon Program Web site .. 
(dtv2009:gov). 

WIRELESS PRINTING 
Question: I'm sick of all the 

wires on my desk. How can I 
eliminate some? 

Answer: If you're in the mar­
ket for a new printer, check out 
the Brother HL-2170w (broth-
er-usa.com). This monochrome 
laser printer connects to your 
Wi-Fi network for wireless 
printing, meaning you can stick 
it just about anywhere: a corner, 
a closet, or even another room. 

Though extremely compact, 

it's a very quick printer, capable 
of spitting out pages at a rate 
of 23 per minute. It's compat­
ible with Windows and Mac 
systems and has a list price of 
$149-99 — though it's currently 
on sale at Best Buy for $99-99. 
I've been really pleased with my 
demo unit. 

Want to print in color? Try 
the Lexmark Z1480 (lexmark. 
com), a wireless inkjet. It retails 
for around $70, though you 
can probably find a better deal 
online.

Quest ion : M y computer 

needs repairs. 
How can I find a local shop 

that does good work? 
Answer: Head to Google 

Maps (maps.google.com), 
click Find Businesses, and 
type "computer repair" in 
the first field and your ZIP 
code in the second. 

You should see a number of 
listings; click the "more info" 
link next to any of them for 
contact information, direc­
tions, and so on. 

Now it's time to pick up 
the phone and call around. 
As with auto repair, you 
should insist on a writ­
ten estimate and complete 
description of the work that 
needs to be done. 

If possible, make sure 
you have a current backup 
of your data before deliv­
ering your PC to a repair 
shop. And be prepared for 
a bit of sticker shock: You'll 
probably pay a minimum of 
$50 for basic repairs and 
upwards of several hundred 
dollars for more extensive 
work.

twice a week operation it hasn't 
suffered any type of breakdown. 
It still looks brand-new and all 
the fancy lights still shine like a 
spaceship. Suits Val just fine. 

Some 10 years ago I wrote 
my first column on this washer 
subject and gave readers the 
viewpoint of an old appliance 
repairman. Let me reiterate 
some of those thoughts. The 
front loader was jammed onto 
the consumer by an industry 
working with our government 
energy department that wanted 
to reduce water consumption 
and save on energy costs. This 
washer certainly does all of 
that. 

With that said, I can still not 
believe that this front loader 
can wash clothes as well as a 
top loader. How can you wash 
your dirty hands in a teacup 
of water, it just won't do the 
job. But then again, as I argue 
within my own mind, the 
clothes washed may not be dirty 
enough to argue the point. This 
train of thought has not done 
much in changing the habits 

of American consumers. Front 
load washers have been sold by 
the millions. 

The most irritating part of 
washer sales today is the huge 
increase in price. It's no prob­
lem for those who can afford it, 
but what about the average guy 
who has just gone through a 
severe pay cut. A young couple 
just getting started in life may 
very well not be in the market 
for a front load washer and so 
I continue with my negative 
impulses. Buy a top loader for a 
lot less money! 

The top loader is going to 
wash your clothes and in my 
way of thinking, do a better 
job. It may last as long or longer 
than a fancy front loader and 
cost a lot less for repairs when 
that time may surely come. 

But, if money is no object and 
you are concerned about water 
and energy consumption, go for 
the front loader. 

Now for the last issue on front 
loaders that it seems everyone

— the mold. It was a big prob­

lem for millions of homeown­
ers when the first models were 
made back around 10 years ago. 

This created a class action 
lawsuit, which more or less 
settled the issue.

I trust that you can now shop 
for a washer and whatever you 
purchase, front or top, I wish 
you long life and dependability.

1 head romaine lettuce, torn

Combine the chopped garlic 
with the anchovy, lemon juice 
and Worcestershire sauce, and 
whisk briskly until combined. 

Whisk in the desired type of 
egg, and add the olive oil gradu­
ally to form a thickened dress­
ing. 

Season with the salt and fresh 
ground pepper. . 

Add half the cheese, and com­
bine well. 

Toss the croutons in half the 
dressing 

Add the lettuce and the 
remaining dressing, and toss 
well. 

Separate onto plates and top 
with the remaining cheese and 
the cooked shrimp. 

* Coddling an egg is done by pour­
ing boiling water over the egg, and 
allowing it to stand in the water for 
1 minute. This causes the yolk of the 
egg to slightly thicken and warms it 
for the salad. 

* Garlic cloves can be used to rub the 
interior of the wooden salad bowl 
that is being used for Caesar salad. 
This gives the entire salad a fra­
grance of garlic rather than a salad 
having a strong garlic taste. 

CALIFORNIA TOWER SALAD 

'A cup garlic, roasted 

'A cup balsamic vinegar 

\ cup extra virgin olive oil 

. % teaspoon salt 

'A teaspoon black pepper, fresh

1 tablespoon shallots, finely chopped

4 slices daikon radish (or English

Puree the garlic, along with 
the vinegar, in a food processor.

Lay the long slices of daikon 
together in a long strip, around 
three inches wide.

Place the chicken lengthwise 
on the romaine, and sprinkle 
with almonds.

Trim the bottom of the salad 
flat so it will stand up on its own 
(like a tower). 

Stand or lay the bundle on the 
plate, and drizzle more of the 
dressing and chive.

"The thermostat is turned up to keep 
winter's chill away, but the same heat 
that keeps you tdasty dries out the air 
and, with it, your skin," said Marzena.

Frank Caliendo might be best-

Before he begins filming a sec­
ond season of his hit TBS show, 
Caliendo is touring the country, 
bringing his comic sensibility to 
Detroit's Fox Theatre this week­
end.

Caliendo grew up on the sketch 
comedy of SCTV, Saturday 
Night Live, In Living Color, and 
sitcoms like Mork & Mindy, 
which starred two of his favorite 
comedians, Robin Williams and 
Jonathan Winters. "That's when 
I knew what I wanted to be," he 
said. But it was the all-over-the-
board hilarity of Williams, rather 
than the character of Mork, that 
appealed most to Caliendo. And 
these days he can mirror Williams 
like no one else. 

It wasn't until his junior year of 
college in Wisconsin that he first 
took to the stage. Caliendo tried 
performing a couple of times - at 
dance parties and finally comedy 
clubs. But it was a nod from an 
improv instructor that encour­
aged him most. 

"I got lucky," h.e said. " I was 

taking an improv class, a begin­
ner's class and (my instructor) got 
me onstage in Milwaukee." 

Caliendo remembered just how 
it felt, "the lights blinding me for 
a second, then all of a sudden they 
started laughing." 

And the laughter hasn't 
stopped. It led to a spot on Mad 
TV, recurring appearances on 
NFL on Fox, all the late-night 
giants and finally his own blend 
of sketch comedy and impressions 
for Frank TV, which debuted in 
2007-

He's performed on Late Night 
with David Letierman, both as 
himself and as. Madden for an 
interview. He's mimicked Jay 
Leno alongside the real thing on 
The Tonight Show. He's even mul­
tiplied himself oh his own show, 
Frank TV, producing sketches 
like Seinfeld 2027 where he plays 
every iconic character. 

As for the characters he man­
ages to embody, Caliendo said, 
"I used to study it a lot."

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DIA's new exhibit is best ei

For its latest exhibition, the Detroit 
Institute of Arts has gone out on a wire 
— a highwire — according to Nancy 
Jones. 

The DIA's director of educa 
tion noted last week that the 
first special exhibit since 
the museum's reopening, 
Life's Pleasures: TheAshcan 
Artist's Brush with Leisure, 
1895-1925, lends itself to 
a wide range of program­
ming meant to bring the 
paintings to life. So for the 
first time, visitors will have a 
chance to see a tight-rope walker, 
inspired by the William Glackens paint­
ing Hammerstein's Roof Garden. 

Graham J. Beal, museum director, said 
while the Ashcan artists are associated 
with portraying a grittier side of life, 
often in New York City, the subjects of 
their works truly represent the middle 
class. 

The term "Ashcan" was derived from a 
seedier George Bellows newspaper illus­
tration titled Disappointments of the Ash 
Can. While it stirred some controversy, 
the name does not begin to embody the 
breadth of work that came from this

George Bellows' "Dempsey and Firpo" will be among those works featured in the DIA's latest exhibit. 

Sloan, Creorge Luks, Guy Pene du Bois, 
and others are represented among the 80 
pieces chosen for this exhibit. 

The timing of Life's Pleasures for 
2008 is also telling. Beal said these art­
ists, considered among the first modern 
painters, were featured a century ago at 
what was then the Detroit Museum of 
Art. 

Jim Tottis, curator of the exhibition, 
said prior to its arrival at the DIA, Life's 
Pleasures was on display in Nashville and 
New York, where it "exceeded expecta­
tions." 

By bringing it "home to Detroit," Tottis 
said, the show offers insight into what life 
was truly like in the late 19th century. At 
least two generations of Ashcan artists 
are represented, all led by their mentor 
Henri, who encouraged them to paint 
what is real. They shared an apprecia­
tion for impressionists like Claude Monet 
and Diego Velazquez. The Ashcan artists 
favored subjects who enjoyed life, Many 
had worked as newspaper illustrators, 
lending realism to these works. 

Visitors can wander through galler­
ies organized by leisure activities. The 
entrance offers warm mahogany panels 
inspired by bars and cafes frequented by 
the Ashcan artists. Peer into McSorely's 
Bar as depicted by artist John Sloan 
or The Cafe Francis where you'll meet 
restaurateur Jimmy Moore. Then wan­
der over to the theater where Everett 
Shinn draws you into the audience of his 
Theater Scene. 

The sporting life bares little resem­
blance to today's teams. Instead the 
Ashcan artists embodied the rise of 
boxing from bars to major spectator

events. A powerful image depicting Jack 
Dempsey falling from the ring following 
a punch by Luis Angel Firpo is depicted 
in a George Bellows painting, and set 
opposite actual news reel footage of the 
fight that inspired it. 

Two galleries are reserved for images 
of park life and recreation, with seven 
paintings set right in Central Park. The 
exhibit continues through to sunny 
beach escapes including Henri's At Far 
Rockaway and a quiet stroll by a pond

depicted in Every Saturday by Arthur 
B. Davies. 

The Detroit Film Theater inside the 
DIA will also get in on the leisure act 
with a five-week series called Celluloid 
Pleasures. From March 15 to April 19, 
the theater will offer a film tribute, on 
Saturdays at 4 p.m., echoing the time 
period covered in the exhibit and includ­
ing the likes of D.W. Griffiths, Buster 
Keaton and Douglas Fairbanks. 

Elliot Wilhelm, curator of film for the 
DIA, noted that Life's Pleasures "pro­

vides such a natural link to the world 
of film." Some of the most popular film 
subjects in the late 19th century tended 
toward leisure activities, giving what 
Wilhelm considered a "vibrant record" 
of what recreation looked like at the 
time. 

A fully illustrated 250-page catalogue 
of the exhibit is also available. And on 
April 2, a companion exhibition will 
open called Give it a Rest: People at 
Play in American Prints and Drawings, 
1895-1945. It features about 100 works 
on paper, includes many Ashcan artists, 
and will be on view through Aug. 3.

CITY OF MEN' 
The film is a companion 

>iece to City of God, a minor 
ntemational hit in 2002 that 
aras nominated for four Academy 
Awards. City of God was a visceral, styl­
ish tale about a generation of gang life in 
the violent shantytowns (favelas) of Rio 
ie Janeiro, filmed with MTV-like flash 
i>y Fernando Meirelles (2%e Constant 
Gardener). 

City of Men is a more humanistic film, 
primarily focused on the lives of those in 
the shadow of Rio's gangs, either enam­
ored by them or cowering from them. 

Our main characters are two best 
friends, both turning 18 and fatherless. 
Ace (Douglas Silva) has a young child 
for whom he feels reluctantly 
responsible. 

Wallace (Darlan Cunha) is set oh track­
ing down his father — whom he's never 
met. l ike Londoners during the blitz, the 
residents of the favelas shut themselves 
in while gang warfare rages in the streets 
and across the rooftops. 

There's an overarching sense of no 
escape. Though the histrionics of City 
of Men are a bit obvious, and it lacks the 
bravado of City of God, it's ultimately a 
more rewarding film. R for violent con­
tent, language and some sexuality.

The clever casting alone had prom­

Christina Ricci is lovably

Born in Hungary, Korab studied 
architecture at the Polytechnicum 
until the Soviet Union installed a pup­
pet government. In 1949, Korab fled 
to Paris to continue his studies at the 
Ecole des Beaux Arts. Before immigrat­
ing to the United States, Korab worked 
as a journeyman with notable archi­
tects throughout Europe including Le 
Corbusier. 

Eero Saarinen, whose name is synon­
ymous with the Cranbrook Educational 

Community and the architect of the St. 
Louis Gateway Arch, hired Korab in 
1955. A year later, Korab was awarded 
fourth place in an international com­
petition to design the Sydney Opera 
House. 

Following the competition, Korab 
established his own. studio in Troy, 
Michigan and began a new career in 
architectural photography. In 1958, 
Frank Lloyd Wright invited Korab 
to join his school of architecture at 
Taliesin as both an architect and pho­
tographer. 

The American Institute of Architects 
has awarded Korab the prestigious 
Medal for Architectural Photography. 
His work is also part of many sig­
nificant collections including the U.S. 
Library of Congress.
