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Jury returns verdict of first-degree murder aqainét Orlewicz In beheading death

What James Sorensen wanted
most out of the trial of Jean Pierre
Orlewicz was justice for his 26-year-
old son, Daniel, whom Orlewicz was
charged with killing.

A Wayne County Circuit Court
jury Tuesday gave it to him.

After some 11 hours of deliberation
over two days, the jury convicted
Orlewicz, 18, of Plymouth Township,
of first-degree murder, felony mur-
der and mutilation of a corpse.
Judge Annette Berry had given the
jury permission to consider second-
degree murder and voluntary man- .

of defendant Jean Pierre Orlewicz, watch
the court proc'eedinqs_.

“I'm grateful our son received the
justice he deserved,” said the elder
Sorensen, of Westland. “There’s
relief that everything worked out,
but very sad, too.

Joseph Niskar, another of
Orlewicz’s attorneys, declined to
comment following the verdict.

Orlewicz’s family passed a phalanx

of media without comment.

the murder, Moran said Wednesday

the testimony of former co-defen-
dant Alexander Letkemann played
an important role in the conviction.
Letkemann, 18 of Westland, pleaded
guilty April 1 to second-degree mur-

- der, then described the murderin-
gruesome detail during testimony
last week.

“One of the reasons we agreed to
the deal with (Lletkemann) was he
was cooperating with police,” Moran
said. “He led them to key evidence,
he told the jury what happened.”

Moran said though he believed

in this room, and their son is going
away for the rest of his life. We have
to keep that in balance.”

The jury was handed the case
Tuesday afternoon, after defense
lawyer James Thomas, who wasn’t
in court for the verdict, rested his
case. They deliberated for nearly
four hours Monday before Berry sent -
them home. They were back at it at
9 a.m. Wednesday, and returned the
verdict shortly before 5 p.m.

Berry set May 12 as the sentencing
date. Orlewicz faces a mandatory .
life sentence without possibility of
parole.

Helmkamp said. “We started
to dig the bore for under the
tracks, and the site at 30 feet -
collapsed on us with sand

“We've run into sand, water
and boulders — it’s almost like

~ the perfect storm,” he added.

“If we have a great next week,
we'll still have a chance (of
completion by December).
If not, then we're probably
not going to hit the deadline,
which will mean a delay of the
project for a few months into
nextyear” .

Helmkamp later said that

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Water rates may
rise in city, remain
steady in township

While Plymouth city com-
missioners received a recom-
mendation from the admin-
istration to raise water rates
by 6.7 percent, Plymouth
Township may elect to absorb
the 14-percent combined
increase from the city of
Detroit for water and Wayne
County for sewerage. .

Plymouth Finance Director
Mark Christiansen said the
ready-to-serve basic charge of
$11.56 per quarter will remain
the same, but the average user
— ahousehold that consumes
18,000 gallons — will experi-
ence a quarterly increase from
$182.74 to $194.26 if the city
‘commission votes to imple-
ment the rate hike. That’ an -

- annual increase of $46.08.

Last year, city residents did

- not receive a water and sewer
rate increase. The previous three
years, rates increased 2.1, 4.1
and 10.6 percent, respectively.

Christiansen said the pro-
posed 2008-09 increase is a
slightly more than Detroit and
‘Wayne County are charging
the city of Plymouth.

“We need to generate an
additional $100,000 over what
we did last year. Part of that is
for equipment costs and part
to supplement water and sewer
infrastructure costs of the new
street program,” Christiansen
said. “The total we need is

$605,000 for the year.”

Of that amount, $250,000
is for new radio-signal water
meters.

“We will begin replacing
current meters with ones that
can be read with radio wave
equipment by someone sim-
ply driving by a house,” City
Manager Paul Sincock said of
the new technology which has -
been tested in some homes
already. “We’ll collect the data,
which will be downloaded,
and avoids us having someone
walking neighborhoods to get
meter readings.”

Plymouth Township
Supervisor Richard
Reaume, at the State of the
Community Breakfast spon-
sored Wednesday morning
by the Plymouth Community
Chamber of Commerce, said
he’s hopeful trustees won't
raise water and sewer rates
despite a 14-percent increase
from Detroit and Wayne

wif

. County.

“We're looking at taking
down some of the reserves and
making some belt-tighten-~
ing in that area so we don’t
have to pass it on,” Reaume
said. “We're aware of how that
impacts your businesses.”

Last year, Plymouth
Township trustees voted to
increase rates 14 percent,
less than half the 29-percent
increase to the township.

(Sorensen) into the garage?
Why not say (intended extor-
tion victim Adam Duwe)
wasn't coming? Why not do it
outside?
“It’s because there was no
(extortion) plan.”
Thomas argued if Sorensen’s

it would have happened dif}
ferently. Citing testimony
Orlewicz knew Sorensen car-
ried a gun, Thomas argued his
client, who used a paring knife-

“This was a crime where
someone brought a knife to

. a gunfight,” Thomas-argued.

“This was a crime where
(Sorensen) was known to
carry a gun.”
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" The jury clearly didnt ‘buy
Orlewicz’s self-defense claims,
a fact for which Sorensen’s
family and friends were grate-
ful.

“Just, “Thank you,” Dena
Hasan of Westland, a friend
of Sorensen, said of her reac-
tion to the verdict. “I know a
family just lost their son, but
we lost someone a long time
ago at (Orlewicz’s) hand.”

ost his job last year and is
still unemployed. His sever-
ance pay has run out. He has
investments either in retire-
ment accounts or in a variety
of insurance-type products,
including a variable universal
life insurance policy and a
variable annuity. He wants to
know how to access the money
he needs and what he should
do in the future to avoid this
problem.

The first issue is the need for
an emergency fund. It is essen-
tial to being a good investor.

I recommend at least three to
six months of living expenses
in a fund that is available in
case of emergency.

In an area where the econo-
my is struggling, people need
to build up an emergency fund
if they do not already have
one in place.

Washington, D.C., has played host to
many famous marches — by veterans,
civil rights advocates, anti-nuclear dem-
onstrators, fathers for responsibility and
mothers against war.

But the capltal hasn’t seen anythmg
Tlike the vision John Foley conjures
in his children’s book Shining on
Lighthouses. In his colorful tale the .
lighthouses march to demand better
preservation.

Eighteen years in the merchant
marines gave Foley, 50, of Canton an
appreciation for lighthouses. He start- -
ed right after high school graduation
with a JOb on a Great Lakes freighter in
1976.

“In the early ‘80s, I was on a ship that

went from Holland to Spain to Greece,
Egypt, Saudi Arabia,” he said. “Then

I went back to the Great Lakes. From
there you get to see all the lighthouses
from out in the lake and take points of
navigation from them. I've always had a
fancy for lighthouses.”

Foley works as a security officer at
the Center for Forensic Psychiatry in
Pittsfield Township but has dreamed
of being an author and lighthouSes
seemed like a good subject.’

“For Christmas one year, I gota book
Past Lighthouses, and inside the book
is a picture on a lighthouse with a crack

at its base. Somebody snapped a picture

of it as it was half fallen over and then
in the water,” Foley said. “Looking at
that inspired the first two paragraphs
-and from there I'd write a little here
and write a little there.”

At first the idea was to have

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Increasing middle school
athletics is the right move

If all the chips fall into Pplace, middle school students in
Plymouth-Canton are going to have more athletic oppor-
tunities next year. Administrators are trying to come up
with a formula (i.e. a way to come up. with the money) to
add boys and girls cross country and Wresthng as official
sports starting next year.

Of course, like everything else in the district these days ‘

the proposal comes down to looking under every rock to
find enough funding for the programs. Administrators
are considering increasing pay-to-play fees from $60 to

$75, as well as charging a modest gate entry fee ($2 for =

, adults, $1 for students) to attend all middle school sport-
ing events.

A committee, whlch includes co-mrddle school athletic o
directors Roche LaVictor and Clint Smiley, came up with -
the recommendations. While these funding proposals

won't please everyone, the committee should be commend-
ed because they won't take away from classroom funding,

* which is critical considering the district is currently facing
a $4 million deficit for the 2008-09 school year.

Adding cross country and wrestling (to replace boys
volleyball that is currently offered) makes sense for sever-
al reasons. First, they are offered at the high school level,
and will make the high school programs more competi-
tive because the athletes will already have a foundation
by the time they get there. Secondly, these sports are no-
cut sports, meaning every child that tries out will make
the team if they put in the effort — unlike basketball and
softball that only keep about 20 kids.

Cross country is also a very inexpensive sport to run,
and it would be available to sixth-graders, Currently,
sixth-graders are not eligible to participate in any sports.

While there is a financial cost, middle school sports
provide many benefits for students, according to
researchers. Increased fitness, self-esteem, competitive-
ness, academic success and increased social interaction
are just a few. Adding wrestling and cross country will
allow more Plymouth-Canton students the opportunity
to reap those benefits. ,

It's time to slay p"op-‘up;tax dragon

With the real estate market reeling and foreclosures
* piling up in neighborhoods all across the state, something
must be done to stimulate home sales. State legislators
took a crack at putting a moratorium on the so-called
real estate pop-up tax last spring, but failed miserably.

Given the dismal performance of state lawmakers, their
failure to address the inequitable property tax situation

in Michigan is sadly all too familiar.

Last year, the House and Senate couldn't agree on hiow
best to attack the problem. The House pushed for an 18-
month moratorium on the pop-up tax that would have
allowed a home buyer to inherit the property tax bill of
the previous owner rather than suffer the fate of uncap-
ping and reassessment, which typically adds thousands of

dollars to property taxes. At the time, the state was deal-

ing with a massive budget deficit and many Republicans
feared the plan would take too much revenue away from
schools and local governments. A treasury official all but
‘killed the plan by testifying that it would deplete state
coffers by up to $100 million over three years.

A tax hike temporarily cured the state budget deﬁcﬂ;
but the Legislature didn't get around to addressing prop-
erty taxes over the winter. That’s too bad because the
traditional spring house-buying season is upon us and
the real estate market is worse than last year. A glimmer
of hope recently appeared when the folks up in Lansing
once again began talking about the pop-up tax.

This time the Senate took the lead by passing a host of
bills designed to spur real estate sales and ease the pain
for those who can't sell a house.

Proposal A, which became law in 1994, capped annual -

property tax increases to 5 percent or the rate of infla-
tion, whichever is less. The unintended consequence are
such that two families can live next door to one another
in identical houses and pay wildly different property tax
bills. It doesn’t make sense and something must be done
to make property taxes more equitable.

The Senate bills would offer a refundable income tax

credit equal to the amount of the pop-up, increase the -

Homestead Property Tax credit $100 and extend the
principal resident exemption to unsold homes. Sponsors
say the tax credit idea is better because it wouldn't take
money away from schools and local governments, which
are funded primarily through property taxes...

What the Senate plan would do is shift the burden
from local governments to the state, likely precipitat-
ing yet another budget deficit. The House plan is a bet-

ter approach due to its simplicity, but certainly there is =

room for compromise. Of course, neither the Houkse'nor
Senate bills do anything to address the artificially high

property taxes thrust upon anyone who buys a house in-

a new subdivision. Fixing that, however, would take a
thoughtful and politically risky overhaul of Proposal A
- — something almost no one believes is within the grasp.

- Earth Dayisa perfect tlme for pet
owners to take a moment and reflect
upon the ways they impact the environ-
ment. Here in Michigan we are fortu-
nate to be surrounded by an abundance
of water. But did you know that pet
owners directly affect the quality of our -
waterways if they do not pick up and
dispose of their pet’s waste properly?
According to the EPA, “Pets, particu-
larly dogs, are significant contributors -
to source water contamination.” Studies
in the Seattle area found nearly 20 per-,

be hidden? Do the majority of citi-

cent of bacteria found in water samples
matched with dogs as the host animals.
As runoff from snow and rain flows
off rooftops, sidewalks, over paved
streets and parking lots, across lawns
and bare soil it collects pet waste, pes-
ticides, fertilizer, oil and grease, litter
and other pollutants. This contami-

-nated runoff drains directly into nearby

creeks, streams and storm drains
without treatment at sewage plants.
Pathogens associated with animal
wastes are Cryptosporidium, Giardia
lamblia, salmonella, e. coli, and toxo-
plasmosis. Dog and cat feces often con-
tain roundworms and other parasmc
nematodes as well.

The most effective way for an owner
to limit their pet s contribution to water
contamination is srmply to pick up and
dispose of their pet’s waste. There are
several modes of disposal available. -

If you pick up the waste and put itin

~ your garbage be sure to enshroud itin

degradable plastic bags to reduce tak-
ing up landfill space. There are many

“eco-friendly bags available, some are

even flushable. If you choose to flush it
down the toilet, be certain that it is not
mixed with other materials.

Another option is to bury it, however,

~ this also must be done properly and
. never near vegetable gardens or food-

growing locations because of the patho-
gens associated with animal wastes.
Using pet waste is not recommended for
back yard composting.

For those who don’t like picking up
after their pet, just remember the Clean

Water Campaign’s slogan “If you think

picking up dog poop is unpleasant try
swimming in it.”

Daniel, has been a difficult
one. It stretched for more
than a week in the courtroom
of Wayne County Circuit
Judge Annette Berry, and
the Sorensens didn’t miss a
minute.

They were there as the
defense did what it had to do in order to put’
forth its defense, assailing the character of
their son (wWho no one tried to paint as a choir
boy). And they were there when Alexander
Letkemann, the 18-year-old former Livonia
Churchill student from Westland, who plead-
ed guilty to second-degree murder for his role
in the killing, described the crime in chilling,
graphic detail.

It was difficult to llsten to for nearly every-
one in the courtroom — those in the gallery
and those in the jury — and the Sorensens
and their friends wrapped themselves in each
other, cloaked in shared loss and grief, and
withstood it all.

At one point, Letkemann’s story got so
bone-chilling at least one juror teared up, and
Berry wisely called for a recess.

Instead of using the time to get out of the
room, to get away from it all, however briefly,
Jim Sorensen did what he felt he had to do,
what he felt needed to be done.

He sought out Letkemann’s father, Pete,
sitting in the far back corner of the room,
kneeled in front of him, and the two spoke.

In whispered tones, they spoke to each
other’s face; more importantly, they spoke to
each other’s hearts.

. “I wanted him to know we don’t hate them,

condone what Alex did, or even understand
it, but we feel (Alex) feels real remorse.”

Neither man wanted to reveal what was
actually said, but the hugs they exchanged
and the tears they shared spoke to the emo-
tional nature of the conversation. -

“WHat Mr. Sorensen said to me, and
my reply, was parent to parent, father to
father,” Pete Letkemann said. “Mr. and Mrs.
Sorensen have been very gracious and kind
to our family. I wonder how many people out
there, myself included,.could do the same
under similar circumstances.”

Like the Sorensens; Orlewicz’s parents,
William and Charlotte, have endured every
moment of this arduous trial, usually sitting

"quietly in the same row as the Sorensens.

They’ve not been as accessible as the other
principal families involved in this case; and
that’s to be expected.

‘But their grief and pdin is no less palpable.
Charlotte Orlewicz often drapes an arm
almost protectively around her husband’s
shoulders; his reaction to particularly pain-
ful testimony is to remove his glasses and
pinch the bridge of his nose, as if trying to
chase away a headache.

One young man ’s life was extlngulshed
another’s is altered forever, with the pros-
pect of at least 20 years in prison, and a
teenager’s life hung in the balance for more -
than a week.

Orlewicz’s actions put this tragedy in
motion. The jury decided his fate.

Two rows behind him, the families sat,

~ and waited, forever intertwined by opposite

ends of the same grief, with no one to decide
their fate but themselves.

“Summer is a very busy time of
the year for moving, whether for
residential or commercial clients,”
said Chuck Kuhn, president of
Washington; D.C., area-based JK
Moving & Storage. “Moving is usually
a stressful time for everyone involved.
But you can make it less so, with
good planning and follow through.
Being organized, from getting moving
estimates to unpacking the last box,
will make for a successful move.”

When it comes to making a move,
whether across town or across the
country, organization is essential.

The best way to get organized is start
planning early. There are things you
can do to help make for a good move,
including:

B Get estimates. Word of mouth is
the safest place to start. Ask friends
and family for mover recommenda-
tions. Then gather several quotes. -
Avoid simply going with the cheapest
estimate. The lowest cost does not

always mean the best service, and an

unusually low cost could be a red-flag
warning of a questionable mover.
Fraudulent movers often give very low
telephone or Internet estimates, may
show up in a rental truck instead of a
company moving truck, and usually
do not honor their estimate.

“I would definitely recommend
estimates” for out of state moves,
Bulson said. For a local move, you can
get an hourly rate over the phone or
often online. (Bulson’s Web site is at
michiganmovers.com and has online
quotes.)

“Alot of the customers really like
that,” Bulson said. Local moves are
generally based on an hourly rate.

Bulson adds he’s licensed and
insured, and a reputable mover should
have such a number issued by the

Michigan Public Service Commission. -

B Get supplies. Moving an entire -
house or business will take a lot of

boxes, tape, bubble wrap and other
necessary supplies.

- Bulson said 98 percent of moves
involve a customer packing up items:
“For the most part, people chose to
pack themselves.” Men on the Move
has supplies, and can pack with a set
fee for an apartment or a home based
on size.

B Make an inventory. As you pack
your boxes, keep a written inventory
of what is in each box. You may want
to number each box and wnte on your
list what is in it.

“If you go out of'state, an mventory
sheet is required. They do take time,”
said Bulson, who offers senior dis-
counts. Inventories usually aren't used
for local moves.

Other things to consider are:

B Insurance. Be sure the company
you go with has insurance, and speak
with your-own insurance company
about making sure your goods are
covered. The peace of mind this will
bring is well worth the cost of getting
your items insured.

“It is always best to check” on insur-

ance, Bulson said. Movers may cover
coverage, with Bulson citing $15,000

- Q. | am wondering if the Michigan
Supreme Coitrt has yet ruledon
questions concerning assessmq public
service lmprovements on developers.

A.The Supreme Court of
Mlchlgan has recently ruled
g that a builder’s
property taxes on
a development
-cannot be
increased based
1 upon the cost of
public service
improvements.
The Supreme
Court found that
the value for
public service
improvements would be -
incorporated into the value of -
each individual home at the
time that it is built or sold. It
is, of course, important for the
taxpayer to challenge the tax
before the Board of Review and
then evoke the jurisdiction of
the Michigan Tax Tribunal to
successfully challenge the action
by a municipality. However, it
does not appear that there is any
mechanism available to builders -
. whose property taxes have been
_increased due to public service
improvements, but who did not
_ appear before a Board of Review
to timely protest the action.

Q. | have a question about a recent
‘Michigan Supreme Court decision
which involved a builder who sold a lot
to a buyer and built a home on that .
lot. The sale of the lot and the build
job were contained in a single contract

. and were from a single builder entity.

The Tax Tribunal determined that the
value for the purpose of the transfer
tax should include both the value of
the lot and the home constructed by
the buitder on the lot. Do you have
any information about the court [

. decision?

A. The Supreme Court recently
issued an order which found that
the real estate transfer tax only
taxes recorded instruments. In that
case, the only recorded instrument
was the deed. The court held,
therefore, that the value exchanged
for that deed included both the
cost of the lot and the home. Thus,
the court found in that case that

the Tax Tribun. correctly held
that the value was the proper

measure for the taxation. This
case did not, however, address -
the situation where different
entities convey the land and the

lot respectively through separate
contracts or a situation where the
builder conveys a lot-on aland
contract to a purchaser prior to
construcuon of a home and records

Bob has tried many brands,
and has settled on Benjamin
Moore and Graham paints.

Acrylic paints provide a harder
finishéd surface, and are more
durable and easier to clean.
Plus, they have better color
retention.

Today, anything goes when it
comes to color. Pick out a shade
from your sofa: or a favorite-
blanket and put it on an accent
wall — or all the walls.

Whatever you choose, don’t
feel like you have to match sep-
arate rooms, unless you've got
an open floor plan. Otherwise,
when you enter a room, the rest
of the house remains unseen
behind you.
~ Ifall this sounds like too
much work, you can always
hire a professional. Get a
couple quotes and compare
estimates. Ask the painter if
he will pay attention to details, ..
such as changing out plugs,
sockets, light switches and cov-
ers. Don’t always settle on the
lowest estimate — you usually

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But the reality of Internet
bandwidth makes that impos-
sible, at least for now. Upload

. speeds, even with broadband
service, tend to be extremely
slow, so sending your whole
hard drive would take forever.

In fact, that’s the major
hamstring with online backup
services in general. It can take
an entire day, sometimes even
longer, to upload just a few
gigabytes’ worth of data.

That’s why I've been more
than satisfied with MozyHome
Free (mozy.com/home), which
offers 2GB of online backup
free of charge. -

Iuse it to archive my e-mail,
Word documents, Quicken
data, contacts, calendar, Web
favorites, and other critical
items. I've got years’ worth of

“that stuff, yet I've consumed
only about two-thirds of my
allotted free storage.

Of course, that leaves

- behind all my photos, videobs,

and music. That data’s just as
important to me, but it adds
upto around 50GB.

Even if 1 signed up for
unlimited storage from Mozy,
Carbonite, HP’s new Upline
(upline.com), or another
online backup service, it

- would literally take weeks of

24/7 uploading to move that
much information to their
servers. Not practical.
Granted, you could sched-
ule backups to occur only at
night, when your computer’s
not doing anything else. \
Eventually the job would get
done, and subsequent back-

.ups would finish much faster

because the software adds
only niew files and those that
have changed. (That’s called
an incremental backup, in
case you're wondering.)

If you do deéide to go this
route, I recommend any of
the three aforementioned ser-

_vices. They all cost about the

same ($5-6 per month), and
they’re all quite easy to use.

One thing I like about
Upline over the other two is
that it lets you access your
data from anywhere, not just
the PC that has the Upline
software installed. Plus, you
can easily share files with oth-
ers.

Carbonite’s better when it
comes to scheduling backups,
but it’s not as helpful as Mozy
when it comes to identifying
important data, like Outlook
records and Quicken files.

Fortunately, you can try
them all before signing up.
And I definitely recommend
doing so, as online backups
are a crucial part of any good
backup plan.

The historic Redford Theatre, named for west
Detroit’s Old Redford neighborhood, offers visitors
the rare opportunity of stepping back in time. The
movie house, currently celebrating its 80th year,
gives a nod to the lavish movie-going experience of
the 1920s — ages before the influence of television,
just at the onset of talkies.

On April 19, movie-goers are
welcome to-re-live the glory of
old Hollywood and attend the
Redford Theatre’s anniversary
gala. Organizers aim to repli-
cate a night at the theater as

“Several years ago my wife dragged me down
here to see a musical,” he said with a smile. Like any
first-timer, he was struck by the space itself. Built
in the Atmospheric style, the movie liouse blends
a stunning Japanese garden theme with a slightly-
domed blue ceiling that reveals sparkling stars
and slow-moving clouds — making visitors feel as
though they’re peering up into the night sky. “We
walked in and saw the stars,” recalled Seward, “and
I thought “‘Why didn’t I know about this place?”

The enveloping sounds of the pipe organ overture

~ begin 30 minutes before any screening — another

facet of the Redford experience. “These things are
just treasures,” said Seward. “There are less than 50
left in the world.” -

the balcony. He noted that prior to every movie
screening a giant American flag is lowered and the
National Anthem is played — encouraging cheers
from the crowd. It’s become a tradition, Neary said.

According to David Martin, vice president of the
MCTOS and Clawson resident, the theater is about
the whole experience. His family was involved in its
renovation, everything from restoring artwork on
the walls to matching light fixtures to the authentic
chandeliers. _

Returning the movie house to its original look
meant removing gold curtains that covered the
walls. Artwork was painstakingly recreated based
on old photographs. Projecters were salvaged from
an old moviehouse in Detroit, just before it was
bulldozed. The original seats were replaced with
replicas, and arranged to allow for' more space.

The MCTOS has relied on grants, donations and
money raised though the film screenings to com-
plete such work. Through it all, the Redford Theatre
kept its doors open. It closed for only 2} months in
2003 to replace seats and resurface the floor.

The MCTOS, which has about 200 members,
began restoring the theater in the 1970s. John

_Lauter, MCTOS board member and Farmington

Hills resident, recalls the steps it’s taken to trans-
form the theater in vivid detail. He grew up a few
blocks from the theater. After moving to Livonia
in 1969, he remained connected to the place. He
recalled the kiddie matinees the group hosted in the
mid “70s and the subsequent move to a regular film
series. “We needed to get an audience base,” he said.
The MCTOS found its audience and several

successful years followed. To compete
with the rise of home video in the early
’80s, Lauter said, the theater showed
big technicolor spectacles for an experi-

- ence that couldn’t be replicated by VHS
or Beta. Though the audience has ebbed
and flowed over the years, it has always
remained a popular spot among hlstorlc
theater enthusiasts.

“If you came down to see a moviein *
the’ 20s, it was more than just seeing a
movie;” said Seward. Though the Redford
was more of a'neighborhood movie house,
when compared to more extravagant
localés like Detroit’s Fox Theatre, its

~ decor and details look far more impres-
sive than the basicseats and screens of
today’s’ multlplexes. =

The MCTOS core members seem’ more
like family than coordinated volunteers.
In some ways, they are family. Seward’s

daughter Emily helps to sell tickets.

In May, she will make her debut as an
organist for an upcoming showing of the
sing-a-long favorite Grease.

~ Volunteers devote their time to main-
taining the space and bringing in an

- audience to preserve this tradition. They

choose family-friendly films by commit-
tee and seek out titles from that wish list

. to present in 35- or 70-millimeter film

with stereophonic sound. Prints come
from movie studios and archives across
the country.

The group dees its best to re-create the

- full moviegoing experience by adding live
. entertainers and music into the mix. A

recent Blyes Brothers screening kicked off
with an appearance by Jake and Elwood.
A previous Back to the Future screening

. called for a Delorean to roll out onstage.

As Martin said: “You never know what
youre going to get when you come to a
show at the Redford.”

Fans of the modern
gypsy music revolu-
tion won’t want to
miss the current
band making U.S.

The band’s touring experiences are
well publicized and are helping them gain
recognition.

“In Syria, Muslim women dressed
black clothing dance in a carnival pro-
cession. In Dublin with instruments in
hand, band members chase policemen
chasing a band member, through the
streets,” the band’s publicity company
explains.

Dances of Resistance is about optimism

. in a world that at times seems hopeless.
Songs are about civil justice and injustice,
and encourage listeners to be active; or as
they puit it “join the dance.”

“The music is way to fight, to be an
actor in today’s society rather than a vic-
tim,” lead vocalist David Baruchel said. '

The band has played across the globe
and in some seemingly unlikely places.
They were the only European band
to play at La Féte de la Musique in

Damascus three months after the start of

the Iraq War.

“What we found there wasn’t what
we had been told by the press. It wasn't
as violent as it was supposed to be. Our’
music opened doors to people in‘the
streets,” Baruchel said.

While the lyrics have a message, the
melodies are at times intentionally
humorous, like the sounds of a carni-
val. The song Contra La Guerra: Greva
General!, includes the sound of two mil-
lion anti-war protesters in Barcelona,
plus sonic joyous music. Babylon isnt
poking fun at anything, they too marched
in the demonstration.

And why were they chased by law offi-
cials in Ireland?

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(MS) - Once the spring sea-
son arrives, homeowners know
it’s time for some spring clean-
ing.

Inspect the wmdows Its -
always a good bet to seal win-
dows before the wmter season
hits, which keeps a hotise warm
by not allowing cold winter air
in. However, winter can take”
its toll on window seals. When
spring hits, these windows might
need to be resealed and caulked.
Check sprinkler heads in the
yard to make sure they haven’t
moved over the winter. Make
sure no sprinklers are spraying
the walls of the house. Such a
problem can go unnoticed if your
sprinklers run while you're asleep
or during early morning hours
when you've already left for work.
However, if not inspected, you'll
notice wall damage and unwant-’
ed growth soon enough.
