Figure skating programs
which practice at the
Plymouth Cultural Center are
scrambling to determine if
they can keep the programs
viable after being given an
ultimatum by city officials
to purchase ice time or lose
their. programs..

Representatives of the
basic skills lessons, a
Recreation Department
program being dropped by
the city, and the Skating
Academy of Plymouth,
which provides private les-
sons for skaters, met Friday
with city administrators and
two members of the City
Commission. _

LuAnne DeBeliso, presi-
dent of the Skating Academy,
said while the groups were
given an opportunity to pur-
chase ice time, it’s not suffi-
cient to assure the success of
the programs.

“I feel the times given to
us are still not conducive for
us to run a program that’s
available for all age groups,”
said DeBeliso of Plymouth.
“Even though we were will-
ing to come up with all the
money, they're not giving us
the times necessary to run
the program.”

City administrators effec-
tively cut the 30-year basic
skills classes and the pri-
vate lessons of the Skating
Academy of Plymouth, claim-
ing the $255 an hour for ice -
time paid by hockey teams
totals much more than rev-

enue generated by skating
lessons.

Both sides confirm the con-
tract calls for a newly orga-
nized figure skating group to
occupy the Cultural Center
ice Mondays, Wednesdays |
and Fridays. However,
DeBeliso said the skaters
need the afternoon ice from
3 p.m. until 5 p.m., not the
city’s offer of 4:30 p.m., to
accommodate all students.

“That would take out the
elementary age students,
which is 65 percent of our
membership,” DeBeliso said.
“Another problem is they
have already driven away
some of the coaches (because
of the decision), so we need
to find out if we have enough
students and coaches to put
on theice.”

Mayor Phil Pursell sald

-despite the apparent road

block, he’s confident a half-
hour of ice time can be nego-
tiated, if the Salem High
School hockey team and the
Plymouth-Canton Hockey
Association will move up
their schedules by.a half-
hour.

“We've come from total
elimination to only a half-
hour apart ... so I think
we've come a long way,” salgl
Pursell, who noted the city
would lose about $50,000
by not renting the same time

Residents on the west side
of Plymouth Township have
been leaving their vehicles
parked in their driveways
unlocked recently, and
thieves are making them pay.

Plymouth Township Police
say as many as eight thefts
have been reported from
neighborhoods in the Ann’
Arxbor Road-Ridge darea
recently, with the thieves mak-
ing off with just about any-
thing that wasn't tied down.

According to Detective
Sgt. Steve Rapson, last week-
end was quiet, but police

‘took a slew of reports earlier
this month that showed the
neighborhoods at that end
of the township were being

targeted.

Among the more popular
items for thieves were GPS
systems, iPods, laptop com-
puters and satellite radios. _

And residents, according
to police, are making such
thefts as easy as opening a
car door.

“Someone is walking
around these neighborhoods -
trying cars for open doors,”
Rapson said. “When they
find one, they’re seeing what
owners are leaving behind for
them.”

Police said such thefts
are fairly simple to prevent,
simply by removing valuable
items and locking the doors.

“You can lock your doors,

"butif you leave something in

sight, a thief can simply smash
the window and still take it,”
Rapson said. “The best thing
to do is take those things
inside with you. Don't leave
things like that in your car.”

KINDERGARTEN

These days, kindergarten spans
a broad spectrum of activities

Expectations have changed in the 20
years Birmingham Harlan Elementary
School teacher Nancy Singer has been
teaching kindergarten. Formerly the
emphasis was on socialization, letter rec-
ognition and name recognition.

Today, beginning reading skills are
introduced with phonics, sight words and

“chunk words.” Chunk words are words

" with a group of letters to which a begin-

ning letter is added to make a word, such
as in, pin, win, tin, etc.

“Children are on the cusp of readmg as.
they enter. I can start at that point and lead
them into reading All of my students can
read some words,” Singer says. “Each stu-

_dent composed a 51mple book, also. Readmg

strategies and comprehenswn aretaught.”
Art, music, science; social studies
and math are also incorporated into
Birmingham’s kindergarten curriculum.
Each day, learning centers are setup. -
Children move from center to center, record-
ing the completion of the activity. Parent
volunteers help at some of the centers. Singer
usually provides individual attention at the
reading/writing center. Parents are taught
teaching strategies as they help.
. Parent involvement is outstanding at
Harlan. “I have never asked for anything
that I didn’t receive. The parents are won-
derful,” Singer says.
.One parent remarked, “This is the hard—
est thing I have ever done,” as she worked at

.a center. She had added respect for the com-

plex and challenging role of the teacher.
- The morning begins in this kindergar-
ten with the familiar routine of hanging

up jackets, putting snacks in the. appro-
priate place, placing the attendance tag
in the school slot. “There is a great com-
fort in knowing and following routines,”
Singer says.

After a time for selecting and readmg
their own books chosen from the 300
available in the classroom library, the
children move to the brightly colored car-
pet for group time.

As Singer reads from three giant books a
chorus of voices reads along. She gives clues
and encouragement to help children sound
out unfamiliar words.

The activities of the day are introduced

* with talk about the science activity, mea-

suring worms (real ones), fractions of one-
half and one-third. The sciefce curricu-
lum emphasizes observation and using

_ the five senses.

The math curriculum encourages chil- ..

dren to be lifelong mathematical thinkers.

Problem solving occurs daily. Graphing,
measuring and fractions happen naturally.
Throughout the year, the children have

‘been learning the alphabet and sing-

ing alphabet songs. This morning, they
rehearsed three songs to perform for
their parents. “Minnie Mouse Minds her
Manners” was one song accompanied by
gestures and motions.

Snack time bégan with the use of hand
sanitizers. Children chatted as they ate the
snacks, which they brought for the day.

The class was divided into three groups
for reading time. Singer moved from table

- to table to work with each group. Each child
-worked on a zoo book, inserting words and

creating a page and coloring the pictures.

.Outdoor recess provided a chance for
gross motor physical activity and fresh air.

Children could select their play activ-
ity toward the end of the morning. Busy
hands built Lego creations, some played
in the housekeeping area, while some
worked on their books.

‘Show and tell ended the morning. It
reimains an important part of kindergar-
ten. Students have a designated day each

. week to bring an item. Added thinking

opportunities occur as the children give’
three clues about their item, which is out
of sight. Some unusual surprises have
included a shark tooth and a pineapple
plant growing a new pineapple.

The breadth and depth of the kindergar-
ten curriculum provide an enriched learn-

- ing experience for the young children.

Adequate DEQ funding is

‘essential to protect waters

Anyone who has lived in Michigan for any amount of time
can probably tell you how important water is to this state.
From the Great Lakes and more than 11,000 inland lakes
to the thousands upon thousands of rivers and streams,
Michiganders are never very far away from a body of water.

Not only does this resource provide us with some of the
finest drinking water in the country, it also provides us with
countless recreation opportunities, aids our economy and is
home to countless species of wildlife.

‘Our state lawmakers decided that the Michigan
Department of Environmental Quahty (DEQ) would be the

- main agency to protect this amazing natural resource and

uphold the public trust. However, in recent years the state

" Legislature has cut funding to the DEQ so severely that the

department is finding it difficult to near impossible to per-
form the duties it is required to do by law. As a result, DEQ
officials are proposing turning over a portion of the state’s
wetlands oversight and Inland Lakes and Streams Act over-

. sight to the federal government.

While this may seem logical to those overseeing the DEQs

dwindling budget, turning over essential oversight of our -

water resources to the Feds would be a blow to our state.
Currently, the DEQ’s Land and Water Management
Division is responsible for overseeing most of the pro-

grams that are at risk because of inadequate funding. The -

LWMD’s responsibilities include the protection of wetlands,
stream banks and bottoms, floodplains, floodways, lake
bottomlands and critical dunes. LWMD staff are the ones

that go out in the field and determine what impact con-

struction projects have on natural resources. They review
permit applications for such activities as filling wetlands,
altering stream banks, or building a dock on a lake.

Despite this critical role, the LWMD’s budget has been
slashed by nearly 30 percent since 2002, which has resulted
in a 17-percent drop in staff (23 positions) over the same

period. The loss of staff has handicapped the LWMD, and -

prevented it from fulfilling its responsibilities, according
to a DEQ report. During this time; Michigan’s waterways

have suffered substantial environmental impacts from large

projects, and many minor projects that have had a ciimula—
tive impact.

‘The cost of state government has been a big issue over the
last couple of years. State lawmakers have had to determine
what are the most important services the state can prov1de
the residents of Michigan. There are few services as impor-
tant as protecting the state’s natural resources, especially
our water resources. ‘ o ‘

It is time for our state lawmakers to realize ’this, regard-
less what party they belong to. If their position is that the
federal government can do a better job overseeing our

‘water, then it is time to find new state lawmakers. It’s time

to adequately fund the DEQ.

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Annual budget crisis shows
state’s leadership fails again

ust when you thought things were awful
nough — gas more than $4 a gallon;
auto sales dropping fast; homes facing
foreclosure; and the economy in a recession
— now comes the bad news.
Thé nonpartisan and highly respected

Citizens Research Council of Michigan (CRC)
is predicting — once again

— long-term, big-time state
budget trouble. Even though
the Legislature thrashed and
fought most of last year, bare-
ly avoiding a state shutdown
before finally enacting a new
tax package and balancing the
-budget, it turns out that was
o only a temporary plug for the.
mﬁmm collapsing dam. :

. In fact, little accomplished
last year has done anything to

relieve the “chronic structural budget defi- .

cit.” That means the cost increases of state
programs will continue to outrun revenues.

Rapldly rising health care costs and our
‘prison system (estimated at a 7.3-percent
increase per year) will swamp state finances.
The CRC experts estiinate budget gaps start-
ing next year which would balloon to a $6
billion hole in the General Fund by 2017 if
nothing is done.

All of which makes it dlsgraceful that last
year’s report of the governor’s Emergency
Financial Advisory Panel was so roundly
ignored. The panel, headed by former Govs.
Jim Blanchard and Bill Milliken and con-
sisting of some of Michigan’s most distin-
guished leaders, came up with a remarkably
tough-minded, far-reaching set of structural
reforms designed to cut costs and assure
adequate revenues to sustain necessary state
programs.

Some examples:

B Cutting corrections expenses, which now

at $2.2 billion a year are more than state:
spending on our colleges and universities.

B Reducing fringe benefits for state
employees, which now exceed by a mile those
paid to workers in the private sector.

& Working out better ways for school dis-
tricts and local government units to collabo-
rate by sharing services and cutting costs.

The devastating new CRC projections
should come as no surprise to those famil-
iar with the emergency panel’s brief report,
‘which ought to have been mailed to every
family in the state. But they will hopefully
add urgency to the movement for Iong-term

. structural changes in the workings of our
state — and help make people realize how
necessary those changes are.

By now, the broad outlines are fairly clear.

Research by Michigan’s Future, Inc., dem-
onstrates that those states with young and
highly educated work forces are the ones
that are going to prosper in the future. As
Lou Glazer says, “Talent trumps taxes.” The
issue isn’t just the number of jobs; it’s good
jobs, which lead to high and growing family
incomes.

In its recently issued report, “Michigan’s
Defining Moment: A Common Ground

Agenda for Michigan’s Transformation,” the
nonpartisan, nonprofit Center for Michigan
(of which I am president) called for a tal-
ented and globally competitive work force, a
vibrant economic, a great quality of life and
an effective, efficient and accountable gov-
ernment. ’

Other regional economic development
groups — Detroit Renaissance, the Detroit
Chamber of Commerce, the West Michigan
Strategic Alliance — have all proposed simi--
lar strategies.

People are unhappy with the slow pace of
change and the continued partisan bicker-
ing. Polls published by The Center show
that nearly 85 percent of citizens think it’s
important for lawmakers of both parties
to-work together in developing solutions to
Michigan’s problems, while the same number
think that’s not happening now.

Business leadership, in particular, is
increasingly unhappy at the lack of urgen-
cy in Lansing. Leaders from the Detroit
Renaissance chairman to the Domino’s CEO
have been warmng that time’s running out,
but, as one said, it’s “like screaming into the
wind.”

And most leaders I talk with agree that the
kinds of decisions we make over the decade
will play a major role in defining what kind
of state Michigan will be over the next 50-75 -
years.

Truly, we are at a hinge in our history.

What is needed most is the political will to
actually set these long-term strategies into
place. I've been holding small, off-the-record,
confidential dinner meetings with legislators
for the past several months. As many as 30
{rom both parties are deeply troubled at the

" partisan gridlock in Lansing. They are anx-

ious to work with business and civic leader-
ship to start things moving.

“The first step involves the 45 open seats in
the House of Representatives that are up for
election this fall. Frankly, I don’t care which
party wins the seats, but I do care a lot that
we nominate and elect candidates willing to
work together across party lines to reach far-
reaching solutions to Michigan’s problems.

And as world-changing as this year’s elec-
tion may be nationally, for Michigan it is only

- a prologue to the really important election

two years from now: For us, 2010 will truly
be a watershed. '

. Whether we like it or not, we’ll elect an
entirely new cast of characters to send to

- Lansing: the governor, lieutenant governor,

secretary of state, attorney general, will all
be new. So will at least 31 out of 38 state
senators and more than half of the House, all
thanks to term limits. _

Politics does matter. And mobilizing citi-
zens to get involved in these elections is the
key to getting Michigan moving again.

The reality is that government entities can-
not adequately protect us from these scams.
Many Internet scams come from outside our
borders which make them immune from our
laws. The bottom line is it is up to us to pro-
tect ourselves. Therefore, be cautious about
offering sensitive information, independently
check out companies before sending any -
money. If something sounds too good to be
true, it'is.

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Realtors praise U.S. House effort to boost market

Legislation’s been introduced and in
some cases approved, both at state and
federal levels, to help homeowners to
cope with mortgage woes. :

The National Association of
Realtors May 9 congratulated House
Committee on Financial Services
Chairman Barney Frank, D-Mass., on

_ hisleadership and the U.S. House of
Representatives for voting to pass H.R.
3221, The Foreclosure Prevention Act.

- Their actions will help bring stability to
the housing market and stem the rising
rate of foreclosures, according to the
NAR Website. ‘

Furhad Waquad, president of the
Metropolitan Consolidated Association
of Realtors and a Realtor with Max
Broock Realtors in Bloomfield Hills,
has thoughts on the bill.

It offers a first-time buyer a credit
of $7,500 within certain income lim-
its, less than $70,000 for a single or
$140,000 for a couple. “It will encour-
age those sitting on the fence to move
on,” said Waquad. “That alone should
bea good stimulus to our oversupply of
homes.”

FHA limits were to expire in
December 2008, he noted. If the fed-

- eral legislation becomes permanent,
standards of 125 percent of median
home prices or 175 percent of $417,000
would become pérmanent.

“Whichever is lower would be the
limit,” Waquad said, comparing buy-
ing in Oak Park or Hazel Park vs. more
affluent communities in Oakland or

Macomb counties, which are served by

MCAR Realtors. :
“Tt is a vacuum in the marketplace
for the buying public,” Waquad said.
Banks don’t want to incur more losses,
which is understandable, but getting
financing for a home is now difficult if
credit is less than ideal.
“It prevents flipping of houses,”
the MCAR president said of the leg-
islation, citing a hypothetical house
‘bought in Oak Park for $100,000 and

said he will veto the bill, and Realtor
groups aren’t sure of its fate in the
Senate. : ,
“Right now, it looks like a good bill.
It looks like a bill that will definitely
help the economy,” Waquad said.
This legislation applies to all major
financial institutions, which are
national. State legislation is important
too, he noted, such as sunsetting of
the Single Business Tax and its sub-

-sequent replacement. “They are both

important, but this one has got a much

wider range for those who are in trou-

ble,” Waquad said of the federal bill. -
He hears about big names like the

" Chase bank being bailed out, while

help to those who need it, and not to*
the speculators. It has a nonflipping
measure.”

“We are hopeful this will pass with
its positive points,” Waquad said, not-
ing easier refinancing also helps exist-
ing homeowners. “The sooner this
comes out in the marketplace the bet-
ter for all.”

“An FHA's a very good program
for first-time buyers.” There are also
Michigan State Housing Development
Authority loans, but with lower income
limits.

“This bill puts more money with -
FHA for refinancing.” That will aid
those trapped into subprime loans
who can't afford their payments, said
Waquad, speaking from a professional
conference in Washington, D.C, ‘

the mortgage crisis, sald Dale E. Smith,
executive vice president of the Western

_ Wayne Oakland County Association of
“Realtors. One aim is to limit liability of

mortgage companies on buyout efforts,
which previously lacked a clear defini-
tion.

“This helps define then' role,” Smith
said.

The foreclosure area’s been in the
works for a long time. “This is probably
going to be the closest opportunity,”
Smith said, noting it’s comprehen-
sive and strengthens FHA standards
with maximum mortgage amounts.
Mortgages would be government-
insured and more in line with stan-
dards of four-five years ago.

“You're looking at helping somebody
get into a home,” especially a first-time
buyer, Smith said. Industry leaders
would like to see interest rates on
mortgages that correspond to the risk,
stabilizing the market with securely
underwritten mortgages.

“Both the House and the Senate have
indicated a desire to do what this pack-
age of bills set out to do,” said Smith,
who anticipates it will be signed by the
presxdent if differences are worked out
in the U.S. Senate.

“Our Realtor members appreciate
the House’s hard work and bipartisan -
effort in bringing forth legislation
that will go along way toward helping
people become and remain homeown-
ers,” said NAR President Dick Gaylord,
a broker with RE/MAX Real Estate
Specialists in Long Beach, Calif. “We
are pleased with the comprehensive
nature of this bill.” .

Realtors have long advocated
modernizing Federal Housing
Administration programs that will
simplify and make FHA-backed mort-
gages more available, and expanding
FHA to allow more homeowners to
refinance their mortgages. Additional
bill components that NAR has long
supported include reform to the
government-sponsored enterprises
(Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac) and
permanent increases to both GSE (gov-
ernment-sponsored entities) and FHA
loan limits. The proposed tax credit
of $7,500 for first-time homebuyers
would help stimulate a weak housing
market, and FHA stabilization should
help thousands of families to refinance

‘existing mortgages and keep their

homes, according to the NAR.
“This is meaningful legislation that

" ‘can have a major impact. We look for- -

ward to working with the House and:
Senate to finalize an aggressive bill
that will ensure that every American
who can afford to own a home and -
aspires to do so will have that oppor-
tunity, and that every American who

- responsibly owns a home is able to keep

it,” said Gaylord.

i cientists who study quantum physics
say there are as many as 27 different
dimensions coexisting with the ones
that make up our physical world. And -
judging by what we have seen of them in -
the movies it’s best not to go poking around
there. .

The spiders in The Mist are very nasty.
They spit out sizzling web strands that
burn as well as snare.

Overall, The Mist is quite effectlve, and
the ending, well, The Mist has one of the
nastiest endings I've ever seen in a horror
film. I highly recommend it. But as good
as The Mist is, my all-time favorite other
dimensional film is From Beyond.
